The sortie from Kimberley on Novem­
ber 25 armears to have been much more 
serious than had been supposed. Detail* 
are now arriving of a reconnaissance in 
force by mounted troop» under Colonel 
Scott Tuhner, at dawn, in the direction 
of a -ridge near Carter’* Farm, where 
the Boers were strongly entrenched. 
Finding the Boer pickets asleep, Colonel 
Scott Turner proceeded along the ridge 
under cover and rushed the Boer re­
doubts, at 5:25 a. m., in the face of a 
hail of bullets. The Boers hoisted a 
white flag and fired at the British under 
its protection before surrendering.

Owing possibly to the exhaustion of 
their ammunition the British 
able to follow up the attack and seize 
a large Boer laager about three hundred 
yards ahead, especially as Boer rein­
forcements were seen approaching and 
the enemy was keeping up a heavy fire 
from the shelter of the thick bush.

During the sorties am armored train re- 
connoitered north and south while a con­
siderable force of British with field guns 

•and Maxims advanced toward Spytfon- 
•tein, holding the Boers in check in that 
direction. Ten guns were engaged simul­
taneously, and, viewed from the conning 
tower an artillery -duel seemed proceed­
ing in every direction except towards 
Kenilworth, the fusilade being terrible 
at 8 o’clock.

Haying no force -sufficient to hold the 
position he had stormed.

A TROUBLESOME FIRE.

Doe. Damage to the Extent of $600 and 
Illustrates Weakness of the Alarm 

System.

As Vexatious a small fire as any that 
the department under Chief Deasy has 
been called upon to deal with in many 
months destroyed the seed-drying kiln 
of Mr. P. X. Johnston in the early hours 
of yesterday morning, and damaged an 
adjoining bouse occupied by Mr. John­
ston’s four sons, to the extent of perhaps 
$150. In one respect the blaze may 
perhaps be classed as not an unmixed 
evil, for it illustrated the unreliable con­
dition of the alarm service and the ne­
cessity of its immediate repair.

The fire was reported by telephone to ▲ 
headquarters, and the station box, No. ▼ 
27, was immediately pulled. Crossed 
wires or some other complication pre­
vented a proper alarm, however, the big 
tower bell instead of repeating “27” four 
times, merely sounding the "2,” and only 

stroke being given by the gong at 
one of the other houses.

Of course the men of No, 2 station, 
on upper Yates street, were first on the 
scene of danger, and had hose laid when 
the apparatus from the city arrived after 
a smart turnout and a fast run. The 
burning building was a thousand feet 
from any hydrant, however, and this be­
ing too long a “lay” for the district sup­
ply of hose they could do nothing.

When water was brought to the fire it 
was found thht the pressure was utterly 
insufficient until word was sent to the 
pumping station for more water. Then 
the suffocating smoke presented a new 
obstacle to the suppression of the blaze.
The fire had not between ceiling and roof 
and defied the nozzle men. Ultimately 
a few boards were ripped from the ceil­
ing, and the firemen were able to do ef­
fective work.

The fire had originated in a small 
frame building between St. Charles street 
and Pemberton road, used by Mr. John­
ston as a seed-drying house, and occu­
pied by several Chinamen. As these 
gentry had taken care to remove their 
personal effects before sounding any 
alarm, the fire secured considerable head­
way before any whites were aware of its 
existence. Mr. Johnston’s four sons re­
sponded to the alarm from the adjoining 
building which they occupy, just in time 
to see it also take fire. The frame struc­
ture in which the blaze originated, 
valued perhaps at $200, was consumed, 
together with $150 worth of seeds and 
fertilizers; the second building was dam­
aged to the extent of perhaps 150— 
fully covered by an insurance policy of 
$500. Although the sparks blew badly, 
the blaze was prevented from spreading 
to any of the adjoining residences.

The failure of the alarm system to 
work properly cumot be said to have 
taken the authorities by surprise entirely. 
False alarms through crossed wires had 
been of frequent occurrence since the 
commencement of the recent high winds; 
and the city electrician, who has charge 
of the system, had intended going over 
it thoroughly, and testing all boxes. This 
is a measure of protection that in many 
cities is of frequent occurrence. It is 
suggested for the fire wardens’ consider­
ation whether one man in the depart­
ment should not be given charge of tne 
alarm system, and locate and deal with 
crossed wires the moment a cross is 
known to occur.

Alderman Charles Hayward will be a 
candidate for the o'ffice of mayor at the 
approaching elections, while Mayor Red-, 
fern has expressed himself as aversq to 
seeking re-election. The majority of the 
aldermen now holding office will again 
come before the people.

Such, in brief, is the situation as far 
as could be ascertained by a Colonist 
representative, who yesterday interview­
ed the mayor and aldermen.

Alderman Hayward was first visited. 
The reporter mentioned that it had been 
a matter of common gossip for months 
past that he would offer himself as a 
candidate for the mayoralty at the next 
elections, and asked if such was his in­
tention.

“Yes,” said Aid. Hayward, “at the 
persistent solicitation of influential rate­
payers, I intend doing so. I have not 
arrived at this decision hastily. I be­
lieve that Victoria has reached a critical 
period in her history—a period which 
demands the inauguration of a moder­
ately progressive policy, and possessing 
very large interests in the city, and hav­
ing for a number of years past been 
more or less prominently identified with 
local public bodies, I believe I may be 
able, if entrusted with the confidence of 
the people, to aid in the advancement of 
the city’s welfare. I have, therefore, 
as I said before, after due deliberation, 
and upon receiving assurance of support 
from a great number of influential citi­
zens, determined to offer myself as a 
candidate for the position of mayor in 
1900.”

Catching Mayor Redfern at a moment 
of leisure in his Government street busi­
ness establishment, the question “Will 
you again be a candidate for the mayor­
alty ?” was asked to His Worship. May­
or Redfern said he had not as yet given 
tiie matter much consideration. He had 
held the position for the past three years 
and felt inclined to retire in favor of 
‘some one else. Personally he was averse 
to again offering himself as a candi­
date. Certaialy there were many civic 
projects in the success of which he was 
keenly interested—certain of which he 
had seen pushed forward quite satis­
factorily during his tenure of office—and 
he would reluctantly abandon the task of 
aiding in their consummation, but he had 
occupied the mayoralty for three years 
in succession and would willing make 
way for some one else. Yes; the Col­
onist might announce that he would not 
at the next contest be again in the 
field.

In the event of Mayor Redfern main­
taining his present attitude, there is little 
doubt about the election of Aid. Hay­
ward, if one may judge from how “the 
man in the street" views the situation. 
But of course it is by no means certain 
that Mayor Redfern may not be induced 
to reconsider his decision.

Aid. Hayward’s candidature is looked 
upon with marked favor. He has long 
been prominent in civic matters, and the 
fact that he has large interests in the 
city and is known to be possessed of pro­
gressive ideas will do much to popularise 
his candidature.

Those who were spoken to in regard 
to Mayor Redfem’s proposed retirement 
all agreed that the city would thus lose 
the services of a faithful and competent 
chief magistrate, while admitting the 
wisdom of the Mayor’s contention that 
three years’ consecutive tenure of office 
is sufficient justification for a desire to 
be relieved of the responsibility.

Nearly all of the aldermen will seek 
re-election. Aid. MacGregor was the first 
one met by the. Colonist representative, 
and without hesitation he stated that he 
would run. He had no particular rea­
sons to offer as to why he had arrived at 
.that determination.

A duo of "city fathers" was next ac­
costed on Government street—Aldermen 
Humphrey and Kinsman, 
both of the same mind as Aid. Mc­
Gregor—they would again run.

Aid. Brydon has not yet given the mat­
ter “due consideration.”

The grievances which the 
residents of Victoria West have against 
existing conditions are manifold, and it 
is more than likely that that populous 
district will have in the field candidates 
of its own selection, impressed with the 
needs and requirements of that section. 
In that event the contest in North ward 
is likely to be more than usually inter­
esting.

A great deal has been said, and doubt­
less more will be, as to the right of a de­
feated minister to a dissolution. No 
such right exists. Some people lay stress 
upon the fact that Mr. Semlin has never 
USSB granted an appeal to the people, as 
though there was vested in the premier 
for the time being a personal right to 
have the people pronounce upon his 
policy. Such is not the case. The wel­
fare of the people is the supreme law in 
this as in every other question arising 
under the British constitution. The mere 
fact that a premier has lost the con­
fidence of his supporters gives him no 
dabn to be allowed to appeal to the peo­
ple for a reversal of the verdict of their 
representatives.

The only instance in Canada since con­
federation of a ministerial overthrow in 
parliament, was the defeat of the Lib­
eral-Conservative ministry in 1873. The 
first session of the second parliament of 
Canada was opened on March 5, 1873, 
and was prorogued on August 13. A 
second session was called on October 23 
of the same year. Almost immediately 
the Canadian Pacific charges were 
brought up and Sir John Macdonald 
found himself defeated. We do not think 
that he claimed the right to a dissolution, 
but if he made the claim it was not rec­
ognized, and on November 5 he resigned 
office, Alexander Mackenzie being call­
ed to the premiership two days later.
The house was at once prorogued and on 
January 2, 1874, was dissolved on Mr.
Mackenzie’s advice, The Hanington 
ministry in New Brunswick was defeated 
on a vote of want of confidence in 1894.
Mr. Hanington asked for a dissolution 
but it was refused. In this province the 
McCreight ministry was defeated on De­
cember 23, 1872; the De Cosmos-Walkem 
ministry was at once formed and there 
was no dissolution of the house until 
1875. The latter ministry went out dur­
ing the session of 1876, but there was no 
dissolution until 1878. The Elliott minis­
try which followed fell by the wayside in 
1878, ithgl house not being then dn ses­
sion. The Walkem ministry which was 
then formed, changed on the appoint­
ment of its leader to the bench to the 
BeaVen ministry, which resigned on 
January 20, 1883, just five days before 
the legislature met. The Smithe minis­
try came in, followed by the A. E. B.
Davie ministry and the Itohson ministry, 
which were followed by the Theodore 
Davie ministry and this by the Turner 
ministry, 90 that we look in vain in the 
history of British Columbia for an in­
stance of a defeated premier being grant­
ed a dissolution. In Quebec the Joly 
ministry vyas defeated on a vote of want 
of confidence, and asked for a dissolu­
tion but was refused. The Taiilon min­
istry was, defeated on the election of 
speaker and there was no dissolution. We 
search in vain in the history of parlia­
mentary government either in1 the Do­
minion or of any of the provinces since 
confederation for a case where a de­
feated ministry was granted a dissolu­
tion.

In the old Province of Canada the 
Macdonald government was defeated on 
a vote and the Brown ministry was 
at once formed. Five days after the 
latter was defeated, whereupon Mr.
Brown asked the Governor-General for 
a dissolution, but was refused, Sir Ed­
mund Head saying that the question for 
him to decide was,not “What is advant­
ageous to a particular party ?” but “What 
upon the whole is most advantageous and 
fair to the people of the" province?"

In Nova Scotia the governor refused 
his ministry a dissolution after a defeat 
on a vote of want of confidence, and said 
that “having been defeated in the house 
their advice ceased to carry the weight 
that would otherwise attach to it.” His 
course was sustained by the colonial sec­
retary.

In 1873 the Stafford ministry in New 
Zealand was defeated on a vote of want 
of confidence, asked for a dissolution and 
was refused. In 1877 the Grey ministry 
had the same experience, and protested 
to the secretary of state for the colonies 
against the refusal, but the Governor’s 
decision was upheld.

A Tasmania ministry had a similar ex­
perience. Iu 1872 the Victoria ministry 
was defeated, and asked for a dissolu­
tion alleging among other 1 reasons that 
they had had no opportunity of apealing 
to the people, ithe elections having been 
held under the auspices of their oppon­
ents, but the dissolution was refused.

We have only been able to find in the 
books two cases where a defeated min­
istry was given a dissolution in any of 
the colonies. One was in South Austra­
lia, where it was evident that the legis­
lature was determined to be obstructive, 
and the other m Tasmania, where a gov­
ernment was called into office on the re­
signation of their predecessors, and 
promptly defeated. A dissolution was 
the only course open, for no one would 
form a government without one.

The principles underlying these 
are;

1st. The prerogative of dissolution is 
for the protection of the crown not for 
that of the ministry.

2nd. Parliament is the only recognized 
organ of public opinion. ,

Let us suppose for a moment that Mr. 

Turner had remained in power in this 
province. If he had, there are some 
things which would not have happened. 
The development of Atiin would not 
have been retarded by unwise legislation, 
and the mining industry of the Slocan 
would not have received a black eye in 
the shape of the eight-hour law. We 
have no authority to speak for Mr. Tur­
ner in respect to this piece of legisla­
tion, hut we know what course the Col­
onist would have advised ee his cordial 
«apporter. If the miners of the prov­
ince asked for eight-hour legislation, the 
Colonist would have advised that a con­
ference of miners and mine-owners 
should be held and that an understand­
ing should be reached between them as 
to what would be best for all concerned 
before any law was placed on the statute 
book. No one can deny that the mis­
chievous legislation in regard to al'ens, 
the granting of hydraulic lessee 
hours of labor in the metalliferous mines 
had the effect of checking the flow of 
capital then directed to this province. 
The world was beginning to look very 
favorably upon' this province as a field 
for investment. Confidence, which, as 
we all know, is a plant of slow growth, 
was beginning to make its influence felt, 
and this outlook was very favorable in­
deed. Then came the mischievous and 
demagogic legislation of last session, and 
incalculable harm resujted.

If Mr. Turner had "remained in power 
there is no manner of doubt that rail­
way construction from the Coast to the 
Interior at three points would now be 
in progress. An all-Canadian line to the 
Yukon and an independent route to 
Kootenay were assured by the action of 
the legislature taken at the instance of 
Mr. Turner. Both these projects have 
been stopped for an indefinite period and 
in connection with one of them the hate­
ful brand of repudiation has been im­
printed upon the fair Record of this prov­
ince. These matters are known to the 
public, hut it is not generally known that 
the change of ministry and the repealing 
legislation of last session prevented the 
inauguration of the British Pacific pro­
ject.

tically been no war news for twenty-four 
hours. A despatch, received yesterday 
morning said it was reported that Cronje 
had withdrawn on Bloemfontein, which 
was the view of the case advanced by 
this paper. In the absence of definite 
information, however, the most that any 
one can do it to think out what he would 
do-himself if he were situated as the 
Boers are.

The nesvs that’ Mafeking has been re­
lieved “automatically,” as we suggested 
some time ago might be probable, seems 
to be generally credited. This will re­
lease some good fighting material, which 
our generals can use elsewhere, although 
the force in that town is not large.

We are almost without anything to 
guide us to a conclusion as to the condi­
tion of things in Natal. It is said that 
Joubert must have from 15,000 to 20,000 
men there. If this is all his force, we 
greatly outnumber him, and his position, 
while temporarily safe, must in the end 
prove extremely precarious. Gen. Buffer 
is evidently taking his time about at­
tacking. Doubtless he desires when he 
strikes a blow that it will be decisive. 
It is quite possible that Joubert’s army 
may be annihilated when Buffer gets 
ready to take the offensive. We can only 
speculate as to where our forces are, 
hat shall not be' surprised to learn that 
they will be so disposed as to be able, 
with the help of the Ladysmith garrison, 
to cut off Joubert’s retreat by way of 
Laing’s Nek and compel him to get out 
•f Natal into the Free State with the 
remnant of his army, in which case Dul­
ler could get between him and Pretoria 
and compel him to accept battle on the 
level plains of the Free State, with 
Methuen upon his left flank and Gatacre 
in his rear.

The Grand Forks Miner, speaking of

The protection of invested capi­
tal as well as the interests of those who 
work for wages call for our best consid­
eration. Our agricultural capabilities need 
to be made known and their utilization 
ought to be stimulated. There'are ques­
tions bearing upon taxation calling for 
attention. While matters of this kind 
are to he dealt with, we think a British 
Columbia paper is doing its duty better 
in discussing them than in endeavoring 
to create a false interest in the personal 
matters which make up federal politics 
so largely nowadays.

Some people say that the immigration 
of people from the Eastern provinces 
means the transportation to this province 
of Eastern issues; hut we do not believe 
it. On the contrary we think that the 
majority of Eastern people are the readi­
est of all to break away from their old 
party ties, and in this new land form 
such alliances as will serve best to ad­
vance the material interests of their 
adopted home. Every one who knows 
the inner working of politics in the East 
will bear us out in saying that the divis­
ion of parties there is largely a matter of 
family tradition, personal friendship or 
association and in some cases local repu­
tation. There are constituencies in the 
East that are Liberal chiefly because 
they have always been Liberal, and 
others that are Conservative for the 
same reason. The political leaders on 
either side know with almost certainty in 
advance how such constituencies will go, 
no matter what issue is placed before 
them. This is, of course, not peculiar to 
Canada, but is common in all communi­
ties where representative institutions 
have been in existence for any length o*f 
time.

That public man must be of more than 
ordinary ambition who cannot find, in 
British Columbia and the fuff develop­
ment 0tf its wonderful future, the ut­
most scope for his energy, the widest 
field his talents can desire, the most 
honorable crown for a career. It seems 
to us that the great need of the province 
is that we shall all of us devote our ener­
gies more closely to the work to be done 
in this inviting field. British Columbia 
with its vast area, its magnificent geo- 
graphcal position and ts wealth in forest, 
mine, soil and sea is an empire of itself. 
We frankly confess that, when we think 
of what is to be done in order that the 
British Columbians of to-day may profit 
most by these things and leave them in 
he best shape to benefit their children,the 
issues of the federal arena seem paftry 
and insignificant beside them, 
from feeling that the necessities of fed­
eral parties should control our relations 
to our local affairs, we have almost 
reached a stage when we can say that 
the interests of British Columbia ought 
to dominate our minds to the exclusion of 
everything short of Imperial interests.

It would, of course, be unwise to go 
as far as this under any circumstances, 
for at any day questions may arise in 
the federal arena, which will compel the 
concentration of public attention upon 
themselves to the exclusion for the time 
being of all other matters.

Our enterprising 
neighbor on the Mainland has doubtless 
the lion's share of the less than 30 per 
cent, which goes to points elsewhere in 
Canada than Victoria. Of the three 
cities.^Victoria is far in the lead, with 
double the business of Vancouver, which 
comes second, and Seattle to third, with 
probably a little more than half of the 
business done by Vancouver.

The taking of evidence before the coal 
mines arbitration was yesterday formally 
closed, and nothing now remains but to 
have the evidence extended, which is no 
smfih task, and to hear the arguments.

The colliery company at Union called 
the firemen and pit bosses and also the 
bosses of the Chinese miners employed 
in pushing cars, all of’ whom testified 
that in their opinion the Chinese and 
Japanese are perfectly safe and compe­
tent to work in coal «nines underground, 
and that they knew of no cause of com­
plaint.

Some otiier Chinese were called and 
examined as to their knowledge of sig­
nals and instructions. On the last day of 
the sitting at Union Mr. Cassidy stated 
that in his opinion he had by calling cer­
tain of the Chinese who fairly represent­
ed the average of their class and the 
fire bosses and boss miners fairly covered 
the miners, and that he could of necessity 
call all the Chinese but would like an 
expression of opinion from the arbitra­
tors as to the propriety of calling more

Mr. John Matthews then gave evi­
dence that is his opinion the Chinese are 
perfectly safe and that during his term 
as assistant manager of the Union mines 
he had found them as competent as other 
miners and able to understand instruc­
tions. He thought the proposed new 
special rule that no persons should he 
employed in a mine underground other 
than those employed before the 9th of 
August, unless able to read and satisfy 
the inspector of their ability to under­
stand the special rules as printed in 
English, entirely unnecessary 
safety of the mine.

Under the system employed, in tiie 
Union mines the rules were actually im­
parted to the men by means of‘instruc­
tions.

■Mr. Little, the superintendent of the 
colliery at Union, testified that he was of 
the same opinion. The Chinese were as 
safe as the ordinary white miner and the 
reports of the minister of mines showed 
that there are less accidents attributable 
to Chinese proportiqnately than to white 
miners; that the mines at Union could 
not be carried on with the class of labor 
proposed by the new rule as it was un­
obtainable, and that he thought it was 
a labor matter Mr. Ralph Smith and a 
delegation having gone from Nanaimo 
to interview the government as to some 
means of getting around the decision of 
the Privy Council.

Mr. Ralph Smith, M.P.P., secretary of 
the Miners’ and Mine Laborers’ Protec­
tive Association, was then called to show 
what part he took in formulating the 
rule but after numerous questions Vt was 
decided that the witness could not dis­
close anything which took place at cabi­
net meetings.

Exponent of Marconi's Wonder Working 
Heard with Interest by His Ger­

man Majesty.

Berlin, Dec. 5.—Emperor William’s 
well known interest in technical investi­
gations, especially those relating to the 
navy, kept him for nearly five hours to­
day at his school of technology, where 
the most interesting feature of the pro­
ceedings was a long lecture, illustrated 
with experiments by Prof. Slaby on Sig­
nor Marconi’s system of wireless tele­
graphy as applied in naval movements.

The lecture was based on a series of 
experiments on board the Friedrich 
ICarl near Kiel, when the operator suc­
ceeded in communicating over distances 
from 45 to 48 kilometres with a 30 
metre wire. After the lecture the Em­
peror engaged the Professor in a lively 
discussion in which Baron von Senden 
Bib tan, vice-admiral and chief of the 
marine cabinet, and privy councillor Von 
Busley joined.

IMr. H. Moxon, chief steward of the 
steamer Charmer, has received a letter 
from his son, Fred., who is serving with 
the Liverpool regiment at Ladysmith. 
The letter was written some days after 
the first engagement In which the young 
man took part. Fred. Moron is well 
known in Victoria, where he resided- 
for a number of yeanr with his father. 
He shipped from here to Liverpool on 
a sailing vessel, and there joined the 
Liverpool regiment. His letter, which 
follows, will be read with interest:

“Ladysmith, Oct. 26, 1890. i
“I am taking this opportunity of writ­

ing to you. 1 suppose you will know 
that I am now in the thick of the Trans­
vaal war. We have had two sharp en­
gagements and lost about 140 men. * * 
* You may think I am a coward when 
I tell you so, but war is an awful thing. 
Just fancy lying behind rocks in a long 
line with red-hot steel-cased bullets fall­
ing all around you, striking the rocks 
within two or three feet, and sometimes 
inches, off your head, and comrades on 
either side of you getting wounded and 
killed; men yetf have known, drilled 
with, eaten, worked, played, fought and 
slept with for nearly three years.

“Our f|rst battle was fought on Satur­
day, the 21st inst., about ten miles from 
Ladysmith. Our column, consisting of 
three batteries of field artillery, two 
regiments of light cavalry, two com­
panies of mounted infantry, three regi­
ments of mounted volunteers and three 
regiments of British infantry—about 
5,000 British troops in all—left camp at 
3 o’clock in the morning. It had to pass 
between two big hills about nine miles 
from Camp. We were just entering the 
pass when scouts reported a force of 
about 9,000 Boers in a strong position on 
the left hill, with four Krnpp field guns 
iu position. Immediately after a shrapnel 
shell dropped in amongst out artillery, 
but failed to explode on account of its 
being badly fused. Then the action be­
gan. Our guns took up a position on 
the right hill and soon silenced the 
Boers’ guns. Our infantry started to 
advance towards the Boer position under 
cover of our artillery fire, in three lines— 
first, firing line; second, supports; third, 
reserves. For the first 900 yards the 
tiring line suffered severe, loss from the 
enemy’s rifle fire, and were strongly re­
inforced from the supports and reserves. 
At about 300 yards from the enemy 
the three lines commingled, and the 
charge sounded, and with a rousing 
British cheer our infantry, preceded by 
the cavalry, cut down and took prison­
ers all the enemy who stood for the 
charge. We commenced fighting about 
6 a. m. and finished about 5:30 p. m. 
The loss on our side was, wounded, 
about 310; killed, 50. The other side, 
as near as we could ascertain, lost, 
wounded, 900 odd; killed, mostly with 
dynamite shells, 2,000 odd; taken pris­
oners, 657 exactly. When we returned, 
blood-stained and half dead with hor­
ror, hunger, thirst qnd fatigue, we were 
cheered loudly by the towns-people, most­
ly refugees from the Transvaal, the 
women having mostly enlisted their ser­
vices as Red Cross nurses, working 
bravely among the wounded.

“The second engagement, on Tuesday, 
the 24th inst., was much the same, only 
we had a much larger force to face—13,- 
000 in all.”

-»I A MILLIONAIRE REBUFFED.

Anxious to Get to the Scene of War but 
Cannot Work His Scheme.

London, Dec. 4—Mr. J. J. Yanallen, 
the American millionaife, has had an un­
successful experience, it seems, in at­
tempting to render aid to the British 
wounded in South Africa. He first of­
fered the war office an ambulance fully 
equipped to the extent of £10,000. to be 
officered and manned by the English 
army, on condition that he be allowed 
to accompany it to the front. The war 
office replied, asking in what capacity he 
would go, and this produced an offer 
from Mr. Vanallen to go in any capa­
city, however modest. The war office 
was compelled to decline.

Mr. Vanallen then offered the ambu­
lance to the Maine hospital sh’p com­
mittee. The latter finding the ambu­
lance adapted to land uses only, consult­
ed with the war office, and eventually 
informed Mr. Vanallen that the com­
mittee would be glad to take him to 
South Africa as a guest, but that on 
arrival at Capetown it would be neces­
sary to turn him and the ambulance over 
to the army, in which event the two 
would become a section, possibly having 
to remain in Capetown. Mr. Vanallen 
refused to become a mere hospital sec­
tion and withdrew his offer.

His main object, it is believed, was to 
get to the front, and it is thought he had 
no special desire to do hospital work, 
except on • that condition. An uncon­
firmed report is in circulation that he 
may make a similar offer to the Boers.

prehistoric race of Indians who at one 
time inhabited British Columbia get the 
jade that their kitchen utensils, and war 
implements and household goods, were 
made ofï How did this prehistoric race 
cut, smooth and polish the jade stone, 
which is four and five degrees harder 
than steel, in fashioning these instru­
ments of utility, war and worship? For 
half a century these questions have been 
asked but never answered until to-day 
when Prof. Hill-Tout of Vancouver 
comes forward with the statement that 
he has not only found the source of sup­
ply of the famous jade stone, but has 
discovered the method adopted for cut­
ting the stone in an age before tools 
were invented. For the discovery he is 
indebted to Indian tradition and nrnner- 
oUs experiments on his own account.

COLLISION AT SEA.

British Bark Rams and Smashes Spanish 
Steamer and Fatally Injures 

Chief Officer.

Liverpool, Dec. 4.—The Spanish steam­
er Santadero, Capt. Eggurola, from Gal­
veston via Pensacola, Fla., November 
11, arrived here to-day. The collision 
had with her by the British bark Cul- 
doon, Capt. Richeter, from North Syd­
ney, C.B., reported by the Culdoon upon 
her arrival at St. John, N.B., yesterday, 
the Santadero reports occurred Novem­
ber 22 in latitude 44 north, longitude 57 
west, and that the Culdoon’s bowsprit 
rammed the steamer, smashing bridge 
bolts, compasses, upper structure aft, 
and fatally injuring the chief officer. 
The Culdoon was leaking but did not 
require assistance.

The charier of thw'éhip Glenalvon, now 
on her wa.v lu Voit Towusend, from Ant­
werp, to load lumber at Chemairius for 
the United Kingdom, again directs atten­
tion to the unprecedented scarcity of 
tonnage for thé lumber export trade. 
This trade has during the past few years 
been rapidly expanding, while at thé 
same time the necessary shipping has 
grown scarcer and scarcer, until at the 
present time as high as 80 shillings is 
being offered for lumber carriers for the 
United Kingdom without the desired 
tonnage being seen table.

Heretofore a high rate could always 
he depended. upon to secure necessary 
ships. Things are different now, how­
ever, and charters cannot be arranged 
by the mill owners to meet their de­
mands, at any price. The Ghemainus 
mills at the present time are understood 
to have orders in hand for upwards of 
20,000,000 feet of lumber, chiefly for 
Great Britain, Australian ports and the 
Oftent,bnt find their operations paralyzed 
through thg absence of tonnage. Any­
thing available is at once snapped up at 
fancy figures, and even then the de­
mand is far from satisfied.

The Moodyville, Westminster and Pu­
get Sound mills are also feeling the ef- 
fecte of tlie shipping famine, although 
perhaps not to the same extent as the big 
Vancouver Island mill. At the present 
time rates are officially listed as follows, 
although it is another matter to 
the tonnage at the figures quoted:

He finds that 
the exports of agricultural products were 
1784,776,142, and of manufactured pro­
ducts $339,504,146, larger than any pre­
vious year.

«11 sources for the fiscal year ended June 
30, 1899, aggregated nearly $611,000,- 
000. The customs receipts were over 
$306,000,000, and those from internal 
revenue about $274,000,000. For the 
same period the expenditures were $700,- 
000,000, leaving a deficit of a little over 
$89,000,000. The secretary of the treas­
ury estimates that the receipts for the 
current fiscal year will aggregate nearly 
$641,000,000, and the expenditure about 
$601,000,000. The President then turns 
his attention to the condition of the 
treasury, which he says is most gratify­
ing. The available cash balance on De- 
eember 1, 1899, was $278,000,000, of 
■which over $229,000,000 was in gold

MFINANCIAL POLICY.I The President finds that under the 
rapid development in the industries of 
the country the Nation Banking Act is 
not a sufficient avenue through which 
needful additions to circulation can from 
time to time be made. He therefore asks 
congress to take up this matter with the 
view of ascertaining whether or not 
ouch reasonable modifications cannot be 
made as will render the act’s service, in 
the particulars referred to, more re­
sponsive to the people’s needs. He pro­
ceeds to discuss the standard of money 
and says: “I urgently recommend that, 
to support the existing gold standard and 
to maintain the parity in value of the 
coins of the two metals (goldT and silver), 
and the effectual power of every dollar 
at all times in the market and in the 
payment of debts, the secretary of the 
treasury be given power and charged 
with the ability to sell United States 
bonds, and to employ such other effec­
tive means as may be necessary to 
these ends. The authority should in­
clude the power to sell bonds on long 
4»r short time, as conditions may re­
quire, and should provide tor a rate of 
interest lower than that fixed by the 
act of January 14, 1875. While there 
is now no commercial fright which 
withdraws gold from the government,

% hut on the contrary such widespread 
confidence that gold seeks the treasury 
demanding paper money in exchange, 
yet the very situation points to the pres­
ent as the most fitting time to make 
adequate provision to insure the continu­
ance of the gold standard ami of public 
confidence in the ability and purpose of 
the government to meet all its obligations 
in the money which the civilized world 
recognizes as the best. The financial 
transactions of the government are con­
ducted upon a gold basis. We receive 
gold when we sell United States bonds, 
and use gold for their payment. We are 
maintaining the parity of all the money 
iesned or coined by the authority of the 
government. We are doing these things 
with the means at band. Happily at the 
present time we are not compelled to re­
sort to loans to supply gold. It has been 
done in the past, however, and may have 
to be done in future. It behooves us, 
therefore, to provide at once the best 
mean to meet the emergency when it 
arises,and the best means are those which 
arc tie most certain and economical. 
These now authorized have the virtue 
neither of directness nor economy. We 
have already eliminated one of the causes 
of our financial plight *nd embarrass­
ment dbring the years 1893, 1894, 1896 
and 1896. Our receipts now equal 
expenditures, and deficient revenues no 
longer create alarm. Let us remove the 
only remaining cause by conferring the 
foil and necessary power on the secre­
tary of the treasury, and impose upon 
him the duty to uphold the present gold 
standard and to follow the repeatedly 
declared policy of the United States. In 
this connection I repeat my former re-

TRUSTS AND MONOPOLIES.
After an urgent appeal to congress to 

pass some legislation which shall lift 
the American merchant marine from its 
present state of decadence, Presi­
dent McKinley turns his attention 
to the subject of trusts and devotes a 
great deal of attention to it. He sa vs:

“Combinations of capital organized "in­
to a trust to control the conditions of 
or cause and extent of the -injuries to 
the public which may result from large 
combinations concentrating more or less 
numerous enterprises and establishments 
which previously to the formation of the 
combination were carried on separately.

THE BOER WAR
“This government has maintained an 

attitude of neutrality in the unfortunate 
contest between Great Britain and the 
Boer states of Africa. We have remain­
ed faithful to the precept of avoiding 
entangling alliances as to affairs not of 
direct concern. Had circumstances sug­
gested that the parties to - the quarrel 
would have welcomed any kindly ex­
pression of the hope of the American peo­
ple that war might he averted, good of­
fices would have been gladly tendered. 
The United States representative at Pre­
toria was early instructed,to see that all 
neutral American interests be respected 
by the combatants. This 1ms Wen an 
easy task, in view of the positive dec­
larations of both British and Boer au­
thorities that the personal rights of our 
citizens should be observed.

“Upon the withdrawal of the British 
agent from Pretoria, the United States 
consul was authorized, upon the request 
of the British government and with the 
assent of the South African and Orange 
Free State governments, to exercise the 
customary good offices of a neutral for 
the care of- British interests. In the 
discharge of this function I am happy to 
say that abundant opportunity was af­
forded to show the impartiality of thi 
government toward both combatants."

FOREIGNERS’ RIGHTS.
Taking np the subject of the lynching 

of certain Italians in Louisiana, Mr. Mc­
Kinley follows President Harrison i* 
urging that congress extend the powers 
trade among our citizens, to stifle com­
petition, limit production and determine 
the prices of products used and consum­
ed by the people, are justly provoking 
public discussion, and should early claim 
the attention of congress.

Statistics of Accidents.

Washington, Dec. 6.-The interstate 
commerce commission to-day gave a 
hearing to the representaitives of several 
railway companies asking for a further 
extension of the time allowed the rail­
ways to equip their lines with safety ap­
pliances under the act of March 2, 1893.

John K. Cowan, president of the B. & 
u- and representing as chairman 88 
other, roads, having 80,000 miles of line, 
made the opening argument.

RATS OF THE PACIFIC.

Then Generally Disappear Before the 
Brown Rat of Europe.

From Chambers’ Journal.
The native rat has a great enemy. 

When brought into competition with the 
common brown rat of Europe, introduc­
ed by ships throughout the world, it 
usually disappears—an example of the 
evils of the influx of aliens. The depre­
dations of the latter are such that in 
Funafuti the indigenous breed has been 
driven from the village, and, indeed, al­
most exterminated upon the main islet 
by the foreign rat; m many of the islands 
it has been completely rooted out. Even 
more deadly onslaught has been carried 
on against it by the domestic cats, which, 
originally brought over by missionaries, 
and afterward migrating to the bush, 
have proved of service in destroying the 
rats. In the old days, when unchecked, 
rats literally overran most of the islands 
of the Pacific.

On moonlight nights hundreds have 
been often seen gathering together round 
the native quarters, feeding upon waste 
rice or bread thrown out. A large bot 
tie-shaped hole was dug in the earth in 
Mangale, and baited with candle nuts, o" 
which rats are excessively fond, and 
when the hole was pretty well filled with 
rats two men would go down with knob­
bed sticks to 'kill them. A hole which 
would contain two men would hold a 
goodly number of rats. But rat killing 
under these conditions would seem any­
thing but an enviable task. Keep rue 
the rats within bounds was a matter of 
such importance with the inhabitants 
that in Funafuti, by hnv, each individual 
was at times obliged to catch and de­
stroy a certain number, for which pur­
poses an ingenious trap was employed.

The natives destroy the rats with an­
other object- -shooting them for sport. 
Fànna gooma, or rat shooting, as practis­
ed on Hoonga m the Tonga group, ap­
parently was an amusement reserved for 
chiefs, and was undertaken with, much 
ceremony. Attracted by bait previously 
distributed, the rats were shot with for­
midable unfeathered arrows six feet 
long.' The game was not an individual, 
but a party affair,, the side first killing 
ten rats being accounted the winners, 
and if the rats were plentiful, three or 
four games were generally played.
