VANCOUVER, May 17.—fitrong in-
dictments of the liquor traffic, as it ex-
ists -at present in this city, and of the
unsanitary condition of the city jail
were contained in the grand jury’s pre-
seniment which was handed in to the
assize court today. With their condem-

“It is proposed that all differences that
are internationally justiciable shall be
submitted to The Hague tribunal unless
by special agreéement some other trib-
unal is created or selected.

“It provides that differences . that
either country :thinks are not interna-
tionally justieiable shall be referred to
a commission of inquiry with power to
make recommendations for their settle-
ment, thig commission to be made up of
nationals of thé YWo governments who
are members of The Hague court.

“Should the commission decide. that
the difference should be arbitrated, this
decision is to be binding.

“Before arbitratiorf is resorted to,
even in cases where = both countries
agree that the difference is one sus-
ceptible of arbitral decision, the com-
missien of inqulry shall investigate the
differences with a view of .recom-
mending a settlement that will preclude
the necessity of. arbitration,

“The action of this commission is
not- to have the effect of an arbitral
award. The commission at the request
of _either govermment ~shall delay its
ﬂndings one year to give opportunity
for diplomatic settlement.

“The other features of the draft deal
mainly with*the machinéry of the com-
mission -and other éssential details:"
The submission of the draft to Great
Britain and France mark the actual be-
ginning of negotiations, The foreign
offices. of the .two countries will make
an exhaustive examination of the Amer-
ican proposition with a view to sug-
gesting modifications or additions, if
possibla; in - ttma for. submission to the
senate be!’ou ‘the adjournment of the
spécial session of congress.

Chicago Maru Brd;:(ht’now- o; Saving

by British Steamer in the Sea
i off Jap&n.

Erict as an itinerant

The steamer :Chicago Maru brought
news of the rescue of the crew of the
Japanese schooner Myroken Maru by
the Indo-China steamer Hop Sang, 130
miles off Moji. A moderate gale from
the northeast was blowing at the time,
and a very high' sea running. On ap-
proaching he found she was in a very
damaged condition and in danger of
foundering, so hé ott’ered to send his
lifeboat, to take e the’ crew, but they
did not: wish to abandon their vessel and
requested ‘him to' take- them in tow.

After great difficulty, says the: Kobe:
Herald, towlines were got on board the
schooner an.. towing was . commenced.
After towing t_he Vegsel for ten miiles or
80, Which occupied. abont. two hours, |

The
Hop Sang was stopped and a lifeboat
in charge of the second officer (Mr.
Spencer) was. sent to ‘their . assistance.
Considerable difficulty was experienced
in getting alongside the schHooner' ow-
ing to the heavy wreckage floating as-
tern of her and to the necessity of keep-
ing her stem on to the seas, but by
clever handling the second officer suc-
ceeded at last in getting alongside, and
transferring all the crew (five men and
one woman) to. his boat, which after-
wards returned to the Hap Sang without
mishap.

The shipwrecked crew stated that no
less than four Japanese steamers and
one trawler passed and spoke them but
would render them no assistance. The
Myroken Maru wad sinking rapidly
‘when abandoned. .

Camorrists today. The exchanges were
similar to those in which the state's
witnesses have engaged with other
prisoners,

Abbatemaggio agafn recited
story’ of the meeting at the tavern,
charged Desiderio with complicity in
the crime. The accused denied each as-
sertion in turn and sought to confuse
the other by taunting him,

“You did not learn your part well
this morning,” said the alleged as-
sassin,

Abbatemaggio replied "calmily: 7 “Do
not put yourself to unnecessary trouble.
It is useless to try to confound me.”

Desiderio was frequently prompted by
others of the accused, especially Alfano
and the priest, Vitozzi. The latter, quot-
ing from Alfano’s earlier denunciation,
repeatedly cried out at Abbatemaggio,
“Assassin, you are the real murderer.”

Several others among the accused,
not so notoriols as those who preceded
them, confronted Abbatemaggio at the
afternoon session. Most of the time
was occupied in recrimjinations which
sometimes developed into open threats.

He had consult-
ed a nymber of loGa: shipmasters re-
garding the lost steamer before he gave
the permit, and they ' considered . her
satisfactory for the route, She was due
for her annual inspection about three
weeks after the disaster. Mr, Thomson
said he considered the Sechelt suitable
for the run on which she was engaged.
Only a small vessel could go into Sooke
harbor. About 75 per. cent. of the small
steamers on this coast are of the same
type.

Capt. Jarvis, who was manager with
Capt. James, of the lost steamer, said
the .company paid $8,600 for- her, and
was insured for $9,000. The underwrit-
ers had spent $6,000 on her shortly be-
fore she was bought. The B. C. Ship-
ping company was capitalized at $35,-
000, of which about $10,000 was called
up. He . considered the Sechelt sea-
worthy. She had a sharp clean model,
but in his opinion, rot too much dead
rise.

Mr. Brodeur's Reply

Hon, L. P. Brodeur, minister of mar-
ine and fisheries, said: The treaty was
made nearly three years ago, and it
provided for the appointment of a com-
mission composed of one man repreésent-
ing the United States and one man
representing Canada. Dr. David Starr
Jordan was appointed on the Am-
erican  side, and Prof. Prince was ap-
pointed by Canada. They went to work,
and visited the country from one end
to the other, and adopted regulations
which, though not absolutely drastic,
were in the right direction. We must
bear in mind that it is, far more diffi-
cult for the American authorities to
make concessions in  the regulations
than it is for Canada. The Americdn
authorities are to some extent checked
by the different states. Those regula-
tions concéerning ' the fisheries ‘were
made formerly by the various. states
interested, and it was expected to be a
difficult thing to get the states to agree
to. certain concessions in the‘ regula-
tions., However, regulations were pass-
ed and were accepted by the Canadian
government, and. also by  the United
States government, and then they had
to be submitted to the United States
senate. It is contended in' the United
States that the senate, along with - the
president, is part of the treaty making
power, .and . consequently the. regila-
tions had. to he submitted to the sen-
ate.

WELCONE RAIN

Showers, Improving Crop
Prospects—Heavy in Mani-
toba and Saskatchewan.

WINNIFEG, May’ 16.—Further rain-
| falls are reported today. throughout the
west, Manitoba and Saskatchewan bhe-
ing visited by copious showers that im-
proved the crop prospects throughout
both provinces, while precipitation also
occurred in Alberta.

CLASH BETWEEN
POLICE AND MOB

Many Injured in Strikers' Riot
at Grand Rapids, Mich.—
Rioters Are Dispersed by
Streams of Water,

GRAND RAPIDS, Mich., May 15.—At
least a score of policemen were injured
and many members of a mob of two
thousand striking furniture workers and
sympathizers were hurt in a riot at
the plant of the Widdicomb Furniture
company tonight. Several of . the in-
jured may die.

After a fight with revolvers, clubs
and stones, in which the pcolice were
badly beaten, a fire engine company at-
tacked the mob with streams of water
and succeeded in quelling the disturb-
ance. The trouble started when a mob
of about 300 men, women and boys at-
tacked an automobile driver employed
by Ralph Widdicomb, of the furniture
company, who was taking strike break-
ers from the factory.

Policemén were hurried to the scene
and soon began firing, and the fire was
returned by rioters.

over by a divisional warden and dis-
trict .inspector, with a .sufficiently nu-
merous staff of selected men to suc-
cessfully cope with fires as they may,
and doubtless will, arise.

This detailed work being now vir-
tually completed, Commissioners Mc-~
Gregor and Grainger are on the eve ‘of
leaving on a tour of all parts of the
province, the purpose of which is to
enable them to secure personal and
first-hand information as to all threat-
ening conditions and to so acguaint
themselves with all details of the situ=<

precautions for dealing with any and
all emergencies as they may arise.
Growth of Work

As indicative of the rapid growth of
the forest protection work in British
Columbia, it may be notel that while
five years ago the appropriation for the
service by the Provincial Legislature
was ' limited to :$7,000,; thig ‘allotment
‘hag last year grown to $180,000; and
while but five years ago a mere hand-
ful of men were engaged in the pro-
tection of the standing timber of Brit-
ish Columbia against the enemy of fire,
this season no fewer than one hundred’
and twenty trained woodsmen will: he
employed directly by the Government,
this force including the officers and
men operating from the department’s
special fleet of launches.

It willl! be remembered that during
the late session of the local House, an-
nouncement was made that compre-
hensive laws dealing with the conser-
vation and protection of the forests
would next year be enatced, and in-this
connection the present year’s opera-
tions will therefore be chiefly directed,
in' the Qrst place, to affording all pos-
sible systematic protection’' as against
fire, and secondarily to the devising of
a comprehensive and workable per-
manent system by which
methods may be provided to minimize
the annual and regrettable loss through
fire devastation,

The tour upon which Messrs. Grain-
ger and McGregor are now leaving is
largely for the purpese of ascertaining
essential facts bearing upen these co-
related objects. /

An Exoellent Move

Incidentally an excellent and practi-
cal move has been made this season in
starting out a number of the forest
rangers early for the purpose ot having
the bare places cleared up and at the
same time persuading private parties
on the ground to co-operate with the
Government in the protection of the
forests by similar rational action. And,
it is pleasant to note that loggers and
‘others directly in touch with the ‘situ-
ation have shown a commendable. wil-
lingness. to assist in this direction.

The appointments of the divisional
rangers and inspectors, as well as
their subordinates in the service, will
be made public in tW€ near future.
Meanwhile the work of forest protec-~
tion for the season, which may now
be said to be opening, has already been
inaugurated upon a more comprehen-
sive and scientific basis than ever be-
fore. - While the weather has been
favorable on the  whole, it is at the
same time but fair to state that the
precautionary measures adopted are no
doubt substantially to” be held respon-
sible for the fact that up to date the
1911 forest loss by fire is very consid-
erably lower than in any recent or
previous year.

U: S. Vessel Buffalo, Engaged
in  Establishing =~ Wireless
Stations, Unable to Repléen-

CORDOVA, Alaska, May 16.~—Andther
dramatic incident, calling attention to
the urgént need ot ‘opening the Alaske
coal fields took place here today. The
United States cruiter Buffalo, which 1eft
San Francisco several weeks ago to es-
tablish wireless telegraph stations in
Alaska, encounteréd” vexatious storms,
and when she arrived here today after |
fulfilling her misa{ig_nvher coal bunkers,
that ‘have a capacity of 1875 tons, were
almost empty. Commander Stone, com-
mander of the crui,ser made appllcation
for part of the cargo of the steamer
Edith, which is discharging 3,000 tons
of Canadian coal for the Copper river
and Northwestern railway, but General

Agent Barry, of tHe railroad refused to

sell any coal to the Buffalo, givingas a
reason. the fact that the railroad had
cabled a rush’'order for. this coal, having
heard rumors of impending labor
troubles at the niines in Nanaimo, B.
C., and the coal being necessary to con-
tinue the operation of-the railroad in
order to fulfill mail contracts. Com-

scientifiop¢Mmander Stone, greatly surprised, made

inquiry concerning 'the amount of coal
at Valdez ‘and Seward, and found the
s\’xpply there meagre.

The nearest largest coal pile is at
Sitka, 1,000 miles distant, and the
cruiser, it is said,» has mot coal enough
for power to steam to that port. Com-
mander Stone has reported his plight to
the navy department. It is expected
that the government will send a collier
from the Puget Sound navy yard to Cor-
dova with fuel for the Buffalo.

association—as it is believed that there
will be plenty of work for them to do
outside of the jurisdiction of the new
organization.

Lumber manufacturers of Oregon
and ' 'Washington have united in a
movement looking to the curtailment
of the output of their mills to the ex-
tent of approximately 600,000,000 feet
a year. The plzn,” which has been
worked out at a series’of meetings held
during the last three weeks, contem-
plates the suspension of operations
every Saturday on the part of mills
catering 'to the retail trade. Cargo
shipping mills will curtail four days a
month, although the exigences of water
transportation may often prevent them
from shutting down on Saturdays.

It is asserted that the movement
now being fostered by the millmen is
the most extensive curtailment pro-
ject ever undertaken on the Pacific
coast. The manufacturers believe that
by this method they will be able to
steady ‘the lumber ‘market. The plan:
calls for a curtailment of output until
norsxal market conditions are restored

On the arguinent before Judge Car-
penter, counsel for the pagkers contend-
ed that the restraint *of = trade  called
criminal in the Sherman act means “un-
reasonable” restraint of interstate
trade, and that the word “unreasonable’”
must be read into.the statute, otherwise

‘the act would be confiscatory.

Based on that contention, the packers’
counsel argued further that a law which
makes it a crime to enter into a contract
not in “unreasonable” restraint of trade
is void for uncertainty; that it violates
the fifth and sixth amendments to the
federal constitution.

: They held that the law which creates
a crime must be so explicit that all men.
subject to its penalties may know what
acts it, is their duty to avoid; tihat no
one can know in advance what is or is
not “unreasonable” restraint of trade,
and that therefore the penalty provis-
ion of the Sherman anti-trust ect is
void, for uncertainty.

Judge - Carpenter held - that the
supreme court had heretofdre decided
that every contract in restraint of inter-
state trade was criminal, and that
therefore the doctrine of counsel for the
packers could not be sustained.

Three days after his declslon came
the Standard il dec!slon, and the
packers will contend, before Judge Car-
pénter, that. it specifically rules that
the restraint must be unreasonable be-
fore a crime exists.

Passengers on Train Captured
by Mexican Rebels Allowed
to go on Production of $6,50
-Cash.

MEXICO CITY, May 16.~—Claude Stan-
hope, general manager of the Salinas
& Mexico Mines at Salinas, state of
San  Luis Potosi, will present “claims
against the Mexlcan government through
the British legatlox\ for personal’ dam-
ages and damages sustained by - the
company during the rebel rald of last
week. :

‘It was during thé occupation of ‘Sa-
linas 'that a trainuedrrying nine Am-
ericans was held eaptive for more than
48 hours. According’/to John Phelan, one
of the ‘passengers, whe arrived here fo-
night, tHe passengefs were robbed of
everything of valuei

While one detaciiment of rebels was
robbing the passengers, another wisited
the station house and took from the
till 143 pesos. which.was 47 pesos short
of what they had been told they would
find. Disappointed, they returned to the
passenpgers and told Phelan and = M.
Drowe, also of this city, that they
would consider it a ‘favor if they would
supply - the ‘missing’ amount. The Amni-
They were told to
march, and accompanied by a squad of
rébels, heavily armed, they were taken
to a lonely spot ‘out of sight of the
others. The commander asked them if
they wished to leave messages for
their relatives, since ‘they were to pay
with their lives- for' failure to preduce
the amount of the *shortage.”

‘Phelan admitted” having $6.50. and
this amount finally was agreed upon
as the price of the lives of the two.

Phelan asked the rebel leader to lend
him a peso, This the rebel did—one of
Phelan’s own coins—and then ordered
them to return to their marooned com-
panions.

That night the nine Americans were
quartered in an adobe -building near the
railroad. The following day, Sunday; it
was discovered that *‘the treasurer” of
the rebels had eloped with 'a woman
of the village, taking with him all the
loot. His flight  precipitated a general
pursuit leaving the Americans free' to
escape. ’

There will
be breakers ahead of the propositign of
ten governors and oné’ cabinet member
when ‘it reaches the rebel cabinet,’ as
many’ insurrecto leaders insist on a
big sltce of govermentay’ a.dminjstmtlon,
and threate,n to continue tha revolution
if it is not granted. It is thought 'to-
night, however, that_ the government
may promise four members of the cab-
int after President Diaz resigns. and
Senar De La Parra has been made pro-
visionl president. As to the proposition
offering one cabinet member and ten
governorships to the insurrectos, there
is good reason to believe that this is
not -as far 4s the government really
intends to go 'if pressed.

The matter of the gover‘norships and
cabinet members is the principal mat-
ter delaying peace. Already there is
an understanding about such conditions
as the .indemnities of the revolution,
the pensions. of soldiers and other de-
minds. y

- JUAREZ, May 15.—General Villjean
and other advisers of Provisional Pres-
ident Madero, are preparing to try
powder instead of salt as a sedative
sprinkle for the tail of the wary dove
of peace. Today preparation for a vig-
orous pushing of the revolution, were
grimly evident. The war plans of the
insurrectos contemplate the capture of
Chihuahua and then Mexico-City.

The Madero army. at Juarez has been
increased to nearly 2,500 men by heavy
enlistment of volunteers., Most of the
Juarez insurrecto army of occupation
soon. will move southward as a part of
the war plans,

Telegrams Treceived from General
Figuerca, commanding the rebel forces
around Mexico City and in Southern
Mexico, statess that the southern‘leéader
has nearly 12,000 men in the field and
that he will co-operate to the last with
Provisional President Madero.

A party of American mining men, in-
cluding D. B. Gillies, arrived at the
border today from Chilhuahua and as-
serted that General Rabago’s force of
federals had turned beck when they
received news of the fall of Juhrez and
now is back in Chihuahua City.

In spite of this move, preparations
are continued for sendinb a large force
of insurrectos under General Pascual
Orozeo southward to reinforce’ the
rebels who have been watching the
trails leading mnorth. The Americans
also reported that the whole country
was ablaze  with the revolutionary
spirit, and that the insurrectos in the
field were rapidly increasing in number.

It is planned to send large bodies of
insurrectos, south by train ‘as far, per-
haps, as Ahumada tomorrow. The cap-
tured rapid-fire gons ‘and mountain
howitzers will be taken to the front with
a plentiful supply of ammunition. An
adequate garrison will be left in Juarez,
but: the'field of activity, so far as the
war itself is concerned, will shift away
from this, part of the border.

POLISH SIDNEY STREET

The memorable siege of Sidney street has
been reproduced in almost every detail at
Lodz, Russian Poland, the one exception being
that four desperadoes, instead of two, were at
bay. , :

A CHINAMAN ON MISSIONS

The ‘“heathen ‘Chinee,” educated, civilized,
and equipped with a sound knowledge of mod-
ern civilization, is appealing to the Christian
countries to withdraw their “Bibliolatrous mis-
sionaries” from the Celestial Kingdom. Mr.
Lin Shao-Yang, in a book just published en-
titled “A Chinese Appeal to Christendom Con-
cerning' Christian Missions,” protests against

the “absurd, contemptible, and demoralizing

~medley that forms the “stock-in-trade of mis-
sionaries,” and urges that (China be left to work
out her own salvation, as far as religion is con-
cerned,: without. Western interference.

' I-;is method.of argumentis mainly a bland
astonishment and questioning. Dealing with
the present condition of Christianity in Europe
he observes: :

“What we wonder at is that your mission-
ary zeal should not only remain unabated, but
should actually ‘show signs of increasing -ac-
tivity during an epoch which is obviously one
of religious unrest throughout all Christian
lands, and in which historical research and sci-
entific ‘methods of criticism have caused the
gravest doubts to be thrown on the truth of
some of the fundamental propositions of the
Christian faith. . Do the missionaries
propose to convert China and then wait for the
Chinése to reconvert the West? . . . It is
because I am firmly convinced that some of the
teachings and methods of very many foreign
missionaries are seriously defective in them-
selves, harmful to the people of China, and dis-
astrous to the causes of truth, civilization, and
international harmony, that I have obliged my-
self to undertake the difficult and cheerless
task of issuing this appeal to the people of the
Christian West.”

Not to beat
about the bush, then, this monumental cata-
logue furnishes a list of no fewer than 28,000
operas and operettas that have ‘seen the light,
together with the names and nationalities of
their composers.

According to
Mr. Towers, the credit belongs to Piccinni,
Gluck’s famous rival in Paris, who holds the
record with the remarkable total of 144 works.

Let us
hasten’ to add that a: high place in the list is
held by our very own-Sir Henry Bishop, who
achieved a wonderful total of 102 operas. In
one of them, by the way “Clari” produced in
1823, occurred the immiortan “Home, Sweet
Home.”

WOMAN SUFFRAGE

When Molly Elliot Seawell was asked re-
cently when she thought women would get the
vote, she replied, “I do not think they are near-
er to it than they were 20 years ago.” This
opinion will not be shared by a great many
people, but it is Miss Seawell’s contention that
so far the equal suffragists have accomplished
little. “The agitation,” she says, “has certainly
an uneasy feeling ‘among public men. ‘Tl:xey
do not know just how strong the suffragists
are and. it worries them. Most of the public
men, I think, are opposed to woman suffrage.
They are not so strongly against it as women
are.”

It is interesting that the | most powerful
plea against votes for women that has yet been
made has been made by a woman. In “The
Ladies’ Battle” Miss Seawell adzances all of
the arguments against the cause which have
ever been brought up and many seemingly un-
answerable ones which have never before been
mustered. The book will be published within
a few weeks and will undoubtedly lead to hot-
ter discussion than did Miss Seawell’s article
on the same subject published in the “Atlantic
Monthly” a few months ago.
