The Apaches Again Troublesome—A Feeling of

A courier from Cedar 
Springs saw almg the road the bodies of 
many mutes, evidently murdered by In­
dians. Couriers from Overton's command 
examming the bodies of two soldiers and 
citizens near Cedar Springs, were fired on 
by Indians General Wilcox with four 
companies of cavalry and forty-seven In- 
dian scouts are in pursuit of the hostiles, 
who are believed to be numerous. Ac­
counts of dead and mutilated bodies of 
white men found along the different trails 
are constantly coming in. A feeling of 
terror is spreading over the country, and 
all the forces at Grant and Thomas are 
under arms.

That John Smith came to his death by 
being run over accidentally by street car 
No. 65, on Church street, onfthe night of 
Thursday, the 29th September, 1881 ; but 
bow the said John Smith came to the 
place where he met his death there iJlho 
evidence to show. The evidence brought 
before, the jury seems to show the 
necessity, for the protection of the 
public as well as those who may be upon 
the street, that each car should be provided 
with a strong headlight at night, that the 
track may be clearly seen by the driver for 
twenty or thirty yards from the horses’ 
heads forward, and that the drivers should 
be required to stand or sit in such position 
as to see plainly any obstructions there 
may be upon the track. The regulation of 
the street car company requiring the con­
ductors to call out the name of each cross 
street as it is approached should also be 
rightly observed, and the city council would 
do well to declare immediate compliance 
with these recommendations.

Price to Protect Sellers.

Chicago, Oct. 3.—The directors of 

the Chicago board of trade to-day fixed a 
price on November corn for a marginal pur­
pose at 62c , as provided in the rules. Un­
der this decision the seller may demand of 
the bayer that the latter deposit as margins 
10 per cent, of the contract price, and in 
addition the difference between the contract 
price and 62 cents per bushel. This action 
was taken to protect sellers in case of a 
collapse corner here.

TRAVELLERS’ GLIDE and
THE GLOBE ON CANADIAN INDEPENDENCE.

1 year «« Canada in its present condition is suf­
fering from no disability, political, com­
mercial or social.”

«taught the contagion, and th© draft of a 
land reform bill has been considered by the 
Farmers"1 Alliance. The aim of the bill is 
to protect the tenant farmer against capri­
cious evictions, to give him the right to 
«elI his improvements for a term of seven 
years, and to establish land courts in every 
district fcfc the settlement of disputes be­
tween landlord and tenant. Should the 
Scotch and English bills come before par­
liament next session, as is not at all un­
likely, the government will have its hands 
full. But Mr. Gladstone will be found 
equal to the occasion, and he will give the 
tenant farmer a just measure.

There are wilder schemes in Canada 
than the preposed route from Churchill 
harbor, on Hudson’s bay, to Liverpool. 
Churchill harbor, though not far from the 
centre of the continent, is 114 miles nearer 
Liverpool than is New York, and 64 miles 
nearer than is Montreal. A railway 350 
miles long, joining the harbor with the 
Canada Pacific railway, would establish the 
shortest and most direct line between the 
best wheat-growing lands in the world and 
the best wheat market of the world. This 
is less than a quarter of the distance by 
Tail between Winnipeg and Montreal ; and 
as the Hudson bay is said to be'navigable 
five months of the year, the opening of the 
route may prove to be the means of placing 
the farmers of the western belt on terms of 
perfect equality in the north-Liverpool 
market with the farmers of Ontario or Ohio, 
and in a much better position than those 
of Iowa and Minnesota.

The archbishop said he was delighted 
with the progress which the Catholics are 
making in America. He found them 
spreading in all directions and taking up 
large tracts of land. He thought a great 
many Protestants would be surprised if 
they knew the number of Catholics around 
them. In this diocese alone there are 180,- 
000, in the diocese of Dubuque 120,000 
and Chicago 250,000. Outside of the 
cities they are mostly farmers. The growth 
of the Catholic church in Minnesota 
and Iowa during the past few years has 
been something wonderful. At Dubuque 
he visited the monastery of the Trappist 
fathers, who are great fermera, and own 
about 4000 acres of land.

In view of all these things the scribe ask­
ed whether th* pope would probably come to 
America.

No, replied the archbishop, laughing 
roguishly, you need not be alarmed on that 
score, for I don't think he will ever cross 
the ocean ; at least not in our lifetime.

What about annexation ? said the re­
porter. Is there much talk in Canada about 
joining the United States !

Not at all, replied his grace. The Catho­
lic people in Canada have more church 
privileges and rights than they would have 
under your government, and they do not 
care to give them up. Under Canadian law 
they are noc obliged to pay taxes for any 
schools except their own. All Catholic- 
taxes go to Catholic schools. There are 
various other reasons why the Catholics op­
pose annexation.
