The lecturer in his discourse, which he read 
from manuscript, briefly explained the various 
theories in vogue, and protwuhced himself ae 
a disciple of the new school which considers 
the study of political science one of historical 
research. He argued that it is impoesible to 
lay down rigid laws by which the student shall 
abide in pursuing his studies, slid that the 
only proper method to be pursued iv one of 
research, in which the student shall read 
through the various works on constitutional 
history and'make himself familiar with social 
questions Nothing of a novel or. startling 
nature was introduced in . the course of his 
remarks, which lasted for eboul an hour:

If. those who went expected to bear an 
oration on the science and study of political 
and economical science they must have been 
disappointed. Prof. Ashley Is not an orator, 
aud.hu labors under the inability, and to a 
much greater extent than , most Englishmen, 
of not being able to pronounce either 1 or r. 
It needed all one’s attention to follow the 
train of thought and pick out the various 
vowel sounds with the ear. This seems to be 
the one great defect of the lecturer : one 
which no doubt he will overcome under the 
bracing influence of n Canadian winter.

The Society for the P. €, A. Talso Up Some 
loir res lies Matters end Deal wUM Them.

Mr. J. H. Pearce presided at a meeting of 
tha Toronto Humane Society at the Christian 
Institute] yesterday. Secretary J. J. Kelso 
reported a donation of $100 from Miss Gwynne, 
and a number of promises of financial support 
had been made toward» the organization and 
maintenance of a “dogs’ home.” One lady 
bad promised $0000 towards this scheme. The 
chief objects of such an institution are to 
place the dog catchers under the surveillance 
of a committee, and to take the management 
of this matter out of tha hands of the city, 
A special feature of the proposed scheme will 
be the putting to death of worthless dogs in a 
more humane manner than at present prevails. 
The city would be asked to give an annual 
grant in support of the work. The idea was 
approved by the society, and Will receive 
further consideration at the next meeting.

The secretary also announced that the first 
band of mercyin Toronto will m all likelihood 
be started in one of the public schools shortly.

Dr. Modems introduced the iubjeet of using 
the telephone to further the objects of the 
society on a system similar to that prevailing 
in Chicago, where the Humane Society have 
arranged with nearly all the drug stores to 
have a card placed in the window stating that 
canes of cruelty could be reported by telephone 
without cost. It was decided to ge* up such a 
card imToronto and have casas reported direct 
to Police Headquarters.

The society’s officer, Policeman Willis, re­
ported the cattle market to be in * very bad 
condition owing to the heavy ram having 
flooded the yards, the animals having to stand 
in the deep water and mud. Mr. Pearce was 
instructed to bring this matter before the 
Mayor and Commissioner Coatswortb.

Mr, Brock urged the desirability at taking 
steps to pay off the debt incurred in the pub­
lication of the society’s book. It was decided 
to make efforts in this direction.

This 
row. when a yearling heifer, was selected by 
Mr. W. A. Rowley, out of 68 head, he paying 
6350 for her. She took flrat prisa as a dairy 
row three years In succession in Michigan (at 
high as 24 competing) rod was registered in 
the advanced registry when only three years 
old, yet this row was beaten at Toronto show 
by a fatter row. the judges giving aatha only 

that she was not fat enough. We have 
1 descended from her. We bare 6 head 

from the famous milk and butter herd of 
Thomas & Wales, a man who had 17 years’ ex­
perience and wh* claimed to hare the best 
butter herd lo America. Hla whole herd of « 
head averaged ties at the sale last May. We 
have two half-sisters rod two half-brothers of 
Trltomla’s Mercedes Prince, who sold for $2050, 
and of Imkiee Mercedes, who sold tor 81060. 
She has a two-year-old butter record of 81 
lbs 8 oze. In 7 days, and a 8 year-old butter 
record of 25 lbe 15j ore. In 7 days 
two-year-old half-slaters averaged 
17 lbs of unsalted butter in 7 days 

The other*' breeders from whom we bought 
smaller numbers have always been noted for 
being great prize takers In the States.

To sum up: Mr. Leys* herd were bought by a 
man not In the business, Inexperlenoedrod on 
speculation, and henoe of the beefy and 
inferior kind. Mr. Leys bought the whole herd 
from the Englishman because he got them 
cheap. Ours, on the other hand, were selected 
or bred by some of the best breeders of America, 
men of experience and Intelligence and who 
had the development and Improvement of the 
breed at heart. From such men, we are glad 
to say, we got our cattle.

The American Holeteln-Frieelah Association 
was formed and the Holeieln-Frieeian Herd 
Book was started to prevent inferior animals 
coming into the country and hence would not 
register animals brought In by speculators. 
While they encouraged the bringing in rod 
breeding qf good animals, they discouraged 
the same of Inferior ones. A few persons who 
were buying and selling these settle on 
speculation became dissatisfied with this 
because their Inferior animals could not be 
registered.
