A Showing of tlie Certificates wn 
The Disclosure» Couse 
meut In Wall-Street—Tke ■
Dut of the Market

New York, July 13.—Wall-street men 
opened their eyes in aitoniehment yesterday 
when they learned, for the first time, tho 
amount of the capitalization of each one of tho 
five trusts tbe certificates at which ere ilhr 
in on the Stock Exchange. Il takes » good 
deal to astonish » Wall-street men, but the 
figures given out yesterday from tbe Stock 
Exchange almost took away the breath of the 
speculators. Ever einoe trust certificates 
have become prominent in the speculative „ 
market men have wondered, and wondered in , 
vain, how many certificates each trust bad amp- . 
Standing. These certificates have, been wW® 
and sold in tbe dirk, as it went, and au in­
quiries concerning thef capitalization of the 
different truste have remained unanswered.

Recently the Stock Exchange officiels took 
the matter in bend and sent to the registrars 
of each of the truste whose certificate» have 
been on the marker, requesting to know bow 
rf.any certificates each trust bed restored. 
They possessed similar information concern­
ing the stocks of every railway company 
represented there, and they did not see why 
trusts should not be required to report in re­
gard to their standing. The latter, et idently 
not earing to "book” against. the Stock Ex­
change and fearing that the dealing in _ their 
certificates might be stopped, yielded, and 
yesterday placed in the bande of the secretary 
of the exchange tbe figures asked for.

The biggest one of all turns 'out to be one of 
the newest of the family—the Lead Trust, 
was the information concerning this ti 
provoked more astonishment than a 
else. It* dSoere sent word that there»! 
been issued 880,188 certificates of the 
value of 8100 each, or that these certificate! 
represented » capitalization Of 888,018,800. 
Les» than two month» ago it was known that 
tlie capital of this Trust was about 832,000,000, 
and this knowledge of an increase of over 
860,000,000 in It» capital in go short a period 
was what paralyzed Wall-street. Within tlie 
period referred to tbe managers of Lead Trust, 
who are also the managers of the Stand 
ard Oil Trust, have absorbed the white-lead 

panics in Philadelphia, two in St. Louis— 
the Collier and■ the Southern—end the At­
lantic Mille in Brooklyn. For each of these 
they here issued new certificates, and in­
creased their capital stock to tbe amount rep­
resented by the addition of these new certifi­
cates, hut it seemed incredible that these five, 
or sir companies were worth 860,000,OOOTSr 
anywhere neir it. This was a puzzler to 
Well-street, and there was a rush to dispose of 
these certificates hy those who had been » pecu­
lating in them. This forced the price down 
and made Lead Trusts very weak and sbakv.

The registrar of the Sugar Trust sent word 
that this trust bad issued 498,606 certificates, 
representing a capitalisation of 846,888,600. 
These securities, however, are selling et more 
than par, eldeing yesterday at 116.25, making 
tlie market value nearly 88,000,000 more. 
This, ordinarily, would seejti o pretty large 
capitalisation, but it looks small-- compared 
with its younger sister, the LAd Trust

Tlie third trust in point of capital was Hie 
Ootton-Oil Trust, which reported 421,852 cer­
tificates outstanding, iefkl to a capitalisation 
of 842,186,200. Cotton-Oil certificates, how­
ever, have been dealt in far several years, and 
those who operated in them knew already 
pretty well the condition of this trust.

Then came thatniew-fanaled trust with the 
high-sounding title of tlie Dealers and Cattle- 
Feeders’ Trust, which claims to control nearly 
all the distilleries north of the Ohio River, and , 
thwomtificates of which have only been 
in for two or three week». Tide trust rep 
807,206 ohtstandmg certificates, wliich repre­
sented a capitalisation of 880,720,000, enor­
mous of Iteflf, but a bagatelle alongside such 
gigantic concerne «a those already mentioned.
