Mauy of the candidates who present
themselves for examination are mere child-
ren in age and experience, whose want of
success is largely attributable to a ¢ palpa~
ble and generic lack of rudimentary know-
ledge.”’ Some of those who have succeed-
ed in obtaining licenses have not the

" fonndation of their education laid suffi-
ciently broad and deep to enable them to
achieve as great snecess inthe school-room
as could be desired. A higher standard of
examination at the present stage of our
school system is necessary.

“Phe school accommodation in most sec-
tions is sufficient. In Meadowvale section
a commodious- scheol-house has been erect-
od during the year. In several other sec—
tions-the school-buildings have undergone
extensive repairs. . The Commissioners of
Schools for Annapolis East on my recom-
mendation condemnod the school-house in
Clarence Centre and Brooklyn  West sec-
tions,—their decision to take effect on the
31st day of October, A. D. 1870.

In wost of the school-rooms the furni-
tare is suitable.

Loxpox, March 15.—The ZTimes cotres-
pondent at Pesth, writing” on the 14th,
says, ¢*Since last night the waters have
considerably fallen. Temporary emigration
on a large scale is going on. The whole
country between Szegedin and Temesser
is strewn with caravans of people. All
villages and boroughs have hospitably
opened their houses and stores to the refu-
gees, some of them sheltering almost as
many strangers as regular tenants.

A number of railway trains yesterday
took to Temesser about 5,000 fugutives,
while 500 people went by steamer to Szen-
tes. The Empeéror has contributed a fur-
ther sum of 10,000 florins.

Ppste, Saturday Evening.—Szentes is
now the only place in danger. The Emper-
or will go to Szegedin on Sunday evening.
The official statement shows that of 9,700
houses in Szegedin all except 261 were
destroyed. - Most of the habitations des-
troyed were of the lower classes.

Loxpox, March 15.—The OQbserver's Vi-
enna despatch states that it is thought
that 6,000 persons have been drowned,

[Norg—Szegedin is the second largest
town in Hungary ; situated on the right
bank of the Theiss, at the point where it
is joined by the Maros ; 118 miles 8. E. of
Pesth by railway. The town is fortified,
and has some magnificent buildings. Tt is
noted for the manufacture of soda, tollcco,
coarse dloth,&c ; has the largest wharves
on the Fheiss, and carries on an extensive
river trade in wood-and corn with Transyl-
vahia and the Banel. Most of the Turkish
cotton imported .into Austria ,passes
through Szegedin. Its market ranks next
those.of Pesth and Debreczin.

THE ZULU MASSACRE.

The Disaster of Isandula, Grahpic De-
scription of the Disaster, ad
Zulus cast on the Brit-
ish Bayonets.

The following detail account of the
terrible disaster at Isandula is tele-
graphed from Madeira:—* The day be-
fore the action took place Colonel Glyn,
in command of the third column, acting
under the direct orders of Lord Chelms-
ford, sent away the advance guard
under the command of Major Dartnall,
composed of a detachment of carbi:
neers, the Natal mounted police, Lons-
dale’s native contingent and others.
This advance guard sent to say it was
engaged with the Zulus. Lord Chelms-
ford himself and Colpnel Glyn pushed
forward the main force, consisting of
seven companies of -the 2 24th, under
Lieutenant Colonel Degacher, Lons.
dale’s native contingent, under Major
Black, 2-24th and other troops, leaving
behind of rear guard five companies of
the 1-24th, under Lieutenant Colonel
Pulleine, one company of the 2-24th,
under Lieutenant Pope, and a portion
of the first regiment of the Natal native
contingent, under Lieutenant Colonel
Dumford, with the following cavalry :—
About thirty naval carbineers, the Buf-
talo Border Guard, and about twenty
five Newcastle mounted riflemen. In
addition, Colonel Dumford had Sikali’s
Horse and two guns, under Captain
Russel, Royal artijlery. There were a
few artillervmen. The Army Hospital
Corps, the Commissariat, with a column
of Lord Chelmsford’s, moved forward
with the main body either on the even
ing of the 2Ist or the morning of the
22nd. The rear guard had finished its
usual morning march and outspanned
when Zulu skirmishers were observed
surrounding the hills. These skirm-
ishers advanced towards the camp,
keeping up a desulsory fire.
was pitched in a broken country in a

sort of valley, with distant surrounding

hills. Colonel Pullein sent skirmish-

ers who responded to the fire of the

Zulus. 1t seems that the number of
Zulus was not estimated, it being con
sidered a slight demonstration of a few
men. As the enemy’s scouts were soon

Our native allies fought brave
Iv, too, and if the camp had bheen form-
ed in Jaager, and our men could have
veen furnished with the ammunition
with which the camp was so generously
supplied, it would have given a differ-
ent account of the enemy. Young saw
nothing of barbarities. The way in
which the men were surrounded and
crushed down by weight of numbers
proves that utter annihilation took
place, but it is hoped that the horrible
stories in circulation have no found-
ation in fact.

All that are left of the twenty fourth
regiment are Captain Harrison's com-
pany, stationed at St. John's River;
Captain  Upchers and Captain Rain-
forth, who were at that time on their
march to join their battalion; Major
Much and Dr. Hartley, who were in-
valided a short time before, and Lieu
tenant Morshead, who was doing staff]
duty at Pietermaritzburg.

Theline of Zulus which |
came down the hills to the left was|
nearly three miles long, and must have
consisted of over fifteen thousand men,
while a body of oyer five thousand re-
mained on the top as a reserve and
took no part in the action, but simply
drove ofl’ the captured cattle, wagons
and plunder Vhien thiese men moved
they took cff most of ir dead bodies
with them in our wagons, mixed with
the debris of the commissariat wagons,
the contents of which—flour, sugar,
tea. biscuits, mealies, oats, &c.—were
scattered about and wasted in pure
wantonness, On the ground there
where also dead horses shot in every
position. oxen mutilated, mules stab-
bed, while lying thick upon the ground
in clumps were the bodies of the white
men, with only their boots and shirts
on, or perhaps an old pair of trousers,
or part of their coats, with just enough
showing to indicate to which branch
they belonged. In many cases they lay
with sixty or seventy rounds of empty
cartridges alongside them, showing
they had only died after doing their
duty.

She was quite good-looking,
seemed gbout 50 years old, and spoke a
language nohody could understand.
She died a few weeks after reaching
Santa Barbara, while living in the home
of Nidever, from the effect of a fall se-
riously injuring her spine. [HHer death
was much mourned by several enter-
prising showmen in San Francisco, who
had offered handsome sums for the priv-
ilege of exhibiting her through the
country as the Unique and Entirely
Wonderful California Crusoe. — New
York Times.

ZODIACAL LIGHT.

Any careful observer of the Western
sky about one hour after sunset will
see a very soft, faint column of light
raising from the horizon, and easily
distinguished from the twilight glow.
It is shaped like a cone, extends up-
wards about forty degrees, following
near the sun’s path in the heavens,
though its course is bent slightly to
the south. It more nearly resembles &
cloud like mass than anything else,
bearing a striking similarity to the
Milky Way, while such is its extreme
tenuity, that stars are easily seen
through the intervening space. This
bit of fleecy brightness is known as the
Zodiacal Light, and is peculiarly bril-
liant at this season of the year, the
most favorable opportunity for its ob-
servation extending from the present
time to the middle of March.—St. JoAn
Sun.
