Une cause of the business confusion 
and depression referred to. we appre 
herid, is theover use of the credit system, 
which has enabled multitudes, without 
capital and the necessary business train­
ing,, to rush recklessly into trade. The 
inevitable consequence was, they be­
came bankrupt—and going down, they 
drew down many others with them. 
Legitimate, honest traders, in com pi i 
cations thus arising, also went down. 
—the circle of financial ruin thus wid 
en in g at every individual failure. In 
this way trade became demoralizing in 
its effects ; for reckless business specu 
lations have a tendency to induce every 
variety of frauds, defalcations, forger­
ies and perjury. Thus material and 
moral interests suffered. This use and 
unrestricted abuse of the credit system 
has been one of the causes of the pre­
sent business depression.

550Our globe is diversified by varieties 
of soil, climate, productions and geo­
graphical position. One country, there 
fore differs from another in the pro­
ducts of its soil. In the temperate 
zones, the hardier kinds of fruit, cere- 
reals and the most valuable vegetables 
are grown. In the torrid zone, sugar 
cane, tropical fruits of every variety, 
spices and coffee are produced. There 
is a belt of climate just on the edges of 
the torrd zone, near the tropics, where 
cotton and rice are valuable annual 
crops. Countries differ as respects 
manufactories and other industrial pur­
suits.

REPORT OF INSPECTOR OF SCHOOLS 
FOR ANNAPOLIS COUNTY.

*1R._2t becomes my duty at this time 
\ to submit for your consideration a report 
\ on the state of the public schools in the 

County of Annapolis for the year ended 
October 31st, A. t>. 1878. The tables of 
«Misties compiled from the A, B and « 
^mivus, and forwarded herewith 
large extent the basis of my remarks,

well worthy of careful consideration. ^
No change in the number of sections in 

the County has been made during the 
year. The number remains as last year 
reported, viz., one hundred anti two. Of 
this number the Commissioners of Schools 
adjudged thirty-seven worthy of receiving 
extra aid as poor sections. Two sections 
only had no schools during any portion of 
the year. The number of schools in oper­
ation during some portion of the year has 
been greater than ever reported in any 
war in the history of the County. In the 
Winter Term there were in operation 
ninety schools, embracing one hundred de­
partments, and in the Summer lerm 
ninety-nine schools embracing one hun­
dred and nine departments. In addition 
to the above an evening school was in 
operation during a portion ot the Summer 
Term.

The number of pupils registered ( 
4,11.5 during the Winter Term, and 4,125 
during the Summer Term. The number 
of different pupils reported at school during 

portion of the year is 5.020, being 
one in every three and six-tenths of the po­
pulation

The teachers employed during the year 
are classified as follows :—

Tables are a source of trouble to trustees. 
The data furnished thereby can be regard­
ed merely as an approximation to the 
truth.

In conclusion, I am convinced that the 
past year has been, all tilings considered, 
one of educational prosperity. The 
precedentedly large number of schools in 
operation affords cause for encouragement. 
Unanimity prevails among the people iu 
general in carrying out the main princi­
ples of the law. Simplify the school re­
turns, raise the standard of examination, 
make it imperative on sections to furnish

the Journal of Education for October last 
past. Many of the candidates who present 
themselves for examination are mere child- 

iu age and experience, whose want of 
success is largely attributable to a “ palpa- 

•f,]e and generic lack of rudimentary know­
ledge.’’ Some of those who have succeed­
ed in obtaining licenses have not the 
foundation of their education laid suffi­
ciently broad and deep to enable them to 
achieve as great success in the school-room 

.as could he desired. A higher standard of 
examination at the present -stage of our 
school system is necessary.

The school accommodation in most sec­
tions is sufficient. In Meadowvale section 
a commodious- school-house has been erect­
ed during the year. In several other sec- 
tions-the school-buildings have undergone 
extensive repairs. The Commissioners of 
Schools for Annapolis East on my recom­
mendation condemned the school-house in 
Clarence Centre and Brooklyn West sec­
tions,—their decision to take effect on the 
31st day of October, A. D. 1870.

In mo<t oi the school-rooms the furni­
ture is suitable. Every year brings about, 
an improvement in this particular in some 
sections in the County. A very .few school- 
houses are furnished with desks and seats 
of an antiquated type. The supply of ap­
paratus, however, in the rural sections es­
pecially, is too limited : In most instances 
it consists of blackboard, the hemispheres, 
and map of Nova Scotia. I would strongly 
recommend that some measures be taken 
whereby it shall be compulsory for all 
Hons participating in the public grants to 
furnish their school-rooms with a certain 
specified portion, at-least, of (lie articles 
enumerated under Section 84 of the School 
Manual.

When these men moved 
they took off most of their dead bodies 
with them in our wagons, mixed with 
the debris of the commissariat wagons, 
the contents of which—flour, sugar, 
tea. biscuits, mealies, oats, <fcc.—were 
scattered about and wasted in pure 
wantonness. Un the ground there 
where also dead horses shot in every 
position, oxen mutilated, mules stab­
bed, while lying thick upon the ground 
in clumps were the bodies of the white 
men, with only their boots and shirts 
on, or perhaps an old pair of trousers, 
or part of their coats, with just enough 
showing to indicate to which branch 
they belonged. In many cases they lay 
with sixty or seventy rounds of empty 
cartridges alongside them, showing 
they had only died after doing their 
duty.

Puileine, one company of the 2-24th, 
under Lieutenant Pope, and a portion 
of the tirst regiment of the Natal native 
contingent, under Lieutenant Colonel 
Dumford, with the following cavalry 
About thirty naval carbineers, the But 
talo Border Guard, and about twenty 
five Newcastle mounted riflemen. In 
addition. Colonel Dumford had Sikali’s 
Horse and two guns, under Captain 
Russel, Royal artijlery. There were a 
few artillerymen. The Army Hospital 
Corps, the Commissariat, with a column 
of Lord Chelmsford's, moved forward 
with tho main body either on the even 
ing of the 21st or the morning of the 
22nd. The rear guard had finished its 
usual morning march and outspanned 
when Zulu skirmishers were observed 
surrounding the hills. These skirm­
ishers advanced towards the camp, 
keeping up a desultory tire. The camp 
was pitched in a broken country in a 
sort of valley, with distant surrounding 
hills. Colonel Pullein sent skirmish­
ers who responded to the fire of the 
Zulus. It seems that the number of 
Zulus was not estimated, it being con 
sidered a slight demonstration of a few 
men. As the enemy's scouts were soon 
joined by bodies of considerable 
strength Colonel Pulleine's skirmishers 
were recalled, and the camp hastily put 
upon the defensive. The Zulu army 
then came on rapidly in regular batta­
lions, eight deep, keeping up a heavy 
steady tire, until well within assegai 
distance. They then ceased their tire 
and hurled assegais. Our men kept 
up a very steady, telling fire, and great 
numbers of the enemy dropped, but 
without checking their progress. The 
places of the men who fell were con­
stantly filled bv comrades.

The Zulu host 
ciime down with the weight of its bat­
talions und literally crushed the small 
bodv, which could only defend itself 
with the bayonet, and very soon it had 
not even room to use that. The Zulus 
picked up the dead todies of their 
comrades and hurled them on the bay­
onet points of our soldiers, thus simply 
beating down all defence. The work 
of destruction was complete.

Within two hours from the time the 
Zulu skirmishers were seen there was 
not a living white man in the camp. 
The.ammnnition. the guns, the commis­
sariat supplies, the wagons, the oxen, 
all the material of the column.fell into 
the hands of the enemy. Fortunately 
two cannons were spiked by Càptain 
Smith. Roval Artillerv, xvho was asse- 
gaied while in the act of spiking all the 
ammunition and some wagons, and de- 
st-oved whatever was left behind.

The Zulu armv was completely or 
ganized. It advanced, tirst throwing 
out skirmishers -, then, ns the battalions 
enme down in mass, used their rifles 
while at long range with considerable 
effect. When near enough to use their 
own more familiar weapon, the assegai, 
they t.hrexv in two or three showers. 
All this^ time they were advancing 
steadily and rapidly, and the stabbing 
assegai was soon at work.
