The Moon.

TWO THINGS ABOUT HER WHICH MOST
EVERYONE SHOULD KNOW.

There are one or two things about the
moon which every one should kunow. - Let
me mention them, writes Prof. E. S. Hol l
den of Lick Observatory to the Youh's
Cvmpanion. How bright is the full moon,
do you think ? Suppose you look up &t
the moon the next clear night. Tle sky is
a pure, pale blue and the moon iz almost
dazzlingly bright against it. If the whole
canopy of the sky were made up of full
moons, and if one were in the centre of
such a shining shell, one might think that
the glare would be intolerable.

But let us see.. This very same moon
you have often seen in' the daytime as a
pale white disc just barely visible against
the background of the sky. In fact, unless
you know exactly where to look, you may
require a minute or two to find it.

That means that the daylight sky is not
so very different in brilliancy from the
nearly full moon; or it means that you
could very well live under a sky whose
every part was just as bright as the moon
itself.

We may say, then, that the brightness
of the moon is not so very much greater
than the brightness of the same area of sky.
The total light of the full moon can be
compared with the total light of the sun,
though it is a very difficult problem, and
the result will be that the sun is as bright
as 680,000 full moons.

Once again, you ought to know and re-
member how large the moon is. Its diam-
eter is about 2,000 miles—one-fourth of the
earth—and its angular diameter is about a
half a degree. As there are 180 degrees
from the east point to the west point of the
horizon measured through the zenith, there
is room for 360 full moons in an arch span-
ning the heavens from east to west, each
one touching the rims of those next it.

Another thing, too, you should notice
and understand. The moon looks larger
near the horizon than it does when' it is
overhead. The common explanation of
this fact is essentially the true one; that
is, the low moon is near enough to the hor-
izon to be compared with hills, or trees or
houses, and consequently it looks large;
while the high moon is isolated, and one
has no term of comparison.

In both cases the angular diameter is
about half a degree, as you can preve for
yourself with a little ingenuity.

The Prospector.

Few have any idea of the difficulty of
finding a mine. A man who follows it for
a living must thoroughly understand the
nature of the d ct in which he is. Dif-
ferent sorts of mines are found in different
ways. If you are in a placer district, of
course, you have nothing to do e ot to
walk along a stream with a pan in your
hand and test the soil by washing till you
come to pay d But if you know nothing
about it you will waste a deal of time test-
ing dirt that an experienced prospector
could tell at a glance contained no gold.
In a true fissure or contact district the ex-
perienced prospector will walk along the
bottom of the gulches looking for *float,”
although he expects to find the mine far
up the mountain side. The float is vein
matter which breaks off with the settle-
ment of the mountain and rolls down its
sides. The prospector who is acquainted
with the district knows it at once, and
when he finds it climbs the mountain till
he ascertains where it came from. A ten-
derfoot would never know what it was.
But sometimes he strikes it richer than
anybody. The Silent Friend Mine, Pitkin,
which showed a nine foot ‘vein of solid
galena at the grass roots, was found by two
Swede railway hands, who didn’t know
what the mineral was, and gave away
three-fourths of their interest before they
discovered its value. Experienced pros-
pectors had been over the ground thou-
sands of times, but there was no external
evidences of the lead. The Swedes found
it by rolling a boulder down the mountain.
The mineral cropped out from the place
where the boulder had been. The great
carbonate fields of Leadville were found by
a man who was thought insane for sinking
a shaft where there were no external evi-
dences of mineral. He found the carbonate
in a ‘“ blanket vein ” lying level as a sheet
of water, a great distance below the ground.
A regular prospector would never have
sunk a shaft there. But where one tender-
foot strikes it in that way a hundred thou-
sand get broke and go home disgusted.—
Mining Exchange Journal.

—A leak occured in the natural gas-pipes
in the Hotel Marvin, at Findlay, Ohio, and
workmen went under the floor of the din-
ingroom to fix it. Finding the space filled
with gas they cut a hole through the floor
to let in air sufficient to enable them to
work. Just as the hole was finished a
waitress lit a match to start a fire in the
dining room, and instantly the escaping gas
took fire and a frightful explosion followed
which blew the entiré side of the building
into the street. killing two waitresses, fatal-
ly injuring the proprietor, the clerk and
another waitress, and seriously injuring
five workmen. The explosion was so great
that the fire itself was blown out and the
wrecked building escaped conflagration.

It is not necessary to put absolute faith
in the legend that when the waiters of Dal
Nippon first made the acquaintance of bag-
tles and corkscrews they were wont to
twist the bottle on the corkscrew instead
of screwing the corkscrew into the cork.
Nevertheless, you may see to this day, at
almost any out-of-the-way country inn, a
tendency in that direction which seems to
lend some trath to the story. The little
handmaid who puzzles over the problem of
uncorking your claret or whiskey has an
evident leaning, until corrected, to solve it
with the bottle, When your cook bakes a
cakeé in an ordinary cake-tin it is as certain
that, if left to himself, he will serve it bot-
tom upward and bottom sugared withal, as
it is that the butler will open your tins of
jam or pate at the bottom instead of at the
top. Japanese books begin at what we call
the end. The lines are vertical instead of
horizontal, the first being on the right-hand
edge of the page, and are read downward
from the top. The place for “ foot-notes”
is at the top of the page, and that for the
reader’s marker at the bottom. Letter-
writing, like book printing, advances by
vertical lines from right to left, and is
always on one side of the strip of paper,
which is anwound from a roll as the writer
proceeds, and cut off where he finishes.
To fold the letter it is doubled over and
over from one end of the strip to the other.
The postage stamp is affixed on the closed
seal-flap of the envelope, instead of on its

As for the mode of address, it is the
exact reverse of ours. Thus, * England,
London, Printing House Square, The Times
Office, the Editor,” would be the Japanese
way of directing this letter. People in
Japan are called by the family name first,

In house-
building the roof is the first part construct-
ed, only to be taken to pieces again until
the substructure is ready for it; and the
best room, as well as the garden, is com-
monly at the back instead of at the front.

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The Elections—Thelr Results.
—_—

Though we regard blind adherence to
party for the mere sake of party, and an
nareasoning submission to party leaders as
a curse to our country, yet, from the neces-
sities of the case, it seems impossible for
an independent elector to deliver his vole
o‘herwise than in the support of either
one or other of the great political parties
into which the people of Canada have
divided themselves, our thousands of read-
ers among others. It, therefore, as faith-
fal journalists, becomes our duly to state
the results of the late contest without
reference to its mere party aspects. The
questions which were referred to the people
at the polls involved the trade policies of
the two parties. These succinctly stated
may be thus given: The Conservatives an-
nounced two main planks in their platform,
namely, the National (protective) Polic
coupled with negotiations with the United

States government for the renewal of al

(limited) Reciprocity in natural products
oaly ; while the Liberals staked the issue
02 what has been generally called Unre-
stricted Reciprocity of trade with the
United States, which, of course, included
the admission of the manufactures of that
country, free of duty, into Canada. We
need not refer Lo the arguments by which
the contending parties supported these es-
sentially differing politicSﬁssues, and per-
haps, the people of Canada never before
hd presented to them for their endorse-
ment or disapproval, issues so distinetly
defined, and so ably and warmly discussed
in their bearing. Everything that elo-
quence, argument and ingenuity could sug-
laid before them to induce them

or refuse their support to these
Candidates of both parties

were put in the field in (with few excep-
tions) all the cities and counties in the
Dominion on the day appointed for nomi-
nution. The w intervening between
n o mination and election day was made the
m st of by both parties, the press, con-
trolled by either party, teemed with party
eries and shibboleths, and outdid itself in
the vehemence of its utterances. The
smoke of the battle covered the land so
densely that up to midnight of the day of
th : fight only glimpses of the results were
obtainable outside of the province, and
these glimpses though thought favorable
t» the government, were by no means al-
together assuring. Three or four hours
ater it was known that the government
hid carried the Maritime provinces, in-
cluding two seats won in Prince Edward
Island, and the next day showed that the
government had won one seat in Halifax,
and Lunenburg aid Richmond counties
from their opponents, who, in turn had
wrested Digby and Queens from the for-
mer, leaving a net gain of one seat from
the Oppositicn in this province. At Yhe
same time it was known that out of the
sixteen seats in New Brunswick thirteen
or fourteen had been carried for the gov-
ernment, which had also carried four out
of the five Manitoba seats, and every seat
in the W. Territories and British

Columbia.

It was not till some tin@uter that it
was known how the great provinces of On-
tario and Quebec had gone, both sides for
a day or two claiming small majoritics
therein. But as the smoke of conflict
cleared fully away it became evident that
Ontario had given a small majority in sup-
port of the government, and Quebec a con-
siderable majority for the opposition.

Of the ministers, the honorabie Jobn
Curling, minister of Agriculture, and the
honorable C Colby, president of the
Council, suffered defeat, and the honorable
th» minister of Finance (Foster) was elcet-
ed by a small and much diminished major-
ity. The other ministers were returned
by variously increased majorities,

That the governmeunt has been sustaived
is generally conceded, but the majority by
which it has been sustained is still a mat-
ter in dispute. In fact the true majority
will only be known on the first test divisicn
in the new house of commous.

—We have made the following notcs
concerning the exportation of horses, cattle,
and sheep since 1880. Dividing the ten
years frum 1880 to 1890 into two equal
periods for the purpose of comparison we
find that Canada exported from 1880 to
1881, both years being inclusive, no less
than 94,835 horses valued at §9,542,173,
while during the succecding five years she
sent abroad 86,496 horses, valued at $10,-
853,008. A study of these figures shows :
falling off in the number exported during
the latter peried, but that much better
prices were obtained. - The iucrease in
this valnable trade amounts to over 8l,-
250,000 during the last half decade. It is
probable that a falling off in this trade
may be expected in the near future, as the
call for horses in the neighboring States
will dimiuvish in proportion as electricity
becomes used as a motive power on horse
railways.

In the former half decade named Can-
ada exported (maiuly to England) 335,956
head of cattle, valued at $18,061,748, and
in.the following one 557,258 head, valued
at $30,666,753, showing an increase of
221,302 head, and an increase in value of
$12,605,005. These figures tell a story of
wonderful development in the short space
of five years. ln sheep the former five
years marked an exportation of 1,677,447,
valued at $6,995,975 against the latter de-
cade’s shipment of 1,89:
at $6,583, showing an increase of about
200,000, with a decrease in value of about
$300,000.

SERIOUS ACCIDENT.—Sa the Wind-
sor Tribune: A very serious accident,
in which a universally respected citi-
zen and professional is the sufferer, oc-
curred on Tuesday night last. Dr. J. B.
Black had been down to Summerville on
that day, paying a professional visit to Mr.
Putman, the conservative nominee, who
was lying ill ‘at the residence of Capt. Arm-
strong, and was on his way home. The
doctor was driving his chestnut * Murray ”
at a good pace, and the wheels of his car-
riage struck an ice-cake which had been
carried into the road by a freshet, aund
which could not be seen in the dark. The
doctor was violently thrown from the car-
riage and alighted on his back, falling on
another ice-cake in the road. The injuries
sustained were painful in the extreme, and
were at first considered to be of a fatal
nature, but notwithstanding this, the doc-
tor succeeded in walking after and securing
his horse, which had stopped in the road.
He then drove to Brooklyn, where he was
placed under the care of Dr. Weeks. We
are glad to annoance that, beyond receiv-
ing severe bruises, the doctor has not sus-
tained injuries that need cause apprehen-
sion in the minds of his friends. He was
moved to Dr. Week's house on Thursday,
and arrived home to-day.

Suleide at Berwick.
Last Thursday an aged man named Tay-
lor, living at South Berwick, suicided in a
clamp of bushes not far from the house of
Leonard Buskirk. Mr. Taylor, who was
about 76 years of age, and a cripple, had at
one time been a well-to-do ipul-’mor. He
had been married twice, and his second
wife is at present in the lunatic asylom at
Halifax. This, coupled with the thought
that he was depending on his friends is al-
leged to be the cause of his despondency or
temporary insanity when he took his {ile.
He had been at Mr. Buskirk's and left about
3 o'clock in the afternoon bidding the fam-
ily good-bye. When asked where he was
guing he remarked. that he had not found
the place yet; he also intimated vhat
he would not trouble his friends long-
er than to dig a hole for him. He did
not return to his relatives where he
was stopping, but they thought he must
have stopped at some neighbors, and were
not uneasy till Saturday when a crowd
turned out to search for him. A few rods
from the house he had left Thursday after-
noon, in & small thicket near the road a lad
named Nicholas, stumbled over his crutch,
aud immediately notified the searching par-
ty. The body was found buried in the
suow. The man had evidently sat on a log
and deliberately cut his jugular vein with a
razor, and leaned forward and allowed him-
self to bleed to death. He had fallen for-
ward on his face, and his hat was on his
head when found. The razor was tucked
under the edge of the log. Dr. Masters,
the coroner, was notified and an inquest
was held. . We are unable to give the ver-
dict. The body was buried Sunday. Our
report was obtained from a man who was
at the scene of tragedy and is probably cer-
rect, though the story has been denied and
nothing seems to be known here about it.

—The cause of the Springhill explosion
will, we suppose, never be certainly known.
Different theories by way of explanation
have been advanced. The most reasonable
and generally accepted is, we believe, that
a vein of explosive gas was struck at about
the time the miners knocked off work for
dinner, and during the noon hour a part of
the mine became charged with the gas.
\When the miners returned, some one or
more carried a naked light and the gas was
exploded. The Springhill mines, it is said,
have been, generally, comparatively free
from gas, and this may bave induced care-
lessness in the use of naked lights. We
presume that in Springhill, as in other coal
mines, the miners are required to use the
safety lamp, but we have - understood that
as the light thus afforded is dim and insuf-
ficient, many miners will use the naked
light, a practice always attended with dan-
ger and sometimes with the most dangerous
consequences. The incandescent electric
light is now being introduced in some
mines, and we understand with good re-
sults. The system has for two years been
on trial in the Shawnee mines of Hocking
Valley, Pa. If a safe and effective means
of affording light in coal mines is at hand
from this source, it will certainly be eagerly
welcomed as a blessed deliverance from at
least many of the horrars that are inci-
dental to the lot of the miner.—Hz.

Buenos Ayres, Feb. 26.—Additional ad-
