WATCHES! Tasmanian Apples.

Three barrels of Tasmanian apples were 
opened at Mr. C. R. H. Starr’s on Friday 
week. They were part of a shipment from 
that place to Nothard AJLowe, London, and 
were sent here as samples. Among those 
present at the opening were, President Bige­
low of the Fruit Growers Association, R. W. 
Starr, Mr. Patterson of Horton Landing, 
students from the Horticultural schools and 
others. The apples were packed in solid 
looking boxes made of sliced oak and meas­
uring six inches deep and 14 wide and 25 
long, each apple was wrapped in tissue paper 
and was in fairly good condition. They were 
not well sorted, small and large being put In 
indiscriminately. The flavor and color were 
disappointing and did not compare very fav­
orably with some Nova Scotia specimens 
which Mr. Bigelow and Mr. Stair brought. 
Some ripe plums grown in the hot house of 
the Horticultural school were also on view,

—From the inquiry being made into the 
cause of the large steamer Belgravia going 
ashore while coming down St. John harbor 
it appears Either that an order directing her 
course was wrongly given by her captain or 
wrongly, understood by her second mate. 
The disaster seems to have arisen from care 
lessnesa on the part of some of t he officers of 
the ship rather than from any misfortune 
or perils of the sea. It was the consequence 
of a blunder and not of an accident. Some­
thing like the charge of the Light Brigade, 
—a terrible sacrifice made in carrying out an 
order which was absurdly wrong but yet 
must be obeyed. “ Theirs not to reason 
why, theirs but to do and die.” There ap­
pears to be something wrong in a system of 
discipline so rigid and severe that a lower 
officer is bound to obey an order of his su 
perior although it is apparent that an error 
has been made and certain destruction will 
be the inevitable result of its execution. 
The captain of a ship or the general of an 
army is a fallible being as well as those be­
neath him in command, but discipline seems, 
in these cases, to rest upon the theory that 
the commanding officer is infallible and those 
under him mere machines to carry out his 
instructions.

—In addition to the regular political par 
ties, the patrons of industry, the Protestant 
protective association and the McCarthyites, 
there is a new element of Canadian people 
striving hard for recognition at the hands 
of the public as an organized party, and that 
is the temperance element. Hitherto they 
seem to have been content to do a great deal 
of talking and their influence at the polls 
was never regarded as being very powerful, 
but the time appears to be at hand when the 
advocates of temperance reform must be lis­
tened to and their demands heeded. So long 
as they talked they were ignored, but when 
they began a line of political co operation 
that foreshadowed some degree of unanimity 
and consequently of success, the older parties 
were compelled to give heed to their ways. 
In the liberal county of Sooth Oxford a pro­
hibitionist is opposing Sir Richard Cart­
wright, and in the thriving town of Hamil 
ton there are two prohibitionists in the field 
in addition to the compliment of political 
candidates, while in many constituences the 
old parties have men running who, they 
know, will vote for temperance legislation.

to HenryDear Monitor,—I made many inquiries 
in Liverpool before I found where the mon­
ument to Mr. Huskinson could be seen; I 
finely came upon it in St. James’ cemetery. 
A very excellent monument it is, and care­
fully and excellently protected by a white 
freestone case with a glass dome, and having 
a panel door with plate glass through which 
the statue can be well seen. Quite near my 
hotel in Liverpool is the house in which Mr. 
Gladstone was born and in which afterwards 
resided Lord Cardwell, a leading member of 
Mr. Gladstone’s first cabinet. Both these 
gentlemen started in parliamentary life as 
conservatives.

From Liverpool I go over to the ancient 
town of Chester. Here I have a great day. 
We first cross the Mersey to Birkenhead. 
On the moment the train starts and in a 
few seconds we are under the city of Birk- 
inhead. When we emerge on the 
side ” we are among hedges and gardens and 
beautiful trees. One thing we soon notice 
here: if a spot of ground cannot 
profitable, it is, if possible, made beautiful. 
The railway inolosures are all bordered by 

y trimmed hedges
lion we begin to see lower beds which around 
some stations are very pretty. Not only are 
flowers grown along the railway lines, but 
vegetables are very largely cultivated right 
up to the raiL

As swiftly as the rail carriage glides here 
you are not inconvenienced. We go under 
the highways and not over them. The rail­
way is obliged to construct a strong bridge 
of brick or stone at every highway crossing, 
and some of them are very fine structures.

On reaching Chester we first make our 
way‘to the Castle. It is grandly situated on 
a sharp turn of the river Dee: in fact, the 
whole city wall follows a bend of the Dee 
which more than one-half circles around the 
city. The most prominent feature of this 
castle is Caesar’s Tower. Here James II. re- 

rament during his stay in Ches­
ter. We walk around the city walls and go 
up into the water tower built upon them, 
visit the tower of King Charles I., where he 
stood with Sir Francis Gamull and saw the 
defeat of nis 
Moor. Down a hundred feet below we see 
the barges on the Shropshire Union Canal, 
which is in places cut through solid rock for­
ty feet deep. The view from Water Tower 
is very fine. At your feet is the canal, a 
little off the river running through luxuri- 

vegetation, the bridges, the rising 
beyond, make a fine picture. The view from 
Caesar's Tower is also tine: a little in the dis­
tance is Grovenor bridge, called one of the 
finest arches in the world.

The cathedral however is one of the grand­
est sights of the city. This noble structure 
was first dedicated to St. Werburg, a Saxon 
princess, daughter of the king and queen of 
Mercea; afterwards an abby of Benedictine 
Monks. In this cathedral are some of the 
finest specimens of Norman masonry. Its 
organ cost £1,800, and is said to be one of 
the largest cathedral organs in England. I 
could write you very much more about this 
old city, its quaint streets, its shop signs, its 
unique promenades and its richly timbered 
buildings, but I cannot trespass.

From Chester I go to Hawarden. Here I 
am in Wales, and here I first really stand 
upon an English Park. What magnificent 
trees: I see a floweri 
ure 17 ft. 11 inches 
the highest poin 
mantled ruins of the 
1752. An addition, “ The Temple of Peace,” 
Mr. Gladstone’s library, containing near 
20,000 volumes, was built in Mr. Glads 
time. The park contains 250 acres. I see 
about this several reminders of Mr. Glad­
stone’s work—tree felling—for here they 
lay about. Here I also gather my first 
English daisies.

I return to Chester and take a boat up the 
Dee for a sight of Eaton Hall, the country 
seat of the Duke of Westminister, the rich­
est man in the Queen’s domains.

We have a delightful steam up the Dee. 
For a half mile we have on the Chester side 
the fine residences with their delightful 
terraced gardens showing all their rich 
beauty to the traveller upon the river. We 
gradually leave this and are finally sailing 
between the great Oak parks of the Duke. 
I get into conversation with the Capt. of the 
boat, the result of which I am highly favored 
by a promise of ample time for my sight 
seeing. The Duke is residing at Eaton Hall 
awaiting the Chester races, consequently no 
admission is allowed to the hall, but I have 
a fine walk over the grounds. It is past six 
o’clock when I pass the great gates to the 
court. The big clock slowly peals the hour 
and the chime, the rooks scream and change 
their roosting places, the peacock sends up 
its shrill note, and in the distance a flock of 
deer start from their feeding, all just as we 
read in tales of long ago. It is a grs 
and new place all alone in a forest of 
ands of acres. Opposite the castle is the 
great bend of the river which gives it its 
name. Around this bend the steamer speeds 
while I cross the neck; we meet and I am 

y from this noble eight. I converse with 
irai about the Duke and hie position 

among them. I find that he is greatly loved 
by the people of Chester. His grounds are 
open to every one who will not abuse them. 
But a strict watch is kept to see that no 
flowers or trees are touched.

On my return to Liverpool 1 find a letter 
from the fruit brokers of Manchester asking 
me to come up and see them.

I go to 
Manchester and am at once requested to at­
tend a meeting of the directors of the Fruit 
Association; but I will not say more of Man­
chester since I am to return to it again.

An excellent remedy for a cough is made 
by slicing two lemons thin and adding to 
them 10 cents worth of whole flaxseed, 10 
cents worth of liocfrice root, one gill of water, 
and a little sugar. Boil until quite thick 
and strain.

If castor oil is applied to a wart once a day 
for a month the wart will entirely disappear. 
In many cases it will not require so long a 
time.

Wormwood boiled in vinegar and applied 
as-hot as can be borne on a sprain or bruise, 
is an invaluable remedy ■ The affected mem­
ber should afterwards be rolled in flannel to 
retain the heat.

It is said that if parsley is eaten with on­
ions, or a salad containing onions the odor of 
the onions will not affect the breath.

To set the color and prevent delicate color­
ed cambrics and dimities from fading when 
washed, dissolve five cents worth of sugar of 
lead in a pail of water and soak the garments 
in it two hours; then rinse and wash.

Clover tea is excellent for purifying the 
blood,’clearing the complexion and remov­
ing pimples. Dried clover may be used for 
the tea.

Do not wash oilcloths or linoleum in hot 
soapsuds. Wash them with tepid water and 
wipe with a cloth dampened in equal parts 
of cold milk and water.

To prevent a bruise from discoloring apply 
immediately hot water, or, if that is not at 
hand, moisten some dry starch with cold 
water and cover the bruised place.

In filling cracks in plaster mix plaster of 
Paris with vinegar instead of water. It will 
be like a mass of putty. Push it into the 
cracks and smooth off with an old case knife. 
The plaster will not become hard for half an 
hour if mixed with vinegar but if water is 
used it will become hard immediately, almost 
before you have time to use it.

To remove a tight ring from the finger 
take a long thread of silk and put one end 
under the ring and draw it through several 
inches, holding it with the thumb in the 
palm of the hand. Then wind the long end 
of the silk tightly round the finger down to 
the nail Take hold of the short end of the 
silk, and, holding it toward the finger end 
unwind it; the silk pressing against the ring 
will withdraw it.

Place an oyster shell in the tea kettle and 
it will collect the hard matter that is liable 
to form on the inside of the kettle. The 
shells should be washed with a brush before 
using. Remove the shells every few weeks 
and replace with fresh ones if the water is 
very hard.

At any time when the cook requires the 
white of an egg and not the yolk, break the 
shell carefully and drop the untouched yolk 
into a cup of cold water. Here it will keep 
for several days if necessary, to be used when 
required.

....AND.... House Plants.

Plants should be given a soil of one-third 
leaf mold, with some sand mixed in. Have 
at least two inches of broken pottery in the 
bottom of each pot before filling up with soil 
in which they are to grow. Do not use large 
pots for small plants at first. Put them in 
four and five inch pots and watch them. 
As soon as the roots fill the soil and form a 
mass of white fibres about the ball of earth, 
as can be seen when it is turned out of the 
pot, re-pot to larger sizes. This shifting is 
very important during the earlier stages of 
the plant’s growth, lest the plant become 
root bound. Another most important point 
is that of watering. If the soil is allowed to 
become dry the plant will generally droop 
its leaves. Care must be taken to water 
the plants when the soil looks dry on the 
surface, and then so liberally that the entire 
amount of soil in the pot is saturated. If 
proper drainage has been provided, there 
need be no fear of bad results from over 
watering. Of course, if one has had flowers 
for years the needs of different plants will be 
familiar, just as different people require dif­
ferent care.
