The Bible was suon sailiiig out with the

]ittlc shlp, and was used a great deal at
prayers and othier religious exercises. For
tliree ycars it ivent back aind forth froni
Honolulu to, the Micronesian Islands,
carrying its 1)recious ilîlessage froni place
to p)lace. At last, oxie briglit day iii Oct.,
18659, tie Morniug Star ivas starting off'
fromn Kusaie to go to, Honolulu. There
ivere soutie inissionaries on board goingy t-o
Aîierica, very hiappy that tliey wereo so
soun to sec thie dear unes at hionte; and
you cau imiagine lhow joyfully they sang

' Ionieward Bound" at eveniîig prayer.
Wlien the captaiîn onutu deck --eter

supper, lic found 't1îat the sllip was dan-
.gerously near the rocky shiore. He tried

very liard to kccp lier ot 't in dcci> water,
but sie soon struck a rock, auîd began to,
fill witli water. Tlie inissionaries ai.
otiier people on board got into the little
boats as quickly as tliey could, and al-
tixougli tlîoy thouglit at one tiîine seinîe of
thin i vould be drowned, they were soun
safely on lind."

There were only a very few things saved
froin the slîip, but soniie oxie tlîouglit of
the Bible, and it was taken oni shiore.
Afterwards tlîe catamin wrote in it:

"Saved fon eji wreck of the second
Momi ing Star, Oct. 18% 1869."I

After a long îîîontlî of %vaitiîg the nis-
siozianies and others went mn to Honolulu
iii a sînail shl called the 4nnie orter,
and tlîey took the Bible witlî tlîei. When
it %vas kîîowiî in. Anierîca that the second
Moqrîîivg Star was wrecked; the chldren,
~venit to work with a uvili and buiit an-
otlîer; and about a year afteîward slie
-went booining arouîîd into Honolulu liar-
bor witlî tIc flags flying and ail sails set."

In ahl the rcjoiciîîg.,s over thîe iiew slip,
as weli as ini the trials of tIc old one, they
reineinbered the Bible, wliicli was bimugitt
on board, and Capt. Mattlicws wrote iii it:

"'Tr.,iisfoi-red to, the tliirdf-t'i)tg Sta-r,
July 22, 1871."
