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THE BAY OF NAPLES, ITALY.

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‘We present our readers with a sketch of the far-famed Bay
of Naples. And in that Iovely landseape. basking in the glories
of an Italian summer, at the foot of yon burning mountain,
Wo seem to see a striking symbol of the present political and
religious state of unhappy Italy. That country is literally like
& richly luxuriant garden planted on a slumbering voleano. .
'} How often has it been disturbed by the rumblings and heavings
of political revolutions, thi eatening ruin to society! And then,
alas! thesad spiritual desolxxtié“gg\,}ylgefewithxp opery hasevery., i
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where cursed the land, do but too exactly resemble the terribly
destructive issues which are vomited from:that abyss of fire of
which Vesuvius is the vent.

It is-only 6 months or so ago that, after the lapse of five
years, Vesuvius -again burst forth with most destructive
violence. For a year before this lnst eruption -took place, an.
unwonted stillness had reigned over the mountain.  Nuples was
shaken with occasional earthquakes, and the wells row aud then
dried up, but Vesuvias showed no signs of an evuption :—till
suddeuly on the morning of the-1st of May-Inét, at half-past four
o'cluck, a noise like the discharge of artillery was heard, and
fire with stones was thrown-up from several new openings in
the mountain,

When the evening arrived, “ the whole héavens,” says-an eye-
witness of-the awful scene, *“ appeared tobe on fire.” ~ Scarcely
any portion of the mountain was visible, for, as the wind +was
rather & sirocco,. the dense swelling clouds were congregated
about its summit and its sides so as to conceal its outline, snd
render the scene as mysterious as it was grand: The flames,
which were thrown up-too, were only perceptible from their
effects being reflected frum cloud to cloud until the sky appeared
to be onc mass of flame.  In the centre only was there any oper-
ing, and there might be seen n puition of that burning stream |
which was now powing downon the devoted ¢country beneath.”

Next mght. Mr, Henry Wreford, whose account we bave been |

quoting, ascended the mountnin :— .
« A plair of burning cuke, some two hundred feet, was
moving un befure vur eyes, almost touching our feet; until,
accumulating inlarge masses, over it thundered into-the valléy -|
beneath. Down, down, we watched the red line in the distance, |
burping and destroying everything -it met with. A +whole
plantation of chestnut-trees yielded to its power; they twisted
and screeched, and-groaned like martyrs in an aulo de f2, and
then gave signals by a brilliant flame that their sufferings were
over. Moving away from this point, we descended a little, b
jumping from mass to mass, and crossing chanoels of: fire, until
we were in face of the cataract. The noise of“the advancing
stream:was that of an Alpine flood over ashingly bed,sh-sh-sh 5
such was the continued murmur of theé thousands of tens of
burning coke which were moving on, and tumbling mass over |-
mass., The outer crust here and there became codled and |
blackéned, and, then detaching itself, the burst of ieatanalight
was-sufficient for 4 moment to blast and seorch us.  Tnvolun- |,
tarily- we lield out our hands. as if to shield ourselves ; biit,

" unable any longsr to resist it, weié compelled to Tetive.”
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~Now i this last cruption of Vesuvius we scem to sec some-
thing very like that, in the present state of Italy, which shall
cre long fix the anxious gaze of the rest of Europe. For years,
ever sinee the revolutions of 1848, an unwonted stillness has
reigned over Italy. But underneath that sullen silence there
have been seething and working elements of a blasting destrue-
tion to her present delusive kind of peace. How soon -the
report may.be heard of the bursting forth of a new political
eruption no man can tell. But this we know, that Popery is
doomed. An utter destruction shall ere long burst upon” Rome
as the -head of the Auti-Christian apostacy. Any power the
Pope may seem to have—aay quietness the Jesuits may enjoy
to push their sceret schemes in the merchandise-of the souls of
men—are but the delusive calm preceding their awful overthrow.
That fiir city of Naples is known to stand dpor a-mere erust,
with an abyss of volcanie fires beneath-it. Any moment these
fires might burst forth—or, the-crust giving way, tho city might
be swallowed up in utter destruction. The same thing is said
to be true of Roma itself.  But, whether or not such be indeed
the kind of judgements reserved by God for that overthrow in
which the Romish Babylon is to be destroyed, the certainty of
its destruction s clear and positive. The state of Italy is suvely
therefore a matter of deepest interest and of the most prayerful
anxiety to every true Christian. How watchful ought the
Church to be to take advantage of every possible opening for
saving souls perishing.jn Popish error in a land where the

Most of onr young friends have heard of the plan which has

been followed by many of the Sabbath Schools, connected with -

our Church in Scotland and in Canada, for supporting and
educating little Hindoo orpbans. A number of benevolent
Ladies belonging to the Church of Scotland, having heard of the
ignorant and miserable cundition of the females in India, formed
themselves into an association for educating these poor neglected
women, In order fo do this, they have es'ablishments, schools,
and Missionaries in several parts of Indin. Among these
Institutions are two asylums.at Calentta and Madras where
little orphans are received, of whom you know there are
thousands every year in India from a cruel practice, which
prevails therepof parents deserting their female children.

The cost of maintaining these orphans is only four pounds -
Currency per anpum, aud, as'sooh as a Sabbath School can .

promise to colleci this small sum each year, one of the little
orphans is afpropriated to them, and called by any name which
they may select, Twice a year an interesting account is senb
Home to ench school of the progress of their orphas, and, as
soon as the little girl can write, she is encouraged to send
letters to her distant benefactors. Some of these leiters which
e have seen ave, as you may suppose, very interesting.
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There are now seven orphans’ supported in this way by

schools eonnec' ~d with our Churches in Canada, and £34 have.
been forwarded to Scotland for their support. We give alist
