For the $81.10 which
the churohes sent to the General Christinn
Missionary Society, $260 have been received
from them fur the provincial work, Itis no
wonder, then, that at the annual meeting at
Milton iv was resolved that we coutinuo to co-
operate with those who have helped us so
liberslly, and that each church be recommended
to take up one collection during tha year for the
work of that society, This 1esolntion and this
recomnsendation wera passed last year, but
were rot acted upon with that heartiness which
should have beea displayed. Ouly $81.10
were raised by all the churches, and of this
small minount $65 were given by two churches,
lesving only $16.10 tn embrace the tota! contri-
butions of all the other cburches. Bowme of the
churches did pot teke up tne collection, and
some guve a very smull umount in compariron
with whut they conld have given for this work,
Burely we should all bave coutidence in the
Aunerican Board, when we see thut they gave
to us three timea as much as we sent to them,
When a farmer finds that a piece of land is
partionlarly productive; he values iv tha more
highly and tills it with greater care. Let us
sow bountifully thut we may reap bountitully.
1f they see tha. we are really in earnest in this
matter of co-np¢ration—and they wili properly. | to
messure vur earuestness by the puwber of
churches contributing, and the amounts given
by them—there is no doubs concerning tkeir
wiflingness to treat us even more liberally than
tkey have bitherto done. If our churches fuil
to show an interest in the general work, we
need not he surprised if the General Board
i fures to helpua,  Nothing but a short-righted,
suicidal policy will provent our churches from
tuking up this sonual collection. Cast thy

THE UEROISM OE MISSIONS.

There is an idea that a missionary has a very
casy berth, little to d» and large pay. There aroe
these whao sneer at missionaries and call them hire-
linga, Nothing could be farther from the truth,
No man of sense goes out into the mission fivld
because of pecuniary inducements. Missionaries,
as a rule, are among the most heroic and unselfish
men to be found anywhere.

W. 8 Culbertson was graduated at West Puint
in 1839. After a short service in the army he was
appointed Assistant Professor in tho Militery
Acadamy. Here he drilled such men ss Sherman,
Thowmas, Rosecrans, Lyon and Grant  He resigeed
his position, studied for the ministry, and went to
China as a missionary, When his students were
winuning fame, he was reminded that he, tdo might
have been a major-general. His earnest answer
was, ** I would not change places with one of tham.
I coneider there is no post,of influence vn earth
equal to that of a man who is permitted to.preach
the gospul to four hundred millions of his. fellow-
men,"

Two men were walking down the strest of Gan-
ou, China, They met a quiet man on his way iuto
the city. Oune of tham saiq, ** Do you see that man
yonder?”

When once au idea has become oryatailized into
& word or phrase—or a thonght hus olothied'iiadlf
in some peculiar form of words—unt otily: the idea
aud the thought, but the very words thenidelves,
Seem to become possessed of immortality, Aud'it
is characteristic of the human mind 1o cling to the
words, even after they cease to exgpress:the original
‘thought correctly—to preserve the-ahell aftor: thio
bird has eacaped, The tendenocy to oling to words
from which the thought has departed, ‘aeounia to be
stronger in regard to the peculiar phrascs that have
in some wayin the lapes of the ages-come into
}o.ur.n.sut use in religion and politios, aud in sny
titlier department of humau thought., The dialogue
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between the student and Mephistop™eles in Faust,
will at once occur to the reader in this connection,
Stndent: T should almoat like to study theology.”
Mophistopheles : ** I do not wish to mislead you.
As for this ecience it is so diffienlt to avoid the
wrong way; there is so much hidden poison in it,
which is hard to be distinguished from the medicine.
Here, again, it is best to attend but one master,
dnd swear by his wards.  Generally spoaking,
atick to worde; you will thou pass through the eafe
gate into the temple of certainty.” Student:
““But there must he something cennected with the
word.” Mephistopheles: ** Right ! unly we must
nat be teo snxious ahout that; fur it is precisely
whure the meauing fails that a word comes in must
opportunely. Disputes may be admirably carried
on with words ; a systemn may be built with words ;
words form a capital subjuct for belief ; a word
admits not an iots being taken from is.”

And of ancther universal dispositinn aad habit
of relicionists, the habit «f seeking to prove and
fortify their party tenets aud favorite daotrines by
the tise of miere “furma of words' and isolated
tixts, Shakespeare, who otserved everything, says,
in his own blunt, strung way :

*In religion
What damned error but some sober brow
Will bless it, and approve it with a text,
Hiding the grossness with fair ornament.”

We reckon it a dire clamity to the progress of
yeligion, .that, in the hands of the thevlogians, who
have ever sought tu reduce religion to an exsot
acience, there bas grown up about it a technioal
phraseology~—words and expressivus which ure used
by purtieana as party shibbuleths to coujure with
and rally their olans to party coinfliot in defense of
their peculiar doctrines. In this way it has come
to-pass, we think, that suoch words as justitication
and atouement and faith aud repentancy have
assumed a technical theological sense and are sup-
.posed by the multitude to possiss un eutirely dif-
ferent weaning when used in the pulpit or in
cuanection with religion, from what they possess
wheu used in regard to uny other subject ot tho: ght,
-80 that when a preucher brutne tu tutk of repeut-
anoce and faith and jusufication, thete falls at unce
upon his hearers a svnss of wystry, «f scmething
very indefinite and prcfound, sumething far re-
moved fromn the yrasp of the common wind.  And
the priests and preachwrs, as we think, are thews.
solves in lurge meusures re:p usible fur tins hur -
ful misapprehensivn, nud have nut heen sluw to
wake cupital f ¢ thewselves vut of it, playiag, for
their own profit, all the changes upon s weak-
uess, this error, of the masses, unul the common
peopls bave cumne to fesl that 8 man even needs
s.me asw faculty, sume poculiar gift, iu order
1o underataud the scripturcs, aud, as a logical
cousequeunce, to think that heaven hxs set apart a
pecaliar class of wen, (ho priests, ou whum iv has
bustowed a divine monupoly in  religion—whuse
exclusive power aud right 18 sa1d to read the scrip-
turvs and interpro’ them tu the comwou people.
The Bible, therefore, is a sealed buuk, the prieas’
buok, and-not the buok of the pecpls, nut u revela-
tion at all.

Awvouy sil the technical words in religion there
/is:no one about which:s0 much mystery hangs fur
:the'common miud as about the word ‘““‘conversion.”
‘i the ‘current theology it always invoives the ides
of wmiracle, sud the words ** be converted™ are
capeciatly duar to thuse theolugical teachurs whose
entire system of rolizivn testa upon the curuer-
stone ol the * total] hereditary depravity «f the
humun race,” Of ¢ ursv, 1f this as;umed tenet be
‘tiwe, if asmaan *¢ canuut pusuibly, ot hiwseif, thiok
ia"goid ‘thuught, or:expericnoe -a woud: emotion, or
"éXetoife ‘lis will to-do right," conversion, if it ever

takea place at all, must be miraculous — must be
the result of a special *‘ direct operation of the
Holy Spirit." This miraculous doctrine of conver-
sion finds no little countenance in the form of
words—*‘ be gonverted "—and hence we iud the
older thoologians of the Calvinistic type, olinging
to-day to the old words, so familiar and so dear,
even though they have disappeared altogether from
the New Testament. Theso words do not appear
at all in the Revised Version of the New Testament,
the place of the Latin *‘convert’ in every case
being now filled by the simpler Anglo-Saxon
“turn. ¢ Be converted,” Latin passive, now
reads in every case ‘‘turn,” or ‘‘turn again.”
‘ Repent ye therefore and be converted.” Acts
iii. 19, old Version, now reads, ‘* Repent ye there-
fore and turn again ;" and so in every one of the
seven or eight instances in which the term ocours
in the New Testament, * turn” takes the place of
“ convert,” What a grand advance in religious
doctrine is it for men to learn that God does not
require them to *‘ be couverted,” a thing they do
not understand, and could not do for themselves if
they did, but simply to * turn themselves''—
somethiug they can both understand and-do—and
that, after all, conversion is ouly turning ! God
in the Gapel calls on all men everywhere, who are
travelling the broad road to ruin, ta *‘ turn,” to
* face about” and travel in the very opposite
direction, and wen hear the-call and turn, and that
is conversion. ‘Che gospel ia the power of God to
turn men, to save every one that hears and believes
it. It is a matter of profound regret that the
Revision had not been equally sensible and faith-
ful in ragard to the proper translation.of the word
baptize, and so struck a death-blow to another
great theological error that, along with that about
conversion, has survived the lapse of apes chiefly
by reasons of the mnple fact that it became crystal-
lized at an early day in a techaical word taken
from a foreign tongue.

Now, we would not be nnderstood -in what haa
been said, as deorying the proper use-'aud the great
value of * proof texts” of crystallized ** forms of
words "—especially of Bible words and phrases—
but we protest against the idulatrous use of ** dead
words,” of Bible terms even, especially, when such
terms are no longer in the Bible. We quote with

approval the apt words of another in regard to this:

very matter :

*Paunl evidently attaches an imprrtance to words.

as forms of statement. They formd a * mould of
dactrine,’ giving it shape, and so aid in preserving
and communpicating it. Paul’s oxhortation is thold
the pattern of sound (or healthful) woras which
thou heardest from me.” Only when the pattern
itsolf becomes warped by such changes as may
happen ia the scoepted significauce of words, it is
a lowable to change the form of words. Then it is
not cnly allowable to change them, but duty to
change them. We cannot k:ep truth without
words It 13 very asy to keep words without
ke« ping the truth which they once enshrined.”
—Christian Evangelist.

8 me une aptly describes the epistie
as *“instruction passiug into prayer, a crecd pus-
sing into an inpassivned pealm.” Witsius culls it
a divine epistle, vlowing with the flame of Christ.
ian love and the sp'endor f holy light, and fluwing
with fountaing of living water. Alfurd call it the

most heavenly work of one whose very imaginations
is peopled with the things in the heavens, and
whose faculty even is wrapped into the visiuns of
God.

The Apostle has but one theme in the epistle,
and that is to set forth the end and aim of the
church of the faithful in Ohrist, to unfold the grest
trath that this sole objeat and purpose is to trans-
form carnal men into the likeness ef Christ, that
the cunsummation, the very essence of Christianity,
is Christ-likeness, This truth he states graudly in
Romans 8: 29: ¢ For whom he did foreknow, he
alao fore-ordained tv be conformed to the image of
his S.n, that he might be the first-born amoug
many brethren;” and all things work together for
this good end to them that Jove God and are called
accurding to his purpose. In this episatle the atate-
ment of this fuodamental truth is more elaborate,
the apostle giving in detail some of the ** all things”
that thus work together. In the fourth chapter he
suys: ‘ And he gave some to be apustles . . .
for the perfeoting of-tho saints ., . . tillweall
attain unto the unity of the faith-and-of-the know-
loedge of the Son of God, unto a full-grown >man,

nto the mensure of the stature of the fullness of
Christ ™

In the  deve'opment of this theme, the -epistle
naturally falls into two marked divisivns, the frst
three chapters being dootrinal, in which the apostle
unfulds the relation betweon Christ and.His Ohurch
and magnifies the grace of God in calling these
Ephesian Gentiles intv the fellowship of the saiots,
using the dark background of their former carnal
lives on which tu paint his glorious pisture of God's
amazing love, and then states the objeot and:put-
pose of their calling; and the last three chapters
beiug in the maiu hortatory snd -practical,-the
apostle setting forth definitely that this likeness'to
Christ is Yotk subjeotive siid objective, Tavalvidg
both the inuer spirit and the outward oundnet, and
giving, as tu little ohildren, the very details in
which they must be imitators of Christ,

Ficst, there must be likeneas to Ohrist in the
inner life. Ohristians musy be renewed in the
spirit of their mind, and put on the new man
which after the likevess of God is created in right.
evuguoss and holiness of truth. For if any man
have not the spirit of Christ—the spirit 'of humility
and obedieuce and cunsecration and love—he is
But this gieat change; though radical,
is uot a constitutivnal, vrganic change, as the-~old
theulugy teaches, involving the loas or destrustion
of any une of man's origiual faculties of body, soul
and spitit, or the impartation of any.new ones.
The converted man thinks, reasons, remembers,
imsgioes; he dil all these-before-conversion, -The
regenerate heart feels, desires, loves, hates; it did
all these before the ** uew birth.”

But the converted man—the * tirned” man—
is changed ohjectively, in all of his relations, The
chief subjects of thought, of love, of hatred, are
changed, are revolutionized; what he hated before
conversion, be loves now, and ‘what he loved-before
he now hates. The supremne inclination of his
affections is changed; he receives o ** ncw heart.”
Theve is & change of masters, assuciates, employ-
nents and enjoymonts; of will and purpoaés snd
p'ans. This is ownversion.

Then follows of necessity the changed lite; the
*furmergormsecaation,”—manner of life, conduot—
**is putaway.” The choice uf Christ is conversion;
There
is a radical change of character, of conduct, A.d
this change always involves timé. Even when men
have the new life, thero is & long and hard battls to
be fouplit agaivet evil. Weo arte burn ** babea”—
and the perfect lifv aceurding to Paul’s 1éachingin
his epmle. and indeed, throughuut his eritiré tuoh
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ing, is not to bo guined in a moment.  Oune satdot
say, ‘* Liot me bo perfect,” and by that word or
resvive become perfect at ouco.  Tho Christian, as
every one knows, has many a battle tu fight, many an
Avpollyon with his fiery darts to overcomo, mang a
Hill D.fliculty to climb, many a puisvnora weed to
uproot, Sanctification is b2 work of a lifotime,
Paul knew nothing of the m dern ductrine of
** Holiness " — *¢ Sanctification ** — the ** sinless
state.” He felt that even he—who had preached
the gospel to others-—might himaelf become a cast-
away, and so *‘ must keep his body under.” There
was in his caso a purpucual war betweon flosh and
spirit. ¢ When he would do goud evil was pre-
sent with him.”

The counflict will hase an end, however, and,
alhough wo shall never atiaic unto ** the weasure
of the stature of the fulluess of Christ,” wo shall
become more and iore like him, as wo struggle un
through bfe, ¢ purifying ourselves us he 13 pure”
under the inspiration of the blussed hope that we
shall at last ¢ see him as ho is and be like him,”
and ¢ be satisfied.” Aund sv ho shall indeed be, as
tho Father foreordaiued, the ** first-born among
wmany brethren,” and ** seo the travail of hissoul
and ** be satisfied,” when he shall have ** brought
many sons to glory.”—Christian Evangelist,

CONCERNING DIVISIONS.

If, among men, honor wero always cunferred
upon those to whom it belongs. the words o°
Paul, * Honor to whomn honor,”” would never have
been written: neither would our Savivnr have ssid :
+Render to Uewmsar the things that are Cresar’s, and
to God the things that are Gud’s.” Quite frequent-
ly one person receives the glory that belongs to
another. The buld and self-conscious whose con-
sciences will allow it, step forward and tale the
crowns that of right should be placed upun the
heads of others; and tou uften, in human pride
aud blindness, an hunor is conferred wpon men
which should be given to Gud only. The church
at Curinth made a most terious mistake in this
respect, which is set forth in Paul's pointed words
of rebuke :

¢ Now this 1 say, that every one of you eaith,
I am of Paul; and I am of Apollos; and 1 of
Cephas; aud I of Christ. Is Christdivided? Was
Paul crucified for you ? or were ye baptized intu
the name of Paul 1™ (L. Cor. i. 12, 13,

It has often been said that Paul here places those
who said ** I am of Christ.” in the same condem-
nation with those who claimed Paul or Apollus or
Cephas as their leader. But nothing could be
farther from the truth. He first sumply states the
fact, that at Coriuth the honor of leadership was
divided between Paul, Apullos, Cephas and Christ.
So far the lines of difference are not drawn.
But how clear become these lines when he asks:
¢¢ Ia Christ divided? Was Paul crucified for you?
or were ye baptized ioty the name of Paul?”
That is to say, Christ is not divided ; Paul was not
crucified for you; ye wers not bapuz:d into his
nawe; he is not your Chust; ho 18 not your leader,
They would at ouce fer that the same was tiue of
Apollos and Cephas, But as Christ their only
Saviour had been cruc:fied for them, and they had
‘beon bapnzed into his name, taking him us their
Jesder, nut one of the objeciiuns which Paul
aseutivos can apply to thoss who mede the direor

“and truthful claim, ' I aw of Christ.” Who dure
‘chullonge these with the questions, was Christ
crucitied for you? or were ye bapuzed into the
oame of Cheist? As long as this challonyge can
not ba made, 80 long will those who say, “I am of
Ohrist,” be vindioated in this respect, aud those

who gito the names of men the place that belongs
to Christ’s name alone, will not remain blameless,
Paul regarded this matter as an exceedingly serious
one. He besvryht his brethren in the mnst earnest
way in respect to their duty in putting themselves
right as to scrifes abont leadership He rays
* Now I bescech you, brethren, by the name of
our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye all speak the same
thing, and that there be no divisions among you.”
They had not yet separated to different religons
bodies, ‘hoy were not refusing cach other Christ
inu fellowship. They worshipped tugether still,
aud partovk of bread and wine from the same table,
Yot Paul saw among them divisious 2nd coutentions
utterly out of harmony with the one undivided and
supremo place of exaltation occupied by Christ
as tho Lourd and Saviour of men, divisions and
¢ mtentons that were clearly at wae with that
unenoss amouy belisvers which formed the burden
of the Saviour's petitivns wheun his soul went out
to his Father in bebalf of his churches throughout
the ages.

These things heing true, it is not to be belioved
that the unity for which the Saviour besonght his
Father 18 realized at the present time, notwithstand-
ing the existence of many religi us bodies wearing
different names. True, there is now much more
brotherly love, us well as less uabrotherly hate,
munifesied amonyg those who go to the sacred
Scriptures for religious wnstiuction, than was seen
when instruments of torture were used to lead
men's thoughts in the ways that others deemed
rijiit, Indeed, there are aow and then outburats
of brotherly love and Christian fellowship which,
disregarding all denominational barriers, carry
sweetness and grace to all whu love vur Lord aud
Saviour ; and for the mcmeant we are almost made
to feel that the barriers are all down, and that
Christian love abounds wmuch more than the sin of
division. But immediatoly some representative
usks, ‘ Who are - the Conuregationalists 7" and
another publishes to the world that the Disciples
deny the diwvinity of the Locd, and sull another
declares that they teach baptismal regeneration ;
and then the news cumes that several good breth-
ren have besn reimmersed because the body whose
followship they seek would not recogmizs their
baptism as Christian, and then the spell 18 broken,
and we sce the fences all up again, and the streams
of luve that were Howing with such power, appear
to have hid thewselves in the sand, aud the sin of
division is seen to abound us oneness of wind and
heart doues not abound. And is uwot this a
fact ?

In the cities the sin of division does nut appear
at its worst. As a rule, in the cities, places of
worship are not tov numerous for the population,
though often the churches are thinly attended; and
there is cumparatively little sirife between the
various denominations in the city churches. The
sin etands out iu the small towns and villazes muat
preminently.  Who hasuot seen in a town of three
or four hundred inhabitants five or six churches,
ropresenting as many different denuminations,
~ ruguling, to keep a preacher constautly in their
employment, when one building of small capacity
would held the entire church-guing commumty?
It 18 under such circumstauces that the burden
which religious diviswus impese are felt to be most
heavy and grievous to be birue.  Strifes and jeal-
vusetes ab.und, and the spirit of love and voud-will
depart, Usuulty the riva'ry, and the deceptive
methods that are empluyed to gain hesrers and
¢ nverts, are not surpassed by busine.s men tu
bring custom to themsslves in their varivus lines of
wade. Msrepresentations are heard on every
hand. This vught not su to ba. Paul would cer-
tainly say now asin the early days, * Are ye nut
carnal and walk as men?"—Christian Standard.

STANDING BEFORE GOD.

And now St. Johu declaves that when he passsd
bobind the vell ho snw tho dead, small and great,
stand before God. Do yo act see what that meansf
Out of all the lower presences with which they
bave made themaelves contented; out of all the
chambers where the httle easy judges sit, with
their compromising codes of conduet, with their
1dens worked over and worked down to suit the
conditions of this earthly life; out of all these par-
ual ar.d mvporfect judgment chambers, when men
dio they are ure ull carried up iuto the presence of
the perfect rightoousness, and are judged by that.
All previous judgments go for nothing, unless they
find their conticmation there.  Men who have been
the peta and favorites of society, and of the popu-
lace, and of their own solt-esteem, the change that
death has made to them is that they have been
cumpelled to face another standard, and to feel its
unfamtliar awfulness.

Just think of it. A man who, all his life on
oarth singe he was a child, has never once asked
himself about any action, about any plan of his, ls
it right 7 Suddenly, when he is dead, beh~ld he
finds himself in a new world, where that is the only
question about everything. His old questions as
to whether a thing was comfortable, or w s popular,
or was profirable, ate all gone. The very atmos-
phere of this new world kills them. And upuu the
awazed soul, fr- m every side, there pours this new,
stranyy, searching question, * Ia it right 1’ That
18 what 1t is for that deaa man to *‘ stand before
God.”

Bat, then, there is another sonl which, befure it
passed through death, whilo it was in this world,
had always been struggling after higher presences.
Refusing to ask vvhether acts were popular and pro-
titable, refusing even to care much whether they
wvare comfortable or beautiful, it had insisted upon
asking whether each acl was right, It had always
struggled to keep its moral vision clear. It had
climbed to heights of self-sacrifice that it might get
above the missma of low srandasrds that lay upon
the earth. Iu every darkness about what was right
it had been trne to the best light it could see. It
urew into a greater aud greater incapacity to live in
any other presence, as it had struggled longer and
louger for this highest company, Think what it
must be for that soul, when, for it, tvo, death
sweeps overy other chamber back and lifts the na-
tnre 1nt the pure light of the unclouded righteous-
ness. Now for it, too, the queation, *¢ Is it right 3’
rings frum every side ; but in that question this
suul hears the echo of 1ts own best-loved standard.
N.t in mockery, but 1n jnvitation; not tauatingly,
but temptingly; the everlasting goodness sesms to
look in upon the soul from all that touches it. That
is what it is for that soul to * stand before God.”
God opens his own heart to thut soul, and is both
judgment and love. They are not separate. He ia
tove because he is judument; for to be judged by
him, to meet his judgment, is what the soul has
been long and ardently desiring, Tell me, when
two such souls as thcse stand together ** before
G d,” are they not judged by their very atsnding
there?  Are not the deep content of une and the

perp'exed distress of the othur already thuir heaven
and their hell? Do you need a pit of fire and &
city of gold to empbasize thewr difference? When
the dead, small and great, stand befure Goq, is not
the buuk already upened, aud are not the deagd al-
ready judued — Brooks.

The
sneer of o Voltaire has killed more than all his
arguments, A jesting tone of talk un religivua
truth, a habit of reckless criticism on religious
things, 8 to ‘‘take the name of God in vain® ag
the truly vulgar oaths; and when I hear him w®ho
calls himsalf a Christian, or a gentlen , indulging
in a burleeque of thissort, Iat once recughiza soms
moral defect in him. Intelleot without reverence.
is the head of a man joined to a beast. There are
many who think it a proof of wit; bnt it is the
cheapest sort of wit, and shows ol much lack of
brains as of moral feeling. I would say it with
emphasis to each Christian who hears me. never
indulge in that habit, nor allow sacred things to be
jested at without rebuke, but keep them as you
would the minature of your mother, for no vulgar
bands to tonoh. There is an anecdote of Boyle,
that he never pronounced the name of God without
a perceptibloe pause, and whatever you think, I
recognize in it the dictate of a wise heart. We
peed this reverence in the air of our social life, and
its neglect will palsy our piety.

There ire slippery places all around
us, and thousands are passing needlessly along.
Lot us entreat them to beware, and as we remom-
ber the bitter oxperience of our own sainful lives,
lot na say to those who are just yielding to such
temptrations, ** Don’t step there, for 1stepped there
and fell down,”

LET BY-GONES BE BY-GONKES,

It is generally without thought, seldom with
intention to inflict pain, that a child’s past mis-
demesnors are kept fresh in his memory wheu they
shoutd be furgotten; but that this very often is
done by these who should do better, sometimes
eveu by parents, no careful observer can doubt.

Make bitn feel that recti-
tude is expected o ba therule of his lifo; that lapses
from it are not to be tolerated, only as the except-
jons whioh shall prove to him the beueficence of
the rule. Their lesson learned, they are to be cast
behiud his back—and yours.— Babyhood.
