RTBBER SEED OIL.
A suggestion of a new source of income

from the Idla rubber tree le contained
in a pamphlet recently published by the
governient of Para. According to this it
is probable that before nany years elapse
au important trade will be developed in
the seeds of the rubber-tree, which are
very abundant and yield a quantity of oil
which is said to compare favorably with'
linseed cil. Up to the -present time this
oil has been extracted only in small quan-
titiee, but with the more aystematie regu.
lation of the rubber industry lt le expected
thatthe rubber-tree seed will be Included
among the resources of the country. If it
ls, indeed, true that such oil can be made
from the seeds of the rubber tree, and one
that ls similar ta linseedoil, it may be that.
from this will be produced the ideal rub-
ber su6stitute. It is a well-known fact
that the nearest approaches to a substitute
for India rubber have been made from
linseed and kindred ails, and perhaps the
oil of the rubber seeds will be exactly
what the trade have so long been looking
-for.

AMERICAN SULPIIUR.
The deposite of sulphur at Lake Charles

La., have been finallysuccessfullytapped.
These'extraordinary , deposits are situated
under a bed of quicksand' from- 300 to 400
feet in thickness. To reach them pipes
have been driven througli the sand bed
and biot watér conveyed tathie ls of
uuphur below. ýAs tis minerai dissolves
at 245 degrees Farenheit, it has been
found feasible ta pump It ta the surface lu
a liquid state, where it quickly congeals
again on exposure to the upper air. The
owners of these mines are rich New
Yorkers-among them being the Coopers,
the Vanderblits and. ex-Mayor Grace of
that city. The lessees are F. B. Squlire,
Frank Rockefeller and lerman Freasch of
Cleveland. The market price ofsulphur
la at present about $20. The syndicate
say they can produc6 as many tons asthe
United States can use at a coast of from'50
cents ta $1 per ton. The present Imports
equal $8 000,000, most of which is paid to
the Sicilian combi*ation. 7

RAILROAD ACCIDENTS.
The report of the -Interstate Commerce Commission shows a'

considerable lecrease in the number of -railway accidents in
1891, as compared with the casualties of 1893. During the past
year 1,823 railway employes were killed,.and 23,422 were injured,'
as against 2,727 killed and 81,729 injured in 1893. The number
of-passengers injured in 1894 was 8,804; a decrease of 195. The
numbèr killed, however, shows a small increase; 324 passengers
were killed, an increase of 25. . The ratios in the report show

that one. employe was killed out of every 428 in service, and one
injured out of 98. In contrast with this it appears that one pas
songer was killed ont of eacli 1,912,618 enrried, or for each 44,-
108,228 miles travelled, and one injured out of each 204,248 car-
ried, or for each 4,709,771 miles travelled.

clared, " thrôughout the negotiations wvas more-
strongly impressed upon my mind than tbe disposition
of the powers to act together, and tbeir'prfound sense
of the appalling danger any separation of their action
might produce." This positive declaration upen the
part of the prime ininister of the dominant power in
Europe lias naturally done much to restore monetary
confidence. It is-commented upon in terms of con-
gratulation in all the official organs of Europe, and it
lias had the efect of tranquillizing the disturbed bourses
to an extent which could hardly have been deenied
possible were it not ,evidenced in the rise of continental
securities.

On the questions of the Far East Lord Salisbury is
less explicit; but none the less is lie firn and confident.
He said :Depenid ,.upon it, wvhatever may happenî in
that region, be it in the.way of war or in the way of
commerce, we are equal to any competition that may
be. opposed to us, andmay look with absolute equani-
mity on the action of any nations who think to exclude
us from thiat fertile and-commiiercial region or who
imagine that if we are admitted they dan beat us iiethe
markets of the world." There is no hesitation visible
in these words. ln fact they are distinctly hopeful.
Witli a firi and resolved policy on the part of Eng-
land, the Eastern question may be solved without an-
other rifle shot being fired. Talk as. they may, the
cause of England is the cause of commerce. Other
nations may act froim Pure militarism. England acts
only for the greater freedom and extension of trade.
Her empire is a commercial one, and it is.forthis very
reason that it is one of the most stable and aggressive
on the face of this earth.

What the Sultan really dreads is undoubtedly the
adhesion of England to the Drei-Bund. Were . this
once secured, Austria could easily advance througli
Bosmia and Herzegovina into the very ·heart of Euro-
pean Turkey. The occupation of Asiatic Turkey by
-Russia Nvould be a minor inflictien compared with this.
So long as his own iinmediate territories are unot men-
aced the wliappy despot co-wering in the Yildiz-kiosk
can naintiîi a senblance of authority, -But let

Austria advance, as she would do the moment she re-
ceived the tacit sanction of Great Britain, and the-Sultan
would cease to exist. It is for this reason that
England now holds the key of the situation iii the
Mediterranean. Up to the present she lias pursued a
policy of isolation. She lias viewed the cons'olidation
of France and Russia with equanimity, knîowing that
the.diversity of their interests preeluded anything but
a sentimental alliance. . She has watched the gradual
weakening of the Drei-bund with comparative indiffer-,
ence, and busied herself almost entirely with domestic.
squabbles and placatory legislation. But now, under-
tlefie m hand of Lord Salisbury, she is again taking lier
place among the European nations. Naturally she
seeks allies. And where. should she turn so naturally
as to the Drei-bund P Italy is already lier wajm friend,
Austria is anancient ally,and Germanyi if half alienated
is still mindful of old-friendship; and old sacrifices.
With England once a member, and the Drei-Bund
turned into a Vier-3und, the Continent would be safe.
Neither.Fraiiee nor Russia dare niove with England on
their flanks, and thus the peace of Europe would be as-
suied. Is it any wonder, then, that comimercial men
welcome the prospect of England's abandoning lier past
policy of isolation ? Or that they rejoice that Lord
Salisbury's utterances have cleared the political horizon
and thus have steadied values ?

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TH[E FIRE COMMISÈIONERS.

The report of tie Vire Commissioners of this city on
the caûsès and origins of the fires which took place
frôm the lst of January to the 16th of October last is
not particularly qncouraging. It shows that during the

period in question no fewer tian 271 fires took place,
involving a loss of $402,342, of which $279,150 was
borne by the insurance companies. This is a much

larger figure than that for the same period of 1894,
and although the total is swollen by the burning of
the McDonald tobacco factory, where the loss is esti-
mated as exceeding $100,000, it shows that the fire
waste of Montreal still remains a serions problem for
the insuring companies.

ciously set. -Hot ashes caused two fires, and careless
thawing of frozen pipes five more. Overheated stoves
were the origin of no less than 38 fires, while electri-
city, whetlþer by defective wiring or lighting, is only
responsible for four. Spontaneous combustion caused
6, and careless smokers sta-ted 16 fires.- The remain-
der are described as accidental and this heading ob-
viously covers all those fires whose origin it was 'im-
possible to discover.

The report ends with a plea upon the part of the
Comnmissioners for more salary. At- present 'they re-
ceive $1,500 a year each, $700 for a secretary, and $200
a year for contingencies. Of this sum of $3,900 a year
for their services the city pays $1,300, and the insu-
rance companies $2,600. Now tley ask that their
salaries be raised to $2,000 each, and that of their sec-
retary to $800, which would make an annual cost of

,$5,000, of which $1,667' would be paid by the city and
,$3,333 by the companies. Naturally there is some op-
position to this. The companies point out that the
business hours of the Commissioners are only fron 9 to
12, and that their time is largely employed otheiwise, one
of thein practising as a lawyer in the Courts. They there-
fore think that the present salary is ample, although it is
admitted that St. Jean Baptiste, St. Gabriel and St.
Denis Wards have been added to the city since their
salary was originally fixed, but it is not shown that
their work lias increased in proportion, nor that they
have been obliged to incur increased expeiditure in
consequenee. It is to' be hoped the unearthing and ar-
r-est of the band of incendiaries whose trials have be-
gun before the courts will have an encouraging effect
upon the fire record for 1805.

LORD SALISBURY'S SPEECH.

A public dinner seems a most unlikely occasion for
the Premier of England to announce the policy of his
government. In doing so at the Lord Mayor's banquet
Lord Salisbury followed ail old cigtom. Several his-
torie declarations have been made at even more un-
likely places, notably the phrase, 'Empire c'est paix,"
by the Emîperor Napoleon, which vas uttered in a pro-
vincial town'.

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CITY CHARTER AMENDMENTS.

It is no credit to this city to be so often appearing
before the Legislature for assistance in keeping in or-
der, or getting into better condition, the finances of
the municipality. There are scores of city Charters in
force wbicli have worked -well ; fron these ample ma-
terials could have been got for one nearly perfect., But
of our city authorities it cannot be said, "Experience
teaches," for they go tinkering away to get a charter
adapted to our conditions as though civic government
had not been in existence for hundreds of years, or as
though other cities could give no examples for-guidance.
Last session a great filght was made to fix the borrowing
limit. This was done ; yet now, after only. a year lias
elapsed,·we are going again asking, Oliver Twist-like,
for more, the " more" being the trifling suin of two
millions. Last year the application was only for in-
creased power to borrow; this year as a natural conse-
quence, which however vas entirely overlooked, we are
ta ask for enlarged powers of taxation and, oddly
enough, power aIso to stop ourselves froi spending
more money titan the law sanctions ! It is a farce to
first get the borrowing power extended and limited to
a given sum, then to largely trespass upon that limit,
and get this breach of the law condoned and sanctioned
by the Legislature on the plea that. the saine Charter
which placed a limit on the borrowing power contained
a clause which rendered it necessary for the limit to ba
exceeded.

Such playing fast and loose vith legislation and civie
financing is more like, and more worthy of, a' reckless
young spendtlirift tian a commercial metropolis. We
have an official styled, a " Controller," but his power to
control seems a negative, or, capable of being itsnlf
controllei by those actions lie ought to bridle. From
the necess/g of nmaking inproveinents which compel a
breach of the lawv as to the extent of the borrowing
pover te city ouglt not only to .be freed, but from
the poier to maike sech imlirovements, or to enter into
obligations of any kind which will lead to the debts
exceeding the legal limit. Considering -the extreme
audacity of the expropriation party in the Council, the
law nîeeds to be made inost stringent in its teris for-
bidding their devices for extravagant outlays being car-
ried out. If a few daring nien can' spend as they like,
and then get legislative sanction for their acts, the
city »iglu( aneos! as wiel in tie fmands of, a foreign
foc.

* in regard to the power to tax the lainds and sonie
otler of the properties owned ly-ecclesiastical corpora-
tians, the.doIA or Co0mu1ma i was the first to advo-

cate aucI an equitable policy. Sacred edifices iay or
shuld be exempt, but lands held for business, or specu-
lative purposes, and buildings used for tiading opera-
tions, by vhomsoever'owned, are justly taxable. We
have in this city manufacturing and mercantile enter-

prises which compete wvith those of ratepayers, yet are
exempt from city taxes. Citizens with whem those

exempted institutions compete, literally pay taxes to
provide protection, sanitary arrangements and liglting
for their competitors ! It is impossible to frame a
rational (efence of such a discrimination; its injustice
is glaring and iniquitous.

The clause, No. 8 Section 81, of the aniended Char-
er is ton sweplîig ;'if wolld liring Uie landl occiipied

as the sites of cburches, or hospitals, under taxation,
which is not practical, however it may be theoretically
just. The land, so,occupied should be specified as ex-
empt, and leave ail others to be assessed for taxing.

The bicycle tax of $5 semns high, but as bicyclists
seeni disposed to deprive pedestrians of th riglit to
cross our streets in safety-indeed they catnnot readily
control their specd-they ought to pay for the privi-
lege, like other vehicles., Taxing non-resident wage-
earners is not objectionable ; they enjoy city con-
veniences and should pay for them like the residents
do.-A tax of $100 o' eact laundry will probably and
without regret kill off a number of the smaller Chinese
vashmeh ; we cannot believe it is intended to apply to

the work of poor w'omen who earn a tard living in this
way. Bearing on Celestial washermen need, excite no
regrets, they will have only so much the less to send to
China.-Classing second-hand furniture stores vith
"junk sliops" is not fair, as their business is reputable,
the others being very doubtful and of ten a convenieice
to thieves.

The clause restricting the year's outlay to the re-
venue of the preceding one is wise, but a further one is
necessary fixing a penalty on any alderman who votes
for expenditures beyond this limit, or one empovering
the Controller or Treasurer to forbid such expenditures,
and inaking this officer liable to a heavy penalty for
neglecting such duty. When we have mn iii office
who have no respect for the law, as law, it is desirable
to have the law so frained as to be " a terror to the evil
doers" of tiis class, which a law without a penalty at-
tached for its infraction never is.

NO INTERFERENCE WITH TRAFFIC.
When éven the Russian government interfares with coin-

merce they get into trouble at once, as is proyed by the fol-
lowing story from Baku. The firm of M. Samuel & Co.,
vhio have a number of tânk steamers plying between Batoùm

and the East via the Suez canal, finding their trade prejudic-
ed by the Russian syndicate, concluded a purchase of sona
15,000 tons with the non-syndicated refiners and in order to
transfer the oil from the tank cars to the vessels, came to an
arrangement with lte Trans-Caucasian Railway Company to
rent the pipe line at Batoum for this-pùrpose. This'arrange-
nent the railway company falt at liberty to enter into, since,
although Nobels had rented all the storage tanks at Batoun
on behalf of the syndicate, they had onitted to secure con-
trol of the pipe line. As the first steamer was being loaded,
the Nobels.attempted to taike forcible possession of the pipe
lino, but were repulsed by a force gathered togetier byMessrs.
Samuel's Batoum agent. The instigators then requested te
Governor of Batoum to interfere, and lie com plied by sending
a detachment of soldiers to the wharf, who seizea the pipe
lino and fastened it up. Not content with this procedure,
they invaded Mesirs. Samuel's steaiiier and severed the pipe
connecting the tanks with the ,shore line. The firm being
advised by telegraph of the occurrence, Mr. Samuel made
representatlons to the Foreign Office, and, thanks te the
prompt action of tlie Marquis of Salisbury, the Governâr of
Batouin was ordered to have the pipe lino reopened i me-
diately, and' the railway.compahy instructel to place a tank
at the disposai of Messrs. Samuel & Co., so that the coniple-
tion of-the loading 'was effected without further hindrance.
