RAILROAD, EARNINGS.

There is no more encouraging sign of tl.a
sledy improvement in general .trade than
an increase in railroad earnings, and there-
fore it is most satisfactory to learn. that
from statistics received from all over this
continent, the earnings for the month just
past make a most favorable. showing in
spite of the inauspicious opening of the
month, In fact we. have. to note an
amount of increase greater than that for
October, and when it is remembered that
ha presgnt November is compared with
b
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the earnings of one.of the best months in-

the railroad year of 1885,it will be seen
that this may almost be called a splendid
showing, and one which testifies conclu-
sively to the clmnge for the better,"which
has been noticed in nearly every branch
of commereial industry.

Jor the month of \Tovember eighty-five:

railroads report aggregate eurnmgs amount-
ing to $20,194,343 against $27,242,205 for
the cofresponding month of last year, an’
increase of $1.952,138 or nearly seven per
cent. - In the sixty-two railroads that
show increases in their earnings, the New

York Central takes the lead with an in-
crease of $564,901, but it is gratifying to
find that our two Canadian railways claim
the second and third places in the race to-
wards material prosperity, the Canadian
Pacific being credited with o gain of $258,-
935 and the Grand Trunk with one of
$189,238. Of the twenty-three roads who
report decreases as compared with -last
month unly the Chicago, Milwaukee & St.
Paul and the Oregon Navigation Co. report
losses of over $100,000, and it must be re-
membered in explanation of these deficits,
that during the third weck in November
o severe stormn of wind and snow passed
over the Northwestern gection of the coun-
try, which caused a material check to
transportation,

The veport for the eleven mox\ﬂ\s ending
on the 30th November is still more satis-
factory, and it is again gratifying to note
that the two Canadian trunk roads con-
tinue to occupy the second and third places
in the udmnc'e, although their order is
reversed from that shown by the figures
for the past month only. The leviathan
New York Central still "leads with an in-
crease of $7,520,261, but next to that comes
the Grand Trunk with gains of $1,800,938,
and the Cavadian Pacific a good third
with earnings of $1,6560,133 in excess of
those of last year. These three ronds are
the only ones out of se\enty-exght rail-
roads that show an increase of over a mil
lion dollars in their earnings, but there are
four others who claim guins of over $800,
000, and one of over §500,000. The whole
seventy-eigut railronds report aggregate
earnings of $270,087,273 for the-eleven
months of the present year, as against
§247558,018 in 1885, or an increase of
£92.470,255, a gein equal to more than nine
per cent. -Of the whole number reporting
only eleven roads show a losy, and none of
these losses ara very Inrge, although they
aguregate $089,639, which, deducted from
the gross increase of $23,468,804 reported
by the other sixty-seven roads, leaves a
net increase of s.,..,fh‘) 255 at the credit of
the whole continent. ’

These figures speak for themsel\es, and
prove miore conclusivelythan volumes of
argument that the steady improvement in
commerce has not confined itself to cer-

' tain localities, but has been equally pres-
ent all” over this contingnt. The high
position occupied by the Canadian rail-
roads in the seale proves that the Dominion,
has led the way in the improvement in-
stead of being compelled to wait until the
wave of better times should reach our
shores, and, as in all probability, the earn-
ings for December will show wo reaction
but a continuation of the increase, the
present year way fairly be put down as
one of the most prosperous years for Cana-
dian railway enterprises that has been
known since 1852, and its effects can bhe
clearly noted in the number of new rail-
roads which have recently made applica-
tion for charters.

LITE INSURANCE.

An ingenious writer in the New York
Bulletin ‘presents the question of life in-
surance from a point of view that will be
novel to many of our readers, and asseris
that life agsurance is one of the greatest ex-
isting equalizers of wealth, and thatits vast
machinery, and enormous capital form the
yreat barrier to the increage of the extreme
conditions of ageumulated capital on the
one hand and abject poverty on the other.

‘basing his argument on the fact that life

insurance enables individuals to share in
common the. aggregate labor of many, a

“share which could not be made = certainty

except Ly the interposition of the insur-
ance contract.

The example he cites .is certainly &
striking one. Take a thousand men each
aged twenty-five and the accepted tables
of mortality show that on an average they
will live thirty years each or a gross
amount of 30,000 years in all. Should each
man be ablé to save $100 vearly, wo have
u total result of three millions of dollats,
and if this yearly saving Le invested in
life insurance it is obvious that each
man will receive an equal benefit at his
death. But suppose that the question of
insurance be entirely eliminated and that
cach individual merely starts out with the
intention of laying by this sum gnnually

.for the support of his family, is it certain

that, even should his life reach the length
that the mortality table points out, he will
derive equal advantage? On the other
hand is it not almost certain that from
errors in investment or from losses avoid-
able or unavoidable, the usual variations
in wealth would soon become apparent and
that while some would possess far more
than their share, others would fail below
the average ? .This argument, he holds,
proves concluaively the point at which the

eqnalizing force of life agsurance ig practi- |

cally felt.

But there is another point far more
valuable to be observed that the writer
appeats to have neglecied, and that is that

“years hence.

if ‘the one hundred dollars be’
in a sound poliey it is always available for
the full amount of the capital insured.
Despite the most aceurate of mortality-
tables no ‘man can tell whether he will
live to sce even to-morrow, and conse-
quently even if his resolution to put by a
fixed sum per year be rigidly carriced out,
the resullant sum is always uncertain, so
that while the tolal accruing might pos-
sibly exceed thesum allotted by the policy,
on the other hand the uniimely demise of
the indiyidual might render it absolutely
diminutive. Now if this yearly saving be
invested in a gcod insurance policy it
culls for a fixed capital, a sum which
can be absolutely caleulated upon and
which is immediately avaible whether the
person insured dies to-morrow or whether
he lives far beyond the limit assigned to
him by the experience of actuaries. With-
in the last eighteen years life insurance
companies on this continent have paid out
ovor eight hundred and eighty-one millions
of dollars in settlement of death cluims,
and yet this vast sum has been gathered
in in what may be called comparatively
small payments, that have scarcely been
missed by their payers, while the amounts
paid out have Leen large enough to afford
a solace, if not support, to their bereaved
families.

Although we cannot subscribe to the
statement that no other method of invest-
ment can parallel the advantages of insur-
ance, it is certainly a strong point that a
policy creates a capital of known quality
at once, while in the case of other invest-
ments the advance towards that end is
only gradual and progressive and depends
largely on the life of the investor., Another
advantage is the low cogt compared with
the benefit aceruing, for if we compare the
expense of life insurance with those in-
curred in other avenues of profit it will be
found that the advantage is largely in
favor of the former, tul these arguments
have already been reiterated ad nauscam,
and consequently we may fairly leave them
to the sound common sense of our readers.

Tt only remains now Lo impress upon the
would be insurer not to be led aside by
the glider of specious promises or the
arguments of unscrupulous canvassers but
to seek out a thoroughly reliable company
for his investmeni. lle must remember
that if insurance is to be any value at all
it must be ahsolulely secure and above
even the breath of suspicion. To quote
the DBuilctin again, an insurance policy
must be more than a mere promise to pay
“if” the money can he collected when
wanted 1t must be worth itg.fuce value
whether death occurs one year or forty
Tt must not only promise,
but guarantee that promise by the. pos-
session of assets that are sufficient to en-

invested

.

dorse its ability. Any policy that does not
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come up to this standard will be a source
of anxiety rather than of security and.will
probably fuil its possessor in the hour of
his direst need.

FRENCH TINANCES.

Thae overthrow of the De I'reycinet Min-
istry in Tranve, through the rejection of
the two budgets presented to the Chambor
of Deputies, should prove a warning to
thoge politicians who endeavor to secure
eloction by means of some popular ery or
catchword. When' M, de Freycinet first
enunciated his famnous campaign cry of
tepeither new loans nor new taxes,” he
litlle thought that those words would
prove the lever that would eventually
overthrow his cabinet. [t hag been useless
gince then to point out to even his most
enthusiastic supporters that thig statement
was merely used for eampaign purposes,
and thut as he suceeeded to a heavy de-
fieit when he came info oflive, some new
means of  procuring  additional Tunds
wherewith to meet the rapidly accumao-
lating liabilities of the republic were of
ubsolute necessity, ospecially ag since his
aceession to power this deficit has been in-
creased instead of deercased. o all these

. arguments the majority steadily replied

that they were elected on the faith of the
agsurance that there would be neither new
lonns nor now tuxes, and consequernitly
they cannol agree to cither, at least
opouly, or their chances of re-clection at
tho hands of their constituents would be
rendered extremely vague,

Both budgets presented, the one by the
Minister of Financo, and the othor by the
Secrotary of the Financo Committee, have
been rejected hecanse they were not in
sympathy with the principles enuncinted
previons to eleetion, and although it has
been pointed out to the deputies by finan-
cinl experts in porfect sympathy with their
views, that the principles in question have
been alrendy repudiated, and that the
trensury has been fed with one continuous
stream of loans ginee 1878, and that this
process is still going on and must continue
10 goon, no matter whal government be
in power, it appears to have no weight
with the majority in the Chamber. Prob-
ably the new Minister of Finance may be
given slightly more latitnde as rogards
tronsury operations, that is loans that do
not obtrude themselves to the notice of the
public in an cstentatious manner, but, so
far ag can be judged from the present tem-
per of the deputies, there will bo no publie
loan jeontracted to balance the budget of
1880. ... . . .

'Fhe question of taxation proves equally,
that the ministry. have not been irue even
to that part of their election formula, but
have already added to soveral of the taxes
oxisting at their secossion to power, but at

the same timne they cannot expect their
supporters to nssist them in imposing new
ones. The majority might possibly con-
sent to an increase in the tax on cereals
and sugar, but this is hy no means certain,
as the radical portion of the Chamber are
bitterly opposed to the first, while the beet
root sugar interest will undoubtedly put
every lever in motion to defeat the latter.

The only other method of meeting a de-
ficit is by rigorous economy and severe re-
trenchment, and with this end in view
gome daring economists have proposed to
cut down salaries of all officials indiscrim-
inately, commencing from the Iresident
and members of the cabinet down to the
smallest department clerk, and to abolish
useless officials such a3 under-secretaries
of state, sub-prefects, and extra clerks in
the administrative departments; but all
measures looking towards retrenchment
have been rejected with the utinost scorn
by the majority. In fact not only does the
majority refuse opeuly to sauction any-
thing of the kind, but they are even ready
to congent to an enormous addition to the
outlay already voted for the army and the
fleet.

Under these circumstances, if the voting

mujority will not content 'to loans, new,
taxes or diminished expenditure, how is |

the present deficit to be manipulated so as
to balance the budget? The expedient
which is suggested, and is most likely to
be adopted, is 8o delightfully simple and
ingenious that it will commend itself at
once to the commerceial world. It consists
first in applying the sinking fund reserve
to meeling the deficit so far as it will go,
and then in renewing all bills and engage-
ments for twelve calendar months, that is
to sny until the fall of next year, when it
is hopel that something may turn up to
assist the manufactorer of the new budget,
In business parlance the French Govern-
ment is simply about to apply for an ex-
tension of twelve months from its ereditors,
and it is to be hoped that when the exten-
sion expires it will be found in a better
financial condition that some firms who
recently applied for this form of assistance
in this city.

SEASONABLE FABRICS.

A large imporintion of silk fabrics is a
noticeable feature of this season’s trade,
and a number of novelties are displayed in
overy leading warehouse. Striped velvet
and striped plush still hold the. popular
favor, although so far as wear is con-
cerned they are (ar inferior to the plain
material.  These striped goods show in-

| finite, yariation.and may be of eut or uncut

pile, of solid color or of -different colors,
gome lines showing halfa dozen shades in
one stripo of an jnch wide, In fact the
ingenuity displayed in the arrangement

“of the tints and eflects is far ahead of any-

thing yet offered in the history of these
fubrics and sliows the increase in artistic
taste and edueation, hoth in designer and,
purchager to a marked degree.

Broeaded velvets are not so much called
for, although some new lines shown are
exceptionally elegant. Long pile goods
with plain or cashmere centres and some-
what showy patterns seem to be preferred.
A line having violet, ruby, and,geru, tinied
grounds of Lyons satin in plain and shot
eflects and brocaded with Dbrilliantly
shaded Dblossoms in velyvet, appears to
have caught the popular taste, but the
more expensive patterns, which show.
superb broche designs in Oriental colorings
appear to be loo showy for this market.
Tine lace brocaded plushes are shown and
are selling well and plain plushes show a
marked improvement in richness and
finish, Plain velvets come in all new
colors and are a safe purchase as, this
year, it will be the fashionable trimming
for both silk and wool goods. It is also
shown repped or pin striped in cross
stripes alternating with plain velvet. The
spotled or ‘pea-dot’ lines are also taking
very well with the millinery trade and
some houses who have exhausted their
stock are having plain velvets spotted by
machinery lo fill the demand. In silks,
faille Francaise will be more worn than
ever and styles shown closely resemble-
the old gros grain silks, the real difference
being in the weave, which in the faille is
interlocked so that the thread cannot slip
or draw, thus increasing the durability of
the muterial. ~ Satin will also sell well,
especially for combination with lace for
dressy wear.

Corduroy fabrics me in growing demand
and are fifty per cent cheaper than iwo
years ago. Some novel patterns in silk
and wool are shown which have proved
popular abroad. A sample gown having a
petticoat of heliotrope corduroy with a
stripe of plush and satin in pale lilac, and
having above a tunic¢ of plain heliotrope
plush, is an excellent example of the ele-
gance of this material. Another had the
skirt of of dark blue ¢orduroy siriped with
golden brown velvet, the jacket of plain
blue velvet opening over a waistcoat of
golden brown satin, _

In woollen materials serges are much in’
favor and are introduced under many new
names, Satin jacquard is a serge having
figures or bold upstanding stripes thrown
up in satin finish which has taken well and
ig best trimmed with albert cloth of self
color. Vicuna cloth is another wool fabric
that ‘bids fair to be much used for tailor-
made. gowng, this <winten, 1t is a finely
twilled wool, much softer than serge, close
and warm, yet of light weight. It will.he
seen mostly in brown or navy blue shadeg
and will, be trimmed with braid or fur,

N
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French cashmeres are exquisitely fine and
beautifully colored this season, the most
popular shades outside of the omnipresent
black, being suede, heliotrope and cream,
Diagonal wool striped fabrics are displayed
in great variety, having alternate stripes
of plush, velvet or faille. These make
handgome gkirts upon which are draped
polonaises of serge, camel’s hair, vigngne,
or silk bourette cloths., Box patterns of
bther woollen goods show wide borderings
of ‘silk embroidery with gold or silver
tinsel effects and; other lines of costume
goods lmve vest, cuﬁ's, collar and panels
trimmedwith wide braid in basket squares
the centre of the checks filled \\1th very
narrow braid.

THE SITUATION IN EUROPE.

The question of peace or war in Europe
is one that effects the commercial and
financial interests of this continent in no
slight degree, and consequently the cable-
grams are scanned by speculators with
feverish anxiety, and of late have indicated
a degree of tension which is by no means
favorable to the continuance of peaceful
relations. It is evident now that even the
pacific influence of the aged Emperor of
Germany may be unavailing in the face of
the increasing {riction, and that the inevi-
table crisis which will plunge all Europe
into a disasirous war may be preuplldted
sooner than has been anticipated.

1t is patent to the most casual reader
that the relations between France and
Germany are becoming daily more strain-
ed, and that the present condition of
affairs cannot long be maintained unless a
more conciliatory policy be adopted. The
recent declaration of the German Minister
of War fhat an inérease of the already
overgrown German army is imperatively
necessary in view of the multiplying arma-
ments of neighboring states, as well as in-
dispenszble in the inierests of national
security are inost significant, when it ig
considered that the proposed augmentation
will invelve the addition of over 41,000
men to the present peace establishment of
427,000 men. This number is equal to
one per cent. of the entire population of
the German Lmpire, and when the fact
that this increase will entail an extraor-
dinary outlay at once of $5,760,000 and a
permanent addition of &5 3"0 000 to the
ordinary army estimales, it"will be seen
that increase in force and increase in tax-
ation march band in hand together, and
that the back of the all-ready over-
weighted taxpayer will soon groan under
an additivnal burden. )

A similar condition of affuirs is visible in
the relations exisiing between Russiddnd
Austria. The utterances of Count Xalnoky
before-the Hangarian diet were ‘eniplintic
and ‘unmistakeable, and the- stdtement

that the Awstrian Empire must prepare
for greater difficulties, and to enter upon a
wearying and difficult task, produced a
profound impression upon the country. At
the present moment the peace establish-
ment of Austria is estimated at 284,405
men, which on a war footing  becomes
1,071,03¢ ‘men, in addition to 10 iron clads
and a number of other vessels. To oppose
this army Russia can place 1,876,353 men
the fleld, and possesses 38 iron clads of ail
classes, so that the prospect of a contest in
which over three millions of men may be
engaged, and of which the expense would
be correspondingly enormous, is a good
reagon why foreign finaneial circles should
be uneasy, and renders the heavy- de-
pression in all international aecurltles bor-
fectly intelligible.

- That England will be drawn into the
struggle appears to be unlikely unless un-
foreseeii complications should arise which
would render her interference necessary.
Her interests lie mote in the Fast than in
Eurppe, and consequently 2 European war
would probably™ rather -strengthen  her
position than prove a serious détriment, as
it would compel her antagonists to concen-
trate their forces in that continent. To
this continent the effect would doubtless
be, to a certain extent at all events, bene-
ficial, as the price of cereals and provisions
would in all probability be materially‘en-
hanced, and the competition of cheap Ger-
man and Russian products with our own
manufactures ‘considerably diminished;

Were we cut off by-the exigencies of war.

from our ‘ordinary-sources of supply; it
would not be long before we could fill our
own requirements, no matter in what
branch of manufacture, while being a
large food-producing country we are prac-
tically- independent of outside nations.
An European war wotld doubtless largely
curtail the supply of emigrants from: conti-
nental sources; but as the most valuable of
these settlers are those {rom Scandinavian
nations, which would not be involved, this
would probably be a gain rather than a
loss to the country

THE PANAMA CANAL,

Tt is perhaps unfortunate that for gome
time past all the authentic particulars con-
cerning the progress and present condition
of this vast undertaking shonld havé been
derived from Bources avowedly hostile ‘to
its suceess. Lven the report of the Hon.
John Bigelow, althongh evidently intended
to be an impartial statement, bears -dis-
tinct traces of & biag apainst the scheme
from its initiation, and manifests a certdin

degree of satisfaction at the: prospect of theé |

failura of the'company and the Lonsequent

abandoning of ‘the canal; and as' the only |

other expert report ob thé progress of the
“work s that contained in a pamphlet pab-

lished by Herr A. Beyeler, o Swiss en-

‘gineer, who was formerly eniployed by the

canal company but-has since been dis-
missed by M. de Lesseps, it does not re-
quire much acumen to comprehend” why
all the recent official news has been filled
with reports of disaster {0 the works and
proguostications of its ultimate abandon-
ment. Within the last four months six
pamphlets- have been published, all en-
deavoring to impress upon their readers
their own bhelief that the canal, which ig to
divide the two Americas and reyolutionize
the traffic of the world, will never be com-

Dleted, and must result in financial dlsnster

to all concerned.

-On the part of the American people, the
motive is plain enough. Inspired by awe
of that political fetish, the Manroe doctrine,
which now appears to be dragged inte
every question affecting international com-
merce, our neighbors are suspicious of any

Luropean power constructing works of

public- utility or acquiring even the small-
est, -portion of territory on any part of the
western hemisphere. As interpreted by
some -of its more bigoted partisans, the
Monrce doctrine nppears to- partake very
much of the celebrated policy attributed to-
the dog in the manger, and its upholders
appear to. say in.effect that unless the
American people can build and control the
canal. themselves, no: other nation has any
right.to do so,and consequently that the
commerce of the world must wait until -
they are in 4 position to undertake it.
That this is not the opinion of the moje
enlightened portion of the American busi-
ness community is proved by the fact that
the United States consul in an oflicial re-
port asserts that, so far from the damaging
reports now current being true, great pro-
gress is being made, and that theve is a
probability of M. de Lesseps’ announce-
ments being literally fulfilled. It is now
evident to all liberal commercial men that
the United Statee will undoubtedly derive
the fullest advantage from the new pussage
which will connect their Atlantic coasting
trade with that of the Pacific, and that any
increased facilities to commerce must re-
sult in the development of their natural
resources, and in an increase in the traflic
of their seaboard cities on each side of the
continent. In gpite of the thunders of
politicians endeavoring.to secure political
capital by an ostentatious upholding of the
Monroe doctrine, it is daily becoming more
apparent that America has got everything
to gain and nothing to lose by the comple-
tion of the canal, and consequently, in
spite of the industrious fanningof inter-
ested parties, the embera of Opposmon are
slowly dying out.. - .- .. " S
- That the engmeermg dxﬂxcu]l.les are
enormous no one will pretend to deny) but
it must be remeémbered  that ‘no obstacle

| exists thit caningt be overéome by ‘skilléd
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Jabor and capital, and that even the cutting
at Culebra is not insurmountable, and may
pogsibly be avoided by a system of locks or

by tunnelling. 1In the present temyer of

the French people there is bul little doubt
that all the eapital required will he forth-
coming. Their national pride has been
aronged, and their confidence in the great-
o8t engineer of the age has never been
abated. They remember that similar dis-
mal prognostications and equally bitler
oppogition were sncecessfully overcome in
the ense of the Suez Canal, and with that
fact in their femembrance they will be
ready (o he equally confident in the sune-
cess of thal at Panama. Partisuns of the
canal even go so far a8 Lo assert that if the
present liabilities be doubled the scheme
will still pay a good dividend, and as the
sharcholders will not permit the capital
alreaddy luid out to be sacrificed, there is
but little donbt but that the schemo will
be pughed Lo its completion.

AL HOMES AND ABROAD.

The Bulgarian question appears as far
from settlement as aver, but the outlook is
decidedly more pracelul, Lalest develop-
metits show that Austeian diplomatists are
quictly working to secure the election of
Prince Ferdinand of Saxe Coboarg, who
may he reliud upon to look after heir in-
teresty,  Russin will, no donbt, veto his
clection, or induce Turkey to do so, and
this will enable Austria to put Russia stili
further in the wrong, and thus secure
fresh grounds for attractiv g the sympathies
of the Bulgarians to her side.  Should
Rugsia reject Prince Fordinand, the So-
branje, it is gaid, will once more recall
Alexander, whose cnuse is wartmly espous-
ed by the court party in Fngland. Austria
is natwrally reluetant to aceept this alter-
native, but will probably yield rather than
take the responsibility of precipitating war
for the sake of placing her own candidate
on thig untueky throne.

On this continent the proposed new in-
ter-stale commerce bill is the principal
topic of conversation in American circles,
those elauses directed against the railroad
inlerests coming in for alarge amount of
adverse eriticism.  The clanses against
the formation and maintenance of railroad
pools or combinations are evidently insert-
od to please the granger inierest, and ure
the outeome of the ridicnlous iden that
when two railronds enter into a combina-
tion to maintain rates al a cerlain figure,
thao rato i necessarily an extortionato one,
Of course, when a pool is formed, rates are
wlvaneod above those ruling during the
cutting poriad, but not further than aflords
a fair rovenue, To inerease them bheyond
this point would he simply to invite com-
petition. The buasis of pool rales is always
what the most ceonomically managed and
host located road could afford to necept,

und, consequently, since this system has
been in force, rates havesteadily decreased.
Anotlier clause in the Dbill which prohibits
advances in freight rates, except upon ten
days’ notice, but allows reductions to be
made at once, is evidently also founded
upon the idea that rale cutting is an ad-
untage o the mercantile community, So
long ag rates are maintained this will pro-
bably do no harm, but should a railroad
war take pla e, the public are entirely
withont protection, as a railroad under the
proposed law could charge a customer o
cerlain rate and five minwtes afterward
cul that rate one-hall, Should these clauses
be mintained, the result cunnot but be
advantageovs to Canadian railroads, for, if
American railronds are not 1o be permitted
lo muintain pools or to charge more for
local traflic than for through traffie, it is
evident thut instead of cutting local rates
down, through rates will be increased to
the level of local ones, and consequently
the Canadian Trunk Lines, notbeing ham-
pered by restrictive and vexatious legisla-
tion, will be enabled to undercut their
opponents, and thus secure the bulk of the
traflic.

The season of luke navigation, now just
drawn to a close, has been a remarkably
salisfactory one, and owners of luke car-
riers have made money in spite of a heavy
pereentige of losses. This wave of pros-
perity is due to the sudden, and, it might
he said, almost unexpected revival of the
iron trade. and the consequent demand for
cheap trapsportation, Laal year the num-
ber of vesscls which netted suflicient to
pay even their actual running expenses
wits 1t comparalively small one, but this
year it ig estimated that the average earn-
ings of the lake fleet will show a net profit
of 20 per cent, on the amount of capital in-
vested.  This splendid showing has natur-
ally so enhanced the value of vessel pro-
perty that tonnage is held at a much
wigher price than would have been accept-
ed at the commencement of the season,
and recent sales have been made at an ad-
vance of 10 to 15 per cent. over insurance
valuations. During the year, 57 vessels,
aggregating 17,070 tons ragister, have been
lost, involving & financial loss of $956,000,
which with freight added wounld probably
reach $1,500,000. The loss of life reaches
138 persons.

The December report of the United
States Department of Agriculture shows a
material reduction in the average farm
prices of whent, rye and barley, from the
vilues obtained in 18835, Corn, however,
has made an advance nearly equal to the
percentage of production in quantity, and
oats in sympathy with corn, average a
slightly higher value than last year. The
farm value of corn was 33c per bushel in
December, last year; it is now 37, 1c
higher than the crop of 1884. The average

for the previous five years was 44.7¢, and
for the ten years prior to 1880 it was 44.6c.
The average December price of wheat is
69¢, a reduction of Se from the average
value of last ¢rop, and 43¢ above the price
of 1884, The average value of oats is 29.9¢,
agrainst 28.5¢ last December. Rye averages
53.1c, againsl, 57.9¢ last year. Barley is
53¢, againsl 56.3¢ last year. DBnckwheat ia
54.4¢, a reGuction of 1.5¢ per bushel, Pota-
toes are 4Gc, 1¢ higher than December of
last year. The value of hay averages
nearly $8 per ton, o

The condition of business has nol materi-
ally changed from last week,®although
some branches of trade, such as dry goods
and groceries, have been stimulated to a
certain extent by the holiday trade. But,
as a whole, the business of the country is
in a satisfuctory state; prospects for the
coming year, how soon to be upon us, are
certainly bright, and the outcome of the
next twelve months is looked forward to
with confidence. The condition of the
country at present does not favor any
reaction. The number of new railway en-
terprises now starting, and the rapidity
with which their building is being planned
and carried on, oven were there nothing
ulse to stimulate our industries, would be
suflicient to keep trade ulive, as every
brunch of ¢ommerce derives advantage
directly or indirectly from these enter-
prises. But outside of this the feeling is
vue of conlidence, and the inerease in yil-
road earnings and enlarved consumption of
wnods show that this feeling is not the re-
sult of inflation or speculation, but 18 the
vutcome of a legitimate 1mprovement in
trade.

The local money market rates continue
easy and uncliwuged. Money on call com-
mands 4 to 4} per cent, with mercamile
paper easy at from 6 to 7 per cent, but
foreign markets show increased stringency
and in London the street rate has advance.l
to 3% per cent, in sympathy with' the
advance 1n the bank rate to 5, aud in
New York money is much tighter owing
to the speculative demand which forced
prices up until a species of panic set i,
and 97 per cent. was paid this morning
in order to affect the stock market for
speculative purposes. Later, however, the
Treasury signified thelr intention of calling
in six million dollars worth of January
bonds without rebate or interest, and,
consequently, a reaction set in, and the
last quotation telegraphed was 6 per
cent. Advices state that several millions
of gold certificates have been withdrawn
from the banks, and consequently it -
is probable that the price of money will
rulé high for the next few.days. Still, the
bank clearings tell the old story of increas-
ed business everywhere, and the gain all
over the country was 15.3 per cent., and
outside of New York, 13.5 per cent,
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The condition of the anthracite coal trade
has not changed materially during the
past week, Mining operations have been
sumewhat restncted by the inclemeney of
the weather, which acted also as a stimu-
1ns to the demand for the domestie sizes of
coul. 1t is probuble that mining in the an-
thraciie regions will be continued until the
23rd or 24th inst, after which date operu-
tions will be suspended until after New
Yeur's day. The improved stats of the iron
and oti er mannfuetnring industries gives
bright pronuse of o profituble season Tor
the anthiracite trade next year, and hence
operators and shippers of that class of fuel
are feeling cheerful in anticipation,

Cable advices from Liver pool show that
the grain trade during the past week has
been without material change. The coun-
try markets have been generally firm in
tone, and in some cases higher, In
another column we give a review of the
American wheat situation.

SUGAR.

The latest advices from sugar-producing
sources indicate that the crop year from Qcto-
ber 1886 to October 1887 will show a net in-
crease of 508,000 tons, for which the beet
sugar countries are principally responsible,
their share of the increase being 453,000 tons.
Estimates of the cane sugar crop show that
Cuba is now hardly expected to reach 725~
000 tons, or 35,000 tons excess. Cables from
British West Indies report heavy rains set in,
putting an end to grinding, which can hardly
be renewed uniil the middle of January,
thereby reducing the time for grinding, and
probably reducing excess to 25,000 tons.
Demerara promises 10,000 tons in  excess;
Brazil, 50,000 tons excess. ~On the other hand
Mauritius shows 25,000 tons deficiency ; Porto
Rico, 5,000 tons deficiency; Sandwich Is-
lands, 20,000 tons deficiency. Louisinna is
falling far below former cstimates, and now
appears to be fully 40,000 tons under last
year.  All other countries so far report about
the snme crops as last year, except the Philip-
pines, which may be less outside of lloilo.
The consumption of sugar in the consuming
countries of the world, from October 1, 1885,
to October 1, 1886, was 314,302 tons more
than the production of the same time. Since
October 1, 1886, there is a marked increase of
consumption throughout Lurope. M. Licht's
figures show 33,032 tons increase in Germany
in October alone; he says in his November
report that the statistical position in Germany
has changed for the Dbetter wore than had
been expected, and that it is to be hoped and
expeeted that the everywhere growing con-
sumption may not experience any serious re-
action. His figures show the tolal consump-
tion of colonial and beet root sugar in Ger-
many, Austria, Frauce, Holland and England
to have been 94,604 tons in October, 1886,
than in October, 1885. It bLeging to look as
if the consumption of the world has even

more than caught up with the production,
and that prices should now- resume the level
existing before the aver production of 188483
cuused the tervible decline und depression
from which - - are just beginning to recover.
In December 1883, before the over-produe-
tion, the quofations were for fair refining
6 6-16¢, centrifugals 7 1-16¢, granulated at
8c, and beet at 18s. There should be a de-
cided movement toward these prices in the
near futwre, if, indeed, it has not already he-
gun. A particularly noticenble and important
feature is that the United Kingdom will not
receive s large supplivs as usual from the
Jauva and Mauritins crops, & considerable
amount of both being tuken for Ching, Bom-
bay and Australin, in which countries there is
nlso a marked Incrense of consumption
Russin and the United Siates also will semd
much less sugar to the United Kiugdon,

THE ALLEGED DISCRIMINATION IN
RATES.

With reference to the complaints of Halifax
merchants, voiced in an extract from the
1lerald of that city, which was published in
our last issue, enquiry shows that the advant-
age in favor of Boston does not, as is therein
implied, avise from the action of either of the
railroads who were parties o the agreement.
When the tariff on flour from Ontario points
to Halifax was raised from 42 to 63 cents over
the systems of the Grand Trunk and Cana.
dian “Pacific railways, it was agreed that a
proportionate advance was to be charged by
the Michigan Central over its route viv Boston.
It soon came to the ears of the Canadian offi-
cials that tlour was being hauled vie Boston to
Halifax at rates considerably lower than those
agreed to by the Michigan Central, thus dis-
criminating unduly in favor of the Boston
route, The Canadian ofiicials at once com-
plained of this cut,and were informedin reply
that the flour infquestion had been contracted
for by the Blue Line, a fust freight company
operating over the M. C. R, system, previous to
the signing of the agreement, and consequent-
ly that they were not respounsible for the
alleged culling.

THE WUEAT SITUATION.

The review of the wheat situntion given by
the well known house of Milmine, Budman &
Co., for the past week, reads us follows :(—"The
wheat market has been very unsettled, with
wide fluctuations, May wheat selling up to
86} under continued strong cables, and large
trading by leading professional operators in
principal citics. Cables, however, eame to
sudden pause, which was the signal for similar
action on this side, and during the two days
of dull cables prices declined here quickly to
84c for May. when cables as suddenly took
another upturn, causing a quick reaction on
this side, and the decline was partially re-
covered. All of which demonstrates, to our
mind, that the speculative boom, which has
been for some considerable time mging in
railrond and mining stocks, as well as in oil,
has at last struck wheat, and we incline to
the opinion now that it will hold if foreign
news_continues favorable. Markets on the
other side scem quile as nervous and as un-
seitled as our own, indicating a rovival of
active speculation abroad, and the e¢ncourag-
ing fact about this general ¥ wakening up” on
gthe other side is that it scems due largely to
legitimate influences, as their most reliable
statisticinn, H. Kains Jackson, now predicts
that the first of January will demonsirate
their stocks are lighter’ than at the same
time during the past decmfe, and that largely
increased importations during the winter
months will be a necessity, and expresses the
opinion that their chief source of supply must
be America,  Now, while the Jegitimate
situation abroad scems encournging to holders
the situation at home seems quite the con-
trary.”

The trade of
the coast ports can be carried on without
much inconvenience notwithstanding the loss
of the supplics and provisions by the ¢ Cam
Owen,” but the furs intended to have been
shipped by that vessel are necessarily detained
at York Factory and Churchill till next season,
when they will be forwarded to London in the
usual course. The total quantity of furs to be
sold by the company at their next snles is not
expected to {all short of the average collections
of former yenrs. From Winnipeg and the adjoin-
ing districts the accounts of general trade are

-more favorable than those of the provious out-

fit, but until the complete accounts of outfit
1885 are received aind the fur sales are held, it
would be premature to forecast the probablo
result of the businesss for, the .current year.

the market did rise from 8 cents a pound to
25 cents.  Then it was found that speculators
had bought up all the 1885 hops they could
get hold of and held them. When it was
scen that the brewers were well stocked up
with 1885 Lops the market lost its strength
and dropped from 38 cents to 25 cents for
prime stock.' The speculators then tried to
sell their stored hops and found no market
for them. These hops were bought at prices
ranging ull the way from’ 20 to 28 cents, and
only recently a lot of the same quality was
bought at 12} cents. On the other hand, a
sale of prime hops wag recently made at 40
cents a pound, but it was the finest quality of
hops. Californin lias produced a quantity of
a finé quality of hops. There is a good
amount of Kuropean hops in the market, but
there is absolutely no: demand for more than
# bale or two at'a sale. Brewers, as has been
ubove stated, have hops enough in stock to last
them for several months at least. 'These are
all 1885 hops, but they buy a bale or two of
this year's crop semi-occasionally, which they
mix with the Lops in store.

He says
that it can stop a freight car running at the
rate of thirty-five miles an hour in fifteen feot, N
lock the wheels dead in six or eight seconds,
and stop a locomotive running at the rate of
forty miles an hour before it has moved
twenty-five feet.

Trr telegraph department of the Canadian
Pacific Ruilway Company is showing note-
worthy enterprise in the prompiness with
which its messages are transmitted over the
wires and returned to first hands. We were
impresged with this fact a few days ago in re-
ceiving an answer ‘from Ottawa at 3 pm. toa
message which bad been commiited to-the
telegraph operator at 2.33 p.m., being an in-
terval of only 27 minutes.

INSURANCE TARIFF ON DWELLINGS,

The threatened refusal of two western On-
tario companies, members of the Underwriters’
Associntion, to be bound any longer by the
conditions as to three-year ‘non-hazardous
visks, together with the methods of n repre-
sentative of one of the American companies
whose headquarters are in the Niagara dis-
{rict, has brought about a genenl change in
that respect—as rvegards the Province of
Ontario. A committee was appointed in
October to report on the subject at u meeting
to be beld on the 7th inst. .

"T'he commitieo reported that they were un-
able to agree upon any scheme that would
meet the views of those companies which
raised objections to the ratings (on three-year
non-hazardous risks), but they recommended
that no definite action be taken by the present
meeting, but that a joint committee be ap-
pointed to confer with these companies and
the offices generally, and to report ab a special
meeting of the Association {o becnlied to deal
with this subject before the 18t inst.
