Mr. Serl weut iuto a detniied statement of
the affair and concladed by saying that in the
opinion of a large ymmber of well informed
persons the bargain was a very good one.

A, Grar promised to give the Newfonndland
Govermment the benefit of thin statement, and
politely dismissed the depulntion with the flat.
tering remark that if they rveally had made a
tolerable bargain they had shown thewselves
better statesmen and financiers than the mem-
bers of the Dominion Cabinet are.
