ments to the contrary,

nsed by Germany to crect fortifications along the
Fussian frontier, and contends that this is u dis-

-play of German distrust in Russian friendship,
The league of the Emperors may however, it ob-
serves, exist alongside the Anglo-Russian alliance
if Germany earncstly wishes the mnintenance of
peace. Russia has abandored the idencfendeavor-
%ag to induce the other powers to conclude a for-
ma] ireaty at the St Petersburg Conference.
¥rom a circular which Prince Gortschakoff has is-
sucd, it is concluded that Russia will be satisfied
if a protocol is drawn up enumerating the prin-
ciples of Inter national law, A leading paper in
Moscow protests against Russia enteriog into in-
timate relations with England so long nas the lat-
ter insists upon the cenfral Asinn States being
placed under the protection of Europcan interna-
tional law. The Russian War Minister is adopt-
ing measures for making a conscription of horses
in war times. v

The Pansian papers are extracting a gaod deal

" of comfort from a despatch from Beslin, stating |
that Prince Bismarck has taken a protracted leave
of absence for the purpose of recruiting his health,
andd that before his departure he assured the forcign
amba-sadors at Berlin that nothing could be more
pacific than the intentions of Germany. The
Puris correspondent of the Standard states, however,
that in official quarters a good deal of unensiness
continues to prevail,

The sympaiby expressed by the King of Sweden
ju Berlin for the German Government in its con*
flict with the Catholic Church seems to bave
produced dissatisfaction in Denmark, The organ
of the Danish National Liberals snys that the
Dancs, among whom the most unrostricted relig-
ious tolersnce prevails, and who, though Protes,
tants, therefore sympathize with the German Cath-
olics, can hardly understand how King Oscar, at
the very time when his mother was doing homage
to the Pope in the Vatican, could have expressed
his approval of Prince Bismarck’s religious policy,
which is condemned by all Europe. Itshould not
be forgotten, however, the Danish journal contin-
e to observe, that only a few yecars have passed
since the advocates of humanity and spiritual en-

1 ightenment in Sweden bave succeeded in introduc-
ing the principle of religious toleration im the
Swedish law, and that the great mass of the Swed.
ish people still cherish a hatred for Catholicism
which is unknown in Denmarlk,

A pote has been forwarded by the German
Government to the Belgian Minister for Foreign
Affairs, thaoking Belgium for the fiicodly sen-
timents conveyed in her Inst reply on the subject
of the dispute between the two countries. This
is regarded as putting a very satisfactory end to
the late unpleasant proceedings.

Tho Socialists of Berne {Volks-Verein) have is-
sued s formal manifesto declaving their hatred of
Catholicity, and cucouraging the Goveroment in
ihcir measures of persceution. The Commuuists
of Paris were also of that way of thinking during
their brief but devilish reign.

Tho Prince-Bishop of Breslau has been condern-

Josephus
tells us that Herod who attempted to destroy Jesus
Christ, had long and grievous sufferings, a burn-

min ; Claudius Herminianus, a cruel persecutor of
the Christians in the second century, was eaten of
worms while helived. Decius who persecuted the
Church about the year 250, was killed ia battle ;
Gallus succeded him in his persecutions and was
killed the year following ; Emelian, governor of
Egypt in 263, was another persecutor, and was
soon after strangled by order of the Emperor Au-
relinn, who afterwards himself persecuted the
christians, and diéd a violent death ; Dioclesian per-
8:cuted the Church in 303, his senses became jm-
paired and hs quitted the Empire ; Severus, anc-
ther persecutor of the Church, was put to death in
the year 307 ; Urbanus, governor of Palestine, algo
persecuted the Church. He was glain by the rame
hand which raised bim to the post of governaer,
Huneric, the vaudal, a christiun, persecuted the
Church in 484, dicd with all the marks of Divine
indignation ; Julian with Felix and Blipldius, had
orders to seize the effects of the Church at Antioch
and carry them to the Treasury, they threw the
sacred vessels on the ground and sat upon them in
an impjous manner ; 50 soon as Julian had profa-
ned the snered vessels he fell into an unknown
discase, cast out bis liver and excrements not from
the ordinary passages, but from his mouth ; he
threw up worms without ceasing ; Felix, burst
suddenly in the middle of his body and died of an
effusion of blood in one day ; Elipidius was strip-
ped of his effects and died in prison. Hundreds

We, Frederick Aneiros, by the grace of God and
of the Holy See, Archbishop of Buenos- Ayres, to
all thefaithful of the parish of the Csthedral of
Sul, having recently read a protestation from the
members of this parish against areform- which we
-thought fit to make, we hereby offer the following:
cxplanation thereof, in order to enlighten the-ig-
norant and confound those who have wilfully mis-
represented our meaning, Conformiug ourselves
to the bulls of the Sovereign Pontiffs, who created
Buenos Ayres & diocese in 1620, and an arch-diocese
in 1865, by establishing the principal parish in'the
cathedral, we have determined that the pastor
thereof shall reside at the cathedral, and add ‘his
services to those of the canons. The Church-of St
Ignatius will also serve you, dearly beloved, to hoar
Holy Mass in,and to assist at the Divine services.
Instead of the parish pricsts and his vicars you will
have a congregation of exemplary priests (Jesuita)
to administer the sacraments at all hours, and to
succour the sick who may require their ministry,
and also to preach the word of God, so that no one
will be obliged to go to the cathedral for baptisms
marriages and funerals. We cannot’ but feol sure
that you will be glad to see the Church of St.
Ignatius once more fn the possession of those who
built it from its foundation, and not only it
but the superb national college and university
which adjoinit, and which have never cost our
government a penny. Those priests whom the
violence of an old and irrascible king caused to be
exiled in the last century, and who wers also
driven away in the present by men whose names
can never be remembered but with feclings of
shame—we are sure Buenos Ayres can never forget
those zealous priests who have been the truest
friends of the peoplé and the worst foes of vict—
those priests who detest the impious, the incredu.
lous and the wicked-—and against whom the impi.
ous are ever leagued together—against whom are
prejudiced only that class of people who read
books of & frivolous, foolish and immoral kind,
written with a view of deceiving the weak-minded
who cannot judge for themselves., All those who
are here present, and who, doubtless, do not belong
to the number of those whom we have described,
we are sure will approve what we have said and
done, haviog doubtless heard what their ancestors
have reported concerning the nobie work of the
priests ia question. We beseech them to obey and
respect these apostles and ministers of Christ. In
the petition addressed to the government, it is said
that all the paiishes have protested against our
wishes, which are approved of by the authorities.
We cannot believe this, for we know that the par-
ish is better than its vnemiea declare it to be, and
that it is, at any rate, celumniated by those who
are utterly without power of speaking the truth,
What we do not understand is that these persons
should have finished their petition by asserting
that our measures will encounter difficulties in
their execution. We cannot understand this, be-
cause if they are what they pretend to be—good
citizens—why do they oppose a decree which is ap-
proved by the government, which they bhave no
right to disobey ? We cannot understand it, be-
cause if thes: persons are good Christians, how
can they igoore that they, having the right to pre-
sent petitions to the authorities, have also the
duty, under pain of -mortal sin and of exposing
themgelves to the censura of the Church, and even
to excommunication, to obey the laws and decrees
of the State, and also the decisions of the ecclesias-
tical body which has been legally appointed to
govern thiem ? Let these parishioncers calm them-
selver, and during this holy season of Lent fulfil
their religions dutivs by going to confession aud
commuuion at Easter,and let them remember that
in a city like Buenos Ayres, where the Jews have
their synagogues and apostates their pulpits, we
Catholics must be maore than ever-united.”

Derrorasti—Tho Canadian Rubber Company’s
extensive works, which are situated on St. Mary
street, were closed last Wednesday week, throwing
some six hundred persons, men and women, out of
employment ; about 1,000 people were employed in
these works last Fall, but since January the num-
ber was considerably reduced and placed on half
time. The employes, when the works were closed,
were informed that they had for some time been
supplied by the company with work at a loss rather
than have them deprived of the means of susten-
ance ; but that it was no use to fight longer under
present circumstances against American competi-
tion, being undersold in their: own market, such
merchandise being offured more cheaply retail than
therates at which they could manufacture. A very
Inrge number of people are out of employment in
the city ; one strobg man, eager but unable to
gecure employment stated {o a citizen on Saturday
that Lie had eaten nothing for two days. The citi-
zen gave kim a small sum of money to buy liread
for himsclf and Lis starving children, and promises
him something to do to-day.—Gazelte.
