DEATHOF CgEN I NAPOLEON

Pagrs, Oct. 15.—Count Napoleon - Ney,
Prince de !a Moscowa, son of Marshal Ney,
died yestsrday, aged seventy. Napoleon
Herri Edgar Ney was born in Paris on March
20, 1812, Me wa3 the foarth fom of the
Mirshal, After studying st tho school of
Saiut Oyr, he servod in the cavalry, and when
he bad reacked the rank of Major he was
summoned by Prince Louis Napoleon in De.
cember, 1848, to form a part of his milltary
household, as officer of ordinance. Belng
oharged with a special mission to Rome, he
recelved from Napoleon on April 18,1849,
that famous letter which e¢xclted such a
lively discussion iu the Constitatfonsl As3-
sembly, and {n which the Seculerization nnd
the « Code Napoleon” were mentioned as the
conditions of the restoration to power of Pope
Pius IX, M, Ney rofe to the rank of Bri-
gadier-Geperal In 1856, and General of a Dl-
vislon 1n 1863. He wes pensloned in 1871,
He obtalned the rank of Grand Officer of the
Lsgion of Honor in 1867, By Imperlal de-
cree he succeeded to the title of Pritce of
Moscowa on the death of his hrother. In
1859 he wae made Senater., Hiswife was the
Countess of La Bedoyere.

AN EDITOR KILLS A NOTED PPOLITICIAN AND LAWYER
—GREAT ENCITEMENT IN THE CITY.

87, Loopis, Oct. 12.—The bhusiness part of
the clty was thrown into a high state of ex-
citement st half-past five o'clock this even-
ipg by the ryeport that Jobn A. Cockrell,
Managiniong Editor of the ost-Dispateh, had
shot and killed Qol. A. W, Blayback, a pro~
minent lawyer and politiclan of this city.
Particulars as to how the shooting occurred
cannot be stated at this writing, as no one
directly conceraed in the matter will make
any siatement, but Henry W. Mocrs,
Qlty Editor of the paper, who was
sitting at hls desk writing, says:—~While
Cockrell, John M. McGriffin, business man.
ager, and Victor ‘T, Oole, foreman, were hold.
ing o business conference In the editorial
room, Blayback, accompanied by W. H. Olop.
ton, entered the local roem and passed on
toward the editorial room-dgor, which was
clogsed. Moore tarned in his chatr as he
pagsed by, and ke observed that Slayback, as
he opened tite door with hig left band, had his
right band in his platol pocket. Inlefs than
half a minute sfter Slayback eniered, Moore
heard tha report of a plstol. He immediately
ran {nto the editorial rsom and found Blay-
back stretched on tha floor and Cookrall
bending over him, apparently wiping blood
from his face, Cockrell asked Moore to
send tor a physlcian, which he did, and a few
moments later Dr. McOarty arrived, but not
until Blayback was dead, he having died thres
minutes after being shot. Meanwhile Cockrell
washed his hands, and in less than five min-
utes after the shot was fired he aud McGriflia
enter:d a carrlage and dryve away. It was
said they went to Four Oourts and surrendsrod
to the Ohief of Police, but sabsequent inquiry
provel that tuch was not the caie, and it
is not yet known whete he is. 'T'be affilr
geems to have grown out of the publication of
an editorial by the Post- Dispaich thisevening,
atating that Blayhack in a mpeech at a politi-
cal moeting lust alght wpplied stroog, vile
and virulens epithets 10 the Post-Dispateh and
{ta conductors.

CRIMINAL STATISTICS OF GREAT
BRITAIN AND [RELAND,

Professor Leone Levl, an eminent Euro-
pean statlsticlan, recenfly rend an address
before the Uritlah Association at Northamp-
ton, in the courre of whicl iio drew a come
parison between ths crimiuval statistics of
Englaud, Wales, Scotinud and Ireland, and
proved conclusively that there was less crime
{n Jreiand than in either Enpland or Scot-
nod.

In the criminal departmnent, coversd by
tiots and offeaces agalivst puvlic order, we
find that the proportion fuor England and
Wales was 16 per thourund inhabitants ; for
Scotiand, 5.13, while for “ turbulent” Ireland
the ratio was ouly 1.24!

We rits alsoc glad to know that the Irish
people still preserve thelr natlonal superiority
in thelr respect for wmorals, the proportion of
offences against which was 0.21 per thousand
inbabitants in Epgland; 0.08 in Scotland,
and 0.04 in Ilrelend. The same rermiarks
hiold good vegnrding crimes agalnst property,
and wo are glad to sco sach an impartial au.
thority 28 Professor Levl ackuowledge, 1a the
preserco of an Eoglish sudionce, that ¢ honor
nnd property worc safist in Ireland.”

Jnnsmuch a8 this nuottion of the compar-
ative scate of orime in the countries named
iy frcquently the themw of convorsation, we
republish the atalistics of the lagt ten years,
ng presented by Professor Lovi in hls rocont
1zcture :

Ho stated that the mumber of indictable
offonces reported to thu police within the
last ten yenrs showed m slight increass in
England and Wales—from 1.97 per thonsand
in 1871 o 205 in 1880, aad in Ireland, fromx
1.51 to 1.62. The ten yeais Included five of
great proaperity and high wages, and five bad
yoars, and indlctable crimes were greater In
number durlng the five bad years. The num«
ber of crimes reported in Iroland was uanl-
formly smeller in proportion than in Epng-
lsnd. As to Ireland, the Ilnrge number of
crlmes nt the commencement and end of the
period—vlz,in 1871-2 sud in 1879-80 - wag
clearly due to the crimes which occurred in
the unhappy relations between landlord and
tenaut. 1nthe number commltted for trial
thore had been a dimunition in England snd
Wales from 0 71 to 0 28, and in Scotiand from
0.79 to 0.69, but in Irelaud there was an in-
crenas from 0.83 t0 0.96. In bothk Hootland
nui Ireland the number of commiitals wag
largor than in Eangland nsd Wales, Evidence

ot the difficulties in tho administration of
justice In Treland was given In the fact that
in the ton years the percentage of convic-
tions on commitals was 75 in Eagland
and Waler, 76 in Scotland, and only
65 In Ireland, the proportion in lLreland
in 1880 baving been only 50 por cent. The
proportion of convictions in difforent clagées
of crimes {n Ireland, morc¢over, was diss{milar,
the proportion in cases of coifences against
property being cousiderably grea‘er than in
caaes of offencesagalust the porgon. In Eog-
lnud, in 1880, 72 persons wore Apprehended
for murder ; of these 13 were discharged for
want of evlidence or waut of prosecutlion, and
59 wore committed for trial, In lreland, Im
the same year, G4 persons were apprehonded:
for murder ; of these 37, or 69 per cent., were
discharged for want of evidence, and 16 wera
committed or balled for trisl. ln England 28
out of 61, or 4G per cent, were convicted of
murder, wheress In Ireland only thres out of 35,
or B} per cent, were convloted. The aggregate
of commfittals for trial and summary cffances
gave 26,5 per 1,000 fur England and Wales;
32,32 for Bceotland, and 46.12 for Ireland,
Oftences against public order and justics,
riots, breaches of the peace, were—in Eng.
land snd Wales, 1G per thousand of the popu-
lation ; in Scotland, 5 13, and in Ireland, 1.24.
Tho proportion for offences asgalnst morale
was—0.21 per 1,000 in England and Wales;
0.08 In Scotland,and in Ireland, 0.04. Murder
and manslanghter—In Eogland and Wales,
©.01; in Beotlund, 0.02, and in Ireland, 0.04
per 1,000, Assaults—in Englaud and Wales,
2.81; Scotland, 11.65, and Ireland, 650.
Offences agalnat property were—per 1,000 of
tbe populstion, in Epgland and Wales,
3.31; {o Scotland, 4.66; in Ire-
Jand, 227. Offerces agalnst public
decornm and drunkenness wers 6,77 in Eng-
land snd Whles; 7 26 1o Scotland, and 16 60
in Iceland, par 1,000 peraons. Qeaest diffex-
ence ¢xlsted In the classea of crimes ‘and
offsnces in Eongland, Scotland, and' Ireland
respectively. Hounor and property welésafest
in Ireland, the person was eafest in° Greaf
Britaio, drunkenners was worst in Ireland.
Geographically, crime was least in the North,
Mldiend, and Boutb-western countley, and
worst in the North-wett:rn. The agricultaral
countles bad less czimo than the manufactur-
ing and mlneral. Crime following tho density
of population, the bulk of our criminals con-
slsted of persons having no oscupations, and
comwmoa Jaborers whore means wore pre=
carlous; heroe the relation of crime to save
{ogs and wealth was very intimate. The
number of persons commilted for trial In
England and Wales in 1880 wad 19 per ceut.
1ess than In Scolland, and 53 per cent.’ lesd
thau In Ireland; and so the amount of
depogits in the savings banks was 30 per
cent more in Eogland and - Wales than it
wag In Scotland, and 73 per cent. mora
than in Ireland, Prosperity moved hand
in band with virtue; mlsery with de-
presslion and crime. ' The buik of criminals
were gemerally found to be illltérats, and
druokenuess wag both a direct-and: indireck
cango of crimo,..

Mr. Nevllio said that as {fat as he wag pur-
gonally concerned, and a8 far as Mr. Mo~
Namee was personeally concerned, he had no
cbjaction to tho resolution, but as a member
of the Socisty, he objected to the matter
being brought into its affairs, He was a
supporter of Mr, McNamee's during his
trial and was stil], but he thought they were
going a lttle.too far in passing such a resolu.
tion. Mr, McNames had been supported by
his friends he supposed, because he was a
man of ability, intellect and position, and he
thought there was no truer Irishman to his
fellows.,

Mr. Carroll sald that he diftered with Mr,
Neville, and thought the Socisty shonld take
some action in tha matter, If Mr, McNames
bad been proved an informer he would have
been the first to pass a resolation asking him
to reeign, but as he had come out of the trial
with flying colors he thought he ought to be
congratulated, The speaker did not think
that one of the charges which had been lsid
‘agalnat Mr, McNameo were true. There was
not & tittle of evidence to show that he had
been an intormer, nor was there any to show
that he was & orimp.

(An incredulous laugh from Mr, Neville.)
. Mr, Carroll, continuing excitedly : “Well, I
wonld not oare if he was a crimp as long as
he was not an informer” In conclusion, the
speaker said he thought they should congratu-
late Mr. McNamee on the position which he
-held to-day and show him a little mark of
respect and sympatty.

MAN BUNTING IN

" SIOKENING WORE FOR HOLDIERS.
w02 [ From th‘e.fN‘,ety Tork World,] | ¥ %/

At the tima of the unvelling of O'Conelle

-| status I had a ‘talk with a young cfficer in
-] one of the regiments stationed in Ireland, who

had come to Dublin for the celebration, He
gave mo o better idea than ever L had hefore
of the kind of work demanded of theregl-
ments here and of the feelings of the officers
about that wotk., I am stationed in county
. Lo gald *and I bave cmmand ofs
txoop down there, Four nights in the week
I have to take my men out and ride after the
constabnlary under the leadership of some
maglstrate hunting for men with arms, Now,
in the first place, we make nolse enough
to let any man within a mile know we are
coming, and the maglstrates are never satis-
fied unless we coms out with all the jingle it
fs possible to make. Wo ride around for
two or three, or may be four hours, and then
we g0 back to barracks, not having seen,
much lees caught, any man with armsorany-
thing like them, The man who would
allow himself to be caught under such cir-
cumstances would be little less than a fool.
It is a fact, though, that nearly all the men
thero ure armed, or at Jeist hnve guos,
because the game 13 almost exterminated.
But wo never catch any of them and never
will. To tell yom the truth, I am sick and
tired of the work.”

« How do the pesple look upon these man-
bhunts?’

«How do yam supposs they look upon
them ? They bate us with a bitterness ot ha-
tred that cannot be desciivei. Auad I donot
wonder, O! courss, if it became necessary
in the way ot discipline to fire upon those
people I would order my men to do so and
they wonid obey. Bat the fact of the matter
15 that many and in fact most of the rows
which take place are brought about by the
constabulary or the magistrates or the land-
lords and their agents, ‘They treat the psople
as though they had no rights at all. If I were
in the plice of theea prople I would fight just
as lbey do, only I wonld fight a great deal
gooner. We Boldiers see all this atnd we see
bow the peopls are treated. 1 koow lots
of tellows who have resigned rather than stay
in lreland, and if I conld do the sama I
would. The work of « suppressing” the peo-
ple, as the inaglstrates call it, 15 the most dls-
tasteful you can fmagine.

ENCE,
THE LEADEBS AGREED ON THE FEATURES OF THE
MOVEMESNT,

T. k. Healy, M.P,, sends tho following
letter to the Boston Republic :—

Loxpox, Sept, 21, 1882,—The outcome of
the consultation between the lrish leaders on
future organization, {0 which I referred last
week, 18 that o call has been igaued for s con-
ference of represectatlive men for Tuesday,
October 17, The call 18 signed by
Meegrs. Parnell, Dillon, Davitt, DBren-
nap,  Sexton, Healy and O'Conmor, It
is proposed to invlte to the conference
the Nationalist membsers of Parliament, the
leading ex-suspects, and ofher prominent
Land Leaguers, together with those members
of the hierarchy and clergy who have shown
themselves in sympathy with the movement.
The mesting will not be a regular conven-
tion, as there can be no elected delegates, no
organizatfon being openly In existence, and
1t will be princlpally for the parpose of con-
gultation, A programme of reform with a
scheme of organization will be lald before it
by the signatorles to the call, and when the
movement {8 falrly launched and local
branches formed, a national convention will,
if necessary, be ngsembled early next year
before the meetlng of Parliament. The
gshape which the organization i3 _to
take may be nltered by the conference, bnt 1t
will practically be on the lines I described
last week. The only question on which any
difference of opinlon was likely to manifest
itself was the land question. Mr, Davitt
having promulgated his land nationalization
scheme, and Mr, Parnell adhering to the ori-
ginsl programme of the Land Lesgue, some
difficulty at first was apprehended lest diver-
geuces ghould arlse as to the princlples of
the agrarian movement o which the country
was to be asked to give its adhesion. Mr.

The trlal lasted nearly a'l cuy, snd a great
many witnesses wurs called, who testified to
tha prisoner’'s good  character. The
Hon. Sydwey Smitk, Q.C., ably de-
fended . the prisoper, and by a power.

hour trled bard to have the prisoncr
acquitted, Mz, Guthrle, Q. O, of Gaelph,
conducted the case for the Orown. The jury,
after an abgence of aboul three houre, re-
turned with a verdlot of guilty, with a strong
recommeondation to mercy.

JUDGE LAWHBON BEFORE THE BAR OF
PUBLIC OPINION.

A special meeting of the Dnblin Corpor.

ation was hold on Friday, at ome o'clock, in
the Clty Half, for the purpose of considering
the expediency of adopting a potition to Par-
llament praying that the power of jodges to
fine, fmpricon, and hold to ball for contempt,
may be limited by statute. Tho Lord Mayor
took the chair.
Mr. T. D, Sallivan, M, P, having moved a
rceolution in favor of adopting tho petition,
dellvered an exhaustive speech in condemna-
tion of the absolute and despotic power pos-
gessed by the judges in cages of contempt of
court, In the cours) of his remarks, Mr.
Sullivan sald—There Is no limit whatever to
the power in the hands of judgesas to the
sontence they may impose for the very often
fantastical and lmaginsry crlme of contempt
of court (applanse). Moreovor, it scems
that these penalties may be incurred in the
discharge of a gacred public duty. Is it
desizable that so monstrous & power as thig
should reside In the hands of a single fndivi.
duai, and be 1iable to be exercised by him at
a moment's notice, In a fit of temper or a fit
of passion, or bacauge of gome old memories
that were long rankling in his mind? (Ap.
plause.) I conceive tbat it constitutes =«
duclded danger to the community, a decided
denger to every publlc mann whoge duty it
may be, olther as a ropresontative man or ad
a mombor of the prees, to express hisopinlons
upon the public nflairs of the country
(opplause.) This unlimited power residing
in tho hands of any judge constitutes for such
a man, or for the commuanlty at large, o de-
clded petil. Wo heard In old times of a4
somowhat famous historical Individual wae
wans jadge, jury, gallows and all, It Boewm:
to ba pretty much the same to-day with aum
judge who chooses to deal witk any wman
summoned before him for alleged contempt
of coutt, Ho 8 the judge, jury, gallows, and
all, and, moreover, {rom hie judgment and
sentenco it apppeard there is no appeal
whatever. This a mounstrous state of things,
and should not be allowed to continue (ap-
plause).

Mr, Shackleton, who secanded the resoln
tion, eaid It was clear that Judge Lawson had
stretched the law beyond the precedents of
judges of former times—he lLad initiated a
new form of contempt of court—a form un-
known in the past history of our tribunals,
and [t was high time that the Council, and
all persons interested in public fresdoin and
in the repression of arbitrary power, should
unite in seeking an alteration in the law.

Mr. G. Denneby made soms cbservations,
which indicated his doubts of Judge Lawson’s
sanity.

The Lord Mayor said that the only thing
which could be considered in any degree an-
alagous to or parailel with the terrible powers
and irresponsible action of the judges in this
country wag what used to be enacted in theStar
Chamber, where, a8 tho great const{tatlonal
historlan ot Englaud declares, the imposition
of fine and Imprisonment, jud: in the way
Qounclllor Sulllvan described, had reached
such a plteb, that it was that that mainly
brought the Iniquitous fribunal to an end.

Mr, Malligan noticed that ot the corpora-
tions and townshlips of the country, thirty-
threo had passed resolutions condemna-
tory of the judgment passed on the
High Sheriff, and that 43 boards o! guar~
dians and 49 miscellaneous bodles had pro-
nounced in a similar way; while six towns
bad {showed thelr feslings towards the High
Sherift by conferring thsic freedom upon him
(applauge). .

Mr. Mayne quoted from personal expetience
several Instances of bungling, misjudgment
and arbitrary prooesdings on the part of
judges, whom he named. At tho conclusion
of Mr, Mayne's speech, the resolution was

Nzw Yorx, Oct. 9.— Lord Dafferin, eays the
London World, will recelve s marquisate jor
the admirable manner in which he has con-
ducted affzirs at Constantinople. The British
Ambassador has dons something to revive the
older traditicrs of diplomecy, and {o remind
Europe that there 12 ruother and ofien a beticr
way of carryirg on internationsl negotlations
than the bruta! Biemarckian method, Lord
Dufferin hns beaten the Tutks at their own
game. Their diplomncy 18 alwsys supple
and dilatory, aand ii enited tbe British Am-
baggador tc mest the Turks with thelr
own weapons, The truth is that
neither party was very aoxicus to bring
matters to a point. The Eugllsh Govern-
ment were not eoo:r tbat the convention
ghould ke signed, axd tho Turke were un-
willing to cnter into it on the only condl-
tions on which Eagland wculd agree, bBoth
parties had thus recouree to s dilatory diplo-
macy. The Terks bad meny difficulties fo
refse; but Lord Duileriu more than matched
them. Ho had an vafaillpg supply of crli.
cisme, ebj:ctlone, rroposals end counter-pro-
posals. When the conventlon wss about to
bo signed some new polut was always raised ;
snd thns tho geme was kott up from duy. to
day and week to week. ''ben came the vic.
tory ot Tel-el-Ketir, and the Turks found
that thoy had been outwitted and befiud.
Lord Dautiferin told the Sultan that the con-
vention was mo longer mnecegsary and the
Sultan was bound to admit the force of the
plea. Tho British Miolstcr has sipca besn
coneoling the Palace with projuse assurarces
of the fziendliness and gcodwill of England.
The Turks know very well, however, that
thoy have besn outmaro:nvred by the Eng-
lish Ambassader; but Loid Dufferin de-
serves well of his couatry for relieving them
of dapgerons allies at a criticul moment.
