That if it be not rerd a third time, but that it
be amended _to provice that _tbln _assoniation
aball not bold public processions 1n Apy pro-
vince where party processions acts are now or
ampy bereatter be ensacted, . )

Mr. Curran #aid :—In makiog this motion I
wish to etate that I do &0 feeliog the respousi-
bility that is incumbent wpon me at thie mo-
ment and under the existing cironmatances,
a5 mauifested ainca this bill wasintrodaced dur-
ing the present parlismeny, to bring forward
the motion whioh I bave pow placed in your
pands. I take this courae sa & measure which I
consider to ba & precaution for peace in the
country. I haveno deecire ab this moment to
discuse the underlylog principlea_of the bill,
The change that hae taltea place with reference
%0 this measnre of incorporation mnce 1883,
when it was first introduced in the Houze, and
gince 1885, when ib waa introduced s second
time, and oo bo:h ocoasiops cefeated by very
large wmaj-ritien, is indeed a marvellous one.
The diecuesit:o on both these occasions revealed
the fact tbat we were endeavoring to 1noor).0-
eate & society which is well known $o be
exwemely dictastefol to a large eection bf the
paople.

ITS EFFECT IN QUEBEG,

It showed. alao, that it was proposed, and is
now proposcd by this bill, to repeal & statute of
Lower Oanads, chzpoer 10 of the Consolidated
Spatres of that provinte, which has been in force
ghere for a luag time previous to Confedera
tion, sad by which no recret sesociation what.
avar (with tue exceptionfof the Masonic society)
is & leg 1 aesociation iu thas province, Wemust
remember that it is proposed to repeal that
atatute withons the cossont of the local Legis-
Iatare of the province uf Qaebeo and without
the consent of the majority of the members from
that province in this House. This bill will in-
evitably become Iaw, but kefore it does I should
likke to have this motion carrird as a precau-
tiocnary measure, and to jnstify my action I
teel that I cannot do better than vefer to & fow
facts which though well known to most mem-
bers of this Houss, may very well be brought
back to their memory when are sboub to ensct
20 important & measure, Until the yesr 1877,
although I wss born and brought up in the civy
of Montreal, I never heaid of sny such thing as
a procession of Orapgemen in tha city nor any
attemph at display on the psrt of that body.
Aloog towards the 12th of July in that year
cerbain letters app2arsd in the publio prints of
the city calculated by their tore to aroute
foatility. Those litters aunounced that it was
the intention 65 have & 12:h of July proce:rion
there. Naturally, because such is the history of
this associstion sud shose opposed to it, those
lebters begot others, and before the day for the
dieplay arrived we found the two pariies array-
od in hostile camps. The doinge ot this organ-
ization had caused a houtile organization to
apring into existence, and on the day in ﬂuea-
tion a tragedy tock place in the city of Mont-
real which was followed by o series of most re-
grettable events. Nearly every man, and I
may soy, nearly every boy, armed l;imself with
a ravolver, and shooting and wounding were the
order of the day. The peace of the city had
disappeared ; ib was, in fact, in a etate of sicge.
Things went on thus not tor weeks bub for
montha unsi! inally, on the 28th of Aprgl foliow-
ing, anotber terrible tragedy took place in which
life was lost end eeveral prreons were wounded.
The man who was killed was entirely discon
nected, I believe, with tbe cause of the troubls.
S8ome women were sleo jvjured by bullets. So
much was the peace of the city disturbed that
tbe Board of Trads and other publis bodies call-
ed poblic meetings aud demsnded the most
atringent legislation in order to protect the
commerce of vhe city and re-establish law aud
order. 'The consequence was that a measure,
entitled “*The Crimes of Viclence Act,” was
brought befora this Houre by the present mem-
ber for Weat Durham {Mr. Blake) on the lat of
May, 1878, immediately after the lasp painful
circumatance to which I bave just referred.
After quotiog from ths eperches of Mr. Blake,
8ir Heotor Langevin and Mr. Jokm White, he
proceeded : That law was rigorously oorried
ont, and it required a year or maraof its wmost
stringent enforoement to reatore order and har-
mony in Montreal -

THE PARYY PROCESSIONS ACT.

The Lertelaturs of Quebec also fels called
upon to introduce legislation on the subjeo?,
and they parsed the law to wbich I am atout
to refer, 1t will be found in the ravised statutes
of the pravince of Quebeo, of the year 1888,
Inbituled “Tne party procession in Montreal.”
Article 2940, ot the revised statutes, provides
that : “No assemblsge of persons sbhall parade
the straeta of the city of Monbresl or march in
procession the rain to csiebrate or commemorate
any political anniversary or even having refer-
enaa to religions or other dirtinotiona exstivg
between avy olasa of the subjects of Her
Mpjesty or to maka sny demonisiration of suoh
raligious or_other diatinotions, and it proceeds
further : *'No one shall carry and dieplay ban-
pers, flags, ensigns or emblems of a nature tend-
ing to croate animosities between subjeos of Her
Mijesty of differens religious beliefs or be ao-
companied by any band of music tending tg
excite feelicgs of ruch a nature.” 1bgoes on to
provide for power to juaices of the peace to
entoroe the ach and pensivies for disobedience of
this ach. By the psasage of thisaocd through
the Legislature peace and harmony were es-
tablished, and since them we have had no
trouble snd no hostile feeling in the oity of
Montreal, Although thia organization is under
the ban of the law they have meb in their
Todgea and tranascted their business without
being troubled by anybody, and no donbb they
will continne to do so long a» mo publio
exhibition is made in the atreets offensiva to the
everwh g _woajority of the people. My
wmotion now saks that this aseooiation shall pot
hold sny publio proceesion in any provinoe
where a Party FProcessions act now existe, or

. where such an ach may ke enacted at uny future

period. There can surely be no objsotion to
‘this Housp confirming the legiclation I have
There surely cannot be any
.objection " to taking ‘these precautions—any
Abe opiniony of those bast entitled to.

*
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of this biil or his collegnes in this House cannod
hope to bave any control, who wil be cxrried
away by their desire to parade, and this =ociety,
which is declared to be a benevolent society, will
nob surely insisb upon retaining their rights to
psrade 1n our publio streeta when such parade
can only lead to disorder, aud when all the dis-
abilities in other respacts under which they
1sbor areremoved. No one will contend that
the motives which appear in this bill and those
that animate this body in seeking this legisla-
tion ars not good omea. The objects of the bill
are very good things if we could dissssociate
them from other associations {n the minds of
many ef onr fellow subjects in Qanada. Itis
our duty Lo provide sgainst what may be rash
conduch of some wuacontroliable members, not
pedessarlly members of the senior organizations,
but of the organization which figures ooca-
sionally under she wioz of the parentaociaty
known as the ** Young Britons.”  These
and kindred epirits will cartainly endeavor, un-
der the pretence which I bave set forth, to hold
procestions which will ba productive of results
which we must all deplore. These are not
merely my apinions and views, but they ars the
opinions and views of many others more com-
petent to epeak with aunthority. I bave receiv-
ad within the last twenty-four hours, froma
venerable clergymen, a letter in which he states
that if we bave Oranga processions in the pro
vince of Quebes we shall most cersainly bave
bloodshed, and in which he asks me $o see that
in the bill ineorporating the O.angs body the
possibility of Urange processions is provided
againet, The clergymeu who bas written me 1s
one whoee opinions deserve to riceive the best
consideration in Capada. He haa reached his
seventy fifth yenr and has dovoted the greater
parb ot Lis active life to the benefit of this
Chanada of Lars, snd is reccgeized on all hands
snd all creeds as & noscemaker in this country.
Woe have in this bill the priaciple enunciated
that the nssuciation is essentially o loyal one,
and that o2e of its obj -cts is the incuication or
loyalty. Now, wouo is loyslty if i3 beno:
reepect for the law. The word Inyaliy is
derived from the word loi, and respect for
the law is the beat mnieanms for showing our
loyalty.
AN OPPORTUNLTY FOB LOYALTY.

The maver of thia bill, who hae managed it so
skillfully,and without whosa singular diplomacy,
hard work and persevereuce this bill could
never have reached the stage it now bas, will
09%, I am saticfied, be slow 10 show how loyal is
the asaociation to which be belongs. He will
88y we are anxioux to show that we ara loyal.
Here is an opportunity to show it, We have
been asked to make pravisions that the laws of
the provines ehall be respected in ccunection
with party processions, and we are only too
apxioua of showing that thia motion bas been 1n
order &0 a8 %o give us an opportunity of testily-
ing that we are anxious to obey and rafpact the
law, to demopstrate that our loyslty is not
merely printed in our bill or uttered by our
lips, that it is in onr hearts and that we will in-
culeate in 81l those who are connected with us a
desire to obey the lawa by having thia clauec
jnserted in the bill. I shall ba very much sur-
prised if my hon. friend {(Mr. Wallage) doez not
avail himeelf of this opporiunity toslow hic
raepect for the law. I have endeavored with.
out possion and withont exciting anyboldy’s
preiudices, without attempting any cratorical
¢ffort, buo in plain words, to do what I consider
to be my duty. I bave preeented this motion
koowing the circumatances of the case, krowing
exactly the evil that T am endeavoring to desl
with. Qertaigly we have a great de..l of {ron
ble with attempts abt legislation of this kiud
which have been made in the past. The
excitement attendant uvpon thab legislaticn
seoms to bave passed away. The quesiion which
pow presents itself to my mind is, are we, with
the history of the past beforeus in regard to
this branch «f the subject, going to take thu
nezessary precautions to prevent the recarrence
of the terrible results of atiempt® nt procession
which have been made ir Montreal before?
Uader theeoe circomstances I submit that in
virw of the aoy I have rpoken of in the province
of Quebec : in view of the faot that ivinuy be
pecessary in the future to enact eimilar
measuers, it is necessary for this House to
provide that this asrcciation shall nos attempt
to hold public processions. I leave the matter
io the handa of the Houss, satisfied that they
will deal with it ne men who foel that & yreapon-
sibility reats upon them.

TBE AMENDMENT NOT ACOEPTED.

Mr. Wallack raid that, after listening to the
speech of the member for Montreal Centrs, he
wondercd whether he was living in the preaent
or the middle ages. After reoding the objects
of the bill ks, (Mr. Wallace) aid that he would
rather see ib defeated than ailow this buwmiliat-
ing amcndment to ib.

DIFFERENT IN THE MARITIME FROVINCE,

Mr, Xenney said that .08 far sa the Orange-
men of Novas Scotia were concerncd toere was
no trouble with them. In Nova Scodia the
people only difiecred on political maters, As the
member for Montreal Centre said there was
nnthing in the bill to objach to, but the Orange
body would not slways be led by a manao
libsral mirded in his opinions a8 the promotar
(Mr. Whpllace,) Lawyers eaid that each pro-
vincs eculd deal with the question of ingorpor-
atiog societiea. In Nova Scotia Osangemen
;verainoorponted and no bad resulted there-

rom.

Dr. Davis eaid that this amendmant was not
oly unneoesrary, bub pernicious. Iv was now
generally cosceded that thia scciety should
obtain an ach of incorporation. It was o usa
throwiog down this bone of contenrion, which
we are not celled upon to decide. If the muni.
cipal au-horities of Montreal permitted a pro-
ocesaion .of this kind leb them do ao, and if not
thabt was their boainess,

M:. Lister was eurprised ot the moderation
of the speech of the member for Montresl
Centra to-day when compared with the bitter-
ness of his rpecches on the same subject in
years past, He wend on to say that there was
no neces;ity for such an amendmend as pro-
posed. IE the eaciety ie o be incorporated ot
all she amendment was needless, sinée it could
nob over-ride the Jaw of the province of
Qaebec. He was speaking when the hvur for
private Yillsexpired.,

THE BILL CARRIED.

The debats was reanmed on Monday, 3rd inst,
when Mr. Lavergne moved the six month’s
hoiat. This was defeated by 63 to 86,

The Curran amendmend was then pub before
the House, and the Speaker called for yeas and
nays. After the vote had been taken he an-
nonnoad tbat it was negatived by a majority of
101, There were just 253 members sapported it,
and of these 27 were Evgliab,

The vote on the main motion to read the Bill
» third time was then oarried by 88 to 61.

The persecution of the Christian Brothers in
Franes eucc:eds only in makiug the order four
ithmy e vigorously, Ie 1871 a:cording to thu
Archbishop of Parie, thera wers 360 novises,
but :n 1889 the number was 2685, o 1888 tho
colleotion for the Noviciate amcunsed to 230,-
000 fraocy, but in 1€89 the total reached
530,070 iranes, It is alwaya the case that per-
secntion makea the Church more vigorous.

Father Venle, of Memphie, Tenn., is the pos
sessor of a precious gift recently received from
Father Duttou, 8.J., of Ciucinnati. It is a
atole worn by the martyr priest, Futher Damien,
of leper island, Molokni. Jt wae sent to Father
Venle through Father Duatton by Brother
Joseph Datton, the heroic Memphian, who ie
now doiog sveh noble ssrvice in the cause of
Christianity amorg the lepers of the far-famed
Sandwich Ielea.

It is seid to be the intention of the Emperor
of Japan to make tbe Catholic the religion of
his empire. Hae is said to lock upon Cashulicity
with great favor, and has expressad himeslf as
much pleased with and strorgly favorable to-
words the coming Cunneil of she Chureh in bhis
dominioze. In many parts of Japan our mie-
sicnaries have found traditions, and even prac:

CARDINAL MANNING

Dec'ares His Views on Labor Reform-—-He
Condems the Degrudation of Woman,

Lorpox, Feb, 26—Cardisal Manning, who is
atill vigorova and hale in spite of bia sge
and of the effecta of the bad weather which has
proetrated eo many of the older men, said :—"1
am glad to have this opportunity of extending
my warmest thanks to bush the American prees
apd ita public for the bearty ewp porb which they
have given to me 10 my receut cfiorts on the
labor question and the troubles aricing from it.
I read all I can from the effurts made ia
America to am:liorata the comdition of the
working olasses, t0 make them oontented, and
o secure propor bours and fair wages for them ;
and [ truet that America will very roon posees
a similar arganization to our newlg-formed
‘Boglish Woman’s Labor Union.! I cannat
help having the deepest eympathy with this
va:vemen’, and I shsll sirive to pramate its
interest by every means in my powar. I have
never been an adveoate of woman sufferage or
of the other politiosl rights demanded by
women, but I do  think the time has come ab
this period of our greatand advanciog civiliza-
tion for strennous and proper efforis to be made
to protect the working women umd to enaure to
them equsl fairness in the wmatter of sheir
hours ot work and their wages as the men now
obtain,

I thisk that Mii Hackness’s work “The
Tecilers in London,” is the csuse cf the present:
soergetio movement being made in their bebalf,
This book shows exactly the dreadful state of
poverty and degradation to which theill paid
female toilers of tha metropolia are condemued.
The press 18 backward in revesling the true
state of things, for cspisal slways commands
fear. Now, however, public sentimeny is
arcuced, and trades wunions, will doubtless
become as general with themn as shey are with
men. Tbe trades unions, of course, can be
sbused, but I trast that the womsan’s uanions wiil
never be made vehicles of publicity for the
advertising of the views of wcmen with a
political mission. Should that happeo, the
objech of the woman's trades ucions will soon
belost. The question of the employment of
women resolves iteelf, logically, into three
parts : the emp'oyers, the emp'oyed and the
disinterested aide, which last is always ready to
see fair play. A perfect system of orgamzalicn
in even more essential in the case of the woman
thau men, inasmuch as men can, in a measure,
protect themaelves, while women, on the other
hand, especially siogle womsn, are too ofsen
compelled 90 submist or to starve, The time ia
p:rheps not far off wheo the sight of youung,
ill-fed girla acquiring permapent injuries
through long bending over machinery will be
regarded 88 an act of barbarity and will be
punisbed as such. America is rapowned for its
gailantry snd kindoess to womam, 2a let us
bope that the great new world will lead the
crusade against every ome who overworks or
under-paya or ill-treats in aoy way the pro-
totypes of ma own mother and sisters,

MEN'S RHBTREAT AT B8T.
PATRIOK'S.

Rev, Father MNcCalien en t1he Dutiea ot
Pastor and People,

The men’s retreat in St. Patrick’s Church
was concluded laes Sundsy by Holy Jomma-
uion in the moraiog, ot which about 2000
men partook and by an address on the union be.
tween the pastor and the people, delivered by
Rav.

Having committed no
sc-ual ain they wiil not be sabjected to any pain
of the renre ; and having never been an hsir to
the kingdom of God frum lack of Laptism, they
will suffer no sense of loan by exclusion from the
beatifia vision ; beciuae oaly that which ia
kaown by intellizgenos i« desired by the will. In
a state then adapled to their capacity for
natural epjoyment they may be said to exist.
Thus through God's loving disposition can each
hum-n baing bern into the world attain an end
in keeping with ita natare, and the use made of
the mearure of its endowments. Thia iz the
consistent snd conoling dootrine of boly chureb,
unrevised and unvevisable ; becauss it ia the
mesaags once delivered to the napostles, and
handed down through theirsuccessors, As we
have rezn, thould even an angla from heaven
attempt to revisa or chauoge it, St. Paul would
pronounce him anathema, If those who are
atriving to fres thempselves from the errnrsof a
oreed that wonld frerdom men to predition,
and make of our loving Father a heartlesa
syrant, wounid prayerfully consider She doctrine
of holy church, as taught in her authorizad for-
malariea, they would see itz truth snd baaaty,
ins cansistenoy throughout, its vindioation of
God's mercy and man's 3igoity an a freo agent ;
embracing it they wonld find lighs for their
intelligence, peace for their will, snd rest for
thair son|, .

But, dearly beloved, whilst God wishes all
men t0 be aaved and come t0 a knowledge of
the truth, we must always besr in mind that
unless we co-operats by onr actions with His
grace we shall not be eaved, As no ooe bub
ourselves can keep us from heaven. 80 no one
can gain is for us except ourselves. This ia the
yeaponeibility of free will which corresponds to
ite dignity, Never weary, desr brethren of the
olergy, of reminding your people of this, and of
pointing out to them the duty of eelf-restraint
that it enta’ls. Scatterad over the face of the
country, they are the salk shat is to preserve
society from corruption. From shem enmplent
of faith and morslity are required, These they
will giva if they faisthfully practice the teach-
inga of their religion, and freguent the sacra-
ments of the Ohuroch. Urge them with holy
zea] 8o take ndvantage of this season of grace,

the lenten time. Our loving Lord is anxionaly
wniting for their ocoming, and is ready when
heagught 6o bostow pardon and sho kiss of
peace. To you he has entrusted the power of
his etarnal priesthood, so that you, in imitation
of him, might reek shse loas sheep in the wilder-
ness of ein and lead them back to the one true
fold. Pray God, dear brebhren, Vhat thismb-
lime power may not be idla nor misused.

MERCIER AND THE MINORITY

The Quebec Premier Explairs and
Ju:tifies His Attitude Towards
the Protestants.

A JIST AND GENEROUS POLICX.

———

In the Legislative Assembly ap Quoebeo on
Menday the 17sh Feb, Dr Comeron maved for
the correspondence between the Prime Minister
and Hon. Gedeon Ouimes aud Rew. E. J. Rex-
ford regardiog the righta and privilegen accord-
ed to the mioority in the wmatter of education.
Heread a carefully worded epeesh, in which he
said there was asv present » feehng ol unresy
among the Protestans misurity aud he madethe
present request for the purpose of allaying any-
thing approaching political strike, and to
afford the Ministers of the Governmenta chance
to explain certain charges mades against them.
He fresly admitted thav the Protestans minn.
rity bad nothing to complaia of ina maserial
point, but claimed thay vhere were other thsn
materisl Iutereats to be conaidered. It had
been said, he continued, that insulb atver insnls
had bsen heaped upon Protestants by the
Government of the day, sud if such insulte
wore given against she minority be wanted to
bave them proved or denmied, If he believed
all the member for Montceslm bad said, the
Government was hostile to the minority and
never hesit.ited togivean insult to FProtestante.
He asked for corroborative evidence feom the
Prime Miniater if what he was alleged to bave
maid, ' that he leoked forward to day when
the tricelor would be the 8ag of the province,
and that a mew France would be established on
the borders of the St.Lawrence,” were true,
and if the rnmorsto that effect were well
f.unded, He asked ofthe leaders of the present
Government, and a great deal depended on the
answer be recsived, wera tbey loyal men or no?
Never in the history of the couatry was a gues-
tion of such importance put to a prime minisfer
bafore, and naver was the Protestant minority
ao uneasy for the futmre 83 now,
What hs wanted to know mnow was
if the material justice meted out to
the mincrity was nota cloak to cover insults
simed againat shem, and if Proteatants were
justified in soundidg the alarm.

Premier Mercier roplied in a cool and collect-
ed way, He said: 1 thavk the member for
Huutington for having brought up this quistion
becan:e I bel.eve i a very proper way to gab
rid of certain prijndices that exist to-day on
acosunt of bhe posidion takem by certain men
snd newspapers, The documents demanded oy
his motion are faw in ummnber, buat very impor-
tant. They mainly consint of my own letters
addressed to the Hon. Gedeon Ouimet ang E
J. Rexford, the Englieh aeoretary of the Coun.
cil of Publio Instruation, These letters were to
inquire into the astnal condition of the Protes-
tent minority in the Province in conmeotion
with eduoation. The idem of atking for thia
information was intpired by the discuszion that
took place lately in gonnecbion with the Jeanit
estates bill, and also wich she repronches made
in certain papera in the provinoy and in
Ontario to tha eff2ct that the Protestunt mineri-
ty was pot ‘reabed as it shoald be and thas the
QOatholtc majority did not behave just as it
skould toward them. Bat belore entering
into details I think it my duty to answer at
ouce oectain questions, The tirst and most
important, and perhaps the oBe on whioh the
member from Huntington dezirer the principal
information is thie: *' Ave the members of this
Government loyal wen i" Every one of the
membars of the Governmeut are lnyal to the
Quecn and dswire the msintenanon of the British
connection, wish to reapsab the Eoglish flag,and
will not do anything either against the Queen,
constisution or flag an leng as the majoruy in
this country does not think it proper to changs
its aliegiance, Weare
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Oanada. When the majority thinks it proper
to.chauge its conatitution aud flag, I am not une
to go axainet the wishes of the majority of the
peaple. The second question is whether I have
ever insulted she Protestant minority or the
Englishflag or Queen. I bave already givena
_Yery posizive snswer so loav guestion, and snp
man:-who dares, sven in this Houss or in-ths

religlous, cbaritable or -edabational maturd nn.
dextaken, s0 that all may know what progrees,

had stated shat the sgreemens mnade b-twiez
Father Tuargeon aud myself coull have no
effcct if nod approved by tbe Pope, and it waa
wired over the world and published in every
Protestant paper that in doiog thab ws insulied
the Queen and placed the Popa above her.
Those who made that etatement knew it waz
not trus, becauss, by reading the act bhey
could ses that it waa not the law thab was sanc-
tioned by the Pope, but that tha law could
bave no effect so long as that agreement ba-
tween myselt and the reprasentative of the
P p)could have no ¢ff~ct. He named ss his
rapresentative Father Tuorgeon, who also was
appointed attorney for the Jasuits. He wasan
atiorney, and so was I.  We piroceeded by cor-
reapondence to eolve the question, and I atated
positively in one ol my lettere after we had
agreed thab the agreement was of no_avail
a0 long as it waa not ratifisd, first by the Legis-
latore and then by the Pope, and in waa atated
in the law that ib weuld be of no effect 8o loog
as nod ratified by the principals. Wken abtor-
neys arasppointed to ssttle such g-eatquestions,
iait nat the rule to hava their decisions ratified
by their princ pala? Was the Queen a princi-
pal in the Jeruit guestion ? She was not. The
law was sanoctioned by her reprecentative and I
waited for ite sauction by the Pope's attorney
and as Boon a8 we geb it the asrsrmeunt was
comp'ete. Why discusad this point? Wans it not
stated by Her Majeaty's representative, Lord
Sianley. thay there was nothing in the lawol s
natare to in+uls tha Queen? Who ia to speak
tor the Queen if oot her representstive ! Who

has authoridy to say tha Queen wae
insalted if mot the Eboglish people
or her repreesntative? No one protested

in Fogland. Wby thiuk, then, an icsult was
offereq because rome papert stated so? Why
ara we atoppad in our work by tha r-proach
that wo insulted Her Majsaty ¥ We bave al!
been elected in 1836. Maoy of us are new m-m
bers and mavy old. and the litter will remem-
ber Me., Joly, & Protestant and a Frenchman.

The next point is about the remarka mada by
me at the mesting on St. Jean Bap-iate day
lasp. It was alleged that I then said my derire
waa to see the tri-color flig in thia province. 1
never said anything of the kind. Let the man
rise in thie house or in sny part of the world
who dares to say that of me, and I say heisa
liaz. I love Frauce; I am n Freochman and
proud of it, but I would do nothing to-day to
bring back this proviaca or even Canada to
Frapce. Dg you thiok onr love for France, or
the love of Eoglishmen for Epgland will nnite
us for ever to countriea on the other side of the
ocean? We have b-tter aspirations than thas,
We know the Eoglish people have great love
for Eogland, Scotland or Ireland, snd wera
spect their 1>ve for their masher country th~
same as wa expect thum to respech our love for
onr mobther country ; bus wa are here to create
& grea: nation. 'We desire to ses the day whep
our conntry will be great by iteelf ; bab whas 1
want to sbtete positively is, let us forged ou:
divisions, let us unite for the good of aur
conntry, nob for ome na'ionality, nob for one
race, but for the whole nation. Wa ars not
1trobR ; we are weak, and muat unite nob
against the Epglish flig nor sgaipst the Pra
testant minority, bub to bring abount and pre-
sarve unity, proeperity and peaca under tha
shadow of the Eoglieh flag. Taere were the ra-
marks I made at the meeting on 86, Jean
Baptiate day lasb year, and I sm rorry to see
them ao strongly miscooebrued, This dispases
of the two great crimes I have committed, T
hope the gquestion will not come up sgain and
that it will ba settled now, Taase who oreated
excitement againss the goverpment of this pro-
vinos stated that the minority was not well
treated. Well, it may be that in some datsils
ws do not treat them aa we ought. Minorities
are alwaya expossd to irjustice; but if there
has been any committed againat the Protestant
minority of Quebec I muet say it wag not done
intontionally. The most important of vheir
rights to comsider are the educativnal and rzeli.
gious rights, There is no complaint of their
civil or political rights, bacauze these are pro-
tected by the comstitution, The Fremier then
quoted from letters wristen on the educational
question in April, 1838, and asid the conditiona
weore not char.ged since then. He took up. also,
a letter of Mr, Rexford, of 9th July, 18%9,'in
whioh the latter emid the Protestant min rity
enjnysd all tne righte and privileges of the
achools of ths majority. Thers bad never beon
any complaint from the minority of the provinse
againat the mujcrity, If there was no oom:
plsint, why did she majorily of other provinoss
come bere to raise prejndicss? Siroply becauss

‘vinces to try to briog ou a war of races, and we
rad juat seen tho rosult of this attempt in the
House of Comamone, Of cruzee it would not
have been well to try to abalish Fceench slto
gedher, but we saw tliere the fisst blow againes
the French paople, yet they had no more aus-
ceeded there than they bave here,

The Hop. Premier then conoluded from whad
ha h:d shown that the minority were well
treated from both religious aud educational
point uf view, aod then asked, *Now, what is
the o'ndition of the minarity in the Housa ’

that tba Protestants wers in a majprivy only in
six out of the nixth-five elastorsl distriots, viz. ;

RUBEIAN DESPOTISM.

Phyaically and morally he was
oue of naturs's idiosyncracien, He was of short
siature, there being less than fve fest of Big
gar flash and bone, and was slightly deformed
in conaequence of an ir jury to his spine when a
boy. Husright shoulder projectad high above
his ear ; the l-ft appsared by comparisan ab-
normally tloped, and the brim of hisp'og hat
made it imp esible for the obierver toaay where
body ended and head began Hig lower limbs
wers straigho and sbous, and as he walked aloog
wish his l¢fb band behind his back, biz head
tipped over 2 bhe right,he presented such a fig-
urs a3 made the moeb correst forzet every law
of politeness for the sake of anqther glasce at
this atrange being. But what & fuce | A aweed
smile beamed over iv when he was with his
friends, But his kindly ways and bright amiles
left him directly he took his seatin the Houss
of Gommons.
In Wistmister he was a terror to the pswera
that be, and in recent years his corucraks voios
produced more consternation on the Govarn.
ment benches thar could be exceeded by the
thunder of tho guns of an invading army. Very
early in his Parliamentary career he discovered
his power and he played with the *¢ Englivh
enemies” &8 would & cab wito & mouse, Hae
showed no mercy. Once he succeeded ia having
the Prince of Wales turned out of the strangers
gallery of the Commonas by exercising e night
long in disuse, avd he created uproara on the
flaar of ten eimply for the fun of the thing or to
oblige some partioulsr friend who happened to
be a visitor. It is very well kcown thas bo
obligs Irish ladies in the gallery ho frequentls
by hio cey ** Count the house"” bronght the
lazy legislators ab_ & gallop feom terrace mnd
smoking-room aud dining-rocm to prevent the
session fror batog abruptly adj »urned for want
of a quoram and thenm would quit the bouse
hurriedly for fear of heing counted in himself,
But tbat mischief, strangs to say, was pars of
phe programme which helped to make the Irish
party.

thut the suu has an atmosphere of it)own
which tempers ite hest, and, by cutting off
certaia radiations and not etherr, produces
the spactral 1'nes with which we are so faml-
lisz, These lines we wauslly study in con-
neotion wit1 the abserbing vapors of sodiam,
lron, etc., whlch produce them ;} but my
own attention was particulaly given to the
reglons of absorptlon, or to the color it
osused,

In these Investigations I found that the
san's body must bs of a desp bluish oulor,
nnd that it wonld shed deep bluelight, except
for the aclar atmosphere, which is asuslly
spoken of as belng oclarless, but which reslly
plays the part of areddish vell, lettlog a litila
of the blue appear on the oenter of the sun's
dlsk, where it fs the thinnest, and staining
the edge red, 8o as to appearto a delioate test
s heiug o pale aqua marine In the center and
a deep garnetaround the edge. The effact I
found te be so Important that, were tals all
bt ¢ lavlsible nolar atmoephere dlminished orly
by a third pa:t, temperatare of nll t:mporate
zmes wotl1rise higher than any forrid zone
snd make the greater part of te the woill
uninhabitable,

grect proctical importance of studying the
aotion of our own terrestrial atmosphers en
the eun, and the antecedent probabllity that
our awn air was 2}10, and lndependently hav-
ing the effoct of making a reclly blee san-
shine and sun appear ss white when it should
be of a cerulean hue,—S¢, Louis Republic.

Dominion Parliament.

It may be sald, with perfeot accuracy, that
since the opening of the present session of
the Dominion Parliament very little business
of real importance has been transacted. The
time and attention of the House of Commons
has Leen occupled with questions of senti-
ment arising out of race and oreed prejudices,
whilat ths wants of the coumntry appear to
have been rudely cast aside. We owe this
to the McCarthyltes, and are likely to be in-
debted to the same school of politiclans for
more of the disturbing, obnoxious and harm-
fal egitetion. Colonel ‘O'Brien, M.P. for
Muskoka, has intimated that he will set out
on the war-path because the Government did
not think proper to sabmit the question of
the Jeauits Eatate Act to the Privy Council,
He has asked for all papers, of every descrip-
tion, connected with the obtaining of the
opinfon of the law officers of the Crown,
eatablishing the constltutionality of the Act,
and ehould it ba possible for him and his
assoolates to make any capital, it may ocenfi-
dently be expeoted that the country will be
favored with an outburst from the bellicoss
Oolonel in the most approved anti-Catholio
style. Apart from the loss of valuable time
thst the discussion may Involve, he f{e
destined to failure in his attempt to revive
nterest in a question :t1at has ceased to
occupy tae attention of serlons men in the
countrv, and which no longer exclies even a
pareing interest in the minds of all, exocpt
& small knot of irreconcileable fanatice,

The dual lingunage debate having oclosed,
the attention of the Hourme was next engaged
in diecussing the Orange bill. Oar opinion
has already been expressed on that subject,
sud there is no need to retarn to it again.
Mr, Ourran, M.'P,, however, presented
an amendment, which has tested t1e vaunted
loyalty of the order. He moved that a
olanse be inserted in the bill, before the third
reading, to the effeot, that in any province
where party precession acts had boen passed,
or might hereafter be enacted, that the asso-
clation shounld hcldl no public proocesslon.
This amendment would have the effeot, for
Instance, In the Province of Quebeo, of pre-
venting the Ineulting displaye all over the
province, although the Party Processions Act
mow In force here only applies to Montreal
The hon. member for Montreal Centre said
that the epportunity was an exceptionally
good one to test the profemions of loyalty of
$he organization and ite chiefs, Mr. Clarke
Wallace, M. P., the promoter of the measure,
most wrathfully regretted the occasion to
establish the bona fides of the:Orange claim
to loyalty, and declined to have inserted in
.the bill the clauee in guestion, atating .that
the organization preferred te withdraw the
measure rather than accept anything so
humiliating. It ia difficult to .underatand
where the humiliation comes in. An ordi-
pary soclety might protess with perfect jas-
tlce agalnst the Insertion of a clawse binding
i to respect the law and obey Its provisions,
because no other society than the Orange
body professes to set iteelf np as the speoctal
depository of loyalty. One of the features of
Mr, Clarke Wallace’s measure 1a the Inculca-
tion of loyalty, and what more pertinent
manner of beginning the eperations of the
sseoolation than by inserting the loyalty pro-
vislon in:the body of its act of Incorporatien.
This the vallant supporters of tbe Altar and
Threne have refused te do, and to speak oan-
didly, no one Is at all disappointed. The
brethren are, and alwaya will be, the most
Joyal subjeots in the Empire, If they can only
have everything their own way. One thing,
however, wiil resnl¢ from the motion In
amendment, and that is, that the fact that
the legal and censtitutional probibition of
Orapge processions in the oity of Montreal Is
now known, to all whom It may cencern.
No one can plead ignorance of Its provisions,
and the faot that the Provinolal Leglalatures
" oan deal with the distarbing element, at any
moment, Is a guarantee that for the future
the pence and harmony of this Province is
not likely to be distorbed by thia imported
ésm. As was pointed out In the debate, no
one wlll objeat to the meetings of men in
lodges, so loog as they do so Inoffensively ;
_no one han objeoted In the past, although the
“soclety of Orapgelsm was under the ban of
".thelaw, The bretherhood may tesolve itaelt
"into ap Inttrance company or other benefi-
'y organization: 1% will be wandering from
whe: rooord of Its pass, and all will rejoloe

A. E. Jones, 8.J., and
Prof. Scrimger.

Father

It Into us a maltor of regret that we can-
not give apace to the voluminoua consroversy
whioh has been going on in the cclomne of
The Star for the 1mt week between Rev.
Father Jones, S.J., and Prof Sorimger. It
arose from a paper read by the Professor be-
fore the Protestant Ministerial Asmoolation,
and reproduced In The Star of Feb. 24th,
This paper was a general attick on Oatholic
theology and on alleged Jesuit teaching in
partionlar, It Is needlass $> eay that the
paper contained the usual musty, often ex.
ploded allegations about the *‘errora of
Rome.” Bat when Prof, Scrimger ventured
to naasil the Jesnits, it was evident to the
moat unpretending of Oatholios that he had
gone beyond his depth, To the scholar,how-
ever, his paper bore ample Internal ovidence
that, with ail his pretenslen to superior
learning, Prof. Sorimger was hopelessly at
ea in his latinity, partioularly was It ap-

parent that he knew nothing eof the
terminology of Oatholio theology. He stood
revealed, in faot, as the psdegogue. His an-

sumed mantls of theologioal echolarship fell
from his shoulders and diecovered a very
al®snuated figure indeeed.

Father A, E. Jones S. J., promptly replied
next day after the appearance of the Pro-
fossor’s tirade In a manner remarkable for
courtesy and skill, like one who faclng an
awkward pretender with the foils, playsto
disarm, not to wound or kilt him. Father

-Jones showed in the most conclasive manner

how the Professor blundered egregicuslyin
his interpretation of the language of the
Sshools, and proved by oitatlons and the
applications therzof that, bad the Professor
been more famillar with eccleslastical Latin
and the teochnioal expressions of canon law,
he would not have grossly misinterpreted the
meaning of passages In the constitations of
the Soolety of Jesus,

The exposure and confusion of Professor
Scrimger was as complete and as orushing as
ever was witnessed in any oontroversy.
Even among business men on the street car.,
where we ocould not help overhearing cou-
versations on the subjeot it, was grusfully
admitted that Father Jones had left the
Professor ¢ without a leg to stand on.”

Buat he was not the asort of man to ac
knowledge bimself benten in a contest his
owa temerity bad invited. As he could not
maintain his thesis according to the light
shed by Father Jones on the Jasnit constitu-
tione, heinsisted on the oorrecimess of his
trantlation, since the whole gravaman of his
charges rested on the meaning he was
pleased to give ln English to ths Latdn he
had ventured to quote, Of courseeverybody
may quate Latin and translate it, too, as it
v 2y sul$ his purpose. Every echool boy, as
Miovaulay would say, knows what extraordi-
nary. fantastlc and ingenicus meanings, the
atupid as well as the clever boys in hie olase
can put upon the most erdinary passages In
Latin. Instances brimmlng with rarest fun
eccur to our mamory, but none of them, per-
haps, more gravely amuecing than the
futerpretation put by Prof. Scrimger, with
the help of Leverett's dictionary, on the
writinge of the Jesult fathers,

Io his letter of Naturday Father Jones sums
up the controversy by showing under proper
huads :—*¢ What the Professor has neglected
to disprove, or has coaveniently overlooked.’’
2. ¢ What the Professor grants.,” 3. * What
the Professor denles.” 4. How the Professor
indulged In a little legerdemain.” 5, ** What
the Professor rashly opines,”

The cencluelon of Father Jones firet lott:r
may well be.quoted here :—

$'The zeal of the Ministerial Association may
to themselves appear praisewortby, and the
efforts of their expondent sincere ; bub please ley
it be expsnded on eome laudable object, revis-
ing, for instance, their Confession of Faith,
With this they should have their hands full
for some time to come. Bub when they go be.
yond their sphere, and attempt evilly to inter-
pret religious Constitutions which the Catholic
Church has sanctioned and declared holv they,
make themselves unncoesaarily offensive,
or, much worse, they, the preachers of a Gospel
of peaoe, stir up religious strife. I dare not eay
that ignorance. like charity, covers a multitude
of sins, but according to the “lax morslity of
the Jesuit” it ab least diminishea their guils ;
and may this one day be their excuse betore
God: they kpew nov what they did. When
convicted, however, of such ignorance, as in the
present instance, but one thing is left for an
honest man to do, and thab 18, to repair the
injary done their neighbor by their slander, By
pot 8o doing, if they be in pood faith, they
openly espouse the principles they condema. If,
op the other hand, they msliclously circulate
ovil reports, with & view of injuring a religioua
body, they tather on themselves the maxim

which they have never found in any Oatholic
theologian, that “‘the end justifies the means.”

MB. BOUBQUET'S ADDRESS,

Me. J. S. Bourquet, the mansger, then gave
his anbual addrees, Hs said—Before reviewing
the trade ot this province, in its various branch-
es, since the last sonual meeting of the share
holdars of this imatitution, I will add » few
supplementary remsrks to the Directora’ report,
wich regard to our own sffairs, The business of
this bank.throngh the energy of your President,
Dircotors and Mavagers, has been well main-
tained, under an economical and vigtlant ad-
ministration, and the movement of Its legid-
mate advancement, proa‘reu and development
has heen kept forward, The year just ended bas
experiecced & greab number of divasters, result-
ing ohiefly from bad orcps and unseasonable
weather, The sbate of depression and stagnancy
that has prevailed over the trade has heen for
your Directors in the conduot of the bank
businers the sonrce of great anxiety. Failures
have beeu numerous in all branches, and they
have had to lend your money to pqogle engaged
in those various branches, Tha ritke inherent

to a banking business, whem the field of
cperation {s uuder suoh clroumstances, are

!

great,znd with the ‘most_cereful ‘management
and constant vigilance losses cannot be avoided.
In the. circle of our numerous customers a fow
‘failures have oconrred,and we bave exparienced
our share in the penéral losses,. - faturns,
especially from our agencies, have been poor,
owing to the bad state of the trade of the
country at large, snd although & material in-

ereate is nobticeable in . the amount
of our transactions and earnings, net
rcfita reslized for the above causes,

ave been by many thoueand dollara
less tban those of the previous year. However,
slilivogh the results have oot resched our ex.
pectations, they could bave been woree under
such adverse circumstances, snd our statement
shows an inorease of depo>eits during the year of
$270.132 23, while our advances to the publio
are now $5,672,278.21, against $5,169,687 98 in
the previous year, On the other band our ocir-
culation, owing to the small r< quirements of the
country for the removal of the crops, shows a
materiaf decline ; bus it is in proportion to the
decrenze noticeable in the general circulation of
the bapke. ‘The amount of debts overdue nnd
not yet settled is aleo very amall, Heoceitia
gratifying, to be in » position, after such a year
ot general depression, to state to the share-
boldera tbat as a result f our endeavors, we
bave in alinost every respsct gained ground ;
tbat the general svatement shows an incresse of
deposiies and advances to the public, while the
earnings have netted 103 par cent. of our capital,
which may be coneidered a fair result.

GENERAL BEVIEW.

The trade of this provinocs for the year jast
ended, has not been generally prosperous, and
hae, perhaps, been more dissppoiotiog and un-
sabisfactory than any for a number of years past,
psrily because mora bad been expected of it. Ivs
general oudlook at the beginniog led to
vhe belief, from its faicly prosperous
conditions, in an incresse of mctivity
in all the branches facd ind o.ted greale:
general prosperity tban has bren experienceu.
In leoking back upon the year for those leading
events whioh had a controlling influence on
geveral business, we may mentioo, notably,the
almost incessanv rains which continued, with
but few and temporary interruptions, all ihe
year round ; the failure of the grain crop and
cereala and to the unprecedented low prices for
agricnltaral products shroughout the counbry.
The firat and greater factor in general proaperi-
ty for an sgricultural province like ours is good
crops, and the next is good prices for them. The
whole community, more or lers, depends on
those returss, ib is are the supply of these
nacessities of life that determines the move-
ments and channel and volume of businees, and
prices and profita and loeses thereon.

The crop of 1889, owing to unseasonably cool
and web weather, has then been very poor;
grain with but few exceptioas has been a failure
io every locality, and in many instances farms
have not yielded enough to pay for their seed
and labor. This has not been true only of the
cereals, but everything farmera have raised
Hay is the only exception. Althovgh of a bad
quality, the barvest has heen abundant, but
prices for it have reached a poiot in remote sec-
tions which hardly pay farmers for hauling their
erop o market afier being harvested. Alshough
our crcp is very emall prices, convrary to
expactstions, have been low. The shriuksge in
grain value is+ explained by the large cropa
harveeted in the United Svates during the last
swo years. ‘Toe statistics of their grain crops
for eighteen hundred and eighty-vine are some-
thing quiet unparalleled, and unfor unataly she
large yeld of grains, following directly unon the
abundant crop of eightesn hundred and
eighty, reduced prices to a mupimum
unpracedented. So their  surplus  has
reflacted on our markets and accounta
for the low prices now ruling here.
The value of tha production of the year for
these cauees bsen has considersbly diminished.
The business of ths gommun:ty atlarge, and its
general trade, which directly depends for
acbivity on the farmers’ returns, has then feld
vhe firsu se'back, on the improved business pro-
»pects for 1889, with which everybody entered
lusy year,

The pnor retarn of crops has deprived the pro-
vince of millions of dollars, and lowered its
power of purchseing to the sawe extent. Aasn
natural consiquence, farmers sll round have
been impyveri-hed, and a great sumb r, uncer
the necessities of meeting interest on farm mors
gages have been compelled to increase their
ioans, Deprivid of th- ¥ natu-al income, they
bave sought from merchante and bankers for
temporary asietance, incurring by the fact new
liabilities, instaad of re'ieving their old indeb-
edness  Country storekeepers who, under very
apcouraging prospects, had purchased pretsy
freely in the early spring, wera severly tried,
and many have saccumbed under the presezure
for remittances owiang bo their inability to col-
lect farmers’ aceounts,

In wholesale trade, a great falling off in the
sales of the an‘umn took place, while winter
trade has been disastrous. In fact, duriog the
two or three pastimonths commercial travellers
have returned empty handed, awing to the
unuwillingnees of the country retatlers to pur-
ochase ; and cnllections from rural districts were
very bad. The volume of busivess has been
materially below the average of last yesr. and
although general it has been feld more keenly
by certain lines. Indeed, duriog the last six
months there bave bsen only complaints, and a
great number of failares has ocourréd. These
wera the natural consequences of the prolonged
n'ate of stagn: & y and depr: 8.ion ‘n businre).As
a whole, the bue.ness situation illustrated from
the balanocs sheets, show that returna have nmot
contributed to add much wealth vo the capital
of last year.

FAILURES.

Wae find the dark eide of our trade revealed
by the greatly increased number of failures.
Aoccording to the returns of our mercantile
agencies vhe total liabilities of failures last year
for this province amounted to $6,858,105,
againat 84,666,824 in 1838, and the whole num
bar of ovnceros failed was 651 against 482 in the
previous year. This shows = atate of things far
from eatisfactory, and was to many a great
sarprise. We allknow that for one reason or
another bankruptcies will occur in the moat
proaperous years, but when the failure liatis
awollen to the extent of that of 189 we may
ask {f really bo n certain meagure this is not the
result of an unhealtby oondition of the trade in
some of its branches. By a thorough analyeis
made of thatenormons increase in insolvencies
and the consequent heavy advaunce in the
amouns of liabilities, we find out by its gencral
distribution in every braucb of industry that
these failures ars nearly all traceable to un-
seasonable weather, for no doubt pyor returns
of orops during, :we may eay, the last three
years in succescjon, followed by tha heavy
shrinkage in grain values and low prices fur
corealr, have shaken up solvent firma through-
outb this province, and for those causes sales
have been elow, romittances light, farmers un-
able to meet their obligations and a general
decrease in the volame of business has taken
plaoa ; but failurea have also disclosed a weak
condivion of the trade in 3ome of ibs branches.

Oar trade ohitfly seems to have experienced
more diffioulties than any otber portion of the
Dominion. In Oatario the situation, measured
by the failure record, shows no material changes
from the precedipg year, while the Maritime
provinces have enjovel a year of prosperity,
and Manitoba is noticeable for the small num-
ber and liabilities of its failures. The numher
of insolvencies for the Dominion has been 1,667
in 1888 against 1,764 1n 1889, showing an in-
crease in number of 87. The amount ot liabili-
ties of insolvents reads as followa :—§14,000,000
in 1888 againat $14,5(0,000 in 1889, ahuwing as
a whole an excess in the liabilities of the
Dominion of $500,000. The growth in number

of failures for this province alone hsa been 169, ,

snd in the amount of liabilisies $2 400,000,
Therefore we fignre on the average commercial
dissaters ab & great disadvantvage, and the com.
parison is nob at all veassuring. Al the otker
provinces bave experienced bad crops, low
prices and unsessonable weasher in the same
proportion as we have. The result on their
general trade has not, however, been so disas-
trons, and bat for the increase of our inzolven-
cies the Dominion weuld have as a whole shown
& decrease ta the tota) liabilities of jnsclvents,

Hoence it is significant that this province has
not, in case of emergencies in crops, the aame

resouroes as they bave to fall back on to feed its
Having smd shab the great factor

in*the:prosperity of an agricnltural conntry like

ours is the farmers’ prudacts, by a sharp com

parizon of our commercial disasters’ we are led.

to believe thab a shrinkage exiats in our agricul-:

tural departa:ent and that farming is nod pro-

pérly attended to. - - R
AGRIOULTURE,

This greab depirtment cf our rescurces has
been neglected and entirely left-to itself for
many years back, Io faot modes and methods
pow in use in the working of the farms are the
same that were in existence twenty years ago.
Farmers in this provioce derive a very small
profit out of a large area of iand, and as a rule
depend entirely either on & grain or hay orop
for thelr living, snd in case of failure have
nothing to fall back on, The last two or three
years have clearly shown the fallacy of their
mode ; consequences for & great pumber have
been disastrous, and many are reported bank-
ruph to a great extent, Great advantsge would
resuid if mixed farming was adopted. This
mode, by the agricultural classes in other pro-
vinoes,erpeoially in Qatario and the Northwesb,
has been accepted since many yerra, and they
bave found iv profitable, and offering greater
advantages a8 10 resources. A close
attention should then be given at once
to the important consequenges as to profits
derived from *that mo:te, and the vnergy
and efforis of our farmers should be
directed to it. Now to relieve it from its pres
ent profitless state, it is time that new life be
infused into our agricultural works, that
schemes of reform be inaugurated by the pro-
vincial D:partment of Ag iculture and shat
improved methods in ths general working of
the farma be adopted by farmers. Cattle and
dairy products, irom their great demand on the
Eoglish market, affords them an opportunity
for an immediate reform, and which, if accept-
ed, aod properly attended to, would contribute
towards improving their returns by creatiog
new resourgces, '0 illustrate the movement of
progress made in that direction, and the large
profits derived from it by the Dominion, a com-
parieon of our dairy produce exports ten yeara
ago will show that mixed farming hae created in
a short time a revenue revealing by its magni-
tude the great resources of our farme, and also
the great importance to the trade of a country
like ours that the general workiog of the farm
be well executed. Ten years ago, in 1879, the
value of cheese exported was $3,700,000, that of
butter, $2,100,000, while for the year just ended
the figures stood : Oheere, $9.500,000, and but-
ter $1,125,000. We must then bear in mind
that in the extraordinary progress made during
the crur e of a fow years by the dairy icdustries
of Canada and ite enormous increase in exports
that this province ia figuring for euch an insigni-
ficant amount that we wou'd be ashamed to
mention. As to cattle, Mcntreal alona for ita
coprumpbion is payiog yearly two millitps of
dollars to Upper Canada, and $300,000 to the
United States for hogs. (omments are un-
necesssry,

DRY GOODS.

The state of derression of this moat import-
ant distributiog brauch of our trate is becoming
worge every yesr. A merchant, desirous of
properity, has to build his trrde on sonad busi-
pess principles, than is, 10 buy judicious!y, sell
with fair profits, ¢ffect prompt returus of ssles,
and regulate his expenser, according to returns,
Want of forethought or iznorence cf those strict
business principles which are the basis of
succees, are the chief causes to which may be
attributed the dieasters that have taken place
in the dry 'goods business, and merchants
ought to awake to that fact, Tbis line rests
on priocip'es decidedly opposed to prosperity ;
for their s +les are made on a emali margin of
prifits ; expenses incurred by the present mode
of eelling through commercial travellers are
Isrge, unlimited credite granted are full of em-
ergencies and loeser, and large stocks carried
involve heavy interest accounts, The results
sre now telling bard on those who have invited
that condition of affairs, and I would venture
to 8ay that very few in thatlice have made
money on their year’s tranaactions. Thay a
chsnge ia the prerent mathod of buyiog and
selliog has to ba brought about sooner or later
to relieve this branch of trade from its depres-
gion nobody doubts ; but although f rced to
acknowledge the unheslohy state of their trade
by the dis«strous returns in their balunce sheeb,
merchsants and manuficturers do nobd seem yeh
decided to take any immediate action ia order
to prevent further disasters.

GROOERIES,

The volume of trapsantions in this line shows
a decline, bud the profite under a less severe
competition have had a tendency to increare.
Although heavy loses were suutained, the
returos have been fair. As a whole, with the
exception of the country trade, which is in a
deplorable condition, they are satisfied with
what they have done, although their eariier
anticipationa hava not been realized.

BOOTR AND SHOES,

The statistics of failures reporé an inorease of
$900,600 in the amount of the habilities of
insolvencies in thia line during the last year.
This hsa not baen a surprise to the business
community as iv was well known that a rotten
apob wad exirting in the vrade ; too many macu-
facturers were crowding the fi ld, and tle
exoass bave b enswepy away by the orisie,
Those dieasters o a certain extont were antici-
pated.

LUMBER AND METALS

Have hod a year more of great activity, as
construction within tho city for large amounts
has been carried out. The era of progress sesms
to favor that business for next year. However,
greater care has to be taken with regard to
small capitalisis who baild onm speculation, fur
which purpuee they are borrowing heavily, as a
sudden turn of the #ind of pro:perity, on those
who have counted too much en ib, may upset
their situation and involve great disasters to
them,

REAL ESTATE,

A sharp hunt by local and ontside capitalsts
for investment properties in this city has taken
placa avring the year ; the prices eeem by their
gradual inflatron to receive a sound impulae
from bona fide investors, and a reaction so far is
nov to bs anticipated, Lumber exports and
manufacturing interests I do not refer to, as so
very few of our olients are conneobted with them.
In all the minor branches commercial traneag
tiona have auffered a decline in volume. In the
actual state of finance there prevails a stringency
of mouey with nothing in eight to relieve it;
circulation nob being wanted for crop require-
ments, i3 making its way home through the
ohannel of agencies, and a drain on bank reserves
for that cause during tha last two or thyee
montha bas taken place. Hence, the practice « f

eut of fuvor. As to the feature of the money
market it ie diffisult to forecasy. The anticipa
vions are that bigher rates of interest will set in
during the year and that we may experience &
atill stiffer money markeb, an the failure in orops
has made this country poorer by many millions
of dollars. Higher prices for huy may help
temporarily the market by stimulating the ex-
porb, but to » very nominal extent,

Mevchants should then conduct their finances
aocordiog to those expectations and bs careful
in their enterpriges, avoid buying abead of
wonts, limit their pnrohasea to the tmmediate
requirements of their buminess, shorten their
credita and restriot their personal expenses in '
order to meet nll emergencies and not be dis-
tarbed by anv change that may occur in the
money markeb, Evar_y trader desirous of
prosperity, to oarry his business auocessfully
must direct his tendencies and energy to prompt
returns of eales. Short dates mean prompb
payment, aud the longer yon spread the oredits
the lighter the remittance will be, Merchants

- should bear in mind that either buying or sell-

ing on long terms carriea in itself evils which
fuo the long run will bear fatal consequences on
those who practice it. We cannob, of course
expect to anticipate that general businesa will
ever entirely be transacted on a oash basis,. We
know shat avery merchant hae to asil on oredit
and oarry o oortein amount of indebtedness ;
bub to be judicious in the npening of credite, and
not to go beyond the line of mafety is, & wire
policy unfortunately not understood by s great

If the chair-
man could only assure him of the continuance
of such a state of offairs, instead of the evock
beiog ab par to day he (Mr. Crawford) would
give a bundred for a thousand shates,

The Presidend hoped that it would be so, and
the report having been seconded by Mr. Arm-
strong, was carried unanimously.

Mr. Morrieon moved, seconded by Mr. Louis
Armstrong, that the report of the auditora be
received and adopied,

Mr Nolap de Lisle replied, and referred to
the very satisfactory state of the bank’s affnirs,
The confiderce of the public in the institution
war materially apparent in an iocrease of
$270,000 in the depoerits.

He pointed
out how a.rioulture generally in this province
had fallen behind that of Oatario, and urged

MOULTING HENS.

When hens are shedding feathers they
often stop laying and grow fst. Moat people
conaider fat a eign ot health, The fatteniog
of mouliivg hens, however, an with some
people, preduces debility rather than health.
Many of the worst oases of roup are con-
teacted while the hens are monliing. Tho
tood of moulting hens, If lirgtly vegetable,
1s fat-forming snd nst required for growisg
festhers, Therefore, corn-fed hens get very
fat. ‘They need more nitrogen and phoephate
elemanta in thelr food when moulting, whieb,
if stopped, trey stop laying, becauso the
growing feathera have used all and l:f$mo
nitrogenous matter to form eggs. Af this
season killing old hene and relylng on young
pullete—becanse, 1 preperly €24, ths hops
will have their new plumage snd will lay all
winter; whilo the pullete, urlzes ppecially
treated, may not commence laying antil
epring, when high prices for egge have fallen
one-half. Aguio, an old hen'a egg will hatsh
a mora vigorous ohicken than a pullet’s 6gg.

SMALL V3, LARGE FLOCKS,

The ambltlon of the amateur poulterer is
often apt to be too high, He flies to conclu-
sions, If 100 hens net a certain profit, 1,000
wlill certainly ten-fold it. There ia just where
he ls wrong. Smail flocks always roceive
better oare than large onee, It etands to
reagos. A man has more time to devote to a
gmall floock, one-tonth more iime than with
ooe ten times larger, Slokuess is mere read-
1y nated, and all th9 necetsariss mare apt to
baatiend=d tothan with a flack that con
sumes the beat part of the duy to feed and
water,

With small flocks a man bas time” to buy
the feed and keep the atock at exerclae ; he
has time to dally gather up the droppinga;
time to change nesteand keep the place clean,
Liarge flecks necessitate the employment of
extra labor, This ** hired help” may ruin the
flock o charge, Thia Is not imagiaary, but
actual expsrience. Agsin, large flooke are
apt to be kept in crowded quarters, much to
discomfort and healts, Small flicks are
» fforded more breathing space,

Just what the slze of that amall flock
should be depends upon the acoommodations
you have. If yon bave the houses and the
time to accommodate 300 fowle, let taat be
your numker, and one more. If the pen was
built for ten fowls, don’t puteleven ino it
Your capacity ia easlly determined ; fill up
totbat, veing good jadgment, and our word
for {t, there will bs money in {t.— Live Stock
and Western Farm Jonrnal,

LAND OWNERS BECOMING PAUPERS,

In & lats pumber of the Raclne (Wis) 49
riculturist, appears the fillowing ex'ran
frcm o letter written by the Hon, Iypatius
Danaelly :

Tae 1.nd owners of Amerloa ought to be
the arlatocracy of America—they are rapidly
becoming its psupers ; 500 farma surround
ing one towu in Syuth Dakota have paseed by
mottgage foreclosurs into the hands of ten-
avte. The New Eogland States are import-
g foreigners to occupy the deserted farme,
«nce the happy homes of the bold yeomanry
who staried the Americen revelotion In 1776,
Tne prodoceira «f the Unlted Siates now pay
intrest upon 25,000,000,000 of watered stock
of the raiiroad corporattons, which never cost
t1e owners a delisr, which does not represent
a dollar of re.] cupital Invested., Upon thia
sum we pay more shan $300,000,000 annual-
ly, drawn from us through the rallroad depota
in the inrreased cont of transportation on all
we buy and on all we sell, We t:lk about
the interest on the public debt, but hereisa
debt four timea as greaf, which we mever in-
curred or authoriz:d- ter which we mnever
recaived a peuny of advantsged in any form,
and which does no$ go to the support of our
goverement or of oor cfliciala or of the poer
pansioners of the oivil war, bui which i
ured to build up s moneyed aristocracy,
bared on robbory In this country and
Earope.

MAKING CHICKENS TO ORDER.

Toere ta nothlag nsw in the hatching of
poultry by machinery, but there is a man in
Panbary, so the Dainbumry News says, who
nas gone into the business so extensively
thet ulms to meev the demands of cemmuni-
ties rather than {ndividuals. The News says ;
“ W. M., Wheeler, the proprietor and gene-
ral factotum of the Middle River Hennery
Compony, thought it feaeible to supply the
cliy wita brotlers at any and all sensons of
the yenr, witbout too severely taxiog the
patience of reluotant henr, and beeides, while
tho hen waa kept busily engaged /n supplying
eggs for the market, the machine could go
right on tarnlog ont chickens enough to meet
all demande, t1us saving much vuluable time
and Jmproving the conditton of the family
exchequer. Mr., Waeeler has several ma-
chinaz at wotk, the larsest having a capaocity
of 600 egge, wod the wsmail st capable of
hatcbisg 200 egge at one time. As socn as
tho eggs are hatched, the ohickens are glver
into the oare of anither machbine which
“‘mothera” tiem untli they are able to
goratub for themeelver. He has claven of
these brceders, having o capacity of 500
chicks each, He had over 400 hatched yes-
tordsy and expects almost as many mere to-
dsy. These machipea are by far more suc-
overfv] than hena as mcthers, tho number of
promising batches being about twenty per
vent, greater, The business Ia not confined
to obivkens alope, Lrst year Mr, Whecler
raleed several hundred ducks and expeots this
year to I(ntroduce pew machinery thas wiil
enable him to suprly any breed, and any
sumber of dacks reqaired.”

THE COW OF YORE,

At milking timo she may be found In the
farther ocormer of the field, When rhe is
milked she will hold up ber milk for half an
hour, snd when she does give it down it is
the ovlor of the tky. She will glve jast
abunt emongh milk to keep her csli Irom
starving nutil it is old fenvugh to tarn en
pastore, She will ex6 her head off twice a
yesr, tut you will baog to hcr boonnae it la
s Ota Brin,"” Woll, thers is scmewhat of a
revolution golng ou now, and the firat thiog
your old cew kanws sho will find herself
orach in the condislon of the Tory of Revolu-
tionsry notorinty—she will ficd heraelf the
desplsvd of all patione. Besides that, the
man who baogs to her s protty spt te flad
bime®slf in the sonp, bat xke won't giva milk
enough to make it.

Auy one who has kept atock
of any kind staltl:d during the hot summer
months knows what a hard taek 1t is to keep
their apartments, clean and odorless, Now,
if they will keep & barrel of fresh-grouna
t Liater in & convenlent coruer, and every
dey eprizkie 1t freely wlth the plaster, it
wiil absorb all disagreeable, ncxious odore,
rendering the air sneet and pure, while the
value of the manure will be graatly enhanced
by the retention of the the ammonia, Peultry
houses should be swept clean twice a wesk
io eummer, ond once a week in wloter, and
the flnora sprinkled with plaster ; it willndd
gresily to the velie of manure, and the satis-
faction of bavlog clean, aweet, odorless coeps
and healthy flockrs, will abundantly pay ex-
peoses. Try it and be convinced.—A merican
Agriculturist.
