I have the honor to inform Your Excciler.cy the co~i:-mon
interests of Canada and t,ae United States in defe:;ce, the=ir proa.imity
and the complementary characteristics of the ;r resources clearly
indicate the a<lva.nt,r.ges of coordinating their plans for industrial
mobilization, in order that the most effective use may bo L4ûe of
the productive facilities of the two countries .

The functions of the Departiacr t of Trade and Ccmterce and
the Industrial Defc:ice Board in Canada mid those of the National
Security Resources Board and the blimitions Board in the United
States suggest th,-.t, for the prese,it, it : :ould be appropriate to use
these agencies to assist the two Gcvernme2ts in coordinating their
industrial mobilization plans .
