The series to consist of three matches be­
tween each first-class Club, and all other first-class Clubs, 
to be played as follows:—Each Club to play the Cham­
pion Club three matches, two of said matches to be played 
on grounds named by the Champion Club, and the third 
on grounds named by the competing Club. All other 
than the Champion Club to play each of the others three 
matches, the grounds for one of the said matches to be 
named by each Club, and the third to be named by the 
Committee of Management, hereafter mentioned.
