CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.

ONTARIO
Tie annotincement that the Standard

Oil Company had puîrchased several
million feet of lumber from Ottawa imanu-
f.icturers was received with much satis-
faction by the lumoer trade in general,
nasmuch as the stock was composed
largely of the lower grades suitable for
box manufacture, and which it was
thought would be excluded from the
United States market by t.e t oo dolihr
duty. We have not learned the exact
figures, but understand thtat the prices
compared favorably with those obtained
for similar stock ta past years. In the
Uttawva distrit the lumber barges have
cea1sed operations for the season, and
there is quietness in watet shipments.
But the quantity of stock moving by rail
is of considerable volume. This is also
the case throughouît the west. The month
of November is likely to close with a f:ir
record of lumber shipments, and greater
than was anticipated earlier in the season.
There is a good local demand for culls,
and the stock at the mills is being greatly
reduced. A narked revival has taken
place in the hardwood trade, and ait the
present time dealers find difficulty in
locating the necessary dry stock. Prices
are firm, and notwithstanding the
duty, dealers on this side are receiving as
high, if not higher, prices than before the
duty was imposed. This, of course, only
applies to certain stock, such as rock elm,
soit elm and maple, of which there is a
scarcity. Some basswood is also moving,
and shingles arc good property. The
lumber trade has enjoyed a fairly pros-
perous season, and the outlook is not
alitogether without hope.

QUEnEc AND) NKFW nRUNSWiCK.

More lumber bas been shipped to te
Untcd States within the past ten days
than has been the case for several weeks
previously. Messrs. Stctson, Cutler & Co.,
Dunn Bros., Mîllar & Woodman and A.
Cushing & Co. have been the chief ex-
portcîs. The stock has included planks,
deals, laths, clapboards and shingles.
The demand foi the latter is stronger.
Messrs. S. T. King & Sons shipped over
one million ta Scituate, Mass., and Alfred
MîIls sent ,o300.Ooo to Newport. The
outlook, howeve.r, is nnt encouraging,
owmg to the depressed condition of the

British spruce narket, and the production
of logs is certain to be curtaiied this win-
ter. In shippîng circles therc is httle
doimg. Freights are low, and tonnage is
being affered for the spring aI 39s 6d to

NO. 47.

United Kingdom ports. There will be

the regular fortnightly steamship service
to London and Glasgow, and weekly to
Liverpool, this winter, but it is improb-
able that any lumber of consequence will

be sent forward.

MANITOBA ANI IIRITISII COL.UMtBIA.

The lumber demand throughout Mani-
toba and the Northwest is subsiding, as
the wanter quietude now characterzes the
trade. In the larger towsns and 'a Winni-
peg dealers report a fair demand for
finishng lumber and sash and doors.
The-volume of the British Columbia busi-
ness is still large, and the mills are taxed
to their utmost capacity to supply the
stock. N:ght work has been found neces-
saty by several of the largest m'ls. The
Brunette Mills, of New Westminster, are
shipping largely to the east, and have
recerItly filled an order for bridge timber
for the derrick of a dredge to be built at
Prescott, Ont. The foreign and local
trade is also steady.

UNITED STATES.

Unfavorable weather conditions bas
caused a decrease in the consumption of
lumber ia the United States, and has
put a temporary check to movements by
both rail and water. But these conditions
have also served to imapress upon dealers
and consumers the necessity of providing
at once for wnter stocks. At northern
mill points the quantity of pine lumber
carried over will be less than usual, and
the market will ta a large neasure be ta

the hands of the wnolesalers, who have
ample stocks. The report from Duluth is
that picce stuff is all sold out, notwith-
standing that during the month the price
of this lumber has weakened. The
feature of the castern market is probably
the scarcity of cull inch white pine, largely
used for boxes. There is .lso a shortage
of i2-inch boards, although there is con-
siderable of tIis stock lielu by whole-
salers, for which advanced prices arc
bemag asked. At Buffaloand Tonawanda
there is littile 2 x 12 stock, and coarse inch
lumnber has sirengtlhened. The market
appears to have taken a singutlar turn,
and coarse Iuimber is in greater demand
than the tpper grades. Thle spruce mar-
ket is slow to inprove, but dealers arc
becoming morc confident thai the spring
will bring an active trade. The hardwood
trade is surroundcd by fwor.ile condi.

tions, and elm, ash, basswood and miple
arc in constant enquiry. Thick maple in
particular is strong, and prices have a
tendency to harden, although the orders
arc mostly for snall lots for quick
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delivery. Car building luniber and bridge
timber are strong factos of the deiand.
In the Boston market oak and ash are
said to be advancing.

The reports froim the british timber
markets are nut aiogether encouraging.
In miost classes of wood there is an over-

stock, and a statem'ent for the ten msonths
of the year shows a very healvy import into
the United Kingdoi. Tlie figures are .
Hewn, 2,413,029 loads ; saWn, 6,176,519
loads. For the saime aime in 1896 the
figures were 2,118,733 and 5,267,805 oaids
respectivelv. 'Fite result is a heavy stock
of luinbet on the docks, for which it is
difficult to find buvers. It was thougit
that, as the close ci the imsport season
drew near, the market would again revive
but as yet there have been no indications
in that direction. Deal prices are still
weak, especially spruce, and holders of
stock are becoming anxiouîs to realhze.
At the late auction sales the ruling quota-
ions have been very low, alithough tise

gonds were by no means of first-class
quality. hlardwoods are steady, with the
exception of birch, which has been seling
at louwer prices than ai any previous timte
for many years. It is runored that somse
Canadian exporters have suffered heavy
losses. The effect of tie engineers'strike
lias seriously effectel tie birch trade, ,nd
the docks are full of that class of taniber,
wiiclh cani be purchased at fron nine
pence to one shilling per cubic foot. We
are reiably infornied tIsat eighsteen anches
wide is selling in London at thirteen
shillings per cubic fost.

Regardig next season's trade httlecan
be said. Until the engineers' sarike is
settled, and the tinber business regaims
its position, thete will be fittie buying. A
conference of the Enployers' Federation
and dte Mens' Union is shortly to be
lield, whsen somse agcaement wil probably
be considered and decided upon. li the
imeantimie the country is suffering by the
obstruction ta tracde.

The South American and South African
markets are also overstocked with lumber,
and the early foreign demsand is not likely
to be of great volumse.
