STILL HIGH COMMISSIONER

Lord Stra.tl;eom Returns to England
to Awajt Choice of Successor.

OTTAWA, Okt 1l.—(Special)—Lord
Strathcona goes back to England as
Canadian High Commissioner.. This
may be stated to-night authoritatively.
The high commissioner's statement
made In Montreal and repeated here
that his resignation had been placed in
the hands of the government is true
enough. It was true two years ago.
The document has been in Sir Wil-
frid Laurier’'s hands all that time
without being accepted and the out-
going government will, of course, take
no action upon it, the Sir Frederick
Borden thereby loses the plum.

The high commissioner’s visit to Sir
Wilfrid Laurier was in all respects
friendly.
