The
World has no doubt whatever of the
result of the contest in East Toronto,
and in the country as a whole. Mr.
John Ross Robertson will be elected
‘for East Toronto as an anti-Reme-
dialist Conservative, srd the anti-Re-
medialists will be returned in suca
numbers throughout the country that
Remedialism will =~ be _killed in the
House of Commons, if an attempt is
ever made to resurrect|it. As for Mr.
Laurier and the Liberals, they are ne-
gative quantities in this issue.
