THE GLOBE HAS CHANGED SINCE °96.

Government Organ Seems to Have Quite Forgotten Nowadays the Ti-ouble It Took to Light and Feed
the Fires of Sectarianism in the Remedial Bill Campaign—Read Its Word

‘The Globe has offered many excuses
for its abandoning of the platform of
provincial rights to ”the” siipport of
coercion candidates in London and
North Oxford. The first announcement
of its change of heart was contdined in
The Globe of May 23 last, in a double
column. front page article entitled,
“Liberals and Their Leaders’” from
which the following is an extract:

(From The Globe, May 23, 1905).

“So many of its (the Conservative
pdfty’'s) advocates have played so reck-
lessly to the gallery on racial and re-
ligious animosity that their sincerity
is discounted and The Globe will not
join hands with them in their campaign
against the govt.”

Again on Wednesday last The Globe
returned to the task of apologizing for
its apostacy. It said:
(From Globe editorial, May 31, 1905.).

‘“An element that is no credit to any
faith is raising again the anti-Catholic
cry as it was raised by some of the
same men a dozen years ago in con-
nection with the P.P.A. frenzy. Real
Protestants deprecate such a cam-
paign, but. how can they prevent it
when some of the most influential

newspapers supporting the Conserva-
tives raised the same cry and gave it
vehement emphasis during the first
week of the present discussion. The
brood of evil birds are coming home 'to
roost.

London, June 1.—(S8pecial.)—Hon, Mr,
Hyman’'s first meeting in the east (nd
was addressed by Sir Willlam Mulock
and Walter Scott, M.-P, for' Regina.

j‘ut’ it would be a fair. proposition to
put forward that the defeat of the
government in the two by-elections in
Ontario would be the best thing that
could heppep to it. For the net re-
sylt would simply be _ this, that the
government in all probability would
hgve to abandon the present schoel
clpuses of the autonomy bllls, and thoy
would either have to hold over the
whole measure for a year or substitute
provincial control of education for tle
present policy now before the country.
They would not have to resign office;
they would have to abandon an un-
popular measure. And many a govern-
ment has had to ‘do this before to-day.
That being the case The Globe ought
to do its best to defeat the governr
ment in these constituencies, and it
would be doing this very thing if it
were in earnest, But The Globe is not
in earnest. It really wishes to see
coercion carried, and bas simply been
pretending to oppose coercion when it
thought no by-elections were in sight.
Now the by-elections are on it is ask-
ing the people of Ontario to endorse
éoercion, the very thing that it de-
nounced a few weeks ago.

In Nova Scotia Bishop Cameron of
Antigonish has waged an inflammatory
crusade against the Liberal party. The
priests thruout his diocese have been
organized into a zealous uncompromis-
ing relentles band of missionaries for
Sir Charles Tupper and his policy of
coercion.

This will be nearly double the large de-
ficit of the fiscal year 1904, which was
$8,812,769 and more than $4,000,000 great-
er than the largest previous deficit, |
which oocurred in the fiscal year 1868.}
when the postal revenues fell $10,652,-
542 below the expenditures., In 1895 the
deficit was nearly as great as in 1868,
having becen $10,196,423, but in 1902 it |
was reduced to the minimum of $2,961,-
169, rising in the following year 10,

TARGETS FOR A FIRE INFERNAL

Scene Superb, But Terr'fying—
Fifty Warships in Action at
Once—Destructive Work of the
Torpedo Flotilla,

London, June 1.—In describing the na-
val battle’ a correspondent of The Daily
Telegraph with the Japanese fleet says:

The Russians passed thru the strong

procesded in a due no: therly cou:se. The
Japanesé were ready, and their auxil-
iary fleet to the north headed off the
enemy. Now the great battle began.
Admiral Togo’s vessels manoeuvred wm;
perfect precision, and soon the Rus-
sians were enfiladed, not in the o.dinary
sense, but ’in front and on both flanks.
The scene which the correspondent wit-
nessed was superbly terrible, The guns
of nearly fifty warships weie being
fired, and now and again a crash was
heard as the reports coincided, For a
time the belligerents gave ghot for shot,
and thru the conflict the fleets were on
the move, but the Russians deviated
from their original course. With the
hostile squadron on each side and an-
other ahead, Rojestvensky was practi-
cally defeated within a few hou:s.

The Japanese knew instantly the en-
emy was beaten, and the concentration
fire now became absolutely infernal.

The Russians were caught in a cul de
sa¢. Longlines of smoke like sea clouds
floated across the water, interspersed
with flashes of artillery. At 2.10 p.m.

ous night. The Korean Sea, usually so
rough, was now smooth and transpur-‘
ent in the blue darkness of the night.’
The ships stood out something more'
than spectres, something less than fear-,
ful citadels. When darkness set in the:
Jiussians were still edging toward the
north, but the Japanese in horizontal
lines lay across the enemy's bows, an.

At 8 p.m, the Japanese destroyers
and torpedo boats went forward like a
great cloud of locusts..

DIETARY EXTRAVAGANCES.

So-Called  Pure Feods Are Not
Economical Expenditures in U.S.

i The pure food law organizations of

the United States have discovered many
impositions upon the public. In one
state some eighteen out of sixtystwo
samples of vinegars were not true to
name. Al] the catsups and similar
sauces contained coal-tar colors, to im-
prove their appearance, and many con-
tained preservatives in addition.

Three of cleven samples of molasses
contained glueose, but while the maple
| syrups proved to be unadulterated, of
l sixty-eight samples of that large class
of bottled swezts, such as jams, jellies,

e«tc., 54 per cent. contained coal tar

dyes, 47 benazoic acid and’'a little over

| 7 per cent. salicylic acid.' Out of forty-
| one samples,
bels, were free from glucose, only eight
wire free from it, and in ncarly two-
thirds of the whole it was_ths only
sweetening principle.

It is interesting
to learn, however, -that, despite this
foermidable disclosure of gross fraud
and widespread imposition, the staple
articles of food, such as flour, cornmeal.

because no cheaper, substitute could be
found. |

In the matter of breakfast foods, the|
experts have an interesting work of ad-|
vice. It was determined that ‘he pre-|
