Over - Boundaries—Two
Statements on Na-
tional Mava!

Policy.

Sir James Whitney, before recess
last night, found it necessary, to call
atiention to a report in The World re-
ferring to a division In the cabinet
over ths withdrawal of Joseph
Downey's bill on tuberculosis, which,
h- said, was very unfortunate,

“This report,”” the premier stated,
“is very interesting, but I want to
sdy that. it would have been more
interesting had it been true, but not
one word, not one single word is ‘frue.

“The duestion in the bill is not a
new one. It is one that has been ‘up
several times before. There has not
been one bill presented this session
on which there has been more unanim-
ity in the ‘cabinet. The cabinet .was
opposed to this Dbill. No member of
the cdbinet desired to advocate or
champlon® it.

“It is perfectly right for the gov-
ernment to get experts to put into
ghape what they think would be pro-
per legislation on any subject. This

- -question was put before the house for

the purposes of discussion, and not for
one moment wag there any apposition
ia the cabinet to its withdrawal,

“Further, there is an editorial in the
same paper on this subject, and I do
not apprehend it.”

Hon. A. G. MacKay: ‘“Some hon.
members do not apprehend it, either.”

Sir James Whitney: ‘“This is not a
subject for mirth; it Is a very serious
matter, - Hon, members may have it
their own way. I want to repeat the
statemernt, which I think we made In
good faith,”that this goverument will
ccng:ue, as heretofore, to get Infor-
maton In evéry possible way on sub-
jects of that description and on every
subject In order that leogirlation may
be properly prepared.”

Concerning Boundaries,

Continuing, Sir James made reference
tn another article: which appeared in
two newspapers concerning the disiri-
bhution of territory by the Dominion
Government to the provincesy indicat-
ing that Ontario and Manitoba could
not agree.

“There is no dispute, or disagree-
ment or diverse views held with re-
ference to this question,” said the pre-
mier. “When the Dom!nifon Govern-
ment. notified us of their intention to
divide up the territory, the repre-

" sentatives of the province went to Ot-

tawa with briefs and counsel. James
Port Nelson,
which is the only place called a port
on the shore of Hudecn Bay, did not
have a harbor, and the expenditure of
money could not make a harbor of it.

“It must not be -forgotiten in ddis-
cussing this question that 'we had no
claim on the Dominion Government.
Mr.. Roblin of Manitoba and Mr, Scolt
thought that they were entitled (o a
division. * IN ANY DIVISION MANI-
TOBA WOULD HAVE ONLY A
SOVEREIGNTY, ONTARIO WOULD

Contribution to Defenece.

Before recess Sir James Whitney re-
ferred to the agitation thruout Canada
regarding a contribution to imperial
defence, and said:

“I have been receiving & number of
telegrams from different parts of the
continent and I may say in reference
to this question that I have communi-
cated with no person directly or In-
directly on this subject, and I have
received no communication directly
or indirectly from any person on the
subject. T think I have made that as
broad as T can, If it can be broader
I hope ‘that hon. gentlemen will un-
derstand me as using the broader lan-
guage. I simply have stated in the
newspapers what I repeat now.

“I have said nothing to anyone in
any other province, but I repeat, in
my opinfon Canada has missed an op-
portunity which may never come again.
Had parliament immediately and spon-
taneously appropriated the value of a
Dreadnought, or even two, such ships,
with an Intimation that further aid
would be forthcoming in case ‘of need,
that action, coming in concert from
other British dominions, - would have
shown to the world at large that the
British communities are ready to meet
any attack upon the empire. Such a
demonstration would have cleared the
atmosphere, saved further expendi-
ture and created a lasting effect among
the nations of the werld who are look-
ing on.” (Cheers).

Trusts Dominion Parliament.

Hon. A. G. MacKay in reply said
that if the resolution-as unanimously
carried at Ottawa was followed out in
fact as well as in name he for one
not wish it supplemented in
any way by any one of the provinces.

“1 would rather hear Canada united-
ly speaking: as she has spoken from
the Dominion Parllament,” he said.“If,

to letter carriers and others of 50 cents
a day.

The proposal is that in the outside
division of the postoffice department
the salaries of messengers, porters, let-
ter carriers, mail transfer agents oOr
tax collectors still in grade A be at the
rate of $1.75 per day; in grade B, $2;
in grade C, $2.50; in grade E, $2.75,

of the fodrth class clerks shall 'on ap-
pointment be $500, with annual increase
ot $100, up to $700, and that if the sal-
ary of any stamper and sorter or fourth
class clerk is at present less than $500

Conceptions of Christianity.

“The old*conception of Christianity
keeps clear the belief \that our religion
was not sent into the world to com-
promise with other religions but to
displace them—in love, to be sure, but
to displace them,” he sald. ;

The old comceptfon of Chnistiapity

was  just the conception that would |

have left the people of othér lands to
descend into the pit without an effort
towards their evangelization., The old
conception never encompassed the idea
of a world Christ—ordained at the
hands of His followers, Mr., Speer's
words do not march with the facts,
and the people of Canada desire to
convey. not the old conception of ré-
ligion to the non-Christian world, but
the conception of the aster Him-
#elf. “Other sheep have I, mnot of
this flock.”

And in spite of his words, this is
truly what Mr. Speer means to be at,
Christianity has already absorbed sav-
eral religions, and it will absorb others
before it replaces them.

10D THER LESSNS

In Ten Years 'Inc>rease Reported of
From One Offender in 136
Citizens to One in 78,

OTTAWA, March 31.—(8pecial.)—The
report on criminal statistics for ‘1807
has been issued by the census and sta-,
tistics office. One person out of 78 was
convicted of some offence in 1907, as
against one In 136 In 1898. In Prince
Hdward Island the rate changed from
one in 228 in 1898 to one in 428 in 1907;
Nova Scotia, from one in 170 to one in
98; New Brunswick, from one in 139 t0
one in 113; Quebec, from one in 160 to
one in 1157 Ontario, from one in 129 to
one in 78; Manitoba, from one in_ 1656
to one in 41; Northwest provinces, from
onc in 83 to one in 60, and British Col-
umbia, from one in 61 to one in 49.

There were 496 pardons granted dur-
ing 1907, including 420 tickets of leave..
;l’he death sentences commuted wore
our,

creased from 8083 in 1906 to 9110 in 1907,
and the number of offenders under 16
years increased from 782 to 1004. There
were eight convictions for murder.

In regard to ‘“use of liquor,” the re-
port say sthat o fthe total number of
persons convicted in 1807, there were o4
per cent. who used liquor moderately
and 238 per cent, who were immoderate
drinkers, the balance of 23 per cent.
being eifther “non-drinkers” or not
given. Sixty-five per cent. were Cana-
dian born, 16 per cent. British born
outside of Canada, /and 18 per cent.
foreign born.

Patha, the . new grand
vizier, and Lis celiret, ag the nomin-
ees of the committee of unicn and
progress, a retractinn and apology,fail-
ing which he t{hreatens to leave the
country.

The Heraclea coal mines in Asia
Minor became the subject of dispute
‘between France and Turkey, when
early last year the Turkish Govern-
ment attempted to regain control - of
them.

U, S. BOYCOTTS FRANCE

That's the Opiniom of a Number of
Exporters.

PARIS, March 31.—A delegation of
French merchants engaged in the eﬁ-
port business to the United States call-
ed upon Minister of Commerce Cruppi
to-day and demanded that the govern-
ment take immediate steps to parry the
injury that the Payne tariff revision
bill threatens to inflict upon the ex-
port trdde of France.” The delegation
declared that a minute examination of
this bill had caused a veritable panic
among exporters.

The duties to be collected upon gloves, .
feathers and perfumes, three articles
produced particularly in France, had
been raised and no special arrangement
with regard to wines was possible,

M. Cruppli received the delegation
cordially, but he made no promises.

At a subsequent meeting of exporters
it was alleged that systematic boycott
of French : manufactures 'hag been
found existing in the States, .

Hugues Leroux, -the French author

attributed much of the hostility ‘to
France in the United States to the in-
fluence of Irish and German immi-
grants, and he cited the case of the girl
students of a California university,
who protested against the works of
Dumas on the.ground of their immor-
ality.

Detalls of the silver and copper coin- |

We have wondered at the volume of
immigration to the United States and
have felt, perhaps, not without cause,
that they have not bee nable. entirély
to assimilate, Americanize and evange-
lize th eimmenge number of imm nts
they have received. There are sections
of the Unitd States where the Sabbgth
is not represented, where Christian 1n-
stitutions are not held in esteem, and
wher ethe general laws of the land are
not observe das they are in the older
and better settled portoons of either
their country or ours. 3

Thelir -churches have not been able
to bring all these incoming multitudes
under the power and influence of the
gospel in such a way as to transform
their lives and bring them into har-
mory with the laws, the institutions
and the Chrigtian ideals which they, as
we, covet and hold dear. .The: gospel
of Christ has not ¢leared the way and
laid the foundation, But gfireat as has
been their immigration, it has never
in any decade during the past hundred
vears, exceeded an average of one per
cent, per annum, of their population,
and in no year has it exceeded move
than about 1 1-2 per cent,

In Canada, during the five years from
1901 to 1906, our average annual immi-
gration exceeded 2 1-2 per gent. of our
population, and during tHe year 1907
it was® between four and five per cent.
In proportion to our population, we re-
ceived in the year 1907 about three
times as many immigrants as the Unit-
ed States received in any year in its
history. The United States had a popu-
lation of over 20,000,000 before the peo-
plv of that couptry were called upon to
receive and brfng into touch with theéir
American and Christian ideals as many
immigrants as we were called upon to
receive and nedeavor to assimilate in
the year 1907. :

Let wg not forget that the immigrants
are ont coming to us like pilbrims to
New England, for “freedom to worship
God,” but solely to improve their ma-
terial condition, and naturally their
‘dominant thought and great objective
is their' own material advancement.
We are supplying them with lands,
homes and all kinds of opportunities
for material wellbeing but we must
ever remind ourselves:’

The peril of these new communities
is that in the effort to gain the world
they lose their gouls. What are we do-
ing to supply thelr deeper needs—those
unseen things that abide and are eter-
nal?

Canada’s Opportunity Abroad.

Forelgn missions’ -in the senge in
which our fathers used the term, have
no existence to-day. Steam and elec-
tricity have annihilated distance -and
made this world one great commun-
ity. And what Is Capada's ‘place in
this community? She stands on the
highway of commerce between Europe
and Asia—hér eastern  ports nearer
Europe, her western nearer Asia—than
even those of our American neighbors
to the south. We realize the position
which Japan holds in the wo¥ld’s noli-
ties: to-day. If we multiply the power
and influenice of Japan by ten, we
may. form some faint estimate af the
position which China will hold in the
days to come, Japan, China, India—
all the nations of the east—are taking
our science, our inventions, our mili-
ary ideals, our western learning.

In the middle ages the Mediterran-
ean was the great highway of com-
merce between the civilized nations of
the *world. With .the discovery of
America—its settlemhent and develop-
ment—the Atlantic  became what the
Mediterranean once was—the world’s
highway of commerce, With  the awak-
ening of the orient, where lives more
thian half of the -race, the Pacific
Ocean must in the future be the great
highway of trade ainong the nations
of the |earth, and during this century,
on this ocean, must the world’'s great
drama largely be acted. Canada, with
her face to the Pacific, must in this
drama, play no inconspicuous part,
Will she help give China the moral
energy and spiritual outlook of her
Christian faith?

Is it not a strange and significant
thing that the All-Wise Father has
only unlocked these mysterious secre?s
and forces of the universe which have,

by t,heirlutiumtl&n. placed such tre-
mendous power in the hands of mén,
to those nations which have the out-

and if these mighty forces are to be
instruments in the hands of these eas-
tern peoples-for their social and moral
progress and uplift rather than in-
struments for their or our undoing, it
will only be as they' come to know
Him ‘“n Whom are hid all the _t'rea-
sures of wisdom and knowledge.”

“How, then, shall they call on Him
in Whom they have not belleved? And
how shall they belleve in Him of
Whom they have not heard? And how
shall they hear without a preacher?
And how shall they preach, except
they be. sent?” ;

Canada’s Opportunity Abroad.

If Canada is in the process of mak-
ing, these nations are in the process
of re-making. By the time another gen-
eration comes . upon .the scene the
character: of the new Orient will be
Llargely determined. Now s “the hour
of our supreme opportunity abroad.

It has beén estimated that if the
churches of Canada assumed thelr
share of - world-wide . evangelization,
they should undertake the evangeliza-
tion of not less than 40,000,000 in non-
Christian lands. By evangelization we
mean to make Iintelligible the Gospel
of our Lord to those whd know Him
not, and this we should do in this
generation. To do this work we would
require one missionary leader for ev-
ery 26,000 people; this means 1600 mis-
sionaries, We now have over 400. We
should increase our force by 1200 or
1300. That we are well able to supply
this force no one will seriously ques-
tion. If we allow $2000 annually for
each missionary leader, his staff of na-
tive assistants and a share of the cost
of the plant and equipment required,
we have a total annual outlay of $3,-
200,000,

‘ .

Our contributions for 1907-8 amount-
ed to about $100,000, We must inciease
these by $2,600,000. We . shouid bring
our home missionary contributions up
to not less than $1,300,000, making a
total annual missionary income re-
quired of $4,500,000. :

We have about $00,000 communicant
church members in all our churches
other than the Roman and G eek
Catholie. This only means an average
contribution of $5 per communicant
church member, That we are well able
to provide the .money is self-evident.
. When Roman power had subdued
the nations and established Roman au-
thority thruout the civilized wo.1d,
when Roman roads made travel pos-
sible and drew phe nations together,
when the Greek language had spread
to the ends of the earth and become
a world tongue; when Judean hearts
longed for the coming of the Promiged
One; in" the fullness of ‘time Christ
came, Before He ascended to the Fath-
er he commissioned His disciples to
the task of world conquest. “Go ye
bt and make disciples of all the
nations.” A few men against a world
sunken Iin sin; but with what faith
and .consecration and success they un-
dertook the work. Many might have
have the testimony of S8t. Paul. “In
labors more abundant, In stripes above
megsure, In prisons more frequent, in
deg oft but none of these
things move me, neither count I my
life unto myself.”

To every .land the Gospel message
was carried; our pagan ancestors in
the Island of Britain received the word
and it transformed their lives. Dr.
Goldwin - Smith in -his political history
of the United Kinkdom tells us: “It
introduced an opposition to the wars
like type, the Christian type of char-
acter, the Gospel virtues of charity,
meekness, readiness to forgive, the
saintly and ascetic ideal, the notion of
sin against God, where tefore there
had only been that of wrong done to,
end avenged by man, . ., It pro-
claimed the spiritual equality of the
sexes and the humane rights of the
slave.”” All that is best and truest, all
that we most covet in our civilization,
comes to us as the result of these early
missionary labors of the ‘“foreign mis-
sionaries”” who came from the east to
the west. Christianity has glven to
the world Europe and America.

The
students’ volunteer movement has rais-
ed up a well-equipped and well-train-
ed army for conquest. God has given
to’ the Christian men of thé world a
large share of the world’s wealth, all
the material resources necessary to-ac-
complish the task and -their own sal-
vation depends on its right use.

The spirit of Christian unity among
the various Christian bodles hag made
possible the prctical co-operation so
essential in a mighty undertaking.
The work done and information gath-
ered by missionaries on the fleld has
made possible the planning of a com-
prehensive and adeduate policy.

New Vision of Christianity,

There has come to many of the men
of this generation a new vision of what
€hristianity really. means, and now,
“in the fulness of time” Christ has
come and says to the church, ‘‘Go ye,
therefore, and make discl‘;les of 'all the
nations.” {

In the days of. the crusades the
chivalry of Europe—the best blood of
many lands—freely gave thejr llves to
rescue the empty tomb of \our risen
Lord from the. hands of the infidel;
they went with fire and sword to kill,
not to make alive, To-day we ‘are
called to another crusade not to res-
cue an empty tomb, but to present to
dying men their risen ‘and’ ascended
Loed; not to kill, but to maks alive;’

Mr. Balfour dwelt - with emphasis
upsm the fact that both the United
States and Germany each were ex-
pending more than Great Britain this
year on naval construction,

Resolutions pledging the government
all the financial support necessary to
provide immediately four extra Dread-.
noughts, were passed by acclamation.

Beresford Sees Asquith.
