Government Has No Means
of Tracing Nickel, is His
Contention.

OTTAWA, July 18.—1f the German
submarine Deutschland is taking 2
cargo of nickel back to Germany, ¢
may be Canadian nickel, and the gov-
ernment has no knowledge that it is
not, is the view expressed by Hon.
George P. Graham today.

He has just returned from a visit to

.New York, and while there he met a

man who had purchased tens of thou-
sands of tons of nickel from the In-
ternational Nickel Co. This was refin-
ed from Canadian ore, and when he
purchased it, no questions were asked
him as to the use that was to he made
of the nickel nor as to its destination.

This showed, said Mr. Graham, that,
no care was being exercised by the In-
ternational Nickel Co. to prevent
nickel from falling into German hands,
and the assurance given by the gov-
ernment that care was peing taken
was not founded upon fact, There has
been no official statement yet as a re-
sult of investigation ade by the gov-
ernment. There has en only one
gtatement so far. It came from an of-
ficial of Hon. Frank Cochrane's de-
partment and was to the effect that if
the Deutschland carried 'a cargo of
nickel it would not be Canadian nickel.

Mr. Cochrane is supposéd to be
friendly to the Nickel Trust.

The interest in the nickel situation
widens in every direction. They're talk-
ing about it in New York, where there is
a lot of trading in the shares of the
International Nickel Co. They credit &
slump in the value of the wtock to the
agitation going on in Canada. Some weeks
ago a lot of the stock was sqld here. But
that is neither here nor there; the real
point is the indecision of the two govern-
ments at Ottawa and Toronto when
pressed in parliament and in the press
to stop the export of the ore, or to Hmit

the nickel refined from it is returned to
Canada for distribution as imperial inter-
ests and the necessity of war dictate,

There was & great cry in the Toromw
Press yesterday over the inability of the
Hydro Power Commission to get enough
energy from Niagara to supply the needs
of Ontario, and especially of Toronto and
neighborhood. Too much was being ex-
ported to the States. There was not
enough even to drive our ammunition
plants. And if you dig down into the
power  situation you find the same
eminent counsel that directs the fortunes
of the nickel trust as far as legislation
and pubMc regulation are concerned also
acting for the American power trust. But
with this difference, that our power does
not get to Germany like our nickel. But
the same pre-eminent influence haunts
the corridors of either privy council. Anfl
its mission is to prevent any interfer-
ence with the export of a raw Canadign
product that we ought to work up at
home. And this influence invariably ap-
peals to cabinet ministers and has active
ald and agents in Canadian public men
and newspapers.

Bveryone i8 entitled to three guesses as
to why an official from the railways de-
department at Ottawa was sent to New
York.

The fighting along the Moldava-
Iireaza line in Bukowina is reported to
be bitter.

Formal presentation of a.complete
army scrvice field kitchen bought by
the Toronto Y. of the W.C.T.U, for
$1100, repreosenting proceeds of a gar-
den fete held at the normal grounds
recently, and given to the 201st Tor-
onto Light Infantry, was held at 2
o'clock yesterday afternoon on the
Queen strect. steps of the city hall,

The presentation speech was made
by Miss Helen McEwan, secretary of
the Toronto district “Y” girls, and the
speech of acceptance by Lieut.-Col, E.
W. Hagarty, commanding officer, in
addition speeckcs were made by Mayor
T. I, Church, Newton Wylie, secre-
tary of the committee of one hundred,
who presided, Rev, Father Minehan,
Dr, Hazlewood, Oliver Hezzlewood,
Capt. Coburn, chaplain of the unit, and
Lieut. Goodyear, During the ccre-
monies the field kitchen was drawn up
before the speakers - and ‘behind it
stood a squad of the 201st, While
Capt. Coburn was speaking a little
girl fainted, overcome by the heat,
She was carried inside and revived.
The speaking was only slightly inter-
ruptéd. S

The field kitchen is the most modern
known, and the only type of apparatus
permitted to lenter England and: be
taken on to France by the Canadian
companies. It works similarly to a
thermos system, capable of feeding 500
men at one time, and stores foed for
future use.

Col. Hagarty, in expressing the gra-
titude of himself and his men, told
how serviceable and practicable it
would be and how much it was ap-
preciated. Before ho closed he spoke
of the rumors which have been afloat
to tho effect that the battalion might
be disbanded or amalgamated be-
cause of lack of strength, He denied
these rumors and declared that he
knew officially that it was the inten-
tion of the higher authorities to por-
mit each battelion not now up to full
strength to work out their own sal-
vation. :

He also said that his men were
worthy of the gift, in that they were
conscientious and efficient. He said
that medical ¢xperts who recently ex-
amined all the battalions declared that
the 201st was the best in physical fit-
ness. Only one man was found ob-
solutely upfit. Col. Hagarty also
spoke of the recent trouble at Camp
Borden; declaring that none of his men
had any part in the diserder,

Capt. Coburn and Lieut. Goodyear
made fecruiting speeches, arguing that
the women, especially the young wo-
men, could do much in diding the bat-
talion. The other speakers paid tri-
bute to the members of the organi-
zation which présented the field kit-
chen. About 200 people heard the
speeches. 3

Sir Adam Places Blame.

Sir Adam Beck, interviéwed yester-
day, denied that he had attached any
blame to the provincial government
for the condition of things. “It is the
Canadian Niagara Power Company I
hold responsible,” he said, “That com-
pany gave a verbal agreement’to the
Victoria Park Commission that if they
were allowed/to make certain improve-
ments to their parks plants they would
furnish 50,000 horse power to - the
‘Hydro Commission at therate of $12.
On the strength vof this we built a line
to the company’'s plant this spring ex-
pecting to have the additional power
before the end of this year. When we
got it there, the company held us-up
for $16 per horse power, altho in the
meantime-they had made their im-
prevements.”

Sir Adam Beck said he had asked
some years ago that the export of
Canadian power be prohibited. He ad-
mitted the United States might make
some reprisals, but he did not fear
them. When the division of - water
powers was made, he said, it was not
stipulated that Canada must sell her
own power to the United States, which
has not yet even used up her whole
supply.

Results of the use of humogen are
tabulated in the journal in the cases
of .apples, beets, cabbages, celery,
cucunibers, grass,’ lettuce, MArrows,
onions, potatoes, roses . and sweet
peas, all of which presented the most
satisfactory results

The journal also gives articles on
the value of humus in soils, the care
and cultivation of muck farms, the
use of peat in gommercial fertilizers,
and even as food for stock. This
commodity is prepared by mixing the
peat with refuse molasses, which is
too sticky and fluid to bé used for food
by itself, but forms a.fattening com-
pound with peat.

Peat is also used with advantage in
poultry pens, as it_absorbs the valu-
able - guano eleménts, and increases
the worth of the droppings,.for fertil-
ization, besides contributing .to. the
cleanliness and health of the fowl

Railways the Key.

“You will understand,” Sir Donal?
continued “that onl y by railway con-
struction can a country be opened up:
No matter how rich the soil may be
people will not settle upon. it unless
they can get what they grow to market
at reasonable rates, We have a low
grade line with curvatures largely el-
iminated; we have unusual facilities
for gathering up grain in the west and
we can ship it cheaply east of Lake
Superior to tide water. and across the
mountains to the Pacific coast. Nv
government and no railway commis-
sion can make cheap rates, nothing can
do it but up-to-date railway construv-
tion. We can take wheat almost as
.cheaply to Vancouver as to Port
Arthur, altho, of course, our capitaliza-
tion is higher on the mountain section.

“Will the Canadian Northern do any
construction work this year?”

“Only at terminals, We will have
a good deal of that sort of work to do
and especially at Montreal, Vancouver
and Victoria.”

We
are proud of our part in making a
greater Canada, and a real granary
for the empire. When the war came
this country was ready to feed the
motherland and her allies.

“] would llke to say something to
you about the cost of our road and the
exceptional circumstances under which
it was built,” said Sir Donald in con-
clusion. ?But that must wait for some
other time. Let me say here and now,
however, that it does not matter who
owns the Canadian Northern, who are
the stockholders or anything of that
kind. The system is there, the great
work ‘it has accomplished speaks for
itself and the Canadian Northern will
be a great national and imperial asset
for all time to come.”

HOME-MADE BAKING POWDER.

Here is 2 formula for making baking
powder at home: 8Six ounces of flour,
dried caréfully in the open oven with-
out browning’ 13 1-2 ounces of cream
of tartar and six ouncecs of the best
soda. Sift tham with the dried flour
half a dozen times thru a good sieve.
Place in air-tight glass jars, wrap the
jars in dark blue paper and keep in
the dark, taking out enough from time
to time to last two or three weeks,
and keeping this small quantity in a
tightly-covered tin to preserve its
strength,

HUNGARIAN GOULASH.

Two pounds of lean beef, cut in ineh
squares. One tublespoon of Jard, put
in a pot until hot. One onion, cut in
pieces and fried until brown. Add the
meat to the lard and onion, then add'
two tablespoons of vinegar and a half
cup of water, with a little salt and
black and red pepper. Cover the pot
and stew until tender, adding a little
water as nerded.

POTATO SAUSAGES.

Mix well togother with a wooden
spoon half pound of cold boiled mash-
ed potatoes, 2 quarter pound of chop-
ped onions, a half pound of bread
crumbs, iwo beaten - eggs, three-
quarters of a cup of lard, salt and pep-
per to taste, When mixed, form into
sausages: tie each well in cloth and
boil exactly as one would a roly-poly.
If not to be eaten when newly-cooked.
put aside and untie when wanted. This
sausage is also good if oatmeal is add-
ed instead of bread crumbs, or it may
pe made half oatmeal and half bread
crumbs, The amount is sufficient for
twelve sausages.
