Bennett’s Changed Views.

The feature of the dekate on the
second reading was a speech deliver-
ed by R. B. Bennett of Calgary.

FAMOUS ST. QUENTIN
CATHEDRAL IS BURNING

Germans ,
Edifice on Fire by Bombardment-—Full
of Historic Monuments.

Berlin, Aug. 10.—A German official statemient says:

Near St. Quentin, the French, in the afternoon, developed especial fir- :

ing activity. They were successful by means of about 3000 shells thrown on
the inner town, in setting the presbytery on fire. F¥From there the flames
spread to the cathedral, which has been burning ‘since 8.30 o’clock last
evening.””

The cathedral or Church of St. Quentin, reported burning by the Ger-
mans, is one of the finest Gothic buildings in that part of France and was
erected between the twelfth and fifteenth centuries. The building has
double transepts and the nave is 370 feet long and 180 feet high. It is
very finely decorated and contains some handsome bas-reliefs. In the crypt
of the church are buried St. Quentin and his fellow martyrs, St. Victorius
and St. Gentianius.

“The cathedral dated in some of its parts from the thirteenth century,
and contained some remarkably fine stained glass windows. The enemy set
fire to two villages close to St. Quentin last night.”

# WAR SUMMARY .»

THE DAY’S EVENTS REVIEWED

T HE Anglo-French attack launched yesterday in Belgium gained all its

objectives on the left and centre, but fell a.little short of them on the

right wing. This will Tnecessitate further local actions. The frontage of
the attack totaled nine miles and the German resistance developed great
strength. The French, on the extreme left, moved forward along both sides
of the Zuysydehoote-Dixmude road, drove the Germans from the tongue
of land between the Yser Canal and Martjevaart, and captured the Steenbeek
bridgehead at Dreigrachten. The British, in the centre, rapidly reached
their first objectives, then, in heavy fighting, carried the Village of Lange-
marck, passed half a mile beyond, and then consolidated new positions in

the German trench system. The British, on the right, ran into heavy fight-| h

ing from the outset, making their going slow agafnst the high ground north
of the Menin road. The attacking columns had to yleld some of their cap-
tured ground under pressure in the afternoon, but they defeated 1later

counter-attacks. Eighteen hundred prisomers taken early in the day repre- i

sent only a portion of the German troops captured.

The Canadians at the southern end of the Scarpe line, after beating
off ten German counter-attacks, made further progress east of Loos. The
frantic efforts of the Germans were not only unavailing to recapture Hill
70, but even to stay the Canadian advance. The Canadians are known as
men who do not yleld an inch of territory, The pressure which they are
exerting against Lens has enormously increased. .The Germans, however,
will hardly get out until thrown out, for since the tremendous fizzle of Von
Hindenburg’s spring retreat “to lure the allies on,” he can hardly expect
tn deceive the German people with the same facility as he did in the spring,
The Germans are also getting in the position of having nowhere to retreat,
for they cannot withdraw far across country, because if they pass beyond
their communications, between Lille and Douai, they will certainly be
stranded and lose their heavy artillery. A retirement from Lens also
eventually forces a retirement from La Bassee and this would leave Lille
open to attack. Large coal pits also extend northward from Lens, making

The tactical object of the Britfsh attack in Belgium yesterday, besides
the wearing down of the enemy, was the thrusting out of the left flank in
preparation for the striking of a heavier blow with the right. It will be
remembered that the French, whose business on the Somme was to pro-
tect the British right flank as they are today protecting the British left
flank, used then to advance before the British launched their heavier blows
to the north of them. The object is to prevent the enemy from attacking
a flank exposed by a fresh advance, so that he has to confine his resistance
to frontal attacks, while by foreing salients on the enemy, the British can
always launch their attacks in three directions, The French advanced to a
depth of about 1000 yards and the British advanced much deeper in the
centre. Their right wing, which was partly held up, had Polygon Wood
and other difficult country to penetrate.

Delegation Interviewed Mayor

It had
been stated that they wanted $15,000
this year, But they might not require
anything like that amount next year
and hoped to become self-supporting
before very long. All that ihey asked
now was that the public give them
a start., The $39,000 estimate of the
annual cost, it was stated, might be
cut down to about $10,000.

TO EXHIBIT AIRPLANES
AT CANADIAN NATIONAL

Two Battle Machines Purchased
by City of Toronto Will Be
Shown There.

A most intimate view of the many
problems confronting the men of the
Flying Corps will be given at the
Canadian National Exhibition. Ar-
rangements were completed yesterday
afternoon for the delivery to the Ex-
hibition for opening day of two of
the battle planes purchased by the
City of Toronto. The machines are
to be installed in tents in the model
camp and experts from Leaside are
to be on hand to explain their work-
ings. In addition a machine shop will
be installed where skilled meéchanics
are to be on hand repairing or mak-
ing parts for the air ’'buses. It 1is
hoped also that there will be daily
flights by squads from the various
training camps in the vicinity of To-
ronto.

The new food laws will be given a
spectacular try-out at the Exhibition.
It is felt that with so many people
from Ontario points in attendance
the Exhibition should set an ex-
ample, and to start things off right
the menu for the directors’ luncheons
will strictly adhere to the rules laid
down by Hon. Mr. Hanna.

‘The
bread, which will be tbe combination
suggested by, the food controller, will
be cooked in’ the model kitchen in the
women's building, and its preparation
supervised by the expert deménstra-
tors who will have charge of the food
demonstration of the Ontario Govern-
ment.

Bennett Violently Omud‘ A

Mr. R. B. Bennett, resu g the ad-
journed debate upon the second read-
ing of the Canadian Northern bill,
declared himself opposed both to' the
Graham amendment and to the bill
itself as it had been presented to the
house. Declaring that the Canadian
Northern system had fixed charges
approximating $20,000,000 a year, he
argued that it could never be a pay-
ing proposition until gross earnings
amounted to $80,000,000 per annum,
and that could scarcely be expected
to occur for at least five, and perhaps
seven years., Personally, he thought
a receiver should be appointed; but
he did not elaborate this point. He
was also opposed to fu r financial
aid by way of loans, and therefore
agreed that the road or iis capital
stock should be acquired by the gov-
ernment.

Mr. Bennett pointed out, however,
that the government would not be-
come the sole owner of the road by
acquiring the $60,000,000 of common
stock outstanding, He read from the
legislation of 1914 to show that in-
come bonds to the amount of $26,000,-
000 were outstanding which could be
exchanged for common stock on or
before January 1, 1919. Therefore, the
government, after acquiring $100,000,-
000 of stock, might find itself not the
sole owner but merely a member of
a partnership.

Mr. Bennett agreed with the Gra-
ham amendment insofar as it callea
on the government to foreclose its
mortgage and take possession, but he
did not believe that the government
had any right to declare that the
$60,000,000 of common stock had no
value. Its value, sn his opinion,
should be determined by a board of
arbitration, but he did not believe
that the pledgees of the stock should
have anything to say about the ar-
bitration. The government should deal
only with the registered owners of the
stock, who were, presumably, 8ir
Willlam Mackenzie and Sir Donald
Mann.

Mr. Bennett thought there should
be some assurance from the govern-
ment that Mackenzie and Mann were
not to remain in charge of the road
after the government took it over.

There has been a certain amount of
criticism of the fish committee, con-
sirting of Messrs. Beer, Eaton and
Wiley. which, of course and perhaps,
intentionally reflects upon the food
controller who appointed it. There is
an old saying about the judging of
Lalf-done work which may spply in
this case and perhaps ot directions
of the food controiler's” activities. It
is just possible that the food control-
ler may be somewhat to blame for
this Bimself in not having taken the
public more fully into his confidence.

It is gradually beginning to dawn
upon an obserwvant public that food
control did not necessarily or at least
primarily mean price control. Per-
haps that is ‘the first point to be
grasped in connection with the agpar-

ent policy being pursued.  We have

recognized high prices as a potent fac-
tor in food control already, and with
such a weapon ready to hand if we
acoept the theory that food control,
and not price control or the high cost
of living, is the problem in hand,
there would be no sense in abolishing
‘his weapon without at least the subd-
stitution of a more efficacious one.

Bubstitution would evidently in
that case become the “open resame”
10 the storehouse of national abund-
ance. :

'We touched on this point a week or
two ago in suggesting that more
could be done in saving wheat for
export by substituting bdrown bread
for white bread, nct by reducing the
price of wheat, altho that should
come, and especiaily now that the
United Stales has set $2 as a stand-
ard; nor by reducing the cost of white
bread; but by making brown bread
fwo cents a loaf cheaper than white,
There is no reason why (it should not
be g0, and the greater cheapness of
whole wheat flour, combined with the
heavy saving in matertial, would go
far to supply that 160,000,000 “bushels
of wheat needed for urope. We
hope to see Mr. Ha.nng adopt this
plan. )

It appears to us that’ something of
the kind is intended in the sale of fish
irom tho sea coast at ten cents a
pound. Haddock and cod are perhaps
not as attractive as some other fish,
Very much depends upon the cook-
tng. - Properly cooked, cod is equal to
almnst-any sea fish, and haddock can
made as dainty as trout. Nothing
ir easier than to spoil fish in co ing,
The fish committee would do well to
is#ne recipes. Hundreds of people
are eating fish today who’ never
touched it before. These must be-
come hundreds of thousands.

Fieh of the kind supplied at ten
cents -a pound is a most excellent, a
niost wholerome, and a most econo-
mical fuvod. And it is ‘a substitu-
tional fopd. It takes the place of
meat and releases ‘hat much meat for
rallitary or other consumption. Bvery
new converi to fish diet is therefore
a8 new ald in the molicy of food con-
trol. The man who eats fish will re-
frain from beef. The price alone will
induce him to make the change.

We have already suggested that
fresh water fish are even more of a
resource to our inland people than
the coast sunplies. 'We have pointed
out that lake trout and white fish
shouid be sold at twelve or fifteen

/There-is absolutely nothing new in
the proposals, ‘“That the material
power of arms be substituted by the
moral force of right” is simply the
first plank of The Hague platform,
which Germany alone refused to
Accept, refasing also to make an arbi-
tration treaty with the United States,
& solitary exception among twenty
nations. <It is Germany and her allies
alcne that refuse to mecognize this
principle. Alle the other combatant
nations have already accepted it, even
previous to the war. Is the Vatican
aware that Germany refused the pro-
posal of 8ir Edward Grey in the last
days of July, 1914, to meet the other

powers in council, and that the kajser

suppressed Serbia’s acceptance of the
terms proposed for an Austrian oceu-
pation of Belgrade”?

With regard to disarmament or re-
duction of arms, Germany again was
the sole dissentient. When Britain
offered to reduce her navy Germany
refused, At every turn Germany has
been the disturbing element, refusing
the pacific overtures of every nation,

LETTER TO KING GEORGE. ~

London, Aug. 16—(By the Associat-
ed Press). — The foreign office last
night issued the French text of the
jetter from the Pope to the King, en-
closing 4 copy of his appeal to the
heads of the belligerent peoples.

Your Majesty: The Holy Father,

| anxious to do everything he can in

order to put an end to the oconflict
which for the last three years has
ravaged ‘the civilized world, has de-
cided to submit to the leaders of the
belligerent peoples concrete peace
proposals, exposed in ‘a document
which I have the honor to attach to
this letter. May God grant that the
words of his Holiness will this time
produce the desired effect for the good
of the whole of humanity.

The Holy See not having diplo-
matic relations with the French Gov-
ernment or with the government of
Italy or the United - States, I very
respecifuly, beg your majesty to be
good enough to have handed a copy
of his Holiness’ appeal to the presi-
dent of the French republic, to his
Majesty the King of Italy, and to the
President of the United States. I
also beg to add twelve other copies
which I request your majesty to be
good enough to hand to the leaders
of the nations friendly to the allies,
with the exception, however, of Bus-
sia, Beigium, and Brazil, to whom the
document has been sent direct.

in expressing to your majesty my
sindere thanks for this extreme kind-
ness 1 am happy to take the oppor-
tupity to offer you the homage of
sentiment, a very profound respéct
with which I have the honor to sign
myself your majesty’s very humble
and devoted servant.

(Signed) Gasparri.
Text of Appeal’

The appeal follows:

To the leaders of the belligerent
peoples:

Since the beginning of our pontifi-
cate, and amid the -horrors of a ter-
rible war let loose on Europe, we have
had in view above everything three
things to preserve :Perfect impartial-
ity towards all belligerents as is suit-
able for Him who is the common
Father and who loves all His children
with equal affection; eontinually to
attempt to do all the good possible
and that without exception of person,
without distinction of nationality or
religion as is dictated to us by the
universal law of charity, which the
supreme spiritual charge has confided
to us with Christ. Finally our pacific
mission also requires to omit nothing
as long as it was in our power which
might contribute to hasten the ena
of this calamity by trying to lead peo-
ple and their leaders to more moder-
te resolution, to’ hasten' a serene de-
liberatfon of a peace just and durabie,

Whoever has followed our work dur-
ing those three painful years which
have just passed has been able to re-
cognize that if we have always re-
mained faithful to our resolve of ab-
solute impartiality and to our attitude
of benevolence we have not ceased to
exhort the pegple and the belligerent
brothers again to become brethren, al-
tho publicity has not been given to all
that we have done to attain this very
noble aim.

Previous Efforts.

Towards the end of the first year
of the war we addressed to the na-
tions in conflict most lvely exhorta-
tions, and more, we indicated the part
to be followed to arrive at a stable
and honorable peace for all. Unfor-
tunately our appeal was not heard and
the war continued desperately for an-
other two years, with all its horrors.
it became even more cruel and exs
tended over the earth, ovér the sea
and the air, and one saw desolation
and death’ descend upon the cities
without defence, upon peaceful vil-
lages and on their innocent people,
and now no one can imagine how the
sufferings of all would be increased
and aggravated if other nations, or,
worse still, other years are about to
be added to this sanguinary triennjum.

BRITAIN NOT IMPRESSED.

London, Aug. 16—The text of the
papal peace note does not remove the
adverse impression produced here by
the publication of its summary. On
the contrary it strengthens the convic-
tion that the-note fs inspired by the
central powers, and the opinion is that
its proposals are impossible. The edi-
torials express much respect for the
Pope and his profession of perfect im-
partiality, but regard him unable to
appreciate the matter at issue.

The Times says the allies are bound
to reject this plan of settlement, which
proves more pro-German and more
anti-ally even than the summary. The
peace he proposes would be a German
peace, and it is impossible to read the
statement without a suspicion that the
mote itself and the choice of the mo-
ment of its issue are the outcome of
German inspiration.

The allies, continues The Times,
have the same end in view as the
Pope, but are convinced that it can-
not be attained by the means he ad-
vocates, but only by a victory in the
fleld.

be derived from disarmamept. so
much that no one will understand the
continuation of a similar carnage
solely for reasons of an economic or-
der.

If force remains or cause {o exist
particular reasons, they will be de-
liberated upon with justice-and equity,
but these pacific agreemenis, with
the immense advantages to be deriv-
ad from them, are not possible with-
out a reciprocal restitution of the
territory at preeent occupied. -

Consequently on the othor hand,
Germany must complete the evacua-
tion of Belgium, with the guarantee
of her full political, military and ‘econ-
omic independence towards it. and
the evarsuation of France's -territory.
On the part of other belligerent par-
ties simjtar restifution of the German
colonles must be made.

As regards ‘'ths territorial ques-
tions, as for exaniple, those which have
arisen between Italy and Austria, and
tetween Germany and France, there
is reason tu hope that in consgideration
of the immense advantages of & dur-
able peace with disarmament. = the
parties in conflict would wish to ex-
amine them with a conciliatory dis-
position, taking into consderation, as
we have said formerly, the aspirations
of the peoples, and the special inter-
ests and of the general welfare of the
#great human race.

Balkan Questions.

The same spirit of, equity and jus- |

Accept the fraternal
invitation which we send you in the
name of the Divine Redeemer, the
Prince of Peace. Reflect on your
very grave responsibility before God
and before man.
