Mr. Borden then went on to deal with
the government’s relation to political
erimes and graft asking his hearers if they
knew of any country in the world or if

LORD OF MANOR’S
FORTUNE FOR YALE

A. H. Blount, English Land
Owner, Leaves University
$400,000; Nearly All His
Estate.

LONDON, Sept. 15—Archibald Henry
Blount, lord of the manor of Orleton,
Herefordshire, has bequeather $400,000 to
Yale to be applied as is deemed best for
the university.

Mr. Blount died in London June 17 last,
aged sixty-seven, leaving an estate of
$467,510. He bequeathed small sums to
his executors and relatives and all the
family manuscripts and documents to his
nearcst kinsman. All the other property,
including the Manor of Orleton and his
Orleton estate, comprising properties in
the parishes of Orleton, Eye and Yarpole,
Herefordshire, subject to the payment of
bhis funeral and testamentary expenses, go
to “Yale University, of New Haven,
Conn., U. 8. A, to be applied as may be
deemed best for that university.”

The value of the bequest, after the pay-
ment of the legacy duties etc., will be
$400,000. The will is dated June 4, 1907.

The testator, who was know as Blount
of Orleton, was born in 1840. The family
descended from the Barons of Ixworth, in
Buﬁolk, the baronetcy ceasing with Sir
Wm. Blount, baron of Ixworth, who was
slain fighting in the ‘battle of Lewes under
the banner of Montfort, Earl of Leicester.

Commutation of Sentence

INDIGNANT

Against - Notorious French
‘Murderer Arouses Storm of
Protest Against Fallieres.

PARIS, Sept. 15—The increasing indig-
nation of the maseses against the escape
from the guillotine of Soleillant, known
as the “monstrous violator and murder-
er” whose sentence to death for the
atrocious murder of a girl 12 years old,
was commuted last week by President
Fallieres to life imprisonment, was ex-
pressed today in a series of the most
curious public manifestations that have
occurred in Frarce for a long time. The
demonstration, despite the fact that sev-
eral arrests were made, was almost en-
tirely an orderly one. Many women par-
ticipated. It -was organized not so much
against Soleillant, as to express the voice
of the populace against the wave of un-

commutation of the death sentence of
Soleillant will only stimulate., :
The rage of the women has been great
since President Fallieres showed -clemer
to Soleillans. and they assembled - this af-
ternoon with their, husbands and others
of their sympathizers. Many parades led
by women with children ‘in their arms,
traversed the boulevards of the city.
Many of the newspapers of Paris .con-
demn the failure of President Faillieres
to permit the law to take its course and
all agree that the- commutation signifies
the passing forever of the guillotine from
France.

CONCORD, N. H. Sept. 16—It was of-

ficially stated today at the office of the
superintendent of the Concord division of
the Boston & Maine R. R. that the num-
ber of deaths resulting from the caollision
at Canasn,” N. H. yesterday was 25." Of
this number the bodies of two pereons
were taken to White River Junction and
thence to their homes, 22 were brought to
an undertaking establishment in this city
and one is at a hospital at Hanover.
Thirteen of the dead have been identified.
HANOVER, N. H. Sept 16—Twelve of
the twenty seven persons who were taken
to.a hospital suffering from injuries re-
ceived at the mailroad accident at West
Canaan yesterday which caused the death
of 25 persons, had recovered sufficiently to
leave the institution today, and but 15
persons etill remained there.

““There -appears to be plenty of money in
France available for American investment,
but ihere szems to.be some distrust of the
United-States, ewing to, the fact that the
President’s policy. towards corporations is
not understood over. there. I expect that
this country will experience tight money
for somes time to come.”

Asked whether there had been any
change in the relatiors of the Steel Corpo-
ration with the railroads over the matter
of rail specifications, Judge Gary said:

“The Committece on Steel Rails will be
called! together 1n two or tliree “weeks, and
until that time F cannot say anything
about the policy of the Steel Corporation
either in regard to steel rail prices or con-
ditions, except that our policy will still
continue to be one of conciliation and fair-
ness. . The greatly increased weight of
traing and the growing volume of traffic
passing. over the railroads make it neces-

* gary to lay a stronger and heavier rail.
and both sides are working amicably to-
ward thatend. The Steel. Corporation cer-
tainly is not in the position -of quarm]in§
with ite customers and never has believe
in such a course. When the committee
reports 1 shall call another conference of
railroad presidents and steel manufactr-
rers.”

THE BOND MARKELT

NEW YORK, Sept. 14—Bond houses are do-
ing a little more business. This week out-
of-town investors have been shopping, and
"4 number of large sales have been effected.
The bonds wanted are those of high-class cor-
porations and yielding an income of not much
under 5 per cént. So. long ‘as time money
can be ‘]et out. at 5% to 6 ‘per cent the in-
ducement to buy -bonds.returning a radical-
ly lower rate of interest does not appeal to
wealthy people, while on the other hand,
bonds returning 7 per cent or over are ré-
garded suspiciously, especially -in these days
of unsettlement, when no man knows what to-
morroy may bring forth. The ultimate ef-
fect of the city bond sale is confidently ex-
pected to be beneficial, although the bond
market is so tremendously unwieldy an af-
fair that prices cannot be rushed up after the
manner of stocks. ‘There are too many un-
jigested bonds stored away in strong boxes,
too many overburdened syndicates, and too
many needy corporations to permit of any
sudden substantial advance in quptations, yet
a moderate improvement is not only possible,
but is regarded as assured. A bad bond mar-
ket makes a poor foundation for a good stock
market.

MORGAN’S NAME DID IT

NEW YORK, Sept. 14—Wall street has
learned afresh that there is much in a name.
As soon as it became known that J. P. Mor-

an & Co. were to insure the success of the
glew York city bond sale every house in the
financial district made up its mind to partici-
pate, whereas when the head of this firm
was in Europe two offerings were made in
vain. The Morgan syndicate has won all
‘the glory at no cost. Immediately the Corner
House learned that it would not have to
bandle the bulk of the $40,000,000 issue it com-
municated with down-town houses, offering
to lend money in blocks of $500,000 or more for
six months at 6 per cent. Judging from the
number of offers made, Morgan & Co. must
{have many millions of ready cash—as much
Fs $50,000,000, Wall Street guesses; but, of
course, Wall Street does not do things by
halves.

LAIDLAW’S LETTER.
NEW YORK, Sept. 16—The adverse de=

velopments in the copper industry recently

has naturally emphasized the long felt ap-
prehension of a general business reaction
and while conditions in the steel ‘trade as
yet warrant no hysteria with regard to the
outlook, the bear element is doing all it can
to foster the idea that a set-back there is
being hastened by prospective federal prose-
cutions. It would not be surprising therefore
to witness further pressure on the industrial
group of stocks particularly on the €oppers,
inasmuch as it is still a matter of uncertainty
as to how far the decline in metal prices will
extend and just what effect the early closing
down of mines will affect dividend disburse-
ments on Amalgamated Copper and other is<
sues. The railway list reflects a stubbornness
apparently borne of great reduction of the
floating supply through scattered investment
absorption. It is unlikely: therefore that any=
thing more than sympathetic declines of lim-
ited proportions wil be witnessed in this quar=
ter of the market. Uncertainty however is a
notorious disturbing factor and until ‘it can’
be determined with some degree of accuracy
how far the copper reaction will extend the
general market is likely to prove sensitive
to bear attack.

\ 'FEDERAL POLITICS

The withdrawal of Mayor Sears from
the contest simplifies matters in St. John,
and the minister of public works will no
doubt be elected by acclamation. In
Brockville the Conservatives have decided

not to oppose Hon. Mr. Graham, so that
both of the mew ministers will be permit-
ted to devote themselves to their duties
without the necessity of organising their
constituencies for a contest.

So far as Brockville is concerned, it is
recalled that once in a by-election a Con-
servative minister was not opposed by the
Liberals, and the parties now break even
on that score. There is to be a provincial
by-election also in Brockville, and thi
the Conservatives will contest. In St.
John the Conservatives had good ground
for their decision not to oppose the min-
ister of public works at this time. They
must contest both provincial and federal
elections ere long, and their financial out-
lay for legitimate expenses will be no light
matter for a party so long in opposition.
There was no prospect of defeating Dr.
Pugsley at the present time, since he has
a portfolio and is in a position to do much
needed and much-neglected work for the
port; and even if it were possible to de-
feat him the relative strength of the par

ties in the house would not be affected to
“appreciable. exteat. When the gener-

al elections occur the conditions will be
guite different, and the new minister must
look to his laurels. The whole of the gov-
ernment will be on trial the country over,
and party enthusiasm everywhere will be
at fighting pitch.

Mr. Borden has completed his tour of
Ontario, where he was greeted by great
audiences and held a most successful
series of meetings. He goes now to the
coast, where the Victoria Colonist hag
predicted for him a most enthusiastic re-
ception. His tour of the west will be fol-
lowed with universal interest. From this
time forward until the general elections
occur, even if, as is expected, a parlia-
mentary session intervenes, the interest
of the people in the general political eitu-
ation throughout Canada will steadily in-
crease.

PROVINCIAL POLITICS

Much interest in provincial politics in
New Brunswick is being aroused by the
meetings held by Mr. Hazen and other
members of the opposition party. Evident-
ly the leader of the party is greatly en-
couraged by the results.

In Kent county, despite the fact that
Mr. Barnes has been taken into the gov-
ernment, a strong opposition ticket has
been secured and there are indications of
a marked change of eentiment in a county
which in 1903 wae solid for the govern-
ment. Mr, Hazen states that the meet-
ings last week at Rexton and Buctouche
were crowded, and the opposition speak-
ers received with enthusiasm.

In Northumberland county, the influ-
ences which strengthened the government
for years have been further weakened
during the past year, and the oppoéition,
which so nearly carried all the seats in
the last general elections, has increased
its strength.

In Queens county a convention is being
held today by the opposition, and a ticket
will be nominated. Judging from the
names suggested, it will be composed of
men who will give a good account of
themselves when the elections occur. The
York county convention will be held on
Thureday and the advance reports indi-
cate a ticket of popular candidates. In
Carleton county, where the people seem to
take their politics more seriously than in
most constituencies, the opposition is very
active. In Gloucester and Restigouche
conventions will be held early next month.
All along the line the opposition leader is
marshalling his forces with vigor, and
with the assurance of stronger support
than at any time since he assumed the
arduous task of leading his party.

In government circles the Ilull con-
tinues. The cabinet has not been recon-
structed. Whatever is being done is done
quietly. The opposition are left to guess
whether there will be a session or the|
elections. The new premier talks very |
little for publication, and to what extent

‘inet is reconstructed will considerably in-
fluence public opinion.

SHOCKING CONDITIONS

.| neries must result in immediate reform or

a sharp decline in the demand for the
goods. The public will insist upon proper
sanitary conditions and reasonable care
and cleanliness in packing the goods, or
the goods will remain on the shelves.. We
quote from the Montreal Witness:—

“The chief faults, according to reports
of the provincial board of  health, are
found in the housing of employes and the
use of over-ripe or rotten fruit. The re-
port of Dr. Bell, medical inspector, who
made a tour of inspection in the. Niagara
district, with Mr. Holmes, of the factory
inspector’s staff, disclosed such a disgust-
ing condition of affairs that Dr. Hodgetts,
the chief health officer of the province, felt
compelled to pay the canneries a visit.
What he found there is scarcely printable.
It appears that in the season about eigh-
teen hundred persons, two-thirds of whom
are females, are employed in the Niagara
district. About half of these are foreign-
ers from Buffalo, and there are about two
hundred Indians from Brantford and Cale-
donia. As one sample of what was found,
we quote from Dr. Bell: ‘Food was fre-
quently kept in dirty fruit baskets under
the beds, and was often eaten either on
the floor or on the beds. These sleeping
and living quarters were often kept in a
most wretched condition, and in some
cases thirty or forty were disgracefully
huddled together in one compartment.
Many of these buildings were most filthy,
and choice places for vermin-breeding. I
saw a notice in one factory that after vis-
iting the closet hands must be washed,
but neither soap nor towel was to be seen,
and, if washed, their hands must have
been dried on dirty clothes. The report as
a whole has all the horrors of dirt that
were found so appalling in Upton Sinclair’s
‘The Jungle,” which forced the United
States government to inspect officially the
Chicago stock yards.”

Dr. Bell declares that “no clean, re-
spectable woman would live for one hour
in such places,” and adds that “the lives
of our people are at stake.” Dr. Hodgetts
reports that he found “better provision
made for horses and more care exercised
m the keeping of stables that he found to
exist in most ‘of the factories he 'visited.”
Now that the facts are known the authori-
ties must see to it that cannery methods
are revolutionized.

Money Qualification for Immi-

grants May Be Adopted by

Dominion Government.
‘Ottawa, Sept. 15—The dominion gov-
ernment has under consideration a propo-
sition ‘to-amend the regulations in regard
to immigration so ‘that ‘all .immigrants
must have a certain amount of money in
their possession before being allowed to
land. ‘Hitherto there has been no money
qualification for entering Canada. There
is in the United States. In this. country
it has always been regarded that an able
bodied: man willing to work and without
a dollar in his pocket was as good an
asset to the country as.the man who had
some cash but was not so particylar about
getting work. However to aid in. solving
the question of oriental immigzagion po-
minion euperintendent of immigration,
W. D. Scott, has recommended that a
money qualification be added to the re-
gulations. This can be done under the act
by the government passing an order in
oouncil.
