Both Director Cushing and  Engineer
Peters stated this morning that the
work would be completed in time for the
big turbine steamers’ which are expected
here early in April.

The introduciion of the time punch s
the I. C. R. freight department here haa
caused congiderable comment among the
men, who question the wisdom of - ite
adoption, and as far as can be ascertained
the sys em is rezarded with d.sfavor.

Employes say that the ten freigat sheds
are scattered over a considerable area and
some time must neces-arily be lcst befored
the men register their time and reaeh
their posts. If, for instance, they start
at seven o’clock, it takes thirty minutes
to finish and get to their respective places. °
The same rule, they say, applies at twelve
one and ax o’clock.

Ii fifteen minutes be allowed at’ twelve
o’cock and ‘again at six in order that the
men may be on hand to record their timej
at the least pomsible estimate each man
would lose one hour each day, and here
where one hundred and forty register
every day, the total loss of time would
amount to a loss per day equivalent to the
wages of fourteen men. Added to this'is
the payment of a man to take charge of
the machine and the cost of erecting &
proper place in whica to keep it.

Then again the argument has been ad-
vanced that freight has always been
handled here at a lower rate than in any
other city on the I. C. R. Officers claim
by tte last report that freight is handled
here at the rate of nineteen and a half
cents per ton, where it costs thirty eeven
and a helf cents at Halifax; and the men
cannot see clearly why St. John was sel-
ected as the first place to introduce the
time clock. Some feel that its introduc-
tion is rather premature. :

They believe also that the introduction

to destroy ‘that feeling of confidence be-
tween “employer and employe that is &0
essential to the successful operation of any
organization. %

An employe stated today that experience
has taught that where men’are compelled
to give time not paid for, they will exact
the same time with interest. The party
referred to setated that this was not il
tended as a threat, but merely as aw il
lustration.

Some employes contend that the intro-
duction of the time clock is a mistake
from a political point of view, as it might
have a tendengy to antagonize men wha
would otherwise be friendly to the gow
ernment. It is stated also that some are
exempt from recording their time in this
way.

Canada on the Eve of Finan-
cial Revolution in Methods
of Corporations. ;

(Montreal Witness.)

Canada is on the eve of financial revolu-
tion in matters dealing with the meth-
ods and conduct of corporate bodies that
haye the handling of millions of the peo-

- the open book of corporations is the nat-|
ural outcome of the business corruption’
recenfly brought to light” in the United
States, which has reSulted in an active
dislike to and histrust of the ‘amalgamat-
ed wealth’ created = at , the.  expense of
thousands of shareholders. A more gen-
eral form of publicity than is offered at
the present moment is demanded. Pub-
licity will not only keep stockholders
thoroughly posted in matters that un-
doubtedly concern them, but will also
compal a high standard of trusteeship,
and & less unsettling leakage of informa-
tion through stock market sources. ‘In-
side information‘ is something that
should bot be tolerated by any self-res-
pecting director; it is a means to the end
of either inducing shareholders to buy
more stock or to sell what holdings they
may have without complete - understand-

certainly cannot be accused of using in-
formation of this nature to the extent
that is prevalent in the United States,
but it is in force in many of the com-
panies that have allowed their stocks to
be put upon the public mart of the
stock exchange. In these days of the
‘mergers’ and ‘readjustments -of capital,’
it is obviously unfair that shareholders

receive information of intended

The theory that a man who has been in
an official position many years should be
retained in it for life is just now receiv-
ing serious consideration at Washington.
The Times Washington correspondent
writes:-

“The question of the virtues and failings
of government clerks which has been up-
| permost in the house of representatives
for a few days has stirred the city of
{ Washington to its centre and produced a
subject that is discussed everywhere. The
problem of what to do with incompetent
clerks and the proposition to establish
an age limit in the government service
has been taken up by congress and a pro-
position has been made to appoint a-com-
mission to classify. and . thoroughly reor-
ganize the departments in order to weed
;out the ineﬁicien't. It is also praposed to
| examine every employe over sixty-five as
to his mental and physical capacity in
order that lie way be discharged if found
incompetent. Representative Taylor has
also proposed: that a tenure of six years
in government service be established so
that clerks might give valuable service o
the government and yet be able to earn
a livelihood when removed. All of these
propositions carry/ terror to the hearts
of the government clerks. Many knowing
themselves to be inefficient quake with

Ald. J. H. Frink's Statement.

Ald: Erink when asked for an expression
of his views on civic matters replied. as
follows:

‘‘Having beey requeeted to inake a dec-
laration of my vigws cohcerning civic mat-
ters, I may be allowed to make brief state-
ments .covering the greater questions.

_ “First, I believe the greatest dinger ex-
ngting today among Canadian municipali-
ties is the indiscriminate i¢snance of bonds

for questionable enterprises and visionary
civic ‘benefits, and would restrict by every
means the borrowing of money by the is:u-
ance of mortgages on the property of
the people by reason -of the fact that
ﬁney i8 cheap and the rate of interest

“I consider that all other interests of the
city at the present time are subordinate
to the development of the harbor, its ap-
proaches and accessories for the purpose
of providing merine facilities for~ocean
transport, and to that end I am strongly
welded to the harbor commission proposi-
tion or the nationalization of the port by
the transfer to the dominion government
of such harbor properties as it may think
desirable to have and hold for this pur-
pose, subject to remuneration, which may
be agreed upon, thus relievipg the city of
heavy financial burdens, and lowering the
rate of taxation. A

“Y am in favor of cultivating the most
friendly relations with the great trans-con-
tinental railway, which has made St. John
the winter port of Canada, and possibly a
summer port, and to use every endeavor
to receive a goodly portion of the traffic
which may arise on the completion of the
Grand Trunk Pacific Railway. 4

“The matter of the city water 'supply
commands ‘attenfion and diligence to pro-
tect the interests.of the citizens. i

“I am in favor of thoroughly testing the
capacity of Lake Latimer as a total source
of water supply for the easterm side of the
harbor before utilizing Loch Lomond, as
it has never been disproven that this
source is insufficient. Evidence seams to
be fast accumulating that it has hidden
sources ' of replenishment and if this s
verified the flow from Lech Lomond shouid
be utilized for the generation of power for
civic utilities.

“If elected I will resist to the uttermcst
any and every attempt to rob the city for
the extension of its water service through
the lands or waters of private individuals,
but will be a party to agree to pay ail
equitable claims, which may be so ad-

{ judged.

| “Claims for damages by the contractors
! should be set against the contractgitself,
land if in the pursuit of the work it has
been necessary to depart from the plans
and specifications with the approval of the
council and the supervieing engineer, and
any claims which have this basis will and
ehould be dealt with in an equitable man-
ner.
“The system .of distribution of water mn
‘the city deserves the most careful coneid-
eration, and I am of the opinion that hav-
ing a powerful weapon for self preserva-
tion in the waters of Lake Latimer and
Loch Lomcnd, the city should not be im-
petuous in its u.ilization, thoroughly scout-
jing the ground befire making an attack in
fonee. ’

“l am in favor of the eale of engine
thouses 3 and No. 1, and devoting phe pro-
ceeds for a combined fire station at the
corner of King and Carmarthen streets,
and that the nucleus of a permanent force
of .hose and ladder men be now under-
taken, to be kept with the expenditure
voted this year. The removal of electric |
wires and cables has become: imperative |
in the greater thoroughfares, and I am!
strongly impressed with the idea that the,
city .should lay cable conduits in the|
streets and compel all corporations to use !
them, for which a fair rental would be
exacted. Y .

“T believe that all corporations holding
exclusive franchises should pay a percent- |
jage on gross earnings and that the per- |
| centage should be fixed by a tribunal con- !
stituted by an act of the leg slature, w ih |
will have power to deal with all matters |
of dispute arising betwe:n the municipality !
and such corporations.

“The revision of the city market bye-|
laws and regulations ehould at once be
taken up and dealt with finally. Condi-
| tions under which these regulations were |
| framed thirty years ago have undergone
| & complete change; and these rules should |
{ be amended or struck out eo as to be in
| accord with modern buriness methods and

the requirements of. the times.

“I favor one year term for mayor, two
| year term for aldermen. The annual esti-
| mates for civic purposes should be\ sub-

mitted to the in-coming council for ap-
proval and action. The submission of esti-
| mates immediately prior to civic elections
‘;id a most pernicious system, whereby the
! ¢ity s heing continually involved in un-
| reasonable and unwarranted expenditures
{by organized expeditions. A change in
! the close of the fiscal year would have a
| tendency to slacken the pursuit.
| “In regard to mumicipal ownership I
have not been able to definitely fix my
views. The advantages and disadvant-
ages are so evenly armed that difficulty |
| existe in making a determination. This’

“For myeel I feel that the old charter
was too good to have been so unduly

shreded. The people want. a representa-
tive citizen for mayor, with a keen per-
ception and an intelligent grasp of affairs

! in the hopes that -he will effect something |

for the general good. 'The place where he|
as mayqr may inform himself is officially
closed to him—the committee. He i# a
member of none of the standing commit-
tees, and, by the way, 1 never yet have
understood how Mayor White could have |
been made chairmam of the water and
sewerage board.

“Give the mayor additional power of
veto' with what the old charter bestowed,
and then the people may have at least ome
member of the board who by his position
and responsibility will check many of the
evils that now weaken our system.

“I think if the departments reported di-
rectly to Ql\le mayor, and that he had an
oversight over the expenditures, and had
vise prices‘and bills, be intimate with
the force of each department, where the
labor was placed, and on whose authority,
or by whose request dispositions were
made, the, mayor could effect much and
call for closer economies than now obbain.

“I' would be strongly in favor of a re-
turn to ward elections, and do not see
any necessity at least for the present of
advocating a two-years’ term.”

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ENGINEER BARBOUR

CONVERTS ALDERMEN

Fredericton, N. B., 'March 18—(Special)
—Engineer Barbour arrived from -Boston
by noon train yesterday, and in. the after-
noon held a lengthy conference with the
sewerage committee in the city council
chamber. | ;

Chairman Scott etated at the outset that
the members of the committee were op-
* posed to using the St. John river as an
outflow for the pro-osed sewerage eystem,
.and sent for Engineer Barbour for the
purpose of talking matters over and ob-
taining information in regard to the dis-
posing of the sewerage by means of septic
tanks. i

My, Barbour addressed the committee at
length, and was not long in convine-
indéhc membens. that they were laboring
a eerious misapprehension on sev-
va] important points.” He claimed that
the system of sewerage he had planned for
Fredericton was both ‘practical and econ-
ommical.

The consumption of water was eighty
gallons per day per head of population,
and this would be carried ofi by the sew-
erage system. This meant that to 1,000
pounds of water there would be two
pounds of sewage.

At the point where it is proposed to dis-
charge the sewage the river has a flowage
of 2,800 cubic feet per second, and he es-
timated from this there wculd only be one
part of sewdge to 1,000,000 parts of water.

He would stake - his reputation that
there would be no emell, no nuisance, and
no lodging of sediment at the point of
discharge. Instead it would be imposible
for a man in a boat to locate the outlet.

He went on to say that the sewage
could be purified by means of septic tanke
but it would cost money to do it. He
had installed more septic tanks than any
engineer in the United States, and claimed
to know eomething about it.

The cost of installing and operating sep-
tic tanks here would, if capitalized, re-
present about $80,000, or would about

double the cost of the system. He knew
of only towns, that veed sewerage purifi-
cation works, emptied their sewage into
small streame, He claimed that sewerage
eystem which he proposed to adopt
here was absolutely modern in every re-
spect,

Ald. Scott and several others expressed
themselves as being satisfied with the en-
gineer's statement. Mr. Scott went e0
far as to tell Mayor McNally that if the
information given by Engineer Barbour
had’ been in possession of the ratepayers
before the recent election the members of
the old board would not have been de-
feated.

The committee asked Mr. Barbour to
recommend an engin.er to take charge of
the construction work, and he proposed
W. J. Lee, who was employed on the St.
John water, works extension-last eeason.
Mr. Iee is ncw in Montreal, and is ex-
pected here tomorrow. He will immedi-
ately locate the outflow so that the con-
tractor can lay the pipe in the river before
the ice breaks up. It is scarcely likely
that the committee will give any further
attention to the septic tank proposition.

FAIRVILLE TO HAVE STREET
~ CARS; AGREEMENT REACHED

ot

N\ At u conference between repr ives
of the municipality and the directors and
etockholders of the St. John Railway
lompany held on Saturday in the office of
. R. Vincent, the county secretary, an
agreement was arrived at with respect to
the extension through Fairville, the re-
moval of the snow and other questions
which have remained. outstanding during
the pesst year, Briefly there will be a
Fairville street car service, and an all-
year-round service to the city line, west.
At 12 o’clock the three members of the
Lancaster highway board, James Lowell,
M. P. P.; J. W. Long, and T. Hooley,
“held a meeting to settle the line of action
to be foHlowed; and Mr. Lowell, as the
representative in the legislature and the
chairman of the , was delegated to
L for the board'at the conference.
%r joint meeting  took place at 3
a'elock and lasted until 7 p. m. Messrs.
Lowell and Vincent represented the
mumicipality, and among those who were
present as directors or. stoclcholders of the
stredt-railivay were Janies: Manchester, J.
M. Robineon, ar.; Dr. James Ohristie, Dr.
Thomas Walker, F. E. Sayre, A, P. Barn-
hill, K. C.; Harold B. Robinson, Col. H.
H, McLean, John E. Moore, George H.
Cushing and H. M. Hopper.
The Terms.
| "The agreement which was finally arrived
at provides that the street railway: ehall
build and operate a line through Fairville
as far as Barnhills corner, and run one
car to give a continual and separate ger-
vige on this route. Transfers will be given
at the “Asylum corner’” and the brudge,
available for any part of the city, and the

fare to carry a passenger over the whole
of the company’s system will not exceed
five cents.

It was also agreed that the company
should give an adequate service from the
Suspension bridge to the city boundary on
the west side, and operate the line all the
yvear round. On the other extension,
through Beaconsfield, it wam decided that
a-clause should be inserted ir the bill in
which the features of the agreement will
be embodied, to permit of & etreet being
widened without further legislation.

In this connection there will also be &
clawse giving full power to the highway
board and the company to make other
agreements providing for additional exten-
sions. The company also consented to
pay $850 annually to the highway board
in lieu of clearing the snow and repairing
the streets. This arrangement will cover
the extension to Barnhill’s corner and the
ronte from the bridge to the city line, but
does not include the line to Seaside Park.

In consequence of the new understand-
ing between the interests, it was also
agreed that the highway board should not
oppose the repeal of the act of last ses-
sion by the legislature. The line through
Fairville will be commenced as s0oon as
possible, and it is understood will be in
operation next July.

Mr. Lowell, when asked last evening for
his opinion. of the outcome of the confer-
ence, expressed hie satigfaction with the
result and said he thought the understand-
ing arrived at would prevent any further
trouble. He added that the highway
board had held a further meeting at 8
o’clock Saturday evening and had weignified
their approval of the agreement.

EIGHT CHURCHES BOARDED

" UP FOR WANT OF MONEY

Mhe great need of more money contribu-
#tions for the support of Anglican chunches
in the- country districts- of - this province
was strongly emphasized last evening in
&4, James” church by Rev. Canon Mont-
gomery, of Kingsclear, York county, The
congregation was very large, and what
was said evidently created a deep impres-
sion.

The speaker deplored lack of interest in
weligious matters shown by too many pro-
femsing churchmen, and &sid it was essen-
tial that if one believed himself earnest
end sincere he ehould, in the epirit of
(lhrist, 'commence his work in his own
town and among his own kinsfolk.

He regretted that the church was not
progressing as it should, for he could men-
tion many instances where, through lack
of “interést- and : money, chtrches in the
ocountry hed been closed, thus. depriving
lLundreds of devout members from the
privileges of attending service.

“] desire to congratulate this church,”
the said, “upon the zeal you have ehown
in missionary work for the Canadian
Northwest. That part of the country
needs your efforts, but will you send your
contributions there at the expense of thoce

“ nearer home? The Northwest is certainly
in need of all that we can do, but I don’t
want to see God's work here neglected
and not helped as it should be.

“Suppose a letter reached you from your
late pastor stating that there were 700 or
800 ‘people of the Church of Engiand faith
in ‘one of the new western districts and
that, because of difficulties in obtaining
funds, there were no means of worship,
swould you not be impressed and would
you not respond? -

“Do you know that up on the banks of
the St. Jobn river, between Fredericton
and Woodstock, there are eight churches
locked and with the windows boarded up?
There are 1,200 people of our church in
thie province who have not the ministra-

tiong of the church. In the parishes of
Douglas and Wright in Keswick there are
800 c’humh people who are without clergy-
men.” §

Qanon Monigomery also eaid - the
churches in St. Martins and Upham are
without permdnent rectors. ‘“There is no
money,” he said, “to pay ministers to go
to all of these neglected places and work.”

He alluded to a certain family he once
visited and was surprised to have the
mother assure him that he was the first
Episcopal clergyman she had seen for nive
years, There were five children, none of
whom had been bamtized.

“I’baptized them,” he said, “and I re-
call another time when, during a single
service, I baptized twenty-seven. We hore
you will see to it that at least a fair por-
tion ‘of the money now being sent to the
Northwest misgions will be diverted into
channels nearer home. It is not the fault
of the country people that the churches
are empty and the families without minis-
ters.  They are not able themselves to
procure clergymen, and must appeal to
you. The settlers in the west are assist-
ed by friends in England, but from that
country we ourselves canpot expect any
financial aid. We received it once, but at
that time these provinces were younger
than they are now. The people in Eng-
land consider that we in eastern Canada
are now sufficiently old to depend upon
ourselves, and thet we need no furbher
help.” i

Canon Montgomery read a report for
1904, showing that the people of St.
James’ church had domated for mission
work in the Northwest $226.86, -and for
the same work in the Fredericton diocese
$79.80.

“We want to revemse this,”’ he con-
cluded; “you are asked to give in 1906 the
sum of 8196 to missionary affairs in this
province, and $107 to.the Northwest, and
I don’t believe that you will consider this
unfair.” !

AOAD HOUSES MR
CENSURED FROM PULPIT

Re-v. A. A. Graham Speaks of Places e

“a Shame to Civilization in This
Part of the Province.,”

P

Rev. A, A. Graham, pastor of St.
David’s church, in the course of his ser-
mon Sunday evening—the last of a course
he has been preaching—referred in strong
terms to certain road houses cn the out-

| ekirts of the city. The reverend gentle-

man has been preaching on the seven let-
ters to the seven church’s, and yesterday
was the last. The text was taken from
the Book of Revelations. .

Rev. Mr., Graham spoke of each church
as having a epecial ‘term which had to be
understood to understand the meaning of
the letters, As an illustration he said that
in each town or province there were local
terms or expressions. In Ontario there
was “the other side,” which meant the
other eide of the boundary. “The other
side” down here would mean the other
side of the Atlantic. Then we used the
expression ‘“‘over the bridge,” meaning to
the Provincial Hospital;’“out the road,”
meaning to the alms house or to the road
houses which were “a shame to civilize-
tion -in this part of the province.” The
preacher spoke of such places as ‘“Dlack
spots in our country, though painted
white.” It was known, he said, that night
after night coaches took. out to these
places degraded men who went for infam-
ous purposes.”

Rev. Mr. Graham’s discourse was listen-
ed to with careful attention, and his re-
ferences created some stir!
