commissioner stated. Of course if it
had been shimmed up it. would be ob-
viously impossible for both rails to have
gone down, because of the shims, when
as a matter of fact one rail having been
lowered no shims could possibly be used
there.

The commissioner is also in error
in stating that the company raised its
northern track between Adelaide street
and Douglas Avenue because of orders
from the Commissioner of Public Works.
The Commissioner of Water and Sewer-
age had occasion to lay a sewer under
this track and when the company re-
placed its track when the sewer was
completed it was replaced at the grade
given by the city engineer, and a con-
crete foundation was provided because
otherwise owing to the excavation for the
sewer the track would have settled. The
work was done by the company there
solely because of the Water and Sewer-
age Department having occasion to do
work which necessitated the removal of
the tracks and we did not and do not
recognize in any way the right of the
Commissioner of Public Works to put
us to the expense of altering the grade
of our tracks because from time to time
he wishes to change the grade of a
street. It can readily be seen that such
power given to any city commissioner
would be intolerable and we have no
doubt whatever that the court will hold
that the Acts of Assembly under which
the street railway system was laid do
not expose the company to the whim of
the person who from time to time may
occupy Mr. Pott’s position.

“The commissioner is also in error in
stating that the tie-up at Douglas Av-
enue was occasioned by -the St. John
Railway Company. The commissioner
knew the company’s position with refer-
ence to the raising of grades and that we
absolutely denied his legal right to com-
pel us to change the grade of our entire
system. He also knew that the matter
could have been settled by the court
without any inconvenience to the public

‘had he so desired. That he did the

work without any intimation to the com-
pany as to when he intended to do it

clusive that he wished to anticipate the
decision of the court, and: desired to
cause the company, and incidentally the
public, 'as much inconvenience as pos-
sible.

“The‘'company pays the city $14,400
a year expressly for repairs in the track
section and removal of snow; yet the|:
commissioner, while keeping the money,
seeks to put the expense of road work
in this section upon the company.”

° “The lack of business ability in the
conduct of military affairs in Canada
after more than a year of war is becom-
ing the subject of much criticism
throughout the country. Canadian Fi-
nance of ‘Winnipeg is a commercial
journal with no interest in the matter
apart from business considerations and
it voices very clearly the feelfng that is
growing in the east as well as in the
west. Its protest will be read with in-
terest everywhere. We quote from its
last issue an article on “Overloading the
Willing Horse”: ¥ :

“A visitor at Camp Sewell last week
found his lieutenant son and the men in
his charge well nigh freezing -0’ .nights.
On his return to Winnipeg he promptly
collected and forwarded fifty or so
blankets. Another visitor found a hoa-
pital boasting” of one hot-water bottle
for a score or more patients.

THE RECALL OF DUMBA.

The government of the United States
has asked for the recall of Dr. Dumbe,
the Austrian ambassador at Washing-
ton. Dr. Dumba formulated plans to
eripple American factories making mun-
ftions for the Allies by calling out all
Austrian and German workmen. His let-
ter to Vienna, explaining his plans, was
being carried by an American corre-
spondent named Archibald, who was
searched by British officers, and the let-
ter found. Washington was promptly
notified by the British government, and
as a result Archibald’s passports were
recalled; and now Austria is invited to
vecall Dr. Dumba.

For some time past the number of
fires or explosions in munition plants in
the United States has been cited by the
press as entirely too great to be purely
accidental, and many American manu-
facturers of munitions for the Allies have
received letters threatening them with
death or the destruction of their prop-
erty. The government at Washington
.has been kept fully informed, and has

ever views Americans may entertajn in
regard to the war itself. Dumba must
g0, and the incident still further strains
the relations between the United States
and the Teutonic allies.

1N ETERNAL CT

Business as Usual and Very Little
Unemployment—Italy Has Not
Suffered Single Reverse So Far

Rome, Aug. 21—(By mail)—The ques-
tion which comes even to the most wide-
awake observer strolling through the
Eternal City in these days is “Is Italy
really at war?” and, indeed, from all out-
ward indications it seems impossible.
Even that inconceivable and sad one of
women in mourning is not observable
here. The deaths having been compara-
tively few, and being scattered through-
out the country, no one town yet shows
the effect. Business goes on as usual.
There is little unemployment. The cafes
are full of good-natured, high-hearted
population, and there are no demonstra-
tions of any kind, either of joy or grief.

Of course, the war is the chief topic
of conversation, but. as the authorities
promptly arrest anyone who spreads
“false news” that is, pessimistic rumors,
the conversations all fall on the cour-
age and splendor of the army, and acts
of individual courage. To encourage
this confidence in the people letters from
the soldiers appear every day in the
press, probably censored, as none appear
which does not laud the army, the coun-
try, and the royal house.

harder names, of the Austrian official
bulletin’ and the statements of the Aus-
tro-German press are perhaps one of the
greatest elements in keeping up the mor-
ale .of the troops and the people. It is
tensely galling to them after a hard won
victory to read in the Teutonic papers
that the Italians have been driven back
and that they have to be made drunk
before induced to move at all. The Ital-
ians, like all young nations, are some-~
what thin skinned (as' shown by their
attitude during the Libyan 'war when
they saw themselves unjustly defamed)
and they resent bitterly derogatory as-
sertions which an older nation might
treat with contempt. The Italians are

although they drink wine every day and
consider that water was only created to
wash with; yet at the extreme front no
wine_is given out at all.

The Italians and Austrian official bul-
letins contradict each other with such
regularity that for those at a distance it
must be difficult to arrive at the truth.
Several friendly foreign papers have an-
nounced Italian victories which have not
taken place. For instance, the taking of
Gorizia has been announced at least half
a dozen times by an American paper
with a large circulation in Europe. But
the Italian press itself acknowledges
that Gorizia is practically impregnable
and that if Italy takes the fortress at all
it will be after months of hard fighting
or by starving it out. All this, however,
does not alter the fact that after two
months of war Italy has not yet suffered
& defeat; that what she takes she keeps,
and she tckes what another = country
might find it impossible to do.

Italy is short of wool, a fact which
creates a serious situation for the army,
which even in these hot August days is
fighting in the midst of snow, rain, fog,
cold to the bone and requiring heavy
woollen covering. Thousands of hands,
ready and eager to work for the de-
fenders of their country, are folded be-
!cause the raw materials are not forth-
‘coming.” ‘It is hinted that wool, especial-
ly knitted wool, Is being withheld for
higher p.n'ces by speculators, but this is
hardly likely for the government would
not hesitate a minute to requisition all
the wool in the country if necessary for
the good of the country.

GAUGES' LENGTH OF WAR
 BY GOST OF LAUNDRY

St. Louis, Sept. 9—Dr. Ralph L.
Thompson of. the faculty-of St. Louis
University who returned Sunday from
France where he was appointed physi-
cian in a British hospital, predicted that
the European war would last from five
to fifteen years.

Dr. Thompson said the deadlock in
the western theatre seemed unbreakable
and that the permanent nature of the
British hospitals and other British pre-
paration testified to their belief that the
struggle will be long. The British have
just finished building a $130,000 steam
laundry back of the battle line, he said.

Because' of the long period of invdid—
ism which"it ordinarily entails, it is ac-
countablé “for’ much ‘economic’ loss. Tt is
not improbable that the yearly economic
losss to the people of Nova Scotia, at-
tributable to this disease, is nearly $8,-
500,000.

A disease which is accountable for so
many deaths, for so much suffering and
sorrow and deprivation, and for such an
enormous economic loss, should surely
command our attention.

That it is preventable is shown by the
experiences ‘' of many countries, which
have greatly reduced its prevalence.

BRAVE RESBUE BY-
A SOCIETY WUMAN

In Silk Dress Jumps in  After
Drowning Man and Brings Him
to Shore

New York, Sept. 10—Mrs. Trowbridge
Callaway, whose husband is the busi-
ness partner of Stuyvesant Fish, and son
of the late S. R. Callaway, former presi-
dent of the New York Central Railroad,
is being acclaimed a heroine at Spring
Lake, N.J, where the Callaways have
a summer ‘home.

Mrs. Callaway was strolling along the
board walk with her three small chil-
dren when she saw the man’s plight. She
did not call upon any of the men in
the beach to go out to help Bensan but’

took to the water.

An expert swimmer from girlhood, she
approached Bensan with swift strokes.
‘When she got about half way out to him
he was so far gone that he went under.
He came to the surface again but
when she was close he sank again.

She dived for the drowning man and
brought him to the surface with a firm
hold on his hair. He was unconscious.

Knowing the strength of the current
too well to exhaust herself in making a
direct fight to reach shore Mrs. Calla-
way drifted on until she gradually
worked her way out of the difficult sit-
uation.

| Hints for the Cook

Peach Marmhd_c.

Boil together 8 pounds of sugar and 8
cups of cold water 15 minutes. Add 24
peaches cut up small and boil 1% hours.
Stir frequently so as not to burn. Put
in jelly glasses and seal when cold.

Peach Tarts.

Line patty tins with puff paste, prick
several times with a fork and bake in a
moderate oven. Peel some large peaches,
cut them in halves, remove the pits and
place a blanched almond in each half.
Boil the peelings for ten minutes in
water and strain. Thicken each cup of
Juice with one teagpoon of arrowroot
or cornstarch, add 1-2 cup of sugar and
1 teaspoon of lemon Jjuice. Place half a
peach in each shell of paste, pour in a
little of the thickened juice and bake un-
til the fruit is tender.

Peach Pudding

Mix two tablespoons flour thoroughly
with one cup sugar. Pare good ripe
peaches, ‘cut into halves, leaving in a few
stones. Put a layer in a deep earthen
pudding dish and cover with half of the
prepared sugar. Add a second layer of
peaches. Cover with rest of the sugar.
Dot with bits of butter. Pour in one
cup of water. Cover with a rich biscuit
dough. Make incisions” in three or four
places as the juice will not run out if
the dish is dep enough. Bake in-a quick
oven. No sauce is needed, but cream may
be used. Canned peaches may be used
instead of the fresh rruit.

Ginger Apples.

Equal quantities of firm tart apples
and brown sugar. . Pare, core and cut
into small pieces (about like dice) the
apples. Make a syrup of the brown
sugar, skim carefully, add the grated
peel and juice,of two lemons and a few
pleces of thinly sliced preserved dry
ginger (or the ginger may be chopped
not too finely). Add apples to the syrup
and boil till the apples are clear and well
cooked. Put into glass jars. Very delic-
ious with meats.

and more. extensive use of vacant land
has been a success. Several cities have
handled the vacant lot problem in a sys-
tematic manner, and have secured results
commensurate to the amount of energy
expended. Some, by allowing interest to
lag, have been only partially successful.
In others, also, circumstances militated
against success, in that unemployed men
took up the cultivation of vacant lots,
and, upon securing employment, neglect-
ed them. On the whole, however, the
movement cgn be regarded as a distinct
success. No estimate of the value of the
product is available, but, judging from
the enthusiasm of some of the vacant
lot gardeners, the total value is large.
There is one danger from the vacant
lot garden, however, to which attention
must be drawn, namely, the growth of
noxious weeds in the newly cultivated
land. Too often, on the removal of the
crop, the ground is given over to the
weeds. Organizations handling the vac-
ant lot work should give the matter of
weed destruction early attention; other-
wise, the lots will not only prove a men-
ace to the land in the vicinity by the
spread of weed seeds, but create antag-
onism to the movement on the part of
the occupiers of the neighboring land.

The Disease-Carrying Cat

(By John Huber, M. D.)

There is at least one society (its mem-
bership is made up in large part of eld-
erly maiden ladies) for the preservation
of cats againse the onset of wicked small
boys and against those cruel doctors

who would vivisect cats under the base
pretense of benefiting human-kind.
There i8 here no desire to hurt any-
body’s felines, but only to imstruct all
who, if the choice must be made, would
prefer to be tenderly careful of child
life, rather than to manifest a.perverse
zoophilia by pampering stray, ownerless,
oftentimes infected, mangy cats—filthy,
biting, scratching cats—which would be
far better off, from every rational and
essentially humane point of view, in the
lethal chamber. Many such cats are a
serious menace to human health and life.
Medical literature sets forth succinctly
how the infections of diphtheria, grippe,
the common cold, pneumonia, tubercul-
osis, mumps, measles, scarlet fever, ring-
worm, typhus, typhoid, and relapsing
fevers, cholera, dysentery, summer com-
plaints, surgical infections, foot-and-
mouth disease, tapeworm, tetanus, and
rabies have been transmitted to human-
kind by the agency of cats. Moreover
nearly six per cent (5.9) of cats are re-
ported to have cancer, and there is also
a well-defined cat asthma—the parox-
ysm of difficult breathing, gray face,
and blue lips being brought on by the
inhalation of cat emanations, as hay

fever or rose asthma is brought on by{

inhaling various dusts and pollens. A
cousin of Dr. S. Weir Mitchell, and one
of the sanest and most normal of men,
suffered greatly if a cat, invisible to him,
were in an adjoining room. This phe-
nomenon moved the great novelist to
write a fine paper on Ailurophobia (the
fear of cats) the charm of which would
entice any reader, and in which suf-
ficient instances are given to convince
an% skeptic.

“here is not space for details here. But
one may state in general terms that
cats are disease carriers, either by hav-
ing infectious germs nesting cozily in
their fur or by harboring the fleas, lice,
and other insects that convey to man
the specific causes of typhus, plague,
relapsing fever; or cats in sick rooms
‘become infected by prowling about the
discharges of typhoid fever patients,
and the like; or cats themselves suffer
diphtheria, tuberculosis, and grippe, and
spread the germs by such infectious dis-
eases—by coughing, sneezing, or spitting
(as they do in anger); or germs such as
those of tetanus may traverse the human
skin that is scratched or- laid open by
the cat’s bite. Then, again, the germs
(as of foot-and-mouth disease) are
likely to be in blisters or sores in the
cat’s mouth, to be smeared in its spittile
with its paws, then rubbed over its face
and its body in the familiar way. Not a
few children have contracted disease
from cats thus infected being huddled
up in their arms and probably allowed to
lick their faces. -

Tag the Cat?

In January last there was foot-and-
mouth disease in at least eighteen of our
states. The New York State depar-t
ment’s bulletin tells us that fowl, cats,
and dogs have frequently been the
means of conveying this very easily
spread infection from farm to farm and
cites among the methods adopted in this
country for controlling this infection the
killing at once of dogs, cats, and chick-
ens, for the prevention of possible dis--
semination through the agency of those
creatures..-.

Gardner has twice volunteered to take
off his stripes and go to France, but the
authorities  have decided his services are
of _more importance where he is. Mr.
Gardner was recently in the midst of a
Zeppelin raid, and thus writes:—

One night during the past week we
had all the thrill of actual warfare, al-
though we are tucked away down in
rural England. During the course of the
evening we heard rumors that the fam-
ous Zeppelins were expected. I am
afraid that with us it was the old old
story of the boy and the wolf; we had
heard such rumors so often that they
made no difference whatsoever in our
actions. Fortunately for us the county
police insisted on as little light as pos-
sible being shown from the first moment
of our arrival in these parts, otherwise
there is very little doubt that I would
have stood a poor chance of ever penning
thesge lines. ) : s

On the night of the raid I happened
to be paying a business visit to a priv-
ate house about ten miles from our
camp. The people of the house have
been kind enough to take and care for
a few of our worst convalescent pati-
ents, in fact they have practically turn-
ed their home into a fully equipped hos-
pital at their own expense; they have
everything that you can think of to
make the men happy and comfortable,
and to facilitate a speedy recovery.

On the afternoon of the air raid 1 had
Jjourneyed over by motor car to'take a
few personal belongings to the men sta-
tioned there. After attending to the
business that had taken me over I was
invited to stay to dinner and spend ‘the
evening. As soon as darkness set in all
the windows of the house were heavily

good fortune this duty was well attend-
ed to on the night in: question, and the
houseé viewed from the outside looked‘gs
if it were uninhabited, whilst everything,
inside was bright and cheerful. :

We were all enjoying ourselves to the R

top of our bent with music and conver-
sation, when suddenly from the outside
we heard a loud whirring noise, some-
thing totally different to anything that
we had ever heard before. Immediately
all conversation and music ceased, and
from everyone in a hushed whisper came
the one word “Zeppelins,” and I must
certainly confess that all faces in the
room suddenly assumed a particularly
pale hue. After the first shock was over
orders were promptly given for all lights
in the house to be put out. When this
was done we very cautiously opened the
door and emerged into the garden, scar-
cely daring to breathe, for the throb of
the engine sounded very near. ‘

It did not take us long to become ac-
customed to the darkness, and as soon as
we were, a wonderful and awe-inspiring
sight met our ’mlze‘;‘immediately above
our "heads, not more than five hundred
feet away at the most, was one of the
largest and newest of Germany’s Zep-
pelins. She Was perfectly stationary and
so she remained for at least tweiity min-
utes; evidently. they were working out
their exact location. ‘We' all just stood
gazing at the monster thing, wondering
how long it would be before the beauti-
ful home from which we had just em-
erged would be razed to the ground,
and what our chances were of emerging
with a whole skin.

We waited and watched for nearly
twenty minutes, then suddenly out of the
darkness there shot a beam of light dir-
ectly upon the great airship, illuminat-
ing her from stem to stern. Fortunately
the light was kept in the air or else we
would have stood revealed to the occu-
pants of the swinging car and then our
doom would have been sealed. The light
came from one of the many searchlights
that are fixed up all over the country,
this particular one was on the top of a
hill gutside a small country town about
three miles away. The light revealed to
us the huge dimensions of the ship, and
I am sure that there would be no exag-
geration in saying that she was at least
five hundred feet in length.

Immediately the light located her the
engines were set racing and away she
darted to the westward. In the space
of a minute there was a series of loud
reports and bright flashes; it was the
Zeppelin’s incendiary bombs being sent
on their mission of destruction. They

from wigere we were standing.

The sound of the last explosion had
hardly finished vibrating from the sur- -
rounding hills than the huge airdhip
came racing toward us, this time flying
very 'much higher, and her departure
was: hastened by a salvo of shots from
anti-aircraft guns which had hastily been
brought into action.

We waited till some time aftér the
Zeppelin’s departure “before setting off
on our'return journey, which, of course,

had to be made without lights.-It was . -

a ghastly journey, gioping our way

through the dark. ountry- roads, quite *

in keeping with the nerve-racking experi-
ence we had Just previously: gone
through. We arrived back at our camps
about three o’clock in the morning thor<
oughly tired out.

The next day we took another journey
to the scene of the raid, visiting all three
towns that had attracted the gLeppelin‘s
attention the previous evening. At the
first we found that they had dropped
about thirty bombs, and the result was
one sheep and three hens killed. About
twenty of the bombs had not explodeds
these the police had safely gathered in
and we had’ the opportunity of viewing

em at the office of the chief constable
of the town. ' :

“The damage done at the other towns .
was much greater. Unfortunately about ’
six women and children were killed and
about twenty people injured, all civil-
ians, whilst considerable damage had
been done to property. I might add
that these three towns have no military
or naval significance whatsoever, but
that one of them has a beautiful historie
church which was probably the raiders’
aim; fortunately they did not get any-
where near it. Since the night of the
raid we have been very 'careful  about
lights, and none are allowed in the tents
at all after eight o’clock.

POLICE RAIDS ON THE
SHIFTLESS OR WORSE IN
THE STREETS OF PARIS

Paris, Aug. 22—(Correspondence)—
Promenaders on the grand boulevards of
Paris have recently been treated to a
spectacle comparatively rare since the be-
ginning of the war—general police raids
such as were effected at regular inter-
vals during the days of the “Apaches.”
In the 9th and 18th arrondissements,
comprising Montmartre and Belleville, the
favorite quarters of the lawless element,
and on the grand boulevards, the raids
are most thorough. They are organized
by M. Roussolet, chief of one of the me-
tropolitan districts, who has under his
orders eight commissaires of police and
two police captains, who command four
squads of “plain-clothes” men that sweep
the boulevards.

Two squads operating on both sides
of the boulevard start from rue de Fau-
borg Poissonniere; while two other
squads start from the Madeleine, and
they work toward each other. Every
man and woman unknown to the police
as a law-abiding person must show pa-
pers. The result of a recent raid of this
kind was the verification of the papers
of fifty-two professional beggars, four
cocaine merchants, eleven special vaga-
bonds, seventeen deserters and 7083 wo-
men of the street. Of these 512 were
arrested. ¢
