TO PALESTINE BIGGER
NOW THAN TO U. S.

Zionist Movement Reports Holy Land Received 28,722
Jews, While America Only Got 9,945—Total
Hebrew Population Now 130,000,

By HENRY WOOD
(United Press Gormpondeqt.)

GENEVA, July 17—(United Press)
—The Jewigh immigration into the
new Jewish national home of :Palestine
is now greater than that of the Jew-
ish immigration into the United States.

According to statistics just compiled
by the Central Bureau here of the In-
ternational Zionist Movement, Pales-
tine, during thé past year, received a
total of 28,722 Jews, while the United
States received only 9,945. '

The total Jewish population that has
returned to Palestine is ‘now placed at
130,000. The average number of Jews
now returning is-about 2,500 a month.

Poland is one of the largest contrib-
utors to Jewish immigration to Pales-
tine. During 1925 a total of 17,740 re-
turned from Poland while so far this
year the monthly average is 1,000.

Among the new industries that are
making great headway in Palestine is
that of tobacco production and manu-
facture. The tobacco exports now to-
tal over $10,000,000 a year.

Banana plantations are also being
successfully experimented with, as well
as -orchards of . apricots and other
fruits.

Palestine’s new Nation Federation of
Jewish Workers embraces already a
membership of oyer 20,000, with unions
of nearly all trades, scattered through
a score of. cities, villages and agricul-
tural colonies.

To date the Zionist organization has
collected a total. of over twelve million
dollars for the reconstruction of Pales-
tine. , While contributions have been
received . from*® over ' thirty = different
countries, the United States heads the
list with contributions totalling about
$1,000,000 a month.

FIREMAN SAVED.

One man, Silvio Mongeau, a fireman
of the Emma L., was saved, being
picked up by a boat lowered from tha
Brulin about’ three-quarters of an houy
after the collision.

The Brulin cruised around the scene
of the disaster for an hour following
the crash and then proceeded en route
to Port Colborne. '

Mongeau, adcording to his own ac-

Brulin ran into the tugboat. He was
thrown into the water and can only
recall that he swam around for about
three-quarters of an hour before being
picked up. He was unable to cast any
light on how the tragedy occurred.

HAD TAKEN TOW.

The Emma L. was returning to
Montreal after having taken-a tow to
the  Soulanges Canal, at the head of
Lake St. Louis.

Preparations are being made by the
Sincennes-McNaughton Line, of Sorel,
owners of the sunken craft, to raise
her from the bed of the lake where
she lies in about 45 feet of water. Until
that { has been accomplished and- his
version of the disaster has been receiv-
ed from the master of the Brulin, it
is not thought any definite information
can be forthcoming.

S-OLDIERS!
This is not the first time you have
heard my voice. *

Before, on the field of battle, when
the young State was cutting its teeth
like an ailing child, I led you to com-
bat, and the victories won under my
command have covered your heroic
banners with glory and splendor for

ctnturies.

Today I am talking to you about
other combats. When brothers love
each other they are linked by a bond
stronger than any' other human tie.
When brothers quarrel and the-link is
broken,. their quarrel is also more bit-
ter than any other. This is the law of
human life. !

The same soil drank our blood, soil
as dear to the one as to the other and
loved equally by both parties. May
this warm blood, this soldiers’ blood,
the most precious in Poland, water
fresh seeds of fraternity beneath our
feet; may it proclaim the truth com-
mon to the reconciled brothers!
