TO PALESTINE BIGGER
NOW THAN TO U. S.

Zionist Movement Reports Holy Land Received 28,722
Jews, While America Only Got 9,945—Total
Hebrew Population Now 130,000,

By HENRY WOOD
(United Press Gormpondeqt.)

GENEVA, July 17—(United Press)
—The Jewigh immigration into the
new Jewish national home of :Palestine
is now greater than that of the Jew-
ish immigration into the United States.

According to statistics just compiled
by the Central Bureau here of the In-
ternational Zionist Movement, Pales-
tine, during thé past year, received a
total of 28,722 Jews, while the United
States received only 9,945. '

The total Jewish population that has
returned to Palestine is ‘now placed at
130,000. The average number of Jews
now returning is-about 2,500 a month.

Poland is one of the largest contrib-
utors to Jewish immigration to Pales-
tine. During 1925 a total of 17,740 re-
turned from Poland while so far this
year the monthly average is 1,000.

Among the new industries that are
making great headway in Palestine is
that of tobacco production and manu-
facture. The tobacco exports now to-
tal over $10,000,000 a year.

Banana plantations are also being
successfully experimented with, as well
as -orchards of . apricots and other
fruits.

Palestine’s new Nation Federation of
Jewish Workers embraces already a
membership of oyer 20,000, with unions
of nearly all trades, scattered through
a score of. cities, villages and agricul-
tural colonies.

To date the Zionist organization has
collected a total. of over twelve million
dollars for the reconstruction of Pales-
tine. , While contributions have been
received . from*® over ' thirty = different
countries, the United States heads the
list with contributions totalling about
$1,000,000 a month.

FIREMAN SAVED.

One man, Silvio Mongeau, a fireman
of the Emma L., was saved, being
picked up by a boat lowered from tha
Brulin about’ three-quarters of an houy
after the collision.

The Brulin cruised around the scene
of the disaster for an hour following
the crash and then proceeded en route
to Port Colborne. '

Mongeau, adcording to his own ac-

Brulin ran into the tugboat. He was
thrown into the water and can only
recall that he swam around for about
three-quarters of an hour before being
picked up. He was unable to cast any
light on how the tragedy occurred.

HAD TAKEN TOW.

The Emma L. was returning to
Montreal after having taken-a tow to
the  Soulanges Canal, at the head of
Lake St. Louis.

Preparations are being made by the
Sincennes-McNaughton Line, of Sorel,
owners of the sunken craft, to raise
her from the bed of the lake where
she lies in about 45 feet of water. Until
that { has been accomplished and- his
version of the disaster has been receiv-
ed from the master of the Brulin, it
is not thought any definite information
can be forthcoming.

S-OLDIERS!
This is not the first time you have
heard my voice. *

Before, on the field of battle, when
the young State was cutting its teeth
like an ailing child, I led you to com-
bat, and the victories won under my
command have covered your heroic
banners with glory and splendor for

ctnturies.

Today I am talking to you about
other combats. When brothers love
each other they are linked by a bond
stronger than any' other human tie.
When brothers quarrel and the-link is
broken,. their quarrel is also more bit-
ter than any other. This is the law of
human life. !

The same soil drank our blood, soil
as dear to the one as to the other and
loved equally by both parties. May
this warm blood, this soldiers’ blood,
the most precious in Poland, water
fresh seeds of fraternity beneath our
feet; may it proclaim the truth com-
mon to the reconciled brothers!

FOUND IN CAE
NEAR TORQUAY

Many Interesting Discoveries
Made in Kent's Cavern
by Scientists

|

LONDON, July 17—Important an-
thropological = discoveries in Kent’s
Cavern, near Torquay, are expected to
be announced in the autumn when
scientists who have lately been explor-
ing the cavern will make their report to
the British Association meeting at Ox-
ford.

Recently the owner of the land
found a human skull, which has been
sent to Sir Arthur Keith, the anthro-
pologist. It is said to be about 12,000
years old: The possibilities of the
cavern are tremendous. !

PRIEST WORKED THERE

Just 101 years ago Kent’s Cavern
became known throughout the scientific
world on account of the finding there
by the Rev. John MacEnery, a young
Roman Catholic priest, of human re-
mains and fossilised animals of a pre-
historic age. |

“The great importance of this dis-
covery,” said - Prof. Elliot Smith, of
University College, “was that it defi-
nitely established, for the first time, the
co-existence of man and ‘prehistoric
animals. MacEnery worked there from
1825 to 1841. His archaeological work
in the dark cavern hastened his death.

JOINT COMMITTEE

The Torquay Natural History So-
ciety carried on his work, ‘and later
the British Association became active-
ly interested. Now a joint commit-
tee representing the British Associa-
tion, the Geological Society, the Royal
Society and the Torquay Natural His-
tory Society have undertaken a re-
exploration of the cavern.

“It is the only place in England”
said Prof. Elliot ‘Smith, “where such
an epitome of early human existence
can be found. The relics cover a vast
period—before the present type of hu-

man being inhabited Europe—up to the

Bronze Age, 3,000 years ago.”

Up to the Neolithic Age the Channel
was dry land, and the different phases
in the earlier types of mankind in
these islands are accounted for by the
periodic influx of other types from
other parts ofﬂ Europe.

CIVIC TAXES

The Editor Times-Star: :

Sir:—The widespread dissatisfaction
expressed by the rate payers,. since re-
ceiving their tax bill, seems to be
gathering strength as the day ap-
proaches when it is the bounden duty
of every citizen to -call at the Cham-
berlain’s office and contribute his pro-
portion of the levy imposed on him
for the maintenance of the services
which the city proyides for his benefit
and enjoyment.

There has been an increase in the
rates for a number of years back, and
while there have been complaints be-
cause of these additions, the average
citizen in the end paid up, confidently
trusting and believing that the next
year would bring him relief of his
burdens. Those who looked forward,
with hope and encouragement, to an
improvement in the city’s financial
position have had their hopes shatter-
ed and are now indignantly protest-
ing and clamoring for a more efficient
and economical administration of our
civic affairs, than at present obtains.

As is well known the rate this
year is $3.36 on every hundred dol-
lars. In 1911, the last year of the old
Aldermanic regime, it was $1.96. What
it will be next year cannot of course
be determined just now, I feel, how-
ever, I am justified in assuming that
in December next or early in the en-
suing year when the warrants are
passed over by the Common Council to
the Board of Assessors these “officials
will ‘be asked for an increased levy
over the present one in order to meet
the city’s requirements.

We cannot afford much_longer to
continue doing business in this manner.
For years our debt has been increas-
ing and will continue to increase unless
the.citizens take a more active interest
in thé management of our affairs. That
there is much discontent among our
people, that many are leaving us and
going to foreign shores to make a
livelihood, that the load of taxation is
a staggering -one and mmust soon be-
come unbearable, are facts well known
to every citizen and therefore, need
not further be enlarged upon at this
time. ' :

What we need:now is a revival of
interest in our civic affairs.” Let us
consider the ways and means to" pro-
vide such an administration, of our
public business, so that in reality we
can enjoy a government of, for. and
by the people. And when we are
thus favored out city must grow and
prosper and our people will again en-
Joy peace and contentment, which
tappy state has not been much in evi-
dence since the late war.

| |Eggs Getting Scarcer But Prices

Hold; Strawberries at 15
; Cents

Considered by some a great deli-
cacy, sweetbreads were offered in the
City Market this morning at 70 cents
a pound. Chickens and fowl both were
very scarce, the former being offered
at 70 cents a pound and the latter at
45 cents. Lamb was quoted at 82 to
45 cents; beef, 14 to 35 cents; vell,
12 to 80 cents; pork, 25 to 85 cents.

While the better grade of eggs were
getting scarce they have not yet in-
creased in price, the extras selling for
40 cents and the firsts for 88 cents a
dozen. There was a good supply of
dairy butter coming in now, it was
said, the price being 85 to 40 cents a
pound, while the creamery variety sold
at 45 cents.

There was an abundant supply of
most of the green stuffs. A few boxes
of wild strawberries were offered at
50 cents, while the cultivated variety
was in good supply and sold for 15
cents a box. Rhubarb sold at 3 pounds
for 10 cents. Other prices were: Let-
tuce, 2 heads for 15 cents; native cab-
bage lettuce, 15 cents a head; celery,
10 cents a head; parsley, 10 cents a
bunch; mint, 5 cents a bunch; white
turnips, 2 bunches for 15 cents; cu-
cumbers, 10 to 15 cents each; tomatoes,

15 cents a pound; onions, 7 cents a
pound; new potatoes, 8 pounds for 25
cents; spinnach, 8 bunches for 25 cents;
beet greens, the same price; native

carrots, 10 cents -a bunch.
