The latest developments, both in

Tokio, Sept. 14.—It is estimated that 
the tiost of reconstruction woijk in 
Tokio and Yokohama, as a result of 
the earthquake and fire, will approxi­
mate ten billion yen ($5,000,000,000).

A nation-wide syndicate of bankers 
has been organized to assist the Gov­
ernment in rebuilding the devastated 
area, and the Empire Is asked to de­
vote all surplus funds tor this purpose.

The banking syndicate announces it 
will raise the additional money re­
quired for reconstruction by local and 
foreign loans.

The Bank of Japan, the insurance 
companies and the public have con­
tributed 50,000,000 yen toward relief.

Plans for feeding and housing 
refugees have been completed, and tb* 
Government and the people now are 
devoting all efforts to a great recon­
struction campaign.

Paris, Sept. 14—Sadi Lacointe, 
French aviator, was today officially 
recognized as holder of the world’s 
altitude record. The laboratory of the 
Ministry of Public Instructions an­
nounced that the barograph showed 
Lecointe reached 10,722 metres, or 
35,178.88 feet, on his last attempt on 
Sept. 2, thus breaking the record held 
by Lieut. J. A. McCready of the U. S. 
air service. Lieut. McCready’s mark 
of 34,509.5 feet had stood since Sept. 
1921. By his feat Lecointe wins a 
prize of 50,000 francs offered by the 
French Government.

“Lloyd George’s visit to Canada will 

be rather in the way of an education­
al trip. It is twenty-five years since 
the ex-Premler visited the Dominion, 
and such great advances have been 
made in the years between that he de­
sires to ^acquaint himself at first hand 
with the development of the country.” 
The speaker was Sir Alfred Cope, who 
is now in Montreal to make arrange­
ments for the coming of Lloyd George, 
and who last night, at the Mount Roy­
al Hotel, explained the purposes of 
the coming visit.

“Lloyd George will cross from Eng­
land to New York on the Mauretania,” 
said Sir Alfred, “and will immediate­
ly press on to Montreal, reaching here 
on the evening of Saturday, October 
6, and will proceed to the Mount Rpy- 
al Hotel. On Sunday he will attend 
service at a, Baptist Church and on 
Monday will deliver an address. After­
wards he will proceed to Ottawa, Tor­
onto and Niagara Palls, probably 
Hamilton, and will then go to Winni­
peg. The remainder of the tour will 
be arranged afterwards and will in­
clude a visit to the United, States.

“Invitations to address Canadian 
Clubs, Rotarlans, Kiwanians and oth­
er organizations, not forgetting the 
Women's Canadian Club, have been so 
numerous that it will be necessary to 
invite some of these bodies to join 
their forces for the ocassion.
Lloyd George’s speeches will be non­
political. He will be accompanied by 
Dame Margaret Lloyd George and 
their daughter, Megan.”

Sir Alfred Cope has claims to dis­
tinction of his own. He was Under 
Secretary when Sir Hamar Greenwood 
occupied the post of Irish Secretary. 
An Englishman by birth, Sir Alfred 
learned to sympathize with the aspir­
ations of the Irish people to establish 
their own form of government. At a 
lhter date he was the intermediary 
who introduced the signers of the 
treaty for the Irish Free State to 
Downing street.

ARGENTINA FINDS OIL.
Buenos Aires, Aug. 12.—(By Mail). 

—The discovery of what are apparently 
rich deposits of petroleum in the prov­
ince of Jujuy, Argentina, has elated 
industrial interests. Borings made un­
der the direction of the administration 
of state railways resulted in striking 
oil at a depth of 580 meters. The well 
did not prove to be a gusher as at 
first reported, but a column of oil as­
cended the'tube for a distance of 150 
meters, from which two tons were 
pumped in three hours.

Work was then suspended to await 
the arrival of storage tanks. The en­
gineers are confident that borings aO 
meters deeper will tap an extensive 
petroleum strata. The oil is said to 
be of high quality.

Toronto, Sept. 14.—The need for 
drastic steps to be taken to stop the 
ever growing number of accidents 
caused by automobiles was the key­
note of the address made by Judge 
Coatsworth to the Grand Jury at the 
opening of the general session of the 
peace for the county of York.

“I think that 95 per cent, of the 
people who drive cars are reasonably 
careful and cautious and do their best 
to avoid accidents," he said, 
other five per cent, or it may be less 
than five per cent., are the cause of 
all the trouble and are continually be­
ing brought into court.

Ottawa, Sept. 14. — As compared 
with 158,549,767 bushels of wheat, 
valued at 1196,168,771 during the 12 
months ended August 81, 1922, Canada 
exported during the 12 months, just 
ended 229,681,814 bushels, valued at 
$268,819,480. Wheat flour exports 
showed a similar increase, In accord­
ance with a statement issued by the 
Dominion Bureau of Statistics.

Reports of wheat to the United 
Kingdom during the year ended 
August were 174,011,494 bushels, of 
which quantity 126,519,867 bushels 
went via the V. S. and 48,462.127 bush­
els via Canadian seaports. Exports to 
the United States were 12,686,048 
bushels, compared wfth 15,968,169 
bushels in the preceding 12 months.

Several varieties then will be 
started on the process of manufactur­
ing into the finished product, a de­
tailed record of each variety being 
kept until it is manufactured into 
various wares.

After the proper tests have been 
made the spinner will certify to the 
local station the variety and grade of 
cottons best suited to their needs and 
wants, following which machinery will 
be set in motion to produce those cot­
tons to meet the foreign demand.

m I I New York, Sept. 14.—Just back 
from a business trip to Brasil, George 
Thompson, a New York importer, who 
returned on the Lamport & Holt liner 
Pan-America. says that it seemed nec­
essary for him to go to South America 
to learn something about coffee, al­
though he had been drinking it all his 
life. In Rio Janeiro, he said, some 
merchants, for trade purposes, had a 
chemical analysis made of the coffee 
bean. This revealed, he said, that a 
coffee bean held more things than he 
had suspected. There is a lot of fibre 
in it, some chaff, from 2 to 3 per cent 
of volatile oils and a host of fats, 
waxes, resins, glucosides, and so on. 
Some of the things, like the oils, give 
well-made coffee its delightful flavor. 
Others are bitter or astringent.

The scientific way to make the best 
cups of coffee, Mr. Thompson said, is 
to extract the pleasant things and 
leave the unpleasant things behind. I 
Boil Cbffee and you get its bitter in­
gredients along with its smooth oils— 
and a flavor of tin, silver, aluminum 
or copper if you use a metal coffee pot. 
Cbffee should never be boiled, ami it 
Is improved when no metal is used.

Try this method, Mr. Thompson 
says, and see if you don’t agree with 
the scientists in voting the drink bet­
ter than coffee made the old way.

First boil the water (in a glass ves­
sel if you have one) and then allow it 
to stand a minute or two a little be­
low the boiling point. Now put in 
ffeshly ground coffee and stir it (pre­
ferably with a glass rod) until all the 
particles are wet, when they sink. Pour 
the coffee off the grounds and youi have 
a beverage with body enough to satis­
fy people who like the strongest cof­
fee, and yet with a delicacy of flavor 
that delights the .most exacting.

to make Nova Scotia the fish pier of 
the world. Fifty years ago Joseph 
Howe had prophesied that Nova Scotia 
fisheries, properly developed, would 
make her the fish pier of thè world 
but that prophesy had not yet been 
fulfilled. Mr. Boutilier then went into 
the reasons why Nova Scotia Was lag­
ging behind her resources. The fisher­
man for one reason was a curer and 
dealer as well as fisherman, a condi­
tion that would be, considered impos­
sible in any other cbuiAry. Fish curing 
plants in the Province •were run in 
many cases on credit ancFfaith rather 
than capital and knowledge, and the 
natural consequences was diminution 
of their efficiency.

Mr. Boutilier outlined a project of a 
highly organized system whereby the 
fishermen’s product would tra carecT for 
in every phase, with the manufacture 
of all the bye-products, the establish­
ment of plants complete for the hand­
ling of fish, fresh, frozen, smokèd, 
pickled, salted, dri|d and canned, and 
also to deal with the reclamation of 
fish refuse and oil. These plants to 
be - established at many points along 
the shore to take care of the fisher­
man’s haul as soon as landed. In con­
junction with these plants fast fish 
carriers should be employed, and fin­
ally the establishment of a college of 
fisheries, on a basis and principle sim­
ilar to that of the Agricultural 'Col­
lege.

An Incident in the Career of 
"Speculation" at the 

Border.

Tlie St Croix Courier prints the fol­
lowing from its files of Sept. 14, 1893:

“Quite an array of sporting and 
legal talent was in town on Tuesday 
in the persons of George Carvill, the 
owner of the troting horse, Specula­
tion; Daniel ^Mullin, barrister; J. H. 
Finch, V. S.; W. H. Simmons, V. S., 
all of St. John, to consult with 
management of the St. Stephen-Driving 
Park as to the appearance of Specu­
lation in the races here last vgeek. 
Speculation came down to St. Stephen 
unaccompanied by his owner and 
driver, George Carvill, having been 
regularly entered in the races. The 
horse was in charge of Frank Carvill, 
brother of the owner. After the time 
had elapsed for ■ withdrawing - the 
horse, George Carvill telegraphed that 
he did not want his horse to trot the 
following day. The penalty fpr such 
an act is a fine of $100, and expulsion 
from, the National Association. Rather 
than subject Mr. Carvill to these pen­
alties, and the horse appearing in good 
condition, the judges of the free-for-all 
ordered Speculation on the track and 
named Peter Carroll as driver. The 
gentleman In charge of the horse made 
no objection to this, and Speculation 
trotted three good heats Wednesday 
afternoon, winning the third. Dark­
ness prevented a finish that night and 
when the race was called .Thursday 
morning, Speculation was found to be 
very lame and unable to take part.

“After the races were over, Frank 
Carvill refused to take the horse from 
the stables at the park and this ac­
tion was sustained by his brother and 
Speculation yet remains here. He Is 
still lame, but is improving every day. 
It was a result^ of these happenings 
that Mr. Carvill, with his veterinary 
and legal friends, came to St. Stephen.

“He had an interview with some of 
the officials of the track, and while 
they expressed regret that Mr. Car- 
villls horse shouM have ,49veÿ,petl' 
lameness, they were unwilling to ac­
cept any responsibility In connection 
with it, as the jddges had acted en­
tirely within the rules governing such 
matters. It is rumored that Mr. Car­
vill intends to bring an action for the 
damage he claims to have sustained, 
but when he learns all the facts he will 
hardly go that far."
