Paris, Sept. l-l-.—:When Premier Mus-
solini declares the annexation of Fiume
to Italy he will announce the with-
drawal of the Italian troops from
Porto Barros, the adjoining harbor, it
is learned here from cn authoriative
source. He will thus give up any claim
to fthat port, to Sussak and to the
Delta there, which will he left to Jugo-
Slavia. i ' )

This, it is stated, is the result of
direct negotiations now going on be-
tween Premier Mussolini and the Jugo-
Slavia-Government which are reported
at about the point of cempletion, Jugo-
Slavia beigg satisfied to have ‘a free
hand in the development of the ports
left to it.

OUR ECONOMIC LIFE.

~ Hon. F. B, McCurdy suggested to
the Maritime Board of Trade a small
RoyaluCommission to investigate the
whole stfucture of the economic life
of the Maritime Provinces. Mr. Ar-
thur Boutilier made it clear that the
conditions are not now satisfactory,
when he said of the fishing industry
of Nova Scotia:— e
“The fishing folk are leaving the
country. The opportunity for them in
their native pursuit is at_present limit-
led. They see the hard, overworked
and underpaid lives of their fathers,
The United States calls them with its
promises of fortune, and they go. This
last year several thousand of the peo-
ple needed most, if the fisheries are
ever to attain to their proper place in
the scheme of things, left Nova Scotia.

There is nothing like
looking the facts in the face.

Honolulu, Aug. 16—A. P, by mail.)
~Memories of the World War were re-
vived here recently with the opening
and official sale of trunks, boxes and

bags of German sailors who were called |-

 fyom merchant ships here to serve
aboard the German cruiser Nurnberg,

which sailed from this port shortly

after the declaration of war by Ger-

many. The cruiser went down with

hands in the battle off the Falkland

and on December 8, 1914.

When the German sailors, all naval
reservists, left Germany aboard their
various vessels—the Pommern, Setos,
Prinz Waldemar, Holsatia and others
—they carried. with them pictures of
home groups and many trinkets, which
came to light when the luggage was
opened preparatory to auctioning off
the contents. The bags also contained
mementoes of many far lands — Java,
India, the Straits Settlement, China,
New Guinea and Borneo.

When Germany declared war néarly
all of the German merchantmen in the
Pacific hastened toward Honolulu for
safety. The cruiser Nurnberg, pur-
sued by British and Japanese vessels,
put in for coal and supplies. There
was need for haste and all of the re-
servists aboard the merchantmen were

$ 'tu:iamferred to the Nurnberg. The
men could take only a small portion
of their effects with .them. .The re-
mainder was placed in the trunks,
boxes and bags, which were taken in
harge by .the Collector of Customs
en the United States declared war

Asked. what he would say to those
who had expressed the opinion’ that
rather than Labor soon securing hold
of the reins of Government in Britain
it” was more likely to recelve a set
back, Sir Campbell Stuart replied: “No
one can say.” He added that the situa-
tion in world affairs changed so rapid-
ly and almost daily, that he did not
see how it was possible for anyone to
orecast such matters.

Sir Campbell was, during the war,
deputy = director of propaganda in
enemy countries, the story of which
he has told in a volume entitled: “Se-
crets of Crewe House.”

Native of Montreal.

He was for a time assistant mili-
tary attache of the British Embassy,
Washington, and afterwards vice-
chairman of the London headquarters
of the British War Mission to the
United States of America.

Sir Campbell represented headquar-
ters staff of the Canadian Army on the
oceasion of the visit to Ireland of the
Duchess of Connaught’s Own Irish
Canadian Rangers, which battalion
was recruited in Quebec for Service in
the Great War.

MYSTERY IN A COFFEE BEAN.

Imaporter Tells What a Chemical An-
' alysis Revealed.

New York, Sept. 14—Just back
Thompson, a New York importer, who
returned on the Lamport & Holt liner
Pan-America, says that it seemed nec-
essary for him to go to South America
to learn something about coffee, al-
though he had been drinking it all his
life. In Rio Janeiro, he said, some
merchants, for trade purposes, had a
cHemical analysis made of the coffece
bean. 'This revealed, he said, that a
coffee bean held more things than he
had suspected. There is a lot of fibre
in it, some chaff, from 2 to 3 per cent.
of volatile oils and a host of fats,
waxes, resins, glucosides, and so on.

well-made coffee its delightful flavor.
Others are bittér or astringent.

The scientific way to make the best
cups of coffee, Mr. Thompson said, is
to extract the pleasant things and
leave the unpleasant things behind,
Boil foffee and you get its bitter in-
gredients along with its smooth oils—
and a flavor of tin, silver, aluminum
or copper if you use a metal coffee pot.
Coffee should never be boiled, and it
is imfproved when no metal is used.

Try this method, Mr. Thompson
says, and see if you don’t agree with
the scientists in voting the drink bet-
ter than coffee made the old way.

. First boil the water (in a zlass ves-
sel if you have one) and then allow it
to stand a minute or two a little be-
low the boiling point. Now put in
freshly ground coffee and stir it (pre
ferably with a glass rod) until all the
particles are wet, when they sink. Pour

a beverage with body enough to satis-
fy people who like the strongest cof-
fee, and yet with a delicacy of flavor
that delights the ;most exacting.

RECALLS |
OF HORSE RAGING

An Incident in the Career of
“Speculation” at the
Border.

. .

The St. Croix Courier prints the fol-
lowing from ils files of Sept. 14, 1893:

“Quite an array of sporting - and
legal talent was in town on Tuesday
in the persons of George Carvill, the
owner of the troting horse,  Specula-
tion; Daniel Mullin,: barrister; J." H.
Finch, V. S.;; W. H. Simmons, V. S,
all of St. John, to consult with  the
management of the St. Stephen:Driving
Park as to the appearance of Spécu-
lation In the races here last ‘'week.
Speailation came down to St. Stéphen
unaccompanied by . his owner and
driver, George Carvill, having been

‘regularly entered in the races. The

horse was in charge of Frank Carvill,
brother of the owner. After the time
had - elapsed. for: withdrawing ‘ the
horse, George Carvill telegraphed that
he did not want his horse .to“trot the
following day. The penalty for such
an act is a fine of $100, and expulsion
from the National Association. Rather
than subject Mr. Carvill to these pen-
alties, and the horse appearing in good
condition, the judges of the free-for-all
ordered Speculation on the track and
named Peter Carroll as driver. The
gentleman in charge of the horse made
no objection to this, and Speculation
trotted three good heats Wednesday
afternoon, winning the third. Dark-
ness prevented a finish that night and
when the race was called \ Thursday
morhing, Speculation was found to be
very lame and unable to take part.
“After the races were over, Frank
Carvill refused to take the horse from
the stables at the park and this ac-
tion. was sustained by his brother and
Speculation yet remains here. He is
still lame, but is improving every day.
It was a result® of these happenings
that” Mr. Carvill, with his veterinary
and Jegal friends came to St. Stephen.
“He had an interview with some of
the officials of the track, and while
they expressed regret that Mr. Car-

'vill's horse: should have .dévelpefl

laméness, they were unwilling to ac-
cept any responsibility in connection
with it, as the jidges had acted en-
tirely within the rules governing such
matters. ' It is rumored that Mr. Car-
vill intends to bring an action for the
damage he claims to have sustained,

'but when he learns all the facts he will

hardly go that far.”
