VOCATIONAL TRAINING.
b ocational training is not an experi-
ment. Neither is it a fad. To refuse
to make provision for it is to deprive
ninety per cent. of the school children
of their rights. The nation that does
not provide vocational training falls be-
hind in the industrial and commercial
competition of the modern world. The
most valuable and voluminous report
on technical education that has ever been
prepared was submitted, in several
volumes; to the Canadian parliament by
ya Royal Commission headed by Dr.
' James W. Robertson some eight years
ago. That report recomn_:e.ndca y large
federal expenditure for vocational train-
jng. No action was taken for some
years, but meanwhile American edu-
cators availed themselves of the report
to get action in that country. The Royal
Cominission visited the United States,
Great Britain, France, Switzerland, Ger-
many and other countries and its report
was exhaustive. Ottawa had at last
acted upon it, and so have the provinces,
ncluding New Brunswick. It is not a
juestion, therefore, whether St. Jolin
fhould vote some money for vocational
raining, but whether it can afford to
ucrifice  the interests of the great
aajority of its boys and girls, who do
ot go through the present high school,
ut go out handicapped by ignorance
ito the industries and commerce.

- IN VIENNA

i

\Closing of Coffee Houses,
However, Had Most Effect
on Population—A National
Institution.

Vienna, Jan. 5—(Associated Press by
! Mail)—Vienna set what is probably a
new record for strikes in the year just
:ended. There were 927 of them in this
city, partial or complete, wild or organ-
ized.

Eight’ of them were carried over into
the new year, having taken in the clos-

{ing week of 1920. The most recent of
| the strikes included employes of govern-
ment printing plants, workers at tne
mint, actors and orchestra of the nation-
ial theatres, railway employes, women’s
| tailors, dentists’ assistants, city employes
and the gold and silversmiths.

Of all the strikes which Vienna has
experienced in the last 12 months not
one loosed the flood-gates of indigna-
tion in the street and newspapers as did
the closing of the coffee houses for five
days, as the result of a demand for in-
i creased pay on the part of the employes.
| The Vienna coffee house means vastly
. more to the resident of Vienna than the
|club means to the av‘ge American or
{ Englishman.

There are thousands of Viennese who
transact most of their business in coffee
houses, though they have offices and
staffs of clerks. Germans say that the
Austrian’s passion for sitting in the cof-
fee houses all day accounts for the fact
that he had before the war but a small
share of the world’s foreign trade.

There are several reasons for this cof-
fee house habit. One is that the Viennese
goes there to rest, and fost of them ap-
pear to have been born tired. He also
grudges himself the price of a news-
paper but in the coffee house, he obtains
free from the privilege of reading nearly
every Austrian newspaper and many
from foreign countries, besides the il-
lustrated weeklies and monthlies. In the
course of time he acquires the privilege
of occupying a table before one of tne
spacious windows for which the Vienna
coffee houses are renowned and whence
he may watch the procession of women
passing,

Austria-Hungary, such as Czechoslo-
vakia, to file claims for their property
in this. country, seized! by the govern-
ment under the trading with the enemy
act,

Claims are coming in at the rate }jf
forty or fifty a week and oficial said
they had not yet been able to determine

the act. ‘

The total value of enemy property
taken over by the property custodian
is placed at $534,000,000, exclusive of
the interned German merchant ships
seizéd in American ports and transferred
to the shipping board. The bulk of this
roperty belonged to Germans and in-
cluded many industries. This property
remains in the hands of the government
and its ultimate disposal awaits action
by Congress.

MENTAL HYGIENE;
APPEAL FOR HELP

Canadian National Committee
Sees Government and Ex-
~ plains Aims.

(Toronto Globe.)

A deputation from the Canadian Na-
tional Committee for Mental Hygiene
asked the Ontario Government for a
grant of $5,000 yesterday. Following
were the members of the deputation: Sir
George I'B}m,‘Ottawa; Dr. C. K. Clarke,
Professo’ J, A. Dale and “Dr. C. M.
Hincks, Toronto. They told Hom. H.
C. Nixon, Provincial Secretary, that the
proposed work of the committee this
year would cost $15,000.

It is proposed that the Toronto Psy-
chiatric Clinic be strengthened and en-
larged to include: (a) Free acceptance
of all cases of suspected mental abnor-
ality; (b) evaluation of indvidual pati-
ents from the standpoint of social fit-
ness, industrial efficiency and capacity
for education; (¢) advice to patients,
guardians, employers, teachers, ete.; (d)
employment bureau for the - partially
handicapped; (e) home supervision of
cases,

The deputation pointed out to the
Provincial Secretary that the findings
of the Psychiatric Clinic in Toronto
‘showed that during a three-year period
4,819 cases were , examined—364 were
unmarried mothers, and of this number
86.67 per cent were feeble-minded, and
60 had two or more illegitimate chil-
dren; 741 might be classed as immoral
women, of whom 438 were prostitutes.
Practically all of the latter were mental-
ly deficient, and 206 were known to have
disease; 1,419 were referred to the Tor-
onto Juvenile Court.

WORSE THAN EVER

The advocates of government owner-
