London, Sept 14—A Reuter despatch

Russia’s Operations

London, Sept. 14—It is officially re­
ported from Petrograd to the Exchange 
Telegraph Company, that the attention 
of the Russian staff is being largely 
directed to Galida. In East Prussia, the 
military authorities have sufficient force 
to retain the occupied province, but in­
sufficient to meet adequately the increas­
ing German forces transported recently 
from the western theatre.

At the beginning of September the 
army of General Rennenkampff held 
positions only at Gerdauen, forty miles 
southeast of Koenigsberg, and Labain. 
On the seventh the Germans began to ad­
vance eastward against RennenkampfTs 
forces and south towards the Russian 
frontier, through the Mazur Lakes.

On September 10 the left flank of 
RennenkampfFs army appeared to be in 
danger and the Russians retreated. The 
following day, in order to stop the Ger­
man advance in some places, the Russian 
troops took the offensive, fighting on this 
front continuously.

GERMAN PAPERS

London, Sept. 14—A private message 
from Berlin passed by the German cen­
sor says :—

“The German papers evidently have 
been too optimistic as to the situation in 
western battlefields where overwhelm­
ing victories have been claimed. The 
enthusiasm of the newspapers is not 
found at the German headquarters. Un­
doubtedly the German army has its 
hardest work to do. The great advance 
of the Germans into France has not 
ended the war, for the fact must not be 
overlooked that the allies are still in 
possession of armies fully fit for battle. 
It cannot be denied that the Germans] 
in their eagerness, have brought heavy 
losses upon themselves that ought to 
have been avoided.”

This message is taken here to mean 
that the world was being prepared for 
the announcement of the retreat of the 
Germans from France.

Commissioner McLelian went on the 
stand this afternoon and denied the 
statements made by Douglas McArthur 
this morning. Another witness also testi­
fied that Mr. McArthur’s testimony was 
at fault.

“The board of trade has no apologies 

to offer for its optimistic campaign,” said 
the secretary this morning. “If optim­
ism is to be preached by any one, surely 
it should he by the board of trade. Be­
sides, the outlook abundantly justifies an 
optimistic view, particularly so far as 
St. John is concerned. Barring the loss 
of the 1. C. R. elevator, the port facili­
ties at St. John the coming winter will 
be far ahead of those of last year by 
reason of the new pier additions on the 
west side. Neither has the port suffer­
ed anything in prestige by the 
Thanks to the protection of the British 
navy, not only is the port of St. John 
open and in good shape for business, i 
but nearly all its ocean lines of com­
munication are open and capable of be­
ing used. The prospects are that this 
fall and winter large shipments of food­
stuffs, grain and other provisions will go 
through the port of St. John bound for 
the United Kingdom, France and Bel­
gium. With the cessation of hostilities, 
large quantities of our lumber will also 
be needed to rebuild the shattered cities 
and to assist in the campaign of develop­
ment, which is sure to follow. Then 
there is a strong possibility that St. 
John will get some new lines of industry 
as a result of the war. Add to this the 
encouraging.successes to British arms, 
and what wonder is it that we should 
be preaching a gospel of optimism?”

On Saturday the St. John Board of 
Trade received a letter from a London 
firm asking for particulars respecting of­
fice rentals at St. John and stating that 
the firm was sending out a representa­
tive here.

The board has been advised that the 
proposed rules governing baggage car 
traffic in Canady will be heard by the 
Board of Railway Commissioners at Ot­
tawa on Friday, Sept. 18th.

The secretary of the Canadian Manu­
facturers’ Asosciation writes that at a 
meeting of the council on September 10, 
a committee was formed to superintend 
a “Made in Canada” _ campaign, upon 
which the association hopes to get busy 
right away, pending a conference which 
the minister of trade and commerce will 
soon call, embracing representative men 
from all types of productive industries 
and business in the dominion, the coun­
cil has decided to defer outlining a trade 
policy.

The secretary for agriculture, J. B. 
Daggett, says that the estimate of the 
departmental officials is that New 
Brunswick will have for export this 
year approximately 26,000 tons of hay, 
8,000,000 bushels of potatoes and 800,000 
pounds of cheese. There will be a small 
surplus for export >n mutton, swine, 
poultry, oats and apples. In wheat, the 
province has probably raised this year 
25 per cent of the amount we need. The 
balance will have to be imported. In the 
matter of pork, New Brunswick ships 
large quantities of pork, alive, to Mon­
treal and Toronto, while we bring in 
quite large quantities of the finished ar­
ticle in bacons and hams.

New York, Sept. 14—“Before the fair 
mind of the great American people we 
will lay our case. We are content to let 
them be the judges of the truth.”

So spoke today Count Louis de Lich- 
tervelde, secretary of the prime min­
ister of Belgium and secretary for the 
Royal Belgium Commission of the King 
of the Belgians to the President of the 
United States, the five members of which 
arrived aboard the White Star Liner 
Celtic late last week, bound on a mission 
to lay before President Wilson the re­
presentations of King Albert of Belgium 
concerning German atrocities on 
gium soil.

A partial list of these was made pub­
lic by him today,

“At Linsmeau, when the Germans en­
tered the village, two uniformed gen­
darmes attacked the Germans,” Count 
de Lichtervelde said. “In revenge the 
village was invaded on the night of Aug. 
10. Two farms were destroyed and the 
crops destroyed or carried away, six 
houses were burned and all the men 
were compelled to hand over their arms.

“It was found that none had been dis­
charged recently, and finally the men 
were separated into three detachments. 
Two of the detachments disappeared. A 
third, consisting of eleven men, was 
driven at the point of the bayonet into 
a ditch, and when they were piled in, 
the German soldiers set upon them and 
beat their brains out with the butt ends 
of their rifles. The eleven battered bod­
ies were found later by Belgian troops.
Wounded Colonel’s Head Blown Off

and there were no signs of war. Not to 
hear the roar of battle or witness suf­
fering by defenceless non-combatants 
was a great relief.

Count De Lichtervelde said he had 
read the statement attributed to the 
German Emperor, in which it was said 
that harsh treatment of Belgians was 
made necessary in some cases because 
Belgian civilians fired on German sol­
diers. He said:

“The King of the Belgians issued a 
proclamation the instant German sol­
diers entered Belgian territory, warning 
civilians not to resist. This noti 
posted everywhere and printed in all the 
newspapers. ‘Civilians don’lt shoot,’ it 
said, and it was the command of the 
King.

“The Germans say the Belgian civil­
ians were ordered to oppose them. I do 
not see how it was possible for them so 
to lie about the facts. No other word 
will fit the deed. It is foolish to say 
that His Majesty ordered noncombat­
ants to resist the invaders. That could 
bring nothing but distress and death to 
women and children.

“The Belgians are filled with the of­
fensive spirit now. They are convinced 
of ultimate victory, even though they 
suffer now.”

Speaking of the dropping of bombs on 
Antwerp by German Zeppelin airships, 
the count said that he was in the palace 
there on the first night of the German 
aerial attack, when a bomb dropped just 
outside the palace windows.

“The explosion was terrific," he de­
clared, “Fragments of the deadly ma­
chine flew yards in every direction, tear­
ing a great hole in the pavement and 
even ripping scars in the stones of the 
palace.”

ATTACKING PARTY 
WON DECISION IN 

SHAM BATTLE
What was considered the most prac­

It does not conform in many particulars 
With ordinary republican govetnment. 
The press is under the editorial super­
vision of the police. Editorials must not 
attack the government, while any per­
son under thrty caught editing a peri­
odical is to be imprisoned. A list of sub­
jects not to be commented on or dis­
cussed is furnished from time to time 
by the police, and the right to hold pub­
lic meetings of any kind has been done 
away with unless the gathering be for 
some purpose which the authorities ap­
prove in writing.

The government of Yuan is bloody 
and autocratic, but able, and in a very 
ruthless way he has made it as efficient 
as his material allows. He has decided 
not to make Confucianism a state re­
ligion; has organised the government by 
attracting to himself the cleverest and 
best-informed Chinamen in the country 
—those who have traveled and have im­
bibed western ideas are given the prefer­
ence.

But the government that may be call­
ed republican, and that is republican in 
form, depends upon a strong personality 
like Yuan-Shih-Kai. With his death it 
would fall to pieces. Yuan realises this 
and his troops protect the young heir 
of the late dynasty night and day. A 
limited monarchy with Yuan in the po­
sition of viceroy may be the next devel­
opment. Sir Robert Hart says that it 
Is essential that the monarchical form of 
government be maintained, and in this 
opinion he is supported by the most 
careful observers. If the old dynasty Is j 
restored it will be with greatly decreased 
authority and limited powers. Whatever 
the outcome may be the first President 

’e of China is proving himself one of the j 
greatest of rulers and the conditions in 
his country call for the exercise of all 
his powers.

The army of Gen. Von Kluek, which 
so long battled to turn the Allies west­
ern flank, was itself slowly and steadily 
outflanked. Its retirement before the 
small but hardy British army turned 
the tide of battle. Today, if the French 
official reports are correct, all the Ger­
man armies, except that facing Verdun 
and a few miles southwest, are retiring.

Gen. Von Kluck’s army, which a week 
ago was a few miles to the southeast of 
Paris, has retired more than sixty miles 
to the northeast, while on the extreme 
right the army of the Bavarian crown 
prince, which was attacking the French 
eastern line from Nancy to Epinal. has 
fallen back to the frontiers of Lorraine, 
permitting the French to reoccupy Lun- 
nevllle and several other towns.

The battle of Marne, which was de­
cided in a week, is regarded by military 
experts as the most marvellous reversal 
of rolas of two armies known. In their 
views it appears to have decided the 
first phase of the war, and to have made 
Impossible the plan which the German 
staff is supposed to have had of smash­
ing the French by one comprehensive 
stroke, and then turning the bulk of the 
German forces eastward to confront 
the Russians.

The military experts, however, are 
still cautious. While realizing the possi­
bility that the German armies may yet 
rally and draw a strong defensive line, 
they recognize also the possibility of the 
almost complete evacuation of France 
and Belgium.

While there is deep satisfaction in 
England over the progress of events on 
the French battlefields, there are no 
signs of rejoicing or celebration. Lon­
don today wore its usual Sunday calm. 
The newspapers continue to counsel the 
people against over-optimism and any 
belief that the war will be other than 
a long and costly one.

The war information bureau, report­
ing on Russian operations in South Po­
land says that by the capture of To­
rn aszow on Sept. 10, it is possible that 
the Russians drove a wedge through the 
Austrian line. “Today a brilliant Rus­
sian victory is reported in which 30,000 
prisoners and several hundred guns were 
taken. This is probably the immediate 
res lût of the Tomaszow action.”

The Russian tunic seems to have 
come to stay, for it is found not only 
among the modes for autumn, but 
among the advance stylee for winter 
as well.

Westfield. Moncton, N. B., Sept. 14—The first of 
the new “vestibule cab” type of passen­
ger locomotive for the I. C. R. has gone 
into service. It arrived here a few days 
ago from the shops of the Canadian 
Locomotive Company, Montreal. In 
most respects it is identical with the 
“444 class” that has been In service on 
the I. C. R. out of Moncton, but the 
feature of special interest to local rail­
roadmen is her “vestibule cab,” which is 
now being tried out for the Art time on 
this road.

The “vestibule cat)” was first planned 
and used by the C. P. R. on its passen­
ger engines, and many other roads have 
adopted this type. The new arrangement 
is intended to offset the disadvantages 
under which passenger enginemen work 
in winter. The cab is enclosed on all 
four sides ; and a steel vestibule, some­
what similar to that of the ordinary 
sleeping car, closes the space between 
the back of the cab and the tender. The 
sides of the cab are built back to enclose 
the space ordinarily occupied by the 
open gangway, which is fitted with a 
small side-door immediately behind the 
usual engineer’s window. The back of 
the cab is built down to meet the top 
of the vestibule. Consequently when the 
engine and tender are coupled the driver 
ana fireman find themselves in a little 
room entirely enclosed and impervious 
to rain, snow or drifts, except when 
doors or windows are open. Ten of these 
locomotives have been ordered by the I. 
C. R.

Within the last few days the tendency 

has been for liquors to drop from the 
high figures caused by the initial war 
scare six weeks ago, but with addition­
al internal revenue charges the prices of 
drinks in general are bound to go high­
er than ever, it is believed, in Boston. 
This will affect hotels and restaurants 
as well as barrooms.

The announcement of Great Britain’s 
intention to prohibit the exportation of 
spirits was accompanied by the report 
that the United States had agreed to as­
sess a countervailing duty on such Brit­
ish spirits as come within her bounds.

The prospect of a drop in sugar prices 
is considerably lessened by the fact that 
the domestic output of cane and sugar 
beets this year is expected to be 20 per 
cent lower than last year. Sugar refiners 
had been depending on Europe for stock 
to fill up the gap, but now will tv* un­
able to get it.

The reason for the decline of the raw 
sugar output was the reduction of the 
protective tariff and the threatened re­
moval of all import duties which, ac­
cording to growers, has driven many 
small planters out of the business, since 
they thought it would not be profitable 
for them to grow beets or cane any 
longer. But the prospect of a shortage 
next year may have a tendency to bring 
more back into the field.

THE NEWSPAPER PUBLICITY LAW.

Its Application to Other Orgsn- 
isattone Heeded.

The Newspaper Publicity Law, 
enacted by Congress some time 
ago, ought to be applied to 
many other business organiza­
tions. ^ This law provides that 
all publications must file an affi­
davit with the Postmaster Gen­
eral setting forth full informa­
tion concerning their ownership, 
management, circulation, etc. A 
copy of this affidavit must be 
printed in certain designated is­
sues of the paper, and a marked 
copy thereof filed with the Post­
master General. Failure to do 
this will authorize the Post­
master General to deny the use 

*of the mails to - the offending 
publication.

This law has eliminated many 
newspaper evils, such as the 
paid editorial, the overstatement 
of circulation, and hidden own-

S ership. All this 
has been attained 

by the simple rem- 
edy of publicity I

A similar law applied to other 
organizations would work equal­
ly well and would eradicate 
many evils, much corruption and 
mismanagement. For instance, 
if labor organizations were re­
quired to publish full informa­
tion as to their obiects and their 
transactions^ and to make publip 
an account of their moneys, dues, 
etc., many abuses that now ex­
ist would be removed, 
organizations should not 
favor from legislatures 
Congress any more than business 
organizations, and they have no 
right to special exemption from 
anti-trust legislation. A labor 
union is a form of labor trust.

Labor unions organized for 
honest and lawful purposes are 
necessary and desirable to hold 
in check encroachments of un­
just employers, but when they 
Invoke the aid of Congress for 
special exemptions they are 
merely copying unjust methods 
of other monopolies.

Business should be required to 
give full publicity as to prices, 
volume or business, methods or 
operation, etc., so as to give 
each competitor the right con­
clusions concerning their par­
ticular field of industry.
