sighed for "the good old times.” Upon 
close examination these good old times 
are usuajjy not so good as they are 
made out to be. Take, for instance, 
London of a hundred and fifty years 
ago. A book has just been written by 
Mrs. Dorothy George called “London 
Life in the 18th Century.” It is a 
study of social conditions in the British 
capital in the seventeen-nineties, and it 
shows that the good old days were bad 
old days for most people.

One reads of people herded in cellar 
dwellings, of clothes worn till they 
rotted, of children being forsaken in 
the mdist of a great city, and of abom­
inable sanitary conditions everywhere. 
The writer of the book says that to 
any Englishman of the present day 
transported to the London of a cen­
tury ago “the most striking feature 
would be the ‘general nastiness’ of the 
ground he trod on, defiled with an 
almost incredible
every kind of filth................... and the
dense swarms of pallid, undersized and 
wretchedly clad wage-earners."

Indeed, the sanitary conditions in 
London were so appalling that to de­
scribe them would be to run the risk 
of giving offence. Crime flourished 
and darkness prevailed at night, for 
the street lighting was worse than it 
was when London was darkened for 
air raids ten years or so ago.

It is altogether probable that the 
generation which followed used to wish 
for the good old days again. And 
right down to the present time gener­
ations have been similarly wistfully 
wishing. Today people sigh for the 
good old times; but anyone who has 
lived any time has only to search his 
memory and get rid of the sentimental 
fog to convince himself that condi­
tions today are vastly more pleasant 
and wholesome than they were 50 or 
25, or even 10, years ago. The “good 
old days” are a picturesque myth, at 
least so far as plain living condi­
tions go.

The identity of St. George, the 
special patron of chivalry, has been 
clearly established. Briefly, he was of 
Greek origin and Christian parentage, 
and born at Lydda In Palestine, in the 
beautiful vale of Sharon (famous for 
its roses) on April 23, A. D. 270. He 
held high military command under the 
Roman Emperor Diocletian, during 
whose reign he died a Christian martyr 
at Nicomedla in Asia Minor, on the 
anniversary ê( his birth (Good Friday) 
A. D. 803, and was buried at the 
place of his birth. Although the 
ory of St. George was highly revered 
by the valorous King Arthur and his 
Knights of the Round Table—in Saxon 
times—and by our chivalrous crusading 
King Richard I„ it was King Edward 
III. of glorious memory who first pro- 

f claimed him “Patron of the right noble 
* Kolalme of England” founding In his 

honor in 1347 the Noble Order of the 
Garter—the Blue Ribbon of Chivalry.

It is surmised that St. George was 
sent on a mission to Britain, where at 
that time Constantine, the joiht em­
peror with Diocletian held his court 
at his capital city of York (Eboracum).

The gale increased in 
force, and thq Homeric secured boats 
and proceeded on the voyage.”

All passengers were eager to tell of 
the disaster. Spme expressed anger, 
while others spoke highly of the ni in­
ner in which Captain Roberts handieh 
the situation.

PASSENGER SAW LIFE.
L. L. Lcwif, an attorney of New 

York, a passenger, expressed anger 
over the manner in which the attempt­
ed rescue was handled.

“I was not impressed that the Ho­
meric upheld the tradition of English 
sailors,” he said. “I saw several men 
struggling in the water for some time 
after the Japanese ship capsized.”

Mr. Lewis also expressed regret that 
the Homeric had not remained In the 
vicinity of the foundered vessel after 
it turned over, and sank. He admitted 
that he refused to sign the testimonial,

COLLISION FEARED.
“The Homeric stood between the

“A lifeboat was made ready to drop 
over the Homeric, but there wasn’t a

GIVEN ABSOLUTION.
During the hour that the huge liner

those aboard the freighter. When the 
ship foundered, he gave generai'abso- 
lution for the drowning seamen.

“Standing in the stern of the Ho­
meric, I could see the heads and 
shoulders of the Japanese seamen 

against the sky,” said Father 
“They were apparently try­

ing to climb to the highest point on 
the bridge as their vessel was listing 
about 60 degrees. I counted about 20 
seamen.

“I have frequently seen death, but 
that was the most tragic disaster I 
have witnessed.”

Father Talbot was among those who 
declared that the “loss of the ,38 lives 
was unavoidable.”

men. The Homeric docked last 
night after its race with death 
failed on Tuesday.
The division among the passengers 

was about equal, some saying that 
everything humanly possible had been 
done, and that it would have been 
suicide to launch the Homeric’s life­
boats; others stating that they be­
lieved some lives might have beeen 
saved had the boats Ijeen launched or 
rafts set adrift towards the sinking 
vessel. Captain John Roberts 
given a testimonial signed by 123 of 
the 238 finst-cabln passengers.

PASSENGERS WEEP.
All the persons interviewed spoke 

of thetragedy of the spectacle at which 
men IBs
ashamedly. Captain Roberts said that 
là his 40 years at sea he had never 
seen as terrible a marine disaster, ex­
cept during the world war.

Paul E. Alberti, grain and marine 
Insurance man, said:

“If rafts had been launched from 
the Homeric, even without seamen on 
them, I believe the seas would have 
carried the rafts to the men. There 
certainly was no heroic effffrt to res­
cue the Japanese.”

Another passenger said Captain 
Roberts “would have been a mur­
derer'if he had sent the boats out.”

Captain Roberts was an officer 
aboard the Baltic, which effected the 
rescue of 1,700 persons when the 
Steamers Republic and Florida collided 
off New York harbor in 1909.

LONDON, April 23.—An invention

passing through the saw sees six hûn- 
dred thousand square miles of forest 
wasted by fire. If in the great war, 
the alien enemy had devastated this fair 
land, killing the setttler, destroying their 
homes, leaving them foodless and shel­
terless, a train of refugees with black­
ened hopes, fleeing from the woe and 
desolation ; if that ruthless enemy had 
destroyed the nation’s source of income 
and prosperity and stolen one hundred 
million dollars, the Government would 
call for the loyal service of every citi­
zen to crush the foreign invader. The 
devastating power of a forest fire is 
more terrible than any alien army in 
that it returns annually on its maraud­
ing expedition.

“The tragedy of the forest is the trag­
edy, largely, of national and individual 
neglect. The settler is blameworthy. In 
his debris fires he is often careless. The 
lumberman is often guilty. The pleasure 
seeker is guilty in the neglect of the 
camp-fire. The ci^ar, the cigarette or 
the match thrown carelessly may waste 
our forests, destroy our homesteads and 
rob us of our national wealth. This 
thing must stop sometime. It can, and 
may, stop now.

British Colum­
bia boasts of her mineral wealth and 
salmon fisheries ; but her revenue 
comes from the trees. Every third dol­
lar is a ‘timber-dollar.’ The great 
western provinces may boast of 
ranches and grain ; but two-thirds of 
Alberta and Saskatchewan can never 
be anything but forest land; and 
seventy-five per cent, of Manitoba must 
remain the home of the tree.
