The continued depression which began among the industrial classes, and has now 
reached every line of legitimate business, not only in this, but in other lands, but adds 
force to the argument that men should unite, regardless ef former ties, to alleviate, as 
far as may fairly be done, the condition of those upon whose industry and care the 
prosperity of our country depends. We fully recognize and appreciate the magnitude 
of the work which we have undertaken. We realize the difficulties in the way of ac­
complishing our ends. We expect and.*ave prepared for the reproaches and misrepre­
sentations of designing men, whose interests are best served by keeping the masses in 
two divided armies apart. We are rather pleased than otherwise at the proof of the 
strength and justice of our claims, as evidenced by the continual effort to engender jea­
lousy and discord in our ranks rather than reply to our arguments or question the jus­
tice of our demands. „ ‘

The report of the Grand Board, re Insurance, as per instructions of last Grand As­
sociation, was read by Bro. Gifford, as follows, being his report to the Board re th^e 
same.
To the Grand Board of P. of I.

Respecting the matter of a Mutual Benefit Association or plan of mutual life insur­
ance for the members of our Society, 'I beg to report as follows :

Since my appointment as a committee to inquire into the matter I have given it a 
good deal of attention, examining the plans of a , number of Mutual Benefit 
Societies, particularly those of the Foresters and Workmen, to the latter of which I 
belong. Thpse societies have done and are still doing a successful business, and are 
evidently ofmducted with a view of giving the largest possible benefits to their members 

" generally. NI have also examined the plans of some of those societies which after a short 
and vaped career have passed, out of existence, noting particularly that in those latter 
very much more was promised than it was possible to fulfil except in so far as the pro­
moters and earlier members were concerned. In fact they were simply speculative ven­
tures of the most transparent character, and the wonder is that so many could be in­
duced to take chances with them.

The conclusions I draw from observing the results in those institutions coming 
under my notice, is that to be permanent any venture we may make must not only be 
cheap in the matter of management but must possess elements guaranteeing its stability.

These features I think may be secured by the adoption of the following principles
as a basis :—

1. It should be organized on the assessment plan of making a call at each death ; 
such call should not in my estimation in any case exceed $1.

2. The call card would state upon its face how the money asked for was to be ap­
plied. The proportions I would suggest would be to apply on claim 75 per cent, on 
working expenses 10 per cent, or less if found practicable, and 15 per cent to be carried 
to reserve, constituting a fund to be drawn upon when the death rate exceeded the

al of say 10 to the 1000, or when such fund passed a certain limit of say $50,000.
3. If disability claims are made a feature—a course I would not recommend, unless 

a special fund be provided to meet them—it should be definitely stated what constituted 
disability and what should be paid as compensation in each case, •/. e., so much for the 
loss of each particular member of the body or of the faculties or senses. The term, “so 
much for permanent disability,” has proved most unsatisfactory to every society that 
has adopted it-

4. I would recommend that no certificate be issued for a greater sum than $1000.
5. That no applicant should be admitted whose age was over 45 years. /
8. That after a member has been in ten years he shall be entitled to tbè interest 

accruing from the reserve accumulated from the payments made by him.
7. Male and female applicants should be eligible to membership on
8. None but Patrons who are in good standing should be admitted <

membership. Failure to pay lodge dues should void all claims. i

five years.

There is, perhaps, no reason why the farmers of this country should*not take ad­
vantage of inch an organization as this to systematize the commercial department of 
their Business. I do not here refer to the purchasing of groceries aud^suchfaupplies 
whiôh are now dispensed by many anxiously waiting hands throughout our townsjand 
villages (though perhaps there is no valid reason why they should not participate^in^any 
legitimate business), but the disposal of their productions with profit to themselves, and 
advantage to the purchaser. Also in their nnanoia perplexities it is altogether pro­
bable that would they formulate their wishes upon some plain operative plan asjthey 
•hould be able to do through an organization like this and make them known to the 
Government, very beneficial and ad van ageous assistance might be obtained,—the desire, 
no doubt, of a large portion of the people, as much correspondence would indicate. For 
it is quite possible that many of our unsatisfactory conditions as regards legislation are 
through want of, knowledge of them on the part of the Government, Provincial or Do­
minion, or, of the certainty that they are the true wishes of the people.

It Is to be hoped, therefore, that this organization may soon cast at least a glance 
at these more specific requirements of the people, and where necessary urge them 
before the Governments and thus make this a most useful institution, —the people work­
ing out their requirements through their organization and the Governments giving effect 
to them through their enactments cf law as may be anticipated as it becomes established 
and known as the true representative organization of tne farmers of this country,—an 
organization extending, as ic now does by affiliation or sister associations throughout the 
length and breadth of this land from the Atlantic on the east to the Pacific on the west.

In the matter of the treasury the auditors report I presume will be submitted in 
detail. A summary here -may suffice.

I® 1804 when the association began its operations as an institution independent of 
tne United States organization, its fraternal parent, there were no funds in the treasury.
