Growlng Carrots, etc.

The Chantenay is one of the
best earrots for table use. For a
winter cabbage the Danish Ball-
head. is ene of the best; and for
early the Early Jersay Wakefield
or Copenhagen Market.

An effort was made by tha soldiers
to induce their caplive to sing the
Natiomal Anthem, but he declined.

The officers of the battalion were in-
formed oI the exclitement ard, Imme-

diately on reachiag the men’s quar-
ters, dismissed the soldiers, and Cap-
tains Fraser and Routly essorted the
Lutheran minister to' his home. He
was not seriously injured, but suffered
considerably from tae cold-

Rey. Mr. Tappert was on duty at the
serviees in St. Matthew’s Church this
morning, but merely made a passing
reference to his experience of last
night. He econduced confirmatien
sorvices. These services are usually
held at Easter, but owing to bis pro-
posed removal frowm the city they were
held earlier.

The reverend gentleman submitted
his resignation to his ccngregation
last Wednesday evening, which was
accepted, and be delivered his farewell
sermen - to-night, The soldiers had
been given to understand that he had
agreed teo-leave Berlin by Marsh 1st,
and the long deferred raid was ac.
cordingly pulled off last might. -

Contrary to expeetatiens, the even-
ing service was conducted entirely in
German, with the sole exception of
one sole. Judging from his very ex-
pressive gestures, Rev. Mr. Tappert
delivered an impassioned sermon. The
soldiers who attended the service gave
no outward expression of their disap-
proval.
