They were  insured at
Hamburg, and a third cargo at Bremen,
but no such vessels have ever existed.—

This discovery has
led to another of a similar fraudulent
insurance at Hamburg, of a simulatea
adventure for Artwerp, six or eight
months ago.

We believe we may state with confi-
dence that Lord Wiliiam Bentic is to be
called immediately to the House of Peers,
in which case a vacancy will occur'in the
representation of Glosgow. Patrick
Maxwell Stewart, Esq. the late member
for Lancaster, will be requesteZ to offer
himself for this important city.

It is said that strong representations
have been made of the necessity of ap-
pointing inspectors of steam vessels at
the port of London and elsewhere, to be
paid by a rate upon the vessels.

Accounts have been received at Vienna
that the steamer Pannonia bad succeeded
in making the passage on the Danube of
the Iron Gate, a part of the river, which,
for a thousand years, has been deemed
unnavigable, from its rocks and falls, but
which has been made to yield to modern
art and science. :

Our readers can scarcely have failed to
observe, by an advertisement which ap-
peared in this paper, that the Mutual
Marine Insurance Companies of Sunder-
land bave instituted a board for the ex»-
mination of persons wtending to become
masters of ships, and that the subscrib-
ers have resolved to give no person em-
ployment in shat capacity who has not
been previously so employed, without he
has a certificate of qualification from the
board they have instituted.

The consumption of gold for gilding
at the various potteries is said to amouut
to upwards of £600 a week, aad the con-
sumption of coals in the same period to
about 800 tons.

Sweden, though perhaps the poorest
nation in Europe, is making extiaordina-
ry strides towards the advancement of
steam navigation. Sweden already pos-
sesses no less than twenty-four steam ves-
‘sels, and others are rapidly buil1ing, and
will be afloat before the clese of the
year.

Captain Napier, lately commanding the
Queen of Portugal’s fleet, is gone to Lis-
bon by the last packet, ostensibly with a
view of claiming some arrears of peasion,
but it is said 1n reality with the political
object of settling the preseut dispute be-
tween Saldanba a.ud the Queen’s govern-
ment, having great influence with that
general.

The Lord Chancellor has given his
judgment in favour of the Marquis of
Chandos, in the case of Chancery, Byea-
dalbane v. Chandos, Lord Chandgsg is
entitled to the third share of four -
dred thousand pounds.

Major-General Sir Amos Norcott, late
commanding the forces in Jamaica, has
assumed the military command 1n the
southern district of Ireland, and has ap-
pointed Lieutenant Norcott, Rifle brigade,
to be his aid-de-camp.

So profuse is the crop of potatoes in
this neighbourhood that it is expected
they will be as low as one shilling per
pot, a price not remembered for many
years past. Iandeed it is almost diff cult
to name a species of the eartn’s product
in which rature has not, this season,
dealt out her bounties with a trnly prodi-
gal hand. A farmer in an adjoining
county, cultivating about six hundred
acres, states that he shall grow more hops
and cider this year than the same land
has been known to produce for the last
century, during which time it has been
in the holding of himself and ancestors,
— Worcester paper.

The reported insurrection at Bombay
is entirely without founcation. ~Letters
bave been received to the 6th May, which
make no mention of such an occurrence,
and there are other circumstances which
ghow the whole stoay to be fabulous.
