No doubt its comparative
failure has been largely due to its situa-
tion, which is on a high hill a mile away
from a small town which has no other
claims to be the seat of a Uniyersity than
its quietness. So far as we can recollect
the people of Fredericton have done
nothing to advance the interests of the
college, and the utter absence of any
private endowments has been due large-
1y to the fact that the people with money
who might have given to this worthy
object have seldom had the college with-
in the range of their vision. The only
remedy for this unfortunate state of
affairs would seem to be to remove the
seat of the university to St. John. The
present building might be utilized as an
agricultural school which is something
that is badly needed in this Province. If
removed to St. Jobn there are, no doubt,
plenty of private individuals who would
be willing to contribute to its support
and endowment.

THE U. S. TARIFF.

We referred aday or two ago to the
action of the finance committee of the U.
8. Senate in regard to the McKinley
tariff bill which, by requiring the
measure to be submitted to the whole
commibtee,rendered it almost impossible
that the hill could be reported this
gession. Owing to the desire ef the
Senate to deal with the tariff in some
way this session, this action has now
been reversed and the finance committee
_aplit.up so that each section of it can
report & tariff bill of its own: ~This |
change was brought about by the action
of Senator Carlisle who has become the
leader of the Democrats in the Senate,
as he was in the House, and
who is likely to add strength and con-
sistency to their councils. Senator Carlisle
desires action to be taken on the tariff
so that at the coming fall elections
the policy of the Republican party
in regard to it may Le clearly shown, not
by mere words but by an act of Congress.
It is generally understood that three
tariff bills will be presented to the senate
by the committee—the McKinley bill,
which raises the duties on almost every-
thing,a bill by Allison and Hiscock which
will reduce the rates of duty on many
articles, and a Democratic bill which
will provide for the free admission of
raw material and natural products.
It is not thought that the McKinley
bill has any chance of being strong-
ly supported, the Republican Senators
being well aware that it is not such a
measure as the people of the country,
especially of the western states, demand.
What they are looking for is a reduction
of taxation and not an increase of it,
which is the essence of the McKinley
bill. Should the McKinley bill be rejected
by the Senate the result will be a confer-
ence betw een the two houses of Congress,
but there is not the slighest probability
of this bill, or anything like it, being
passed in its entirety.

LADIES EVENING DRESS AND THE W.C.T.U.

At the Convention of the Women's
Christian Temperance Union, which was
held in Montreal the other day, a resolu-
tion was passed condemning the present
style of evening dress for ladies on the
ground that it is indecent and otherwise
objectionable. This is not the first time
this subject has been dealt with by the
W.C.T.U. Ata previous convention,
held a year and a half ago, if we mistake
not, a similar resolution in regard to the
evening dress of ladies was passed, but
we are not aware that it had the effect of
preventing any good looking young
wontan from going to an evening party
with a dress low at the neck and short
in the sleeves. We Lave every
sympathy with the Women’s Chris-
tian Temperance Union in the main
objects for which they are associat-
ed, and therefore we regret to see¢ them
impairing their usefulness by senseless
resolutions against the prevailing fashion.
They ought to desire the assistance of all
good women in their work, but when
they arrogate to themselves the right to
dictate the style of dress which women
shall adopt and condemn as indecent all
who do not follow their advice, it is clear
that they are guilty, not only of imper-
tinence, but are turning against them
many influential ladies who would glad-
ly co-operate with them inthe work they
have to do. Modesty or immodesty in
dress is purely a conventional matter
and is settled by custom, and the dress
which would be decent for one occasion

_. wou.d be indecent for another. The pre-
vailing style of evening dress has
been sanctioned by  custom and
that oughtto be anend of the matter
with all reasonable people.

I used to wear a
long, drooping and beautiful mustache,
which was well received in society, and,
under the quiet stars and opportune, cir-
cumstances, gave good satisfaction; but
at last the honr came when I felt that I
‘must decide between this long, silky mus-
tache and soft boiled eggs, of which I am
passionately fond.

“Do
you ‘know,” he asks, *anything of the
best methods for feeding young chicks
who may not get the proper nourishment
from the mother? Is there any way to
prevent hens from stealing their mests
and sitting on inanimate objects? Tell
us through the papers as tersely as

ible what your own experience has
n with hens.” ;

To speak tersely of the hen and her
mission in life seems to me almost sacri-
lege. It is at least in poor taste. The
hen and her works lie near to every true
heart. She does much toward making
us better, and she don’t care who knows
it, either. Young chicks who have lost
their mothers by death, and whose fath-
ers are of a shiftless and improvident
nature, may be fed on koumiss, two
parts ; moxie, eight parts ; distilled water
ten parts. ‘Mix and administer till re-
lief 18 obtained. Sometimes, however, the
cliick will readily nurse the guinea hen,
and many lives haye been saved in this
way. Whether or not this plan will in-
fluence the voice of the rising hen isa
question among henologists of the coun-
try which I will not attempt to answer.

Hens who steal their nests are gener-
ally of a secretive nature and are more
or less social pariahs. A hen who will
do this should be watched at all times
and woms back by kind words from the
step she is about to take. Brute force
will accomplish little. Logic also avails
little at such a time but by striking at
the foundations of hen society and show-
ing her that it is honorable at all times
to lay a good egg, and that as soon as
she begins to be secretive and to seek to
mislead those who know and love her
she at once takes a course which cannot
end with honor to herself or her descend-
ants,

1 have made the hen a study for many
years, and love to watch her even yet as
she resumes ber toils on afalling market
year after year, or seeks to hatch out a
summer hotel by setting on a door knob.
She interests and pleases me. Careful
study of the hen convinces me that her
low retreating forehead is a true index
to her limited reasoning faculties and
lack of memory, ideality, imagination,
calculation and spirituality. She is also
deficient in her enjoyment of humor.

Ionce owned a large white draught
rooster who stood about seven hands
bigh and had feet on him which would
readily break down a whole corn field if
he walked through it. Yet he lacked
the courage of /his conyictions, and so-
cially was not regarded as a success.

WAKEMAN'S WANDERINGS.

A SUMMARY OF HIS IMPRESSIONS
OF THE CITY OF THE DOGES.

The Itelinn Tramp is a Corn Doctor
by Day and a Poet by Night—The
Pathetic Expression of the Venitian
Women is Bronght om by Catarrb.

Iuﬂ(', May 6, 1890.
The human interest of Venice is, after
all its chief enchantment. If one can
fling off the enslavement of the fiction
woven about it, there ig_still enough to
know and enjoy, In endeavoring to an-
alyze causes for the creation of the uni-
versally false sentiment existing con-
cerning it, the best excuse I can find is
in the pecularity of its situation. It has
always impressed travelers s'rangely.
A city without a horse or other beast of
burden strikes one as a curious anomaly.
This remarkable phases. has easily been
distorted into the wonderful, the marvel-
ous. The vivid fancy with the opulent
imagination and poetic sense have done
the rest. Each succeeding traveler has
scraped the empyrean of imagery to
outdo his predecessor in florid descrip-
tion and matchless simile. Coming from
the mountains of Italy at once across
what seems to be un arm of the sea, but
which in fact is so shallow a lagoon that
a school-boy might wade it in many
places at ebb-tide, to a city built so_that
the earth it really stands upon, and the
piling, forming the pertectly secure
foundation for other structures and
street-sides, is wholly hidden from view,
the feeling of actually being at sea is
difficult to overcome. Indeed this one
fact Fabout fone’s almost ineradicable
first impressions has had no more to do
than aﬁ else in giving poet-travelers
their Venetian frenzies. Then again
the constant intensification of this im-
pression farther unhinges the average
mind. In no other city can one avoi
the roar and thunder of battling tides
of humans and conveyances upon
the streets. There is not & sound of
thig sort in Venice. Then, wherever
one secures a vista tosvards the horizon
the waters of the Adriatic are first seen,
and the impression of being upon the
sea is further e::&hasized. Again, the
quaint, strange craftof these waters, in-
stead of here and there the land, are
in view whenever. glimpses towards
the outer world are had. One must be at
sea, is the impulse of mental conclusion.
And more mystifying than all, you who
have always looked from your window
into a street, where the solid earth is
below, must here perforce see nothing
but water, moving craft upon water, and,
as though you looked from the port-hole
of some mystic craft, you see through
this nautical sense of riding upon the
ocean, in the structures opposite your
window, other fanciful craft which must
be floating alongside vour own. I have

over the Bahama Banks, in asail-
ing vessel, where for 125 miles, a bed of
coral more than 1,000 feet high was often
less than twelve and never more than
eighteen, feet from the sea’s level. If
that bank stood against the Florida,
instead of the Bahama, shore, the capit-
alist would regard the expenditure of
two or three hundred millions of dollars
to make an American Vepice, a very
trifling  incident in American develop-
ment. One must come to think of Ven-
ice in some such way as this, in order to
measure it in justice and truth.

VALLOMABROSA,

It is probable that the sanity of any one
who should visit Venice without making
a study of the gondolier would be doubt-
ed. I'endeavored to do this earnestly,
but find, after all, that he is better than
the American hackmen, because he robs
you with some slight suavify and grace.
In but one other respect is be in any de-
gree remarkable. e is tall, lithe and
slender. All his limbs show fine devel-
opment from rowing upright, every mus-
cle coming into play at every stroke of
the oar. This gives the gondoliers 8in-
ewy development most admirable.
There are somewhat more than 200
licensed gondoliers; 20 cents an hour is
the legal rate for the services of boat and
boatman, this tariff being doubled for
every extra gondolier you hire; and
the gondolier’s costume in summer com-
prises linen trowsers, a linen shirt, open
at the throat exposing a black and
heiry chest, a greasy, colored sash, and
adirty straw hat with jauntily-rolled
rim. He works as little as he can and
live. He sleeps and eats and smokes
and guzzles when notat work. He isthe
veriest coward about the water, used
as he i8 to it, and never permits
his clumsy craft to approach the region
of “choppy” waves. He is, briefly,a
vain, offensive animal whom poets have
¢poiled and amateur photographers
have developed into an insufferable
bully of these winding, watery streets.

For real manhood, bravery, hardihood,
sunniness of heart and manner and true
picturesqueness of costume and bearing,
the guadanero of Havana harbor is in-
comparably the more interesting man
and character.

To my mind a scene in early morning
on Grand Canal in Venice, is far more
interesting than one in the early even-
ing, when the faded aristocracy of the
city are moving about with apparent
listlessness in their private black gondo-
las, decorated with their owners’ coats-
of-arms, propelled by private gondoliers
in ridicalous liveries, or at night when
the Canal in general is wholly and offen-
sivelly a show object to open-mouthed
strangers. In the very early morning,
while the gray is yet upon the water,
and the gurgling of the tides is like the
chuckling of night imps in the dark re-
treats of the lowest arches and angles,
then it is thatthe oddest and most fas-
cinating processions pass and repass
away down there in the shadows be-
neath your window. Bcores of little,

ne | long barges loaded with vegetables from

the flat, outlying islands are on their
wa{ to the market at the Rialto. Their
sails are red, with blue tips and yellow
centre pieces, and most grotesqne figures
of Madonnas are painted somewhere on
their gaudily-colored sterns. These
barges are propelled by poles in the
hands of men in purple, pink, blue
and orange garments, and very often
a bare-headed peasant woman is piled
in with the vegetables. Here and there
a sapdalo, a lighter and more grace-
ful bark than the gondola, darts
by. Itisrowed by two men with
tasseled caps, like the Biscayan
fishermen. A half dozen goats are
tied head and tail to the gunwale, and
women and children are milking these
on their way to the next customer.
Barcas with soldiers speeding to or from
guard-changing, fill the shadowy way
with a din of chattering profanity.
Here are four nuns with bowed heads
being rowed on some errand of mercy.
Again whole families of the lowlier class-
es especially pious through some bereav-
ment, are setting out to be present at
some very cheap and early mass. Here
come acrowd of boats with villagers, veg-
etables, fowls, flagons of milk bestowed
in dewy wisps of grass, rolls of butter in
last year’s sweet corn-husks, and num-
berless and nameless stuffs for the mer-
cato. They are from the mainland
hamlets, and must have been astir at
midnight. Following these is a curious
procession of gondolas piled higher than
the gondoliers’ heads with household
goods and the people owning them who
are thus “moving,” follow in their own
gondolas. suggesting a funeral of house-
hold gods cut short in its taze
There are friars with huge bask
their gondolas setting out t» the m

ets to buy and beg for their brethern anc
the poor: tired fishermen with boat-
loads of gleaming fruit of the sea; sailors
subdued and snllen after an all-night’s
roysteringon their way back to their
dog’s life and the ships; messengers with

the night’s collection of telegrams; bakers | I8

in white caps and shirts, with boat-
loads of black, brown and white bread;
water-carriers with huge casks aud flag-
ons of drinking-water; butchers, ice-
men, grocerymen, all in boats making
their first morning; and all of them
down there upon the water in the shad-
ows seeming like some weird and si-
lent maskers in a dream.

Titiangives his “Bella,” in the Pitti
Gallery, that light, fleecy and almost
transparent golden-red heair commonly
known as Venetian.

In the second class
are chiefly the brusque, strapping, square-
bodied wives and daughters of the smal]
dealers, relicshowman and petty politic-
ians of modern Venice. They are loud-
voiced, wide-jawed, brazen-faced; regard
the social revolation which has put them
at the front of the decayed aristocracy as
a gladsome, heavensent dispensation;
and mimic the last year’s Paris an
London fashions with an affluence and
enthusiam worthy of their extraordinary
vigor and assurance. The third class is
of course the lowly. Its woraen are bare-
headed, bsre-leg%ed, bare-breasted crea-
tures with puny little faces, tiny noses
and eyes, tiny mouths with puckered,
protruding lips, necks with a tendency
to goitre, and with no more perfection of
symmetry about their bunchy, squaw-
like forms then you will find in the hum-
head-protruding peasant woman
from Bulgaria and lower Hungary who

Your journey is eighteen miles from Flor-
ence, up the lovely valley of the Arno,

hundreds of villas occupied by the Italian
aristocracy and nobility. A broad carri-
age-road leads all the way. Halting at
the little village of Tosi, from which one
was formerly conveyed to the monntain
retreat by sledge drawn by oxen, an
hour is passed at refreshments and in
enchanting views of the cities, valleys,
plains and rivers below, when the journey
is resumed up the Pratomagno mountain,
through groves of the most magnificent
beech and chestnut trees in the world.
The songs of birds, the Eolian music of
forest - breezes, and endless melodies of
falling waters, so bewitch one all the
way from Tosi, that suddenly and with-
out warning you are at the enchanting
mountain eerie. It comprises but a few
acres of level meadow through which
runs a long avenue of majestic trees
and at the end of this stands the lichen-
ed and gray old mass of buildings, more
famous from three lines by Milton than
any other similar spot in the world.
The order of Vallombrosans, founded
in the early part of the 11th century by
Gualberto, of Florence—who, prevented
by a pious impulse from slaying the
murdurer of his brother, though at his
merey, in thankfulness to God became
a religious devotee, and, eventually the
founder of a great order—became one
of the richest and most powerful in Italy;
and this one old monastry held their
chief treasure. For this order Ciambue
painted his priceless Madonna; Perugino,
his marvelous Assumption. But the
French Revolution almost ruined the
order. When Napoleon’s council debated
whether they shonld spare the Val-
lombrosans, because they kept the
wolves thinned in the mountains, it was
asked, “Shall we have monks or wolves?”
“Wolves!” was the answer; and Victor
Emanuel in 1860, at the Italian dis-
establishment, completed their ex-
tinction here. The place is now used as
a government agricultaral school, with
a corps of resident professors; and just
above the monastery is an observatory,
one of the Italiansignal and weather
stations of to-day. A glorious torrent
leaps past the edge of the meadow; the
forests in which - the sweet old
nest is embedded were nearly all set out
by the monks, over 40,000 heech-trees
are now standing, all of which were
planted by these vigorous recluses; and
though Vallombrosa is 3,000 feet above
the sea, the mountain behind rises 1,000
et higher, covered densely wiih as
grand a pioe forest as eyes ever beheld.
Glorious indeed are all the surroundings
1 memories of this little upland valley
¢ from the top of Pratomagno the most
ishingly beantifal view in all
18 presented. What wondrous
tions are conjured in con-
‘jon of the fair, far Casen-
valley, with its boundary
+J formed by the lofty Apenines,
are born the Tiber and Arno!
uscany, home of the dream-breeding
vine and of fair women, stretches sunnily
to the westward. The majestic Duomo
glitters down there in the centre of the
purple, checkered valley where Florence
stands. And far, faint and magically
seen through the passes of the uttermost
peaks of Carrara, shines a thread of sap-
hire where sweep the sails upon the
g:oad Mediterranean. Descend to theold
monastery. Dream among its cloisters.
Wander among its stately groves. Leave
it to go your way and never return. But
all the sadness Italy has left in yonr
heart will lie there with something akin
tof orgiving tenderness if you have but
once drunk the ambrosia and known the
spell.

THE ROYAL VISIT.
Tour of Dnke and Duchess of Connaught
—Amn Interesting Military Record.

“And now you will rejoice with us over
the result—a little son, and mother and
child well and healthy.”

The writer was the late lamented
Prince Consort, who all too soon laid
down a highly useful life, and the words
conveyed to the Prince’s friend, Baron
Stockmar, the news of the birth of the
Queen’s third son.

That son, bis, Royal Highness Prince
Arthar William Patrick Albert, Duke of
Connaught and Strathearn and Earl of
Sussex, arrives in Toronto to-day. He
was born on the Ist of May, 1850—May
Day morning in England, and Walpurgis
nightin Germany. His godfathers were
the great Duke of Wellington and the

Emperor William of Germany. In early
life the young Prince evinced a great
enthusiasm for everything military, and
his was ially designed to

develop his martial fardor. When he

was about eight and a half years old his
training for the army began under
Major Elphinstone, of the Royal En-
gineers. In the autumn of 1862 he
went to the Ranger's Honse, Greenwich
Park, to purstie his studies more closely
and to see more closely military life
and ways. Woolwich was close at hand.
In December, 1866, he underwent
the ~usual' examination papers for
entrance into Woolwich.  Although
it was thought undesirable as a
precedent to publish the result, the Prince
was examined in the same way as other
cadets and was supplied with the same
papers _and he passed the test sutisfac-
torily. He joined the Woolwich Academy
as a cadet in January, 1867, and although
he continued to reside at Greenwich, he
spent all the day at Woolwich, going
through the same classes and performing
the same duties as the other cadets. He
obtained hiscommission on June 19, 1868
havin%lbeen at Woolwich about a year
and a half and was gazetted into the roy-
al engineers as lientenant, shortly after
he joined at Chatham and went through
a coursé of military engineering. Having
completed this course ge was transferred
to the artillery, Captain H. O. 8. Turn-
er's batalion, in 1868. With this
battery he continned doin% duty.
learning thoroughly his drill stable

In 1872 the Prince acted as brigade-
major to General Parke in the wan-
ceuvres on Salisbury Plain, and in June,
1873, * he - went with the battalion
to Aldershot.. After mastering the
details of the economy anfl drill of a line
regiment hie joined the 7th Hussars at
Maidstone in April, 1874, and performed
the manceuvres with them at Aldershot
in command of a troop. Subsequently
be marched with them to Norwich. In
the summer of 1875 he acted as brigade-
major of cavalry to the cavalry brigade
under Col. Duncan Baillie, of the Ruysi
Horse Guards, and after being gazetted
as. major he attended the rman
mauceuvres in Silesia in September 1875.
In the wint8r of the same year he went
to Gibraltar, learning there the duties of
adjutant-general, and then returning to
England in May, resuming his post in
the 7th Hussars. As field officer he took
charge of the troogs that marched from
Liverpool to Edinburgh in July of that
year, and then assumed the command of
the 1st battalion of the rifle brigade in
Dublin. In his subsequent career the
Prince, who alwaye worked yvith diligence
and assiduity, displayed conspicuous abi-
lity in his profession. He was made a
colonel in 1880, and rose to the rank of
major-general in 1885. He commanded
the 1st Scots Guards in the Egyp-
tian war, and was  present at the
battle of Tel-el-Kebir. For his ser-
vices in that campaign he was
mentioned in the despatches and receiv-
ed the thanks of both Houses of Parlia.
ment. He received as decorations the
companionship of the Bath, the second
class of the Medjedie, and the Khedive's
Star. During the period of his service
in India, as Commander-in-Chief of the
Bombay forces, his Royal Highness
greatly enhanced his reputation as a
soldier and was very popular with the
army and with all classes with whom he
was brought into contact. He was made
a lieutenant-general last year.

On the 13th of March, 1879, the Duke
of Conngught married the Princess
Louise Margaret Alexandra Victoria
Agnes of Prussia, third and youngest
daughter of Prince Frederick Charles of
Prussia, the redoubtabe “Red” Prince
nephew of the late Emperor William of
Germany. The Princess who accompanies
her husband to-day, was born at Pots-
dam on the 25 of July, 1860, and is ten
{ears younger than her husband. Of

er career there is naturally but little to
say, but it may well be stated that her
extrame grace and powers as a conver-
sationalist made her a universal favorite
with her family and with the court and
nobility of England. There is a charm-
ing picture of the Princess when only
four years old, “The little beggar wom-
an,” which shows her cl in an
old black cloak, with hat in hand, lean-
ing afainsta pillar and looking shyly
out of the frame. Her two elder sisters
had been at a fancy ball, dressed as a
Russian and a Spaniard, and were to be
Bhotographed in their dresses.
