It is surely time that Mr. Moy-
lan’s outbreaks of virulence and impu-
dence were put an end to in some way.
It must be said, however, that the Do-
minion govemment"s conduct sin regard
to this pemitentiary matter has been re-
markable ail the way through, and the
tone adopted by ministers and their sup-
porters in defending the impertinent ex-
inspector is entirely characteristic. A
most noticeable feature of the affair is
the ministerial fear of the light. With

ed. We have not claimed for it perfec-
tion. .~ It may be improved in important
particulars. But the reduction of duties
is not its weak feature. ''We have never
had the slightest misgiving in predict
ing tHat this gvould be the result of o
lcwered tariff. This because it was jus-'
tified by reasoning, and had been demon-
strated in our - national ' history. * "We
were free to state, therefore, and we did

|again ‘and again state, before the tariff

wa8 lowered, that we were willing to
stand or fall on the principles of low du-
ties under the tariff by its results in oper-
ation.” They have by no means had
their perfect work yet, but emough has
leen shown to prove that the principle is
rightfthat the country does not need a
high rate of duties, either for the pros-
perity of its manufactures as a whole, or
for the liberal pay of the workmen em-
ployed in them. ' The prediction that a
lowered- tariff would bring -national dis-
tress and that, until it was made a high
tariff, business could not again revive, is
already brought to naught. ' Business is
improving hopefully and—steadily with |
that tariff id operation, and with a_cer-
tainty that it will conti_nue in operation
for at least two years in the future, and
those who are compelled to admit this
state of facts as existing are reduced to
the subterfuge of claiming that;it all
comes frot the possibility that there may
be a change in this aspect of an indefinite
character at an indefinite ‘period - cf
time!” ‘ g A

CABLE DISPATCHES.

Resumption of Hostilities in the Chitral
Distriet,

London, June 8.—A dispatch received
at Caleutta from Simla says the tribes-
men in Chitral are again threatening to
attack the British troops. A body of
500 tribesmen is callected in/ the vicin-
ity of Dargai and the British are prepar-
ing for an attack. Later dispatches
from Simla say a body of Shirannis has
surprised” a village 20 miles from Fort
Sandeman in the Zhob country and kili-
ed a British lieutenant and some sev.u
men.

The +Exchange Telegraph Company
says it is semi-officially informed that the
Turkish government is very firm and in-
tends to remain so because the Sultan
believes the whole Armenian questiony
is merely a huge insurrection supported
and encouraged by the nonconformist
minsters of Great Britain and America.

Constantinople, June 8.—The decision
of the powers respecting the unsatisfac-
tory answer of the Turkish government
to the note presented to the Porte by the
envoys regarding the reforms proposed
for Armenia is expected next week.
There are indications that the Turkish
government is uneasy at the silence of
1he powers and high officials have been
sent to the embassies of Great Britain,
France and Russia to confer with the
ambassadors regarding Armenia, and re-
present to them that the Porte’s reply
was only a semi-official communicatiox.
The ambassadors of the powers mention-
ed have refused to discuss the question,
declaring that they regard the reply
received as official and final. Advices
received here from Bitlis show great dis-
tress prevails among the Sassoun refs-
gees. It is stated that 65 families died
of starvation and many others are fam-
ishing. A local relief committee Ileft
‘Moosh to distribute bread and construct
“hitts.”” The inhabitants ask for seed and
the restoration of stolen cattle in order to
prevent 3 renéwal of the famine. It is
ulso feared that the appreaching passage
of nomadic Kurds across this district
will lead to a renewed raid.

AS TOLD BY THE SURVIVORS

The Passengers Were Forcibly Re-
strained From Securing
Life-Preservers.

Cutting Away the Deck-Load Might
Have Saved the Ship—
Queer Orders.

San Francisco, June 7.—~The Call in
its account of the wreck of -the Colima
as told by the survivors of the wrecked
vessel says: The ship was overloaded,
badly loaded, and top-heavy loaded, -Ail
agree to it. When the gale struck her
she weathered it badly. Then she ca-
reened. There was a lurch to starboard
and she did not right again. The men
called out to the captain to cut away the
deck load of heavy spars, but the cap-
tain was obdutrate.  He knew his busi-
ness,,or rather fancied he did, and
would brook no suggestions from what
he called the terrified and panic-stricken
passengers, and they probably were all
he called them, for they could see death
staring them in the face, while the cap-
tein remained blind.- The ship 'listed
more and more. With apprehension
everybody waited and held their breath
till she should bear up and right again.
But she did not right. She listed still
more and then she lost her steering
powers. The  captain rang for more
steam, and would not cut loose the deck
load that might have saved her. Steam
could not help her. The engines were
taxed to their utmost, and still the ves-
gel listed. The panic on board grew
worse, the fear of death more intense.
Then the captain gave orders for the
crew to keep the passengers . within
bounds. Whether this order went _as
fat as to withhold life preservers from
passengers and permit those who -sought
to do so to come on deck, where they
might have a chance of battling with
the waves, is not known at present. Per-
haps some further investigation will
shortly come to light on this point. At
all events the effect of those orders was
to turn the crew into' subaltern tyrants,
who acted as though they sought to pre-

Down in the
steerage, a guard was posted at the com-
panion-way door and’ those who eseaped
to the deck in time to cast themselves
into the sea before the vessel went
down did so only by main force, by kick-
ing and fighting the guard.

San Francisco, June 7.—Seventeen of
the survivors of the wrecked 'steamer
Colima have arrived here on the San
Juan. *Tae men saved from a watery
grave when' they had given up all nope
of rescue: were a sorry looking party
when they arrived at the main docks.
Some had ‘their arms in slings and their
heads and ears swathed in- bandages.
They limped as they walked and their
bruises were painfully .apparent. = 'U'he
stories of the survivors all connrm the
telegrarbed account of the cisaster.
They agree that the cause of the found-
ering was due to the top-heavy condi-
ticn of the Colima and to her bulky deck
load. From the beginuning of the voy-
age south they say the vessel acted
badly and would not answer her helm.
The passengers say there was not time
to launch a boat or put on life preser-
vers when rhey realized the serious
plight of the Colima: and besides the
fury of_the storm made it impossible to
touch or man the boats successfully.

The Dominion Government and
Its Friends Resort to Mis-
representation.

Tariff Policy of the Liberals—The
Booming of Montague
for iLeader.

Ottawa, June 2.—The debate on the
budget' i8 over. It lasted from May
3rd to May 29th. Nearly a week of
that time was, however, covered with
the Queen’s birthday -holidays. There
were just as' many speeches delivered by
the Tories as the Liberals and about
the same time was occupied by both par-
ties. The line of argument pursued by
the Tory speakers was that the policy
of the opposition was free trade and
that it would be therefére necessary, if
such a policy was adopted, to have direct
taxation as well. For instance, Dr.
Montague admitted that the platform of
the Liberals said that the policy of the
party was a tariff for revenue only, but
the speeches of the leaders put it for-
ward as frée trdde. The Tories delight
in misrepresentation. They, for n-
stance, hold that no one can understand
the Liberal policy, and that the tariff has
got to be just as Mr. Foster put it else
it must be free trade. No one can be
deceived by such talk as that. Sir John
Macdonald’s government down to 1874
from confederation®' had" a policy: of a
tariff- for revenue only and the Tories
never- said it was free trade. Hon.
Alexander Mackenzie had a tariff for
revenue only from 1874 to 1879 and it
was perfectly understood by everybody.
The Tories forget this, or rather they
pretend to.

But supposing the Liberals were ad-
vocates of a free trade policy, which
every Liberal believes to be the great
goal to be attained providing that the
country was in a position to fight along
without an imposition of a customs tar-
iff, who would be injured thereby? A
few . favored manufacturers would not
make the big profits .they now do, and
some -of thedcombines would have 10

‘do; with-less phander.from:the treasury,

but.: the : industries which -Canada -re-
quires;-and which an increased population
would of necessity demand, would go
on all the same and the increased ani
open market would make up more for
the manufacturers than they  could lose
by the removal of protection which now
hampers trade. The Canadian people

are not to be frightened. by the cry of |

free trade and Dr. Montague ought to
know it. In fdct the ;more he preaches
that the doctrine of the Liberals. is free
trade the more will that policy be ap-
precviated by the farmers, the fishermen
and those engaged in the great lumber-
ing and mineral operations of Canada.
Free trade is just what all these want,
and it is to be regretted that it eould not
be adopted. To obtain a revenue for
many years .yet it will.be necessary 1o
have a customs tariff, but what Mr.
Laurier and his eolleagues are determin-

"ed to do is that not one dollar shall ko

placed on anything for the purpose of
protection, : but :for revenue alone. In
other words the Liberals believe in ‘pay-

‘ing taxes for the public treasury, but

they ohject to paying tribute to the cot:
ton and sugar lords. That is a  policy
that is plain and easily understood. Iis*

-soundrnesy is shown well in the-fact that
.the Tories cannot attack it, and there-

fore they must resort to misrepresen-
tation. :
Speaking. of Dr. - Montague, it
may be said that he has already reached
the front ranks of the government, and
is an aspirant for the premiership: Noth-
ing could better illustrate the calibre of
the cabinet. Four years ago Sir John
Macdonald was at the head of the gov-
ernment. Then - there came as premier
Sir John Abbott, Sir John Thompson
and now' Sir Mackenzie Bowell. The dec-
gcent-from Sir John Maedonald to Dr.
Montague is a big one. But Mr. Hag-
gart is determined to depose Sir Mae-
kenzie Bowell and to put the doctor in
his place. What Mr. Haggart takes in
hand in the government he generally
accomplishes sooner or later. He, no

; doubt, will succeed in raising the doc-

tor to the leadership, but the country
will not appreciate very highly the lead-
er they are asKed to support.

Members of the government are already
beginning to be anxious that the sessien
was over. The weakness of Mr. Foster
as a leader is apparent to them. Several
instances of this have been shown dur-
ing the session. But after all he is by
far the best man that they could select
within' their ranks. He is a . good and
ready debater, but lacks tact to lead,
and has no. following in the government

or out, of it.. The helpless condition of

the government was well shown on F'ri-
day afternoon, when Mr. Brodeur ar-

raigned the administration  for with- |
holding from him a return ordered by |

the house four years ago, but not yet
brought - down. What he principally
wanted was the report of a postoffice in-
spector in Quebec, who, he said, had,

‘made an untruthful and malicious report

against a postmaster, and had the latter
dismissed. The postmaster was accused
of forgery'by the imspector. The courts
had since showed that there was not any
foundation- for the charge. At the time

‘the postmaster was dismissed Mr. Hag-

When
Mr. Brodeur had asked Mr. Haggart's
successor, Sir Adolphe Caron, for the pa-
pers and correspondence he said they
were lost with the:exception of the ir.-
spector’s report, ‘which was confidential
apd which he 'would not bring down.
Since that time Mr. Brodeur had seen
thg papers in the court in Montreal,
being engaged on the alleged forgery
casé. On Friday last he told Sir Ad-
olphe Caron that the papers were in his
department and that the prothonotary m
Mont_real had returned them there,
showing that the postmaster-general had
told an untruth when he said they were
lost. Several of the leading Liberals
_spoke: In support of Mr. Brodeur. Mz,
Lagrler Drotested strongly against the
action of the government in ignoring the
orger ;{ l;‘,he house.

_Sir Hibbert Tupper, Mr. Haggart :an.
Sir Adolphe Caron all maintagi‘ged th?;.:
the report of the inspector, notwith-
standing that he was charged with fraud

and conspiracy to ruin another official

of the government, should not be given
to parliament. And so the debate went
on for some time, when Mr. Davies said
that Sir John Thompson had promised
that the report should be given to,.the
house. o

Mr. Foster said that if after a debate
of thg character which was then going
on, Slr John Thompson had made any
promise of the kind he (Foster) would
see that the report was’ brought down.
And then the minister of finance sat
down amidst the smiles of his colleagues,
who' thought he had spoken cleverly and
that no such debate and no such promise
was ever made. Mr. Davies drew the at-
tention of Mr. Foster to Hansard of
last year and gave the pages on which
the debate appeared, and the promise
not only given, but an amended resola-
tion passed embodying this Very reporr.
Mr. Foster said that the opposition wis
correct and: that the report would be

‘given. But Sir Adolphe still held our,

as did also Sir Hibbert Tupper and Mr.
Haggart. It will be interesting to watch
yvhether the doeument is to be forthcom-
ng or not.' It well shows how little the
government eares fer the order of parlia-
ment when they had no record of the
amended order of last session.

CLUB A CONSTABLE.

Reported Assault of Officer Spain by Un-
ruly Ahouset Indians.

‘Whisky is king at Ahouset. ' The abor-
igines are having a “high old time” at
the little way-off village on the western
coast of the island. They have clubbed
a provincial police -constable and put a
government agent in a boat and sent him
home, and they are having things all
their own way, just'as much as if they
were .the rulers of the land. Whisky is
the cause of the hilarity, .and it is sup-
posed to have been supplied from Viec-
toria. The Maude brought this story
down from the West Coast, and the pro-
vincial police and the customs authori-
ties have received private advices to the
same effect. Constable Spain is the offi-
cer assaulted by the whisky-mad abor-
igines, and Indian Agent Gillard, of Al-
berni, is said to be the man whom the
Indians put into a boat and sent home.
No particulars have been received, anid
an official confirmation of the story is
wanting. But it is not thought improb-
able on this account. 'I'he Ahouset In-
dians are a wild, unruly set,*and have
more than once caused considerable
trouble. Superintendent of Provincial
Police Hussey was asked to tell what he
knew of the trouble. .He replied: “I
have only heard what you say. It is all
pyiva,,te information; no official confirma-
tion has been received. I have not yet
been- able to collect any particulars; in
fact I do not know whether any particu-
lar can be obtained at present. If the
story is true, we must uphold the dignity
of t.he local constable.

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EXPORTATION OF DEERSKINS

Chief Justice Davie Gives Judg-

ment for the Province
Yesterday.

Section of the Game Law Dealing
With the Matter Held to
be Intra Vires.

Judgment was given for thv,_ province
by the Chief Justice yesterday in ;he ap-
peal of Boscowitz & Sons ug_amst a
police court conviction for -having deer

skins in their possession with intent to !

export. The judgment in full follows:
In the matter of an appeal from the
decision of Farquhar Macrae, S.M., for
Victoria. Between Frederick S. Hussey,
respondent, and Joseph Boscowitz, ap-
pellant. iy
Section 7 of the “Game Protection Act,
1895,” provides that no person shall‘at
any time,purchase or have in possession

with intent to export or cause to be ex-

ported, or carried out of the. limits of
the province, any, or any portioun (?t' the
animals or birds mentioned in this acr
(deer .are animals mentioned in the act)
in their raw state.

The present appeal comes before the
court by way of a case stated under

clause 800 of the code, from a conviction

of the appellant for unlawfully having in

his possession with intent to_ e):pm:t, cer- |
tain portions, to wit, hides in the!r Taw ;
state, of an animal mentioned in the

“Game Protection Act, 1895,” to wit, a
deer, contrary to the form of the statute
in such case made and provideg;tand

ragraph 1 of the case states that “it
g::as g;.rgllr))itted by the appellant th.at the
proceedings had before the mﬂg1§trate
were legal and regular, and that if the
provigions of seection 7 of the ‘Ggme
Protection Aect, 1895, were infra vires
of the provincial legislature of the Px:ov—
inee of British Columbia, the conviction
was properly made.” ‘

But the evidence upon which tne con-
vietion proceeded is annexed tv the case,
and expressly by paragraph 2 thereof
made part of the case; and from that
evidence it appears that the collection
of furs, the subject of the present
charge, were obtained not from British
Columbia only but from the adjacent
foreign islands as well. I take it to be
clear that, as regards skins of animals
slaughtered in  the adjacent foreign
islande. there is nothing in the act to
prohibit ~ their = export, nor the having
them in possession for export purposes,
any more than the skins of deer killed
by Indians or settlers in the unorganized
districts of the province for the immed-
iate necessities of food (section 17 of the
act distinctly enacting that its provisions

'shall not apply to these cases); and I

think probably there would be nothing
to prevent the exportation of the hides
of deer killed by a farmer when found
depasturing  within_his caltivated fields.
In any of these cases, I take it, an ex-
ception’ arises, :making the export of
hides permissible; and there is nothing
in this case to show that the hides whicle
are the subject matter of thes: proceed-
ings are not within the exeoption; on
the contrary, the hides eoming from the
fcreign islands are clearly ‘so. I call at-
tention ‘to these exceptions, as it will be
necessary that some regulatiors should
be made- to govern future cises, and
casting upon the defence the onus of set-
ting up and proving the .exceptions.

As, however, for the purposc of this
argument the parties have sgreed_to
waive consideration of these points, and,
in the language of the case, have agreed:
“That if the provisions of section T are
intra vires of the province the conviction
is properly made,” I pass to the ccnsider-
ation of this last question.

Section 7 is attacked as being a restric-
tion of trade and commerce; and that
the Dominion ‘parliament alone, under its
general power of legislation; and under

its particular powers in connection with-

the regulation of trade and commerce,
may declare what goods may or may not
be exported from Canada.

As bearing upon the point involved in
this case, section 91 of the British North
American Act gives to the parliament
of Canada, besides the power generally

to make laws in relation to a'l matters

not coming within' the classes of subjects
by the act assigned exclusively to the
provinces, the exclusive jurisdicticn to
legislate for, among other things, the
regulation of trade and ' conm:merce:
Whilst, by section 92, the province may
exclusively make laws in relation to: (13)

' property and civil rights in the province;

and, (16), generally all matters and
things of a ‘merely local or private na-
ture in the province.” _ .
With the view then of testing the val-
idity of the section in question. and act-
ing upon the principle of interpretation
laid down by the Privy Council in Do-

vie vs. The Temporalities Board, L. R., |

7 App. Cas. 136; “The first stcp to be
taken is to consider whether the subject
matter of the act falls within any of the
classes of subjects enumerated in sec-
tion 92. If it does not, then these fur-
ther gquestions may arise, viz.: Whether,
notwithstanding that it is so, the subject
of the act does not also fall within one
of the enumerated classes of subjects in
section 91, and whether -the power of
the provincial legislature is not thereby
over-borne.”

Undoubtedly in many cases the subject
matter of legislation involves matter to
some extent common to both sections 91
and 92; for instance, the distribution of
estates and discharge of insolvent debt-
ors, which is one of the subjects coming
within federal control under sub-section
21, under the head of “Bankruptey and
Insolvency,” would also, as 1ointed out
in Cushing vs. Dupuy, I.. R. 5 App. Cas.
409, ‘involve matters relative to proced-
yre in civil matters. which by sub-section
14 of section 92-belong exclusively to the
provinee; yet legislation on the part of
the Dominion regulating the procedure
is a matter exclusively within the juris-
diction of the province. Similarly, al-

“Lanking” is exclusively within the juris-
diction of tie Domitiion, yet as shewn by
the Bank of Toronto vs. Lambe, L. R.
12 App. Cas. 575, the provinces, under
the power to regulate taxation, have .the
right to impose direct taxes on banking
institutions, *

It becomes then necessary to look to
the general scope of the statute in ques-
tion. If the real scope and intention of
a statute passed by the legislature under
section 92 is to deal with some or one of
the subjects of section 91, then, clearly,
the enactment is void. But, if the gen-
eral scope and intention of the statute
is only to regulate matters coming with-
in section 92, thén the legislation will be
valid; altbough, as subsidiary to the
general object’and - intention, matters
may have incidentally to be dealt with
which come within the express !anguage
of section 91. :

Sections 91 and 92 must, as remarked
by the Privy Council in Citizens Inss Co.
vs. Parsons, L. R. 7 App. Cas. 96, be
read together, and the language of one
interpreted and, where necessury, modi-
fied by that of the other, so as to recon-
cile the respective powers they contain
and give effect to all of them.

Applying these principles.to the pres-
ent case it.seems abundantly clear that
the general scope and intention of the
“Game Protection Act, 1895, is, as its

game of the province. So far, then, the
general object of the act is one relating
to property and civil rights, and is
‘‘esgentially local,” ds applying only to
the game of the province. It iz, as re-

{ son, 3 Manitoba, p. 620, “to secure the
increase, or to prevent at any rate so
| far as possible the decrease of the sup-
| ply of game within the proviace, in order
! that the people of the province may enjoy
| the sport of pursuing and killing the
birds or animals mentioned in tLe act, or
may hdve at hand a ready supply of
them for food or for profit,”” and, as he
continues to say. “All of the énactments
against having them in possession or ex-
porting them are evidently so many ac-
cessories to the prohibition upon the kill-
ing at certain seasons, and are all plain-
ly directed to the purpose mentiored.”

I cannot see anything in the exercise
of the power undoubtedly possessed by
the legislature 1o preserve the game of
the province which s in any way over-
borne by the exclusive right of the Do-
minion to regulate trade and commerce,
80 as to prevent the legislature prohibit-
ing export as incidental to and as carry-
ing out the general scheme of game pro-
tection in the province. *

The contention, therefore, upon which
the appellant - has chosen to rest this
case, that of the. unconstitutionality of
section 7, clearly fails, and ibe appeal
must be dismissed. As, however, this is
a test case and the appellant cenld, had
he chosen not to waive them, have de-
featgd the prosecution upon some of the
preliminary points referred to in the
commencement of my judgment, I think
there should be no costs. The “Game
Protection Act” very usefully empowers
the government to make runles and regu-

a.,nd ‘meaning of thé aet, and for protec-
tion of game in the province. I eatertain
no doubt that rules and reguiations can
be 8o drawn as to facilitate the enforce-
ment of the provisions of the act relative
to ?he export of game, or parts thereof,
which provisions; I am fully satisfied
are perfectly constitutional and valid, '

.ter, of this city. Upon arrival at 7:30

devotional services were led by Pastor
Cairns, the oldest minister of the associa
tion in active work, and ‘at 3'30 p.m.
Rev. C. L. Brownlee, of North Seatt}e.\
preached the annual sermon, atter which
Rev. W. T. Butler, Congregational min-
ister, welcomed the association ‘o Ever-
ett. &

On Wednesday morning the associa-
tion convened for praise ﬂlfld 'prayer
meeting, presided over by Mr. W. Mar-
¢hant, of Victoria. Visiting brethren
and newly appointed minfsters were wel-
comed by the association ~as follows:
Revs. G. C. King, lately baptised ffom
the Reformed Episcopal church; - Rev.
Ralph Trotter, pastor of Calvary chur.ch,
Victoria; Rev. D. Lamont, of Saanich
district; Rev. W. H. Carmichael, of
Hamilton and Woolley church, Rev. F.
O. Lamorux, of Port Angeles and Port
Townsend; Rev. 1. Cashman, of Ballard;

Rev. Ralph Trotter, of Victoria, de-
livered an address upon *“The kind of
people God needs for his work.” He
said that when a man applied for zdmis-
sion into the army in England they ask-
ed “Who-is his father?’ in Germany,
“*What does he know?”’ in France, “How
does he act?’ in America, “What is he
worth?”’ In God’s army all kinds were
needed, for the Lord could use all mater-
ial; yet for special work the 800 of Gid-
eon’s army were alone requiveid for the
emancipation of Israel. God never uses
a frighténed or discouraged man,  and
young people should be strong and of
gnod courage. : He would rather hava
zeal without knowledge, than knowledge
without zeal. Consecrated enthusiasm is
the great need of the world and the
church.

On Wednesday morning the associatior
convened at 9 a.m. for praise and prayer
meeting, ptesided over by Rev. G. C.
King. i

The temperance report was brought be-
fore the association by Mrs. McDowell,
the chief points of which were ‘“the
pledging of members to vote against all

forms of license ‘high or low,” and the

disuse ‘of tobaeco in all its forms. espec-
ially cigarettes.” Discussion followed in
which Messrs. Marchant, Waiker, Mrs.

mission board of New York had agreed
to increase the appropriation from $4 to
$5 for every $1 raised upon the field. He
also told how the New York board had
feared an increased deficit of $7,000,
making, with a former indebtedness,
$108,000, but during the making of the
report to the annual meeting at Sara-
toga, N. Y., the whole of the indebted-
ness had been whiped out, by legacies
left by various donors for home mission
work.

Rev. 8. A. Abbptt, district missionary,
spoke upon “Tt2 evangelization of the
field.” He told of Dr. Morehouse's ad-
dresses at the annual missionary May
meetings, which contained ' these - four
points: forecast, seize, hold, develop. In
this western field we had been forecast
ing and seizing, but had not been able to
bold or develop very much. Every
church should be an evangelistic church;
pastors should leave their churches once
or twice per month and preach in the
outside districts. = Members of the
churches, both men and women, should
gu out to do God’s work amongst the
community in which they lived.

Dr. Pierce read the report upon) relig-
ious literature. The order of reading
should be: first, systematic study of the
Bible, using Sunday school heips not as
principals, but as .auxiliaries; secondly.
one national Baptist paper (Standard es-
pecially recommended); third.  The Pa-
cific Baptist; fourth, Sunday - schools
were urged not to purchase even light
denominational religious fiction for their
libraries.

Rev. 8. W. Beaven told of the new
home now being. built for the ¢hildren of
Baptist foreign missionaries.. He traced

the. inception of this:work. to. the ‘direct-.

ing hand of God. The home.is being -

built at Vashon. island, Washington. »ni
the only charge on the . denowination
would be the furnishing of the home.

A. M, Nash, of the Calcutta Uni-
versity, Falls Overboard
aund is Drowned.

Was on a Holiday Trip to the Oig
Coustry—His Wife Pros-
trated by Grief.

A. M. Nash, professor of mathmetics
at the English government university at
Calcutta, India, was drowned from. the
steamship City of ''opeka last Monday
afternoon in Wright’s sound, near Point
Comax, before the eyes of his wife, wao

was at the rail with him when he went

overboard. = The case takes on the
shroud of mystery, as it is claimed by
some on fhg, steaumer that a. short time
priof to the fatal plunge Nash -repulsca
his wife’s attempts to place her arms
around him, bui on the other hand.the
wost intimate friend of Mrs. Nash sags
that the bereaved woman feels that the
death was aceidental. Whether it was
suicide or ‘iecident, it is ‘rue that Prof.
Nash had everything to live, for and ul-
tle to cause a suicidal mania. He had
been engaged in edacational work for
years, and it is said that his name is
aff yed ‘to severdl important works on
mathematics. While at Calcatta he
did a great deal of original work, and it
was his intantion to put this matter ic
proper form. dirirg the coming year
while he and his wife were yisiting at
his motheér’s home in Readiag., England.

Prof. Nash was a very short . agcd
rather stout man, aged 43 years, Enghsh
to the backbone and educated at Oxford.

Some time ago the Knglish govern-
nent ‘gave ‘him leave of absence, and it
was intended to make an extended plea-
sure tour of the country before arriviany
at the home of his childhood, Reading,
England, vhere he and his wife wevre
to pass ‘a year. They left Calcutts
some time ago, and visited the Orient.
after which they went to San Francisce
and then north to Taicoma, where they
took the steamer City of Topeka two
weeks ago for Alaska, having purchased
round trip -tickets.

Mr. Nash spent a ‘good deal of hie
time walking the deck. Shortly before
his ¢eath he was joined in his walk by
his wife. They walked ap and down
the deck for a short time and then stop-
red about- mid-ships on the port side
und -both leaned over the railing, engag-
ed in earnest conversation.

Suddenly, without warnipg of any
kind. Prof. Nash tipped forward and as
bis feet came up in the air he gave a
sort ‘of kick and slid downward toward
the glistening water.” Mrs. Nash made
frantic efforts to- hold her husband’s
lczs as he went over the railing, but
she was unsuceessful and saw the body
disappear in the depths below. In the
guroxysm of grief that followed this
awful “sigiit ' the poor woman shrieked
for ‘heip &nd fell on her knees in supphi-
cation. " Ini‘the meantime Nick Panlson.
& deckhand ' ‘who ‘had ~witnessed (e

1'scene, ran forward and gave the alarm

or ‘‘man overboard.” !

Capt. Wallace -had the  steamer
Lrought  ereund as : quickly as -pessible
and a boat was lowered. It was no use,
hcwever, for not a trace of the lost man
could be fourd. It is probable that
Coipentar Linn was the last to see the
unfortuuate man alive, for he. was at
the stern of the boat on the some deck
from - which the- drowning tnok place,
end as he heard the cries of the be-
reaved woman aund the alarmed deck-
hand, looked :up and saw Prof. Nash
floating on the waves in the wake of the
steamer far astern. A moment later.
however, he was lost to sight . in a
watery grave.

Capt. Wallace was of course compeil-
ed to continue the voyage, and arrived
in port yesterday morning at 11 o’clock.

The mother
and father were in the cabin and heariny
the air brakes being applied rushed to
the door in time to see the danger their
child was in, pbunt too late to save i
When they reached the track the chilil
was dead... The mother was prostrated
with grief.

The accident occupying such a shot
space of time there was sure to be some
difference of opinion as to how it occur-
red, but none attach any blame to Eu-
gineer Hughes, who was in charge of the
train.  There are some who think that
the child was drawn under the wheels
by the draught from the train.

The body will probably by brought &»
the city on this -evening’s train and an
inquest held to-morrow.

The passengers on the noon train drew
up and signed a letter of condolence,
which will be forwarded to the bereaved
parents. F

Senator Mylnnes on the Affairs
of the New Westminster
Penitentiary.

'

Premier Bowell’'s Answers in Re-
spect of Proposed Railway
Subsidies,

Following is the report of the recent

senate discussion in reference to the New
Westminster penitentiary and the rai-
way subsidies:
' Hon. Mr. Mclnnes (B. C.)—Before the
orders of the day are proceeded with, I
Jesire to address the house on a ques-
tion of privilege, I wish to call the ut-
tention of the senate to a letter which
appeared in the Ottawa Citizen of last
Thursday. It is as follows:

B. C. PENITENTIARY.

“Editor Citizen: In the first paragraph
vublished on this institution in this morn-
mg’'s issue of the Citizen, the following
* quoted from iny annual report to the
minister of justice;. ‘The subsequent
career of many of the witnesses, notably
ef the aecountant and storekeeper (a
nephew of Senator McInnes, of British
Columbia,) ete,’ This is an error. it
is not W. H. Keary, the dismissed ac-
countant, but Thomas Meclnnes, lar2
steward, and now a refugee in ‘the
inited States, -who is nephew to the
polished and amiable senator referred to.

*“The two quotations in the third part-
araph appear to invelve a contradicticon.
1 said, ‘As might be expected, the pene-
tentiary was deteroriating these last two
vears.” .And again, ‘My inspection of
this institution not. having been .made
since October in 1892, I have no inform-
ation to give regarding its administra-
tion.”  This means information derived
from my own personal knowledge and ob-
servation, but in my official capacity as
inspector I had other sources of in-
formation, even from the acting warden,
which enabled me to form an opinion 2as

.1¢ the incompetency anad shortcoming of

the present administration of the pew
yentiary. ~Hence the two statements
can be reconciled as facts without being
a4 “fiing.”  Yours truly,

= “J. G. MOYLAN.

“Ottawa, May 22.”

With respect to the first part of that
letter, I may say that I had a nephew
in the position of steward in the Britisu
Columbia penitentiary for 12 or 14 years.
Pluring the investigation held last year,
nnder a royal commission appeinted by
the federal government to investigate
the irregularities in that institution, not
gne fact came out which would connect
him with any wrongdoing in that insti-
tution. I have not seen the report of the
commissioner, Mr. Justice Drake, since
3t was brought dewn in the other houses,
but 1 am aware that there was nothing
in the evidence to show that he was 1n
any way whatever connected ‘w‘ith any-
thing - dishonorable, -or s-discreditable to
himself or to anybody -belonging=te hirn.
1t is true that the accountant was dis-
charged at the same time that the war-
den and deputy warden were discharged
in Qctober last, but my nephew was not
cischarged. . He eontinued to perform
Lis duties as steward of that institution
until October last, when, of his own -fyev.
will and accord, he remigned tne position
and went to live in the United States. To
say that he was a refugee in the United
States is an unqualified falsehood, dnd 1
am forced to state that this man Moy-
lan, when he wrote those words, knew
that he was writing that which was not
true. . With respect to the accountay,
whose. character Mr. Moylan wishes to
impeach, I may say that he has occu-
pied the position of alderman in the city
of New Westminster for -a great many
vears and is a man who is respected gea-
erally in that place. . His: bare word, as
well as that of my nephew and of nearly
every person who gave -evidence on that
accasion, would be taken in. pr?ference
to the sworn statement of Fitzsimmons,

. or the late inspector of penitentiari2s

either. I do mot intend to analyse that
report. 1 shall wait until all the papers
are before the house, when every mem-
ber of the senate will be able to see f.r
himself that I was right when & number
of years ago I called attention to.grave
irregularities in the penitentiary. Th»
investigation proved a great deal morc
than I even insinuated on that occasior,
but I want, to call the attention of the
house to this fact, that ever since I mad:
those statements on the floor of the s2n-
ate this man Moylan has on every occi-
sion that presented itself not only insult-
ed me but other members of this house,
and that too under the authority of the
zovernment in his annual report. I
would eall the attention of the hon
premier to the iact that there was no
necessity whatever for Mr. Moylan, the
late inspector, to announce the fact .o
his report that this Thomas A. Melnnes
was a nephew of mine. I am not ashaql-
ed of that nephew, but I ‘would ask,_ in
all fairness, am I to be held responsibie
for the actions of a mephew, or even of
a much nearer relative? Would any hoz,
gentleman here be held responsible . for
the actions of their friends, however nea:
and dear they may be to them, so long as
those friends are not under their control
or influence, and are of the full age of
responsibility? This was a gratuitous
insult, not only to me individuall.y, bl}t
to every member occupying a seat in this
house. y i

Hon.  Mr. Kaulbach—I would ask my
hon. friend and the house whether, on &
question of privilege, the hon. gentleman
van make a speech reflecting upon the
character of a gentleman of intelligence-
and integrity, who is well known in the
community and to the public at large?
I do not think he can do this simply on
a letter found in a newspaper.

Hon. Mr. Miller—The point is, whether
when a writer in a newspaper, or the
cewspaper itself, calls a senator’s
nephew a fugitive from justice, the sen-
ator can claim the right, as a guestion
of privilege, to defend, his nephew, and

attack the newspaper writer..  He cer-
tainly ecannot. . :

Hon. Mr. McInnes—Before a decision
kis given on the point that has been rais-
ed, T 'wish to call the attention of the
hon. gentleman who has raised this ques-

1 tion of order, to the fact that on two

different occasions, to my personal know-
ledge, a question has been brought up in
precisely - the same was: as- I have
brought this up. When the hon. gentle-
man from Delanaudiere was attacked,
by this impudent fellow Moylan," 1
brought it up myself, and it was discuss.
ed here for some two or three hours—thc
whole of one afternoon—by more than a
dozen hon. gentlemen on the floor of this
house.

Hon. Mr. Miller—If the hon. gentle-
man himself were attacked he would
have'a right to defend ‘himself if it came
under the class of privilege, but we have
no right to take advantage of our seats
in this house to defend anybody but our-
selves on a question of privilege.

Hon. Mr. McInnes—That is precisely
what I am doing.

Hon. Mr. Macdonald (B. C.)—The hon.
member for Richmond will see this; a
government official attacks a member nf
this house and tries to connect his name
with a criminal, a person whose word is
alleged to be unreliable, and this housa
ought to give every liberty and facility
to that hon. gentleman to clear: his own
character, and if he attacks Mr. Moy-
lan for going out of his way to put his
name in a report where ‘it should not be,
Mr. Moylan deserves all the lashing this
heuse can give him.

Hon. Mr. Miller—I am not here as the
advocate of Mr. Moylan. I am not ex-
pressing approval of anything tuat Mr.
Moylan has done. I have not read _us
letter. I am not prepared to say what
judgment I would pass upon it if I had
read it. But the point to which I wish
10 call the attention of this house is this,
that I do not think it is within the scope
of the question of privilege for a mem-
ber to attempt.to defend any omne but
himself.

Hon. Mr. McInnes—I quite agree witn
what the hon, gentleman states, but i:
the hon. gentleman paid attention to the
letter when I read it, he would see that
1 am directly attacked through the me-
dium of my nephew.

Hon. Mr. Bellerose—Hear, hear.

Hon. Mr. MclInnes—The letter reads:

‘“This is an error. It was not W. H.
Inearey, the dismissed accountant, but
Thomas McInnes, late steward, and now
a refugee in the United States, who is
a nephew to the polished and amiabie
senator referred to.

Hon. Mr. Angers—That is not an at-
tack.

Hon. Mr. MeInnes (B. C.)—It is an im-
plied slander. There is no question about
it.

~Hon. Mr. Miller—It may be that—on
the nephew.

Hon. Mr. McInnes—I am not prepared
to go on to debate this question of pri-
vilege, but I do claim that I am doing
what is the duty of every member of this
honorable house when he is attacked, es-
pecially by a civil servant, or a person in
a 'still worse position, & man who has
-been superannuated, and i¢ living on the
taxpayers of this country. In my plac:
in the senate, over six years ago, I call-

stitution and my ‘statements were sub-
sequently proved to be all true. If I
can be attacked with impunity by the
man: who should have prevented these ir-
regularities, I think that this house has
fallen very low indeed if it will not de-
fend itself. = This Mr. Moylan is an o:a
offender. Within the last six years he
has been called to account for similar
misconduct no“less than twice to my par-
sonal knowledge. During the incumben-
¢y of the late premier, Sir John Abbott,
Mr. Moylan made an unjustifiable attack
on the hon. member for Delanaudiere in
his annual report. =~ He was brought to
task for it, censured and punished. Even
the $500 that was placed in the estimat s
for an increase of his salary was wiped
c¢ut upon that occasion, and he was th:a
cautioned; not only by the late Sir John
.Thompson, but also by the late Sir John
Abbott,” that if he should be found guil-
ty of any such offence again he would
be suspended or severely dealt with. Two
years after that he attacked me. in his
réport, and that attack appeared in the
annual report of the minister of jus-
tice. It was done without the knowledge
of the minister or the deputy minister
of justice. ~Mr. Moylan only showed it
to the private secretary, and it was smug-
gled into the departmental report in that
way. I found that out subsequently. I
was perfectly satisfied that Sir John
Thompson would never lend himself to
anything so low and unworthy as that.
He was then summoned to appear before
the bar of this house. But on the fol-
lowing day, before the meeting of 'the
senate; he apologized to this house and
Sir John Thompson gave a pledge tht
he would not-offend another time. Now.
anfortunately for this house, and I may
say for the country, when Sir Jokn
Thompson  dismissed the warden, - the
deputy warden and the accountant of
the British Columbia ‘- penitentiary, he
made a fatal mistake that he did not
dismiss this J. G. Moylan, -because when
the papers are brought down I can shov
very conclusively that he was probably
the cause of nearly all the irregularities,
all the wrongdoings and all the malfeas-
dnce in office in connection with' that in-
stitution. It may be contended by some
hon. gentlemen that now he is not in the
employ of the government, as he is su-
perannuated,—that the government have
no control over ‘him. - If there are any
in this house holding such views as that,
1 claim— !

Hon. Mr. Kaulbach—I rise to a ques-
tion of privilege. I appeal to the chair.

Hon. Mr. Melnnes (B. C.)—There is a
question of privilege before the house at
the present time.
" Hon. Mr. Kaulbach—The question ‘s
whether my hon. friend can go on with
this tirade of abuse against a gentleman
who is not in the eivil service, and ot
in the employ of the government. It
is entirely beyond his privilege. . He is
taking advange of his position in this

house to abuse ihe character of a man

ed attention to scandals in a public in-.

who mnds as high u any- hon. géntle‘-

man in this house. §

Hon. Sir Mackenzie Bowell—I would
like to call the attention of the house to
the fact that when a question of order
is raised it is the duty of the speaker to
sit down until it is decided.. The hon.
member must have forgotten that.

Hon. Mr. MclInnes (B. C.)—I did not
forget it. The hon. gentleman rose to a
question, of privilege he stated; and not
@ .question of order. v

Hon. Sir Mackenzie Bowell—Then it
was an act of discourtesy to the hou.
gentleman as well as to the house. I
was charitable enough to think the hoo.
gentleman had forgotten the rule for the
moment.

Hon. Mr. MclInnes (B. C.)—The hon.
gentleman rose to a question of privilege,
and not in order, consequently I was per-
fectly justified in not sitting down—-it
was discourtesy to the house.

Hon. Mr. Miller—The hon. gentleman
from Lunenburg in his last remarks used
the word privilege instead of order, but
when he first took the floor he rose to a
question of order.

Hon. Mr. Kaulbach—I ask the ruling
of the chair on the question of order.

Hon. Mr. McInnes (B: C.)—I throw
myself on the indulgence of the house,
This man Moylan is, or ought to be, un-
der the control of the government, just
as much as if he were in their employ.
He has been superannuated, -but surely
we are not going to allow superannuated
civil servants to have free scope to at-
tack membersg of this house and of thLe
cther branch of parliament with impun-
ity and without redress. I appeal ‘0
the premier if it is not his bounden duty
—a duty that he owes to himself, to this

house and to this country—that this |

man’s superannuation should be imme :i-
ately stopped, or that he should be cau-
tioned that if he attacks any member of
this or the other branch of ggr]iament it
will be stopped, notbb'i’chﬁtgqaing any-
thing that the counsel for the late in-
spector may have to say to the ‘egntrary
in fhis house. ;

Hon. Sir Mackenzie Bowell—I do not

propose to follow the hon. géntleman in |

the remarks that he has made, because {
am strongly of the opinion that the mat-
ter brought up by him is not a question
of privilege in any sense of the word. If
every attack that is made upon a public
man in a newspaper, either by inference
or direetly, is to be considered a queéstion
of privilege, there are very few ‘of us
who could not occupy the time of the
house during half of the session.

Hon. Mr. Perley—We would not want
any adjournment. ;

Hon. Sir Mackenzie Bowell—In the
cther house it has grown into practice io
explain any attack made upon a mem-
ber in the public press, and also to Ie-
fend oneself. I do not wish to be undar-
stood as approving in any way of the
j-arenthetical sentence put into the re-
port of Mr. Moylan.. On the contrary,
I had a conversation only last Saturday
with the minister of justice, who author-
ized me to state, when the question came
up in this house, that he deeply regretted
it himself; and how it got into the repott
he could not understand; that when he
read the report as presented to him, he
put his.pen.through.the .reference.to the
hon. gentleman, considering it irrelevant;
and how it got in afterwards he does not
know. I told him thatI should take the
first, opportunity to explain the matter to
the house. For my own part I think it
reprehensible on the part of any public
servant, or of the public press, to assoct

"ate a gentleman’s name with that of an-

other who may have done wrong, simply
because he happens to be a connection by
marriage or by blood. ;. I do not know of
any meaner mode of iattack. Still, I
question very much whether it becomes a
question of privilege .that should be
brought up in this house. I have the
report before me, and the house will see
that the reference to the hon. gentleman

was altogether unnecessary. The inspe:-.

tor says in his report: ‘“The subsequent
career of many of these witnesses, not-
ably the accountant and storekeeper;”
and then he puts in parenthesis, “nephew
of ‘Senator Mclnnes of B. C.”

Hon. Mr. Macdonald: (B. C.)—That is
the third offence of the same kind.

Hon. Sir Mackenzie Bowell—Now that
the hon. gentleman has called attention
to it, I remember‘that Mr. Moylan was
taken to task for a similar offence be-
fore, but I can only say, so.far as th-
minister of justice is concerned, that he
was not aware that it was published un-
til his attention was called to it by the
Guestions on the paper. How far the
lion. gentleman’s Ssuggestion ' in refer-
ence to dealing with Mr. Moylan’s super-
annuation could be acted upon is a qu.s-
tion, that 1 shall have to leave to the
lawyers to decide. My own impressicn
is that he is as independent of the gov-
crnment to-day as the hon. gentleman -is
himself. We have ne control whatever
over him, and he has the same right that
every other citizen has to write articles
in ‘the newspapers, if they think proper
to publish them, and he must be held
individually responsible, whether :n
courts- of law or otherwise, for his con-
duct. I deeply regret, as a member of
the government, and I desire to express
equally the regret of the minister of jus-
tice, that a report coming from any de-
partment of the government should, even
inferentially, attack any hon. gentleman.
I do not know-that the remark made by
Mr. Moylan in that letter that has been
read would be considered a slander. He
says that the hon. gentleman from srit-
ish Columbia is “polished and amiable.”
I1f he had added “handsome” he would
not have said anything in excess. If
ridicule would justify the bringing of
such ‘matters before this house, I think
I might mention quite 2 pumber of news
papers in which I have been ridiculed
in"a way that has amused me and my
friends, and disgusted some of my fam-
ily, who think that it should not be al-
lowed.

Hon. Mr. Macdonald (B. C.)—Not oy
pensioners of the government.

Hon. Sir Mackenzie Bowell—We haye
nothing to do with the pensioners of the
governments,

Hon. Mr. McInnes—Withhold . their
pensions. )

Hon. Sir Mackenzie Bowell—There is

‘v“
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no-law  which' woutd justify the govern-
went in doing so.- If you think the of-
fence ‘is so grave as to justify that, it'is
o matter which we can. consider in the
future. :

Hon. Mr. Mclnnes inquired-—

“Is it the intention of the government
to reappoint Arthur McBride, late war-
den, and William Keary, late accountant,
to'the wardenship and accountantship,
respectively, of the New Westminstor
penitentiary? If not, why not?”

He said: The reason why I ask the last
question “If not, why not?”’ is this—it
was proven during the igvestigation thut
both the warden, and the accountant
were merely carrying out the instructions
giveg them by the deputy warden and
the inspector of penitentiaries—that the
warden was a mere figurehead—placed in
that unfortunate position by the inspec-
tor, and had to carry out the instructions
given him by the deputy. Of the three
men the guilty person was reappointed,
while the .comparatively innocent men
Wwere not reappointed.

Hon. Sir Mackenzie Bowell—It is not
the intention of the government to re-
appoint Arthur McBride, late warden,
and William Keary, late accountant, to
the wardenship and accountantship, re-
spectively, of the New Westminster peni-
tentiary. Reason, on account of their
unsatisfactory records while holding surh
positions. If the statement.made by the
hon. gentleman, that the warden was a
mere figurehead and only carried out the
orders of a subordinate, is true, it is the
very best reason why he should not be
reinstated.

Hon. Mr. McInnes (B. C.) inquired: -

“Has Mr. James Dunsmuir, of Vie-
toria, British Columbia, president of the
Esquimalt & Nanaimo railway com-
pany, or any one else on behalf of said
railway company, applied for the usuul
railway subsidy of $3200 per mile to as-
sist in extending their road from Well-
ington to Comox?

Hon. Sir Mackenzie Bowell—Mr. Duns-
muir has made application for a subsidy
of $3200 per mile for the extension of
the Esquimalt & Nanaimo railway from
Wellington to Comox.

creek, where ke atempted to place him
under arcest. Azoff drew a revolver
end shot him.

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POLICEMAN'S NARROW ESCAPE

CERE S-SR
An Indian Takes His Revolver
and Deliberately Attempts
to Shoot Him.

Constable Anderson Arrives on the
Scene in Time to Save
the Officer.

A bottle of gin supplied to Jim, a
west coast Indian, came very near being
the cause of a murder on Government
street early this morning. Jita was af'-
rested on Constance street S.b').'lt 3 this
morning by Officer Gilc' rist for- having
liquor in his possession. The officer, af-
ter a great deal of trouble,s reached
Government street with his prisoner, but
here the burly siwash stopped and show-
ed fight. Officer Gilchrist proceeded to
handcuff him, but he soon found that
was no easy job. The Indian closed
with the officer, and, putting nis arms
around his waist, took the officer’s re-
volver. What followed is pest told in
the words of Officer Gilchrist. Ile saia:
“Seeing the prisoner had my revolver 1
threw him and we both fell into a nar-
row alley-way. 1 felt the muzzle of
the revolver pressed to my templg apd
then the trigger was pulled, but lickily
I had my thumb behind" the hammer.
The hammer caused the bruise on my
thumb. {Bruise shown to court). The
Indian pulled the trigger a second time,
causing another bruise on my thumb. T
struggled with him for nearly half an
hcur, when Constable Anderson came to
my assistance. It-took the two of us
twenty minutes to take the prisoner to
the lockup. I was just about exhausted
when Constable Anderson arrived, and
would soon have been overpowered.”

It was just by chance that officer An-
derson passed the spot where the fight
was in progress. He was at the lockup
intending to go home, but chunged his
mind and walked down to Government
street, where he saw the struggle. There
is little doubt but Officer Gilchrizt would
have been murdered had Officer Ander-
son not arrived when he did. The
wounds on his/thumb show quite plain-
ly that the trigger was pulled more
than once. Every chamber in the weap-
on was loaded.

During the trouble’ the Indian said,
“You killed two~of my cousins and you
are going to die now.” He _was, no
doubt, referting to ‘the™two west coast
Indians killed at différent times Ly police
officers. 5
The Indian was fined $25 for having
liqguor and comniitted for trial on  the
charge of ‘assaulting an officer. Police
Magistrate Macrae: did. not consider the
punishment he could impose aderguate.

The prisoner is a very heavy and mus-
cular man. The police are now looking
for the man who supplied the liquor that
caused the trouble.

SAANICH AND THE ISLANDS.

Trade, Travel andb Scenery—A-dditional
Notes” of a Tour.

Our northern correspondent sends a
few additional notes relative to his re-
cent. trip to Saanich ‘and the islands:

The Victoria &’ Sidney Railway is
proving an important faetor for the city
of Victoria, both as regards passenger
travel and goeds traffic. The new ven-
ture is-a success ‘to the promoters and
of greaf advantage to residents near the
line of railway, whether viewed. from a
travel standpoint or in the transport of
goods or farm produce; and its value is
enhanced by having a connection ‘es-
tablished with a special steamer beyond
its terminus at Sidney, which is about
17 miles from Vietoria. The trip from
Victoria'to Sidney is varied and pleas-
ant. Leaving the station at Hillside av-
enue, the lofty, rocky bluffs—Mount Toi-
mie and Mount Douglas—rising from fer-
tile, well cultivated fields, are on te right
with ‘““Big Saanich” on the left. Skirt-
ing through roads and clearan~cs along
the Lake District, almost due north, the
train passes within sight of Beaver and
Elk lakes, whence the supply of our ecity
city water is obtained. Saanichton sta-
tion is soon reached, the centre of Saan-
ich district, celebrated for its fine farms

and productive’ orchards, which extend

gue, and have lived all my life within

at intervals along the length of the
whole peninsula beyond the railway ter:
minus at Sidney. The business affairs
of the railway appear to be econvmically
conducted under T. W. Paterson as gen-
eral manager; Peter Dunlevy, president;
Julius Brethour, vice-presiden:; - Heénry
Brethour and Samuel Rounding, direc-
tors. The management so far gives good
satisfaction to .the public. At Sidney a
spacious grove, containing lofty trees, on
a rising ground along the sea-shore, has
been reserved by the company, and the
surface levelled for the accommodation
of excursion parties. Seats and swings
are improvised at different places, and in
a central, shady spet a floor has been
laid and enclosed for the use of those
who wish to “shake the light fantastic
toe.” The view eastward is magnificent,
reaching across to the mainland and in-
cluding Mount Baker, immediztely op-
posite, towering above the distant hori-
zon. On the evening of the 3rd instant
the view of the extinct crater from Sid-
ney grove was sublime. At that time it
happened there was a clear space of sky
over .the mountain, which was entirely
covered with snow, whilst the . nearer
portion . of the mainland, islands and
channels - were shaded by clouds. The
panorama, with the immense silvery
cone in the background, was cxquisite,
and the view lasted until sunset. The
vista southward by Cordova channel,
and across Haro strait, including the
snowclad Olympic range and-the various
intervening islands (one of the nearest
being the contested island—San Juan,
whose residents now would fain be at-
tached to British Columbia) is r1agnifi-
cently grand. Northwards the scenery
is romantic, embracing the high bluf,
Cape Keppel, the southern point of Salt
Spring island; also portions of Pender,
Prevost and Galiano islands. Amongst
this enchanting scenery the steamer
“Mary Hare,” commanded by Captain
Hare, a “master mariner,” makes daily
trips in connection with the railway at
Sidney. The trips are so arranged that
parties can remain over at certain points
to suit the time at their comman:, either
picnickers or tourists.

The establishment of flax works at
Sidney is spoken of; also brick works,
as the clays of the neighborhood are su-
perior. Taken together, the outlook of
the Saanich peninsula and its numerous
island dependencies is bright for 1895,
and doubtless will continue, as settle-
ment there has greatly increased
during the last few years—yct there is
room for additional thousands 2f indus-
trious settlers, shepherds, fruit-raisers
and fishermen.

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MINERAL PRODUCTION.

A little bluebook compiled by E. D. In-
gall of the geological survey: gives an in-
teresting summary of the mineral produe-
tion of Canada in the year 1894, It is
a matter of common knowledge that this
country is exceedingly rich in minerals,
and it- is- regretfully admitted on all
hands that our mineral production might
be much larger than it is. The statis-
tics given in Mr. Ingall's report convey
the satisfactory information that this
production is on the increase; the next
year’s summary will undoubtedly make
a much better showing still. In 1894
the value of the minerals produced was
$20,900,000, while the highest previous
total, that for 1891, was $20,500,000. In
1886 the total was only $12,000,000.
Cosdl of course takes the lead, last year’s
product amounting to $8,447,329. The
next in rank is nickel, of which $2,061,-
120 was produced—all in the Sudbury
district. - There are indications that this
amount will be exceeded in the current
year. Gold to the value of $954,451 was
rgised from the earth, and British Co-

lumbians need not be told that 1895 is |

certain. to do much better than that. Koo-
tenay and Cariboo may apparently be de-
pended-on to furnish something like this
amount each. The same may be predict-

ed .of silver, which for last year is set |

down at $409,239; evideﬁtly the heavier
part of the Kootenay product was too
late for inclusion in this report. It may
be worthy of note here that for the pur-
poses of Mr. Ingall’'s compilation Nova
SQcotia and Ontario gold are valued at
$19.50 per ounce, Quebec gold at $18,
and British Columbia and Yukon gold at
$17, while silver in the ore is taken -at
(3 cents per ounce.

The Blood of ‘the Outraged Ar-
menians Cries Aloud for
Vengeance.

The Merciless Turk is Still
flicting His Fiendish
Tortures.

Boston, June 11.—A reliable American
resident. in Turkey in a letter regarding
the situation in.Eastern Turkey received
here to-day, says:; “There is one theme
which concentrates attention, namely,
the conditiors and prospects of the coun-
try. It is not only the cause of common
humanity which interests us, but . the
question now pending holds within it the
life or death of Oriental Christianity.
Are those wicked and godless fanatics tc
be permitted to dip their swords further
into innocent Christian blood, not only
in ‘general. massacres but on the high-
ways, in their own homes, in their fami-
lies, and, worse than all, in prisons, by
the hands of the government itself? Day
after day .the pitiful story is told over
and over again of pillage, burnings, tor-
tures, murders, violence, abduction, con-
fiscation, disruption of churches, etc.
Mere human aid is entirely insufficient.
.The intricacies of the political question
involved put the solution of the problem
far beyond our reach.”

The letter gives a new story concerning
the state of -the Turkish prisons. In
the Bitlis prison there are seven cells,
each one large enough for ten or twelve
persons. Between twenty and thlrty
are crowded into each one, There  are
no sanitary arrangements. The Armen-
ians found in these cells have to do their
own purchasing ‘through zabatieths and
at double prices. . They are deprived of
immediate communication with those out-
side, and letters. directed to .them are

-« not delivered. nWhat they are allowed
' to write must bg in Turkish.

To get it
written two piasters of bread, equivalent
to a daily ration, must be given. The
daily .allowance of bread by law should
be 300 drams, but it is never more: than
250, andis dirty and poorly baked. Of-
ten it is not delivered. The water .is
undrinkable. Armenians often have to
drink the khulitch water. 'This is the
water of the tank where the Turks per-
form their ablutions for prayers: Should
one dare to ask for justice, he is at once
thrown into-a dark, damp subterranean
cell. The Armenians in these cells are
the slaves of the caprice and severity of
the Turks. - Scores of instances are spe-
cified wherein death came and released
the prisoners from the sufferings result-
ing from prison abuses.

From the appalling.list the following
few examples might be cited: Caspar
Khaboian, of Avzid village, Moosh, had
his' head ‘and arm broken by a prison
keeper with an iron shovel; Mohran Du-
% of. Gnnsuatinople, was taken to

beaten and - Hl-treated. by
the way. ﬂe ‘wag brought to Bitlis with
his'leg broken. Muggerditch Sughertis-
tan, ‘of Bitlis,” died a few days after be-
ing released‘from prison, from the effects
of ill usage' sustained . in prison; Malk-
hass Aghajanian and Serop Malkhassian
of Ayzud village, Moosh, were beaten: in-
to a fainting condition. Malkhass was
burned in eight places and Serop in 12
places with hot irons. 5

Another citizen of the same village
was stripped of his shirt and drawers
and beaten till he fainted, and then his
girdle .was ‘thrown around his neck and
he was violently forced to the Seaptich
office, where he was branded in sixteen
places with red-hot ramrods: He -was
kept standing on his feet for five days
and nights without food or drink. He
was' also subjected to violent beatings
and the plucking out of his hair. Kork-
en Mardomn, of Semal village, Shadaks-
ha, ‘was subjected to violent beatings,
plucking out ‘hair ‘and forced to remain
standing for 24 hours at a time. - Then
Mulazia Hadji Ali and the prison keep-
ers forced him to perform the: Shatan

topet. (Satan’s ‘ring; the hands, are tiéd |

together, the feet forced through them
and then tied together by the great toes).

Caspar, a Sidonian, of Khass village,
Moosh, was beaten for nine nights by
Zabtielis, by order of Muhe Tghaoush
and’ Captains Eskonder and Had§i Tai-
cem. This resulted in his death. Mar-
kar Manoogian, of Vertannes, was vio-
lently tortured by Zabtiehs. On the
way to Bitlis, the Zabtiehs forced him
to carry them by turns on his back, and
when his strength gave out they beat
him. They Kept him one night in a hole
made in the snow-: and three-nights with-
out food and drink, and did not allow
him tobaceo, to which he was greatly ad-
dicted. = He was finally killed. . Sagha-
tiel’ Merzoian, of Hosh Geldie, village of
Bavanik, was kept standing without food
and ‘drink for‘a long period at a time,
‘his  hair plugked out violently, beaten,
choked with rppes -and  three  times
thrown into a faint. The prison keeper
caused him to be bound to a ladder and
beat him with his shoe on the stomach,
back and head;, and then spit in his
mouth,

A party of 22 Armemans was arrested
by soldiers in a cave at Hartk village
and taken to Semak, where Zekki Pa-
sha was. Here they were beaten and tur-
tured. The remainder were brought to
Bitlis, and eight days later two of them
died. - Their leader, Hampara Esum,
was subjected to all sorts of torture,
beating, plucking out of hair, ete. A
foot chain was on his hand. ‘His foot
chains are now heavier, he is subjected
to torture and Kurds are enjoined to
Still hé does not die. When-
ever the Armenian prisoners succumb to
torture and ill-usage and die, the go¥v- |
ernment offiefals’ reports state that they
died natural deaths. The prison keeper,
Abdul Kadeer, has a salary of 800 pias-
ters a month, yet it is said that he has
two or three Turkish merchants doing
business on capital loaned by him and he

has latery built ‘a house costing about

$2500. All this money has been squeez-
ed from the Armenian prisoners.

On Sunday morning, April 21, a cross
was discovered on the door of the Catho-
lic church at Arackir. Upon it were
written threats against Christians in the
Turkish language. On Sunday morning,
April 28, in the entry to one of the Pro-
testant chapels was found a dog’s head
with a cross attached. Upon the up-
right part of this cross ~was written
“English, French, Russian, American,
German, Armenian.”  Upon the cross
piece was inscribed, “You infidels; youa
have become rebellious; in a short time
you will see what will become of you; O
you traitors against the government.” In
the Georgian church was found “the rest
of the dog with a cross tied to its tail,
upon which were written the names
*“Bulgarian, Greek, Italian.” In addition
to-those upon the Protestant cross was
to be read: “The Armenians have grown
rebellious, and others, too; but it is the
turn of the Armenians to be punished
with the sword. ~ Your fate has come.
He who accepts the true faith is safe.”
Aside from the threats, which at such a
critical time are very serious, the indig-
nity thus cast upon the Christian religion
is here considered more -serious than it
would be regarded in Europe or America.

WENT UP IN SMOKE.

The Windsor ann'ery on the Skeena
River is-Totally Destroyed by Fire.

Windsor cannery, Skeena river, has
been burned to the ground. Over $40,-
000 have gone up in smoke.

The fire took place on the afternoon of
June 1.. The mén were at work and
did not notice the fire before it had gain-
ed considerable headway. 'The fire
caught on the roof of the canmery pro-
per. Sparks from the soldering machine
are supposed to have ‘been the cause.
The men were working in the cannery
in blissful ignorance that a flame of fire
was buriing above their 'heads. At last
one of them saw the fire and heard the
crackling of the shingles as they quickly
ignited and were burned away. All
hands dropped work and everyone was
foon at his post getting the hose in po-
sition and several good streams were
soen playing upon the flames. Men
climbed the roof and used the hatchets
freely, and every effort was made to
bring the fire in check. But it was slow-
ly gaining on- the fire fighters. W. H.
Dempster, the manager, then gave orders
to chop away the wharf. He saw that
it was futile to try and save the cannery.
The' building was doomed-and the fire
threatened to creep along the wharf and
to burn the store, dwelling houses, boats
and steamers, as well as the remainder
of the wharf.  Like Trojans the men
worked in a hot sun with beads of per-
spiration standing ‘on_théir“brows: A
large gap was cut ‘and the energetlc
workers had the satisfaction of seeing
that the fire had been confined. It had
done great damage, but several thous-
and dollars’ worth of property had been
saved.

The normal population of the
city was vastly increased by multitudes
of visitors from' the provincial districts,
9nd the streéts through which His Ma-
Jesty was expected to pass were blocked
from morning till night by eager and ex-
cited thronmgs. = All the principal thor-
oughfares were decorated with unnparal-
leled richness and profusion. Triumphal
arches were erected at various points
along the course marked out for the Im-
perial procession, all composed of masses
of green foliage, and designed with ‘ad-
mirable artistic 8kill. One of these, an
arcade stretching over 400 feet in front
of the houses of parliament, and built by
voluntary subscriptions, cost three thous-
and yen. . From early morning the ap-
proaches to the railway station were im-
passable, although the arrival of the Im-
perial train was not looked for until 2
c’clock in the afterncon. The Emperor
was punctual to the appointed hour, and
when he. appeared in the doorway .of
the station, the demonstrations of en-
thusiasm testified that the popular disap-
pointment with some of the tesults of
the war had in no degree diminished the
sentiment of loyal devotion to the sov-
ereign. At no previous time has the
Emperor held a securer place in the af-
fections of his subjects. His prompt as-
sumption of authority at the béginning of
the war, and his diligent performance of
the arduous duties of commander-in-chief
for nearly a year, have won respect and
admiration on more solid grounds than
those upon which the traditional homage
of the community was formerly based.
The reception was precisely such as
would have been accorded to the honored
ruler of an enlightened European nation.
For more than an hour, as his carriage
moved slowly along the line of march,
the air was filled with cries of “banzai”
from. hundreds of thousands of voices,
culminating with & wild burst of accla-
mation as he disappeared within the cas-
tle gates The crowds then dispersed
to view the magnificent embellishments
which made the entire city a mass of
radiant coloring, and the. festivities, both
formal and spontaneous, were continued
throngh the afternoen and a great part
of the night.

| THEIRON CHANCELLOR SPEAKS

He KEloquently Urges the Agrarians
to Returr Only Genuine
Representatives.

A Thinly Veiled Attack Upon Both
the Kmperor and the
Government.

London, June 11.—A dispatch to the
Times irom Berlin gives a detailed ac-
count of the address of Prince Bismarck
to the Agrarians on Sunday, mention of
which was made in these dispatches on
Sunday night. Frince Bismarck said
he was ignorant of the intentions of the
present legislators. He possesses no in-
fluenee with, and no authority over them.
He intimated to his hearers that it would
be very difticult for a man who had te-
tired from public life to retain an in-
tluence of this character when once he
has abandoned his position as leader.
He strongly denounced the manner in
which these commercial treaties had been
rushed through parliament, and said
that the money which might have been
derived from the public revenues thus
carelessly thrown away was urgently re-
quired for the strengthening of the Ger-
man army. He urged the Agrarians to
take more trouble at the election time
and to return genuine representatives,
men with interests allied to the voters,
not meh whose interests lie chiefly in
Berlin among people with an acre of land
and without a blade of corn to their
names.  He advised the Agrarians not
to give their votes to any one desirous of
becoming a public ‘minister, not to vote
for any one whose wife wished to shine
in ‘Berlin- soeiety. = From people of this
character come the burrs that stick fast
to the ministerial post.” It is useless to
expect them to champion the agricultural
interests. - “Do not,-theréfore, elect am-
bitious persons,”’  he said, in coneluding
his address, “but rather those of our own
flesh and blood.. . Husbandry was the
first born, but it is not the most favored

trade; because farmers cannot live in the-

towns, and consequently they have not
muchinfluence in making the laws. We
must stAnd shoulder to shoulder against
the drones who govern us, and who pro-
duce nothing but laws.”” Prince Bismarck

~then ecalled npon his hearers to give three

cheers for the Emperor, the first landed
proprietor, not only because he was their
prince 'and - ruler but because he: was
“flesh of our’ flesh and blood of our
blood.” For this reason he must feel how
the multitude, his most loyal and perhaps
his most burdéned subjects, suffer for his
sake.

“T could wish for the revival )f the
old and noble custom of the ruling prince

receiving no salary but living on his own

ancestral lands, thereby remaining 1n
touch with husbandmen and with the
people of the country,” said Bismarck.
“Well, that/is a pious wish, but it will
not: be realized, otherwise weiwould ap-
ply 2 similar- process<io the ministerials.”’
‘These are the most interesting pages in
a signifieant speech whose chief fea‘ure
was ‘the veiled attack on'the’government
and the Emperor. The reference to-‘‘burr
minsters” was evidently directed at Dr.
Karl von Boetticher, minister of the in-
terior, and Count Caprivi, the fireign
minister.

COMBATTING THE A WRONG 1M-
PRESSION.

The Colonist is hardly to be congratu-
lated on its attempt-to construct an apol-

‘ ogy for the Ottawa government in regard

to the postoffice - employees’ wages.

_ “There seems to be an  impression

abroad,” it says, that the officials of .the
postoffice in British Columbia receive
smaller salaries than those in the eastern
provinces of the Dominion.”” Then comes
an elaborate correction of -this erroneous
impression, with the explanation that the

" clerks here fail to obtain higher wages

because they do not pass the examina-
tions and qualify for' promeotions to
higher grades. - This seems to be a lit-

-tle .besidé the point  The impression

to the rétiovdl of which the governmént
organ should address itself is one that
the postal clerks and carriers are treated
unjustly by having a provisional allow-
ance voted them by parliament and then
withheld by the government. This in-
justice caused the trouble last fall, and
it has been repeated during the past
month. .The government try to shelter
themselves behind the plea that ‘“‘the ap-
propriation has been exhausted,” - but
that will hardly succeed.. If the pro-
visional allowance is to be given at _all
it should be paid as regularly as the sal-
ary, for no man can be expected to live
in comfort if the income on''which he
counts is partially stopped at times by
some other person’s erratic conduct. = It
would be much more saﬁéfx_ictory for the
men if the money were voted for them
as salary, but since,; according to Pre-

‘mier Bowell’s announcement, this change

is not to be made, the least the govern-
ment can do is-to see that the allowance
is paid as regularly ‘as the salary. It
wotld ‘perhaps be too much to expect
this fro'ﬁl a government that has exhibit-
ed . so much eapacity for blundering.

In - the house of commons the other
day Sir Hibbert Tupper sought to ex-
plain the failure to obtain a verdict in
the case of St. Louis, the Curran bridge
labor contractor, by calling it a “mis-
carriage of justice.’”” He further said
“that if under that evidence we produce.
we can neither obtain a committal fron
a magistrate nor obtain the presentmenti
of a bill from the grand jury, then I do
say ‘I 'will advise my colleagues and the
government that it is absolutely futile
and useless to proceed against the minor
and pther offenders.” - It is all very well
to try and unload the wresponsibility on
the courts, but the government will have
a hard time of it allaying the suspicion
widely entetained that if it were more
anxious to convict it would be likely to
succeed. For that matter the Curran

portion of the thefts from the country

whjéh have gone and will go unpunished, .

SALARY OF OUR CHIEF JUSTICE

Discussion in the House Rela-
tive to the Proposed iIn-
crease of $600.

Mr. Davie Will Get $6000 a
Year—Mr. Prior’s False
Charge.

On Thursday last the House of Com-
nmions went into committee on Sir Chas.
Hibbert Tupper's resolution fixing the
salaries of the following judges:—1'wo
judges of the Circuit court of the isis-
trict of Montreal each $3,000 per an-
num; five County court judges in Maui-
toba each $2,000 per annum during the
first three years of service, and after
three years of service each $2,400 per
annum. . The Admiralty judge of the
district of British @olumbia $1,000 per
arrum. 7 ’

Mr. Davies took exception to the last
proposal, which means that Chief Jus-

» tice Davie of British Columbia shall have

an addition of $400 to his salary., 'I'he
ground, taken by Mr.  Davies was that
the judges in the -other provinces, not-
ably Ontario and Quebec, had a great
deal more work to do than the Chief
Justice of British Columbia, and that if
judicial salaries were to be increased
the other provinces were entitled to con-
sideration. - This was a 'most inoppor-
tune time to increase salaries.

Sir Charles Hibbert Tupper explained
that the salary of the present Chief
Justice of British Columbia was less
than that of his predecessor, Sir Mat-
thew Begbie. He now received $5,000
as  Chief Justice and $600 as
local judge: in:Admiralty, whereas” hs
predecessor received as Chief Justice
$5,820, and $800 as local judge in Ad-
miralty, making altogether $6,620. He
proposed to’ increase the salary of the
present Chief Justice as local judge in
Admiralty from $400 to $1,000, making
his ‘total ineome $6,000.

Mr. Edgar in strong terms protested
against-the increase, wkich, he said,
was inopportune and improper.

Mr. McMullen took ‘exception to a
statement ‘made by the minister of jus-
tice that the judges’ salaries all round
should be increased. He held that
judges were well paid for what they
did, and he said it was the duty of every
layman in the House to protest against
proposed increases. A

Mr. Mills said that the increase of the
salary of the Chief Justice of British
Columbia would make an invidious dis-
tinction. He called upon the minister
to show that there was sufficient work
dcne to justify the increase.

Mr. Daly held that the purpose of the
resolution was to wipe  out invidious
distinetion, inasmuch as the judge in
British Columbia- did not get as much
as the judges in Admiralty elsewhere,

Mr Laurier pointed out that by an
act passed - in 1891 the salaries of the
judges in, Admiralty had been fixed in
accordahce with.the amount of . work
perforined by ‘each. The salary of the
British:iColumbia judge had then been
fixed at $600. It:was for the minister
to show that the work had increased
sufficiently to warrant an increase.

Sir Hibbert said that it was mnotorious
in the Maritime _provinces that the
jrdges were not adequately paid.

Mr. MeMullen—That opinion is con-
fined to the lawyers only.

Mr. Mulock said that there were 195
judges of all kinds, and if without rhyme
ov reason.the government arbitrarily in-
creased one salary that would be a pre-
cedent for increasing the other 194.
Nothing could  warrant the increase un-
lesg there had been an understanding
between the government and the Chief
Justice. The fact that the minister was
ur.able or unwilling to deny the state-
ment warranted that conclusion.

Dr. Spronle, who very rarely disagreés
with the government, said that he did
not think  the minister of justice had
made out a case sufficiently strong to
convince the committee that this judge’s
salary should be increased. He agreed
with: Mr. McMullen that the judges were
fairly well paid. Compared with the
members of other professions, which re-
quired equally high qualifications, the
salaries of _the judges were high enough.
When a position on the bench became
vacant there was a rush of lawyers for
iv. who were willing to accept the pay
attached.

Col. Prior, one of the representatives
of Vietoria, B. C., in supporting the in-
crease, said that when the leader of the
opposition and his friends were in that
city they promised increases in salaries
and larger expenditure on public works,.
but when it came to a paltry $400 they
were not prepared to carry out their
prcmises. He charged that the Liberals
always opposed increases in salaries and
railway subsidies. ‘

Mr, Laurier said he had no objection to
repeat here what he had said in Victo-
ria.

AUSTRALIA.

Dull, foggy mornings, bright, fine, dry
days, and cool nights have been in force
during the last week. Coast districts
are in a fair condition, and are much
better circumstanced than the Central
Division, In the latter, two dry months
have had a bad effect. There is plenty
of grass, but it is dry. Ploughing can-
not be done, and there is a feeling that
if rain does not come it will be useless,
&8 heavy frosts are certain to follow
the moisture. Out in the West drought
is in full force, and grass and herbage
are 8o very scarce that the various
scrubs are . being vigously attacked.
Although this is not a pleasing outlook,
it 'is not probable -that the winter of
1895 will rank as a very disastrous one.
More than three-fourths of the colouy
are up to'the average winter condition,
and have both grass and water. 'I'here
will be_losses, but the total of these are
likely to appear as insignficant when
compared with the effects of former
droughts. ¥

It is stated on the authority of a tele-
gram received by the commissioner of
police at Perth that a tremendously rich
shoot of gold has been struck in the
underlay of the Londonderry mine.

A grand sight was witnessed on board
the ship Tweedsdale, which arrived at
Sydney recently from Rio de Janeiro.
It was during an electrical storm on 24th
April, while the ship was crossing :he
Seuthern ocean. The whole vessel, her
me8ts, yards, and rigging became -cover-
ed with small balls of fire or corpo-
sants, which danced about the yards
and the rigging in an  extraordinary
feshion.

NEW ZEALAND.

During April the departures from New
Zealand exceeded the-arrivals by 62¢
persons, the figures being: arrivals, 1(Y9;
departures, 2426. By New Zealanders
this loss in the population of the colony
is viewed with apprehension. Severe
floods have occurred in the Wairoa and
Gisborne districts~of the colony. 'The
rivers were in high flood on the Wairoa-
Gisborne road, the Opoiti river rising
40 feet in a few hours. Some bridges
were swept away. In the Mohaka dis-
trict the flood was the highest ever
known. Settlers in the low-lying parts
were compelled to take refuge eise-
where. All the country surrounding the
district of Wairoa was under water. At
Gisborne 10 inches of rain fell in 10
days, equal to a quarter of an average
rainfall for the year. Three inches fell
in 24 hours, and the people believe that
a waterspout broke over Gisborme. In
Taranaki boring for petroleum is being
prosecated under the direction and at
the cost of Sydney investors.

EAST KOOTENAY MINES.

North Star Group—A Vein of 65 Feet—
Sullivan Group.

Fort Steele, May 20.—The group of
mines known as the North Star was dis-
covered in the summer of 1892, It was
purchased by D, D. Mann, of Montrea:,
who formed a company for the purpose
of developing it. Considerable work was
done in the following season, but for
the last year it has been lying idle in
consequence of the depression in the
money market and the fall in silver. The
prospects are brighter this spring. Word
has been received to go ahead, and in
all probability we will very soon see a
number of men at work getting things in-
to shape and building the wagon road up
from the Kootenay river to the mines,
for which an appropriation has beea
made by the British Columbia govern-
ment. In the annual report of the min-
ister of mines for 1893, a description is
given of this group, from which we ex-
tract the following:

‘“The property, consisting of four 1500
feet square claims, situate about 20
miles northwest of Fort Steele, being an
infmense body of steel galena.” A con-
siderable amount of development work
has been done on the property. The work
extends over about 450 feet of the lode.
The greatest depth from the surface
reached is 66 feet in the main shaft,
sunk at the original discovery cut, where
the first body of ore was bared by the
discoverers by removing the overlying
wash material. The drift shows solid
galena and carbonates for the remark-
able width of 68 feet. It seems fair
to conclude .that the work has shown
the existence of huge mineral deposits:
Though such bodies cannot be looked for
in a regular width and richness through-
out, theré seems very good indications in
this case for their continuance in length
and breadth. The only regnlar sampling
of the results of which I am aware, gave
silver 47.43 ounces, gold nil, lead 67.50
per cent., iron 6.63 per cent., zinc 1.90
per cent. Assays of over 85 ounces
have been obtained, whilst the carbon-
ate ore appears generally to run some-
what lower in silver. The ore is as-
serted to be of the very finest quality for
smelting. The mine is withing sixteen
miles of the Kootenay river, on which
there are at present two steamboats run-
ning. The country between the mine
and the river is easy for wagon road
construction,”

A ‘short distance from the North Star,
on the same hill, there is a group known
as the Sullivan group, which is similar
to the North Star, only there has not

-been much development work done. 8o

far as known the ledge is about twenty-
two feet in width, of solid. galena, the
formation being quartzite and porphyry.
the ore assaying 54 per cent. lead, 30
ounces silver, with a trace of gold. The
road about to be built to the North Star
will pass close to this group, so that there.
will be very little trouble in making con-
nection with it. A stream runs across
the property, affording every facility for
water power, there being a good mill site
and lots of timber. So from the action
the North Star owners are taking this
spring we may expect to see quite a lat of
work done on these claims, this season.

WORMS AT WHATCOM.
Cateruillars Stripping the Fruit 'L'rees
Across the Sound.

Whatcom, June 10.—Myriads of caier-
pillars infest the orchards and groves in
some sections of this county and especi-
ally along the Nooksack river. On the
Lummi reservation they have stripped
thousands of fruit and other trees of
their- foliage, and in infested orchards
where no efforts have been made to
check their ravages they have almost
entirely destroyed the fruit crop. 'L'hey
have done.considerable damage on the
islands also, but not so much as on the:
mcainland. Geo. Gibbs, a prominent
orchardist of Orcas, says in his opinion
the recent cold nights have killed thou-
sands upon thousands of caterpillars,
for they will not stand a lower tempera-
ture than about 41 degrees, and it has
been as cool as-that this week.

JAPANESE ARE DISCONTENTED

e

Bewail the Abandonment of Man-
churia, But Are Pleased at
Formosa Deal.

The Government of Corea i“alls
lnto a Slough of Demor-
alization.

Tokio, May 31.—No event of striking
interest has occurred in the past fort-
night, and none is expected till after the
re-union of the Japanese ministry in To-
kio. ' The people pourish in sullen si-
lence their discontent with the methods
by which peace has been secured, and, as
a whole, reéfuse to participate in any dis-
play of gratification at the close of the
war. In many quarters doubts are ex-
pressed as to the durability of the settle-
ment with Russia, Germany and France.
'Che newspapers are not permitted to
speak freely, but the majority of those
which escape suspension hint at the pos-
sibility of fresh entanglements presently
to be disclosed. It does not appear that
these suspicions have any material found-
ation, yet they are certainly shared by
the community in general. ~Government
securities continue depressed, and war
bonds are selling at lower figures than
before peace was declared. Ominous
rumors, such as Russian js preparing to
seize Port Lazareff, and that large bodies
of French sailors and marines have been
landed in Formosa, are circulated with a
morbid avidity, as if the pepulace were
eager to discover some warrant for .the
prevailing disquietude. = But the best in-
formation that can be gathered from offi-
cial sources is distinctly reassuring. up
to the present time. The foreign office
affirms that no ground for apprehension
exists with regard to either“of the three.
recently hostile European pewers, and
the diplomatic representatives of these
powers take pains to contradict all re-
ports to the effect that further trouble is
anticipated. It is believed to be true
that Russia goes on strengthening the
defences of Vladivostock with undimin-
ished energy, but Japan does not evident-
iy look upon this as a warning addressed
to her, for she is disbanding her reserves
and preparing to restore her army divi-
sions to their peace footing. If external
complications are impending, it is at
least certain that Japan is doing nothing
to guard against them. The domestic
political outlook is less serene. The
government is manifesting a great deal
of curiosity respecting the condition of
public opinion. , Prqvincial - governors
throughout the empire have been ordered
to enquire minutely into this subjeet, and
report to Kioto and Tokio, There shou'd
be little difficulty in obtaining the requir-
ed intelligence. The public feeling is
not much divided, and is plainly avowed
in speech, though no printed' declaration
of it appears. It is as ‘unfriendly to
the administration as if the ‘empire’s in-
terests had been sacrificed in every parti-
cular. The acguisition of Formosa is

taken as a matfer of course, while the |

abandonment -of* Manchuria is bewailed
as grievously asg' if the dearest hopes
of ‘the nation hdd been centered wholly
upon that singlé strip of territory.
After several postponements Admiral
Kabayama, the Japanese governor-gener-
al of Formosa, sailed for that island on
May 24th.  The delay has been caused
by repeated failures of the Chinese gov-
ernment to provide for the formalities of
transfer. A sujfable ¢commissioner was

difficult to find. ™ No one yearnéd for the:

post and the Pekin authorities made the
most of this obstacle. Finally the duty
was assigned to' the son of Li Hung
Chang and his appointment having been

‘announced an imperial decree was pro-

mulgated, ordering all civil and military
Chinese officials to vacate the premises
and return to the mainland. It is not
known whether arrangements have been
made. for transportation of the -troops.
and if this question is not 'satisfactorily

settled, the consequences may be dis--

agreeable. The Boldiers are of the worst
class, and are already rioting through
the districts in which they are stationed.
Foreigners at'the ports are protected by
detachments 'of marines from European
ships, but until the ‘armed rabble' of
50,000 or more is disposed of, the coast
regions: will be perilously insecure.

It is understood that the younger Li

goes to Formosa much against his ' in-

clination, and the circumstance again di-
rects attention to the alleged precarious
position of the Li family. = Undoubtedly
the! ex-Vieeroy is' now the object of a
particularly malignant intrigue, but he
has baffled his enemies so often that no
extreme consequences are expected from
this latest organized persecution.

The government of Corea has fallen in-
to such a slough of demoralization that
no pretence of réform is now maintained.
The ministers give no heed to public
husiness, but scheme only to enrich them-
selves; some by negotiating with Russia
for the sale of a port on the eastern
coast; others by -offering counter propo-
sals to European powers opposed to Rus-
sian aggrandizement; and still others by
conniving at the return of the Ming ex-
iles who were driven out of the country
for their crimes when China’s influence
was overthrown. . Two of the Mings are
said to have been brought in disguise to
the neighborhood of Seoul, where they
await the Queen’s signal to demand re-
cognition from the feeble King. Count
Inouye has not yet found the way to
bring order out of the Corean chaos, and
it is reported that, sick and weary of
the struggle. he -is about to leave the
country.  Unless he can be dissuaded
from this step, the Coreans will assume
that Japan has decided to abandon her
task of regenerating the wretched king-
dom, and the government will fall to ut-
ter degradation. If Japan’s restraining
influence is removed, nothing can pre-
vent the Queen from reviving the corrupt
system of former years. She will be su-
preme, for the Tai Wonkun, who former-

i 1y held her in check, has apparently

Zone into decrepitude since his beloved
grandson was banished for plotting mur-
der and treason. The old man’s latest
exploit was a cunningly arranged flight
from his palace, with a view to joining
the expatriated criminal; but a hundred
policemen were put on his track, ang he
was driven back, the report says, at the
point of a hundred sweords.. The
Japanese legation, until very re-
cently courted by all the aspirants <o
political advancement, is now quite dis-
regarded, owing to the impression that
Japan’s position in Corea will hereafter
depend upon Russian dictation; but the
Japanese government denies that any de-
parture from the policy announced last
vear is contemplated. Whether through
Count Inouye’s agency or that of some
other statesman, the peninsular state is
to be preserved from self-destruction and
piloted to self-government.  No change
in this programme is acknowledged.

London June 10.—The Associat.d
Press correspondence from -Djulfa, Rus-
sia, says: The Turkish government, 1t
is claimed, has just taken the preliminary
steps in what may result in a massacre
of Nestorian Christians in the mountains
of Kurdistan. It is asserted that the
government has given orders .to. starve
the independent tribes of Nestorians i1
that mountain region immediately west
of* Gawar, which may be described as
lying about midway between Mosul and
Lake Van, ahout 50 miles west of the
Persian frontier. The orders, it is stated,
are that no food supplies of any kind

shall be allowed to enter the territory {

of the independent tribes, and measures
are said to have been taken to enforce
these orders to the letter. This action
is apparently taken as a means of com-
pelling the indepeitdent tribes to submit
to the Turkish authorities and.to pay
the taxes demanded by that government,
and is regarded as the first serious a*-
tempt that the Turks have made to ex-
fort taxes from the independent tribes.
From the earliest times in the history' of
the Ottoman empire these tribes have
been independent of Turkish rule. They
have paid no: taxes and they have ac-
knowledged no allegiance to the Turkish
government.

It is said a band of
Kurds from :the mountains had indeed
raided fourteen villages' in this valley,
but the raid was directed against other
Kurds and not against Christians. There
were a few Nestorian Christians living
in the valley, but they were not molestéd
in any way.

As this was not a race-or religious raid
it will probably have little interest our
ride of the valley.

RICHES OF TRAIL CREEK.

. .
An American Visitor Gives a
Glowing Description of
the District.

Mines of Kemarkable Richness—
The Work of Develop-
ment Goes On.

Rossland, B. C., June 7.—I left Spo-
kane in the early morning over the Spo-
kane Falls & Northern railroad and ar-
rived at Northport about noon. North-
port is about eleven miles south of the
boundry line and at Northport the
pilgrims for Trail Creek cross the Col-
umbia river by the ferry and take the
stage for Rossland. The stage trip is
fifteen miles along the Sheep. creck
route. I am free to confess that it is
not the pleasantest fifteen miles staging
that I have had. I did the trip on horse-
back once, but bad as that was, doing
it by stage was infinitély worse, for the
thing that does service for a road
between Northport and Rossland is the
despair of teamsters and pedestrians.
On this trip I was wiser. I made the
journey ‘by steamer from Northport to
Trail creek, landing - a distance of
twenty-four miles. "The "steamboat trip
is a glorious one. The majestic Colum-
bia rolling between mountains clothed
with primeval forests save where some
vandal torch has swept those ' forests
away. Tt is a region of unsurpassed
grandeur and beauty and tourists from
far and near might well come hither
to worship the goddess of nmature jn her
primeval beauty. The hoat lands at the
mouth of the now famous Trail creek,
and I would advise all visitors to make
the seven miles between the Columbia
and Rossland on foot.

But I am not here to paint the beaut-
ies of the mountain .region. At Ross-
land no one has time to think of thaf.
A feverish thirst for gold takes hold of
all who come hither.

A few years ago this was a region of

| surpasSing loneliness as well as loveli-

ness.  The old Dewdney trail which led
from New Wetminster to Fort Steele
passed through. It was the route taken
by the Kootenay gold seekers thirty
years ago. = Little did they dream then
that these glorious mountains were hon-
eycombed with richest golden ores.
Little did they dream that at the head
water of Trail creek would oné day be
located the richest gold mining camp. in
all the world. These are strong words
but true. ‘Rossland is'to-day an agglom-
eration’of tents and wooden shacks and
wretched ‘thoroughfares” called streets,
but a few years from now it will be a
mountain - city filled = with prosperous
men, happy children and lovely women.

The ore is mainly iron, gold and cop-
per and the veins run approximately east:
and west. The ofe ¢rops out along these
veins miles apart and the parallel veins
seem to run on b f the creek,

“Comparatively little developmeat work |

has been done except on three prap.rtiss,
the War Eagle, the LeRoi and the Josie.
These mines are all working on diffevent
veins of ore and in the LeRoi and War
Eggle there are at least two distinat
veins, ! :

The War Eagle wis. bought by Mr.
Patrick Clark of Spokane less tnan
a ‘year ago for $23,000.. He spent prob-
ably $7000 opening up and developing the
property. To-day the War Eagle is one
of the famous gold producers of the
world. The company pays in - wages
$10,000 g month. It pays to transporta-
tion companies sbme $20,000 and in divi-
dends more than $30,000 ‘a month. If
this is ‘not a record and a promise, I
know not what is. A cold million hsas
been offered for the property and de-
clined. :

The genial superintemdent of the I.e
Roi, Mr. George Bent, ‘claims that great
and valuable as the War Eagle is, the
LeRoi is still more valuable. They have
such guantities of ore that this genera-
tion yill not see them exhausted ind I
am told-their value is fabulous.

Judge George Turner. tells me that *ill
he went ‘through the LeRoi he had no
conception of the wonderful value of the
property, and this is its universal ccpu-
tation. .

The Josie, of which Mr. Frank Loring
and Mr. George Crane, both of Spokane,
are the principal owners, is a smaller pro-
perty than either the War Bagle or 'he
LeRoi, but its value is beyond dispute.

Higher up on the mountain a vast cre
body has been discovered, and here the
Columbia, the Kootenai, the North Star,
the St. Elmo and half "a dozen other
properties are béing developed. To the
east of the War éagle and the LeRoi
are prospects like the Centre Star and
the Great Western and on the west of
the Josie, War Eagle and Le Roi all the
ground has been taken up and develop-
ments are being ‘made, = Ledges and
veins bearing a like quality of ore are
found miles - away from the central mines
and these may prove more valuable than
the parent discoveries.

I have talked to old and experi-
enced mining men like Col. Burke and
Mr. Jas. Clark, as well as to mining en-
gineers of such high standing as Mr.
Clarence King, and all assure me that
nowhere on this continent have such
great results proceeded from so little de-
velopment. = Moreover the permanency
und value of the ¢amp can not be ques-’
tioned. - ;

Mr. Jas. Clark, the superintendent of
the War Eagle, has been mining in Cali-
fornia, Nevada, Utah, Montana and Ida-
ho for almcst a generation and never
before, he says, has he seen such lavish-
ness 'of gold ore as is stored in the bow-

/

els of these mountains. Colonel Burke
is perhaps the most famous mine operu-
tor of the west. He has made and lost
fortunes and here again his old time luck
is upon him and he has mining interests
which will bring him larger fortunes
than ever before. I never heard him
talk before so favorably of the outlook
as he does of these mines, and he as-
sures me that in three or four years
from now Rossland will be the foremost
gold and copper camp in the world.

No one, however, must run away wita
the idea that fortunes are to be made
here in a day; there is no chance for that.
Prospects may be bought and sold and
traders can make a little money in that
way, but this is essentially a mining
camp for capital and labor. Labor will
have steady and continuous werk:in these
mountains for generations to come, but
money is needed to pay that labor and
capital must receive the big reward from
these mines. ~ Great veins of ore are
everywhere, but the rich paying ore bod-
ies are necessarily scattered and the suc-
cessful mine operator is the man who
knows where to find these rich ore bodies.
Mgreover, the growth of Rossland and
the largest development of these mines
will depend upon the building of smelting
plants right at the mines. It costs $8
or $10 a ton to haul the ores to the smelt-
er in Montana and at Tacoma, and con-
sequently ore only worth at least $20 a

ton can' be profitably mined: The mo-

ment, however, reduction works are built
here, $12 ores can be worked at a pro-
fit and when that time comes, as come it
will, this camp will rival and even sur-
pass Butte in its gold and copper product.
At present about 130 tons of ore are be-
ing daily shipped along either the Trail
Creek or Sheep Creek route. The Ie
Roi company have made a contract to de-
liver 75,000 tons of ore to a smelting
company which is about to build reduc-
tion works at Northport, and this seems
to me the natural course to follow in the
treatment of these ores. '

It is a pity that a more enterprising
lot' of men have not had the handling «f
the townsite of Rossland. The situation
for a town or eity could not be better.
It is really a beautiful and healthy situ-
ation and steps should be taken to have
it laid out handsomely, but the folks up
here who own the town land seem not to
have yet realized the coming greatness
of the place and their go-as-you-please
kind of a policy is most disappointing to
Americans.  However, it is essentially
an American mining camp. . Americans
own the mines, do the work and run the
stores, and will reap the rich harvest of

: the camp. Spokane in particular will be

benefited, for it is Spokane money 4nd
Spokane men who own and operate these
mines and prospects.—P. A, O'Farrell <n
Tacoma Ledger.

P. O. PROVISIONAL ALLOWANCE.

Premier Bowell’s Statement Was Incor-
rectly Reported.

The reply of Premier Bowell to the
question of Senator Mclnnes regarding
the provisional allowance to postoffice
employees was incorrectly. given in the

telegraphic reports. The official report
of the senate proceedings is as follows:
Hon. Mr. McInnes (B.C.) inquired:
Is it the intention of the government
to do away with the provisional allow-
ance of ten dollars per month to tl}e
postoffice clerks and létter carriers in
Victoria, British Columbia, which they
now receive in addition to their salary,
and substitute in lieu thereof a fixed
salary?
If so, what will the fixed salary. of
each be per month? )
He said: The reason for asking th_xs
information from the government is In
consequence of a very uusatisfa,cto;y
condition of affairs wiuch exists in Vie-
toria. The allowance of $10 to third
class clerks and the letter~earriers was
withheld for five months. Their regular
salary, I understand, is $31 per _month,
and after paying their siperannuation fee,
which I believe is $1.90, it only left them
$29.10-to live on. They. petitioned the
government and it is alleged got the rep- -
resentatives from Vietoria in the house
of commons to present their case to thg
postmaster-general time and again. Fi-
nally, the clerks and letter carriers ve-
came desperate. Not receiving a sufficient
amount of pay to clothe and feed them-
selves and families, they went on strike
for a few hours. In the meantime the
Board of Trade took up the matter. At
a meeting of the Board of Trade, the
members from Victoria in the commons
were present and stated that they did not
at all blame the clerks and letter car-
riers for the position that they had taken,
However, they advised them to go back
to their duties. They were. only on strike
a few hours, but a few hours after they
had returned to work a telegram was re-
ceived from the postmaster-general or-
dering. them all to be discharged. The
consequence was that for several days
the Victoria postoffice service was in &
thoroughly demoralized condition, and
citizens, especially business men, were
greatly - inconvenienced. The people of
Victoria felt so much sympathy with
these poor men that a large meeting was
held in the city hall, which was addressed
by the clergy of all deneminations (with
the exception, I think, of the Roman
Catholic chureh) and by other public
men, and they urged in the strongest
possible way that the government immed-
iately reinstate those clerks and letter
carriers and pay their back salaries—at
least this provisional allowance of $10,
which had aecumulated to the amount «f
$50 for each. I believe that the resolu-
tions. passed at the public meeting were
forwarded to the postmaster-general, and
a copy was sent to the present pre-
mier, who was then acting premier in the
absence of the late Sir .John Thompson.
Nothing was done, I understand, to recti-
fy the gross injustice done theee-people,
until, through -the 'kind ‘intercession of
His ‘Bxcellency with  the ‘present prime
minister and the ‘postmaster-generul,
those people were placed back in their
former ‘positions and received their back
pay, As far as I have been able to learn
there is no provisional allowance made.
for similar employes of the government
other than in the province of Manitoba,
the Terrotories and British Columbia.
I see no good reason why this provisional -
allowance should be made. I am strong-
ly of opinion that it twould be much be:-
ter—certainly better for those letter ear-
riers and postoffice clerks—if they had a
fixed salary, the same as they have ia
other provinces of the Dominion. Even
with - the provisional allowance of $10
added to their salary of $31, and deduct-
ing their superannuation fee, it only am-
ounts to -$29.10 a month; a salary alto- .
gether inadequate to: the positions they
occupy and services rendered, because I °
need not remiind the ' house that those '
officials ‘have to be educated and respon:~
sible men &nd ought to live in ‘keeping
with their pesitions: It is certainly in
the interest of those people, and I believe
in the interest of .the service and the
publie, that a fixed salary should be al-
lowed each of those employes snd that it
should net be less than $50. Taking into

! consideration how éxpensive it is to live

in the western provinces, especially Brit-
ish. Columbia and theé Territories, $50
month would not go as far towards sup-
porting’ those people and their wives
and families as $35 would in ‘the older
provinces. From looking over the ‘re-
port of the postmaster-general .I think
that in nearly all the cities of the eastern
portion of Canada they receive between
$45 and $50-a month. I hope that the
government will at once increase their
salaries to not-less than the figures I

.have mentioned.

LAW INTELLIGENCE.

Judgment Reversed in the A. 0. U. W,
Mechanies’ Lien Case.

Chief Justice Davie and Mr. Justice
Walkem this morning heard the appeal
in Albion Iron Works .Company vs. the
A.O0.U. W. Building, Association. This
was an action brought against the de-
fendants to. enforce-a mechanics’ lien
claimed by the plaintiffs for $286 .for
materials supplied to Eli- Bean. for the
construction .of the Workmen building on
Yates street; Victoria. | The contractor,
Bean,  abandoned the work, and although
paid. himself in full according to the
terms of the contract he did not pay the
people who supplied him. ‘The action
was ‘tried - before Mr. Justice Crease in
November last. and judgment given in
favor of the plaintiffs, the learned trial
judge holding that liens for. materials
could gtill be ®nforced under the old act
of 1888, notwithstanding the repealin.g
clause in the act of 1891, which does not
give a lien for materials but is for lahor
only. 'The defendants now appealed on
the grounds amongst others:

1. That there is now no lien allowed

by law for materials. ;
.2, There was no evidence to show that
the goods were procured at the request
.of the owners, or eéven with their know-
ledge.

3. That the affidavit of lien is defec-
ltive and insufficient in several particus
ars. :

The court held that the first ground of
appeal was sufficient to set aside the
judgment and they held that there is
now no lien for materials. = The appeal
was allowed with costs.”

IT WAS ALL A HOAX.

The Bering Sea Has Not Been on the
West Coast—ILying at Seattle.
Collector of Customs Milne has receiv-
ed a dispatch from Minister Costigan, of
the marine and fisheries department,
leaving it to his discretion to send the
Dominion steamer Quadra to the West
Coast to protect the Canadian sealers
for alleged ‘‘stealing” of crews by the
American sealers. The Quadra  will
probably leave on this mission early in
the morning. The sealers are making
every preparation to quickly put to sen
so as_to “head off” the “stealing” Am-

ericans. .’ ' :

The ‘story of the Bering Sea, which
has caused so much alarm, is a hoax
perpetrated by an Indian upon Light-
house Keeper Daykin. = That is the con-
clusion that has been reached. The
Bering Sea was not on the West Coast
and could not, therefore, be engaged in
“stealing.” She has been in Seattle for
three weeks and her master, Captain

“Larsen, wants to. know who first circu-

lated the story. He says in a letter ‘o
the customs that-he :would not stoop to
anything so. mean as taking a crew away
from another sealer. Despite this let-
ter there are rumors that the American
schooners are meddling with the Indian
crews and the sealers appear anxious te
get to the West Coast and get their na-
tives shipped at once.

THE LIGENSING COURT.

Two Interesting and Several Ordinary
Cases Disposed of.

The licensing commissioners met yes-
terday afternoon and dispatched consid-
erable business.  Mayor Teague .and
Magistrate Macrae were the. commission-
ers present. .. One of the most interest-
ing cases heard was that of the Colonial
Metropole. As mortgagee Mrs. McTavish
was, under the license act of 1895, per-
mitted to name the man who. should re-
ceive. the license. She named George
Dougherty, -and the li¢énse was trans-
ferred’ to him. . In the application «f
Henry Saunders for a transfer of the
bottle license to his wife J. Stuart Yates,
as a creditor, objeeted on the grounds
that the license was a chattel which was
assigned to the assignee. The board re-
fuged the application and the license re-
mains in Mr. Saunders’ name, but there
will very likely be a later application.

SHOO AWAY THE YANKEES.

The Sealers Want the Quadra to Watch
Brother Jonathan’s Proteges.

Lighthouse Keeper, Daykin, of " Car-
manah, reported to. Collector of Customs
Milne this. morning that the American
sealing - schooner Bering Sea, is in Se-
attle. Yesterday a dispatch was receiv-
ed by the customs that the Bering. Sea
had left Nitinat for Clayoquot. These
reports do not appear to ‘tally, but, it

is thought, further information may

clear up any apparent mistiness. Wheth-
er the Bering Ses is at $Heattle or not,
the fact is that the Dominion steamer
Quadra is still at Carmanah, or rather
was at Carmanal at noon, and was re-
ported ' preparing to leave for Victoria.
She ‘will probably arrive in port early
this evening ‘and Capt. Walbran will
communicate officially on the subject to
Collector Milne.

Within a week a large proportion of
the sealers will have got away from Vie-
toria. and have gone to the West Coast
to pick up their native crews, or as many
as -are left of them. The owners and
masters of sealing schooners are anxious
about the alleged tampering by the Am-
erican sealers, and they realize that it
may mean great loss if the schooners
have to_dilly-dally on_the coast, instead
of at once putting t0 sea and entering
Behring sea 6t the opening of ‘the seal-
ing season. A .number of sealers put
their heads togéther and concluded that
it would be a.gaed idea to have the Do-
minion. steamer Quadra-do patrol  duty

on the West Coast il the Canadian |

schooners have got their articled abor-
iginal crews aboard. The presence of
the Quadra, the sealers believe, would
have a- good effect in keeping off Am-
erican schooners who sneak into places
that are not ports of entry to “steal” the
crews of Canadian schooners. The seal-

j ers thus placed the case before Collec-

tor Milne and asked his opinion. .As a
result of the interview a dispatch signed
by the sealers was sent to Ottawa asking
that the Quadra do patrol duty. An
answer is expected before the end of
the week, and, if the reply be favorable,
as it is generally believed it will be, the
Quadra will at once: steam out of port
to keep an eager eye on the not too
serupulous citizens of Brother-Jonathan.

WAS THERE ANY OFFENCE?
‘Mr. Belyea Argues That Mr. Prevost is
Not Amenable in the Pilot Case.
The prosecution of J. C. Prevost,, for
carrying passengers on the Pilot without
a license, was resumed in the provincial
police court this afternoon before Magis-
trate Macrae. A. L. Belyea appeared
for the defence and Mr. Drake again
conducted the ease for the crown. At
the outset an application was made ‘o
amend the information. The court grant-
ed the application and the information
was amended so as to incorporate a point
upon which a legal technicality might
be raised. Capt. Gaudin put his signa-
ture to the amended documents and the

case was proceeded with.

George W. Bingham was put in the
box and said. there were 23 men aboard
the barge Pilot at the time of the Velos-
Pilot wreck. Some were going to Had-
dington .island and others to Nelson is-
land. Witness was: helmsman and a
man named MeClure was in charge of
the barge Pilot. The men. did not pay
their fare. There were cabins in the
barge and sleeping accommodation for
eighteen. They had to bring their food
with them. :

Magistrate Macrae—Did you carry
human beings upon any other occasion?

I;lr. Belyea—There was no fare charg-
ed - .

Witnegs—Mr.  Adams said he was not
going to -charge any °fares.

Mr. Drake asked for an adjournment
to produce the.customs books to prove
the ownership of the barge Pilot.

Mr. Belyea was willing to admit that
Mr. Prevost was part owner - of  the
bgrge’ Pilot, but he thought. that an ad-
missio inglaw was only allowed in the
case of an indictable offence. .
- Mr. Drake replied this was a summary
conviction and that the lesser would be
included in  the greater. The court
agreed: with Mr, Belyea. s

A number of law books were looked
up and it was agreed that nothing could
be admitted.

Mr. Drake again asked an adjourn-
ment.

Mr. Belyea said he did neot wish to
anticipate the case of the prosecution,
but he contended that even if the books
from the customs - were produced the
crown could not make out a case. There
were two offences under the aect, the em-
ploying of a tug to tow an uncertificated
vessel having passengers and the employ-
ing of a tug to tow a vessel that carried
more passengers than the certificate stip-
ulated. - Practically, the eharge was that
Mr. Prevost allowed the Velos to tow
the Pilot. The offence was not in the
mere fowing itself, but in the employing
of the tug.

The court asked did Mr. Belyea mean
that it was a mere volunteer act.

Mr. Belyea replied  ne, but said
Mr. Drake would have to prove that
Mr. Prevost was the  employer. If he
could not do-so he would have to give up.

Mr. Drake said he was not proceeding
against Mr. Prevost as employing a tug
boat, but because Mr. Prevost is the
owner of the barge.

The court agreed to an adjournment.
Mr. Belyea asking the court to look in-
fo the question raised. The court prom-
ised due enquiry. He had observed i1l
that had been said.
