J: B. Tusanti a gentleman whoseame
over from Vanpouver yesterday #Znd is
staying with J. P. Watson of this city,
interviewed this morning said that he
saw the parade in Vancouver on Sat-
urday and attended. the meeting. The
parade commenced with about 800 peo-
ple and this swelled as it passed along
until several thousan@ were marching
beneath the anti-Oriental banners.
These banners were ‘inscribed - with
suitable texts such as, “Who will de-
fend Canada in Case of War?”’ “What
Must We Do to Be Saved?”’ Others
gave the number of Orientals on board
the various ships “bound for British
Columbia.

There was intense excitement and
this increased until the mob was
worked up to the frency pitch. Every-
one seemed to be with the movement,
even those who took me part in it. The
banners were cheered, or hooted, as
the ‘occasion required, and never a
word was heard in defence of the
Orientals.

Mr. Tusant says that public opinion
ag far as he has been able to find out,
is entirely with the movement.  He
did not meet one person who had any-
thing to say in favor of the Japs, and
Chinese, or who even deprecated * the
extreme measures which had been
taken.

ARMED JAPANESE
PATROL THE STREETS

Brown Men Have Taken the Law of
Protection  Into Their Own
Hands.

Vancouver, Sept. 9.—The Japanese
quarter was an armed camp on Sunday
night. Riots recurred,._but they were
of short duration. Early in the even-
ing two thousand nifen assembled in
Chinatown and half a dozen of the few
remaining plate glass windows were
broken. The police took extréeme meas-
ures, and armed with batons

made, which brings the total of rioters
behind the bars to 26.

Foiled in the Chinese section, the
mob turned its attention .to Powell
There the Japanese were well
prepared.

Individual claims of damages will be
prepared immediately and presented to
the city for paymenf.

Baron Hayashi, of the Japanese for-
eign office.” Delegate Ishii regards the
present incident as much more import-
ant than that of San Francisco, where
comparatively little damage was done.

ISHITI'S :MISSTONg"

LABOR MEN ARE
" GLAD OF OUTBREAK

One Says'Matter Has Attained In-
ternational Prominence--State-
ment by Mayor Bethune

(Special to the Times).

Vancouver, Sept. 8.—While there is a
tendency on the part of some of the la-
bor leaders to declare that the riot was
unexpected and not sanctioned official-
ly, there are others of the labor men,
prominent eitizens too, who are glad
that it occurred.

A labor leadér said to-day: “I was
one of the spakers last night, and no
people were ever more in earnest on
the Japanese question, or any other,
than the people, both inside and out-
side the city hall, last evening. The
matter has now undoubtedly attained

International Prominence.
We could pasg resolutions until the
crack of doom, and nothing would be
done. If, at the price of a few thou-
sand dollars in plate glass, we can pur-
chase a settlement of this "question,
then the matter is easily done. You
will see that we will get justice now.

The federal government must do some- |

thing. The city of Vancouver is to be
congratulated that all this was done,
too, without anybody being killed. The
Indiana is due here in a few days with
another load-of Japanese. My only fear
is that the workingmen of Vancouver
will lay down their tools and go to the
wharves and fight back the brown men
when they attempt to land. Then you
will see a real outbreak of the trouble.”

LOCAL COLONIES QUIET.

Subduec . Current of Excitement Is
Traceable Here—Japanese Few
in Numbers,
B

Thus far there are no traces of agi-
taticn among the Oriental population
of this city. Not even a ripple of the
Vancouver turmoil seems to have ex-
tended to them. This, however, may be
on the surface only. - The Chinese, un-
less pretty keenly stirrd, are not given
to demonstrativeness, and are not
prone to excitement over troubles that
are not immediatteély at their doors.
And as for the Japanese, their numbers
here are very limited, perhaps about 50,
and they aré not competing in indus-
trial occupations, at least to any ap-
preciable extent.

It was reported last evening that a
meeting of Chinese had been held in
Victoria following the pews of the
troubles In Vancouver, but enquiry in
Chinatown this morning failed to con-
firm this. In fact it was difficult, per-
haps because of their inability to com-
prehend the guestions, to get members
of' the local colony to admit that they

were coghiizant ef-any untoward events, y

One citizen of Chinatown did gs-ao far
as to confess that he had heard that
some glass had been brokem in the
Mainland colomy, but said there was
no trouble ag far as theéy were concern-
ed. They all afirmed that no meeting
had ‘taken place, and that no resolu-
tions or anything of that sort had been
passed.

There was suggestion, however, that
the local Chinese, imperturbable as
they appeared to be on the subject,
were not without information of what
was taking place, and that they were
not without ways of communication to
keep themselves fully posted as to de-
velopments. There are innumerable
ties, aside from the general family re-
lationship, between the two colonies.
There is, for one thing, a constant in-
tercommunion through change of resi-
dence frem one place to the other, and
then there are many members of the
colony who have material interests in
both places. They are therefore in just
as good a position as the whitegs to
know just what is going on.

When questioned concerning the
matter this morning, Mr. Ishi, a repre-
sentative Japanese merchant, observed
that his people in Victoria were so few
in. numbers that there was not much
room for any excitement, so far as they
were concerned. Their interests here
did not clash to any appreciable extent
with those of the citizens generally.
With respect to the situation on the
Mainland, he remarked that the Jap-
anese commissioner was now in Van-
couver, and that anything that was to
be said on the subject officially would
no doubt be expressed through him at
Ottawa.

MAYOR APPEALS TO
VICTORIA CITIZENS

For their Co-operation in Preserving
the Peace--Instructions to
the’ Police.

In view of the seriousg rioting in Van-
couver Mayor Morley has issued in-
structions to the police department to
take every possible precaution in the
way of preventing a local demonstra-

the co-operation of all citizens in pre-
serving the peace of the city should
any outbreak be, threatened. In an in-
terview given to a representative of
this paper to-day, the Mayor made a
direct appeal to the labor organiza-
tiong of the city to view the Asiastic
question with that calmness.which has
always marked- their conduet in any-
thing approeching a labor crisis.

“It is a matter for great regret,” said
Hig Worship, “‘that mob 1aw has arisen
in the sister city of Vapcouver. Al-
though there seems little likelihood of
the trouble spreading to Victoria, I
think it will be well for citizens to look
the possibility squarely in the face. By

| doing this trouble may be averted in
{ its inception.

“Conditions here are widely different |
| to those existing in Vancouver, where
the hoodlum element is evidently very |

large. I feel quite sure that whatever
the sentiments of the WVictoria labor
organizations may be on the subject of
Asiastic immigration, they realize that
one of the principles upon which they

]

are organized is to assist the govern-
ment in ‘the preservation of law and
order, and the administration of jus-
tice. There is no doubt in my mind
that organized labor will be the first
in assisting the authorities to prevent
any such® disgraceful scenes in Vic-
toria, as have taken place in Vancou-
ver, and in helping to crush an agita-
tion in its primary stages.

“It is, of course, the duty of the au-
thorities, supported by all good citi-
zens, to avoid any demongstration of an
unlawful nature, first, by preventing
the landing of .any known agitators;
secondly, to prevent any local agita-
tion tending to arouse bad feelings
among the laboring element, and, last-
ly, by controlling, as much as possible,
public feeling on the matter.

““All ctizens have the right to an ex-
pression of their opinions and feelings
upon the Asiatic question, which is
important not only to Vancouver and
Victoria, but to the whole province and
Canada. The Asiastic question will be
decided in good time by the rule of ma-
jority after it has been carefully con-
sidered and weighed.”

NATAL ACT WAS
KILLED BY McBRIDE

Hon. Wm. Templeman Tells of
Statement Made by Premier
When at Ottawa.

On Saturday the Vancouver World
published a statement relating to the
disallowance of the Natal Act of Hon.
Mr. Bowser last session before he be-
came a minister, and which, although
carried in the House, was refused as-
sent by His Honor the Lieut.-Governor.

The World stated that when Hon.
Mr. McBride reached Ottawa on his
way to London on his better terms mis-
slon, that bhe told Hon. R. W. Scott,
secretary of state, that Mr. Bowser’'s
bill would not become law, but would
be disallowed by the Lieut.-Governor
on his advice, and suggested that the
Ottawa authorities in turn reciprocate
by dropping the words ‘“final and un-
alterable” from the proposed amend-
ment of the B. N, A, Act.

It further stated that reference by
wire and letter to the Lieut.-Governor
of British Columbia confirmed this in-
telligence, and that copies of this docu-
mentary evidence were in the possession
of Hon. W. Templeman, who is now in
Viectoria.

The latter was interviewed this morn-
ing with reference to the authenticity of
the report.

“The World’'s story is partly correct
and partly incorrect,”” he said. “The
facts are that while on his way to Lon-
don Mr. McBride called upon the secre-
tary of state, Hon. Mr. Scott, and pro-
cured from him credentials which it was
necessary he should have in appearing
before the colonial office, ag a repre-
sentative of British Columbia. He was
given these credentials as a matter of
fact, and without any proposition being
made, or any suggestion of bargain and
sale, in respect to either the reserved
provincial act or the Imperial Better
Terms ’ Act.

““The provincial legislature was sitting
at the time, and Mr. McBride was ask-
ed by Mr. Scett if the bill affecting
Japanese which had passed the House
was likely to become law. Mr, McBride
assured the secretary of state that the
Lijeut.-Governor would not glve it his

AT PARLIAMENT BUILDINGS.

Nothing Official Was Heard of Anti-
Asiatic Riots—Attorney-Gen-
eral in Vancouver.

At the parliament building nothing
official had been heard of the situation.
The Attorney-General is said to be in
Vancouver on departmental business,
and Mr. McLean, deputy attorney-gen-
eral, said that so far his department
had not been called upon to act in the
matter, being of civic concern only
thus far.

NOSSE CONSULTS THE PREMIER,

Counsul-General. Fearg American Prac-
tice Has Crossed Boundary in
the West,

Mr. Nosse, consul-general for Japan,
has received a message from Consul
Morikawa, Vancouver, stating that the
mob had damaged fifty-six Japanese
houses in Vancouver, and that he fear-
ed renewal of disturbances to-night.

Mr. Noose called upon Sir Wilfrid
and placed before him reports -eceived
from Vancouver. Every effort wiil be
made for reparation. Mr., Nosse said
that he had received no communization
from his government, and he had no
doubt but that the good feeling of the
Canadian government could be trusted
tfo make good what had been dene with-
out formality of a demand by Japan.

Several
of the ost prominent of them were
particularly severe on ‘the San Fran-
cisco “hoodlums” when the outbreak of
much violence occurred there. They
are confronted with a more serious sit-
uation in a British colony and appar-
ently are at a loss what to say. The
majority remain silent.

The Times, whose American corres-
pondent severely, and repeatedly, de-
nounced the San Francisco action to-
ward the Japanese is the only morning
paper commeenting on the Canadian
demonstration. The paper “‘deplores
that it is not at present obvious how
permanent amelioration of the situa-

tion is to be effected,” attributes the.

trouble entirely to labor union agita-
tion, and ridicules the idea that a few
thousand Japanese are likely to turn
British Columbia or California into
Mongolian provinces.

The Pall Mall Gazette, the only after-
noon paper to. express an opinion on
the subject, takes a directly opposite
view, saying: ‘“The Asiafic makes his
entry into Canada under the auspices
of the great God of cheapness, He
comes with an offer to take work at
half the.rate or less, than that paid
for white men’s labor, an arrangement
which none the less can be carried out
on a basis which involves a great ad-
vance upon the scale of remuneration
onjoyed in his own country. In com-
petition of this character the Cauca-
sion belives, and all economic reason-
ing seems to support him, that his own
standards of life are certain to be de-
pleted and destroyed.”

Continwing, the Pall Mall Gazette
points out the RBellingham and Van-
couver outbreaks show ‘‘that Popular
animosities of the racial type are not
necessarily the outcome of mere wan-
bon, unprovoked depravity,” adding, “It
can scarcely occur that the swarm-
Ing population of the Far East would
suffice to swamp the western states
and provinces of the American conti-
nent.”

Referring to British Columbia, with
only three per cent. of its territory
populated, the Pall Mall Gazette says:
“If an unrestricted flood of Asiatics
were allowed to occupy these vacant
hospitable areas, it would require but
a few years to produce an Oriental pro-
dominance in the fairest and richest
pogsession of the British empire, and
perhaps deflect the whole course of the
civilization and destiny.”

In conclusion the Pall Mall Gazette
says: “The issue will not permit of in-
definite procrastination. Failing ex-
clusion, the situation demands an al-
ternative policy that will promptly and
effectively circumseribe the dangers so
vividly realized by these prospective
victime, -

The. newspapers have sajid little
about the Bellingham incident, the
Times remarking that it was not easy
to reproach a foreign country with race
prejudice, in view of the disabilities
and restrictions which the Transvaal
places upon the British empire.

IMPERIAL VIEW
OF DISTURBANCE

Government Has Faith That Canad- |

ians Will Suppress _Riots
and Protect Aliens,

London, Sept. 9.—The news of the at-
tacks on the Japanese and Chinese at
Vancouver did not surprise the colonial
and foreign office officials here, who
had long feared an outbreak against
the Asiatics in western Canada, but
they have the greatest confidence
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the ability of the Canadians to sup-
press any disturbances and ' protect
aliens. At the same time the officials
realize that a serious problem has
arisen, ‘particularly as the feeling
appears to be strongest against the
subjects of Great Britain’'s eastern
ally, and that it will require most con-
servative handling, for whatever action
is taken is liable to be resented either
by colonists or by the Japanese.

The question has been the subject of
consideration for some time by the
imperial authorities who have used
their good offices on a number of occa-
sions to prevent the enactment of anti-
Japanese legislation by British Colum-
bia. It is understood that the matter
was discussed at length during the re-

cent visit of the colonial premiers to |

DECREASE IN LOG OUTPUT.
Fall in Production for August Due to
a Poor Demand.

The log production of the British
Columbia coast fell off thirteen mil-
lion feet during the month of August
as compared with July, according to
figures furnished by Andrew Has-
lam. supervisor of log-scalers. The
reduction of output was caused by a
number of reasons, chief among which
was the poor demand for anything

but number one timber.

The August returns show that the
cut of timber during the month was
41,175.291 feet. During July the cut
was 54,000,000 feet in round nlumbers.
During the early part of August, a
number of camps were either shut
down altogether or else producing
less than capacity.

The production for August this year
was, however, greatly in excess of that
of the corresponding month in 1906,
when but 29,062,730 feet of logs came out
of the woods. The balance of over 11,-
000,000 feet in fAvor of the past month
indicate the growth of the logging In-
dustry during the past twelve months.

The demand for logs in general is only
fairly good. First class timber is less
than the demand, and prices for No. 1
do not show any decreasg,
about $10 per thousand being the rate
prevailing. The demand for the poorer

grades of logs is not good, however, and !

This constitution defines the status of
Finland as that of a semi-foreign state
bound te Russia in personal ties only
| by the identity of the Emperor-Duke.
| The sovereign is obliged to govern Fin-
land exclusively through its Finnish
subjects, and this measure means the
banishment from Finnish territory of
the Russian-army and gendarmes, who
now occupy the fortified posts. TUpon
his succession to thie throne the Em-
peror-Duke takes an oath: of loyalty
from his Finnish subjects.

Treaties with foreign powers, In so
far as they affect the interests of Fin-
Jand, require the consent of the diet,
| and the supreme court of Finland, cre-
| ated by the constitution and empower-
| ed to judge the constitutionality of the
laws.

The most weighty innévations relate
| to finances, and in this field the people
secure full control, The Emperor sur-
renders exclusive privileges of levying
customs duties, and the levying of dis-
bursements of ordinary taxation, which
he hitherto has enjoyed. Hereafter the
right to levy taxes, expeénd the rev-
enues, raise state loans, impose a cus-
toms tariff, and call the men of Fin-
land to military service, will depend
upon the concurrence of the diet.

| Railway Will Be Running to Kitsalas
in @ Year--Prolific
Country

C. W. 8, Clifto:'d. who formerly rep-
resented the constituency of Skeena in
the local House, has just return~3
from an extended visit to that district.
He will leave for the Old Country,
where his wife and daughter are at
present residing, to-day, and expects
to return to Victoria early in Novem-
ber.

Mr. Clifford was one of the original
promoters of the railway from Kitimat
to Hazelton, a distance of 135 miles.
The charter which carries a cash sub-
sidy of $5,000. per mile, was sold ‘to the
Grand Trunk Pacific Company about
iwo years ago for $60,000, Messrs.

Forbes Vernon and Frank Bernard
being interested with Mr. Clifford in
the deal. The charter entailed a de-
posit of $100,000 by the company as ah
ernest of bona fides that construction
would be commenced before August
1st, 1907, and the railway completed by
1908.

Construction was commenced on the
road early in July, and Mr. Clifford
says the Grand Trunk now have a
large gang of men at work below Kit-
salas Canyon, the contract being in
the hands of Foley Bros. & Larsen,
for this portion of {§e road, from Kiti-
mat to the head of the canyon, about
60 miles. The heaviest portion of this
section lies between:Lakelse lake and
the ‘head of Kitsalag Canyon, and the
comntractors are rushing supplies in and
concenirating their efforts, so as to be
in a position To complete the work
without being deterred by the closing
of navigation on the Skeena, which is
looked for about two months from
date. 'When this particular plece of
road is built, construction will be com-
menced at Kitimat.

Mr. Clifford said he was credibly in-
formed that thz coiﬁpany would have
cars running from Kitimat to:Kitsalas
Canyon by September of next year. As
this piece of road will meet the diffi-
culty of communication through the
coast range, now almost ~imprac-
ticable in winter, it will be a great
tion and constable permenently in the
Telqua and Bulkley valleys.

At Kitsalas Canyon a townsite has
been laid-out. - Mr. Clifford. himself, is
interested in a hotel-and store recently
established there. The town also pos-
sesses telegraph facilities, and the gov-
ernment is about to locate a police sta-
tion and constable permanetly in the
place.. The government has a force of
men:. at work building a trail from
Kitsalas to Aldermere on the Telqfa,
a distance of about 70 miles. This
trail will eut off about 80 miles from
the journey out from the country,
which must now be made by the way
of Hazelton. The Grand Trunk Paci-
fic has a large party of surveyors lo-
cating a line between Aldermere and
the mouth of the Copper river, and
Mr. Clifford says, if the railway can
get a grade of three-fifths of one per
cent., as Trequired for the road, the
main line will -prebably go that way.

Transportation on the Skeena is be-
ing heavily taxed. At present there
are three boats plying there, the Haz-
elton and Caledonia, operated by the
Hudson Bay Company, and the North
West, owned by the Northwest Com-
mercial . Company. These steamers,
Mr. Clifford thinks, will have all they
can do to handle the supplies required
by Hazelton and the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific operations. After the river closes,
about the end of November, supplies
wculd have to go in by the way of
Kitimat.

Mr. Clifford - speaks
of the natural resources and attrac-
tions ‘of ' the district. The Bornite,
Okay and Kitsalas mountains are rich
in scenic wonders, and offer special al-
lurements to the sportsman and hunter
of big game. The tops of these moyn-
tains are level, and of immense extent,
and are covered profusely with Scotch
heather, among which grouse abound
in amazing numbers. Grizzly bears
are plentiful and some cariboo are
found, but there are no moose Iin thaft
part of the country. Rainbow and
other varieties of trout are plentiful
in the lakes and streams.

Exitending for 25 miles along ile
river from Kitsalas and embracing a
territory of fifteen or twenty miles cn
either side of the river, there iz a
magnificent fruit belt, the productive-
ness of which has been fairly proved
for apples, pears and cherries. As
this is the only fruit bslt ac present
known, between the coast and Edmon-
ton on the new transcontinental line,
Mr. Clifford believes it will undoubt-
edly be of great value, This country
is now covered with a growth of
hemlock and spruce, which yields tim-
ver of a very fair quality. At the
‘present time there are about seventy
settlers located in the neighborhood of
Kitsalas and they were clearing land
and improving their properties. When
he left Kitsalas some days ago the
hotel was full and there was every in-
dication of growing activity in the
settlement.

Speaking of the mineral prospects,
he said that some splendid quartz
veins had been found on Gold creek be-
tween Kitsalas and Copper river.
About thirty claims have recently been
located, and the surface showings were
very good for copper, gold and silver.
| Just before he left a claim known as
! the Golden Crown, about three miles
| from Kitsalas, was bonch for $40,000
to a Mr. Cory, of Butte, Montana,
and a contract for 200 feet of tunnel
had been let.

LGHINING CAUSED
DESTRUCTIVE FIRE

AGRICULTURAL COLLEGE
BARNS BURNED DOWN

Loss Placed at Thirty-Five Thousand
Dollars--North Sydney Catholic
Church Destroyed.

Montreal, Sept. 5.—The barns-of the
new Macdonald agricultural college at
St. Anne de Relvue, being erected by
Sir Wm. Macdonald at a cost of $3,000,-
000, was  struck by lightning during
a big storm at 4 o’clock this afternoon
and burned to the ground. The main
buildings of the college were not touch-
ed, and as they were all firé-proof,
they were never in any way damaged.
Prof. Rebertson, ‘principal of the col-
lege, says the destruction of the barns
will not interfere with the work of the
college, which opens its doors for the
first time this month.: The loss is
placed at $35,000, fully covered by in-
surance.

The barns were among the largest in
Canada and were built by Mr. Robert
Reford, from whom Sir William pur-
chased the farm which forms the site
of the college. They were thoroughly
modern and up-to-date.

The lightning struck the northeast
corner and in a moment the whole
place was in a mass of flames. In the
building at the time were 40 head of
blooded cattle, fourteen horses and 20
pigs. ¢

Three hundred men working on the
finishing touches of the college build-
ings rushed to the scene. There was
nQ flope whatever of saving the build-
ings, but all the live stock was safely
removed and one hundred tons of hay,
one hundred acres of oats and forty
acres of barley were burned, as well
as about $5,000 worth of*agricultural
machinery. A three hundred ton silo
just completed also went up in flames.
The burned buildings will be immedi-
ately replaced.

Church Destroyed.

Sydney, N. S., Sept. 5.—St. Joseph’s
Roman Catholic church at North Syd-
ney, one of the handsomest structures
of the kind in the province, was des-
troped by fire this morning. The glebe-
house and convent had a narrow es-
cape. Mystery surrounds the origin of
the fire, the favorite theory being in-
sufficiently insulated wires.

The local fire brigade fought hard
to check the flames but their efforts
to save the church were wunavailing.
Considerable altar and vestry property,
including the blessed sacrament, was
saved. The church was built in 1884
at a cost of $220,000. It was insured for
$12,000.

PRELIMINARY HEARING
OPENS AT EDMONTON

Counsel Insinuates One of Defend-
ants Is Being Prosecuted on
Account of Politics.

Eamonton, Sept. 6.—The preliminary
hearing of the case instituted against
the Alberta Retail Lumbermen’s Asso-
ciation for alleged combination in res-
traint of trade, by the government of
Alberta, opened vesterday in the
mounted police barracks before In-
spector Worsely. Be, Woods, deputy at-
torney-general, appeared for the prose-
cution and D. Bennett, of Calgary, for
the lumbermen.

The charges are for the indictable of-
fence of conspiring to unduly limit
trade and for combining with the Bri-
tish Columbia lumber manufacturers to
restrain trade. All members of the as-
sociation mentioned in the summonses

were present with the exception of F.
D. Becker, who now resides in British
Columbia.

The witnresses subpoenaed are Messrs.
Grogan, Wells, Alexander, Anstic, Mc-
Nicol, Ambrose, Skead, Taylor and
Filtless. All were present but Messrs.
Skecad and Taylor.

By the arrangement of counsel, the
charge. against one of the defendants
was taKen up as one against the asso-
clation,

A. M. Grogan, secretary of the asso-
ciation, was then called to the stand.
He ‘gave particulars of the organiza-
tion, his duties as secretary of the as-
sociation and the meeting held in Janu-
ary, 1906. The examination was con-
tinued by Mr. Woods till adjournment.

A feature of the first session was a
lively 'tilt between the magistrate and
Mr. Bennett, the latter insinuating that
Mr. Clark was being prosecuted on ac-
count of politics’' and that the court
was not a proper one to try the case.

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THE WEALIH OF
VALDES ISLAND

| COPPER PROPERTIES

RICH WITH PROMISE

One of Best Prospective Mining
Camps in North West, Says
a Shareholder.

There is a decided increase of inter-
est in mines and mining affairs gen-
erally throughout British Columbia, It
does not amount to a boom, but is &
good healty growth of interest which is
the natural result of the large amount
of development work being done, the
large investments in mines by capital-
ists and shrewd business men, and the
wonderful results that are being at-
tained as the rich ores are being un-
covered. So far only a_few spots have
been touched, and some of the richest
districts have not yet shipped a pound
of ore. Preparations are being made
on every hand, and the néext thing that
will be heard of will be the erection
of new smelters, or the enlargement of
the old ones to accommodate the
amount of ore which will be offered.

Prominent in this development ‘is
Vancouver Islandg and the.small islands
which adjoin it. It is a well known
fact that many of the largest capitali-
ists of the Unitéd States are invest-
ing large sums in copper properties,
many of which assay high, and have
iarge bodies of ore in sight, These
mines are not confined to any one dis-
trict, but are found at the north and
south, east and west.

One of the districts which is proving
particularly attractive to ecapitalists to
the south is Valdes Island. As every-
one knows, this island is a large one
situated at the extreme north of the
straits of Georgia, forming one side of
the famous Seymour Narrows. There
has been a good deal of prespecting
work done there during the past year
or two, and now many eyes are turn-
ing that way. :

One of the properties on Valdes is
owned by a close corporation known as
the Islands Copper Company. One of
the* shareholders, J. E. McReynolds,
was in town yesterday on business
connected with the island\timber, and
was seen last night at the Balmoral
hotel by a Times reporter. He was ra-
ther reticent at first, seeming to dis-
like the idea of publicity,-but once he
commenced he became intensely en-
thusiastic about the prospects of the
mining industry in this province.
Speaking of their property on Valdes,
Mr. McReynolds said: :

“Our mine consists of a copper ledge
600 feet long and 44 feet in thickness,
and runs on an average 4 per cemt. of
copper, with a small amount of gold
and silver. It is only 600 feet from tide
water, and this distance will be covered
by an aerial tramway “vhich will be
built at once. ‘A wharf will also be
built at the terminus of the railway for
convenience in shipping. Shipping will
commence wifhin 90 days, and the ore
will be sent to the Tyee smeiter.

“Already alr drills have been install-
ed, and these had to be imported from
the United States because they could
not be purchased either in Vancouver
or Victoria. It seems & pity that these
are not kept in stock in this province,
as the money might as well be spent
here as sent away to a distance. It is
my opinion that a good factory where
these machines and the eordinary
miner’s tools could be made would
prove a great success.

“I confidently believe,” continued Mr.
McReynolds, “that this island and
vicinity will become a second Butte.
Ore bodies have so far all proved very
rich, not only in our mine, but through-
out the vieinity, Within the next two
years the people of this province will
sit up and take notice of the splendid
opportunities they have missed in not
securing the copper properties on Val-
des island. There is not another camp
within hundreds of miles of Vancou-
ver or Victoria that offers #he same
opportunities to prospectors, and to the
man with means to open up success-
ful ore-shipping mines, as are found
on Valdes island.

‘“Experts who have gone over the
properties have, without exception, en-
dorsed the opinion that it is one of the
best prospective camps in the North-
west. Among these Mr. Goheen, a Se-
attle mining engineer, visited our
property not long since, and was very
enthusiastic over the outlook. W. H,
Remington, another engineer of re-
pute in Seattle, also made a report =
short time ago, and on the basis of
this report letters have been pouring
in to him from all parts of the United
States.

“I am a Canadian by birth,” said
Mr. McReynolds, “and although I live
in the United States I still have a love
for Canada. On this account I should
like to suggest that the mining men of
British Columbia, instead of wander-
ing to other fields, should make a
careful survey of the opportunities
lying right at their doors. The people
here do not kmow what wealth they
inheret, and they have only to put out
their hands to take it. Instead of do-
ing this they are leaving the wealth to
be gathered by Americans who are rec-
ognizing the richness of the countmy,
The same thing will happen to the
mines as has happened to the timber.
‘While the people here are thinking
about it or not thinking at gll, the
outside world will step in and take the
wealth right from under their noses.”

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"MR. BOWSER AND y HIS “\ATAL
ACT.”

Apart altogether from its Impérial
aspect, the Japanese embroglio in Bri-
tish Columbia has assumed an inter-
esting phase. It virtually affects the
relations of our aggressive friend Mr.
Bowser, Attorney-Gerenal, etc.,, with
his chief, Premier McBride. The so-
called Natal Act, as our readers and
the public generally are well aware,
was introduced and thrust through the
Legislature by the forceful first mem-
ber for Vancouver, who is now also a
member of the government. As we
hav previously pointed out, this
measure was absolutely null and devoid
of virtue as far as any practical use-
fulness or utility was concerned. It ex-
pressly declared to be lawful the Ym-
migration it purported to declare un-
lawful. But it is not with the meas-
ure itself we are called upon to deal
at this stage. It is with the bona fides
of the action of Mr. Bowser as the pro-
fessed friend of the laboring classes—
with the hocus-pocus proceedings of
the ministers in their relations with the
members of the Legislative Assembly.
Either Mr. Bowser was himself de-
ceived—which is hardly credible—or de-
ceit was practised on him, sharp and
“cute” as he is, by his friend and pres-
ent colleague, the First Minister. There
could never have been any doubt in
the minds of any persons familiar with
constitutional procedure that the  as-
sent of the Lieut.-Governor was with-
held from the useless bill on the advice
of his responsible ministers. But if
there. were any doubts entertained by
any persons, such feelings have been
removed by recent disclosures. Mr.
McBride has admitted that His Honor
the Lieut.-Governor acted on his ad-
vice. There is corroborative evidence
of that admission. Either Mr. Bowser
was himself deceived or he connived to
deceive the public. If he was the vic-
tim of the superior political “fiinesse’” of
his chief, it is not likely that the At-
torney General, being such an  inde-
pendent gentleman and so very careful
of his honor, will consent to hold office
undeér Premier:McBride.. His resigna-

_ tion must be expected at any time. It

ought’ to come ‘suddenly. If the . pro-
cedure in connection with the so-call-
ed Natal Act was merely a piece of
political buncombe, in compléte har-
mony with the public career of the two
parties chiefly concerned, then of course
Mr. Bowser will hold office and assist
his chief in  hatching .other. shallow
schemes of a similar character. Doubt-
less 'we shall have a ‘word ' frém' the
parties in defence of their actions. That
word of defence will probably be -both
interesting and ingenious. °

INVENTION . AND :THE LABOR

PROBLEM.

The question of the shortage of fabor
is a serious one in British Columbia,
possibly vst as serious as the question
of whence the supply of labor shall be
drawn. But the matter is a perplexing
one. in all parts of the English- -speak-
ing world. The farmers of the prairies
are said to be embatrassed because
they cannot secure all the help they re-
quire in reaping their harvest. If we
consult thie advertising columns of any
of-the rural newspapers of Great Brit-
aifn it will be found that similar con-
ditions prevail in nearly all sections of
that country. -Although the mother
cbuntry is known to be teeming with
people anxious for the chance to hon-
éstly earn their bread, her farmers are
Still sbort of help. Iural life has lost
its attractions; the population is flock-
ing to the great cities, where, al-
though the allurements are greater
t6 the wmodern man, competition is
keener, and excessive competition is
the mother of poverty. These are condi-
tions which cannot be adjusted by the
resources at the command of states-
meén or economfsts, apparently. But
they are stimulating inventive genius.
British agriculturists have for years
been experimenting with various in-
ventions designed to relieve them from
the disabilities under which they have
been laboring. American harvesting
machisery has given them partial re-
lief. Ome reaper and binder will ac-
complish more in a day than was done
by a score of harvest. ‘“hands” a quar-
ter of a century or more ago. The dairy
farmer has up to-the present time been
relieved of practically none of ' the
Lurdens incidental to'his calling. Coun-
try maidegs have discovered more at-
tractive occupations than milking
cows. Boys have been pressed into
service for this duty; but even the
lads have departed from the way and
cannot be had at wages which leave
orofit for the distressed and embar-

-

e ———

rassed dairyman. Orientals have not
invaded the British labor market—at
the best the remuneration is not high
enough to attract our fellow-subjects
in India, our allies in Japan, or our
plodding. patient neighbors 1\n China.
Consequently the British farmer was
in dire distress until an inventive
genius came to his aid and substituted
for the laborer who' had emigrated to
Canada or the Uhited Stafes a machine
which will milk from half a dozen to
a dozen cqows at a time—and in a
much shorter space than a pair of the
strongest and most active hands can
do it. Dairymen of British Columbia
complain that they also are in straits
because of the dearth and expense of
labor. They have advanced the price
of their products, city swellers claim,
beyond all reason because suitable as-
sistance cannot be procured at rea-
sonable remuneration. They should in-
vestigate the subject of these milking
machines. If there is one country on
the face of the globe in which it would
pay to instal such labor-saving de-
vices, it is British Columbia. They
ought to prove of great assistance in
solving the labor problem here.

BRITISH SKILL AND ENTERPRISE.

Unless something happens to her tuf-
bine machinery, this new ocean grey-

various experiments and apparent suc-
lcesses with the new system of marine
propulsion, is still a doubtful one.

‘Thé rate of scpew
revolutions has been reduced to meet
the requirements of a great ocean liner,
the size of the propellers being cor-
respondingly increased. Although there
is little doubt that the inventor of the
turbine has produced a machine in
which he has dabsolute confidence of
meeting all the requirements of a ves-
sel costing spme millions of pounds,
still there is suffi¢gient doubt about the
undertaking to excite a gréat deal of
curiosity and interest. These feelings
are not likely to be léssened by the
fact that while German and other com-
panies which have entered with zest
into competition for the blue ribbon of
the Atlantic have given orders for the

L sonal inspection. The message was de-

construction of ships larger and faster
than any now in their service, 1ot one
of thé monsters will be fitted with tur-
bines. It will be some years before the
ships ordered will be placed in com-
mission. Co!;sequently, it is apparent
they are content to let the British com-
pany maintain its supremacy for a con-
siderable number of years.

They
have been' occupied with the problems
of the Caribbea, with the fate of vari-
ous West Indian islands, with South
America and the Monroe Doctrine,
with little incidental questions that
have arfsen through the proximity of
Canada and Newfoundland. These
were all natural and legitimate sources
of anxiety. But for a decade and more
it has been apparent to European on-
lookers that they did not and could
not cover the whole field of American
interests, and that the United States
was engrossed in them to the exclusion
of other interests that were inexorably
growing up on the other side of the
continent and in the other ocean. Am-
erica, so it seemed, had not yet work-
ed round to the realization of the geo-
graphical facts of her position. It had
apparently not occurred to her that she
faced the Pacific as well as the Atlan-
tic, and that, while vigilant in fencing
round her front yard, she possessed
and was neglecting a back door that
opened into a world of which she knew
nothing and seemed to care less. What
the transfer of the fleet from the At-
lantic to the Pacific amounts to, in
English opinion, is that America has

discovered her back door.”
* = =

It is now sald that but for the strike
of telegraphers in the United States
the Quebec bridge disaster would not
have happened. The engineer in New
York, we are told, had been informed
that a weakness had developed in the
structure. He promptly telegraphed to
cease work .until he had made a per-

layed in transit: hence one of the most
deplorable tragedies in the history of
Canada. Whether ‘there be any foun-
dation for the story or not, there is no
question that the individual who can
devise a means of putting an end to
all industrial strife would be a great
public benefactor. Nearly all such con-
troversies are entered upon by the par-
ties principally concerned with hur-
rahs and light hearts. Occasionally
ground is galned; but whether the ad-
vance is sufficient.to justify the suffer-
ing and privation and the disorganiza-
tion of households and family life
which follow in the wake of the ma-
jority of such disputes is a question
for wise labor leaders to carefully con-
sider. The scheming demagogue is
neither mentally nor morally concerned

about such trivialities.

TO SUPERINTEND
WORK AT TRANQUILLE

Dr. Fagan Leaves For Site of Sani
torium--Temporary Opening
in Six Weeks.

British Columbia is to have the most
advanced appliances for fighting con-
sumption of any state, province, or
countiry in the world, if only funds
are available to glo the work which has
been proposed. Dr. Fagan left yester-
day en route for Tranquille, where the
work of renovating the buildings and
getting them in shape for the use of
patients is going on apace. ‘The dot-
tor is spending his holidays at that
place, so that he may be able to super-
intend personally the work of recon-
struction. Within six weeks the place
will be ready for the temporary open-
ing, so that the -good work of fighting
the great white plague may commence
at once.

The property at Tranquille is a farm
of 600 acres, and has been purchased
at a cost of $57,000, together with all
the stock, farm implements, and every-
thing which goes with the modern
farm. It is thought that the stock,
etc.
price, so that the estate really only
cost $37,000. It is situated at the north
end of Kamloops lake, with a southerly
aspect, and is sheltered from the pre-
vailing winds. The elevation above sea
level is 1,100 feet, and the rainfall for
the district is only from 2 to 6 inches
a year.

An experiment will be made in run-
ning the farm in connection with the
institution, so that a supply of the best
food may be available. J. P. Shaw, of
Shuswap, has been placed in charge
of this department, but if the farm
proves not to be a paying concern ‘it
will be Jeased and the produce re-
quired purchased from the lessee.

One of 'the ‘most important things re-
quired - in  fighting const@raption is
thorough ventilation. An open grate,
in which a fire is kept-burning, is one
of the best ventilators, and for this
reason open grates will be installed
wherever possible. Where it is not pos-
sible to build in grates, some other
system of ventilation will be arranged
for.

Dr. Fagan has entered into the work
of organizing and financing the sgni-
torium with all the enthusiasm netes-
sary to the carrying out of so.great an
undertaking. The other members of
the society are working hard in its in-
terests, and it is hoped that everyone
who can will ghare in the forwarding
of so noble an institution.

Nagales, Ariz., Sept. 7.—The Mexican
and United States governments expect
trouble on the Rio Grande border from
so-called revolutionists about Septem-
ber 15th, the anniversary of MexIcan
independence.

D. D. MANN SPEAKS OF
CANADIAN NORTHERN

Vice-President Tells of Strides His Line

Is Making

--Has [nterests at Port
Simpson.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

In a comparatively few years the
Canadian Northern railway has de-
veloped from a venture of minor de-
gree into an enterprise of almost trans-
continental extent; and the chief figure
in this great undertaking is now in Vic-
toria, in the person of D, D. Mann
vice-president of the road.

Mr. Mann's career is one which may
well be cited to support the contention
that greatness will find a way to grow
even through the stress of hard@ work
and primary discouragement. He-has
labored in the lumber camps of :On-
tario, and has known the hardships of
manual toil ag- a miner and contrac-
tor. Yet he has risen to a high place
among the railway builders of the
world.

The occasion which now brings Mr.
Mann to the coast has no connection
with the projected extension of the
Canadian Northern road to the Pacific.
In company with a party of English
capitalists, he has just completed a
tour of the Canadian Northern sys-
tem, and is making a flying visit to the
coast. They will leave for Vancouver
to-day on the return trip.

In reply to questions by a reporter,
Mr. Mann said there was no truth in
the report that the Canadian Northern
had recently acquired, through other
parties, lands in Port Simpson district.
The company does own land at Kiti-
mat, having acquired it for terminal
facilities when the Stickene railway
was in contemplation, some years ago.
‘““We have,” said Mr. Mann, ‘“many In-
terests at Port Simpson, too.”

Mr. Mann was not prepared to say
what sort of a*proposal they would be
prepared to make to the government
with respect to railway _construction
through this province. He had not
considered this yet. But if certain as-
sistance were granted the company
would be ready to start as soon as the
necessary surveys could be completed.

The company already possesses a char- |

ter from the Dominion government,
which would enable it to build the line.
It would naturally be expected that
the Canadian Northern would not be
denied the Dominion subsidy extended
to other roads.

The Canadian Northern system at the
present time embraces about 4,000 miles
.of road, and its ramifications extend
as far east as Cape Breton, where it
owns and operates valuable coal mines
in connection with the Inverness sys-
tem. In fact the eastern part of the
system has come to be a very import-
ant coWsideration, and is under the su-
pervision of C. W. Spencer, formerly
general superintendent with the Can-
adian Pacific at Montreal, and said to
be one of the ablest railway men in
the Dominion.

any special undertaking in the way of
buildings or extensions, Mr. Mann sald
it was its policy to extend and develop
the railway system as fast as the sur-
plus earnings would warrant. This
meant that the older portions of the
line would have to earn the fixed
charges of the new extensions. It was
entirely a business proposition. The
question of owning and operating
steamship lines, as part of a transcon-
tinental system, was a little too remote
to discuss.

The wheat crop in the railway’s
sphere of operations promises excep-
tionally well, and Mr. Mann says the
railway will have to take care of a
much greater tonnage than last year.
There is evidence .of growing settle-
ment all along the line, and develop-
ment is keeping pace with that of other
parts of the country, Since the begin-
ning of the present year the company
has expended over $8,000,000 in rolling
stock, equipment and improvements.
About 40 miles of road have been
graded between Edmonton and the
mountains, on which 25 miles of rail
have been laid. The main line between
Dttawa and Quebec is nedring comple~

tion,-and the roa@ from Toronto west
has been -built about 200 miles. The
road to Hudson -Bay is not being pro-
ceded with at .present, but the scheme
has not been abandoned.

The gross earnings of the Canadian
Northern are showing encouraging pro-
gress. For the second week of August
they show an increase of $47,300, equal
to 32.96 per cent. over those of the cor-
responding week last year, when a
gain f $66,800 over the 1905 week was
recorded. The aggregate receipts since
July 1st were $1,327,000, against $873,200
in the corresponding period last year,
an increase of $453,800, or equal to 51.97
per cent.

Although still feeling the effects of
his recent illness in Winnipeg, Mr.
Mann is now well on the mend toward
his accustomed vigor.

THE MISSING
ARCTIC EXPLORERS

Another Arrival From the North
Fears Mikkelsen and Leffing-
well Are Lost.

Edmonton, Sept. 6.—Fred Harrison,
of the Geographical Society, and other
northern explorers and trappers have
reached the city, after exploring in the
north for tHe past two-years.

Concerning the Anglo-American ex-
pedition, which set out last year from
Victoria, Mr. Harrison sald: ‘“When
Steffenson, who is studying Esquimo
life, arrived at Herschel' island from
Flaxmans island, he reported that the
schooner Duchess of Bedford, the ex-
pedition’s 'ship, had been frozen in the
ice last winter at Flaxman island, 16
miles west of Herschel. It was broken
and filled with water, and now only
the hull remains there. All the sup-
plies were removed from the ship to
the land.

“Capt. Mikkelsen, commander of the
expedition, set out in February with
Mr. Leffingwell to explore land sup-
posed to be north. They went over the
ice and on last report at Herschel
island before I came out nothing had
been heard of them since. They were
only ten days overdue, however, but
since nothing seems to have come by

| boat or telegraph from Point Barrow

concerning them, I am afraid nothing
ever will be heard of them.”

Harrison added that there was much
danger on the coast. “I know it well
and I fear they will not return.”

COAL SUPPLY.

Interstate Commission Assured That
There is Little Prospect of
Famine This Winter.

St. Paul, Sept. 6.—J. Hannaford,
vice-president and traffic manager of
the Northern Pacific,c and Chas. W:
Bunn, general counsel for the road, as-
sured Interstate Commissioner Laine
to-day that there is little possibility of
a car shortage and coal famine in the
Northwest this winter. The railway
officials told Mr. Lane that about 38,-
000 cars would be needed to move the
wheat and the company had about 43,-
000 of its own cars. New elevators,
with a capacity of 1,180,000 bushels,
have been built along the line, said the
railway officials, and elevators with
20,000 bushels capacity are now being
built. They said that the company
had taken all possible precautions to
prevent a coal famine and had given
fifty per cent. more coal this summer
than Jast. There are now two millions
of tons of coal at the head of the lakes
and three months more of open
weather.

WILL STUDY
PROVINCE OF B. C.

I. 1. TURNER TO. MAKE
EXTENDED TOUR

Agent General in London Suggests
Establishment of Agricultural
College on Island.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

J. H. Turner, who is making a brief
stay here after six years’ residence, as
Agent-General, in London, is contem-
plating an extended tour of the prov-
ince before returning, so that he may
be better informed as to conditions ob-
taining in British: Columbia with re-
spect to his official duties.

Mr. Turner practically began his in-
spection on Friday last when he visit-
ed the Saanich district. On Monday
he will go to Nanaimo for a short visit,
and from.there he will extend his tour
to  Alberni and “other parts of the
Island. .

During the period“of his absence a
great deal of improvement is notice-
able, Mr. Turner says, in the Saanich
peninsula. Many hundreds of acres of
land have been brought under cultiva-
tion, and ewvidencesiof- settlement are
apparent oa every hand.  Dwellings in
which are embodied the useful and
artistic idea are neoticeable on every
hand. “I came to the conclusion,” said
he, “that it is exactly the place for
British people. It:is certainly one of
the most beautiful spots in the world.”

In the productiveness of its soil, Mr.
Turner thinks this Island, which is a
province in itseif, has the very best to
offer to people seeking a place to make
a home,
there are 10,000 acres of land suitable
for the successful prosecution of hor-
ticulture, available to settlement. And
this is but a small portion of what
Vancouver Island has to offer.

In relation to its agricultural possi-
bilities,” Mr. Turner- suggested the ne-
cessity of an experimental farm or
agricultural college on the Island some-
thing similar- to ‘the institution at
Guelph, Ontarfo. In a few years, he
thought, such an establishment would
become entirely self-supporting. He
knew, from many instances that had
come to his observation, that many
young men in England would enter for
such an institution, acting on the idea
that a local college would be more
suited to the conditions in the province
than similar institutions in the old
country. <
