A Gruesome Find.

Budd Cole and — Harris, of Pelican
Rapids, Minnegota, tell of a ghastly find
they made last winter, which forms a
terrible chagter in the history of« the
trail, To Mr. Autenbring, who has kept
a voluminous diary during the jourmey,
the Times is indebted for:the following
extract from: his jourmal, being a record
of the story as told by one of the men
who found the 1emains.

“My hands and feet are frozen. and I
do not think I can stand the suffering
much longer. I am- helpless and my
¢chum Graham, with whom I have had
words, talks.of leaving me.’

“Upon’ further examining his diary we'’
found that his name was McNeely, and

that he hailed from Sault’ Ste. Marie.
In the tent we found a rifie and ammu-
mition, some bacon and flour and some
$10 in cash in his pocket. Poor fellow!
The cause of his death was apparent.

- Unable to
get the necessary wood to keéep on a fire
the poor  wretch had slowly perished—
frozen to death.” :

The journey was-:undertak-
en in-midwinter, when the snow is heavi-
est, 'and when the conditions for travel-
ling are most dangerous and discourag-
ing.. The men secured Indian guides,
however, and undertook the precarious
journey. They were ninety days on tle
trail, owing tc the fact that they were
encumbered by heavy loads of baggage
and that the ‘trail was exceedingly
heavy. The trail also led through very
rough-and rocky country, through sever-
al ranges of mountdins and over the
brow of the Hay mountains, 'Whilg on
the hill heavy snow' began to fall, mak-
ing travelling very difficult and obliter-
ating the trail.

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Esquimalt
Dock Fees

Government May Further Lower
Them--Marine Railway
People 0qmplain.

Victoria Shipping Men Discuss
the Reductions Just
Made.

Shipping men ‘are to-day discussing
the reduttion in the BEsquimalt dry-dock
fees. 'The marine railway people are
protesting against the government’s ac-
tion.  'The Times’ Ottawa correspondent
wiring to-day says: “The reduction of
the  Esquimalt. dry-dock fees does not
meet with the approval of the marine
railway people of Victoria and Vancou-
ver, who claim that the government is
competing with private enterprise. The
government has been asked by them to
restore old rates, and pressure is being
brought to bear with that object. As
the old fees are said to have operated
‘against the workingmen of Victoria by
driving ships elsewhere for repairs, the
government is not likely to restore them.
It would be more likely to still further
lower the c¢harges. p

A comparison of the new and old rates
follows: Vessels up to 1,000 tons, first
day docking, reduced from $300 to $150;
from ],,.000 tons to 2,000 tons, reduced
from $300 to $200; from 2,000 tons to 2,-
500 tons, from $350 to $250; over 2,506
tons, $400. The rate per day for- lay
days is now $50; instead of 5 and 4%
cents per ton for vessels up to 2,500
tons, and for larger vessels 2 cents per
ton additional. X :

Mr. Bullen, of the Esquimalt marine
railway, says the cut made in the dock
fees would either cause the marine rail-
way to shut down or cut wages.

Mr. W. A, Ward holds views averse
to the changed rates, and expresses
himself in opposition thereto.

Mr. Hugh @ Logan, representing  the
Boscowitz 8.8. Co., is of the' opinion
that the change will benefit the port by
bringing more ships here for repairs.

Mr. Norman Hardie, of Dodwell &
Co., is of the same opinioh, and is ‘in
hope that the charges on larger 'vesseis
will also be reduced. :

Mr. Seabrook, of R. P. Rithet & Co.,
while not liking to say anything against
private enterprise, is also of the opinion
that the change is a good ome. It will
bring more vessels here for repairs.

The foliowing forecast of the wind and
weather in the North Pacific Ocean for
the month of June, given by the United
States hydrographic office, will be.of use
to mariners:  The sub-chart of isobars
and isotherms:for this month shows an
almost permanent area of ' high baro-
meter, with centre near latitude 40 degs.
N., longitude 145 degs. W., slightly far-
ther to the north and west than during
May. ; 'This movement of the high causes
the region of the trades to extend far-
ther to the northward than during the
preceuing month. Over the eastern half
of the ocean the trades will be found
blowing = with an average force of 4
(Béaufort scale), varying in directivn
from N. NE. along the meridian of 130
degs. to E. NE. in mid-ocean, the polar
and equatorial limits lying slightly to the
northward -of the parallels of 30 degs. N.
and 10 degs.. N., respectively. West of
the Hawaiian Islands the” trades will
probably be from the east. Northerly
and northwesterly winds will replace the
trades between the American coast and
a line drawn from 35 degs. N., 130 degs.
W., to 10 degs. N/, 115 degs.W. In the dol-
drums, or calm region, between ths
trades, which is rapidly attaining its
gréatest width, much raln and frequent
{hunderstorms may be expected, accom-
panied by calms, light variable winds, or
squalls. Occasional cyclonic storms of no
great intensity may be encountered be-
tween the parallels of 10 degs. N. and 20
dégs. N. along the sailing route from San
Francisco ‘to the line.  Heavy thunder-
storms are also likely to oceur along the
coast of Mexico and Central America. To
the northward of the Aleutian Islands
will be found an almost permanent low,
but of less depth than the corresponding
crea of last month. The general circula-
tion of the winds around this low is left-
handed, or against the sun. Between this
low and the-high to the southeastward
there is a steady movement of the air
from west to east, as evidenced by the
westerly and southwesterly winds. These
winds will be somewhat lighter in force
than during the month of May. Occasion-
al spiral circulations, viz., the cyclonic
(iIn which the winds rotate against the
sun), with low barometer, will be found
moving in a general easterly direction
across. the ocean. In advance of a ey-
clonic area, or low, the weather is damp,
the thermometer rises, and the barometer
falls. while the geéneral direction of the
winds is equatorial; in advance of an
anticyclonic area, or high, it 18 dry, the$
thermometer falls, and the barometer
rises, while the general direction of the
winds is polar. The progress of these
low areas, disturbing the mean distri-
bition of pressure, will give rise to oc-
casional gales between the parallels of
35 degs. N. and 50 degs. N, accompanied
by rain and periods of foul weather gen-
erally. These, however, will be less fre-
quent and of less duration than during
the month just passed..

A Bright and Early Spring.

Here it is the first week in April, and
such gloriously sunny: days gll throu
\ldrch the ‘'snow ‘is now gomg fast.
ery one, Californians; Australians and
ctper denizens of a warm clime, are sur-
prised at how fast and pleasantly the
winter has gone by. The climate of the
Yukon is grossly malkigned by would-be
heroes and heroines. They talk of the
t0's below as if they were an all wint-
er occurrence. As a matter of fact it is
seldom or never in a winter that stand-
ard thermometers register 60 below zero,
1 understand that the standard instru-
ments at Boston have not registered 50
below this winter; sin¢e the 1st of Feb-
ruary they have not recorded more than
41 below. Some of the side valleys miay
be a little colder. It is cold ‘endugis at’
times to 'suit any one, and. for a couple:
of weeks or more in midwinter at a
time steady cold about the forties makes
2 man want to stay indoors. There is
hardly ome of us that does not exagger-
ate to himself or neighbors the cold' he
feels at times, but after all it is a ‘clear
cold so different from that met with, as
the Maine men say, on the seacoast of
their state. The 60’s below here are
like the 40’s below in Manitoba, where
in a seventeen year Tesidence I have
seen it 40 below half that number of
times for one day, except on some cheap
instrument exposed to the wind. Here
we have comparatively no wind during*
the winter. The swiftest pace I have
seen recorded at Dawson since the 1st
f February was eleven miles per hour.
It is usually from three miles per hour
to a dead calm. But when that three
mile drift strikes a man on the open
reach of the river on one of the coldest
days, he thinks it is anywhere from 6C
to 80 below for the time being. Nothing
but skins or canvas outer covering is
fit to stop it. It is indeed a very cold
day when travel on the river ceases.
The snow falls to a depth of from three
to four feet, and is very soft and light.

All winter I have worn ordinary wool-
len underclothes, a medium sweater, an

unlined canvas vest for the use of the

pockets, a canvas coat lined with frieze,
‘and a pair of frieze lined canvas overails.
The frieze should not be attached at the
bottom of trousers or coat, as it rolis
badly from the canvas shrinking and the
frieze stretching. It can be easily dried
when detached there, for these garments
gather perspiration during the day and
are damp at night. A high -collar faced
with corduroy and ‘a roomy detachable
hood, or capote, is a fine thing, as I
found out, for wind and cold. The styles
of caps are various. I used a common
coon-skin one wedge shaped. The outcr
skin was hooked at the top so as to k2 let
down around my neck and face when
necessary, and' a band of fur hooked
across my nose in cold weather, allowed
breathing space below. Later I wore a
tuque, or knit woollen night cap, with
the capote drawn over it when the wind
blew. It did not sweat my head like the
fur cap did. Canvas garments are good
for summer wear, and corduroy is fairly
good also. One should wear woollen, un-
derclothes and socks, winter ané sum-
mer.
Few Deaths Last Winter.

Deaths are few on the. island, five in-

terments {n @Il in’ six months. Three may |

be traced to typhoid fever, ane t0 a com-
plication of diseases; the other was a
suicide on one of the passing steamers.
One young man was recovering - from
fever after much care, but he gave up
and died. Another one, a good old men,
made a hard determined - fight against
scurvy, pneumonia. and _several. other
complications. The water in the Yukon,
except below White River for some miles,
‘and in all the creeks is reasonably pure,
but doctors tell us we do not know on
what day we may stumble on the typhoid
microbe, lurking under the moss like a
.mosquito waiting for its victim. A mild
form of scurvy has beén prevalent
throughout the whole Yukon region this
winter. Outside of what is brought with
people to prevent scurvy, the principal
remedy of the people remote. from doc-
tors is a tea made from the freshest tops
of spruce bough.

The principal causes of scurvy are said
to be: Want of fresh meat and changes
of diet and food, improperly cooked
food; want of cleanliness of the person
and clothes; want of proper ventilation
and light in the cabin; want of regular
exercise, etc. # The want of the latter
alone when the former evils were avoid-
ed, led in one case to a severe attack ‘of
scurvy here. The person was confined
much to the cabin. 'The commonest form
of scurvy is in the shape of stiff and

swollen lower limbs, and is troublesome

to cure.

Bob and I observed all the rules of hy-
giene, and enjoyed excellent health all
winter, never ‘touching vinegar or acids
until toward spring, when we got a little
“consecrated’”’ vinegar, and used it spar-
ingly in food. We had our regular baths
in the home-made tub, and it ‘was a
beautiful and interesting sight to see us
nodding over the tub, “mangling’’’ our
clothes on a: home-made ' ‘“washboari,
bending with darning needle fn hahd over
a faithless stocking, or mayhap making

ly. Baking powder ‘bread is not good
food when used steadily. Sour dough
Lread is the most common form of bread
made by the old-timers.

Moose are very plentiful in all the re-
gions back of the Yukon river, and many
cf them are shot by miners. If one goes
after them he has usually a hard hunt
over difficult hills and bottoms, but tHey
are often shot while crossing creeks near
the cabins. On Thistle creek lately one
great hunter fired seventeen shots at a
big cow moose. At first she did not pay
any 'attention to the shots, not having
winded her enemy, but when wounded in
one leg started in the direction of the
creek cabins near Discovery, followed by
the hunter who kept her going with his
well-aimed shot, until a lucky one hit
her in the neck, when she soon lay down
from partial suffocation. The man dared
not go near her, but having exhausted
his ammunition "had to go down to get a
fresh supply, return and dispatch her.
His friends said he was cleverly driving
her. towards his cabin by firing past her
ears, but he did not relish their jokes at
the expense of his markmanship. On
Blackhills a creek not far up the, Stewart,
moose were so plentiful that as a matter
of fact, some of the miners, who are
good hunters, would set a time, a couple

of hours say, in which to return with a |

moose tongue, bringing the carcase later.
These animals were seen every few days,
being herded in the neighborhopd, and

could be got when wanted. They had be-:

come so accustomed to the sight of men.
These in their turn did not kill them
wantonly, but only as required for meat.

White Grouse are Plentiful

on the domes or summits of hills, and are
shot freely.. Partridge are not go plen-
tiful; while as for rabbits or hares, they
are the scarcest of game in the country.
It must be an off year with this little
swarmer of other cold countries. Many
miarten are trapped, and the fur is very
fine. A few timber wolves are seen from
time to time, in bands of from three to
half a dozen. ¥They hunt moose, and do
not molest -any one. An occasional wol-
verine is caught in a deadfall.; These
destructive little beasts are a terror to
trappers, spoiling whole lines of well
made traps in a night.

The city of Manchester, England, which
furnishes the most advanced example ot
municipal socialism, has made a new de-
parture by adding manufactories of soap,
tallow, oil, glue and fertilizer to its gar-
bage and sewerage department. The city
government now owns street car lines,
gas, electric light and water works, ice
factories, fifteen markets, baths an@ pub-
lic iaundries, slaughter houses, cemeter-
ies, - cheap  lodging houses, technical
schools, art galleries and workshops ‘for
the manufacture and repair of its wve-
hicles, tools and implements. It has re-
claimed a large swamp by depositing its
street cleanings and the solid matter

'This ecccrds with
former experiments, tlhat the left hand
is more sensitive to pain than the rizht
hand.  There is an increase of obtussacss
to paln from ag:s ten to eleven; then a
decrease from eleven to twelve; thea an
inerease from twelve to ' tnirteen., ¥ron
ihirteen to seventeen, wh'le the right tem-
ple increases in obtuseness, the left temple
increases in acuteness. This is in the post-
pubertal period. There is a general vari-
ation, which experiments on larger num-
bérs = might modify. (2) Girls in prlvate
schoois, who are generally of wealthy pav-
ents, are much more sensitive 1o pain than
girls in the publi¢ schoeols. it would ap-
pear that refinements and luxvuries tend to
increase sensitiveness' to pain. The hardi-
hood which the great majority must cx-
perience seems advantageous. - This also
aceords with our previous measurements
that the non-laboring classes are more g21.
sitive ‘to pain than the laboring eclasses.]
(3) University women are more semsitive
than washerwomen, but less sensitive than
business women.

This agrees with the re-
sults of onr previous measuremcnts, that
women ‘are mcre sensitive to pain than
rmien. 'These measurements of least dis-
agreeableness, or of threshold of pain, are
approximate measurements of the combina-
tion of merve, feeling and idea.

] the interests which are then uppermost
l in‘xr'xen’s minds. We now seldom find the
{ Spiritual type of insanity among the in-
" mates of hospitals for .the insane. As

the : doetrinal discussions have ceased to in-

terest the masses, theology has ceased
to be a cause of insanity. This is an
age of material development, -of making
things and having things., Men are much
concerred with the problem of amassing
treasure here; that, with the long line
o2 social questions which belong to it, is
now' uppermost in their minds, and these
material problems are the ones pressing
hardest for solution. Hence it is that
prevailing character of the delusions
are now of a material type

The struggle for existence. modern in-
ventions, steam and electricity, and the
mad rush for wealth, result in ever in-
craasing demands upon the brain-and
nervous system. And under this strain
« many who have congenital or acquired

defective nervous organizations become
insane, just as the same class formerly
did as a result of fear and brooding over
theological problems.

The insane are not now tormented by
the devil and his imps, but telephones
and phonographs are continualy ringing
in their ears. Others suppose they have
r_ate«.am engines in their heads, and many
imagine they are persecuted by men of
large fortunes or of great political power.
Formerly those who were afflicted with
delusions of grandeur were prone to im-
' agine themselves to be the Savior of the
world or the Virgin Mary, or some emin-
ent saint. Now. they are more apt to
think themselves to be great inventors
or powerful politicians, or the possessors
of untold wealth.

Statistics, according to ,a German mis
slonary magazine, would go to show zhjv,t
nurses are shortlived, 36 years being the
average length of life dealt out to them
by the author of the article, who writes
spropos of the Roman Catholic sisters
abroad. During the last 25 years no less
than a third of these unfortunate nurses
died in the first five years of servituis,
and three-fifths in the first ten years.

otonous, insufficient sleep and rest; to0
little recreation, unsuitable coverings for
their heads, and often not enough bed
clothing. All these conditions are fore- 'l
runners of that dread disease—consump:s
tion; but with constant publicity of the
fact it may serve as a check to the death
rate.

Latest Particulars Regarding the
Recen: Engagements in the
Philippines.

Natives Use Cannon and a Rapid-
Fire Gun--Perilous Trip
Across Rio-Grande.

Advices brought by the Kinshiu Maru
from the Orient give the folowing par-
ticulars of the fighting between United
States  troops and Filipinos around
Calumpit.

At nine o'clock on the morning of
April 25 General McArthur's army,
quartered at Malolos, began the advance
toward -Calumpit. General Hale was
about rwo miles north and one mile
t, so that an hour’s march would
brit the two lines in communication.
(Gieneral MceArthur remained with Gen.
Wheaton's brigade, following the line of
the railroad which carried the armoured
cars. Part of the Kansas regiment was
on the left of the traek, spreading over
t» the right where it joined the Montana
men; the Montana right was in touch
witl: the 4th Cavalry and Utah guns,
which were being brought up, following
tie west bank of the Bagbag river. Just
across the river as Hale's brigade with
the Nebraska on the left flank, the South
Dakota and Iowa and the mountain
guny.

Over a mile and a half was covered by
thix long line before 4 shot was fired,
and then there was a temporary halt.

I'he fight was opened by a twenty-five
minutes’ shelling from the train. The
two armoured cars were pushed down
the track until the range was about 1,-
300 yards, and pandemonium reigned
while (atlings, Hotchkiss and the 6+
pounder were turned loose. "Over on the
righr, Major Young with three field
guns got into position and dropped his
shrapnel over the trenches. Beyond a

few scattering shots there was no reply

until Flale began advancing across the
open fields to the bend in the Bagbag
river. Then the enemy opened up and
poured in a terrific fire. The men con-
tinned advancing, by rushes, firing as
they ran, until ‘the river bank was
reached, and there they lay down, less
than sixty yards from the opposite side,
and commenced a fight against bomb-
proof trenches. The odds  were most
uneven, but the artillery following the
advance forced its way out on the point
at the junction of the ctwo rivers, and
trained its shells at 100 yards range on
the insurgent trenches. Something had
to give way soon, and
The Natives Finally Gave Up

and ran for the woods, leaving a force
of wen to man the loop -holes.

Hale's troops crossed the river, some
fording up to their chins, others swim-

ming, finally reaching the bank, and oc-;

cupied the tremches.

On the left the fight was not so heavy'

a3 most of the enemy rushed to the re-
lief of the trenches on their left when
Hale made his attack. Reconnoitering
parties: were sent across the river and
into the woods, finding several trenches
deserted, but the natives were still near
the city. - About ‘4 o’cdlock the enemy set
fire to the town, but steadily opposed any
advance of small parties. The troops
camped along- the -‘Bagbag river.

Our loss was six-killed and 28 wounded.
Among the wounded are Major Eager,
1st Nebraska, and Lieuts. Pratt and
Lapp., South Dakota. The enemy’s loss
is estimated -at 100 killed and wounded.

On the following morning as soon as
the troops had breakfast and Treceived
additional ammunition the Montana and
Kansas Regiments  began ‘the advance
from the road bank-of the Bagbag river.
The left of the line remainéd in the
open fields while the right entered the

woods lying directly behind = the old’
trenches at the junetion of the Bagbag®

and Chico rivers. Only a few moments
passel before firing began from a trench
beycnd a small stream flowing directly
across the line of march.

While they were in the water the men
poured the hotest, fastest fire they knew
cf into the Filipino trenches. At last the
swimmers reached the opposite bank
and made fast the rope. Once across
there was very little danger, as the
trenches were too high to admit of a di-
1ect fire below. A raft was hastily
thrown together, and Colonel Funston
and eight men began their perilous -trip
across, guiding themselves by the rope.
Finally, when about two companies had
succeeded in crossing, the little band
charged on the works from which the!
insurgents had begun to retreat and tak-
ing possession of the enemy’s trenches
they poured in an enfilading fire that ,
broke the backbone of the long river for-
tifications. . The rest of the Kansas men
crossed over the bridge, under fire, in
single file, quickly followed by the Mon-
tana r=2giment,

It was impossible to move the cannon.
When the insurgents deéserted thefr
trenches the main body retreated to the
left, entering some thick woods, the oth-
ers defending the .trenches near the
bridge deserted their cannon and escaped
up the railroad track, where several
were killed before they had run 200 yards.

' and stirred up a large number of soldiers

who had evidently been waiting to re-
lieve the men in the trenches. While the
fight was going on at long range, the
general and others posted on the railroad
were watching a long wavering line that .
wae steadily advancing from the direc-
tion of Macabebe—nearer and nearer it
came until finally it was possible to dis-
tinguish two long lines of skirmishers
drawn up in regular order of battle, firing
line and supports, with a body in coim-
pany formation in the rear.

Fully 2,000 natives were drawn up
on an open plain in battle array. It could
harly be believed, but the South Dakota
regiment was broughfe.in case of need,
and when the enem$g was within 2,000
vards’ range General Wheaton ordered
the firing to commence. At the same time
the Kansas companies opened up on. the
edge of the woods. At the first volley
the enemy dropped flat on the ground
and returned the fire. In twenty min-
utes they got up and commenced to
march to the rear. The range was SO
great that practically no damage was
done by either side, yet they continued
to retreat. A single mounted officer dash-

ing his utmost to drive his men back. At
last they did turn and come on at the
double time, but when the fire was opena
ed again all desire to come nearer seem-
ed to cease and they

Commenced an Orderly Retreat,

going off in the direction of Macabebe. !

Wheaton then resumed his advance and
succeeded in reaching Apalit, four and
one-half miles beyond Calumpit, taking
three lines of trenches .on the way. Our
loss. was one Montana private killed and
six men wounded, including Captain Jen-
sen and Major Miller.

Thirty-seven prisoners were taken with
their arms. Some of them were caught
riding in a mud-hole with their rifles
buried in the mud. On the approach of
the soldiers they waved a white shirt in
sign of surrender. .

About 4 o'clock a heavy thunder and
rain storm set in, putting a stop to the
operations. The army went into camp
near Apalit.

The Latest is “Our Noble Scives aad Cur
Gr:at Doings” —A Naiion of
Weatiaer Cocks.,

The .. Yokohama correspondent of the
London Daily Mail writes:

Japan is the land par excellence of
crazes, of ephemeral fads and crotchets.

. Her 'people have been- called by observers
; more ambitious of smartness than of,
i veracity—the French of the ‘East; but

the  title does 'scant - justice—to the
French. The Gaul is a temperate, im-
mobile, steadfast man, of relentless and
unswerving purpose, compared with the
average of this nation of weathercocks.

The Japanese blow hot and cold, form
friendships and enmities, change their
clothes, their politics, their creeds, alter
everything down to the very names of
their towns, with such startling rapidity
that the dazed foreign observer at times
hardly knows where he—and the nation
—stands.

Already the craze—hot and strong while
it lasted—for an Anglo-Japanese entente
has pretty well died out. The Japanese
papers are laughing heartiy at the ab-
surdity of the whole thing, pointing out
the impossibility of countries with in-

, terests so conflicting ever making com-
! mon cause, and hinting even that the

points of contact between Japan and

! Great Britain are not numerous or im-

pertant.

It is only history repeating itself. Ja-
pan’s life as a modern nation has been
one succession of crazes, great and small.
The whole country went mad over the

Mighty Question of Rabbits

in 1873. Rabbits were unknown in Japan,
and when they were first introduced
every up-to-date Japanese yearned to be
the possessor of a lop-eared pet. The
craze lasted a year. Extravagant prices,
as much as £150 apiece, were paid for
choice specimens. Then came a reaction,
rabbits could be had at three a penny.
There have been many other fads, for
cock-fighting, bicycling, whist, waltzing,
German manners, customs, and institu-
tions, mesmerism, v}restling, joint stock
companies. From the effects of the last
the country is still .suffering. !
Some time ago Christianity was the
“fashion.”” Now bitter hostility is being
shown to the Christians. The native pa-
pers are continually recording noisy dem-
cnstrations at Christian meetings; the
Western religion is denounced by Bud-
¢hist lecturers, eager to profit by. the
state of public opinion, as anti-national
and seditious. Those who remember with
what favor Christianity was looked on
some years ago, when it seemed neot un-,
likely that Japan might be suddenly :
Christianized by imperial edict some fine
morning, will appreciate
The Greatness of the Change. .
Even linguistic reform is viewed with '
disfavor, It is not very long ago since
one enthusiast actually proposed that the

whole Japanese language should be abol- 4

ished as incompatible with progress, and
that English should b: substituted for it!

Now even those moderate reformers
who would simplify or do away with ths
clumsy character-writing are frowned on
€8 unpatﬂoﬁc, and the Diet refused the
other day to vote a few dollars: for a
commission of inquiry -into the question, -
1" H¥iva seen extracts from school text-
books which show that the young idea
in Japan is instilled with notions of the
barbarism and superstitions of foreign
nations, and is told that Japanese mor-
ality is far superior to that of the West
—a quaintly amusing  idea. All these
things may be trifles, but they indicate
pretty fairly the current of pubiic opin-
ion. i

The officials, it must be conceded, do
not encourage this 8pirit; the few cool
Leads who have the care of the country
are wise enough not to foster a tendency
which may lead to-very dangerous places.
But aven officialdom has been influenced
by the prevailing {lliberality of feeling.
There is not a Buropean filiing any post
which can possibly—it is not a question
of comparative efficiency—be filled by a
Japanese.

The postoffice, the railways, the dock-
vards, are denuded of foreign assistance
and oversight to an extent that impairs
their efficiency. Few state departments
have progressed, and in some there has
been a retrograde movement.

There is a Tendency
to look on the foreign employe as a
blood-sucking incubus, and  not, as- he
veritably is, the maker—wise, patient,
and ill-recompensed—of modern Japan.
For there is no disputing the tact tuat
the Japan of to-day is at least half the
work cof foreignets. The country has
fcund the money, and has, up to recently.
placed herself with a wise passivity in
the hands of the most competent advisers
she could find. Mistakes were made; na- .
turaily, at first. In the genesis of the
European craze it was taken for granted
that all foreigners must be clever and
scientific, and consequently some very
curious appointments were madde. Ship

| moral philosophy; Seal-hunters as mathe-

matical instructors, and retired police-
men as tedchers of physics. H

But those were very early days, and the
competeni foreigners whom Japan after-
wards engaged to instruct and guide her
have done all the practical work in rear-

LITTLE ALFONSO OF SPAIN.

With No Fault of His Own, He-Is Un-
popular and Unhappy.
—_——

One of the most interesting figures of
to-day is’ Alfonso XIII., King of Spain,
who belongs entirely and exclusively to
the 20th century, says the London Mail.
The years that he has passed on this
side of 1900 have beeh few amd irrespon-
sible.. He does not take up the reins of
sovereignty -or assume the cares of king-
ship until 1902, apd between now and
then revolutions may overwhelm his
hapless country.

Few Kings, even of Spain, have be-
gun life under worse guspices. His name
is unfortunate; his number a pledge. of
buad luck. His unhappy father was dead
before: he came into the world, and .his

. mother, the daughter of an Austrian

archduke, was confronted with the hate-
ful task of ruling an antipathetic coun-
try. So far the mother has emerged from
an impossible: situation . with a ‘certain
distinction, it without much glory. . But
the son will have a harder task set him
than ever fell ‘to his mother’s lot, and
he will face the music inexperienced and
untrained.
Pale, Harassed Face.

His aspect is familiar to everyone in
Madrid, and his pesence has never yet
succeeded in arousing enthusiasm. Now
and again, as the guard is changed out~
side the palace at Madrid, a pale, har-
assed face is seen- gazing from a win-
dow. The face appedrs suddenly, and as
suddenly passes from your gight. “There
is the King,” murmurs a lazy enlooker,
and the King it is, who looks out upon
his. people uncheered and -almost unre-
cognized. . So, 1004 you may- meet him
driving in the afternoon in sad solamn-
ity. No one raises a hat or doés rever-
ence to the boy who has succeeded to
some of the honors which were Philip
IV.)s. = Kven if the casual cabman
makes room for;the royal cortege, he
does it with a bad grace, and with the
air of a man who has gone out of his
way to pay a.compliment to mediocrity.
And yet in this King of 13 years there
should be all the, elements of romance.
He is young. unfortunate and a mon-
arch. If his peopjle do mnot love him,
surely he might stir pity. He inspires
neither pity nor love. He passes un-
noticed—that is all.

"The truth is, ‘he has never touched the
Spanish heart, and unless he be endowed
with unsuspected tact and talent he is
never likely to touch it. The circum-
stances of his life have fought against
his ‘success. In the first place, his ap-
pearance arouses an instant antipathy.
He is too blond, his hair is too light, his

| forehead is too high to correspond with

the national type.  “He is no Spamniard,”
says one citizen in contempt; “he is an
Austrian.” Another asks indignantly :
“Why should we be ruled by.a pale-
faced hoy, who doesn’t seem to- carry in.
his veins a drop of true Spanish blood?”
Again he is placid, almost inert, in his
manner. His hand is seldom raj ina

frank hilarity. But the Spaniard has

either forgotten his tradition or changed

his view, . In his dislike of the young
King he reproves the precocious dignity
which the contemporaries of Philip IV.
would have esteemed above all the tal-
ents, and if Alfonso XIII, is ever to win
a national ‘ popularity rhe. must make
some sudden, brusque ‘appeal to the pec-
ple’s heart.. If be would only profess an
active admiration: of bull-fighting, or.
better still, descend into the ring, his
future would be secure. But he is never
likely to kill an Andalusian bull-with bis
own hand, as did Philip IV, and so he
‘must keep patience and wait upon luck.

An Epitome of Latest Scientific

‘ Facts and Theorles. ‘

The successful solution of the problems
of efficient conversion of fuel energy into
electric energy and of 'electric energy in-
to heatless light, would produce a so-

jal strain that would threaten the very
{rt of government, sinking into nothing-
ness the social and -indpstrial changes
wrought by the steam engine. Such is
the view of Prof. R.:B. Owens, of Mc-
Gill University. Even ’‘now power
distribution by  electric - motors,
thought  first* developed in  con-

City Raised Men, of Medium Height
and Weight, Stand War Best.

‘“The medical and surgical history of
the Spanish war, when it is fully writ-
ten,” observed an army surgeon to a
Washington Star reporter, ‘“will again
demonstrate ~the experience of other
wars that the medium-sized makes the
best soldier; that is, the soldier who is
best suited for the hardships of a cam-
paign, The tall, long-jointed man proves
to be the worst soldier, for he played out
long- before even the short, slim man.
The medium-sized man, by this I mean
in height and weight as well, ‘who was
short - coupled, wore better, taking all
things into consideration, than all
others. What are known as big men,
heavy weights, as well as extremely
large in every other way, proved to be,
as”in the civil war, the poorest soldiers.
They were the men who first needed the
attention of the surgeons and began to

«Not the Czar, but the System”-A Corres- |
pondent Tells How Cessacks Treat ‘
Students in St. Petersburg.

correspongdent _of .the .Chicago Reconl in
Posen, who has just returned by way of
Moscow and St. Petersburg from a journey
through’ Turkestan, *is nat the Czar; but
the system; not Nicholas II., but ibe re-
g'me of cruelty banded down by his more
eruel ancestors.

The liberal papers have
been warned, and their editors are wise
enough to keep at a safe distance from the
brink of suppression and imprisonment.

An Englishman who aceompuanied the
Boer army under Gen. Joubert in the
recent campaign against M’Pefu, chief
of the Makatese, in the north-eastern

teresting details \Ty
organigation and other. matters. The
commando under Gen. Joubert was the
largest ever assembled in the Trans-
vaal, numbering with the native allies
nearly 10,000 men. This force was di-
vided into five laagers, each under its
commandant. The first impression ot
a Boer army, the writer says, is nut
flattering. There is no appearance of
order, and the men are not uniformed.
which is, in- striking contrast with the
regular armies of other countries. But
the apparent absence of discipline is
only on the surface, Commsandos are
made up of burghers drawn from va-
rious districts, each man considering
himself“on an equality with any other.
They are only subject to orders from
their own district commandants, who
in turn are responsible to the geneoral
In the field all fare alike, the com-
missariat knowing no distinctions. The
only regulars are the state artillery,
drawn from the sons of burghers, and
paid about.$2. a. day.

One of the principal features of the
Boer laagers in the campaign was the
religious exercises each evening, when
the imen would -assémble - under their
leaders for prayer, concluding with the
singing of their battle hymn, “Rust
myn ziel, nev God is Koning.” (Rest
my soul, your God is King.) War.
with the Boers, is comsidered a relig-
ious dnty, and enforced by the state
only in self-defence. The night before
the storming of M’'Pefu’s stronghold,
in the Magato mountains, a united
prayer - meeting was held of all the
laagers under the personal leadership
of Gen. Joubert, and the 'scene is de-
seribed as singularly impressive. The
day  following, the Makatese position
was earried with only trifling loss.
aftér”the kraals had beem subjected to
a ‘heavy military fire; and the rewmain-
der of the campaign was pushed with
such vigor that seve@l'ot the chiefs,
with their’ men, surremdered, and
M’Pefu, with - about 10,000 followers,
took refuge in Mashonaland, in Rho-
desia, across the Limpopo riyer. The
victory ‘of the Boers was complete, and
was a signal triumph for Gen. Joubert,
the Magato mountains having been con-
sidered impregnable, and the strongest
natural fastnesses in South Africa.

Of General Joubert himself, known
among his men as Slim Piet, the writer
says he has been uniformly successtul,
notwithstanding that his detractors have
proved to their own satisfaction, times
without number, that he has neither
military talents, courage, nor backbone.
That may be, he says, because of his
appearance on the field of battle, which
is not impressive, his costume during the
Magato campaign having been a tweed
suit with a tail coat. But neither the
general mor his men care for externals.
and although their clothes would hardly
excite the envy of a self-respecting
tramp, they do excellent work in them.

The writer says it is a great mistake
to suppose that the Boers hate indi-
vidual Englishmen. - It is only against
the government that they entertain hat-
red. Throughout the campaign he de-
scribes himself as having been the re-
cipent of nothing but kindness from the
general down, and that without
sacrifice of his own opinions. The onl;
question on which he had to be a little
circumspect was as to what would hap-
pen if ‘war broke out between the two
countries. Discussions on this subject
were hot and frequent, the general con-
clusion being that the conflict would be
the greatest disaster which could befall
South Africa. From what he saw. the
writer says, he could well believe this
would be the case, for while England
must eventually win, the obstinate re-
sistance of 60,000 burghers fighting for
their hearths and homes, and with =
thorough knowledge of the country.
would mean that England could only as-
sert heér sovereignty, over the republic
after great bloodshed, and then would
have to face after consequences even
more serious.—New York Sun.
