THE WAR AGAINST COCAINE
AND PATENT MEDICINES

CROKER SPEAKS

New: Patent Medicines

Act Will Force Drug-
gists to Comply With
_ Regulations.

1

Ottawa, Ont., Nov. 16 (Special) —Recent
prosecutions in Montreal of druggists and
others who had been convicted of selling
cocaine to victims of that habit coupled
with the agitation in Toronto and Hamil-
ton for legislation which will put a stop
to the rapidly growing use of this insid=
icus narcotic have brought reminders that
the last session of parliament passed &
bill respecting proprietary or patent media
cines a feature of which was a clause
absolutely prohibiting the sale of cocainea
in any form. |
It has been generally supposed that this
bill became law upon receiving royal ase
sent but enquiry at the Inland Revenue
department elicited the statement that
this was a misconception the act provides
that it shall only come into force wupon
such. a day as the governor general by
proclamation directs. The reason is that
before the bill becomes operative every
one of the 2500 druggsts in Canada must
not only register his business but must
also submit to the department the formu~
lae for each preparation which he puts up,
This latter feature involves far more work
than was imagined at the time of the pass
ing of the act for investigation has shown
that practically every druggist in Canada
no matter how emall his business puts up
some medicine of his own perhaps only a
cough mixture or a spring tonic yet in
every case he has to decide whether he
will print upon the label a statement of
the ingredients of which the medicine is
composed of whether he will prefer to sub-
mit the formulae to the department and
receive a certificate that it has been ap-
proved by the department. This provision
of the bill has created such an enormous
amount of correspondence and negotiation
that the department has found if abses
lutely necessary to defer the coming into
force of the act until April 1, 1909.

The registration of the names of drug-
gists and of the formula bhas now been
in progress since October, but up to date
only 110 druggists have complied with the
provisions of the act, but applications for
registration are now coming in at the
rate of a score a day. Kach druggist
will be assigned a number which number
will as far as possible be continued m
future years.

These stamps may be applied for at any
time beween March and April 15 next,
after which date none will be issued,
They must be attached to packages im-
mediately prior to April 1, 1909, as af-
ter that date all pereons having in their
possession any proprietary or patent medi«
cine which is not stamped will be sub+
ject to a fine of fifty dollars and costs
for the first offence, or of $100 and can-
cellation of his certificate for the second
offence. :

New York, Nov. 14—The country’s
business is improving perceptibly, broad-
ly, working upwards, not with unrestricted
leaps and bounds as a river unleashed,
with dams broken, hurling itself forward
towards damage and destruction ahead;
