The Lectures will bo illustratod by plates, &c., and 
senior students will have opportunities of beeoming p 
tically acquainted with the modes of treatment, &c., under 
direction of the Medical Officers connected with tbe Alms 
House and Dispensary, where a large number of cases 
oceur.
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The Provincial and City Hospital is visited daily 
at 12 M., by the Mcdical Officers, and may be attended by 
Students without payment of any fee. The City Alms 
House, containing from 200 to 400 patients, half of whom 

usually in the Hospital Wards, will likewiso be avail- 
able to Students, without feo. The best opportunities 
here presented for clinieal instruetion, midwilery practice 
and treatment of diseasesj likewiso for the observation of 
pathological appoarances, which will be demonstrated by 
postmortem examinations.

Clinioal Lectures will be delivered at the Provincial 
and City Hospital and City Dispcnsary. Instruetions 
will be given at the bed side, ineluding physical diagnosis, 
and many opportunities afforded to Students to becomo 
familiar with tho operations of minor surgery.

The Halifax Dispensary is carried on after the model 
of the DeMilt Dispensary, New York, being divided into 
threo Dopartmonts, viz.: (1.) Surgical, ineluding the Eye 
andEar; (2.) Medical, ineluding tho Heart and Lungs; 
and (3.) Diseases of Women and Children. At this Insti­
tution from 30 to 50 cases are treated daily. Horo the 
Student can havo the advantage of becoming praetieally 
acquainted with Pkarmacy and Midwifory under the Offi­
cers of the Institution.
