[From the Monetary Times and Trade Review.]

The visit of Sir John Macdonald and Sir
Charles Tupper to England is understood
to have reference to the land and emigra-
tion part of the Pacific railway scheme, as

tioned by Parli t, last i

The possibility of using land as a basis of
the construction of the road is the chief
problem to be solved. The! plan implies
an organized emigration on a large scale.
The land t be expected to do doubl
duty : to perform a chief part in the con-
struction of the road and to yield a fund
for the supply of emigrant labor. The ap-
propriation of waste lands to any other pur-
pose than that of opening communications,

Companies dealing with governments
do notalways, perhaps not often, carry out
their engagement to the letter, if they
can by a breach of contract obtain better
terms. Any company which might un-
dertake to pay s given sum for the lands,
a portion ‘down and the remainder on time,
would not be likely to meet the payments
unless they had sold at a priceand c!.tain-
ed a profit which met their expectations.
Otherwise they would be almost certain to
ask a moditication of the original contract.
Experience shows that this result would
be likely to follow; and the lesson it
teaches is sgainst the employment of a
company, if it can be avoided,

A part of the theory under discussion is
that the proposed employment of the
lands, in building the railway, shall be
connected with a vast system of emigra-
tion from Europe. How is the contem.
plated stream of emigration to be set in
motion and sustained ? Who is to pay
the cost it will necessitate? Where is the
money to come from? It cannot come out
of the land, for the land is already appro-
priated to a different purpose and cannot
-be made to dodouble duty. If a company
were to buy the lands and undertake to

lonize them by paying the passages of

has s tendency to check: saktl t. But
if the railway cannot be had without ap-
propriating the lapd to aid in its con-
straction, the existence of the railway
may serve as'a céunterpoise to the check
which such appropriation opposes to settle-
ment. All such nppropnstwns imply that
a comparatively high price will be charged
for the land. In the present instance, the
minimum is fixed at $2 an acre, with an
undetermined maximum, to be regulated,
in all prcbability, according to circum-
stances. We know that no land, with-
in t wenty miles of the railway, can be sold
for less than §2 an acire, but we do not
know how much more may be demanded
forit. As compared with free grants, this
price must have a tendency to retard set-
tlement. But the railway will make pos-
sible settlements where, without it, they
would be impossible ; and the beneSt de-
rived may over-balance the drawback-
The appropriation musb find its justifica-
tion, if at all, in financial necessity. The
fi of the D are not in a con-
dition to bear the whole burthen of con-
structing the Pacific railway, with or with-
out a further Imperial guarantee ;“and it
wonld be much to say that they can be put
into a condition to bear the strain when
lightened by the proceeds of the sale of
the hundred millions of acres offlands ap-
propriated.

What part of the cost of construction
the land may be made to bear is a question
which no one has undertaken to answer,
and which probably no one could be found
who would have the temerity to undertake
to answer. A hundred millions of acres
at two dollars an acre, would yield two
hundred millions of dollars. But they
cannot all be sold for mawny-years to come,
unless a Land Company should become
the purchaser ; and if that were done, the
payments would have to be spread over a
number of years, and the result would be
very difterent from a present payment in
cash. Under the terms of the appropria-
tion, we doubtif there be anything to pre-
vent the government dealing with a Land
Compatiy, if onecan be found willing to
make the purchase ; and the possibility of
such dealing is one that the people of this
country must be prepared to face. That
there would be serious objections to selling
to a company must be obvious to all who
have followed the career of land monoplies,
in different parts of the globe. The ob-
ject of the company would be to make the
speculation pay ; and to do s they would
be tempted to try to obtain the highest
price for their land. They would be al-
most certain to attempt to hold some por-
tion of it back for enhanced prices, and
the effect of the reservation would be to
withdraw that portion from settlement,
for the time. As a necessary corollary,
settlement would be retarded ; settlers
would bave to pay the highest price, at-
tainable whenever they were allowed to
purchase, and many who might otherwise
be attracted to that region would go else-
where. So long as Government lands, in
the United States, of equal quality can be
purchased for $1.25 an acre, it would be
impossible to sell lands in the North West
for two or three times that sum. But the
American government has greatly lessened
the quantity of lands at its disposal by ap-
propriations to railways ; and it is uncer-
how long that government will be able to
offer cheap lands to settlers. In any case
a Land Company would prove an obstruc-
tion to settlement, even though settlement
were the object which it was ostensibly
designed to promote.

The appropriation of one hundred mil-
lions of acres for the purposes of this rail-
way does not of course sweep away all our
public lands in the North-west. The
quantity of such lands, fit to be brought
under tillage, has been officially estimated
at 275,000,000 of acres. In the course of
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the di on the railway resolutions
Dr. Tupper, without stating the quantity,
declared his willingness to appropriate all
the public lands for the construction of the

emigrants, it eould ouly carry out its pur-
pose by eharging the lapds with the cost
of transporting the emigrants. Thiswould
require an enhancement of price which it
would be unreasonable to expect to obtain.
Any engagement contracted with the idea
that the lands, besides being made to yield
the means of contributing largely to the
construction of the road, could be made
to bear thecharge of transporting emigrants
from Europe would be almost certain to
fail at some point in the execution.

It can hardly be expected that, besides
granting an additional guarantee, the Im-
perial government will bear the charge of
a system of wholesale emigration. Just
now, the belief in a redundant population
in Great Britain prevails ; and for this
evil emigration has long been considered a
remedy. In this way, we need not doubt,
the pressure of population can in some
slight degree, if only in a slight de-
gree, be removed. It is often as-
sumed that more can be done through emi.
gration than is practically possible. But
British statesmen are not likely to embark
in any collossal scheme of emigration ; and
any tentative movement of the kind might
be checked, in two or three vears, from a
change in the current opinion about the
reality of a redundant population in Great’
Britain, of which it is desirable to get rid.
Six years ago, the average British farmer
set his face strongly against the emigration
of British Iaborers. Three yearshence, he
may to s0 again : and any exceptional emi-
gration which might have been set on foot,
in such an event, be arrested.

Of the chances of a further Imperial
guarantee it is not easy o think favorably.
The motives that were once potent with
English statesmen to aid in the planting
of new colonies have nearly all disappear-
ed, The days of a monopoly of colonial
trade have passed for ever ; the grateful
task of bestowing. colonial patronage is no
longer to be performed ; the colonies are
self-governing and  semi-independent.
Room for the surplus population of Great
Britain in the North West there certainly
is, but it is improbable that the English
Government will be willing to incur any
heavy expense or obligation in the attempt
to control the outflow of population with
the view of strengthening 'some outlying
portion of the empire. The road to India
is through the Suez Canal, of which the
British Government holds a majority of
shares. Every change of 10ute involves a
heavy destruction of capital. The use of
the Suez Canal threw out of employment
vessels constructed at enormous cost for
the long voyage ; and before the injurious
part of the incidental effects of that change
has been got over there will be no general
dispofition to experiment in another
change. Australia will become independ-
ent whenever independence will best sub-
serve herinterests. - A profitable trade be-
tween England and Japan can be carried
on under present circumstances ; and when
a ship-canal across the isthmus of Darien
is built, as it will almost certainly he be-
fore our Pacific Railway is completed, it
will be possible to carry it on with still
greater advantage. Looking at all these
circumstances, we see little ground for
hope that a further Imperial guarantee
will be obtained.

In the p tion of a 1 work
like the Pacific railway, all sorts of con-
tingencies will be encountered ; a hundred
calculations will prove to have beenat fault;
expectation will be, and again and again
baulked. The difficulties are for the most
part referable to the artificial character of
the undertaking ; the resolution to build a
trans-continental railway before the neces-
sity for it, as a whole, exists. If wehad
been content to build the road as settle-
ments extended, the difficulties would
have been reduced to a minimum : there
would have been traffic to sustain the
road from the outset, and the capital in-
vested in it would have began ta yield a
return at once.

About Roads.

We are glad that s correspondent,
whose letter appears in another column,
is ensbled to speak so favorably of at
least one road in the County. There is
something radically wrong, however, in
connection wilth the condition of other
roads and notably, the Richibucto Road.
The general opinion, indeed, seems to
be that in the matter of the Richibucto
'Road, there are two wrongs. The first
is that the Public Works Department
does not apportion as Jarge a sum to it as
it is entitled to,considering thejnature of
the ground over which it is made, while
the money that is apportioned to it is
not expended to the best advantage.
The present Supervisors are, perhaps,
s honest and efficient as their predeces-
sors, but their chief fault is that they
have not improved upon the working of
s system which may produce good re-
sults in the hands of thoroughly compe-
tent and uunselfish men, but is, un-
fortunately, calculated to encourage the
sacrifice of public to the promotion of
individual and private interests.

[ 1tissaid that the roads of Ontario,
which are superior to ours, do not cost
any more, because they are maintained
by direct taxation upon the people of
the Townships through which they pass
and who, having immediate control of
-thude entrusted with the eéxpenditure of
the money, secure ovly the best and
most competent men. If the money
expended in both Great and by-Read
services in this Provinee, (and which in
this County amounts to some $15.000 a
year) were placed in the hands of the
Municipal Councils, under such a per-
fected system as the importance of the
charge and the immediate influence of
local public judgment would soon es-
tablish, there can be little doubt that
the result would be advantageous to the
people. Whatever may be the faults
of our Municipal Councilsit will be con-
ceded that they are gemerally prudent
and economical in administering the
local revenues. Unlike the Legislature.
and the Government they are new or-
ganizations, created at a period when
well established throughout thecountry.
The Government ani Legislature are
different, being' managed and maintain-
ed at a maximom of expense, and that
by act of Parliament. There is, there-
fore, naturally, a spirit of extravagance
prevading the unwieldy Departments
and the unwieldy Legislatare jat Fred-
ericton. Added to this objectionable
feature the Legislature and Government
are susceptible of political and party in-
fluences which are constantly crying,
“give !” The By-Road and Great Road
services have,especially since Confedera-
tion, been the means of meeting the
demands of the smaller,or parish politi-
cians, too many of whom are unfor-
tunately found in every county. ' These
make the injury and neglect of even
the roads which they and theirneighbors
are dependent upon, the price of their
suppurt of legislative candidates mean
enough to court their suffrages at such
a sacrifice of public interests. All this
is wrong. It is the element in the
question which, honest-intentioned
members of the Legislature have at-
tempted to grapple with and have al-
ways failed in successfully dealing
with. The reason is because the
change that is needed would involve
the release of patronage from their own
hands,and such self-denial is never put
in practice in the Legislature, however
much it may be preached outside. It
is to be hoped that in time we shall
haveall this remedied. It seems a long
while to wait, however, if our public
men do not become less selfish than
they have been in the past. It cannot
be that they do not realise the import-
ance of the question or that they are
ignorant of the evils that exist. The
electors, too, must do their part in ef-
fecting the needed reform, by holding
members of the Legislature strictly to
account for their inaction in the matter.
They should make their representatives
understand that they are sent to Fred-
ericton not only to see that such laws
and systems as we retain are honestly
administered, but to change. and im-
prove those which have been proved
faulty and detrimental to the interests
affected.

An Invitation to “Consider” Ae-
copted.

*“ Papers of the Telegraph and Ap-
VANCE stamp ” are invited by the Sun
to “‘consider carefully " a tissue of un-
truthfulness from the Mail on the sub-
ject of dismissals from office alleged to
have been made,for political reasons, by
the late Government. The penple of
Canada do not require information of
that kind from either the Sun or Mail.
In every section of the country the
people are now comparing the ‘dis-
missal ” records of the respective Gov-
‘ernments. They find fault with the late
administration for having been entirely
too ‘lenient with incompetent officials
who were, also, their open political
enemies. So far as the knowledge of
our readers in this vicinity goes they
will readily bear witness to the justice
of the few dismissals tardily made by
the Mackenzie Government. They
know they were made for legitimate
cause and not on account of the politics
of the persons dismissed. They will
also, compare the circumstances of such
dismissals with those surrounding dis-
missals made since the present Govern-
ment came into power. In the former
cases charges of neglect and incom-
petency were made by men whodid not
fear to place them on open record, and
dismissal followed patient investigation
and proof, after proper hearing of the
parties. In the latter cases, Who are
the parties making the charges? What
have the chargesbeen? Who has heard
anything publicly about them. Re-
spectable officials, conscientious in the
discharge of duty, have been summarily
dismissed without a word of warning or
the shadow of a charge against them,
80 far as they know. Is the public ser-
vice to be thus weakened and brought
into disrepute, with the people’s ap-
proval? The readers of the Sun and
Mail as well as of the Telegraph and Ap-
vaNce will say, ‘“no!” Those whoare,
themselves, employers will say they
would not so treat their servants and
those who are servants would keenly
feel the injustice of being so treated.

They will all desire to see a high-
er semse of justice prevail and
the tenure of office by public servants
established on a more meritorions basis.
If the Sun and Mail stated the truth in
reference to the late Government’s dis-
missals—if such dismissals had really
been made for political reasons—it
would be only justice to restore those
who had been improperly deposed.
The whole fabric woven by those
papers, however, is false and rotten.
It is a tissue of falsehoods, palpable to
the people at large, who know and are
impressed by the facts as they exist.
The men who, being entrusted with the
Government of the country, have de-
graded it by unjust treatment of faith-
ful servants, will have to be taught that
they themselves are answerable to those
who, more slowly, but quite as surely
will give their offices to others. Those,
also, who have unworthily taken the
offices thus vacaled, as the reward of
party services, apart altogether from
conmiderations of personal fitness to dis-
charge the duties requnired by the
people, will, in turn, be taught that
the way to public preferment is not
through the muck and mire of political
¢ dirty work.” The Sun and the Mail
know that the party whose organs they
are,have alcne been guilty of introduc-
ing the ‘‘ American system " as applied
to public office tenuré, and the same
papers will assurely learn, when their
party chiefs are dismissed from office,
that the faithful servants they have dis-
charged will be restored, as a recom-
pense for the injustice that has been
done to them and a warning to those
who have unjustly supplanted them.

‘Lov Miramichi Steam
g usqrv!«.

Our correspondent, * Teazer,” sends
us a letter much longer than usual this
week, but none the less interesting on
that account. He differs from us, he
says, in reference to the Andover's use-
fulness and believes that ‘ there never
was a boat built to suit that part of the
County better.” He also believes that
there was no rowboat on the Miramichi
that could have gone up through Bay
du Vin Bay on the 4th of July, while
the Andover accomplished the feat with-
out a great deal of trouble. A man’s
¢ beliefs ” in such are generally
based on his knowledge, observation
and experiences and his capabilities of
profiting by them. When ¢ Teazer,”
therefore, assumes that there never was
a boat built better suited to run on the
lower Miramichi route than the Andover
he shows that his knowledge of steamers
is exceedingly limited,—or having a
knowledge of them, he is incapable of
correctly judging as to whatisa sunitable
boat for the route,—or knowing all
about it he is *‘ captured ” by the An-
dover people and is willing to make just
such statements as he thinks will please
them—they congratulating themselves,
meantime, or having so able a champion
as the redoubtable *‘ Teazer ” of Teazer-
ville on their side. But ¢ Teazer” is
well known as a near and dear friend of
about the only person whose fishing
business is really accommodated by the
Andover,and that fact, coupled with his
well known lack of knowledge of steam-
ers has made him forget his usual cau-
tion and misled him into the *‘ superla-
tives” with which he bedecks his
paragon stern-wheeler.

He appears to forget that Petitions
were sent to the members for North-
umberland at Fredericton last winter,
praying that a subsidy of $1,500 be
granted for a suitable st to ply
three times a week between Newcastle,
Chatham, Black Brook, Point aux C:r,
Bay du Vin, Fox Island, Escuminac,
Neguac, Burnt Chwrch, Tabusintac Oak
Point, Bartibogue,etc. When the matter
came up for di ion in Committee of
Supply one member for the Couny said
that the boat was to be engaged exclu-
sivelyin the down-riverservice,although
others understood that $2,000 was al-
lowed instead of the $1,600 asked be-
cause the up-river people wanted a tri-
weekly service also, which could be per-
formed on the days when the boat did
not run down the river.” ‘‘ Teazer”
must be ignorant of these facts or he,
surely, would not inferentidlly claim
that the Andover was doing satisfactory
work. - 'We esteem him very highly,but
the sooner he learns that a man whose
borizon is bounded by only his own
particular interests is hardly in a posi-
tion to discuss & public question, the
better it will be for both himself“and
his neighbors, and the less ridiculous he
will appear in print.

This is a hard, piactical age. If we
lived in a country from which one could
not reach the centres of civilization
without performing journeys of hundreds
of miles on snow-shoes, or in the time-
honored but fast disappearing stage
coach, our people might be expected to
believe what ‘‘ Teazer " does- in refer-
ence to the inapproachable fituess of the
Andover for service in Miramichi Bay,
but some of us have seen steamers on
large inland waters in New York State,
the Province of Ontario and along the
8t. Lawrence, down to Quebec and we
ask such persons to place the Andover,
—in imagination—alongside of some of
the boats on those waters, with ‘‘Teazer’s
belief” posted on her in large letters,
together with a chart of Miramichi Bay
and then ask themselves how much
¢¢ Teazer ” would bring, in those regions,
as a judge of steamers. We can fancy
some one saying, ‘‘he’s a very nice
young man, good-hearted and fairly
enterprising, but fearfully and wonder-
fully inexperienced in the matter of
steam navigation.”

Now, is * Teazer ” aware of the fact
that the subsidy was granted to the
Andover with the understanding that
she was to run three times a week to the
places named in the petitions for a
“suitable” steamer, the names of which
places are printed above in italics? 1f
he does know it, can he expect that the

blic will be satisfied with a service
twice a week and with which *‘ the only
salmon shipper who does patronise her
is well satisfied " ?

We do not ask any man to either
praise or condemn any public service on
personal account. If that were part of
our mission the Apvaxce would be of
little use to the public. We admit that
the Andover is fairly fit for the Bay du
Vin-route, but why is she running only
twice a week and only to a few places on
one side of the river, when she receives
a public subsidy, asked by people inter-
ested for a ‘‘ suitable steamer” to run
three times a week to a good many

s

places on bothsides ? If *‘ Teazer ” will
follow the matter up, even with all the
‘ posting ” he can procure on board the
Andover, we should like to have him
answer. If he doesso he will, perhaps,
by-and-by, come to the conclusion that
we ‘ know the rights of the case” and
the wrongs, also.

It is possible that he may claim that
he was right as far as he went into the
matter, Lut it is quite plain that his
letter is intended principally as an offset
to our exceedingly mild references to
the Andover as not being fit for the
work undertaken for the public subsidy
which her owners receive. We regret,
very much, that our cxpression of
opinion on a matter with which we are
well acquainted,and which we are deter-
mined to handle in the public interest,
has been treated in a most unfair man-
ner by the local papers, which we hope,
do not correctly represent either the
best taste or personal sentiments of
Messrs. Call & Miller. As we have
before said, we regret, for their sakes,
personally, that the Andover is unfit for
the service they are paid .with public
money to perform. If the papers and
correspondenis who wish to make it ap-
pear that the boat is doing good service
for the money she receives, publish
what they do with the sanction and
authority of the steamer’s owners, we
will overlook their gross and unworthy
personalities—which will never help
their case however—and ask them
whether they believe we are right or
wrong in stating the above facts con-
nected with the petitions sent to Fred-
ericton and asking for the subsidy.
Presuming that they will not deny those
facts,as we state them, we will ask them
why it is—if the Andover is *‘ a suituble
steamer” in the sense understood by
the petitioners— that—
1st—The service is performed twice a
week, instead of three times.
2nd—Thesteamernever attempts—even
twice a week—to cross Miramichi Bay
to Neguac, Burnt Church, Tabusin-
tac, etc.

3rd—Only one fishetman of the many
in the business patronises the boat
with his iced fish.

4th—The people of both sides of the
river are not satisfied with the man-
ner in which the service is performed.

We contend that if a suitable boat
were put on the route and if she ran
three times a week regularly to all the
points named in the petitions— which is
quite feasible and ought to be done for
the sabsidy--it would promote down-
river trade, not only in connection with
thefisheriesbut inotherbranchesof busi-
ness and ultimately be self-supporting.
We fear, however, that the manner in
which the service is being performed will
have the effect of creating a feeling
among the people against any steam ser-
vice and thus discourage persons who
might be prepared to take the risk of
doing the work faithfully.

Respecting the courtesy and obliging
dispositivn of the owners of the Andover
towards the Bay du Vin gentleman who
patronises their boat as stated by
¢ Teazer,” we have only to say that the
travelling publle, generally, will readily
endorse what he says. Messrs. Call
& Miller are unusually obliging in
their capacity as steamboat owners and
deservedly popular as such. With the
performance of their whole duty on the
Miramichi Bay route, as the public un-
derstands it, however, their general ex-
cellence, personally and otherwise, has
nothing to do. Inreference to that we
have seen nothing presented to justify
us in taking back a word we have pub-
lished.

The Deal Trade.

Messrs. Farnworth & Jsrdine, «f
Liverpool, in their circular of 3rd July,
say :—

““The arrivals from British North
America during the past month have been
27 vessels 21,230 tons, against 32 vessels
26,919 tons during the like period last
year.

The import of Spruce Deals has been
large and in excess of the d:mand, and
coming upon a weak market prices have
had a downward tendency, the latest sales
being the lowest on record ; considering
the time of the year the stock is far too
heavy, being nearly double what it was
last year. Several cargoes of St. John
have been sold by auction at £5 16s. 3d.
per standard, and by private at about the
same rate. Lower Port at £5 10s. per
standard. Pine Deals—Miramichi, 3rd
quality, have been sold at £5 7s. 6d. per
standard.

The circular gives the stock of New
Brunswick spruce deals sn haud on 1st
July of this year as 15,091 standards
against 8,727 standards on hand in July
last. The consnmption for June last
was 6,416 standards, against 6,711
standards in June of the previous year.
The consumption from 1st Feb. to 2d
July, 1879, was 19,016 standards against
21,643 standards in the same period of
last year.

Mud and Honey.

How exceedingly wittyand high-toned
must be the party who penned the
above ! Itisa commentaryon the con-
sistency and taste of the class of news-
papers to which the Times belongs that
its columns contained much florid and
fervent ‘‘gush”over the Governor-Gene-
ral when he first arrived. As he has fail-
ed to dismiss Letellier, and does not, in
everything, do as the Tories wish,
it is understood that he is to be
either squarely denounced or belittled,
and the Times is as willing to throw
mud at His Excellency, now, as it was
to besmear him with honey a few months
since.

The Royal Gazette, issued on Wednes-
day of last week eontaips the list of
By-Road appropriations tor the Connty
of Northumberland, which the Apvance
published infull in its issne of June 12th,
The absurdity of such a mode of ad-
vertising the By-Road aptgropriltionl
will appear in the light of the following
facts:—

The Gazette does not circulate in this

County to the extent of more than 150
cupies—while

The ADVANCE circulates about 1000
copies in the County.

The Gazette’s rate for the space oc-
cupied by the advertisement involves
a cost of over 850,00, while

The ADVANCE's rate for the adver-
tisement would be less than $20.

The Gazette gets over $60 for circu-
lating information to 150 subscribers
interested a month after the Apvance
has given the information more correctly
for nothing.

Aside from the interest which every
intelligent member of the community
ought to take in having the local papers
receive all legitimate support, public
sentiment will condemn the absurdity
of the course pursued in publishing in-
formation which is essentially local in a
general official publication read by few
who receive it and who would not have
it at all but for the fact that it is sent
to them gratuitously.

Anapt illustration of the difference
between writing in which the writep
has the approval of his conscience, \\ﬁ
knowledge,and writing with an ulterior
object in view is furnished in the letter
of “Teazer” which we publish else-
where.

We hope he
will keep us well informed of the
‘“ official ” moveméhts of such officers
as those referred to, as when they learn
that they cannot play their ridiculous
antics without criticism, they may see
the desirability of remaining at home
attending to their legitimate busi-
ness.

Mr. Wyse is interested in a canning
establishment at Lower Bay du Vin
and he has made several trips ‘o it this
season. It will not be a matter of sur-
prise if the Department will find all
these recorded as official trips in his
disbursement account. He will also,
doubtless, be equal to the feat of mak-
ing the Government pay for the trip of
himself and three associates, to which
‘‘ Teazer” refers. When men accept
occasional trips sbout the country at
public expense, on business which they
do not understand, as rewards for their
loyalty to any pelitical party, the coun-
try which laughs at the show they make
of themselves, must algo feel humiliated
over the fact, that such is the adminis-
tration of the men who declare they
will “run or ruin” Canada. Imagine the
four men wehave named going from
their farms and shops to the sea coast to
deal with a Fox Island Fishery matter.

Our Fame Abroad.

TLe chief Committee-man of the Left
Centre-Protectionist-Annexation party
in Blackville, Mr. John L. Schotfield,
has gained fame abroad, whatever may
be thought of him at home. The Bos-
ton Herald thus refers to him in con-
nection with his recent Annexation fiusco
in the Municipal Council :

“ The bold innovator, a descendant of a
Loyalist family was censnred and came
near being expelled. Yet, to the outside
observer, he spoke words of truth and
soberness and his arguments were unan-
swered. We have no desire tosee Canada
a part of the American Republic,except by
its own untrammelled choice,but that such
a connection would be more favorable to
itself than its present dependency on a
Government across the Atlantic, seems to
need no argument. Canada’s loyalty to
what in England itself has come to be al-
meost a meaningless tradition, seems like a
joke on this sige of the line.”

pedigree, etc., together with what Mr.
Schofield either said or intended to say
concerning the blood and sacrifice with
which his ancestors sustained British
institutions is refreshing—that is when
read ‘‘on this side of the line.” Butitis
asa ‘ leading politician ” of the County
that Mr. Schofield shines brightest,and
his fame in the land as an americanized
friend of the Protectionist party is only
equalled by that of Mr. D. W. Clark,
who was paid $25,062 through Mr. Peter
Mitchell’s influence, in pursuance of as
big a fool’s bargain as Councillor Scho-
field would have us make just as we are
in a most critical period of our history.

After order had been
restored, Councillor Crocker made a mo-
tion, secouded by Councillor Whitney,
baving for its object the expulsion of
Councillor Scofield frem the council.
Councillor Crocker sustained his motion
by making a violent attack upon Mr. Sco-
field, who defended himself, as follows :

Mr. Warden and Gentlemen :—In bring-
ing forward this resolution, 1 beg leave to
say that I did not do so with any feeling
of enmity toward Great Britain, but, on
the contrary, I regard her as one whose
forefathers were loyalists should regard
the country for which his ancestors fought
and bled, and who, rather than reside
under any flag save the British, left their
properties and tha land of their birth to
settle in the then inhospitable wilds of
New Brunswick. I have been accused of
being disloyal. I deny the charge, as
loyalty, according to my ideas, means
fidelity to the country of our birth or
adoption. Therefore, if loyalty to Canada
and Canadian interests means disloyalty
to Britain, then I am disloyal. My motto
i8 *‘ Canada first,” and I am always ready
and willing to do all in my power to for-
ward the interests of my native country.
He who would not do so

‘ Living shall forfeit fair renown,
And, doubly dying, shall go down
To the vile dust from whence he sprung,
Unwept, unhonored and unsung.”

If our true interest lies in being loyal to
Great Britain, 1say cling to her by all
means ; but if, on the contrary, our true
interest lies in joining the United States,
do so at once and cast British connection
to the winds. I, for one, claim that the
interests of the United States and Canada
are identical. Whatever benefits the
United States, exerts a beneficial influence
on Canada, and vice versa. This dominion
possesses latent resources not excelled by
any country in the world. But at present,
and under present circumstances, we are
unable to develop them. With a popula-
tion of only 4,000,000, our revenue is in-
sufficient to carry on one half of the public
works undertaken, having for their object
the development of our natural resources.

Here: Mr. Scofield read the following
statement, to show that the

Our Finance minister now informs us

that our obligations to the amount of $46,-
041,214 will mature, and must be provid-
ed for at different periods within the en-
suring six years, and when he goes on a
borrowing mission for this and the sums
re(gxired for the public works under way
(which he will soon be required to do),
what answer can be given the London
money-lenders when asked for a statement
of liabilities and assets? Wiil he tell
fthem that our imports exceeded our ex-
ports $220,000,000 in the last six years,
and that we have nothing whatever to
show for it. 'Will he tell them that we
are indebted to British capitalists $140,-
000,000, and all we have to show for it is
the Intercolonial Ruilway, which falls
short half a million of dollars a year to pay
its working expenses, and a few other
worthless railways for local traffic in the
eastern provinces, which do not average
the cost of running them? Will he tell
them that we have the most magnificent
canals to be found in the world, and that,
notwithstanding they were never used to
a tenth of their capacity, we are now in
thie market borrowing $30,000,600 to en-
large them for the sole advantage of the
western states of the American Union, and
that at a certain loss to Canada of over
$2,000,000 a year. Will he tell them that
we have already expended some §20,000,-
000 of their money in building a railway—
which is to cost $150,000,000, and which
for generations will not pay running ex-
penses—to secure the traffic of some 15,000
settlers on the Pacific coast and assist in
colonizing the Northwest territory for the
United States?
we support 2 dominion governmeat with a
vice-regal court and seven provincial legis-
latures to manage the affairs of a popula-
tion equal in numbers to that of the city
of London ? Will he tell them, in the
language of a recent correspondent of the
Witness of this city, that ‘“we have
reacked the situation when bankruptey is
doing its frightful work all over the land,
when values of all descriptions have fallen
50 to 75 per cent., when millions of the
people’s money has been swept out of ex-
istence, and no prospect of better times is
in sight?” Will he tell that this is the
true state of our affairs? If not, he will
be deceiving them in such a way as an
individual would be liable to a criminal
prosecution for obtaining credit under
false pretences.

After reading the above statement, he
corcluded as follows :

Gentlemen :—If we were incorporated
into the great nation to the south of us,
we would have a government able and
willing to complete all neccssary public
works, American capital would flow into
our country, our latent resources would be
developed, and we would eoon be on the
high road to prosperty. I believe in the
‘ Monroe doctrine ”-- America for the
Americans—North America as one coun-
try. This I believe to be our destiny,and
nothing less than the prophetic end of the
world in 1881 can prevent it. I believe
that the day will come ere long, just as
sure as to-morrow’s sun will rise, when
this continent will stand before the world,
with all the artificial restrictions which
now hamper its trade removed, as one na-
tion, the wealthiest, powerfullest and most
progressive in existence.

After Councillor Scofield took his seat,
the motion of expulgion was withdrawn
and a vote of censure passed.

Mr. Schofield’s dash at Sir Leonard
Tilley, as given above, is very refresh-
ing and shows the consistency of the
Left- Centre -Protectionist-Annexation-
conglomeration, whose absurdities are
making a by-woid of them in this region.

Reaching the South Gally in the tug they
were taken, together with their fishing
‘“traps” into a scow and after poling
some two miles, arrived at the hospitable
residence of John Young. Esq., at three
o'clock on Friday morning. Here they
received & warm welcome and after en-
joying a ramble about the place, boarded
the steamer Zulu, Mr. Joyce, the owners’

p ive who happened to be at
Tracadie joining the party for a trip up-
river. ~ The little steamer, which we are
glad to hear works splendidly, speeded
away through the North Gully and down
the coast to the South Gully, through the
surf on the bar and in against the rapid
tide, with only a few inches of water to
spare, being the first steamer that ever
went through that passage, and g

of wel as she
passed along, those on board returning the
salutations in fine spirit. At Loggie’s
Lobster establishment there was a special
and hearty demonstration and a perfect
rattle of musketry atthe wharf of Wm.
Ferguson, Esq., where Hon. M. Adams,
who had come by the ¢ short cut” from
Tracadie, again came on board. After
‘“tea and toast ” at Mr. Ferguson’s the
run was continued to Tracadie Bridge,
where John Young, Esq., who had been
superintending the removal of a span of
the structure in order to let the boat
through, joined the party. From this
point the Zulu ran twelve miles up stream,
to a point just above tide water,the people
all along the route displaying such flags as
they could improvise and saluting with
guns, ete., the first steamer they had ever
seen on their beautiful river. For the
last mile or two trout were caught from
the steamer’s deck and put into the fresh
water tanks which feed the boiler, some-
thing rarely done in any waters. The
party were now where they could enjoy
the fishing of the Tracadie, The stern of
the Zulu being tied to the bushes, there
was just room enough to swing the bow
down stream and a grateful good-by was

All day long the crew were
engaged cleaning the fish and throwing
the offal into the water alongside, pollut-
ing it and damaging our river fisheries.

To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance.

DEAR Sir:—

The warm weather we are having at the
present time is making the crops grow
splendidly. If the salmon fishing were
good we would have a fairly prosperous
year,

THE ‘‘ANDOVER.”
The Andover makes her semi-weekly

trips down here with her usual regularity.
I differ from youn about that boat’s useful-
ness. I really believe that there never was
aboat built to suit this part of the County
better. 1thinkthatIsaw in the ADvaNcEof
alatedate somethingabout a row-boat being
able to go when she would have to lay up.
I do not believe that there was a row-boat
on the Miramichi could have gone up
through Bay du Vin last Friday, the 4th
of July. 'T'he Andover went and it did
not seem to be a great deal of trouble,
either. It is a fact that not many of our
salmon shippers patronise her this season,
but the reason of this is that they have
schooners of their own, and they would
not part with them until they knew that
the Andover could do the work. I think
any person not prejudiced must now ack-
nowledge that she can do it, which is not
saying that you are prejudiced in the least,
for I believe thav you would give justice
to all when you knew the rights of the
case, let your political and personal
enemies say to the contrary notwithstand-
ing. I thought as you did, that the An-
dover was not able to do the work, but
experience has taught me differently, for
I know she is able for the route that she
is on the present season. There is, cer-
tainly, a change wanted and the change
is that before she will get all the freight
that is to be got down here she will have
to make tri-weekly trips. In the pas-
senger line, any person going to town now
would have to wait from Tuesday until
Friday. This they cannot do. Ido not
know what contract the owners of the
boat have with the Government, nor do I
know if they are fulfilling that contract,
but this I do know that the dndover has
made her trips down here with good re-
gularity and I honestly believe that no
boat that could be got could do it better.
To run down here it requires a boat draw-
ing not over three feet of water. You re-
member the first trip she made down here
this season, how she could not get down
through thelower bay to Escuminac, on
account of the water. Tbat day was the
lowest tide that I have ever seen down
here. The Andover is able to go down
this bay to Escuminac, without it only
happens to be as low a tide as we had that
day. In concluding about the Andover 1
will say to give the owners justice that
the boat does her work well—that is the
semi-weekly trips.—

I know that the ounly salmon shipper
that does patronize her is well satisfied
with her. Both the owners and the Cap-
tain do all they can to meet any reasonable
demands that he makes. I also know
that he ships salmon to one of the largest
fish dealers in New York, and I have
seen letters from this irm to him saying
that his salmon arrived in New York in
as good order as any that they get from
Miramichi, and we must remember that
the other shippers send no less than three
times a week, while he only sends twice.
I write this, Mr. Editor to put you right
about the Andover ; I now leave you to
advocate the tri-weekly trips, also, to
bhave her run ‘down the North Shore,
koowing that you will not forget your
friends down the river.

A FISHERY DELEGATION.

The last trip that the Andover made
down here she had on board Messrs. Wyse
Mackintosh, Fitzpatrick and Blake, Fish-

here is this kind of thing going to stop?
Are the people to be tied hand and foot,
and see four officials, who are not one bit
of use, feeding like hungry leeches on the
poor fishermen of this County. This is
where the three cents per fathom go,
If this is the protection that the friends
of Peter Mitchell have given us, we cry,
enough! I am going to draw your atten-
tion to a few facts and in doing so I ask
the friends of the fishermen of both politi-
cal parties if some change is not wanted.

On the 178 of May 1877 Mr. Wyse was
instructed by W. H. Venning to issue a
license to W. Williston & Co., forset No. 1
on Fox Island, known as the Gully Set.
Mr. Wyse knew perfectly well where
that set was located, having often seen it
while in the employ of the late Alexander
Loudoun Esq., on Fox Island, And I be-
lieve, to-day, that Mr. Wyse will tell any
one that it is not an unlawful net, but be
that as it may,T will only give the facts of
the case, and have no doubt that our Over-
seer will say it is nothing but the truth
that I am writing. A license was given
in 1877 to W. Williston & Co., that firm
owning the lands off which the nets were
det. Towards the close of that year Mr.
Venning came on a tour of inspecfion
around 'Fox, Portage and Huckleberry
Islands, including also Escuminac. On
that trip he saw this set of nets and gave
it a8 his opinion that they were illegal.
The same day he met a son of Mr. Willis-
ton om®Fox Island and he asked why
that set of pets was there. The young
man answered that Mr. Wyse gave them
(Mr. Wyse was present) a license for it.
Mr. Venning then said he would confiscate
the set. Young Williston told him to go
to a place where they find no water for
nets, and te confiscate away, as quick as
he liked. Mr. Venning then left.

Last year the Willistons again applied
to the Local Overseer, John Williston,
Esq., for a license for the Gully Set. The
Overseer refused a license for it, showing
as his authority for doing so  letter from
W. H. Venning in which he forbade the
Overseer to give a license for that set, as
it was illegal. The grounds on which the
Inspector claimed it was illegal were that
it was set too close to Thibideau’s Gulley,
being, as he thought, less than 200 yards
from the entrance of the Gully. Mr.
Veuningdid not measure thedistance. He
simply sailed over the set and said that it
must come out- of that. Last year when
the Overseer refused the license the firm
of William Williston & Co. set the nets,
and drew Mr. Whitcher’s attention to it
when he wasin Bay du Vin. The con-
sequence of this was that orders were
given to the Overseer to let the nets be
set as usual.

This present year a member of the
firm of W Williston & Co. applied for
a license. The Overseer again refused it
as he said he received strict orders from
Venning not to give a license. The con-
sequence of this was that again, Phineas
Gulliver, the managing partner of the firm,
set the nets without & license. The net
was complained of to Mr. Venning—by
whom it is hard to say—and the Overseer
received orders from him to confiscate it.
Before doing this the Overseer informed
the firm of how matters stood and after
some time the nets were taken up under
protest.

Last Tuesday, 8th of July, Messrs.
Wyse, Mackintosh, Fitzpatrick and Blake
came down to take up the nets, having
hired the Andover for that purpose.
They came down to the Village, went
ashore, staid about an hour on the shore
and came on board of the Steamer again
—and returoed toChatham. They did not
go to the Island to see if the nets were
out. They did not make an effort to get

robbed the many for the benefit of the
few. Last year Supervisor Elliot, feeling
that his extreme age incapacitated him
from discharging his duties thoroughly,
tendered his resignation and the Govern.
ment, having many friends to satisfy,
divided the office, appointing Robert
Swim, Esq., for this end of the County,
and Mr. Rowland Crocker for the lower
end. The change, so far as this section is
concerned, has been greatly to our advan-
tage. Our roads were never put in such
good condition before, and the amount of
money expended by Mr. Swim this year
is greatly below the average.

Considering
all these things, to prohibit a short set of
nets off the ontside of Fox Island is the
most absurd, regulation that ever came
from the Fisheries Department. The set
is only 75 fathoms in length. If this set
is unlawful, there are many sets situated
the very same. Opposite to it on Huckle-
berry Island there is a set in the same
position at the mouth of Bay du Vin River
there are two sets the same and also at
Napan and manyotherplacesinthe County.
If this set is over the distance from the
shore that the Inspector allows us to set
our nets off Fox Island ,then I say it is
unlawful, but this it is not.
