Дасігзг Nova Scotia Journalisai.
Mr. J. J. Stewart, editor of the Halifax 

H rald, has read to the historical society 
of Nova Scotia a valuable paper on ‘ early 
journalism in Nova Scotia.” Mr. Stew— 
establishes the fact that the Halifax 
Gazette, now known as the Royal Gazette, 
is the oldest paper now published on 
the continent of America. Papers wore 
established earlier in New Euglind, but 
none of them have survived. This Qaxette 
was the first paper published in Canada, 
and not the Qiibae Gazette as was claimed 
by Hon. Thomas White in a paper read 
before the Quebec historical society some * 
years ago. The grandson of the man who 
established the first fully equipped print­
ing office in America, sob up the first plant 
in what is now Canada, and the son of 
Green, who published the Boston News 
Letter, which was the first American pa­
per, established the office from which the 
Halifax Gazette was issued. The Gazette 
was started in 1752, a generation before 
the loyalists landed in St.' John. The his­
tory of the first half century of Nova 
Scotia journalism is intensely interesting, 
and Mr. Stewart has brought to light 
many facts not heretofore published.

Pneumonia Explained.—It is general­
ly supposed that pneumonia is due to the 
accidental penetration of specific microbes 
into the system, but the observations of 
M. Jaccoud, a French student of the sub­
ject, show that the disease really results 
from the development under favorable 
conditions of mierobic germs permanently 
present in the system. A chief condition 
of such development is a sudden chill, 
which expl.ius the frequent coincidence 
of lung affi-ctions with abrupt changes of 
temperature.

A Developing Art.—Probably no ap­
plication of science is advancing more 
rapidly than photography. Among recent 
appliances arc a detective camera in the 
form of a watch, with a charm to hold a 
supply of miniature dry-plates, and a tele­
scopic camera in which distant objects are 
brought near by telescopic aid and photo­
graphed.

He had also 
done what he could to stop bag net fishing, 
and this oppressive tax was, no doubt, 
levied on his advice. It was unfair that 
such a tax should be levied, as it w-as 
mure than the fishermen could afford to 
pay—more than the business could bear— 
but it was especially unfair that it should 
be sprung upon the fishermen after many 
of them had been granted their permits 
and paid f »r them at the usual rate of §1 
each. If'this thing was not protested 
against, the t ix would be §5 next year 
and, in time, restrictions, which would 
practically pub'a stop to smelt fishing, 
would result. He had heard the opinion 
expressed by competent authority that it 
was doubtful if the governor-in-council 
had authority to levy taxation on any 
class of people without a vote of parlia­
ment, and he had grave doubts of the 
legality of thejiix, in any case. At all 
events, those who had their permits, for 
which the usual fee of §1 had been paid, 
were in a good position and the duty 
of the meeting was to organize for the 
purpose of legally protecting the fisher­
men’s intere°ts.

He had already stated that the Inspector 
had, a good while ago, recommended that 
a license fee of §5 per net be exacted from 
the smelt fishermen and he believed that 
Mr. Smith, who was present, could give 
particulars.

Mr. D. G. Smith said that just before 
he came to the meeting, lie had looked 
over the Fisheries reports for the past 
eleven years and he found much in them 
to show how the tax complained of 
to be levied. Many of the fishermen 
would, doubtless, recollect that there had 
been quite a spirited discussion when the
