She is
thankful that shejis not confined Lo her
bed, to her room, or even to the house,
As the phrase is, ‘“ She can go about
like other people.” Like other people!
But, oh, with what a difference!
Where others awake refreshed in the
morning, she drags herself from her
bed with a prayer 1or physical strength
to bear her bravely through the hours
that must intervene betore she can
again lay her weary body down.
Where others attack work with joy,
she spurs or whips herself on to per-
form it so satisfactorily that mnobody
may suspect how hard it is for her.
She often works with a perseverance
and a nervous conscientiousness Lh_at,
her task accomplished, leave her with
flushed cheeks, shortened breath, and
trembling hands. ““ Just a little ner-
vousness,” she explains laughing.

Raspberry Vinegar.—The most sim-
ple method is to crush the berries
with sugar enough to insure fermenta-
tion into a cask with a small opening
stopped from below, and from which
the plug may afterward be drawn.
As fermentation proceeds remove the
plug and let the fermenting juice run
through into a keg or barrel that has
contained spirits. After all the juice
has been pressed from the berriesinto
the keg add one pound of sugar and!
one quart of water to each quart of |
Juice, filling the keg to the brim. Ev-
ery day or so fill up with sugar water
while fermentation proceeds, and when
that has subsided pour into a cask that
has held white wine vinegar and let'
it stand till ripe.

NSomething Went Wrong, and Now the Pati-
ent Mast sSutfer Another Trinl—inter-

The stubborn
resistance offered by these wounds
against all known remedies finally
decided the physicians to make a skin
graft. As quite a large quantity of
cuticule was required to cover 80 ex-
tensive an area the physicians were at
a, loss to know where to obtain it.

THE OUILAW EANGAROD.

A CATTLE THIEF AND A KIDNAP-
PER, AUSTRALIAN TALES SAY.

Wickhed Bushmen Tr.in the Queer Beasts
to Steal Both Men anid Horses, It Is
Decl red—A4t Any Rate S:me Aunstrae
Han Kangan.oos llave Ways That Make
Hunting Them an Exciting Pastime.

“Years ago I was a rover in Aus-
tralia,” said a former member of the
dramatic profession, *“and I dallied
for a while with the dramatic muse,
and somewhat successfully. Then,
metaphorically speaking, I piped on
oaten straw, like the Arcadian shep-
herd, and dropped money in wool.
Then I'delved in the mines for the
dross of gold,and didn’t find any. At
last I made a fortunate strike in tal-
low, and for a time revelled in the
charms of nature and learned to hunt
the kangaroo. I learned a good many
things about kangaroos that arenot
in the books—for instance, that the
bushmen trained kangaroos tobe horse
and cattle thieves, kidnappers, high-
way robbers and the like. I say I
learned that, but perhaps I had bet-
ter say that the good people [ met
during my career as a gentleman
sportsman in Australia told me such
was the case. [ never had any ocular
proof that there were kangaroo cattle
thieves or kangaroo highway robbers,
but 1 shall believe in kangaroo horse
thieves and kidnappers until my dying
day. I'll tell you why.

“While 1 was living this life of a
gentleman sportsman I was quartered
at a little settlement al Boort Run,
right in the kangaroo country. 'fo
hunt kangaroos seems almost like go-
ing out to run down and maul the
life out of a few of your decent re-
latives, but

THE KANGAROO HUNT

was the chief recreation of the gentle-

man sportsman in Australia the time

L was there, and as I had become a

member of that order of citizens, after

waking my pile in tallow. I, of
course, had to hunt kangaroos. You
hunt kangaroos on horseback, and you
have to sit on your horse like a star
circus rider, too, or you will never
hunt kangaroos more than once. You
are apt to be lassoed out of your sad-
dle and left hanging by your neck at
the end of some drooping vine asyou
pass through the country, and if you
keep your seat as your horse dashes
over a stretch oI ground made pic-
turesquely irregular by a million big
ant hulls, you stand a chance of being
tipped out of it Into an adjoining tract
of down tmber and treated to a run
across country with your foot in the
stirrup and your head playing shinny
with logs and boulders. Ihen, when
you get into a nob of kangaroos—half

a dozen or so “kangs” together make

a nob—you may have the luck to tackle

what they call a regular up-and-up

boomer, and if you do—well, say! If
you do, you will begin 1o have your
doubts about your caring to be a gen-
tleman sportsman in Australia. An
up-and-up boomer, or a bloomin' old

man, as some call him, is a leader in a

nob of kangs, and there’s more fight

in bim than there is in a barrel of

Sixth ward rum. If the bloomin’ old

man gets the squeeze on you and is

inclined to stop the fight right there
and then, he’ll put on the pressure and
crack your bones as you would c¢rush

a soft-shell almond.

“It isn’t sportsmanlike to bag your
kangaroo with a gun. Your weapon
is a short but heavy club, and, as you
charge your game, the object is to de-
liver a blow with the club that will
neatly break the kangaroo’s neck.
Dogs trained for the purpose harass
the game and get it in position so
that you can the better and surer de-
liver

THE DEATH BLOW.

It requires a good deal of skill and
dexterity to strike the right spot and
at the same time guard yourself
against the assaults of the kangaroo,
for he has his eye on the chance of
getting in a blow on you that may
send you sprawling from your horse.
“I got so that 1 could hapndle the
club and the horse pretty well on a
kangaroo hunt, and rather liked the
exciting sport until ome day 1 ran
foul of a kang that was following a
life of outlawry, and that spoiled me
for kangarooing. A party of us had
gone up the run five or six miles kan-
garooing. We bad five dogs and rap
suddenly into a nob of seven kanga-
poos.  'I'he leader of the nob was the
p-and-uppest boomer, the bloomin’-
est old man 1 had ever seen except a
tame kangaroo that belonged at the
settlement, and that tame kangaroo
beat anything, they said, that bad
even been seen in Australia. It was
taken when only a few days old and
grew to an enormous size, and had the
run of the settlement, and the whole
country, for that matter. Everybody
knew Danny Dee, as the big tame kang
was called, and Danoy seemed to know
everybody and everything. When |
saw the big leader of this mob rise
before me, I couldn’t help but think
that he might be Danny Dee’s broth-
er. He rose to receive the attack of
three of our dogs, and he stood not
less than eight feet high. He gathered
in each one of those three dogs as
they sprang at him and laid them
down in one, two, three order, without
a whole bone among them. This
bloomin’ old man seemed not only will-
ing but anxious to join in a general
fight with us. One of our party kill-
ed his kangaroo, but all the rest of the
nob except the boomer fled to the
bush. “There were three of us hunt-
ers, and we all charged upon the bvom-
er, the two remaining dogs having fol-
lowed the fleeing nob.

and away their frightened horses went
over the plain. Their unseated rid-
ers followed them, and I was left alone
to have it out with the bloomin’ old
man.

“Say, he didn’t wait to take breath,
but leaped on me and grabbed me
round the waist before I could play
my club, but he hadn’t got his squeeze
on me when 1 brought my club down
on his head. That staggered him and
forced him (o loosen his hold op me
and tumble from the horse, but he took
with him half of one trousers leg and
a big chunk of skin from my thigh.
He had no sooner struck the ground
than he sprang and caught the horse
around the neck, and was effectively
shutting off the poor beast’s wind
when I pounded the kang loose with
my club. It seemed to me that old
boomer was just more than enjoying
the fight, and it struck me that he
had an object in all he was doing be-
yond the simple fact of wanting to win
the fight. Failing in his attempt to
choke the horse to death, he drew off a
few paces, looked me and the horse
over, and at once made up his mind.

Danny recognized the
horse and me, knew what the trouble
was, and that was enough. He step-
ped into the rescue, and healt out
vengeance with a merciless hand.

HOSPITAL FOR BIRDS.
Curlous Institation for the Treatment of
suffering Birds Sttuated at Norwood.

How many Londoners know of the
Birds' Hospital down in Norway ¢ says
a letter from that great city. A can-
ary with a broken leg, your seedy par-
rot, your prize poultry with tubercul-
osis, your racing pigeon with a touch
of “ liver "—each is welcomed there and
restored.

This old institution is in charge of

Professor Vale, who was led to the
closer study of birds’ ailments from
the fact that his own died under the
ordinary treatment. He made frequent
experiments with medicines, and now,
after fourteen years of study, he con-
siders himself capable of curing almost
any feathered creature suffering from
accident or ailment. Smallpox—even the
winged bipedsg et it—can be banish-
ed, “swelled head,” can be reduced,
tuberculosis can be exterminated, while
minor ills have all their cures.
- *“1 cured a valuable racing pigeon
a few days ago,” said the doctor. “It
came home ill and wasted, and when I
sent it back it was gaining flesh and
ready fo fly for a cup. Larger birds?
Yes, swans and turkeys, I have at-
tended both.

“I haven't any canaries on wooden
legs here, but I have often set a brok-
en one. I use a large quill, split open,
and lined with cotton wool as a splint;
it keeps the limb quite firm. Mapy
canaries that I treat are suffering from
wrong feeding. Most books on canar-
ies say that canary seed is the best
food, whereas it is about the most un-
suitable, with perhaps, the exception
of millet.” :

Mr. Vale explained the various con-
stituents of canary seed, and demon-
strated that they were in a very differ-
ent proportion from that required by
nature. Starch is the great enemy of
the human race, according to Mr. Vale.
If the system was entirely free from
starchy foods one would throw off di-
sease without effort, and the modern
Briton would live, as his forebears, to
one hundred and twenty years. ;

Mr. Vale recounts with glee the his-
tory of a white owl which he owned
that simply revelled in a diet consisi-
ing of the remains of birds that had
died of different diseases sent to his
master for post mortem purposes, and
yet remained healthy.

THE CHEERFUL FACE.

Next to the Sunlight of heaven is
the cheerful face. There is no mis-
taking it. The bright eye, the un-
clouded "brow, the sunny smile, all
tell of that which dwells within. Who
has not felt its electrifying influence?
One galance at this face lifts us out
of the mists and shadows into the
beautifut realms of hope. One cheer-
ful face in the household will keep
everything warm and light within. It
may be a very plain face, but there
is something in it we feel, but can-
not express, and its cherry smile sends
the blood dancing through the veins
for very joy. There is a world of
blessed magic in the plain, cheerful
face, and we would not exchange it
for all the souless beauly that ever
graced the fairest form on earth.

The new Act is practical in its con-
ception and scope, and the result of its
operation will be that young men—or
women—who have the will to work, and
the ambition to create homes for them-
selves, will be placed by the govern-
ment in a position to do so. Only
lands which are suitable for settlement
are to be chosen by the Surveyor-
General, and these are to be surveyed
and plamed out, and the plans and
surveys thereof are to be filed in the
Crown Land Office. Public roads are
also to be made, at Government
expense, through the lands selected
and, this being done, any per-
son of the age of eighteen years or up-
wards may obtain a free grant of one
hundred acres on fulfilling certain
reasonable conditions which are set
forth in the Act and are a decided im-
provement on those under which settle-
ment lands have heretofore been grant-
ed in the Province.

The lands to be set apart iu any
county under the Act are to include
those under lease for lumbering pur-
poses as well as others belonging to the
Crown, and applications for allotments
and grants are to be made through a
board of three commissioners to be
appointed for each county by the
Governor in Council. The commission-
ers are to meet monthly, or oftener, to
deal with applications and otherwise
facilitate the carrying out of the Act.
Provision is made for the protection of
all rights involved, and while the
public interest is guarded against the
class of pretended settlers who might
seek only to obtain logs, the Act is
decidedly paternal in the encourage-
ment and aid it gives to the bona fide
applicant desirous of honestly establish-
ing a home.

from the lycee. The route is along a soli-
tory road beside the river. He had reached
a point half way on his jouroey when two
men, who had evidentally been lying in
wait for him, rushed out of a narrow lane,
and one of them fired a single shot from a
revolver. The murderers were ounly a
couple of yards behind their victim and the
bullet struck Labori in the back. The
wounded man uttered an agonized cry and
fell flat on his face, and the murderers fled
through the lane from which they emerged,
and both escaped.

Only two or three laborers going to work
saw the crime committnd. The spot was
well choosen, as the murderers could not be
seen by M. Labori until they rushed ovt
upon their victim, the entrance to the lane
being hidden by bushes. Moreover, they
were afforded an easy means of escape by
passing back through the lane, which led to
the country. One of the laborers, named
Patoux, who witnessed the shooting, said:
**As I was passing along the road I saw a
tall man walking quickly in the direction of
Rennes. He was on the towing path of the
Vilaine. He was attired in a dark lounge
suit and wore a bowler hat. It was M.
Labori. Just as he reached the bridge
crossing a stream falling into the Vilaine,
two men, about medium height, and wearing
dark suits and round soft felt hats, emerged
from a raral path enteriug the main road.
One of them carried a heavy stick. They
approached M. Labori from behind. Sud-
denly onedrew a revolver and fired poiot
blank at Labori. He was so near that it
was quite impossible for him to miss. A
sharp report was heard acd M. Labori
threw up his arms and cried: ‘Hola !’ (a
common French exclamation) and fell flat on
his face. I and one or two others who saw
the deed ran up, but the murderers had van-
ished down the lane. Help was immediate-
ly sent for and the gendarmes quickly
arrived, and soon afterwards Madame
Labori.”

The following balletin has been issued :
“Maitre Labori was shot from behind, the
ball penetrating the posterior region of the
thorax, on the right side, at the height of
the fifth or sixth dorsal vertebrae. The
heavy flow of blood prevents, for the
moment, the exploration of the depth of the
wound. The undersigned doctors hope that
the ball is lodged in the muscles enveloping
vertebrae column, They must, however,
maintaio tc-day full reserve respectiug the
integrity of the lung and spinal chord.”

The bulletin was issued by four doctors,
Renaud, Rechis, Brissaud and Vidal, and is
timed at 8.20 o’clock this morning.

M. Labori, on falling, retained presence
of mind enough to arrange his dark morocco
wallet, in which he carried .hie papers,
under his head for a pillow, until his wife
arrived, when he half raised himself and
dropped his head in her lap. A number
of laborers who were unloading a barge of
stones beside the river heard the shouts of
“Muarder !” *Stop him!” raised by the
pursurers, and one of them immediately
placed himself in the way of the murderer,
who, covering him with his revolver, shout-
ed: ‘‘Let me pass; I have shot Dreyfus!”
The man was so taken aback that ‘he drew
aside and allowed the aseassin te pass.
Then the murderer ran across the fislds
until he reached the railroad. He crossed
the embankment. He followed the track
until he arrived at the level crossing. A
train was just arriving at full speed and the
murderer dashed across the line in front of
the train and toward the woods in the
direction of the village of Charntepie, where
he was lost to view.

Col. Picquart and his brother-in-law, M.
Gast, who, it appeared from later reports,
accompanied M. Labori on his way to the
lycee, pursued the murderer for some
distance, but as they were both heavy men
they were unable to continue the pursuit
and so returned to the side of the wounded
mao, leaving the chase of the assassin to a
number of laborers and peasants, who de-
clare they heard the murderer say when
crossing the marshy field before he reached
the road : *‘If I can't get away I will go
for them.”

Madame Labori, wife of the wounded
lawyer, was promptly notified of the crime
and rushed to her husband’s side. She
found him with his head on the sidewalk
and his body on the roadway. She threw
herself by his side and took his head in her
lap and faoned him with a colored paper
fan, which she evidently snatched up as she
left the house. M. Labori was perfectly
still. Not a groan came from his lips and
his head rested in the lap of his wife, who,
by the way, is an American., As she fanned
him with her right hand she caressed him
with her left, gazing lovingly upon his up-
turned face. He tried to amile back the
tears which glistened in his wife's eyes, and
she, mastering her feelings, heroically did
everything possibly to ease her husband’s
agony. It is reported that the famous
lawyer said us he lay wounded on the
ground: “I may die from this, but
Dreyfus ie saved.”

The shooting of M. Labori took all the
life out of this morning’sa session of the
court martial, and but for the sympathy
the attempt is certain to excite throughout

the country for M. Labori and Dreyfus, the

quite unable to do himself justice,

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Glasgow’s Model Sunday School
sacher Behind the .

LoxpoN, Aug. 7.—Had Robt. Louis
Stevenson lived he would have seen last
week one of his countrymen give a dramatic
reality to his ‘*Jekyll and Hyde” creation.
James Colquhoun, city treasurer of Glasgow,
elder of the Free Church, and representative
of the city corporation on the University
court, is pow in gaol in his native city,
charged with defalcations which a moderate
estimate puts at a million dollars of trust
moneys, confided to him for investment.

Colquhoun is a workingman’s son, born
59 years ago, in Glasgow. He industrionsly
used Scotland’s educational system until he
qualified as a lawyer. He rapidly became
one of the most trusted members of his pro-
fession, and his prosperity was due to his al-
most oppressively model life. He was active
on committees of the Free Church and on
the platforms of temperance meetings. He
was never personally genial or popular, but
raised himself to a pedestal of reputed ia-
tegrity until he was the favorite model of
Glosgow Sunday school teachers in showing
pupils an instance of how to become a per-
fect citizen.

In outward appearance Colquhoun realis-
ed the idea. He was always carefuily, but
not extravagaotly dressed. He was cold
and serious in manner, and seemed the type
of severe integrity, rewarded by the highest
honors his fellow-citizens could give, until
last week, whea he abruptly resigned his
public office and was sent to an ibsane
asylum.

A statement authorized that he was sufter-
ing from temporary breakdown, owing to
business anxieties, but the medical authori-
ties refused to confirm the detention, and a
criminal warrant was executed charging him
with embezzling £5,500 of his clients’ money
intrusted to him for investment. Other
embezzlements bring the total up to £200,-
000 and it is believed that this will be ex-
tended.

The Cure of Consumption.

The first quarterly meeting of the New
Brunswick Association for the Prevention
and Cure of Consumption was held on Wed-
nesday evening of last weuk at the residence
of Dr. Bayard. There was quite a large
gathering of prominent ladies and gentlemen
present.

Dr. Bayard explained briefly the objects
of the association,pointing out that it is now
settled that eonsumption is not hereditary,
but contagious, and that the contagion was
carried very largely through dust containing
particles of dried spittle or sputa of sufferers
from the disease. Dr. Bayard pointed out
the great necessity of taking precautions to
prevent the spread of the disease.

All his remarks were endorsed by the
other medical men present and Dr. Christie
told of a case where six members of a family
had died from consumption, but when the
remainder scattered the disease did not
further manifest itself, showing clearly that
one had given it to the other.

Dr. A. A, Stockton drew attention to the
fact that in some of the cities of the United
States penalties are imposed on persons spit-
ting in electric cars and other public con-
veyances and suggested that steps should be
taken to enforce -similar regulations in St.
John,

The association appointed committees to
ascertain the present state of the law on this
su! j-ct and also to report as to literature for
geveral distribution explaining the object of
the association.

The secretary was instructed to summon
quarterly meetings of the association at the
reeidence of Dr. Bayard on the .first Wed-
nesday in November, February, May and
Angust.

Mishap to ths Columbia.

The American Cup defender, Columbia’s,
steel mast broke in two at about the middle
in a race with the old Defender off Newport
on Wednesday of last week. She was lead-
ing at the time and was steadily drawing away
from her rival,Captain Barr giviog her sails a
good full, preferring to hold along at an
increased rate of speed rather than outpoint
the Defender as he had done previously.
The two boats were holding along on a port
tack, and into the Point Judith channel,
about three miles off the point, the new
boat having the weather position, and fairly
tearing through the water. Suddenly there
was a sound of breaking spars aloft and in
an instant the top-mast of the Columbia
went crashing down to leeward, carryiog
with it the fine new club top-sail and small
jib top-sail,

It seemed to the eye witnessess but a
brief part of a second when the stcel main-
mast buckled in the middle and down came
the upper end of the spar and the mainsail
dropped into the water on the starboard
side.

For an instant everyone on the Columbia
held their breath, and then was heard Mr,
Iselin’s voice inquiring whether anyone was
injured or swept overboard, but fortunately
all hands escaped uninjured. Mrs. Irelin
was below at time, but she came on deck
immediately and when the Associated Press
tug ran alongside a few minutes later, she
was calm'y taking spap shots of the wreck-
age. The discipline was excellent, not a
man leaving his place until Captain Barr
gave orders to clear away the wreckage and
get the canvas aboard, and then the crew
went to work clearing up the tangle,
Columbia drifting with the waves a dis-
mantled and sad looking craft.

Her pine mast has since been put in and
the Columbia is again ready for the course.

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CACNER NOT A MYSTERY,|

MARVELLOUS DISCOVERY BY DR
LAMBERT- LACK.

London Pathelogical Doctor's Declaratisn
—Bisease Ciused by Injury to ** Base-
mient Wembrane.”

Cancer is no longer a mystery, ac-
cording to the deliberate verdict of
the London Pathological Society. Dr.
Lambert Lack, the eminent throat spe-
cialist, is credited, by his learned col-
leagues, with having solved one of the
most momentous and perplexing prob-
lems known to medical science, says a
London letter.

The scientific world is much wrought
up over Dr. Lack’s discovery, which is
pronounced one of the very greatest
of modern times. Various European
savants have from time to time an-
nounced the isolation of the micro
organism of cancer—some of them
very recently—but their conclusions
have been disputed by other ‘scientists,
and not one of them has won the sup-
port of such a weighty body as the
Londoa Pathological Society.

DR. LACK’'S THEORY.

Lambert Lack, whose name bids fair
to become as famous ag that of Pasteur,
is honorary surgeon ‘to the Golden
Square Throat Hospital," one of the
most noted institutions of its scope in
the world. For a long time he has
been investigating the origin of mal-
ignant growths, with particular atten-
tion to cancer.

Holding with the accepted scientific
opinion that cancer was the result of
a germ, he nevertheless worked along
lines radically different from those
pursued by the majority of investiga-
tors in this field.

After a series of tests covering sev-
eral years, he discovered that the
dreaded disease invariably began with
an injury of a particular character to
what is known as the basement mem-
brane of the mucous membrane and
its allied structures.

Having arrived at this important
truth, he set to work to produce cancer
in the lower animals, and succeeded.

NO CURE FOR IT YET.

To produce a disease at will is the
first step toward finding the cure for
is—such is the paradox on which the
entire fabric of bacteriology rests.
Hence it is reasonable to expect that
in a short time Dr. Lack will be in a
position to give the world a serum for
the cure of cancer and thus take rank
among the immortal benefactors of the
human species.

Like a true scientist he hastened to
present his discovery to mankind. No
sooner did he consider that his tests
were conclusive than he submitted the
whole thing to a select committee of
the London Pathological Society.

And now the society itself has de-
clared its conviction that Dr. Lack has
disclosed that secret for which savants
have been groping ever since men first
began to enquire into the nature of
disease.

CANCER A MYSTERY.

During the past quarter of a cen-
tury, while medical science has been
marching forward nobly in other
branches, it has been at a standstill
so far as the knowledge of cancer was
concerned. The primary cause of this
horrible disease was a mystery as deep
as the origin of life itself.

Surgery, on the other hand, has pro-
gressed wonderfully in its relation to
cancer, and in the surgeon’s knife has
rested the only hope of those afflicted.

It is only a few months since Dr;
Bra, of Paris, believed that he had
isolated the cancer germ, which was
described as a parasite of the fungoid
type. This alleged discovery was dis-
credited, however, by the learned Pro-
fessor Curtis, of Lille.

THE GREAT WALL OF CHINA.

Propesal te Tear It Down for ihe Bulld-
ing Steme It Contains.

Four or five companies, European and
American, are said to be interested in
the proposed tearing down of the
Great Wall of China. The wall hap-
pens to be in the best state of repair,
in districts that are most accessible
and populous, and it is believed that
building stone from the wall will be
worth fortunes to those who may se-
cure the concession to tear it down.
There are supposed, to be fully 4,000 mil-
lion cubic feet of masonry in the great
structure, which has a total length of
about 2,000 miles, including its many
windings and the double and triple
lines of wall that are constructed at
some places.

In the end the wall was a failure,
for it could not keep out of China,the
hosts of Genghiz Khan, who swept over
it and conquered the country in the
thirteenth century. After that time
the wall ceased to have any strategic
importance, but for fourteen centur-
ies before the great conqueror lived
the wall had well served its purpose.
It stretched all along the northern
frontier of China and none of the
hordes of the morth had been able to
pass it. Day and night for centuries
Chinese guards were mounted on the
towers that overtopped the wall, and
they always gave timely notice of the
approach of an enemy. Garrisons were
stationed at every gate and natural
passage through the walls, and towns
sprang up at these encampments,
many of which became important mar-
ket places. Thus the wall really he!p-
ed China to develop into a strong na-
tiom, for during the process the great
barrier was of much assistance in keep-
ing outside barbarians from molesting
the country.

Time has left its marks upon this
hoary monument of China's early civ-
ilization. The climate is severe, aad
the fierce winter blasts from the Mon-
golian plains alternating with hot
winds from the south in the change
of the monsoon are enough to crumble
the best of masonry. A good deal of
the earliest wall has undoubtedly dis-
appeared, and from century to century
much ef the structure was repaired or
eatirely rebuilt. In the course of this
work the lines of the wall for long
stretches were wholly changed, and the
work of different generations is ap-
pareat in the various architectural
aspects of the structure. The eastern
part of the wall, north of Pekin, is
supposed to have been the latest to
be repaired and rebuilt, and it is now
in a very good state of preservation,
while for stretches further west it has
disappeazed emtirely.

The Chinese are much given to walls.
The word for city in the Chinese lan-
guage means a walled town, and the
law of the empire requires that ev-
ery city be surrounded by a wall of
specified height. This law, however, is
not strictly observed, and the walls
around many cities have been allowed
to crumble and afford no protection
whatever. It happens sometimes that
a city fears an attack, and then there
is a great bustle at the walls, for a
large force of men is put at work re-
pairing them.

HOMESICKNESS.

A BDisewwe That in the Tauicase Form Af
flicts Other Races Than the Anglo-Saxon,

There is a malady which boasts of a
learned appellation compounded of
two Greek words, but which is better |
known by a homelier and far more ex-
pressive name in the vernacular, and
yet although this binomial disorder is
described in the dictionaries as “A
vehement desire . ... affecting the
physical health,” it has not been as-
signed a place in the Nomenclature of |
Diseases for which the Royal College!
of Physicians of London is responsi-
ble, says the Lancet. The fact, too,
that homesickness, if impervious to
drugs is nevertheless in the highest
degree amenable to treatment, might
credibly seem to still further justify
its inclusion in the official glossary of
the 1,053 natural shocks that flesh is
heir to. With regard to the etiology
of this unqualified complaint there
still remain several points requiring
elucidation, albeit in its genesis no
bacillus is concerned, nor for its ade-
quate diagnosis is there any need of
either microscope or test tube.

Shortly stated the essential factorin
the production of nostalgia is an en-
vironment differing from that amidst
which the affected person passed his
or her early days. When this is the
case some intangible influence is gen-
erated which reacts upon the victim,
but just as happens.in many official
maladies there must first be innate re-
ceptivity or preparedness of soil on the
part of the individual who succumbs.
‘T'his receptive state is favored by at
least three separate things—race, edu-
cation and temperament—but of these
predisposing causes the lasL possesses
less power than either of the other.
Caeteris paribus,

PHLEGMATIC SUBJECTS
are more likely to experience home-
sickness than their sanguine compeers.
A tendency Lo despond, without suf-
ficient cause undoubtedly subserves to-
ward mostalgia, but ardent, enthusias-
tic people who continually look for-
ward—who never are, but always to be
—have the advantage, if advantage it
be, of remaining immune.
. Education, or rather the want of it,
is more potent than temperainent, the
tyend of civilization, which is equiva-
lént to education, being distinctly in
the direction of cosmopolitanism. The
deeper the ignorance, the ruder the
conditions of life under which a hu-
man being exists, the greater the pro-
bability when exposed to its influence
of his acquiring nostalgia. If an is-
lander from Tierra del kuego, for in-
stance, were Lo be transported to the
comparative paradise of the Gilbert Is-
lands in the Pacific Ocean which have
been described as ““a cluster of pearis
hung upon the equator,” he would very
likely bewail his hard lot and pine
for his own inclement and inhospitable
wilderness, and if in like manner a
Pacific Gilbertian were to be promoted
to, say, Pall Mall—which, without
wishing to, speak disrespectfully of
the equator, we maintain to be the
more desirable abode of the two—he
also would no doubt soon break his
heart longing for the delights of his
sweltering hut in Micronesia.
. But of the three predisponents race
it is which is the strangest and most
inconsequential. Anglo-Saxons and
their Celtic brethren vary their man-
ners and customs while abroad to a
less extent probably than people of any
other nationality, and yet in spite of
this they make the best colonists.
There is no human being in existence
who can appreciate the charm of a
home more exquisitely than the Celtic-
Anglo-Saxon, and yet he is to be met
with in every corner of the world. He
loves his ‘own native place beyond
words, but he can endure enforced ex-
patriation without giving in to nos-
talgia. The fact is he recognises the
futility of kicking against the pricks
and so makes his wmind up to sacrifice
a portion of his life or even, if the
worst, come to the worst, the whole of
it. For nostalgics we must turn to
some other tribe. When all is gaid
they remain a narrow-minded crew
whose mental processes run in grooves.
They may call their failing by the
high-sounding name of patriotism, but
such it is not.

Nostalgia is the cat’s complaint, a
purely selfish disorder, whereas love
of country can flourish anywhere and
takes no account of self. And so after
all our masters in medicine are per-
fectly right. Nostalgia is righteous-
ly excluded from a list of the shocks
that Anglo-Saxon flesh is heir to.
i

BLUSHING A DISEASE.

The general idea that blushing is due
to fullness of blood in the brain is in-
correct—according to the new theory
of a French expert. It arises from the
relaxation of the arteries, of face, neck
and hreast, thus allowing an extra
quantity of blood to rush to the skin.
Those arteries have- in their walls a
layer of rings of muscular fiber, which
contract or relax according to the con-
dition of the patient, and so permit
the arteries to become more or less
full of blood. When they are extra full
which occurs in weakness. the patient
blushes.

Blushers are more liable to redden
in damp or stormy weather tham in
the cold days of winter or the hot days
of summer. If this glowing of the
face were the result of emotion, why
this difference ¢ If it be due to weak-
ness, the fact assumes the appearance
of probability.

There are two closely allied causes
of blushing. One is named ‘‘ ereutho-
phobla,”” that is the ordinary cause—
weakness, and the extreme sensitive-
ness and other conditions caused by it.
The other is designated ‘' erythropho-
bia,” and is the fear that ome will
blush unconsciously at awkward mo-
ments.

The latter is a peculiar form of the
disease. The individual in question,
although not given to blushing be-
comes gradually pussessed with a fear
that he will do s0 at some inoppor-
tune time, and this fear grows upon
him until it completely masters him
and makes him grow red in the face

The
rye will furnish green food until snow
comes, in winter whenever the fowls
can get at the ground, and the first |
thing in spring.
