TOKIO, July 27, 8 p. m.—In a daring
night attack against a Russtan force,
estimated at five divieions with 100
guns, General Oku succeeded in driv-
ing the enemy from their strong line of
deiense south of Tatchekiao.

Advancing on Sunday, General Oku
found a superior force confronting him
and that a heavy artillery fire from
the enemy was checking his men. He
thereupon decided to hold the positions
he then held and to attempt a night
surprise. This' was successful, the
Japanese troops hustling the Russians
into retreat to Tatchekiao. The Jap-
anese had only 800 casualties. No esti-
mates of the Russlan losses are, given.

The Takushan army did not partici-
pate in this fight, it being located to
the east of Tatchekiao. Moving to the
northwest, this Takushan force fought

‘| and won a separate action on Friday,

July 22, at Panling, losing 31 men. The
commander of the Takushan army
charged that the Russians violated the
Japanese flag which they hoisted in an
attempt to deceive the Japanese, after
which they fired a volley into the Jap-
anese ranks. The Russians left 14 dead
at Panling.,

JAPANESE AMBUSHED,

ST. PETERSBURG, July 27, 4.56 p.
m.—A telegram from General Kuropat-
kin, flled yesterday, refers to a sus-
pension of the Japanese advance. A
Japanese division was then holding
Tatchekiao with outposts several miles
northward of the main body.

The Japanese continue to menace
Liao Yang's communications by con-
centrating troops at Sikseyan, but no
further advance had been made yes-
terday towards Liao Yang or Mukden.

General Kuropatkin’s despatch adds
that he has not yet received a detailed
report of the fighting or Russian losses

O e "

July 23rd and 24th.

The commander in chief also reports
‘that two Japanese battalions march-
ing through the Khonago valley to-
wards Suyan, by way of Ta Pass, July
26, were ambushed by Russian cavalry
and the head of the Japanese column
dispersed in disorder, losing fifty men.

ADVANCING ON MUKDEN,

SINTSITSIN, Manchuria, July 27-—
Simultaneously with the advance from
the south the Japanese from the north
have .pressed forward toward the west,
as if to strike the railroad south of
Mukden. But the move is not made
by a heavy force, s0 far as known, and
it is considered scarcely possible that
the Japanese would dare to  extend
such a line, legving the troops on the
Russian left in a position to flank
them.,

‘Rain is falling everywhere and sev-
eral of the rivers are overflowing. The
question of provisioning the troops will
soon have to be faced by the Japanese,
as the movement of transport trains
through the country is already almost
impossible.

SICKNESS AMONG RUSSIANS.

GENERAL KUROKI'S HEAD-
QUARTERS, in the Field, via Fu San,
July 26 (delayed in transmission).—Re-
ports from the Russian lines agree
that mueh fever and dysentery exist
among the soldiers. It is the opinion
that much of the sickness is caused
from neglect of sanitary precautions
in the Chinese towns occupied.

The first work of the Japanese on
entering towns which the Russians
have abandonad is to clean thoroughly
the streets and houses. Many of the
houses are found in a most filthy con-
dition and are infested with swarms of
flies,

JAPS IN NIGHT ATTACK
- ROUTED THE RUSSIANS,
But Two Battalions Were Ambushed and Suf-

fered Heavily in Another Fight-—-Much
Sickness Among Russians.

Capt. Smith has been in the employ
of Roberts of Liverpool for some
ten or twelve years, and has for sev-
eral years been in command of the Ar-
dova, one of the fleet owned by the
Roberts concern. He was in New York
iIn June and there took on a large
cargo of dynamite, gun powder, paints,
olls, eto.,, for the American govern-
ment stores at Manila.

‘While this cargo was being put on
board, Capt. Smith, who had some idea
of the risk he was about to run, ex-
pressed his fears of capture to the
New York agents for the vessel, stat-
ing that he did not care to take his
ship on such a voyage and with such
a cargo, This was met by the an-
nouncement that if he refused to go
in the steamer another man could be
secured to flll the position of master.
This settled the question, and on June
'11th Capt. Smith sailed on the Ardova
from New York for Manila. The story
of the steamer’s seizure by the Smol-
lensk and later fortunes has already
been told, but no word has been re-
ceived here from the captain since he
left New York.

Capt. Smith is a son of late Rev.
James Austin Smith of St. Martins.
His mother, Mrs. M. A. Smith, st@l
resides at the home, and there are
besides three sisters living in St. Mar-
tins, Mrs. Mary Cochran, wife 6f
Councillor Cochran; Mrs. James Wish-
art and Mrs. Charles Brown.

Capt. Smith is between thirty-five and
forty years of age.

MORE COMPLICATIONS.

Freight Handlers Ordered Not to
Touch Goods From the

Packing Houses.

CHICAGO, July 28.—All the railroads
entering Chicago have become invoplv-
ed in the stock-yards strike, A gen-
eral order was issued today by Law-
rence J. Curran, president of the
Freight Handlers' Union, notifying all
members of the union employed by the
- various raflways throughout Chicago
to refuse to handle any freight what»
ever for the packing houses where the
men are now on strike. If the freight
handlers live up to the order of their
president, it will work a severe hard-

freight delivered by or billed to the
\packing house companies, whether de-
livered at the freight houses by teams
or in cars, is to be' touched by the
imembers of the union.

v What the railway officials will do in
such an emergency is not known. A
'meeting of the railway managers was
held tonight to discuss the situation,
but what action, if any, was decided
upon, was not made public.

President Curran’s order to the men
‘follows :

“At a meeting with the business
agents of the local Freight Handlers’
XTnions today it was decided that all
‘men under the jurisdiction of our or-
ganization in the wvarious railways in
Chicago be ordered not to receive or
ideliver any freight of the packers,
whether this freight i1s delivered at the
freight houses by teams or in cars.”

The order, which was signed by Pre-
sident Curran and all the business
.agents, was posted in all the railroad
freight houses tonight. At the same
time that this step was being taken by
the freight handlers’ president, the
.first move in an effort to bring about
another conference between the pack-
ers and the strikers was being made.

Tonight both sides to the dispute at
‘the stock yards were claiming a vic-
tory. According to the packers all the
plants in Chicago are running at near-
ly the regular capacity. On the other
hand, the labor leaders declare the
packing industry in this city 1s com-
pletely demoralized and that business
is almost at a standstill. That the
statement of the labor leaders is not
altogether true is evidenced by the fact
that the packers are slaughtering
thousands of animals every 24 hours.

There were several desertions from
the ranks of the strikers today, but
this loss was offset by an equal num-
ber of strike breakers quitting their
new positions, N

LUMBERMEN

“ ‘. e

Are Very Indignant Over
Government Action.

+ &

As Result of Increased Mileage and
Stumpage the Lumber Cut Will
be Greatly Reduced.

L J

A meeting of the lumbermen and
limit holders of the province of New
Brunswick was held in this city Wed-
nesday afternoon. The attendance was
large, Including representatives from:
each of the counties of the province,
and many prominent lumbermen from
Bangor and other places.

Officers for the ensuing year were
elected as follows:

Henry Hilyard, presideat.

Allan Ritchie, vice-president.

R. J. Lawlor, secretary.

The executive committee will con-
sist of representatives from each ©f
the fifteen countiag in the province, the
president and vice-president.

The association resent the treatment
which they have received at the hands
of the provincial government, and its
action in regard to the lumber indus-
tries of this province was condemned
yesterday by a unanimous vote,

The assoclation discussed the pro-
priety of again irterviewing the gov-
ernment, with the idea of having the
stumpage and mileage rates put back
to last year’s flgures. This action is
deemed necessary on acecount of the
depression in the lumber market this
year, and a committee composed of the
members of the executive committee
was appointed to meet the government
again as soon as possible. i

It will be remembered that some
time ago the government raised the
stumpage rates from $1 to $1.25 per
thousand superfizial feet on all kinds
of lumber, while previously it only af-
fected spruce, and the committee ap-
pointed by the association had inter-
viewed the government in regard to
having a reduction made on fir and
cedar on account of thesg “articular
qualities not being equal in value to
spruce and pine. This the government
flatly refused to do. But it has not
even replied to the second memorial
presented by the Lumbermen’s Asso-
ciation in January 1last. That was
partly in reference to these two
items, and also to the increased mile-
agh, whichk was not contemplsiadl at
the timé the commitiee inel & 5
ernment. It was sprung on {j:®n un-
expectedly, and so indignant are the
lumbermen that at their meeting yes-
terday they all decided to assist the
aseociation, irrespective of politics.

In regard to mileage, the rates were
raised from $4 per mile to $8 per mile.
This the lumbermen say means that
the government will take about $40,000
out of them this year for mileage
alone, while their stumpage increase
will amount to about $43,000.

The lumbermen contend that the gov-
ernment could not have raised the
stumpage and mileage rates at a worse
time, for this season is the slackest, so

‘2t hag been known for many years.
‘e prospects are now that they could
not sell a cargo on the other side at a
price sufficient to realize the first cost
of the logs, irrespective of manufac-
ture.

This was very clearly pointed out to
the government at the meeting held in
Chatham about the latter part of No-
vember, but, according to 8 prominent
{umberman, last night, the premier
practically hurled the statements of
the committee back into thelir faces
and repudiated the idea of 3 depres-
sion in the lumber market., The com-
mittee now say that the arguments
they used have demonstrated them-
selves.

The cause of this depression, as ex-
plained by the lumbermen, is partly
due to the fact that the Russians are
being forced by their own banks, to
realize on their stock, which reacts on
our markets here.

At the meeting yesterday all the
Tumber operators present compared
notes as to the quantity of stock to be
forwarded to different places, and it
was the unanimous opinton that very
few shipments will be made after the
cargoes that were sold during the early
spring. Their Intention is not to
forward any more while the present
depression lasts.

The lumbermen are free in their ex-
pression of opinion concerning the
manner in which the matter has been
dealt with by the government, which
has not granted one single request of
their memorial. They say that the
government invited the lumbermen to
8 joint meeting to be held at Chatham,
‘ut that the members of the govern-
ment had their minds made up and
knew exactly what they were going to
do before they went to Chatham.

They also discussed the advisability
of curtailing the coming winter’s oper-
ations, and the opinion now is that
each operator will curtail his cut from
25 to 40 per cent. It is better, they
think, to do one-half the amount of
‘work and get some profit out of it.

Dundonald’s Send Off From Moatreay

MONTREAL, July 28.—A heavy
downpour of rain tonight served to ac-
centuate the warmth of Montreal's
farewell to Lord Dundonald. This at-
ternoon he was the guest of St. An-
drew’s soclety at a reception in thelr
home, which was attended by almost
all the leading Scotchmen of the eity.

At 830 this evening he received the
Veterans® Association in the rotunda of
the Windsor, the big place being pack«
ed to suffocation. The veterans pro-
sented an address in which they deepe
1y regretted his departure. Lord Dun«
donald replied briefly, afterwards pasas<
ing through the ranks and addressing
many of the veterans personally. The
enthusiasm all through this reception
was at fever height.

Outside a large crowd of people un<«
able to obtain admission waited Pan
tiently in the rain.

From the rotunda Lord Dundonsty
passed to Windsor Hall, preceded by
pipers. On entering the hall there was
a great outburst .of cheering. Seatg
had been removed, enabling over twe
thousand people to obtain admission,
which was by invitation.

Peter Lyall, president of the society,
read the addrass welcoming Dundonald
and expressing regret that he was
about to leave Canada.

Then Lt. Cal. Stevenson was calle§’
upon. He reminded the hearers that
mistakes had been made at Ottawa,
and that those’ who had dismissece
Lord Dundonald had assumed a greai
respongibility. The colonel hit the
sympathies of the audience. Of that
there was no doubt, from the grea$
volume of applause that Zreeted this
assault upon the government. It was
the hit of the evening and showed that
despite the care exercised by officers
of society to keep politics out of the
affair, people were only awaiting an
opportunity of expressing their feel-
ings.

Lord Dundonald’s reply was a little
speech with which no one could take
offence. The leading sentence was the
observation that he had learned with-
in a short time that he had had
more friends that he ever thought it
possible for a man to have.

OTTAWA, July 25.—John Charlton
and Israel Tarte occupied their seats
in the commons for a short time today.
Tarte talked for a little time, but
Charlton did not open his lips.

When business was rushing through
this morning Sir Wilfrid Laurier hur-
riedly summoned several of his coi-
leagues and left the chamber for a
conference. It was a most peculiar
act.

The cabinet had the longest session
in its history on Saturday and at-
tracted much attention. :

Sir Frederick Borden in announcing
that Pte. Perry of Vancouver, had
won the King’s prize at Bisley, could
not refrain from stirring up a refer-
ence to “foreigners’” and “strangers.”
While congratulating the house on
Perry’s victory, he interjected the re-
mark that this was the first native
born Canadian who had won the cup,
Pte. Hayhurst, the previous winner in
1895, being a Britisher, and an import-
ation. It may be here remarked that
R. L. Borden of Halifax, on behalf of
the opposition, sent a, cablegram of
hearty congratulations to Perry, who
went to South Africa and shot as ac-
curately against the Boers as he had
just done against inoffensive Bisley
targets. Col. Sam Hughes made a few
characteristic remarks, and Hon. Mr.
TFielding put in a good word for Major
Howard, a native born Nova Scotian,
who had covered himself with honors
at the Bisley meet. B 4

Replying to Fowler of Kings, Hon.
Mr. Fielding sajd E. B. Eastman of
Westmorland, formerly an American
citizen, has taken the oath of alleg-
iance and is now an official of the do-
minion government at the St. Louis
exhibition at $7 a day and expenses.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier gave a curt and
unqualified “No” to the enquiry of
Clark of Toronto, whether the govern-
ment had taken action to ascertain
the truth of the cabled report that
Chief Justice Taschereau had in the
British press charged the conservative
party with making political capital
out of the Dundonald incident and that
the London Times was loaded up by
Ottawa tory sources. Laurier spurn-
ed the enquiry as beneath notice, but
he will hear from it again in terms
before the house rises.

The balance of the morning and af-
ternoon sittings were taken up with
consideration in supply of estimates of
Cartwright and Emmerson, mostly all
routine matter.

In committee of supply on the esti-
mates for mail subsidies and steamship
subventions W. F. MacLean of East
York renewed his plea for the estab-
lishment of an express service by the
government on the Intercolonial. “If
the government is in the railway busi-
ness,” said Mr. MacLean, “let it be in
the express business as well. It will
pay the government, if it will pay an
eéxpress company to pay the govern-
ment several thousand dollars a year
for the privilege.”

R. L. Borden suggested that in the
meantime the government give more
than one company the privilege of do-
ing business on the Intercolonial,

Sir Richard Cartwright announced
that the minister of marine intended
to ask for appropriation for the con-
struction of a special steamer to de-
monstrate the practicability of winter
navigation of the St. Lawrence. Monk
of Jacques Cartier concurred in im-
portance of the experiment -and ex-
pressed the belief that a proper ice
breaking steamer would not only be
able to navigate before Quebec all
winter but would open navigation be-
tween Quebec and Montreal three
weeks earlier in the spring.

This afternoon in supply the house
discussed among other estimates those
connected with the cost of the one-
eyed steer, George Robertson and Mr.
Holt, regarding the cattle guard com-
mission, which ended in nothing prac-
tical.

Emmerson put up as good a defence
as possible for a matter of which he
knew nothing and had no responsibil-
ity in originating, as it was Mr., Blair
who created the commission. Ac-
cording to the minister, George Rob-
ertson managed the practical part of
the work and Mr. Holt the theoretical.

What
Lennox and others, including the lead-
er of the opposition, wanted to know
was what benefit the efforts of Rob-
ertson and Holt had been to the cat-
tle raisers, the railways or the people
of Canada. This was something that
even Henry Robert Emmerson could
not presume to answer.

The
reason for the minister’s action is not
disclosed, but can readily be under-
stood. In requiring both sides to re-
sort to arbitration, Sir Willam practi-
cally cancels the agreement reached on
nineteen points, insists that the entire
negotiations should begin anew; and
that the telegraphers and the raflway
company should each appoint an arbi-
trator and then a third to be selected
jointly by the other two arbitrators,

Both sides have had no recourse but
to accept these conditions.

It is stated on good authority that
the G. T. R’y Co. will nominate ag its
arbitrator a Canadian, probably a To-
ronto lawyer of distinction. It is now
up to the Order of Railway Telegraph-
ers to name their man, and the feeling
is strong here that the gentleman sel-
ected by them should also be a Cana-
dian, so that neither the interests of
the order nor of the railway should be
consigned to the hands of an alien who
would in no way be responsible to Can-
adian courts or Canadian public opin-
ion. An admirable man is mentioned
for third arbitrator and chairman of
the board. It is that of Justice Sedg-
wick, who would bring to the task of
deciding this important question that
spirit of judicial fairness which has
characterized his record on the bench.

A contract has been awarded for the
erection of another addition to the
government printing bureau. It has
been decided to add two stories to
the new printers’ annex, the whole
work to cost $34,000. This contract,
like the previous éne, has been award-
ed to the firm of Doran & Devlin of
Ottawa, the members of which are
‘William Doran and Richard Devlin,
son of ex-Ald.

LONDON, July 26.—Premier Balfour,
replying to a question in the house of

commons today in regard to the sink-
ing of the British steamer Knight
Commander by the Russians off the
coast of Japan, said inquiries were be-
ing made on the subject, but he was
not yet in a position to make a state-
ment,

Replying to another question the
premier said the government was not
aware of any convention concluded in
1901 between Turkey and Russia pro-
viging special conditions for the pas-
sage of the Dardanelles by Russian
ships.

Mr. Balfour, while disclaiming that
he was giving an authoritative deci-
sion, said that he believed the declar-
ation of Paris in 1856 contemplated the
abolition of privateering and that a
neutral flag covers an enemy’s merch-
andlse, except when contraband of
war,

In the British official view it is one
thing to seize a ship having contra-
band on board and another to sink her
without proper legal Inquiry to estab-
lish whether or not she is a good law-
ful prize. The British authorities
in Japan have instituted an inquiry
and are obtaining testimony which
will enable the British government to
make up its case. It is said in a re-
liable quarter that Great Britain will
make earnest representations to Rus-
sia with the view of securing repara-
tion and to prevent interference with
neutral shipping. Great Britain holds
it is time neutrals should take some
steps to protect neutral vessels and
neutral governments. But the ex-
changes of communications have not
yet borne fruit,

The United States has made inquiries
concerning the Knight Commander, but
so far as the British government is in-
formed no actfon has yet been faken
by the state department at ‘Washing-
ton. A Russian diplomat said to a re-
presentative of the Associated Press to-
day that it would be unwise to jump to
the conclusion that an act of wanton
destruction had been committed by the
commander of the Vladivostok squad-
ron. He could not spare the time to
separate contraband from neutral
g8oods and dump the former overboard.
Circumstances compelled him to sink
the ship in order to prevent her from
carrying supplies to the Japanese gov-
ernment. If the Knight Commander
had any neutral goods on board, the
owners would certainly be compensat-
€d. Count Benchendorff, Russian am-
bassador to Great Britain, has made it
clear to the British foreign secretary,
Lord Lansdowne, that in this or any
other incident of a like character, it
wrong is done by Russian ships, the
Russian government will make due re-
paration.

ST. PETERSBURG, July 26, 3.36 p.
m.—Neither the American nor the
British government up to this hour
had made representations here regard-
ing the sinking of the British steamer
Knight Commander or the capture of
neutral ships by the Viadivostok
squadron. The admiralty’s instruc-
tions to the commanders of Russian
warships in regard to prizes authorize
them in certain urgent contingencies
recognized by international law to
sink prizes. These are in substance
when the prize is unseaworthy, in dan-
ger of re-capture by the enemy, or in
the case of difficulty in getting the
prize back to port, which might in-
clude inability to spare a prize crew,
etc. But in each case the commander
must take off the ship’s papers, crew
and passengers before sinking the
prize. When”these instructions first
came to the notice of the British am-
bassador some time ago, he formally
protested against them because they
were not specifically limited and be-
cause they did not restrict permission
to sink a prize to belligerent vessels.
Tt is realized here that no matter what
the circumstances were which moved
the Russian commander to sink the
Knight Commander, unless she was
really Japanese owned, as in the case
of the ster ner Cheltenham, although
not formaliy transferred, he has made
his government liable for full damages
for the cost of the vessel.

WASHINGTON, July 26.—The excit-
«d feeling in shipping circles is indi-
cated by the applications received at
the state department from representa-
tives of various merchant interests for
information respecting the seizures of
merchant vessels and cargoes, and the
sinking of other ships in the Far East.

The attorneys of the American Trad-
ing Company, which is concerned in
the destruction of the cargo of the
Knight Commander, have not yet sub-
mitted to the state department any
formal demand for indemnity. It is
their intention to do so soon, basing
their claim upon the contention that
there is no warrant in international
law of naval practice for the destruc-
tion of a ship and cargo of the char-
acter of the Knight Commander and
its load. They contend that neutral
nations have a right to demand that
any of their ships and goods seized by
a belligerent shall be brought before
a prize court, and it shall not be left
to a naval commander hastily to pass
judgment upon the miscellaneous car-
go of a merchant steamer under a
neutral flag.

TACOMA, Wash.,, July 26.—The str.
Calchas, flying the British flag, which
sailed from this port, is expected to
run the risk of Russian capture. The
Calchas, belonging to the Alfred Holt
fleet of Liverpool, sailed from Tacoma
July 9th, and is due at Yokohama
Wednesday or Thursday. As the
Vladivostok fleet 1s reported to be off
the Japanese coast, it is thought pos-
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sible that the Calchas may be taken
as a prize, The Calchas carried a
considerable quantity of flour consign-
ed to Japanese firms. The str. Shaw-
mut, flying the American flag and be-
longing to the Boston Steamship Co.,
left Tacoma about a week later than
the Calchas, and being a slower craft,
is not expected to reach Yokohama for
ten days or more.

SUEZ, July 26.—The Peninsular and
Oriental Steamship Co.’s str. Formosa
has just arrived here flying the Rus-
sian naval flag and with a prize crew
on board. She was captured in the Red
Sea by one of the vessels of the Ruse
sian volunteer fleet.
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WOMAN MANGLED IN
LEOPARD CAGE.

Policemen Save Trainer Attacked Dur-
ing a Performance of a Circus at
Far Rockaway.

(New York Herald),

growling with anger, were driven by

Miss Louise Halle, their trainer, when
they attacked her in their cage during
an exhibition given by a circus at Far
' Rockaway yesterday.

‘While the policemen fought with the
animals. and kept them from further
harming their victim, the door of the
cage was opened by circus employes,
who quickly dragged Miss “Halle to
safety. She sustained many injuries as
the result of the attack.

Miss Halle’s charges became unruly
soon after she entered the cage during
the afternoon performance, which was
attended by hundreds of women and
children who are spending the summer
at Far Rockaway. She was felled by
one of the animals that sprang at her
when she turned her head, and the
members of the audience started panic-
stricken from their seats.

With drawn revolvers Policemen
Martin and Gleason rushed toward the
cage. They were about to fire at the
leopatrds who had borne Miss Halle to
the floor of the cage when they were
restrained by circus employes. Arm-
ed with poles the policeman struck the
animals many times until they were
partly subdued.

After Miss Halle had been rescued
she was attended by a physician who
found that she was suffering from
wounds about her head, neck and shoul-
ders. Her injuries are so serious that
she will not be able to take part in the
circus performance for several months.

But according to the auditor gen-
eral’s report the total expenditure for
that fiscal year was $110,783, besides
which there was a special vote of
$7,000 for printing and distribution,
making a grand total of $117,783. De-
ducting from this the revenue from
the different farms, left a net balance
of expenditure over receipts of $103,~
270,. or $19,142 more than reported by
the minister of agriculture,

The anditor general may be at times
more self-assertive than a more dis-
creet man, and has not that humility
which several members of the cabinet
expect, and whenever possible compel,
from their “servants,” but he is the
pink of honesty so far as the protec-
tion of the expenditure of the money
of the people of Canada is concerned.
Legislative authority for any expendi-
ture whatever, and that followed by
specific vouchers for every item there-
of, are what Lorn McDougall de-
mands by virtue of his office from all
the departments. It is a good thing
for Canada to have such an officer, as
fear of his keen business eye and of
his caustic pen has saved the coun-
try millions of dollars. Wild-cat irre-
gularity has no show in the auditor
general’s branch of the public service.
Hon. Sydney Fisher having succeeded
in abolishing the general officer com-
manding the militia, is now hand and
glove with those who want to get rid
of Mr. McDougall, whose exposure of
the absolute cost of the experimental
farms has aroused the revengeful ire
of the minister of agriculture.

Maritime province farmers will be
interested to learn some of the bottom
facts connected with the success, or
want of success, of the chicken fatten-
ing experiments conducted under Hon.
Mr. Fisher’s directions, in the hope of
teaching all Canadian grangers how to
properly prepare young poultry for
market. The liberal press has been
well. supplied for a long time past with
litzrature issued under authority of the
agricultural department, professing to
show unqualified success in the educa-
tional line and the opening up of the
great markets of the British Islands to
the products of the Canadian hen. It
would now appear, from the develop-
ments on the floor of parliament dur-
ing the past week, that Hon. Mr.
Fisher is stuffing the farmers as well
as his experimental station chickens.
Chickens fattened at Holmsville, Ont.,
under the government’s most scienti-
fic system of stuffing, etc., were actu-
ally sold in England at three and a
half cents per pound. According to
the auditor general’s report the 17
chicken stations cost last year $14,930
and yielded a revenue of only $4,328,
leaving a net loss to the country of
over $10,600. With this experience be-
fore the eyes, it is doubtful if the av-
eragé maritime farmer will blow in
much money on the Fisher system. As
Dr. Sproule remarked: “What a won-
derful sense of gratitude the farmers
of Canada ought to have toward the
minister of agriculture for these chick-
en fattening stations. . . The chickens
were sold at 3 3-4 cts. per pound, when
an old woman can bring chickens to
n.arket from the barnyard, where they
are not fattened at all, and sell them
at 8, 9 or 10 cts. a pound.”

There have been the following losses
or leakages, as bétween the cost of the
chickens and the feed and the revenue,
during the year 1903: Alberton, P. E.
1., $74.98; Elden, P. E. 1., $181.49; Glen-
finnan, P. E. 1., $155.08; Mount Stewart,
P. E. 1., $113.57; Rusticoville, P. E. I,
$75.08; Bernon, River, P. E. 1., $36.74;
Amherst, N. 8., $331.77; Mabou, N, 8.,
#151.39; Andover, N. B., $227.57; Roger-
ville, N. B., $1,105.45; Bondville, Que.,
$397.79; Chicoutimi, Que., $97.74; Bow-
manville, Ont., $2568.99; Holmesville,
Ont., $4556.85; Renfrew,Ont., $12.23; Cal-
®ary, N. W. T, $18.24. And yet the de-

There is no question about that; there
is no excuse for anything else, and I
am now having it thoroughly investi-
gated to see just where the leakage is.
It is abundantly possible to buy chick-
ens in the ordinary markets from the
farmers, fatten them, and sell them at
a profit. That has been done over and
over again in these stations. There are
instances in which it has not been done.
I believe that in some cases they have
bought poor chickens. In other cases
they have beenr incited by competition
to buy too many chickens and to pay
too much for them. The proper con-
trol has not been exercised over these
operations, but I expect to correct
that.”

Fielding last night, $11,839,270.72 in all
have convincend most of the members
that the general elections are not very
far off. There are of course some
doubting Thomases, but their number
is few. Added to the main estimates,
the grand total to be appropriated for
the year ending 80th June, 1905, is $74,-
774,608, and there will in all probabil-
ity be seme further additions in the
dying days of the session.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson asks for an ad-
ditional three million dollars for rail-
ways on capital account, one-third of
which is for new rolling stock for the
Intercolonial.

The sum of $25,000 is asked for in con-
nection with experiments as to the dis-
tribution of dog fish and a like amount
to assist In the establishment, main-
tenance and inspection of cold storage
for bait for deep sea flshermen. TUn-
der the head of geological survey is an
item of $5,949 to purchase D. H. Price’s
collection of Canadian archaelogical
Specimens, about 9,000 in number. The
sum of $15,000 is asked to provide
wharfage facilities and buoys, while
$60,000 is required to provide for the
organization of a naval militia for
Canada., To the government of the
Northwest Territories there is an ad-
ditional grant of $404,000 for schools,
clerical assistance, printing, ete.

For militia there is. an additional
sum of $422,985, including $100,000 for
annual drill and §113,000 for military
properties, construction and repairs.
The sum of $200,000 is asked to pur-
chase, equip and maintain vessels to
patrol the waters in the far north of
Canada and to establish customs posts
on the mainland and islands. To pay
Canada’s share of the probable loss in
maintaining and operating the Pacific
cable 8125,'000 is called for. To con-
struct an ice-breaking steamer for the
St. Lawrence $300,000 is asked; also
$125,000 for another steamer for winter
and summer navigation below Quebec.
To complete improvements on islands
in the St. Lawrence there is a revots
of $3,500. Then the sum of $3,000 is
wanted to provide for the delivery of
lectures and the publication of maps,
charts, pamphlets, etc., relating to the
metric system of weights and meas-
ures. Five thousand dollars is asked
to cover cost of the Alien Labor com-
mission,

Under the head of “trade and com-
merce,” $5,072.89 is wanted to pay un-
foreseen expenses on trial shipments of
Canadian manufactures to South
Africa; $5,000 more for commercial
agencies, and $3,000 for bounty on crude
petroleum, or rather to cover experi-
ments in connection with the adminis-
tration of that act.

The sum of $16,000 is wanted to pro-
vide for the appointment of additional
mail clerks, including mileage. John
Dyke, for 28 years Canadian agent at

The famous cattle guard commission
received some attention yesterday. Mr.
Lennox showed that, the minister of
railways to the contrary, George Rob-
ertson was paid for Sundays as well
as working days. Dealing with Mr.
Holt's claim for $1,000 extra, Mr, Lan-
caster said Mr. Holt’s reasons ought
to commend themselves to the minis-
ter, although they might not be viewed
with favor by the farmers of Canada.
Mr. Emmerson replied that while Mr.
Holt was a personal and political
friend and a capable man, he did not
feel warranted in recommending his
claim for extras. The department had
paid him every dollar agreed upon in
the original bargain.

Mr. Lancaster retorted that it was
the prevailing opinion in Ontario ten
times as much time as was necessary
was consumed in this investigation.
Any ordinary man, not claiming to be
specially skilful, could find cattle
guards that would turn cattle at a
crossing. Mr. Holt and Mr. Robertson
had apparently spent month after
month in accomplishing nothing, their
efforts seeming to be to find some de-
fect in every cattle guard submitted
for examination. He (Lancaster) had
attended almost every meeting of that
commission in Ontario, and knew that
a great deal of useful information was
submitted to Mr. Holt, but that gen-
tleman did not find any of these wor-
thy of consideration. Apparently Mr.
Holt had gone off to discover the
structure of a steer and how he would
walk in an emergency. It appeared as
if Mr. Holt had tried to justify a re-
port to the government that the rail-
ways could not get an effective cattle
guard. In the experiment at the Otta-
wa fair grounds Mr. Holt did not deal
with the situation as it actually exists
in the country districts. He did not
have a highway from which the ani-
mal would have to turn aside to the
right or to the left to get on the rail-
way, but he constructed a railway and
put the steer on the track and sur-
rounded the track with human beings
on both sides, and urged the animal
across, and as the animal had no other
way to go he got across. Therefore,
because the steer got over the guard,
Mr. Holt said the guard would not
turn the animal back. He (Lancas-
ter) did not know why the report of
the commission had not been publish-
ed, except possibly that it did not con-
tain the information which the gov-
ernment thought it ought fo contain.
Mr. Holt got $5,000 and wanted $1,000
more, yet the farmers of the country
believe no value was given for the ex-

quiring and I have found that there
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mere study, to make a college prosper-
ous; athletics and social environments
must not be neglected,” so spoke Pre-

Windsor, before a representative audi-
ence in Trinity school room Tuesday,
when in an eloquent manner he out-
lined the future of Kings, and explain-
ed the course he expects to pursue to
make that institution one of the most
thriving in the maritime provinces.

Little was to be gained, he said, by
speaking about the advantages of great
universities, such as Oxford and Cam-
bridge, when the conditions of these
provinces make small colleges neces-
sary. Coming, as he did, fresh from
the classic halls of Cambridge, he re-
cognized many advantages which such
world renowned institutions possess,
but in answer to the question, “Are
there not many advantages to be gain-
ed by having numerous small colleges,
instead of one or two very large ones ?
he was prepared to say ves, because
he knew that it was so. Proud indeed
he was of the fact that men like Mil-
ton had been educated at Cambridge,
but what a really small proportion of
the influential Englishmen there are
who have ever had the ad-
vantage of an education at such fam-
ous institutions ?

He was strongly impressed with the
fact that so many men are now edu-
cated and serving God who would have
still been following the plow were it
not for these small local colleges. So
if such colleges to which the greater
part of the North American continent
is committed, are able to bring up
‘men who have done so much for their
country and their God, surely the in-
‘vestment is a decidedly valuable one.

President Hannah said the second
great advantage of the small colleges
lay in the greater individual attention
which the lecturer is able to give to the
students. 1In large institutions it was
seldom that a man could be found who
could successfully look after all the
students entrusted to his care. 1In this
regard, Mr. Hannah said, he was
speaking from experience, for at Cam-
bridge, in one case, the class cgf which
he was a member numbered aBout 700,
which fact made it almost impossible
for any one man to hold their atten-
tion,

The speaker created some amuse-
ment when he told of an old teacher
In Cambridge, a man learned but not
eloquent, who in order to keep up In-
terest in his lectures frequently told
funny stories. In one case he came to
the Biblical pasage, “The women were
silent,” and after reading it to the
class, dryly remarked, “A very unusual
thing.” .

Principal Hannah went on to show
that it was in the interest of the mari-
time colleges to work together. He
believed each should specialize in some
particular branch, so as not to overlap
any more than is absolutely necessary,
and toward this end he had endeavor-
ed to get acquainted and arrange with
the professors of the other institu-
tions. . i

“For many years Kings College had
had a magnificent career, and some of
the greatest men of this dominion had
gone out from its walls. Its very
foundations, its walls and beautiful
surroundings proved that its founders
intended it to remain for ever., The
condition of Kings today was such that
it was sad to discuss, but upon his
young but unworthy shoulders had
been placed the responsibility of bring-
ing it up to a standard creditable not
only to itg founders but to the Church
of England everywhere. In the autumn
his classes would open with a mini-
mum membership of twenty-two stu-
dents, and before many years he hoped
to see that number materially in-
creased.

President Hannah said that it was
obvious that if Kings College is to suc-
ceed it must come into closer touch
with the government school system.
He had already addressed the Sum-
mer School of Science, and in a few
weeks it was to be his privilege to ad-
dress the Teachers’ Institute at Truro.

Out of the twenty-two, enrolled at
the college now, fourteen are divin-
ity students. The college already has
one divinity professor, and soon an-
other is to be appointed. Prof. Han-
nah had also arranged for lectures to
be delivered during the coming year
by several of the parish clergy.

The engineering, said President Han-
nah, has a fair reputation. The col-
lege at present has a science professor
and a lecturer in physics and chem-
istry, and they hope to appoint a pro-
fessor of engineering before long. Every
effort will be made to put up a new
science building as soon as funds are

ming.

fo;:t::;? Ha;‘mah explained that his own
lectures included the subjects ©f his-
tory, English literature and economics
In history he desired to give his pupils
not the facts concerning ancient coun-
tries which they could read up in
books, but some idea of the evolution
of Christian civilization, and in this re-
spect he would call special attention to
Japan, which was Just becoming one of
the greatest powers on earth. He had
lived in Tien Tsin for some time and
from what he learned there he believed
Japan was to have a great future, and
jtherefore her history was all the more
interesting.

He thought Kings had a particular
claim on 6t. John, for the only law
"school in the province, situated in this
city, was afflliated with her.

Coming into this land as a stranger,
not as a foreigner, he would gladly wel-
come any suggestions that would aid
him in his work.

Prof. Hannah expressed his thanks
for the kindness shown him.

Yeteran Agent of the B. and F. Bibie

Has Passed Away.

MONCTON, N. B., July 26.—A tele-
gram received this morning conveys
the sad news of the death of Thomas
M. McKelvie, which occurred at the
residence of his daughter, Mrs.
(Rev.) I. N, Parker, at Milford, N. S.

Deceased was sixty-eight years old
and general agent of the British and
Foreign Bible Society for the mari-
time provinces.

British Investors are
fiecoming Cautious.

Their - Confidence in Pulp Making
Enterprises in Canada Shaken
by Reports of Mispec Mill.

o o

From those in a position to know, we
learn that just now it is harder than

investors in pulp propositions in the
Dominion. In the first place money is
tight at present. Consols are low, and
investors who have money in the funds
will not remove it to put into any new
thing. Bankers and financial agents
are not very partial to Canada as a
fleld for investment in any case. They
will buy the country’s first class muni-
cipal bonds, guaranteed railway bonds,
and the debentures of the solidest loan
corporations, but they are shy of the
mining and industrial opportunities
that are constantly being presented to

them. They have never been greatly
attracted by Canada’s forest wealth.
Most of the money invested in this line
is from Canadian and American capi-
talists, The British investors’ shyness
of the Canadian pulp industry has been
greatly increased by the experience
of the Scotch and English capitalists
‘who ventured money in New Bruns-
wick projects. British confidence in
pulp making enterprises in this coun-
‘try has been freshly shaken by the re-
ports of the British company which
owns the Mispec mill. They appear to
have an idea that investments in such
industries here are bound to turn out
disappointing. Ontario fares little bet-
ter in the opinion of British investors.
The manager of one of the great Eng-
lish paper factories 1is ready to tell
anyone that Ontario does not contain
a thousand tons of pulp or an honest
man,

It is not to the British capitalist or
paper-maker that Canada must look
for development of her pulp industry,
but to the British consumer. Some of
the great dailies of London use about
forty tons of paper per day, and soon
they will have to build their own paper
mills. The present supply comes large-
ly from Scandinavia, but it will not
last forever. There is no provision be-
ing made in Norway or Sweden to con-
serve the forests, and already pulp-
wood is being brought hundreds of
miles down the coast to the pulp mills.

It may be a matter of onty two or
three years or it may be longer, but

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PROGRESS OF THE WAR.

Stubbornly but hopelessly resisting,
the Russians are day by day forced
back along the line of railway toward
their base. The operations around
Ta Tche Kiao covered a considerable
extent of country, the Japanese front
to the east of the railway line and
parallel to it, covering fifteen or twenty
miles, According to one Russian re-
port the Japanese had two dfvisions
engaged at the central position. This
would be nearly 30,000 men. The Jap-
anese message says that five divisions
of Russian forces were in the fighting
area. Whatever may be the truth of
these statements, it is admitted in the
Russian official despatch that both
their flanks were turned at the same
time by the enemy. Whether the front
80 enveloped is that facing the east
and along the line of railway, or facing
the south across the railway, is not
stated. But we may infer t{lat the
commander is speaking of his army as
facing south. Otherwise the turn of
the right flank would, if carried out,
completely cut off communication with
Mukden and with Russia itself. As
Yyet this isokation has not been effected,
though if the Japanese continue to
pour through the passes on the roads
from the Yalu to Mukden or Liao Yang,
the separation will occur, unless a pre-
cipitate withdrawal is ordered. Mean-
while New Chwang is held by the
Japanese, and there seems to be very
little purpose in . Kuropatkin holding
his southerly positions, seeing that he
is unable to do anything for the relief
of Port Arthur.

At sea, Russia appears to be having
things her own way. The Japanese
fleet, saving the portion which is be-
fore Port Arthur, has mysteriously
tisappeared. While the Vladivostok
fleet has gone clear round Japan on the
Bide toward the open ocean and is now
reported off Formosa, there is no sign
of an opponent. There is nothing in
the record of this war to lead to the
concluston that these ships and their
officers are inactive. They are certain-
ly not advertising their movements or
announcing their intentions. Perhaps
the late despatches to this issue of the
Bun, certainly the despatches within a
few days, will contain some intelli-
genee from the Japanese ships. They
cannot be kept out of sight, and are
not likely to be kept out of action much
longer.

Qustrious. orderly, tgmpeifate, and well
instructed. Why the Telegraph should
apply to them as a whole any com-
ments on the irregular lives and drink-
ing customs of the parties to a recent
murder is difficult to understand. The
oounty of Carleton has performed and
is performing its disagreeable duty in
connection with these events. It does
not appear to be responsible as a cor-
poration for all the drinking that has
been connected with the wreck of
these lives, for the Iliquor is said to
have been taken in'by the case direct
to the consumer. There is no effec-
tive compulsory school law. So while
Carleton county contains perhaps a
greater proportion of total abstainers,
and a smaller percentage of illiterate
natives than any other county
in New Brunswick, it con-
tains some few children who
up without instruction, and
some young men who are ruining their
lives through dring. But we do not
see why comment on these cases should
be represented by the Telegraph, or
any other paper, as a reflection wupon
all the people of Carleton. The Car-
leton folk have done nothing to justify
anyone in implicating them in these
crimes, or in the immoratities which
led to them.
IN TIME OF WAR.

The Telegraph observes that if this
ocountry were confronted with the dan-
ger of war, Canadians could think of
no one whom they would prefer to see
In command of the militia—in the field.
That is the correct idea. Men like
Lord Dundonald would be called if the
work were to be done for which the
military equipment is supposed to
be provided. It is only when the
militia is considered as a play-thing,
or -as party machinery, that the Fish-
ers and men of their class step in to
direct the organization. It does not
matter to the Fishers whether the
militia would be efficient in acdtion.
They are not expected to take thought
of such things. To them the purpose
of the force is to furnish patronage.
There are commissions for party
friends, contracts for military cloth-
ing and equipment, drill sheds and
armories to locate and construct, pro-
visions and supplies to be bought.
Horse contracts, emergency food deals,
appointments to salaried positions, and
various other incidentals come in to
make the business of managing the
militia useful for the machine in time
of peace. But when the militia is
needed for the defence of the country
then there is room for T.ord Dundon-
ald and men like him, who have no
thought but the efficiency of the force,
no ambition but to get good service
out of the army and to give to it the
best that they have in them. The
man who would be called for to make
the force efficient and to lead it in time
of war is altogether out of place here
in time of peace. When danger is ab-
sent and patronage is profitable then
is the time.for the Fishers and Bor-
dens-to dismiss him by telegram from
the command, and to fool with the
military organization themselves,

THE LUMBERMEN’S PROTEST.

Next to the agricultural interests the
lumber industry is by far the most
important in this province. It employs
& great number of hands, all able men
and most of them skilled in some
branch of the industry. It finds work
for many teams and calls for large
outlays for food and supplies produced
within the province. Not long ago the
provincial government declared that
this business was in a most prosper-
ous condition, and that those operators
who cut lumber on erown lands could
well afford to pay higher stumpage
and mileage dues. At that time there
was strong evidence that the lumber-
men were not making such profits as
the ministers intimated, and the signe
pointed to still harder times ahead.
The Ilumbermen saw pretty clearly
what was before them and stated their
case to the ministers. They found the
cabinet unrelenting. Since then the
condition which they foresaw has be-
come apparent to all. Yestefday a re-
presentative meeting of New Bruns-
wick lumbermen madé another pro-
lest and appointed a delegation to wait
upon the government. We rather ex-
pect that with a by-election pending
the lumbermen will receive a much
more sympathetic hearing than they
did when they spoke last. But it
should not require a by-election to
convince the government that wunder
existing conditions the lumber opera-
tors cannot afford to pay the proposed

rate.

THE PULP INDUSTRY IN THIS
PROVINCE.

New Brunswick is perhaps the best
spruce country in the world, and prob-
ably contains more pulp wood than any
oiher of the same ayea. The forests are
plerced by streams which make the
raw material easily accessible, Water
powers are abundant and steam power
is cheap. Facilities for shipment are
all that can be asked. The climate is
unsurpassed for industrial life. There-
fore it is rather surprising that the
manufacture of pulp and paper has not
met with greater success and made
more progress, seeing that the demand
is practically unltmited and the present
sourees of supply appear to have less
natural advantages than this province
Hisowhere we reprint articles on this
subject from two trade journals, in
which the opinion is expressed that the

THE ASSASSIN AGAIN.

Another calamity has befallen un-
happy Russia in the assassination of
von Plehve, the Minister of the Interior
and State Secretary for Finland. This
tragedy, following so close upon the
murder of the Governor General of
Finland, would be assumed at the first
thought to be connected with the dis-
affection in that Duchy. But at the
time of writing there is nothing to
prove that such a connection exists.
Von Plehve had rendered himself ob-
noxious to Jews as well ag Finns. Some
Hebrew, rendered desperate by the hor-
rors of the recent slaughter of his peo-
ple, may have taken a bloody revenge,
or it may be that the butcher is one cf
the band of anarchists who slay rulers
on general principles,

But if the murderer were seeking a
victim representing in his own person
the spirit of the Russian autocracy
and bureaucracy, the late Minister of

'the Interior would probably be the

member of the committee of ministers
who would best meet the demand. The
Jews regard him as accessory after, if
no: before the fact, to the Kicheneff
massacre,
sented not only an autocracy which is
opposed to the spirit of their popula-
tion, but he stood for treachery,
breach of faith, and a broken treaty.
He was the minister for Finland be-
fore he became minister of the interior,
and doubtless he owed his promotion
partly to the thorough manner in
which he deprived the people of Fin-
land of the right and privileges of self-
government granted them by the
solemn warrant of the Czar. Assassin-
ation is no remedy, and especially is
it a fruitless crime in Russia. The
nobles who rule that empire cannot be
intimidated by slaughter. Whatever
may be their faults, they are not
cowards. As there are kings and pre-
sidents ready to take the place of
others who have been murdered, so
there are always Russian officials
ready to risk their lives in carrying on
the service if their country. There will
be another Plehve, probably one with
the same despotic platform and the
same thoroughness. He too may fall,
but he will be resolute while he lives.

The life of a Russian cabinet minis-
ter and head of a national department
is something of a mystery to other.
nations. Little is known by the world
of members of the Czar’s cabinet coun-
cil. In spite of all that has been pub-
lished in connsction with the minister
who has been killed, von Plehve is lit-
tle more than a name to English
speaking people. In a vague way it is
understood that in the last two or
three years he has forged to the
front rank among the statesmen of
Russia and that all that can be said of
bad rulers has been said of him. Prob-
ably he was not much better nor much
worse than his colleagues, and there
-is no reason to suppose than he was
other than a devoted lover of his
country. These Russians who are at
the helm and control the ship may be
reactionary. They may be obdurate
and severe. But they are lovers of
their land and devoted to their
sovereign. Their ifeas of government
have been handed down from the mid-
dle ages and are oriental in their spir-
it. It is easier for them to die at the
hand of an assassin or in battle than
to give up ideas lomg cherished and
methods inherited from the time of
Peter the Great.

Promptly at 5.15 the train pulled in
and there was a great rush to the
Pullman to witness the arrival of the
distinguished prelate. In a few min-
utes he appeared, accompanied by his
secretary, Fr.

An addittonal throne
had been erected in the sanctuary di-
rectly under the pulpit, and this was
occupied by Bishop Casey, while the
delegate took that of the bishop. Both
thrones were trimmed with the papal
colors. Two large palms wgre placed
at the mailn entrance and from the
sidewalk in front of the church up the
main steps and down the aisle to the
altar carpet had been laid,

In a short time the party issued from
the palace, angd, passing through the
lines of Hibernian Knights who were
drawn up, entered the cathedral main
doors, preceded by the acolytes bear-
ing cross and candles, and proceeded
slowly down the aisle and into the
sanctuary amid peals of music from the
organ. In the centre of the church
space had peen reserved for the mem-
bers of the socleties participating in
the reception. The rest of the large
edifice was fillad to overflowing.

The vicar general then read the fol-
lowing address from the clergy and
laity:

BALFOUR EXPLAINS
BRITAIN'S POSITION.

LOLDON, July 28.—In the house of
commons this afternoon Premier Bal-
four said the acute stage of the Red
Sea incidents had passed, and that the
Russian volunteer fleet vessels would
be withdrawn. He laid down the Brit-
ish view that no belligerent’s warship
could issue from the Black Sea and
that the volunteer vessels in issuing
therefrom, if they took belligerent ac-
tion, either had no right to issue or no
right to take such action. The strong-
est possible exception had been taken
to the seizure of the Malacca on the
ahbove ground. The premier added that
ithie Russian government had met the
British contention in regard to this
particular incident . As to the Knight
Commander case, the government had
earnestly protested that the sinking of
that vessel was contrary to the accept-
ed practice of nations. Mr. Balfour
said regarding the Russian assurances
on the subject of the seizure of the
Malacca and other vessels as follows :

The Russian government have met us
in the matter, I will not say on general
principle, but in regard to this parti-
cular ‘r=tance. The Malacca could not
be stop,..d before she left Port Said,
but she is now released at Algiers, The
Russian government at the same time
gave us assurances that if the vessels
of the volunteer fleet made further
captures before instructions could
reach them, that pending the discus-
®ion of the general principles involved,
no action should be taken and that
these captutres should be regarded as
not having occurred . In accordance
with that arrangement the Ardova and
Formosa have been released. We have
received assurances that the volunteer
fieet vessels are to be withdrawn from
the Red Sea, and we have little doubt
that there will be no further desire on
the part of the Russian government to
employ them as cruisers. So far there-
fore as thosé ships go, the controversy
has passed out.of the acute stage. I
will not say that the govarnment of
tanis country. and Russia have reached
an agreement on the general principle,
but I think we need not anticipate any”
Practical violation of the view which
We very strongly hold, is likely to
occur,”

Mr. Balfour assumed a more serious
tone as he referred to the Knight Com-

“There are, I am sorry to say,” said
the premier, ‘“other:questiong not con-
Nected with the ineidents at all which
i”*i cause some discussion between
the two govermments and like all dis-
Cussions between governmants there
hay be legitimate cause for anxiety.

- ASSASSINATION!

Minister of .the In-
terior Blown to Pieces While Driving

Yon Plehve, Russian.

to Visit the cmperor,

ST PETERSBURG, July 28.—10.35 a.
m.—Minister of the Interior Von
Plehve was assassinated this morning

while driving to the Baltic station to
visit the emperor at Peterhof Palace.
A bomb was thrown under the minis-
ter’'s carriage, completely shattering
it.

M. Von Plehve was terribly mangled.
The crime was committed at 10 o’clock.
The assassin was arrested.

ST. PETERSBURG, July 28.—11.30 a.
m.—The coachman was killed and the
wounded and maddened horses dashed
wildly with the front wheels of the car-
riage, the only portion of the vehicle
remaining intact.

Immediately there ensued a scene of
the wildest confusion. Police and
gend’armes hurried up from every
direction and vast crowds gathered
about the spot where the minister lay.

The Associated Press correspondent '
was at the scene of the tragedy within

the dead nhinister. Nothing, however,
has been definitely established as yet.
The prefect of police notified the em=-

five minutes after it occurred. M. Von
Plehve’s body was lying in the middle :
of the road. It had been partially cov- t
ered with a police officer’s coat, with!
the left arm, the bone of which was ]
broken off, projecting. A policemans
came up and raised the overcoat in;
order to re-arrange it, revealing for an ;
instant the strong features of the dead :
minister, whese head was battered al- i
most beyond recognition. The roasdway ,
was strewn for a hundred yards with ';
the wreckage of the carriage and pieces ;
of the red lining of the minister’s offi- |
clal overcoat. A few yards from M.
Von Plehve’s body lie a shapeless heap
of the coachman’s remains. i

The tragedy occurred on the Zalale!
konski Prospect, a broad thoroughfare |
leading up to the Warsaw depot,.
whence the road turns sharply to the!
left towards the Baltic railroad . sta-|
tion. The exact spot is just before the |
bridge spanning the circular canal, on ;
the other side of which both stations;
are situated. The bomb thrower must |
have known that Minister Von Plehve ;
would pass the spot this morning, forg
the minister makes his report to thej
emperor every Thursday.

The infernal mac¢hine was thrown j
with deadly accuracy, and the assassin |
was favored by the fact that traffic
here is always of the heaviest, owing to
the crossing of lines of surface cars
and the continuous siream of heavy .
trucks. M. Von Plehve was always
apprehensive of attempts upon his life
and used to drive as rapidly as possi- ;
ble. The coachman, however, was com- '
pelled to go slow at this point. The
assassin, in laying his plans, evidently

foresaw this circumstance and while ,

the minister’s coachman slowed down,
threw the bomb. The explosion was
terrific and practically annihilated the
woodwork of the carriage. The horses

tore off, dragging the axle and the

front wheels. The animals, though in-

furiated by the wounds they had sus-

tained, had not galloped far before

they fell, with podls of blood under :
them. The minister’s servant, who al- |
so was on the carriage box, was badly
wounded, and two officers who were
driving by in a cab were injured by
flying splinters. The assassin himself |
was wounded in one eye. He took to |
flight, but, according to latest reports,

was overtaken and is now under ar-

rest,

Passengers by the Peterhof train be- |
gan to'arrive on the scene. Among |
those were the Duke and Duchess of
Oldenburg, who stopped their motor
car within a couple of paces of M. Von !
Plehve’s remains and were told by &'
policenian the terrible tidings. They !
were much affected. The news of the
tragedy spread like wildfire through- |
out the city, causing consternation ev-
erywhere. Police reserves were hur- |
ried to the scene from all parts of the |
city and the various departments were
instantly notified.

‘When the Associated Press corres-
pondent arrived at the telegraph office,
fifta2n minutes after the tragedy occur-
red, the director of telegraphs had al-
ready been informed of the assassina-
tion and instructions had been given. i
The utmost confusion prevailed and
the reports of the occurrence were con-
flizting.

Regarding the identity of the assassin

and tiie cause of the crime, by some it =

is said the act was that of a Finn, and |
by others that the murderer was a
partisan of the Zemstvos, the curtail-‘
ment of whose powers is attributed to,

i and steady work if desired.

VON PLEHVE,

Dperor of the tragedy immediately upon
its occurrence. His majesty, who was
at the ville of Alexandria at Peterhof,
was greatly affected by the news, com-
ing as it did, at opening of bad tidings
from the seat of war, fears of inter~
national complications, and the strain
incident upon the hourly expectation
of an event close to the father’s heart.

Guarded by -the police, the body re-

i mained in the street until the arrival

of the official corresponding with an
; American coroner. Even in the case of
a most powerful minister of the empire,
the law required that this formality
had to be observed before the remains
could be removed. After this official
viewed the body, it was placed in a car-
riage, covered by a robe and was dri-
ven slowly to a little chapel adjoining

{ the railroad station and then to the de-

ceased’s magnificent town residence ad-
joining the ministry of interior. The
carriage, surrounded by mounted gen
d’armes, passed through the crowded
streets, the sidewalks ' being a solid
mass of people. Hven the cross streets
were packed with spectators for blocks.
As if by magic, everybody in the city
seemed to have suddenly become aware
that a frightful catastrophe had oc-

lcurred and to have hurried to the

scene. As the carriage passed, all
heads were uncovered,

To the Editor of the Sun: £l
Sir—I was present at the meeting

held at the Court House, Andover, on

the evening of the 21st, and should

like, through your kind permission, to
refer to a remark made by one of the
speakers, to the effect “that Lord Dun-
donld’s idea of militarism was to es-
tablish a line of forts along the fron-
tier.” Now the remark was absurd in
the extreme, and any person with or-
dinary intelligence can see the unfair-
ness, the meanness, the cowardice of
making false statements about Lord
Dundonald. I will say right here that
it will take more power than the gen-
tleman who made the reémark ever
possessed to gag the public by mis-
representing the true facts concerning
the case of the late G. O. C.

Lord - Dundonald himself says. re-
garding this subject that “some of the
most widely read and influential pa-
pers in Canada have given currency
and support to a rumor that I had in
the unpublished portion of my report
for 1902 advised a ruinous expenditure
for military armaments, and had rec-
ommended the erection of a series of
great fortresses along the frontier. It
is.almost incredible that hallucinations
of this description should be fabricat-
ed and attributed to me without the
slightest shadow of justification. These
statements are amusing in thelr utter
absurdity, but wild as they are they
have accomplished one object. They
have given to a large section of the
people of Canada a false impression of
the work I have been endeavoring to
do on their behalf and in their inter-
est. The simple truth is, gentlemen,
that before I came to Canada the
Canadian government had already de-
cided to place a few guns at two stra-
tegical points. I worked out detailed
schemes for them for these places, but
expressly stated in my report that the
schemes were based on the principle
of the least possible expenditure or
anything that could be In the nature
of permanent fortifications, the first
thing to be borne in mind being the
organized system of defence, the guns,
the ammunition and the trained men
to use them. The only additional rec-
ommendations that have come from
me in relation to permanent defences
were suggestions that an important
seaport on the Atlantic and another on
the Pacific should receive slight pro-
tection against raids from torpedo
boats and cruisers, the cost of which
would be inconsiderable.”

Fairness ought to be shown in mat-
ters of this kind, and speakers should
not make extravagant and preposter-
ous allegations when dealing with pub-
lic issues. It seems to be the deter-
minat.ion of the friends of the govern-
ment who have had their share of
sugar plums to force gallant Dundon-
ald in the mire and set high up on a
pedestal, Mr. TFisher, whose good
judgment in the appointment of offi-
cers for the 13th Scottish Light Dra-
goons was shown by one turning up
at camp with a pair of gaiters, with
small spurs fastened in the lheels, and
with a sword on each side of him, and
a black eye, while another distinguish-
ed himself by being fined $20 and
costs.

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HORSE BREEDING. -

DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE,
Ottawa, July 21.—In the year 1900 the
department of agriculture and techni-
cal instruction for Ireland devised a
scheme for encouraging improvement
in the breed of live stock, particularly
of horses and cattle, in that country.
An outline of the Irish system may be
wf interest to Canadian horsemen, who
have for some time been discussing the
problem of obtaining for service
throughout the country a sufficient
number of sound well-bred stallions of
the most profitable types.

General Objects.— In formulating
their live stock schemes, the depart-
ment’s main object was to promote im-
provement in the breeds of the coun-
try by encouraging private enterprise
in the breeding of pure-bred animals,
and in the introduction of new sires,
and to do this in such a way that the
Bgccompanying advantages should be
principally secured for the smaller
farmers. Since’ interests of national
dmportance were at stake—such, for
example, as the = maintenance of the
jhigh reputation of Irish horses, the
improvement of the feeding qualities
fof the store cattle, and the milking
properties of dairy cows—and as these
interests required that the stock of the
country should be considered as a
whole, and should not, in public
schemes 1or its improvement, be at-
tacked by the introduction of strains
‘likely to have injurious general effects
on the national breeds, it was neces-
sary that these schemes should con-
tain principles of uniform application to
the whole country. It was, therefore,
necessary that the live stock schemes
Bhould emanate from the central auth-
brity, while, in particulars other than
their national features, they might be
modified in accordance with local opin-
ions and circumstances. In order to
have the asgistance of the most repre-
sentative expert opinion in Ireland in
the formulation of these schemes, the
government appointed two special ad-
visory committees—one for horses, and
the other for cattle, sheep and swine.

Horse Breeding Scheme.—The horse
breeding scheme, as outlined by the ad-
‘Visory committee and approved by the
agricultural board, provided for the're-
gistration of suitable and sound thor-
oughbred and and agricultural sires,
and the selection of a number of the
best brood mares in each county to be
served by these sires. The owner of a
registered stallion is entitled, under the
scheme, to a fee of £3 for each select-
ed mare put to his stallion. The mares
selected were the property of persons
deriving their means of living from
farming, whose valuation did not ex-
ceed in the poorer counties £150, and in
the more wealthy countiea £200.

The first year 410 stallions were of-
fered for registration, of which 298
were thoroughbred and 112 of the ag-
ricultural type. From the first it was
deemed advisable to spare no pains in
making & searching examination of the
stallions offered for registration, and,
accordingly, before any of the stal-
lions offered under the scheme were
accepted, the department’s . inspectors
had to certify (1) as to suftability, and
(2) as to the soundness of the animal.
A register was published in March,
1901, which contained the names and
pedigrees of 97 thoroughbred and 31
agricultural stallions that had been
accepted. Upwards of 1,800 free nom-
ination tickets of £3 each were offer-
ed at 150 shows of mares held during
March and April, and nearly 1,700 of
these tickets were issued.

In addition to subsidizing stallions

by means of £3 nominations to mares,
the department offered in a few coun-
ties where there was an insufficient
number of stallions for the purposes of
the scheme, premiums varying from
£50 to £100.
" Loans for the Purchase of Stallions.
In order to encourage farmers of small
means to provide themselves with a
registered stalllon, a sum of money
was allotted by the department for the
purpose of granting loans for the pur-
chase of approved sires. The money
was lent at 2% per cent. Interest, pay-
able in five instalments. It was a con-
dition precedent to these loans that
the animal should be insured for its
full market value.

Premiums for Female Stock. As a
further means of encouraging improve-
ment in stock breeding, the depart-
ment adopted the principle of award-
ing premiums and prizes to female
stock. The advisory committee on
horse breeding pointed out that that
industry in Ireland is to a great ex-
tent, injured by young mares being
sold out of the country, thus leaving
only second class animals for breed-
ing purposes, and the department
yadopted their recommendaticer that the
prizes and premiums should be main-
ly confined to young mares from two
to six years old, served by a registered
sire, in the hope that the farmers
would thereby be induced to retain
these mares.

Wbﬁdérful Story Told by
Gaptain Ferraro.

Captain L. Rubelli, local agent of the
Italian bark Annita-e-Menottie, was in
receipt of a letter from Skipper Fer-
raro, of the bark, telling how on the
ship’s voyage to St. John, N. B., the
crew were horribly bitten by hordes of
bugs and centipedes. ~As a result of
the sailors’ battle with the pests, part
of the crew are in the hospital at New
Brunswick, and it is feared that blood
poisoning may result,

On her last trip to this port the bark
brought a cargo of bones from Buenos
Ayres. As always happens in this sort
of a cargo, there lurk thousands of
nasty bugs and deadly crawling things.
1n discharging the bones, the bug and
centipede  contingent took refuge in
various parts of the ship, escaping the
vigilance of the seamen.

BUGS BEGIN ATTACK,

The bark sailed from here on June 16,
end arrived at St. John on June 23. The
Delaware Breakwater had bee: left

chind a few hundred miles when the |

bugs and centipedes swarmed out of
hiding places and actually took posses-
cion of the vessel. The decks and masts
became covered with them, They at-
tacked the sailors; they made an on-
slaught upon the man at the wheel, He
would have been driven from his post
had not a seaman been ordered by the
skipper to beat off the bugs,

CAPTAIN'S THRILLING STORY.

The plight of the crew became seri-
ous. Nothing could conquer the ter-
rible enemy. The bugs, Captain Fer-
raro says..in his letter to Capt. Rubelli
were of the pinching species. They flew:
about the vessel and lit upon the sail-
ors, particularly their faces. The cen-
tipedes added to the horror of the situ-
ation by crawling up the insjde of the
seamen’s trousers. ‘“What a position
to be placed in,” said Capt. Ferrare in
hig letter. “It was awful. The crew

were almost at the mercy of the bug-

and centipede stcourge. In their des-
peration they tore sails to pieces, and
with the bits about the length of
towels tried to beat off their blood-
thirsty assailants. It was useless, We
killed hundreds of the tenactous pests,
but as fast as we did so hundreds more
swarmed up through openings in the
hatches. The decks became so thick
with the smashed bodies of the enemy
that it was with difficulty we kept our
£ooting.

CONQUERED THE CREW,

“The fight was a sorely unequal one.
We sbon saw that we could not con-
cuer the bug and centipede horde, so
I ordered all sail to be clapped on, and
this, despite the fact that a three-
fourths gale was blowing, and the top-~
masts on fore and mainmasts were
bending like reeds. With the masts
and yards covered with centipedes it
was-no easy work to handle the sails.
I felt that our only salvation was to
reach our destination as quickly as
we could. There was a time when I
feared the sailors would take to the
boats and desert the bug cursed ship.
But I succeeded in perspading them to
stick to the bark.

“Under the great spread of canvas
that we carried, we made the trip in
seven days, beating all previous runs
Ly _three days. No matter how hard
it blew we kept all sail on the ship.
Meanwhile the bugs and centipedes
fought us. The faces and arms and
hands of the crew were in a fright-
ful condition.  Even the eyes of the
cailors were affected.

SKIPPER OF BARK PRAYED,

“You have seen me jolly, Captain
Rubelli,” concluded Skipper Ferraro.
“You ought to have seen me and the
‘rew when St. John came in sight. I
lecame devout. I prayed. The an-
hor was no sooner let go in the har-
bor than, with a shout, the crew
lowered the boats, and were soon pull-
ing frantically shoreward. Poor fel-
lows, it will be a long time before
fome of them recover from their bites.
The most serious I ordered to the hos-
pital. I very much fear bloodapoison-
ing for not a few, and I am a little
hervous on the ‘¥ame score myself.”
As Captain Rubelli read the above in
the Maritime Exchange today it caus-
ed great comment.

F. W. Holt G. E Tells Why the Commis-
sioners Were Unable to Find a Satis:
factory Gattle Guard---The Animal

Should Have

Been Studied.

To the Editor of the Sun:

Sir~In your paper of the 16th inst.
You announced the last of the one-eyed
steer, and editorially, in a humorous

way, probably voiced the opinion
of a large number of your readers who
ere not familiar with the subject in
& practical way. Will you therefore
kindly permit me a few words in re-
membrance? First to congratulate you
on arriving at the proper solution of
the problem at the conclusion of the
editorial. It is the only proper one,
and there is no good reason why it
should be otherwise, viz.,, let every
stock owner put up his bars and take
care of his own cattle.

Also, you say we should have been
studying the steer and not the applis
ances. Here again you are nearly
right. The work was laid out for us
with the idea of finding out what
others had done and then adopt their
best. When we had looked the results
over we found there was no best. That
many bright railway men had been
searching for this very thing earnestly
and honestly, and they could not find
it, but were trying everything that
eame along. Many of the U. S. rail-
way officials considered the one adopt-

ed by the G. T. R. and C. P. R. to be!

the best. But the Ontario farmers said
they are no use, and railway men ad-
mitted that cattle would go over them.
(In this, as in"a great many other
cases, those who try to solve the prob-
lem may be classed somewhere be-
tween the smoke-dreamer, or the man
who thinks but does not act, and the
one who acts but does not think. As
the one who both thinks and acts is
the most useful in practical work, we
tried to convert these dreams into
practical value by giving them all an
opportunity to test their theories un-
der similar conditions to those of ev-
eryday use.) For this purpose we en-
gaged of Alderman Slattery, the lead-
ing butcher of Ottawa, the use of such

stock as we found necessary to test;

the appliances that were submitted,
and one of these animals was the one-
eyed steer. As you know, he could
not have acquired this notoriety with-
out the newspaper man, and that the
newspaper correspondents and report-
ers at Oitawa are able men you will
not deny, My experience with the fra-
ternity has shown me they are lovers
of fair play and are quick to see the
“true inwardness” of any subject.
When we undertook these tests we
found that, like most of the active pco-
ple in business on this continent, each
one had the best and was sure it would
do the work. Had the mechanical
abilities of these animals been krown
as well before as they were after these
trials, we could have foretold the re-
sult in many cases.

When Nature designs an appliance
for a special purpose there are no mis-
takes and no make-shifts. Evidently
these animals were designed to move
rapidly and easily among rocks and
others obstructions without pain or
discomfort. I will not undertake a de-
scription of his structure, as I did not
have time to learn the namesg of his
bones, as you appear to. His feet and
hands are well up out of the way and
he walks on the tips of his toes and
fingers, which tips are enclosed, in
turn, to half-way between the first and
egecond finger and toe joints, some
three-eighths of an inch in thickneds,
so that the weight on one tip can be
supported on a point one-half inch in
dla.méter, though a one-fourth inch
point may impress or indent it, the
effect of which he does not necessarily
feel today, though he may be lame to-
morrow. .

He therefore may; or msy not, be

§

<valuable to you as a Sunday school
example, as suggested; at any rate, he
does not suffer’ at the time of the
error, if he steps on a point, but may
severely later. In fact, some of them
had to be slaughtered after such er-
rors, though they stood and fed while
committing them.

The real secret of the notoriety of
the one-eyed steer, so called, is that
he completely upset the theories of in-
ventors, who were 8o positive they
were right, like many critics, that they
were the most honestly surprised par-
ties present when he had shown that
they did not know anything about
how he could use his walking appli-
ances. For no one who had looked into
the matter had taken the trouble to
record it.

Were Canada not so short (?) of en-
gineers that she has to have one man
do two men’s work and send out of the
country when there is anything to do
in an engineering line, perhaps it
might have occurred to some one that
it would be well to find out about what
the animal can’do first, before trying
to find out what he cannot do by the
“cut and try” method.

As an example many have thought
that a series of ridges that would split
the hoof would be impassable.

{ from curiosity they are no detriment
| whatever. Our party tried ridges of
all kinds systematically and all were
| walked without apparent ~discomfort.
! Had a hoof been taken from a freshly
! slaughtered animal and tested under
known weights, while fresh and elastic,
he would have seen that the hoof is so
designed that an impression cannot be
made on if, on the sole, the inside or
outside, with any ordinary usage he
may apply. In the same way rollers
and travelling platforms have been
tried, but the animal is on “all fours,”
his body is suspended for this purpose
and he can travel where it was not
thought he could.

The whole gist of the thing is that
man sometimes reaches such superior
heights that he sees the inferior ani-
mals from such a distance that he
overlooks their abilities and it is the
rude awakening which the steer gave
to the superior human that caused the
Ottawa one to become noted. Brute
knowledge against human device and
want of knowledge, in which the brute
won.

The true solution of the problem fs, |
like many other problems in political |
économy, a compromise. The farmer |
and stock raiser was perhaps on the
ground first—the railway came later— ,
before the advent of the railway his
Stock was worth perhaps $15 to $20 per
head. After the railway it became
worth $35 to $50 per head, due to
prompt transportation, The railway
cannot exist without products for
transportation, and the more thrifty .

The animals can be stopped, and we
found plenty of appliances that would
do so. If we use only the sordid mea~
sure of dollars and cents, omitting for
this comparison all higher and worthier
sentiment, it is better that 125 animals
should be killed than thaf one ruman !

H the Manufacture of Pulp in New
Brunswick, When Mills in Other

Provinces Thrive so Well.
- > P>

New Brunswick ought to be a plen-
did fleld for men of enterprise in the
| pulp industry. Tn that richly timbered
previnge spruce abwands above all
other woods. There is no lack of
water power. Raw material can be
assembled at low cost. No other part
of Canada, exoupt INove Scotla, is bet-
ter sitnated for slifjpping the prodact
on the Atlantic. Compared with New
Brunswigk, interior provinces, like
Quedec and Ontario, would appear to
be at a great Aisadvantage for compet-
ing for the sale of pulp in the foreign
market, as they have large freight
charges to pay on the long haul to the
sea. Yet Ontario and Quebec have
bezn far more successful in the pulp
Industry. What is the reason?

The difference between tHe sucoess
of the interfor provinces and that of
New Brunswick appears to be trace-
able to the gifference in the eapitalis-
tic influences in control. In Ontario
anl Quebec the oWmners of the pulp
mills are, with one notable exception,
either Canadlan or Americans., fThe
notable exception is the Imperia] Pa-
per Mills, Limited, at Sturgeon Falk.
That concern is British, but #t is con-
ducted. in accordance with the up-to-
date Mdeas of .this continent Its ma-
chinery is of American msake. Better
stil], it is free to sell #ts produgt where
it pleases, not being at the diotation of
people who do not understéand the
business, or who would keep it tied up
to certain consumers.

pany, whose mills at Chatham, New
Brunswick, cost a lot of money, has
been out of business for some thme, and
its works are in possession of the ore-
ditor bank. Had its British owners
been better acquainted with the edn-
ditions required for the success of such
undertakings, they ~would have seen
that the fimber supply secured was not
one that could be quickly exhausted.
They would have equipped their mills
somewhat differently,

S6me time ago the Cushing Sulphite
Fibre Company, at St. John, N. B.,
closed down. More than a year before
that there was trouble between the
British and Canadian iInterests. When
the latter withdrew, Captam Part-
ington’s control was supreme, but it
does not seem to have been able to
secure results in the highest degree
satisfactory. Production is going on
again, and it is hoped that earnings
will increase.

What was the matter with the St.
John Sulphite Pulp Company, whose
mill at Mispec, fifteen miles from St.
John, N. B., has been brought to a
standstill? That company was also
British, the controlling shareholders
beinig Scotch capitalists, mostly paper
manufacturers. Operations have not
been profitable. Had the real direct-
ors of the company’s affairs been Can-
adians or Americans, the result might
have been far different. Some disad-
vantages that the concern had to cope
with might have been overcome. Pos-
sibly a better location would have been
secured at the outset. Sufficiént pulp
wood could not be got down the Mis-
pe¢. Then the manufactured pulp had
to be brought up to St. John and
transhipped there. Possibly, if the
company had stocked its output rather
than sell it at losing prices, it could
have made enough money in the high
price twelve-month since last mid-
summer to tide over its p: nt diffi-
culties.—“Initial,” in the Iaper Mill,
ivNew York.

penditure. They will not swallow the
report that no practical cattle guard
can be found. He (Lancaster) said
that at the cattle guard meetings he
saw a list of a good many guards with
which the commissioners could find no
fault, yet they did try to find fault

with every guard presented to them,

Mr. Emmerson replied that if Mr.
Holt took more time than was neces-
sary he did it with the best possible
intention. With regard to publishing
the report, that was a matter for the
railway commission and not the minis-
ter of raflways to deal with.

Mr. Blain of Peel took the ground
that some of the cattle guards submit-
ted for examination were very suit-
able and might be adopted by railways
in Canada. He knew of one patented
by a gentleman of Cookshire and
brought to Ottawa at considerable ex-
pensc to the inventor, to be submitted
to tests. For more than an hour and
a half in one ¢ase and more than two
hours in another, animals were unable
to get over the guard. He (Blain) had
no hesitation in saying that as the gov-
ernment had spent $7,000 in testing, and
paying officers to make observations in
connection with the test, they should
spend whatever small sum might be
necessary to publish the report. So
long as the government kept the report
secret, people would imagine there was
something wrong about it.

Mr. Lennox pointed out that Mr. Holt
and the minister did not see eye to eye.
The minister held that Mr. Robertson’s
common sense was most valuable, and
R. L. Borden said it looked to him as
if the whole commission had degener-
ated into a humbug. And then Mr.
Lennox preceeded to show that while
Mr. Robtertson had made no recom-
mendation at all, he had performed a
service for the party in another capa-
city by dropping out of the commission
entirely to contest an election in the
interest of the liberal party, and for
that service he was probably excused
from making a report. It will be seen
from the detate that there are mem-
bers who actually belleve the ecattle-
guard commission’s report should be
printed and generally circulated. There
are other members, including no doubt
more than one cabinet minister, who
feel that the farce has already cost the
country too dearly.

Pleasures are high or low as the
faculty expressing itself in the pleas-
ure is high or low. How exhilarating
a game of baseball. But it is never as
keen or as exquisite as the enjoyment
derived from reading of an interesting
book. The indulgence in eating or
sleeping is not to be compared for an
instant either in intensity or «duration
with that attainable through a brilli-
ant, thoughtful conversation. All men
admit th2 spiritual faculty highest of
all. That is why an evening at danc-
ing or the theaire, though pleasurable,
never produces the enjoyment made
possible through communion with God,
or in making others good. That sort
of exercise takes hold deep and pro-
duces an abiding joy. The Sriptures
ask over and over again, “What shall
it profit a man if he gain the whole
world and lose his soul?’ The enjoy-
ment that comes through the medium
of the soul is highest, deepest and best,
It is through that which God reveals
Himself. The trouble with us all is
we live to much in the basement of the
house personal. The dingy cellar
kitchen, the lowest room, where satis-
factions are prepared for the appetites
of the body. We seldom come up into
the parlor and library, where the air is
purer, and attractions higher, and the
friendships more satisfying to mind
and spirit. 'Well may spiritual delight
be called a revelation. Man has lost
his spiritual susceptibility. He needs
to open the upper rooms, and push
aside the curtains and draw up the
shades, and throw wide the shutters
and let God in. That once done he will
never go back to the basement again
to mingle with the servants in their
rude coarse talk. You defraud your-
self, brother man, if you enjoy not the
most enduring satisfactions God can
give. Wanted a man’ to enjoy himself
as God intended he should.

But notice again the value of a man
to himself in view of the obligations
of his life. Every man is under obliga-
tion to make the most of himself. The
reason men do not find joy in walking
along the lower ways is because they
will not walk along the higher. The
very fact of being a man imposes an
obligation to educate himself, if the
facilities for such are within his reach.
Every American citizen is in duty
bound to know something about our
Constitution, our great principles of
political libarty, our superb institu-
tionalism that he may vot2 intelligent-
ly upon all maunicipal, state and
national occasions.

Shall the religious question be se-
condary in importance to the educa-
tional and political? Never. Every
man is under strictest responsibility to
love God and his neighbor, at least, as
himself. If a follower of Jesus, more
than himself. Even men who have
a low and mercenary view of existence
condemn him who entertains base
thoughts and conduct. Shall not God
condemn? Memory is ours not for the
recalling of regrets and faflures, and
the hard ways of life, but for remem-
bering the loving kindness of God.
Imagination, from which springs as-
piration and hope, was not intended to
be the repository of lewd visions and
evil thoughts, but that we might en-
tertain divine thoughts, heavenly as-
pirations. Even endure as seeing Him
who is invisible, we discharge not our
objection to ourselves until we put our
God-giving faculties to the noblest pur-
poses, making them obedient to the
divine will. We said the other night
that speculation was not confined only
to mercantile affairs. Tonight we say
that suicide is not confined to physical
life. It is more insidious and destruc-
tive where moral and spiritual life is
at stake. Men wonder why the Book
pronounces condemnation on the sin-
pner. Let them see it is because we de-
prive God of His rights and employ
our faculties in sinful practices.
